Red Bud eatery 
on the hook for 
$30,000 gas use

Was not 
included
in billing

A popular Red Bud busi-

ness is in a tight spot after 
the city made a mistake on 
its utility bill.
Matt and Missy Stines, 

owners of The Office Bar 
and Grill, spoke to the Red 
Bud City Council Tuesday 
night about their issue.
Matt said they received a 

notice in February about 
owing past-due gas bills.
Over the course of the 

eight years the Stines 
have been in business in 
Red Bud, they had not 
been paying for gas in 
their utility bills because 
the city had not been in-
cluding it on that bill.
The mistake led to the 

S t ines  owing  a lmos t 
$30,000 in past-due utili-
ties.
“That’s a hard pill to 

swallow,” Matt Stines told 
the council.
Matt Stines said the busi-

ness keeps its revenues 
and expenditures on a 
flow, adjusting bar prices 
to match what they will 
owe so the business can 
continue to thrive. When 
a large expense arises out 
of the blue, it causes issues 
with the entire operation.
He said that the company 

doesn’t comb through its 
utility bill to make sure 
the city is charging the 
right amount.
“We trust that city staff 

does its job,” Matt said.
After the city sent a no-

tice to the business that it 
must pay, the Stines con-
tested. Correspondence 
continued until the city 
offered to waive its profit 
from the bill, knocking 
off a little more than 
$8,000, bringing the cost 
owed by the Stines to 
$21,030.
The Stines still felt that 

paying that amount was 
excessive. Matt asked that 
the city consider a split in 
which the Stines would 
pay $10,500, and the city 
would cover the rest.
The council did not im-

mediately  respond to 
Matt‘s request.

School districts expect better funding with new bill

Illinois’ schools will now 
be funded.
Not only does the comp-

troller have the ability to 
release funds to schools, 
but local superintendents 
said this is the first time 
they’ve been sufficiently 
funded in years.
“I’m thrilled to death,” 

said Gabe Schwemmer, 
Sparta school superinten-
dent. “This is the first time 
in decades that our kids 
will be adequately funded.”
Schwemmer said she 

has been notified that her 
school district will see its 
first payment from the 
state within the next couple 
of weeks.
“That’s a breath of fresh 

air,” she said. “This pro-
vides enough money to 
provide the resources that 

our students need.”
Schwemmer said Sparta 

approved the issuance of a 
tax anticipation warrant in 
order to offset any lack of 
state funding. Now that the 
state has a funding plan, 
she said she doesn’t believe 
the school will have to move 
forward with that.
Another element of the 

funding bill that Schwem-
mer supports is the mandate 
relief. Under the mandate 
relief, the school doesn’t 
have to provide as many 
days of physical education, 
and it can outsource driver’s 
education to cut costs. While 
Schwemmer doesn’t expect 
to outsource driver’s ed, she 
said the option is helpful.
A previous school funding 

bill was vetoed by Governor 
Bruce Rauner at the end 
of July. Rauner issued an 

amendatory veto, claiming 
that the funding bill was 
a bailout of the Chicago 
public school district due to 
the money it would provide 
to the Chicago teacher pen-
sion system.
That funding bill was for-

mulated by a team of leg-
islators and school admin-
istrators as an evidence-
based funding formula.
Rauner’s amendatory veto 

listed several changes to 
the bill, which did not pass 
the required three-fifths 
majority.
The new bill is almost 

identical to the one Raun-
er vetoed, however, one 
change does remain from 
his amendment. The nor-
mal cost of pensions was 
moved out of the funding

Russell R. Asbury, 
48, of Chester pleaded 
guilty August 27 to a 
reduced charge of bat-
tery.  

Asbury admitted 
causing bodily harm 
to an individual in 
Chester May 14.

Illinois will fi-
nally adequately 

fund its schools. It 
seems like some-
thing that shouldn’t 
have taken decades 
to achieve, but it has.

School superinten-
dents throughout the 
County Journal cov-
erage area are sing-
ing the praises of the 
funding bill that was 
passed last week by 
the state legislature 
and signed by Gov-
ernor Bruce Rauner.

For the first time, 
school districts will 
be funded through 
an evidence-based 
system that requires 
the state to examine 
how much money a 
district needs to ad-
equately educate stu-
dents and how much 
money the district re-
ceives through prop-
erty taxes. State aid 
will be prioritized by 

which districts need 
it the most, and no 
school loses money 
with this system. 

Schools through-
out our area have 
slipped further and 
further into the 
abyss over the past 
decade due to a lack 
of adequate fund-
ing and missed pay-
ments by the state. 
This has caused 
programs to be cut, 
teachers to lose their 
jobs and our chil-
dren to face going 
to schools that are in 
poor condition.

Here’s to finally 
getting something 
done about it.

However, the bill 
is not without what 
some see as draw-

backs. Local super-
intendents fear that 
the new program 
giving tax credits to 
those who donate to 
private school schol-
arships will decrease 
future enrollment in 
public schools and 
hurt those schools 
in the long run. Sup-
porters of this meas-
ure claim it provides 
more school choices.

What is really 
strange about this 
bill is that it pro-
vides about $150 mil-
lion more to Chicago 
public schools than 
the original fund-
ing bill. This is odd, 
considering Rauner 
vetoed that bill be-
cause he called it a 
bailout of Chicago 

schools.
When asked why 

Chicago receives 
more money in this 
bill than the one he 
vetoed, he seemed 
visibly surprised, 
stammering through 
nondescript political 
rhetoric. 

“This bill is a com-
promise that’s rea-
sonable and was 
worked out on a 
bipartisan basis,” 
Rauner said.

That completely 
dodges the question 
and doesn’t give us 
any indication why 
Rauner backed off 
yet another stance.

Just like the budg-
et agreement that 
he held out for with 
demands for tort re-
form, workers’ com-
pensation reform 
and tax cuts, Rauner 
backed away.

St. Louis had two newspapers, the Globe 
Democrat in the morning and the Post  Dis-
patch in the evening.

The 
dailies paid three-quarters of a cent per paper.

The high school parking lot mostly held 
teachers’ cars. Students rarely drove a car to 
school. If they did, it was probably their dads’ 
cars while he was away. Moreover, if a student 
did own a car before graduation, it was usu-

podium, the coun-
cil continued on with 
regular business. 

However, an action 
item was  listed under 
the finance committee 
report, asking that the 
city give authorization 
to hire an attorney 
in the event that the 
Stines’ case went to 
court.

Aldermen balked at 
the proposal, not mak-
ing a motion to hire 
the attorney.

Alderman Glenn Lin-
nertz asked if the city 
would have to hire an 
attorney if the authori-
zation was given, sug-
gesting that there was 
still room to compro-
mise with the Stines.

Alderman Mike Reed 
said that, in the past 
when similar mistakes 
were made, the city 
sought full payment. 
He said it could set 
a bad precedent for 

the city to compro-
mise with one business 
while having sought 
full payment from oth-
ers.

City attorney Paul 
Ray said the authori-
zation does not require 
the city to hire a pri-
vate attorney. It only 
gives the city permis-
sion to do so.

The motion was then 
made for the council to 
discuss the matter in 
executive session. 

However, the Open 
Meetings Act clearly 
states that going into 
an executive session 
requires the imminent 
or probable threat of 
litigation. The law 
states that litigation 
has to be filed or pend-
ing, or that the likeli-
hood of litigation is 
imminent or probable. 
It could be illegal for 
the city to enter execu-
tive session if litiga-

tion is merely possible.
Ray said that since 

offers from the city 
have been made and 
declined, that allowed 
the city to enter ex-
ecutive session under 
the guise of probable 
litigation.

When  th i s  s tat e -
m e n t  w a s  m a d e , 
Missy Stines seemed 
shocked, remarking 
that the business has 
never threatened the 
city with litigation.

After 20 minutes in 
executive session, the 
council returned to 
the public setting. The 
council passed two 
resolutions: the first 
allowing Mayor Tim 
Lowry to present a fi-
nal offer to the Stines 
and the second allow-
ing the city to hire 
Sparta  attorney Alan 
Farris in the event that 
the Stines declined the 
offer.

During the motion 
to make the final of-
fer, Alderman Susan 
Harbaugh gave an in-
dication of what the 
final offer would be. 
She suggested that 
the offer would allow 
the Stines to repay the 
money over a period of 
seven and a half years 
but would still require 
that the full $21,030 be 
paid by the Stines.

After the meeting, 
Matt said he will re-
serve judgment until 
he sees the final offer 
in writing.

Matt said the offer 
that Harbaugh indi-
cated sounded like the 
same one that was pre-
sented to them before.

“We’d just like to have 
a reasonable resolu-
tion with the city,” he 
said. “We’ll think about 
it.”

in Vietnam.”
Her ebook received 

the national award 
for best publication in 
2017 by the NSDAR.

The exhibits  rely 
heavily on newspaper 
reports from the time 
that these 21 men died.

Gangloff said the 
time frame for the 
exhibit was chosen to 
coincide with the air-
ing of Ken Burns’ PBS 
special about Vietnam. 

The special airs Sun-
day, September 17 at 7 
p.m. There are 10 epi-
sodes featuring nearly 
80 interviews with 
American soldiers, an-
ti-war activists and Vi-
etnamese civilians and 
combatants from both 
sides of the conflict.

“The articles the ex-
hibit is based on, al-
though they’re news 
stories, are very emo-
tional as written,” 
Gangloff said. “The 
date of their deaths is 
displayed prominent-
ly in the exhibit and 
drives home how many 
losses were suffered 
in a very short time 
period. By reading 
the stories of where 

and when these men 
died, then watching 
the Ken Burns spe-
cial, the community 
will be able to follow 
and possibly see foot-
age of the firefights 
that took our soldiers 
from us.

•Immediate family members of American mili-
tary personnel listed as missing or unaccounted 
for by the Department of Defense.

•Immediate family members of a veteran who 
is listed on the Vietnam Veterans’ Memorial in 
Washington, DC and is not listed as missing or 
unaccounted for by the DOD.

•Surviving spouse who was the spouse at the 
time of death of a veteran who served active 
duty in the military at any time during the pe-
riod of November 1, 1955 to May 15, 1975.

It is asked that people who meet these cat-
egories notify the librarian of the name, rank, 
date of death and branch of service of deceased 
military members, along with the name of the 
family member who is to be placed on the cer-
tificate and their relationship to the deceased.

formula and into the 
pension code. This ac-
tually allowed Chicago 
schools to receive $150 
million more than was 
allowed in the previ-
ous formula.

The basis of the fund-
ing formula takes two 
items into account. 
The first is how much 
money it requires to 
adequately educate a 
student. The second is 
how much the district 
receives in property 
taxes. 

Additionally, the bill 
provides a safeguard 
for schools, requiring 
that each district re-
ceive at least as much 
in state funding as it 
received last year.

Most districts, espe-
cially ones in the poor-
er rural areas, such 
as those the County 
Journal covers, will 
receive more.

All things consid-
ered, Schwemmer said 
Sparta could receive 
up to $500,000 more 
than it did last year.

Trico Superintendent 
Larry Lovel said he 
was relieved that the 
funding bill passed.

“The Trico school dis-
trict is heavily reliant 
upon state funding,” 
Lovel said. “Since 2010, 
our district has used 
up most of its fund re-
serves, reduced facul-
ty and staff members 

and forced our board 
to pass two separate 
working cash resolu-
tions to fill the gaps 
created by flat funding 
levels and prorated 
state funding.”

However, some saw 
drawbacks  in  the 
amended school fund-
ing bill. The bill in-
cludes a controver-
sial element. That is 
providing tax credits 
to people who donate 
to private schools or 
charities that give 
scholarships to pri-
vate schools. Up to $75 
million will be given 
in tax credits to those 
who donate.

State Representative 
Jerry Costello II voted 
against the funding 
bill, basing much of 
his decision on the tax 
credit issue.

“I think it’s wrong 
to put public dollars 
into  private schools 
when we haven’t been 
funding public schools 
adequately,” Costello 
said.

Aside from the prin-
ciple of the matter, 
Costello said the tax 
credits amount to an 
unfunded liability. 

“There is no identi-
fied revenue to pay 
that $75 million,” Cos-
tello said.

While Costello voted 
against this bill, he 
did vote in favor of the 

original funding bill.
“That bill was a bill 

that was vetted over 
a four-year period of 
time,” Costello said. 
“That one had a lot of 
public input.

“The  add -on  ( the 
f u nd i ng  b i l l  t h at 
passed) was formed 
in less than a week 
behind closed doors.”

The tax credit provi-
sions allow an indi-
vidual to donate up to 
$750 to a private school 
and up to $1 million 
to a non-profit group 
that funnels funds to 
private schools. The 
tax credit is worth 
up to 75 percent of 
the funds donated. 
So, if an individual 
donates $1 million to 
a non-profit, that in-
dividual could receive 
up to $750,000 in tax 
breaks.

Costello said the en-
tire basis of the new 
school funding formu-
la is helping out pub-
lic schools that have 
not been adequately 
funded.

“Until those schools 
are adequately fund-
ed, we shouldn’t be 
pushing public dollars 
into private schools,” 
Costello said.

State Senator Paul 
Schimpf voted in favor 
of the funding bill. He 
said the bill isn’t per-
fect, but necessary.

“No compromise is 
ever going to be per-
fect,” Schimpf said. 
“One of the things that 
I told people when I 
asked them to entrust 
me with this job was 
that I would compro-
mise. I’m not somebody 
who’s going to draw 
lines in the sand and 
not try to find common 
ground.

“I’m relieved that the 
funding impasse is 
over.”

Schimpf said he vot-
ed against the original 
funding bill and voted 
in favor of the new 
one.

He gave three rea-
sons for his choice: 
The bil l  ended the 
Chicago block grant, 
which he said was a 
major factor in Chi-
cago receiving a dis-
proportionate amount 
of funds. The state was 
able to remove most of 
the Chicago teacher 
pension costs from the 
general funding bill. 
The state is still re-
quired to pay $40 mil-
lion for pension costs.

His third reason was 
that it allowed pub-
lic schools to remain 
open.

“(The original bill) 
would have put the 
state on the hook for 
a half a billion in pen-
sion costs,” Schimpf 
said.

During the latter part 
of September, people in 
the vicinity of Turkey 
Bluffs State Fish and 
Wildlife Area might 
see a helicopter apply-
ing herbicide to certain 
parts of the site.

The application of the 
herbicide Transline will 
be applied to kudzu that 
is slowly devouring the 
woods.

Use of a helicopter will 
allow a more precise 
application and pro-
vide better coverage for 
greater kill of the plant.

Kudzu has always been 
a part of Turkey Bluffs 
since state ownership. 
Unsuccessful efforts to 
control the exotic plant 
over the years has, to 
a certain extent, made 
it seem like the kudzu 
patches were not get-
ting any larger.

However, monitoring 
over the last five years 
has shown that patch 
sizes are growing. Since 
kudzu vines have the 
ability to grow one foot 
a day, patch size could 
easily double in a few 
short years if left un-
treated.

The primary concern 
would be for hunters 
and hikers on site at the 

time of application. 
The application of 

Transline will not cre-
ate any environmental 
hazards and will be 
made within forested 
areas only. Application 
will also only be made 
during the best weather 
conditions to avoid any 
off-target damage. 

Transline does target 
legumes, making soy-
beans susceptible, but it 
should not be an issue, 
since all target zones are 
within the interior of the 
site.Neighboring land-
owners or farmers should 
not need to be concerned. 
However, if damage is 
suspected after applica-
tion, notify staff at the 
Randolph County State 
Recreation Area.

Because spraying is 
weather dependent, a 
specific date cannot be 
made at this time. Signs 
will be posted at the 
Hunter Check and In-
formation Center as far 
in advance as is possible 
to warn any site users 
and at the site entrance 
on the day of spraying. 

While the herbicide 
that is being used is 
not dangerous, peo-
ple should avoid areas 
when it is being applied.

Several resi-
dents have received ci-
tations and court dates 
for not keeping their 
properties in satisfac-
tory condition.

Tara Warren and 
Tim Goodman were 
recently notified that 
they would be required 
to appear in Randolph 
County court due to 
property maintenance 
issues at their home. 
Warren and Good-
man attended Tuesday 
night’s village board 
meeting.

Warren said they did 
not receive notice that 
they were in violation 
of the village proper-
ty maintenance ordi-
nance.

“The first thing we 
heard about it was 
when we got the court 
summons,” she said.

Village President 
Jimmie Niemeyer said 
a notice had been 
mailed prior to the is-
suance of a citation.

“It was mailed,” Nie-
meyer said. “We can’t 
be held responsible for 
what happens to the 
notice after we mail it. 
That is a postal service 
issue.

“We are just wanting 
the property cleaned 
up.”

Village attorney Lu-
cas Liefer was in atten-
dance and told War-
ren and Goodman that 
if they were willing 
to meet with a board 
member to go over the 
issues that need cor-
rected and comply with 
the village’s request, 
he would postpone the 
court date, which is set 
for September 14. 

Goodman agreed 
to meet with a board 
member Friday eve-
ning.

In other notes, board 
members heard from 
Sacoyya Davis with 
Ameren. The village’s 
natural gas franchise 

agreement with Ame-
ren expires October 31. 
Davis asked the board 
to consider renewing a 
20-year agreement.

One change in the 
agreement is that, in 
the past, the village 
received free therms. 
Under the new agree-
ment they will get 
cash compensation in 
the amount of $830 a 
year.

The board voted 
to approve the new 
agreement.

Liefer presented a 
draft of the new wa-
ter bill ordinance. He 
noted that the current 
ordinance states that 
residents who are hav-
ing difficulty paying 
their water bills should 
meet informally with 
the village clerk. 

Liefer said it is not 
good to have the word 
informal in the ordi-
nance. He recommend-
ed having it read that 
residents who want 
to discuss their water 
bills should request 
to be put on the meet-
ing agenda and bring 
their questions and 
concerns to the board.

Board members will 
review the ordinance 
and possibly vote on it 
at the next meeting.

C’ville changes property 
maintenance procedures

Steeleville senior Lexi Middendorf, one of 

the area’s top prep softball players, made her 
verbal commitment last week to play softball 
at John A. Logan College in Carterville.

“It’s very exciting,” Middendorf said. “It’s just 
a great relief for me. I can focus on all my 
schoolwork now, and it makes me a lot more 
excited for college.”

Middendorf has been a staple for the Lady 
Warriors at shortstop and in the middle of the 
Steeleville lineup for the past three seasons, as 
she was named to the Illinois Coaches Associa-
tion all-state second team as a freshman and 
junior and to the first team as a sophomore.

“For the last three years, Lexi has been one 
of our best hitters,” said Steeleville coach Andy 
Gerlach. “I think she has Division I talent. I 
think John A. Logan will be super happy to 
have her there.”

Middendorf ’s three-year statistical totals 
include 27 home runs, 29 doubles, 109 runs 
scored and 129 RBIs. She has also stole 44 bases, 
while walking 29 times compared to just 33 
strikeouts.

She has never hit lower than .464 in a season. 
In her first-team all state season, Middendorf 
batted .584 with .625 on-base and 1.089 slug-
ging percentages.

“I think she’ll go down there and play very 
well at John A. Logan,” Gerlach said. “The 
game just comes to her, and how she presents 
herself on the field is outstanding. She’s a great 
player.”

Middendorf said one of the reasons Logan 
stood out to her is how close it is to home.

“Last year, John A. Logan had a successful 
program,” Middendorf said. “I really like their 
coach (Taylor Orsburn). I liked the idea of get-
ting my general (studies) taken care of there, 
and I wanted my family to be able to come 
watch me.”

Middendorf will not be the only Lady Warrior 
playing for the Lady Vols, as Steeleville team-
mate Josie Raby is also slated to join the club.

“It makes me feel a lot more at home,” Mid-
dendorf said. “I think it will be a blast there. 
I’m very excited and looking forward to it.”

With her softball future taken care for the 
foreseeable future, the three-sport athlete, 
who also plays volleyball and basketball, will 
turn her attention to her senior season of prep 
sports, including avenging a disappointing end 
to last softball season.

The Lady Warriors finished 23-4 last year, 
including a Cahokia Conference Kaskaskia 
Division title, but lost in the regional semifinals 
in an upset by Elverado.

The team, though, is just two years removed 
from a sectional championship appearance, 
and Middendorf believes this team can make 
a deep run this year.

“Last year, we didn’t do as well as we hoped,” 
Middendorf said. “I think we’ll be even better 
this year.”

The Chester High School girls cross country 
team placed second September 5 at the Benton 
Mr. A Classic, while Chester’s boys team was 
eighth.

Taylor Dunning earned second overall and 
Jessica Kattenbraker third for the Lady Yellow 
Jackets, who earned a score of 63.

Chester’s score was just six points behind 
Belleville Althoff, which won the meet with a 
mark of 57.

Hamilton County (69) placed third, West 
Frankfort (105) fourth, Columbia (130) fifth, 
Fairfield (136) sixth and Pope County (170) 
seventh.

Amelia McLain topped the field individually 
with a time of 18:40, over a minute-and-a-half 
faster than Dunning, who crossed the finish 
line in 20:14.

Kattenbraker was third at 20:24. Rounding 
out the top five were Kelsey Rice (20:40) of 
Fairfield and Jasmine Coomes (21:07) of Ham-
ilton County.

Chester’s Avery Runge crossed the time line 
in 22:03, good enough for 10th overall. Shea 
Petrowske (23:53) earned 24th and Breanna 
Brigham (25:34) 34th.

The Sparta  High 
School football team 
came out on the los-

The 2017 Illinois youth firearm deer hunt 
is October 7-9 for hunters with a valid Youth 
Deer Permit who have not turned 18 by the 
first day of the hunt.

Permits are available over the counter at li-
cense vendors throughout the state. Hunters 
can purchase only one permit for one of the 
open counties. Hunters who are 16 or older 
must also have a habitat stamp.

In Randolph County, the IDNR-managed 
sites of Turkey Bluffs SFWA and Kaskaskia 
River SFWA are open to youth hunting during 
the youth deer hunt.

In Jackson County, Kinkaid Lake SFWA, 
Burning Star SFWA, Giant City State Park and 
Crab Orchard NWR are open.

For Perry County, Pyramid SRA, in the East 
Conant, Galum and Old Park Management 
units only, is open.

All youth hunters must have a current valid 
permit and have a regular, youth or appren-
tice hunting license, unless exempt.

If using a regular hunting license, partici-
pants must have completed an IDNR-approved 
hunter education course.

If using an apprentice or youth license, the 
hunter must be accompanied by a nonhunting, 
validly licensed parent, guardian or grand-
parent 21 or older.

All other hunters must each be accompanied 
by a nonhunting supervisorwho has a valid Il-
linois hunting license or who has in his or her 
possession a valid FOID card.

The nonhunting supervisor must wear the 
orange garments required of gun deer hunt-
ers and must remain with the hunting youth. 
Each supervisor can accompany only one 
youth at any given time during the hunt.

In total, according to 

Comic Vine, Blozo ap-
pears in 14 issues.

Blozo is known for 
having the well-be-
ing of his subjects at 
heart, even though his 
methods of ruling are 
often ineffectual. 

Popeye was known to 
help Blozo out of tight 
spots through advice 
and straight-forward 
action.

Blozo is a worrisome 
king, constantly fret-
ting over the issues 

that plague Spinacho-
via such as giants, 
the Misermite pests 
and wars from foreign 
countries. Popeye was 
always there to help 
him restore peace, 
however.

Other than his 14 
comic book appear-
ances, Blozo appeared 
in three episodes of 
the 1960s animated 
series.
