Dear Mr. President

It is my privilege to present to you the 2003 annual report of the National 

Endowment for the Humanities.

For almost forty years, the NEH has helped uphold the ideas and ideals 

that have made America strong by making the riches of our past accessible to 

millions through the best in documentary films, museum exhibitions, cultural 

heritage projects, teacher training, and scholarly pursuits.

I was proud to see this tradition carry on in 2003 through the continued,

standard-setting excellence of core programs and grants, memorable special 

events, and through a bold new initiative with the power to engage, inspire,

and enrich millions of Americans. On September 17, 2002—Constitution 

Day—you signed into law the We the People initiative, a sweeping series of

innovative programs designed to promote the study and teaching of the 

American story in classrooms and communities.

At a time when standardized test scores and national poll results reflect 

an alarming lack of knowledge among Americans of their nation’s history 

and culture,We the People is helping to restore America’s national memory 

and equip citizens with the knowledge to safeguard our legacy of freedom.

Through your leadership and the generous support of Congress,We the People

introduced programs such as the We the People Bookshelf, which encouraged 

reading by placing free sets of classic American literature on the theme of

‘courage’ in five hundred libraries. The NEH’s first annual ‘Idea of America’

essay contest challenged high school juniors to think about and explain how 

a significant event in our nation’s history illustrates a principle of American 

democracy. Our inaugural Heroes of History Lecture—delivered by historian 

Robert Remini on Andrew Jackson—offered the public an opportunity to learn 

about the lives and deeds of our heroes.

In all, more than $2 million was spent in 2003 through We the People

grants to teachers, filmmakers, museums, libraries, and other individuals 

and institutions. Next year, the initiative looks to flourish even more. New 

programs such as the Landmarks of American History Workshops will bring 

hundreds of schoolteachers to the sites where history was made. There,

teachers will be able to learn with scholars and take those lessons back to their 

own classrooms.  Other programs will focus on democratizing information, by 

preserving endangered documents and, through modern technology, making 

them available to all Americans.

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We the People is in many ways a continuation of the outstanding work 

that comes from our core programs and grants. The NEH exists to foster 

the wisdom and knowledge essential to our national identity.  Libraries,

universities, and museums continue to preserve our most cherished 

documents, brittle books, and historic newspapers. To date, more than 

sixty-four million deteriorating newspaper pages, and more than 1,075,000 

endangered volumes have been saved and microfilmed thanks to NEH grants.

These are documents that Americans will eventually be able to access at 

their local libraries. Challenge grants help institutions such as Cincinnati’s 

Hebrew Union College and West Texas’s Scurry County Museum raise vital 

funds to build permanent public exhibitions and learning centers. NEH-

funded television and radio documentaries earn prestigious awards and reach 

millions, and museums and libraries reach even more through exhibitions 

and educational activities. One program based on the journey of Lewis and 

Clark will feature exhibits and discussion groups in more than seventy-five 

rural communities in four states. NEH research grants, meanwhile, support 

illuminating scholarship and editions of the collected papers of presidents,

authors, and other historic figures, including one grant this past year to publish 

the family correspondence of President John Adams. The NEH continues to 

rely on the nation’s fifty-six state and territorial humanities councils to reach 

every corner of our nation, bringing programs of national and local interest 

to communities.

When President Johnson in 1966 swore in the first National Council 

on the Humanities, he spoke of the Endowment’s import in American life,

“not only in enriching scholarship, but in enriching life for all people.” The 

world in which we live today is different from that of thirty-seven years ago.

Events abroad and at home challenge us to look at issues of history, philosophy,

and religion—all humanities subjects.  For the ideals of democracy to be 

passed successfully from one generation to the next, our citizens—young and 

old—must know and understand the principles and practices on which our 

nation is built. The National Endowment for the Humanities plays a crucial 

role in helping ensure that this essential knowledge is passed on. It is our 

privilege to continue this work.

In order “to promote progress and scholarship in the humanities and the 

arts in the United States,” Congress enacted the National Foundation on 

the Arts and the Humanities Act of 1965. This act established the National 

Endowment for the Humanities as an independent grant-making agency of

the federal government to support research, education, and public programs 

in the humanities. In fiscal year 2003, grants were made through Federal/State 

Partnership, four divisions (Education Programs, Preservation and Access,

Public Programs, and Research Programs), and the Office of Challenge Grants.

The act that established the National Endowment for the Humanities 

says, “The term ‘humanities’ includes, but is not limited to, the study of the 

following: language, both modern and classical; linguistics; literature; history;

jurisprudence; philosophy; archaeology; comparative religion; ethics; the 

history, criticism, and theory of the arts; those aspects of social sciences which 

have humanistic content and employ humanistic methods; and the study 

and application of the humanities to the human environment with particular 

attention to reflecting our diverse heritage, traditions, and history and to the 

relevance of the humanities to the current conditions of national life.”

The National Endowment for the Humanities supports exemplary work 

to advance and disseminate knowledge in all the disciplines of the humanities.

Endowment support is intended to complement and assist private and local 

efforts and to serve as a catalyst to increase nonfederal support for projects 

of high quality. To date, NEH matching grants have helped generate almost 

$1.67 billion in gift funds. Each application to the Endowment is assessed by 

knowledgeable persons outside the agency who are asked for their judgments 

about the quality and significance of the proposed project. Seven hundred 

and sixty scholars, professionals in the humanities, and other experts served 

on 168 panels throughout the year.
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The Jefferson Lecture 

2003
On May 15, 2003, historian David McCullough delivered the thirty-second 

Jefferson Lecture in the Humanities at the Ronald Reagan International Trade 

Center in Washington, D.C. In his lecture, “The Course of Human Events,”

he discussed the world the Founders inhabited and the value of studying 

American history.

McCullough alluded to the tendency to deify the Founding Fathers and 

stressed the importance of remembering them as real people with passions,

failings, and weaknesses. He described Adams’s vanity,Washington’s 

fascination with interior design, and Hopkins’s love of rum and English poetry.

McCullough pointed out that these men lived in their present—not the past:

“They were caught up in the living moment exactly as we are, and with no 

more certainty of how things would turn out than we have.”

McCullough discussed why it is beneficial to know the past. “For a free,

self-governing people, something more than a vague familiarity with history 

is essential, if we are to hold on to and sustain our freedom,” he said. “But I 

don’t think history should ever be made to seem like some musty, unpleasant 

pill that has to be swallowed solely for our civic good.” He described the 

lessons that can be learned from studying history: “History teaches that there 

is no such thing as a self-made man or woman, that we are all shaped by the 

influences of others, including so many we’ve never seen because they are back 

there in history.” Empathy, he said, is essential for an accurate understanding of

the past. “The work of history—writing history, teaching history—calls for the 

mind and heart.” He listed a few questions all historians should ask themselves:

“Who were those people? What was it like to have been alive then, in their 

shoes, in their skins?”

McCullough was compelled to write about history when he saw pictures 

of the Johnstown Flood of 1889 at the Library of Congress. He was fascinated 

with the disaster that devastated a place near his hometown of Pittsburgh—

and in awe of the intrepid photographer who had hauled his heavy glass plates 

to the scene. Unable to find a readable book on the tragedy, he decided to 

write one himself, even though he was working full-time at American Heritage.

McCullough says he remembered a line from an interview that Thornton 

Wilder had given to the Paris Review: “I imagine a story I’d like to read in a 

book or see performed on the stage and if I find nobody has written it, I write 

it so I can read it in a book or perform it on the stage.” McCullough’s first 

book, The Johnstown Flood, came out in 1968 and was such a success that he 

quit his job and made writing a career.
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Bridge, The Path Between the Seas, Mornings on Horseback, Brave Companions,

Truman, and John Adams. He received a Pulitzer Prize for Truman in 1993,

as well as two National Book Awards, two Francis Parkman Prizes from the 

American Society of Historians, an NEH Charles Frankel Prize, a National 

Book Foundation Distinguished Contribution to American Letters Award,

and a New York Public Library’s Literary Lion Award. Librarian of Congress 

James Billington praises McCullough as a “uniquely American humanist. He 

is interested in people rather than ‘the people,’” writes Billington. “He takes 

the reader inside the social and mental worlds in which his subjects live; and 

he lets them speak for themselves with generous and illuminating citations 

from their own writings and speeches.”

David McCullough met his wife Rosalee when they were both under-

graduates: Rosalee was at Vassar, David, at Yale. They live in West Tisbury,

Massachusetts, and have five children. The Jefferson Lecture is the highest 

honor the federal government bestows for achievement in the humanities.

It was established in 1972 and carries a $10,000 stipend.

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Heroes of History Lecture

Historian Robert V. Remini delivered the first annual Heroes of History 

Lecture on May 1, 2003. Remini, a biographer of Andrew Jackson, spoke on 

“Ordinary Heroes: Founders of Our Republic.” 

Remini, professor emeritus of history and the humanities at the University 

of Illinois at Chicago, is at work on a narrative history of the U.S. House 

of Representatives. He has been teaching history for more than fifty years 

and writing books about American history for nearly as long. In addition to 

his three-volume biography of Jackson, he is the author of biographies of 

Henry Clay and Daniel Webster, as well as a dozen other books on Jacksonian 

America. He received his BS from Fordham University and his Master’s and 

PhD from Columbia University.

Among his many honors are the Lyndon Baines Johnson Foundation 

Award, the Carl Sandburg Award for Nonfiction, the University Scholar Award 

of the University of Illinois, the American Historical Association’s Award for 

Scholarly Distinction, and the National Book Award. Active in the national 

history community, Remini has served as a review panel member for the 

National Endowment for the Humanities since 1974. In 1991, he delivered a 

Presidential Lecture at the White House. 

The Heroes of History Lecture offers the public an opportunity to learn 

about the lives and deeds of our nation’s heroes. The lecture is held annually 

and carries a $10,000 honorarium.

President Bush awarded ten individuals the  

2003 National Humanities Medal for their 

outstanding efforts to deepen public awareness  

of the humanities.

Robert Ballard

When deep sea archaeologist Robert D. Ballard 

discovered the RMS Titanic in 1985, a flood of 

letters poured in from schoolchildren, prompting 

the Kansas-born oceanographer to found the 

Jason Project in 1989. Today this multidisciplinary 

program enables more than 1.5 million fourth- 

through ninth-graders to participate in real-time 

scientific expeditions that teach them about 

the planet. Using satellite and distance-learning 

methods, students examine biological and 

geological developments of the earth, from its 

oceans and rain forests to its polar regions and 

volcanoes. Science, however, is just part of the 

equation. 

“I’ve always had a passion for history. I think 

all humans do . . . history is a moving target. 

We don’t know where it’s going to be next,” he 

says. Ballard holds a PhD in marine geology and 

geophysics from the University of Rhode Island, 

where he is on faculty.
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Joan Ganz Cooney

Joan Ganz Cooney believes that children can 

learn from television. “The aim of the show is 

really to foster mutual respect for one another,” 

says Cooney about Sesame Street, the children’s 

educational television show she started in the late 

sixties. Cooney spent three months interviewing 

teachers, children’s television producers, child 

psychologists, and child development experts 

before launching the pilot show in 1969. Today 

Sesame Street, along with Cooney’s Children’s 

Television Workshop, has ninety-one Emmys 

to its credit. The show remains innovative 

while retaining its mission of education and 

inclusiveness. “Now there are some excellent 

programs for children not only on public 

television but on commercial TV,” says Cooney. 

“I’m happy we—I’m just one of a team—made  

a contribution.”

Midge Decter

Author, essayist, and social critic Midge 

Decter has spent a lifetime crusading against 

communism, feminism, and liberalism. “In the 

end you cannot defend American democracy 

without defending the economic system that  

is its necessary underpinning,” Decter writes in 

An Old Wife’s Tale: My Seven Decades in Love 

and War. Early in her career, Decter became 

secretary to the editor of Commentary, a magazine 

published by the American Jewish Committee. 

She then became assistant editor at Midstream 

magazine, managing editor at Commentary,  

and an editor at Harper’s Magazine, Legacy Books, 

and Basic Books. From 1980 to 1990 she was 

executive director of the Committee for a Free 

World, an organization that promoted democracy. 

“By going to cultural war and taking no 

prisoners,” she writes, “we seem to have made far 

more noise in the world than our sheer numbers 

would have suggested.”
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Joseph Epstein

Essayist and short story writer Joseph Epstein was 

first captivated by the written word when he was 

a University of Chicago student fifty years ago. 

“The personal essay is, in my experience, a form 

of discovery,” he writes. “What one discovers … 

is where one stands on complex issues, problems, 

questions, subjects.” Epstein has seven collections 

of essays to his credit, with his 1992 Goldin Boys 

named a New York Times Notable Book of the 

Year. He was editor of The American Scholar from 

1975 to 1997, for which he wrote essays under the 

pseudonym Aristides. Epstein taught writing and 

literature at Northwestern University in Evanston, 

Illinois, from 1974 to 2002. After more than 

twenty years of essay-writing, Epstein tackled 

fiction. “I’ve now written thirty-five stories,” he 

says. “If I could write another twenty during the 

rest of my life, I’d be happy.”
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Elizabeth Fox-Genovese

“Women’s studies can unearth a good deal of 

information about women that would not emerge 

from a general course,” says the Harvard-educated 

Elizabeth Fox-Genovese, today the Eléonore 

Raoul Professor of the Humanities and professor 

of history at Emory University. Fox-Genovese 

started Emory University’s Institute of Women’s 

Studies in 1968, equipped with “nothing but 

boxes of my own books and a telephone I didn’t 

know how to use.” Within three to four years the 

institute had a graduate program with stipends,  

a distinguished lecture series, and a Fellows 

program. “My goal was to develop a program 

that was intellectually rigorous and ideologically 

open,” she says. Fox-Genovese’s 1988 Within the 

Plantation Household: Black and White Women 

in the Old South explores relationships between 

southern women and slaves in the antebellum era. 

She and her husband, historian Eugene Genovese, 

started The Historical Society, based at Boston 

University, and co-authored The Mind of the 

Master Class: History and Faith in the Southern 

Slaveholders’ Worldview.
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Jean Fritz

George Washington, Harriet Beecher Stowe, 

Benjamin Franklin, and Teddy Roosevelt; these 

are just some of the people whom children’s 

author Jean Fritz has written about. “The question 

I am most often asked is how do I find my ideas?” 

Fritz writes. “The answer is: I don’t.…A character 

in history will suddenly step right out of the past 

and demand a book.” Fritz spent her first thirteen 

years in China with missionary parents. Often 

lonely as a child, she turned to books for refuge. 

“When I finally got to America, I wanted to put 

down roots and did it through history,” she says. 

Fritz published her first book in 1954 and has 

garnered awards and honors throughout her 

fifty-year career. Her books impart her conviction 

that children need to feel history in addition to 

learning facts. Shh, We’re Writing the Constitution 

details the frustrations the Founding Fathers 

experienced; And Then What Happened, Paul 

Revere? takes readers back to Boston in 1775.  

“It’s important to learn the ideals of the country 

and not forget them,” she says.

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Edith Kurzweil

When the Viennese-born Edith Kurzweil arrived 

in the United States as a fourteen-year-old refugee, 

she didn’t speak a word of English. Today the 

Rutgers University and Delphi College professor 

look backs on thirty years of interdisciplinary 

scholarship, including a decade of editing the 

Partisan Review, which her late husband started 

in 1937. Kurzweil describes the magazine, which 

closed in 2003, as a Marxist hold-out featuring the 

best of modernism. She encourages the rigorous 

thinking its pages stimulated to her students. 

“What students don’t know about history is 

appalling,” she says. “You really have to spark 

people, and it’s very hard. Consumer culture 

is overwhelming them. The humanities aren’t 

something we can give up on.”

Hal Holbrook

Hal Holbrook has been performing as Mark 

Twain for almost fifty years. “Mark Twain speaks 

to people,” he says, “and they continue to find 

insights today.  He defined the rhythms of 

our prose and the contours of our moral map 

… he said things that were smart, wise, and 

incomparably well put.” Holbrook first performed 

as Mark Twain in 1955 when he was a theater 

major at Denison University. Then he and his wife 

hit the road, performing more than three hundred 

shows in thirty weeks and logging thirty thousand 

miles onto their station wagon. A member of the 

Lincoln Center Repertory Company, Holbrook 

has fifty television movies and miniseries and 

more than thirty films to his credit. He has won 

five Emmys, and a 1966 performance of Mark 

Twain Tonight! received a Tony and a Drama 

Critic’s Circle Award. 
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Frank Snowden Jr.

Frank Snowden, one of the foremost authorities 

on blacks in classical antiquity, has taught at 

Georgetown University, Vassar College, and Mary 

Washington College in addition to being dean of 

the College of Liberal Arts at Howard University 

and the first honoree in the Howard University 

Libraries’ “Excellence at Howard” program. 

Snowden’s Blacks in Antiquity: Ethiopians in the 

Greco-Roman Experience received the Charles 

G. Godwin Award of Merit from the American 

Philological Association. Before Color Prejudice:  

The Ancient View of Blacks and Naples in the 

Time of Cholera examines blacks’ roles in the 

ancient world. Citing Herodotus and Pliny the 

Elder, the Harvard-educated Snowden argues that 

Africans were valued in the Roman Empire as 

artisans, athletes, scholars, and military leaders. 

“The experiences of those Africans who reached 

the alien shores of Greece and Italy constituted 

an important chapter in the history of classical 

antiquity,” he writes, adding, “the onus of intense 

color prejudice cannot be placed upon the 

shoulders of the ancients.”

John Updike

Two-time Pulitzer Prize winner John Updike has 

published more than forty books, essays, and 

works of verse during the past fifty years. Updike 

started his career as a reporter but found fiction 

more amenable. He sold his first short story to 

The New Yorker in 1954 and joined the magazine 

staff the following year. His first novel, The 

Poorhouse Fair, published in 1958, secured him a 

Guggenheim Fellowship, which he used to write 

his bestseller Rabbit Run, published in 1960.  

“The books are not loved by everybody and may 

be deeply flawed . . . but the Pennsylvania setting 

helps make me feel like I’m full of material in 

some odd way,” says Updike, who was born and 

bred in Reading, Pennsylvania. “All of us writers, 

whether it’s Roth’s Newark or Bellow’s Chicago, 

or whatever, it’s where you somehow feel warmest 

and seem to have the most to say.”

154 humanities websites, selected by review 

panels from several hundred nominations for 

their content, interactive design, and usefulness 

in the classroom. EDSITEment has received 

national recognition, including the Distinguished 

Achievement Award for Excellence in Educational 

Publishing from the Association of Educational 

Publishers for several of its lesson plans. The 

site logs an average of 160,000 user sessions a 

month and provides more than 250 lesson plans 

for kindergarten through grade twelve, with 

interactive components for students. In addition,

EDSITEment showcases historical events, current 

topics, and funding opportunities for educators 

and their students.

In 2003, as part of the Endowment’s We the 

People initiative, the Division issued a request 

for proposals, “Landmarks of American History 

Workshops.” These one-week, residence-based 

workshops will provide K–12 educators with 

opportunities for direct experience in the 

interpretation of significant historical sites and 

the use of archival and other primary historical 

evidence in the study of American history.

At the August 15, 2003, deadline, forty-seven 

applications were received to hold workshops 

in the summer of 2004.

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By encouraging nonfederal support for the 

humanities, the NEH Challenge Grants program 

assists cultural organizations and academic 

institutions in strengthening their humanities 

resources over the long term. These grants involve 

more than one kind of challenge. Applicants 

are challenged to engage in serious long-term 

planning for improved research, teaching, 

preservation, and public programming; recipients 

are challenged to raise three or four times the 

awarded federal funds; donors are challenged 

to recognize and support excellent humanities 

activities crucial to the educational and cultural 

life of their communities. In 2003, grants totaling 

nearly $8 million generated nonfederal donations 

of more than $23 million.

The NEH Challenge Grants program supports 

institutions that serve humanities researchers 

and make scholarly resources available to the 

public. A challenge award to Ohio’s Hebrew 

Union College–Jewish Institute of Religion will 

support the construction of a new building for 

the American Jewish Archives, and an endowment 

for the archive’s educational outreach and exhibits 

programs. The archive collects, preserves, and 

makes accessible documents that exemplify the 

breadth of American Jewish life within the larger 

context of American history. 

Conservation of humanities resources is a 

prerequisite for their use by scholars, students, 

or the public. Challenge grants may support 

ongoing conservation programs, such as that 

being undertaken at the Toledo Museum of Art, 

noted for its European and American paintings, 

one of the most comprehensive glass collections 

in existence, Greek vases, and graphic arts. The 

museum is using its NEH Challenge Grant to 

endow a permanent conservator’s position. 

Undergraduate curricula in the humanities, 

including core curricula, have found strong  

support through NEH Challenge Grants. In 2003, 

Lawrence University in Wisconsin received the  

final installment of its challenge grant to endow 

the university’s Freshman Studies Program,  

a yearlong multidisciplinary course designed to 

introduce first-year students to enduring works  

in the humanities—works that will inform their 

understanding of the social and natural sciences  

and the fine arts. 

Many challenge grants focus on American 

history and culture, enriching understanding 

of our nation’s heritage. Located in New York 

City, the Lower East Side Tenement Museum’s 

centerpiece is 97 Orchard Street, a tenement 

built in 1863 that has been home to more than 

ten thousand immigrants from more than 

twenty nations. A challenge grant is creating an 

endowment to fund humanities programming 

needs, such as upgrading the museum’s website 

and hiring outside scholars for research and 

evaluation. The Thomas Jefferson Foundation, 

based at Jefferson’s Monticello plantation, is  

using its challenge grant to endow the Digital 

Archaeological Archive of Chesapeake 

Slavery (DAACS), an online database for the 

archaeological and historical study of slavery in 

the Americas. The DAACS archive (www.daacs.

org), which has been designated a We the People 

project, collects detailed information from twenty 

archaeological sites in Virginia that were occupied 

by enslaved Africans and their descendants. 

Local humanities institutions are important 

caretakers of our nation’s cultural heritage.  

In recognition of the crucial role such institutions 

play in preserving and interpreting local history, 

the NEH Challenge Grants program undertook

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a special initiative for institutions with activities 

and collections vital to their local history. The 

focus of this Special Initiative for Local History 

was on smaller institutions: applicants to this 

initiative included county historical societies, 

small history museums, specialized museums 

or cultural centers, public libraries with local 

archives, historic sites important to a locality’s 

past, and colleges or universities with strong 

programs in local culture. For example, the Scurry 

County Museum preserves and interprets the 

history of Scurry County in West Texas, an area 

that has experienced wide swings in the economic 

fortunes of the petroleum industry. Income from 

the endowment created through the museum’s 

challenge grant will support humanities staff and 

scholar-consultants who will guide programmatic 

research and development. 

Creating permanent sources of ongoing 

financial support has become a high priority for 

humanities organizations—large and small—

concerned with ensuring continuity and growth 

in their programs. The NEH Challenge Grants 

program encourages humanities organizations 

to become active in fundraising as a means of 

building permanent resources for the future.
