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Tour participants: Dawn Nelson (leader) with a group of Naturetrek clients

Brilliant sunshine welcomed the group to Scilly, also known as the Fortunate Isles. On the way to our
accommodation we noted Cineraria (Pericallis hybrida) and Aeoniums (Aeonium arboreum, A. cuneatum). After
settling in, we headed into town via the beautiful Porthcressa bay. After refreshments, we reconvened and went
through the Sally Port up onto The Garrison, where we soon found some Early Meadow-grass (Poa infirma) and
Blinks (Montia fontana); we also noted the shiny undersides of the leaves of Western Clover (T7ifolium occidentale)
and found a particularly beautiful patch of Subterranean Clover (T7ifolium subterranenm), with intricate leaf

patterns.

Opverlooking the stunning views towards St Agnes, it was hard to keep our attention on the plants but Wild
Madder (Rubia peregrina), Small-flowered Catchfly (Sikene gallica), Sea Spleenwort (Aspleninm marinum) and Sea
Mouse-car (Cerastinm diffusuni) were all admired. At Morning Point Battery we saw Sickle-leaved Dewplant
(Lampranthus falciformis). Back at our B&B, after a short rest, we met up to do our first day’s lists and then headed

off for our delicious meal.

Sunny and warm, light breeze. Scilly is greatly influenced by the sea; our destination today was St Agnes and, due
to the extreme spring tides, we had an eatly breakfast and caught the boat at 9am. Our first sighting of the day
was a Razorbill swimming near our boat as we left the harbour. On our arrival, we found Purple Dewplant
(Disphyma crassifolinm) and Deltoid-leaved Dewplant (Oscularia deltoides) as well as Nolana humifusa. Linnets and the

calls of Kittiwakes grabbed our attention as we headed up the road.

We then visited some bulb fields, for their arable weeds, and found showy Corn Marigolds (Glebionis segetum),
Eastern Gladiolus (Gladiolus communis) and Red Corn-lily (Ixia campanulata), as well as more subdued plants such
as Squirrel-tail Fescue (Iulpia bromoides) and Four-leaved Allseed (Polycarpon tetraphyllum). Along the lane towards
Pool Green we found German Ivy (Delairea odorata) and Chasmanthe (Chasmanthe bicolor). But our attention was
taken by the world-famous Scilly policeman, who was happy to fill us in on lots of local information, including
the newly acquired status of St. Agnes as being free of rats, which will have a very beneficial impact on the
nesting birds. David T. revealed one of his many skills, as he sketched at almost every opportunity obviously

enthralled by the visual effects of this stunning location.

Lunch was enjoyed at The Coastguard Café overlooking the Western Rocks, with the Bishop Rock lighthouse as
a backdrop. After spending the afternoon on Wingletang Down, searching for Adder’s-tongue Ferns
(Ophioglossum lusitanicum and O. azoricum) on the heathland and 17th Century beads at Beady Pool, we headed back
to the quay and St Matry's.




Overcast, cool and still. Today we visited the subtropical Tresco Abbey Gardens, noting Primroses (Primula
vulgaris) amongst the Marram (Ammophila arenaria), and more exotic species such as the bromeliad Fasicularia
bicolor (pitcairnifolia), Tree Lupin (Lupinus arborens) and a rather splendid Black Minotaur Beetle along the road

from Carn Near. At the entrance we all admired the unreal quality of the Silver Trees (Leucadendron argenteun).

After refreshments, we split into smaller groups and set off to explore the gardens. Among other delights, we
noted the strange reptilian Beschorneria_yuccoides and pretty pink-flowered Woad-leaved Ragwort (Senecio glastifolins).
It is easy to see how Lobster Claw (Clianthus punicens) gets its common name, but it is even more exotic and
beautiful than it sounds and was much admired by us all. One of the resident Golden Pheasants kept us amused
by seemingly posing for photos to be taken. But despite (or perhaps because of) the huge display of exotics, we
found ourselves in the kitchen garden discovering tiny native treasures such as Changing Forget-me-not (Myosotis
discolor) and Dog Lichen (Peltigera sp.) with fertile fronds. Angela, Ann R. and Barbara were lucky enough to come
across the head gardener Mike Nelhams and get some interesting information about the gardens as well as plant
indents. We also explored the Valhalla figure-head display, and finally returned to the cafe to be treated with
some wonderful close up views of a Red Squirrel. Here, we met up and took the coastal road to Old Grimsby
Quay seeing Balm-leaved Figwort (Scropbularia scorodonia) in flower and lots of Sea Campion (Sélene uniflora) as well
as a few Wild Daffodils (Narvissus pseudonarsissus). Our last stop was a visit to the excellent Tresco Gallery before

our return boat trip.

Overcast, occasional drizzle. The tides were extremely low again this morning, so we decided to get to Bryher by
taking the boat to Tresco and joining several other people on the walk across the sand flats to Bryher. This is an
opportunity that only occurs a few days a year, and it enabled us to find a variety of interesting seaweeds
including a wonderful, huge and undamaged specimen of Furbelows (Saccorbiza polyschides), with its big bulgy
holdfast and flat stipe, plus other marine species such as Sea Anemones and Common Starfish. We then headed
across the Island, spotting a Great Tit and some Common Scurvygrass (Cochlearia officinalis). We had lunch at the
famous Hell Bay Hotel before exploring the area around Great Pool, where we spotted a special Scilly form of
White Clover (Trifolium repens var. townsendsi) that has dark red marking on the leaves and pink flushed flowers.
Then we took the coastal path, enabling us to get some fantastic views of the Norrard Rocks, showing especially
well due to the low water and hazy silvery light. Our quest was to find the delightful Dwarf Pansy (177/a
kitaibeliana), which was discovered almost immediately by Ros. Other good records today were four Grey Seals in
Stony Porth; then, further round, we found Spring Squill (Scidla verna) scattered on the coastal track. Bunch-
flowered Daftfodil (Narcissus tagetta) and Poet’s Narcissus (IN. poeticus) looked very picturesque intermingled with
Eastern Gladiolus (Gladiolus communis), Red Campion (Silene divica) and Gorse (Ulex enrgpaens) in the abandoned
bulb fields.

Having arrived back at the coast overlooking the channel between Bryher and Tresco, it seemed impossible that
only three and a half hours before we had been strolling and exploring, where now a wide expanse of deep water

was supporting various boats plying their trades. The last plants of interest seen today were Sea Fern-grass




(Catapodium marinum) and Common Ramping-fumitory (Fumaria muralis subsp. boraei), before we sailed back

across the silvery sea.

Cool, cloudy, light rain. It was showery as we set off, but by the time we alighted at Lower Town quay the rain
had stopped and we headed up the lane. The first plant of note was the white form of Ivy-leaved Toadflax
(Cymbalaria muralis f. alba) looking delightful on a lane-side wall, this was closely followed by a Fig (Ficus carica). A
little further along we spotted a delightful selection of arable weeds in a bulb field; these included, Bur Chervil
(Anthriscus cancalis), Small Nettle (Urtica urens), two species of Quaking-grass (Briza maxima and B. minor) and
Shepherds Needle (Scandix pecten-veneris), amongst others. Filling a hedge bottom along the lane was a large
quantity of Altar-lily (Zantedeschia aethiopica), looking magnificent.

At Middle Town, we headed up a track, taking pictures back across the intricate mosaic of neatly hedged bulb
fields. We soon found ourselves on the northern and much wilder side of the island, known as The Plains. The
area consists of heathland dominated by heather and gorse and criss-crossed by wide paths of very short turf that
is home to one of Scilly's very special plants Orange Bird’s-foot (Omithopus pinnatus) as well as the more
numerous Common Bird’s-foot (O. perpusillus). Back on the sunny side of the island, and the lane, we found Rosy
Garlic (Allium roseum) in flower. Our next stop was Church Farm, to find the famous eponymous St Martin's
Buttercup (Ranunculus marginatus var. trachycarpus), and in the same field was found Corn Spurrey (Spergula arvensis),

Field Pansy (7ola arvensis) and Common Cornsalad (I alerianella locusta).

We had our lunch on Pool Green which was dominated by Chamomile (Chamaemelum nobile) and Daisies (Bellis
perennis), then we admired the pretty Brackish Water-crowfoot (Ranunculus baudotii) in the pool, and found a Frog.
The return boat was going back from the same quay we had started from, so we strolled back along the road. On
our way, we met up with a former manager of Church Farm who kindly gave us a guided tour, showing us many

aspects of the flower-farming trade.

On the way to The Seven Stones for tea, we saw Greenfinches and Linnets. Duly refreshed, we continued down
to the quay, noting Annual Wall Rocket (Diplotaxis muralis) in flower, before exploring the beach for more
seaweeds and finding a large Common Starfish. Drizzle began again on our return, but we had been lucky to

have had our time on this most beautiful island rain-free.

Opvercast, occasional showers. Tresco was our destination again, this time to explore the wilder areas, outside the
gardens. Landing at New Grimsby, we set off along the northern side of Great Pool, visiting the hides along the
way. Grey Sedge (Carex divulsa) and Goat Willow (Salix caprea) were both new additions to our plant list, as were
Bulrush (Dypha latifolia) and Gypsywort (Lycopus enropaeus). Further along a Green Woodpecker was seen, as well
as a Song Thrush collecting lichen for its nest. We studied the mixture of features we found in the Grey Poplar

(Populus x canescens), a hybrid between Aspen (Populus tremnia) and White Poplar (P. alba). Further along Bugle-lily




(Watsonia borbonica) was in flower. Rain sent us into the cafe for lunch; then we headed for Appletree Bay and
Rushy Bank, where we found a good selection of early beach colonisers such as Sea Kale (Crambe maritima) and
Sea Bindweed (Calystegia soldanella), as well plants of more established dunes. In a widening area of the path we
paused, Dawn suggesting that we might if we looked carefully, we might find some more (7ola kitaibeliana) or
some Small Adder’s-tongue Fern (Ophioglossum azoricum). Looking down, we realised we were standing in the
middle of about 100-200 plants of the latter, many with fertile fronds! Photos duly taken, we headed along The
Abbey Drive, admiring again the beautiful African Hemp (Sparmannia africana), and then across the island where
we explored Old Grimsby Harbour for seaweeds and other marine life, adding Serrated Wrack (Fucus serratus) to
our steadily growing list, as well as the tiny coils of Tubeworm (Spirorbis spirorbis); sadly, when washed up on the

tideline, the worms die but the chalky white tubes remain.

Back again to the western side, we stopped for tea at the New Inn and met up with three of the group who had
set off carlier to explore the wilder northern end of the Island with its windswept heathland, castle ruins and

dramatic views.

Mild, overcast clearing later. Catching the community bus, we soon arrived at Maypole, where our first new plant
seen was Mexican Stonecrop (Sedum confusum). A little further on, we admired Tasmanian Fuchsia (Correa
backhouseana), a huge specimen of Angel’s Trumpets (Brugmansia sanguinea), a naturalised Spider Plant
(Chlorophytum comosum) and Sicilian Chamomile (Anthemis punctata). Lots of other new finds were added to our list
as we headed down the track towards Higher Moors; along the raised path we admired the impressive growth of
all the plants due to the lush moist conditions and sheltered location. Further on, the huge specimens of Greater
Tussock-sedge (Carex paniculata) were seen, Yellow Flag (Iris psendacorns) was putting on a fine show, and we

heard a Cuckoo.

Once through the nature reserve, we arrived at Porth Hellick, where a few of us took a short detour to visit the
established wild population of Chilean Hard-fern (Blechnum cordataunm) whilst others beachcombed. We soon
returned and joined them; David G. had spotted a Little Egret. The fog was thick enough for there to be the
constant boom of a fog horn echoing through the mist. Angela, Barbara and Ann decided to go ahead, and we
met up with them later where waved heath, consisting mainly of heathers and Western Gorse (Ulex gallii), has
been formed, and is maintained, by the wind burning off its windward buds. We had our picnic overlooking
stunning rock formations; under several outcrops we found many large fronds of Sea Spleenwort (Aspleninm
marinumi) in perfect condition, due to the shelter the rocks provided. More Cuckoos were heard, and here we saw
them too. The Thrift (Armeria maritima) was now flowering beautifully as was the Lousewort (Pedicularis sylvatica),

and the first of the Greater Sea-spurrey (Spergularia media) was adding to the pink theme.

Our next stop was Porth Minnick where we saw Sea Pea (Lathyrus japonicus subsp. maritimns) and Toothed Medick
(Medicago polymorpha), as well as some more of the shoreline plants found yesterday on Tresco. Cornish Cream
Teas were enjoyed by most of the group at Old Town, and then we continued down the lane to Lower Moors
Nature Reserve where we found Royal Fern (Osmunda regalis) and Marsh Bedstraw (Galinm palustre), as well as

flowering Lesser Spearwort (Ranunculus flammula); we also noted a Green-veined White Butterfly.




Back on the road, we took a quick look into one of the bulb fields, being careful, as ever, to stay close to the
edges. This one proved very floriferous, giving us more Annual Quaking-grass (Briza minor), Small-flowered
Catchfly (Silene gallica), Great Brome (Anisantha diandra) and lots of Corn Marigold (Glebionis segeturms). We visited

Thomas Porth, finding more seaweeds and enjoying the view, with the sun managing to peep through.

Our last meal together as a group was at The Atlantic Inn, as it had proved to be a favourite this week, and it did

not disappoint.

Foggy, calm sea. Today Gwen chose to explore on her own and took advantage of the Island Explorer bus. The
rest of us strolled along the road to Old Town Churchyard, where we visited Harold Wilson's grave and searched
for Stick Insects, which seemed to revive memories of childhood and collecting Privet for them to eat, though
there was only one Privet bush in sight. Circling Old Town Bay, we noticed the medieval harbour. We walked up
Town Road, visited a pottery and an artist’s studio, and found some Intermediate Periwinkle (I7nca difformis) on a

garden wall and one small patch of Suffocated Clover (Trifolium suffocatun).

Carreg Dhu Garden had good specimens of many of the plants seen in Tresco Abbey Gardens, as well as other
interesting ones such as Cut-leaved Beech (Fagus sylvatica [. laciniata), Henkel's Yellowwood (Podocarpus henkelis),
and the Historic Narcissus collection. The plants that really fascinated us however were huge specimens of
Furcraea longaeva tising like trifids and bearing ready formed bulbils. Our next plant of note was a new colony of

Scilly Pigmyweed (Crassula decumbens), and from here we set off for Juliet's Garden Restaurant for lunch.

David and Gill decided to take the short cut back to Hugh Town and meet us later. The rest of us enjoyed a
delightful lunch ovetlooking a misty view that gradually revealed Newfound Island, then St Mary's Harbour and
finally St Agnes in the distance, before the cloud came down again. Ann, Angela and Barbara lingered a while at
Juliet's, whilst the remaining five took the coast path back to Hugh Town, indulging in a little more present
buying, before meeting up with everyone else on the quay to board the Scillonian for our journey back to
Penzance, which was calm but foggy most of the way. However, the sun came up as we sailed into Penzance,

brightening our fond farewells.
