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We met at Gatwick Airport for an early (6.30a.m.) flight to Madeira. On arrival at Funchal we had a 30 minute
transfer to our hotel, the Residential Pina where, after settling into our rooms, we had a light lunch. With the

afternoon ahead we briefly discussed options for exploring Funchal.

The centre of Funchal is readily accessible from Residential Pina and an enjoyable place to explore and
appreciate the different planted street trees which include, in particular, Jacaranda (Jacaranda mimosifolia), Pride of
Bolivia (ITipuana tipn), Yellow Trumpet tree (Markhamia platycalyx), African Tulip Tree (Spathodea campanulata),
Coral Tree (Erythrina abyssinica), Brazilian Kapok Tree (Celba speciosa), Queensland Kauri (Agathis brownie) and the
Flame Tree (Brachychiton acerifolinm).

Whilst there are a large number of gardens in Funchal the focus for our initial tour was the Municipal Garden; an
eldetly, elegant and remarkable little garden. Designed by Edouard Andre and built in 1880 the original
bandstand and rails were removed around 1935 and the garden subsequently developed a more intimate link with

the small square that sits within.

The garden contains a number of large trees; Beautiful Shade (Aganthus orientalis), Omba (Phytolacca divica) and
Celba spp. In addition there are some new plantings including the Sausage Tree, (Kigedia Africana) with its strange
hanging fruit.

In addition, local gardens contain a variety of cultivated plants including Tropical Hydrangea Tree (Dombeya
wallichii), Tricoloured Frangipani (Plumeria tricolour), Yellow Angles Trumpet (Brugmansia candida), Chinese Hibiscus

(Hibiscus rosa sinensis), and Bougainvillea (Bougainvillea glabra).

Tonight we ate at the excellent Restaurante dos Combatentes on the edge of the Municipal garden where a

number of people enjoyed Funchal’s ‘sighature dish’, the local Scabbard Fish.




Our focus today was to explore the Laurel Forests around Ribeiro Frio and to familiarize ourselves with the

principle forest trees and plants of this important habitat which has been designated a World Heritage site.

From our hotel in Funchal we drove north ascending through planted forests of Eucalipus and then Douglas Fir,
over the central ridge at Paso de Poiso and down to Ribeiro Frio. Along the roadsides down to Ribeiro Frio we
saw examples of the Madeiran national flower Pride of Madeira* (Echium candicans), conspicuous flowers of

Argyranthemum™® (Argyranthemum pinnatifolinn) and the Madeira Marsh Orchid* (Dactylorbiza foliosa).

At Ribeiro Frio we stopped initially to look at a small garden of planted woodland opposite the trout farm. This
is an important site because it was planted in 1960 by the Regional Forestry Service when the construction of
new roads in the 1950’s threatened pristine forest habitats. The shrubby Yellow Foxglove* (Isoplexis sceptrum) was
probably saved from extinction by this little garden. Our visit also provide an opportunity to familiarise ourselves
with a number of the common trees of the Laurel Forest. Laurels that occur within the forest are notoriously
difficult to identify when not in flower, along with other notable indigenous plants and rarities such as Madeira
Holly* (Ilex perado) and Appolonia* (Appollonias barbujana).

After an enjoyable walk around the garden we began our walk along Levada Balcoes. The levadas provide both a
level walk and an excellent route from which to observe the Laurel Forest. The principle tree species were
Azores Laurel (Lawurus azorica) with its parasitic Madeiran Laurel Fungus (Laurobasidium lanrii), Fetied Laural
(Ocpotea foetens) and occasionally Lily of the Valley Tree( Clethera arborea). The smaller tree and shrub species
include Bessom Heath (Erica scoparia), Madetian Bilberry (1 accinuim padifolinm) and Tree Heather (Erica arborea).
The invasion of the forest by non native species included English Oak (Quercus robur) and Scycamore (Acer
psendoplantanus). Along the edges of the levada we found Anemone-leaved Crane’s-bill (Geraninm palmatum),
Madeiran Stonecrop* (Aichyrison divaricatum) and the ubiquitous endemic Madeiran Moneywort* (Sibthorpia
peregrine). We also found Yellow-flowered Strawberry (Dunchensea indica) along with our first views of Black

Parsley (Melanoselinum decipens).

We walked the short distance to the lookout point where had excellent views of the landscape of the Ribeira da
Metade beyond. A Bystropogen (Bystropogen maderensis) and a St. John’s Wort (Hypericum canariensis) were seen in
the rock face adjacent to the view point and Madeiran Chaffinches (Fringilla coelebs maderensis) perched close by in

search of food.

We returned to our bus and made a short drive up to a picnic area on Pico do Arieiro (1818 metres) where,

despite the continuing cloudy weather, we had lunch below Maritime Pine (Pinus pinaster).

After lunch we returned to Ribeiro Frio to walk Levada Portela, to continue our exploration of the Laurel
Forests. In addition to the Laurel species already encountered we found Shrubby Sow Thistle* (Sonchus fruticosns),
Butchers Broom (Ruscus strepophyllus) and Madeira Elder* (Sambucus lanceolata)

As a result of the cool weather there was no butterfly activity and few birds beyond Madeiran Chaffich were

seen. Although we heard Madeiran Firecrests they proved elusive. Tonight we ate at Espaco Funchal




Our focus today was to see Madeira’s mountain habitat on Pico Ruivo; at 1862m Madeira’s highest peak. The
mountains of Madeira are not high when compared to other mountain peaks but they do rise spectacularly
directly from sea level. Tree Heather (Erica arbora) and Besom heath (Erica scoparia) replace the Laurel forest at
altitude and become scattered bushes within an open vegetation. The hillsides were also yellow from the Broom

(Cystisus scoparius).

Our walk into this open mountain vegetation began from the car park 270 m below the summit and approx 2 km
from the peak. As we made our assent up Pico Ruivo the cloud began to clear providing us with a spectacular

sun drenched mountain landscape emerging directly from the cloud.

Whilst looking at our first Berthelot’s Pipit we also found Slender Bird’s-foot Trefoil (Lotus angustissimus) and

Common Bird’s-foot (Omithopilus perpusillus). Basil (Clinopodium vulgare) was also seen flowering

We found several non flowering specimens of Madeiran Hawkweed* (Tolpis macrorhiza) growing in the edge of
the path. Andryala (Andryala glandulosa spp varia) was seen sporadically along the route and Large-leaved Buttercup

(Ranunculus cortusifolins ssp. minor) was seen growing in a damp cliff face.

With the Refugio in sight we also discovered Willow-leafed Carline Thistle (Carlina salicifolia) and saw our first
patches of Mountain Thyme (Thymus caespititus), Yellow Odentites (Odentites holliana) and Rock Cress (Arabis alpine

Spp cancasica).

The hut provided a welcome rest and an opportunity to eat our lunch before completing the final climb to the
peak. The vegetation on the south face of Pico Ruivo had been damaged by fire but the open vegetation
included a white flowering Thistle* (Carduus squarrosus) which had undoubtedly blown in from lower altitudes.
At the summit we saw Madeiran Yellow Violet* (17ola paradoxa) growing on a ledge alongside Mealy Stone
Crop* (Sedum farinosuri) and on walking out to the north eastern edge of the peak we also found Maderian

Heather* (Erica maderensis)

We made our return trip via Porta da Cruz and looked around one of the few remaining sugar cane production
mills and distilleries on the island. The Companhia dos Enghenos do Norte produces a small amount of

Aguardente, a rum-like sprit used in the traditional Poncha liqueur.

This visit was followed by a short walk around the coastal headland where we saw Madeiran Birds-foot Trefoil
(Lotus glancns), Rock Samphire (Crithmum maritimum) and Buck’s-horn Plantain (Plantago corongpus). In addition we
had good views of a Canary adjacent to the mill and a finally, after a short walk around the headland, a coftee

stop.

This evening we ate at Restaurante dos Combatentes




Today we drove east to the peninsular of Ponta de Sao Louenco. The landscape of Sao Louenco is a low
undulating terrain, dry and exposed, more like the outlying Desertas Islands than of other parts of Madeira. The
original coastal vegetation, probably a low bushland, has become degraded to a heath like grassland through
human occupation but contains a range of plants not easily seen elsewhere on Madeira. There were also excellent

views of lava flows and dyke swarms.

We split into groups, some taking the opportunity to have a long walk out to the Information Centre towards the

end of the peninsular.

The peninsular already appeared very dry and the grassland had turned brown. Along the path we saw small
patches of Aizoon (Aizeon canariensis) hugging the ground and specimens of Cardoon* (Cynara cardunculus var
ferocissima) and Boar Thistle (Galactites tomentosa) along the path edges along with Purple Viper’s Bugloss (Echium
plantagineun).

Walking along the track to the first viewpoint we saw the yellow fruit of the Apple of Sodom (Solanum
linnaeanum), the yellow flowering Spotted Golden Thistle (Scolymus maculates) and nearby the lighter yellow flowers
of a Safflower (Carthamus lanatus).

On our approach to the first viewpoint we found Sea Campion ($éine uniflora) and the Andryala* (Andryala
Slandulosa spp  glannlosa). Beyond the first viewpoint we discovered an Ice Plant (Mesesmbryanthemum
nodiflorum) and Common Ice Plant (Mesesmbryanthemum cristif). We also saw found Everlasting (Helichrysum

devium), Helechrysum obconicum and Madeira Sea Stock *(Matthiola maderensis).

Returning from our linear walk to the first viewing point a number of us walked down the valley to the stony

beach where we found the only location on Madeira for Castilian Gorse (Launaca arborescens).

We moved on to Garajau where the huge statue of Christo Rei (erected in 1927) stands with outstretched arms
on a headland 200 metres above the sea welcoming visitors to the island. During our approach to Garajau we

saw Golden Musschia* (Musschia anrea) growing in a wall.

This location provided an opportunity to see some of the surviving flora of the south coast at close hand
including Fish Stunning Spurge* (Euphorbia piscatoria), Globe Flower* (Globularia salicina), Disk Houseleek*
(Aeoninm glandulosum), Viscid Houseleek* (Aeonium glutinosum) and Burnt Sow Thistle* (Soncus ustulatius subsp
maderensis). We also saw a number of introduced plants including Prickly pear (Opuntia tuna) and Shrub Tobacco

(Nicotiana glanca).

This evening we ate an enjoyable but plain meal at Restaurante Velhinho in the old town.




This was a free day and everyone took the opportunity to visit one or more of the very well known and
accessible gardens; the Botanic Garden, Monte Palace Garden or the Blandy Garden. The starting point for

some was a hotse ride.

The Botanic Garden was created in 1960 from the older garden of Quinta Reid which was established as a
garden in 1881. It is a lovely garden and as well as a huge range of garden plants from around the world it gives
the opportunity to see some of the endemic plant species which one might not managed to find in a native
situation such as Madeiran Geranium* (Geranium maderensis). We also found Perez’s Frogs in the water features,
Short-tailed Blue butterflies occurring on hedges and European Speckled Wood butterflies in the shaded

walkways of the woodland garden.

Monte Palace Garden was established in its current form in the 1980’s by Jose Berarado. It is designed within a
valley around a Japanese theme and lies on the site of an older garden from which the older trees survive. A
water course descends through the garden in a range of waterfalls and ponds. The strong architectural design has
been softened by the maturing planting. The garden contains a wide variety of garden plants from around the

world along with plants from the laurel forest.

The Blandy Garden, Quinta do Palheiro Ferreiro has a history stretching back 200 years. The property was
founded in 1791 and acquired by John Blandy in 1885. The Blandy family made numerous changes to the
property however it was Mildred Blandy in the eatly 1900’s who made the garden one of the most celebrated

botanical collections in the world.

We ate at Restaurante dos Combatentes

Today we explored a number of different habitats within the central highlands of Madeira. Our original route
onto the plateau of Paul da Serra via Encumeada was cut off by a landslide so we drove initially via Canhas then
directly to Rabacal, where we walked down the track to the government office. The walk passed through a
natural landscape dominated by Tree Heather (Erica arborea) and Bessom Heath (Erica scoparia), which replaces

the Laural forests at altitude.

From the government building we walked the shorter route along the Levada do Risco to the waterfall. The
warm morning sun brought numerous butterflies including both Speckled Wood and Maderian Speckled Wood
on the levada glades. Along the Levada we found several spikes of Rock Orchid (Orehis scopulorum) and Rockceress
(Arabis alpine subsp. cancasica). As we approached the end of the gorge we caught sight of a Trocaz Pigeon, a bird
endemic to Madeira and intimately linked to the Laurel forest where it feeds on and spreads the seed of the

principle trees.




We retraced our route and had our picnic at the top of the track where the early sun had finally given way to a
rather misty landscape. After lunch we travelled across the high plan of Paul de Serra and then north towards
Riberia and the coast road stopping enroute at a number of viewing points to get some spectacular views of the

north coast.

Tonight by popular demand we ate at O Jango in the old town.

Today we looked at the habitats along the north coast of the island which differs from the south because of the
significantly greater rainfall. Our first stop was in search of the last native Dragon Tree (Dracena draco) on the
island at Ribeira Brava. The young specimen, a tree of about 20 years old, is now the only natural relic of trees
which once covered much of the south coast. Fortunately Dragon Trees are now being bred and replanted to

retain the native habitat.

We purchased our picnic lunch at Ribeiro Brava before heading north through Serra de Agua and the long (3km)
road tunnel under Pico do Cera. After Sao Vicente, we travelled west and stopped to walk a section of the now
closed and redundant coast road where we encountered wonderful examples of Disc Houseleek* (Aeoninm
landulosum), Rock Samphire* (Crithmum maritimum), White Everlasting® (Helichrysum melalencum), a Hawkweed*
(Tolopsis succulenta), Brookweed (Samolus valerandi) and Bastard Hare’s Ear (Phyllis noble). We also found the

uncommon Kidney-leafed Fern* (Adinatum reniforme).

After our coastal walk we visited Chao de Ribeira, south of Seixal, and briefly explored the Laurel forest in this
location where we found examples of Maderian Mahogany* (Persea indica) and the Lily of the Valley Tree*

(Clethra arborea). 1n cultivated ground before the forest we came across the Tree Tomato (Cyphomandra betacea).
Our picnic was taken adjacent to the river. After lunch we found the Maderian Saxifrage* (Saxifraga madredensis)
growing in a cliff face on the opposite shore. We continued west for a few kilometres to Porto Moniz where

several people enjoyed swimming in the spectacular natural rock pools on the seafront.

Our return was via the spectacular sea cliff of Cabo Gerao which, at 580 metres high, is the highest sea cliff in

Europe.

We ate an excellent meal at Restaurante dos Combatentes

We were picked up by Paul for our return journey to the airport to catch our 12.15p.m. plane having seen a

range of the natural and man-made habitats of the island.
