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Leier van Cosatu ontmaskeras -
POLISIE-AGENT

Een van die mees senior en gerespekteerde vakbondleiers in Suid-Afrika
is vandeesweek as ‘n vermeende polisie-agent ontmasker en afgedank.
Die beweerde polisie-werwing van Max Xulu, president van Numsa,
moet as die mees suksesvolle polisie-infiltrasie in die geskiedenis van die
vakbondwese beskou word. JACQUES PAUW doen verslag

DIE SA Polisie se mees suksesvolle pene-
trering van die vakbondwese ooit het
vandeesweek waarskynlik tot ‘n einde
gekom toe die president van die grootste
vakbond binne Cosatu glo as ‘n polisie-
agent ontmasker en in die pad gesteek is.

Maxwell Sibuso Xulu, 43, president van
die National Union of Metalworkers of
South Africa (Numsa), was volgens intelli-
gensieverslae van die ANC en Cosatu die
laaste sewe jaar ‘n agent van seksie A2 van
die veiligheidspolisie. Sy hanteerder was
ene adjudant-offisier Brown. Numsa beskik
glo oor bewyse dat Xulu vir Brown
minstens 34 keer ontmoet het.

Xulu, ‘n vicerbestuurder (shop steward)
by ‘n fabriek in Durban, het vandeesweek
in ‘n onderhoud met VWB bevestig dat die
sentrale komitee van Numsa hom van-
deesweek met getuienis gekonfronteer het
oor sy beweerde betrokkenheid by die SA
Polisie. Hy ontken dat hy ooit ‘n polisie-
spioen was.

Xulu sé hy het nie die kans gehad om
Numsa se getuienis, wat uit dokumente en
‘n bandopname bestaan, te bestudeer nie.
Hy dring daarop aan dat ‘n tribunaal van
Numsa hom moet verhoor sodat hy ‘n kans
kan kry om sy kant van die saak te stel.

Xulu sé Numsa se suspisie berus op ‘n
misverstand. Hy sé hy het in die laaste jare
voorligtingsessies en ontmoetings met ‘n
verskeidenheid van mense en belang-
stellendes gehad. Die idee kon ontstaan
het dat hy bande met verdagte mense het,
sé Xulu.

Xuly is in 1985 met die stigting van
Cosatu as dié vakbondbeweging se eerste
nasionale tesourier verkies en het dié amp
vier jaar lank beklee voordat hy in 1990 tot
president van Numsa verkies is. Numsa
verteenwoordig 270 000 lede en is die
grootste vakbond binne Cosatu, wat meer
as een miljoen werkers in Suid-Afrika
verteenwoordig.

Xulu se posisies binne Numsa en Cosatu
het hom toegang verleen tot die vakbond-
wese se mees sensitiewe inligting en tot
die hoogste besluitneming, Vakbond-
amptenare probeer nou nog vasstel pre-
sies wat se skade Xulu kon aangerig het.

Die laaste jare bestaan daar ‘n vermoede
binne Cosatu dat daar ‘n top-amptenaar is
wat as polisie-agent optree en sensitiewe
inligting aan die veili%heidsmagte uitblaker.
Verskeie amptenare binne Cosatu is al van
spioenasie verdink, maar vandeesweek is
Xulu deur vakbondamptenare gekonfron-
teer en Maandag deur Numsa se sentrale
komitee afgedank. -

Intussen blyk dit dat Numsa die voorval
- wat in sekere kringe as ‘h skandaal en 'n
verleentheid beskou word - probeer dig
hou. Die sekretaris-generaal van Numsa,
Moses Mayekiso, het Xulu se ontmasker-
ing vandeesweek as ‘n “inteme politicke
aangeleentheid” beskryf en wou nie ver-
der kommentaar lewer nie.

Teen gistermiddag het Numsa egter in’'n
verklaring bevestig dat daar “oorweldi-
gende getuienis” teen Xulu bestaan dat hy
'n polisie-agent is. Numsa sé dat hy
geskors is.
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Die hoof van die polisie se afdeling
misdaadvoorkoming en inligting en gew-
ese hoof van die veiligheidspolisie, luit-
genl Basie Smit, het vandeesweek gesé dat
die polisie nie kommentaar lewer op die
identiteite of werksaamhede van polisie-
agente nie.

Kort voordat Xulu afgedank is, is hy
benoem as ‘n afgevaardigde van Cosatu in
die Natalse strukture van die Nasionale
Vredesverdrag. Volgens VWB se inligting
was dit juis dié benoeming wat Numsa
aangespoor het om so gou moontlik van
Xulu ontslae te raak.

Xulu het die afgelope dekade ‘n belan-
grike rol in die metaal-vakbondwese in
Suid-Afrika gespeel. Hy is in 1978 tot die
uitvoerende bestuur van die Metal and
Allied Workers Union (Mawu) verkies en is
drie jaar later as die Natalse voorsitter van
dié vakbond verkies. Hy is in 1984 as die
president van Mawu verkies - dieselfde
jaar waarin hy glo as polisie-agent gewerf
is. Hy is kort daarna as Cosatu se eerste
nasionale tesourier verkies.

Hoewel hy dié amp vier jaar lank beklee
het, word hy deur van sy kollegas onthou
as iemand wat ‘n lae politieke profiel
gehandhaaf het. Hy het byvoorbeeld selde
betrokke geraak by die vurige politicke
debatte binne Cosatu.

In Jeremy Baskin se boek Striking Back,
A History of Cosatu word Xulu as volg
beskryf: “Xulu was not active in party
politics. As a child he remembers Chief
Luthuli holding an ANC meeting in his
township, where his aunt was secretary of
the local branch. In the early 1970s he was
sympathetic to Inkatha’s revival, but he
never became active.

“Xulu’s political thinking developed largely
through the union movement. He believes
‘in socialism and the emancipation of the
working people. Some people call me a
workerist. I believe that if we change the
colour of the government but keep the
same policies then there ‘will be no
difference for ordinary people’.”

Agter die skerms het Xulu egter ‘n meer
prominente rol gespeel. In 1987 het hy
byvoorbeeld ‘n deurslaggewende rol gespeel
in die ontmoeting tussen ‘n afvaardiging
van die SA Kommunisteparty en die ANC
en Numsa in Londen. Xulu het tydens dié
ontmoeting gehelp om spanning tussen
die ANC en Numsa uit die weg te ruim.

Xulu het ook ‘n belangrike rol gespeel in
ontmoetings tussen Cosatu en die ANC
voordat dié beweging gewettig is. Hy is
ingesluit in ‘n gesamentlike atvaardiging
van Cosatu en die UDF wat in Natal
samesprekings met Inkatha gevoer het.

Bronne in Cosatu sé daar het twee jaar
gelede reeds ‘n vermoede ontstaan dat
Xulu ‘n polisie-agent kan wees en Numsa
is daarvan in kennis gestel. Dié suspisie
kon egter nie bevestig word nie, maar het
onder meer daartoe gelei dat hy nie vir ‘n
derde termyn as tesourier van Cosatu
verkies is nie. Weens die gebrek aan

e in daardie stadium is hy wel tot
president van Numsa verkies.

Hoé polisiemanne verskil
oor polisie se vermoéns

Meningsverskil bestaan tussen die Kommis-
saris van Polisie en sy mees senior generaal
oor die omvang van misdaad en die polisie se
vermoé om dit op te los. JACQUES PAUW doen

verslag.

KAN die SAP nog enigsins misdaad hanteer? Ja, sé die Kommissaris van Polisie
vandeesweek, misdaad styg in ‘n laer tempo en meer misdadigers word aangekeer.

Een van sy senior adjunk-kommissarisse verskil egter skerp van hom: misdaad neem
dramaties toe en kan nou as endemies beskou word. Die persentasie onopgeloste sake
neem al hoe meer toe..

Die Kommissaris van die SAP, Johan van der Merwe, sé vandeesweek op ‘n perskon-
ferensie: “Ofskoon emstige misdaad die afgelope jaar gestyg het, het ditin ‘n laer tempo
as die vorige jaar gestyg. Hierdie verbetering in die misdaadsituasie is die gevolg van
die herstrukturering van die SAP en harde werk wat veral daartoe bygedra het dat ‘n
groter aantal misdadigers aangekeer en meer sake opgelos is.”

Van der Merwe sé dis ‘nvalse aantyging teen die polisie dat misdaad en veral politicke
moorde sé toegeneem het dat die polisie dit nie meer kan beheer nie. Die Kommissaris
het ook klem gelé op die sukses van “sigbare polisie-optrede” in die bekamping van
misdaad.

VWB het verlede week in besit gekom van ‘n brief van It-genl Mulder van Eyk (Suid-
Afrika se tweede mees senior polisieman), gedateer 8 Oktober 1991, waarin hy op die
oog af skerp van Van der Merwe verskil oor die misdaadsituasie. Dit lyk asof die
Kommissaris ‘n meer rooskleurige prentjie van misdaadbekamping geskets het as wat
werklik die geval is.

Van Eyk sé in sy brief, gerig aan alle afdelingshoofde: “Misdaadpleging in Suid-Afrika
het die afgelope twee jaar dramaties toegeneem. Hierdie toename het dermate
geéskaleer dat dit as endemies getipeer kan word. In ‘n poging om hierdie
misdaadpleging die hoof te bied, is fondse deur die Kabinet bewillig vir die uitbreiding
van die getallesterkte van die Mag.” .

Van Eyk meld dat 34 441 polisiemanne tussen Januarie 1990 en Augustus vanjaar
aangestel is en voeg by: “Hierdie aansienlike uitbreiding in mannekrag het klaarblyklik
geen waameembare uitwerking op die pleging van emstige misdaad gehad nie.”

In ‘n aanhangsel tot sy brief, waarin misdaadstatistiek verskaf word, sé Van Eyk:
“Oplossingsyfers vertoon gereeld afnames.”

van Eyk voeg in sy brief verder by dat die uitbreiding van die polisiemag ‘n
oorbemanning van administratiewe kantore teweeggebring het. “Dit kom daarop neer.
dat daar in die praktyk ‘n vermeerdering van administratiewe personeel plaasgevind
het, maar dat sigbare polisie-optrede nie tot sy reg kom nie.” .

Van der Merwe het op sy perskonferensie gesé daar was van Januarie tot Augustus
vanjaar 7,74 persent meer inhegtenisnemings as in die ocoreenstemmende tydperk
verlede jaar. Volgens die Kommissaris is tussen Januarie en Augustus 1991 altesame 32
283 meer sake opgelos as in die ocoreenstemmende tyd ‘n jaar tevore.

" Van Eyk wys daarop dat daar tussen Januarie en Junie vanjaar ‘n toename van 11,11
persent in misdaadvoorvalle was teenoor Januarie en Junie verlede jaar.

Van der Merwe erken dat misdaad toegeneem het, maar sé die styging is kleiner as
die styging verlede jaar. Die styging in die aantal gewapende rooftogte, huisbrake en
veediefstalle was minder as die styging verlede jaar. In 1990 het die aantal moorde met
28,57 persent toegeneem. Vanjaar het die aantal moorde teenoor verlede jaar met net
2,55 persent gestyg. .

* Van der Merwe het verder bekend gemaak dat die polisie ‘n deurbraak gemaak het
in die moord op die Kaapse ANC-leier en gewese streeksdirekteur van Idasa, Pro Jack.
Die polisie het op ‘n vuurwapen in Kaapstad beslag gelé wat verbind word met die
moord op Jack. Dié vuurwapen word ook verbind met die moord op ‘n polisieman en
verskeie aanvalle op die polisie.

Historian Thomas Pakenham, author of The Boer Way, is currently in
South Africa to introduce his next book, The Scramble For Africa. Dr

ALBERT GRUNDLINGH, historian at Unisa, spoke to him

You are from a British aristocratic family - the
son of the Earl and Lady of Longford - yet

you also have strong tles with the British
Labour Party. That's perhaps not uncommon,
but don't you find the fact that you cannot
really claim any organic link with the working
classes, which the Labour Party purports to
represent, just somewhat problematic?

I was one of eight children and we are
certainly not all socialists, but we represent
a fairly good spectrum between the radical
and the conservative end. If you take my
mother. She came from a radical, non-
conformist Birmingham family, the sort of
family who made the British Industrial
Revolution, proletariats in fact. Out of that
great cousinhood came steelworkers, road-
makers, boilermakers, which helped to
build the Rand too, as a matter of interest.
Then camé Chamberlain, he was the
radical mayor of Birmingham in the 1870s,
and he was our great-great-uncle. I'm
rather proud of Joe, but he rather let the
family down by becoming a Tory...

My mother converted my father, who
came from a Tory-minded gentry family, to
socialism. But he converted her to Catholi-
cism. When you say this is not typical of the
British upper class, 1 don't think for a
moment there is anything quite typical at
all about them.

Is there any direct or Indirect link between
your political outiook and the topkcs you
choose to write about?
I don’t honestly think I would write the
same kind of books if I was a no-nonsense
right-wing Tory... I try to see myself - if it
does not seem too fanciful - as mediating
between what we call in Ireland, two
traditions, which is an euphemism for two
warring tribes, Catholics and Protestants,
and I see the relevant historian as a
mediator and a sympathetic outsider be-
longing to neither group. 1 think all good
reporters would also be mediators.
My first book was about Ireland, then
came the second Boer War, and this is my
“ third. In a sense it is a trilogy. They are not
only similar in form, but use the same
technique, which I regard as a journalist
technique.

1think one Is talking about historlcal
Imagination, which brings me to my next
question, namely was there a natural
progression from the Boer War to the
Scramble for Africa?

In the Irish book, which is about a colonial
crisis at the end of the eighteenth century,
an Irish nationalist attempt to separate
Ireland from England using French help in
a revolutionary war. It is a horrible story in
many ways. I see that as the first of a series.
And I would not have written Scramble
without have written the Boer War, be-
cause my interest broadened when I was
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Thomas Packenham (Pic: Abdul Shariff)

writing Boer War. 1 was constantly refer-
ring, say, to Majuba in the narrative of Boer
War and 1 had very little detailed know-
ledge about this, so it was great fun
opening it up.

Your books are known for their tiuent style;
they often make for compelling reading. At
the same time | would like to know Iif there Is
not a danger, though, that the writing can
perhaps become driven by the logic of the

"narrative form and not necessarlly by the

historical dynamics one Is confronted with?
“Boer War” Is good reading, but not neces-
sarily good history.

Obviously I'm embarrassed to really de-
fend myself. I've had many extremely,
perhaps too flattering reviews. Prof Roland
Oliver, who is really the emeritus professor
of the School of Oriental African Studies,
said the book was a great read and a
contribution to history, and that most of my
judgements would be shared by most
specialists on the subject. To me that was
terrific.

He also said I should have cut the last
hundred pages, to end it after the Boer
War, But to me the whole point of the book
is in the last hundred pages, because there
we see what happened to the Africans. I
wanted to have the reader see what
actually happened and the immediate
aftermath of the scramble. In many cases
the pretentions of the Europeans in bring-
ing benefits of all kinds to Africa as they
described them, namely the so-calledthree
“C’s: Christianity, civilisation and com-
merce,” were the most appalling humbug.
Sickening humbug. And you would not

have seen that if I had ended in 1902. If I
cut down to the Boer War, we would not
have seen what happened in action on the
ground in Leopold’s Congo, the French
Congo. Up to then we had seen conquista-
dors struggling among themselves in the
bush and back in Europe, carving up
chunks of Africa, not having the faintest
idea what they were doing. The flesh and
blood is missing and what has happened is
illustrated by this photo in the book of
Africans standing there next to the white
man with the amputated hands of fellow
Africans,

You just mentioned the three “C's”, but you
added a fourth, namely "“conquest”. it | may
be so presumptious, | would like to add a tifth
one, namely “collaboration”, which goes
along with resistance. it was quite amazing
that large parts of Africa were held by a
minlmum of men, and that would not have
been possible without active collaboration by
some Africans.

Exactly, these people with the amputated
hands were collaborators. Yes, and it is a
perjorative term. It used to mean the
“baddies”. In Ireland people would still
explain what they’re doing in terms of his
grandfather who was in the British police,
if these boys in the IRA shot a policeman in
the back in 1919. It is a burning issue: who
collaborated? Of course the tragedy is that
collaborators are abandoned by both sides,

You describe vividly and In detall some of the

‘follies of colonial rule, for example the

arbitrary way In which colonlal boundaries
were drawn. Colonial legacy Is an enduring

one, particularly If one looks at economic
underdevelopment and exploitation. On the
other hand Africans have largely falled to rise
above the handicaps imposed on them by
history. Were these handicaps so severe, or
must one also bring other tactors Into play in
trying to account for the current dismal state
of the continent?

Neo-Colonialism must be one of the main
factors in their failure. The economic
interest of the colonial powers having
abrogated political rule, was to play the
role they had before the scramble, which
was called informal empires then, the Neo-
Colonialism afterwards, which is the same
sort of thing. You had collaborators, or
hereditary rulers of some kind or other.
People who did not have or did not want
democratic governments. They were un-
stable. The only possibility for economical
interest was stability and the only way of
getting it was in the old-fashioned right-
wing regimes. Take Zaire, for instance.
Why is it in such an appalling mess?
Because it suited American-Belgian inter-
ests.

Another thing that worrles me as a white
historian writing on African matters s that
one Is inclined to Impose some sonse of
Eurocentric views on i. Reading your
concluding paragraphs, it iImplies some
sense of progress, that the Africans would
not like to go back to the 1880s because of
the advantages of the steamship, the
aeroplanes, etc. But the problem Is one of
Imposing European formulated conceptions
on African settings. '

To me it is so clear-cut. If you look at old
photographs, these bewildered Shona seeing
the white soldiers marching in and they
stand there. These naked men, materially
very backward. Ninety years later you
have independence day and there you
have their great-grandsons in a sort of
quantum leap - so great. The leap was 50
enormous in that period which means
there was something good, a mixed
blessing. It is a difficult balance sheet full of
horrible blunders. If it was a company, my
God, this company was badly run, but it
was still working.

Afrikaners regard themselves as the tirst
freedom fighters agalinst colonlal powers, but
they have never made the linkage with other
Africen freedom fighters. Hopefully your
book will contribute to opening Africa for
them.

I would like to see any kind of identity
between other people who have fought
the British empire. I fear they won't. There
is a lot of mileage for Afrikaners in the
shared colonial experience, the panllels.
As well as simply ironies, like the British
who put up such a bad show at the
beginning of the Boer War and the fact that
they were so ill-equipped to deal with it.

SAARTJIE BAARTMAN,
please come home

The web of one’s life is woven by many influences.
A certain person or a certain book can change your
outlook permanently. In the first of a series by
various personalities, poet/playwright/performer/
activist/publisber MATTHEW KROUSE tells why Saartjie
Baartman is the person who influenced him most

MOST historians, and some literary people, know about Saartjie Baartman, poor “Hottentot
Venus”, sexual slave, treated as a freak, drunk, exploited, exiled (in a sense), and a living icon
(although dead since 1816) of the ongoing cultural exploitation that has haunted the African
people since the white man brought gunpowder and Christianity to the continent.

I found out about her through various books, written by contemporary anthropologists, who
tell her story to trace the origins of backwardness in Western perceptions of black gender and
race. The facts are that she was a black woman bom near Grahamstown, sold into slavery, and
exported to Europe as a peepshow. In various great Western cities she stood naked on a podium,
singing a song, forced to show passersby her voluptuous bum, considered hilarious because of
the condition steatopygia, and the “Hottentot Apron” (enlargement of the labia). Her “act” was
banned in 1810 in Britain because she was considered offensive to decency. Finally, she died, on
New Year's eve, in 1816, in Paris, with a whole bunch of pathologists hovering over her, their
scalpels at the ready. Her corpse was dissected, in public, a wax cast was made of her body, her
skeleton was extracted from her flesh, her brain was preserved in a bottle, and the whole lot were
placed on display in the Museé d= 'Homme in Paris. Ten years ago the display was still there,
behind glass. Whether or not she stands there today, doesn’t matter. (Her remains might be
stashed away in some attic.) What matters is that her story is also our story, she is the embodiment
of cultural rape, ongoing and profitable,

Various artists and writers have used her intheir works. I know of the book and poem Hottentot
Venus by Stephen Gray (David Phillip/Rex Collings; 1979). The poem is narrated by Saartjie
herself, as a lonely skeleton, standing in the “Gallery of Man” looking out over Paris. This is how
the poem ends:

Saartfie Bartman is my name and I know

my place I know my rights I put down my foot
and the Tuileries Ga rfens shake I put down
my foot and the Seine changes course Idout
down my foot and the globe turns upside down
I rattle my bandful of bones and the dead arise.

[ alsc know the painting by Penny Siopis, Dora and the Other Woman (1988), in which famous
lithographs and cartoons of Saartjie Baartman’s naked anatomy are pinned to drapery, concealing
a bare-breasted woman, hiding her face. ‘

In 1987 1 wrote a play, with my co-performer Robert Colman, called Active Pleasure: Famous
Dead Sex in which we told this painful story in a manner which sent audiences rushing for the
door. Actress Irene Stephanou, painfully thin, played Saartjie Baastman. She wore a black leather
and did a sexy drunk dance on a bar-stool. She moaned and groaned and finally shoved a toy
Kalishnikov up her slave-master’s arse. :

And today, as culturalists, we stand on the shaky threshold of a new South Africa. So, what are
we going to do about Saartjie Baartman? I have four suggestions to make (you might have more):
1. Let’s change the name of the Grahamstown Arts Festival to the Saartjie Baartman Festival.

2. Let's get her remains back to South Africa and let’s give her a proper burial, somewhere near
her home, near Grahamstown. It might be a fitting end to a historical/cultural tragedy that has
lasted more than a century. T

3. Atleast one feminist filmmaker should try to make her story into a feature film. Why not serialise
it for television? : :

4. The cultural sector of the liberation movement's Women’s League owes her some recognition.

Is our memory of this unfortunate woman at all important? It is. I'll tell you'why: It’s important
because our lives are ruled by arrogant and unforgivable perceptions of beauty. South African
culture is dictated to by fashion. The pimps build their fortunes by dictating, at a price, what is
POpular, to an unempowered, poverty-stricken mass. Your body has to look a.certain way, your
hips must be slim, your clothes must be hip. And if you're a black woman, and you walk alone
in Hillbrow, then you are just another whore; the Saartjies of the nineties,

For too long, we've been a nation at war. And there’s always been an intolerance of difference.
Whoever you are, as a South African, you are “better” than the other person who stinks, sucks
or soils the purity of your own way of life.

That’s what happens to the Saartjies from home. Then rich outsiders pull in. Foreign filmmakers
Pay hundreds of black extras ten rand a dayto play slave-masses. They get fed pap, and they sleep
on the floor while great American stars live in caravans, eat caviar and get paid in dollars. Now
Lhat’s exploitation. And it's not called prostitution, it’s called “culture”. In fact, prostitution is more

onest,

That's why I support the notion that your wildest nightmare, the lascivious whore, is an angel,
a person with rights who needs as much protection, in our future society, as elders and children.
When we talk of human rights and sexual equality, we've got to stand by what we mean. We've
also got to fight for everybody's right to have a good time in bed.

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»BACK TO THE SPIRITUALITY OF COMBAT

'REV FRANK CHIKANE, General Secretary of the SA
Council of Churches, responds to recent articles in
VWB on problems within the SACC

IN its role as an organ for the expression of
the quest for justice and freedom by the
churches in South Africa, the SA Council of
-Churches (SACC), has maintained a sus-
tained monitor of political trends and
developments in South Africa since its
inception. This led us, as early as 1988, to
recognise that the SACC needs to be
restructured and prepared for an imminent
shift in its mission focus in line with the
changing conditions within which it exer-
“cises its prophetic mission. It was duly
noted by both the Executive Committee
and the various divisional Committees that
the council needs to develop a manage-
ment system and programmes which will
enable it to serve South Africa during the
period of transition into a post-apartheid
~ dispensation and beyond. It was in acting
out these realisations that the SACC was
taken through a critical review and reor-
ganisation programme which started from
the middle of 1988 and lasted up to August
this year. : )
- The calculated objective of this process
was to produce an SACC with a2 compact
operational structure which will enable the
council to carry out its ministry more
effectively and efficiently. It was necessary
that within the constraints of 2 sudden
reduction in possibilities of raising funds
from overseas due to changes in the
international image of South Africa, and
the pressure for some of our traditional
donor partners to shift their focus to other
parts of the world community which are in
need, that the SACC justify its stewardship
of whatever assistance entrusted to it.
" ‘Therefore, the basic motivation and aim
for restructuring the various departments
which had been developing as structures

of the SACC’s interventional and relief
work to the political crisis South Africa has
been gripped by since 1976, was to create
a structure which will service the new
needs and demands which are presented
by the current socio-political atmosphere
in the country. All the newly established
departments have since the beginning of
1991 held workshops to specifically work
out mission frameworks and programmes
for their various departments.

True to the theological methodology
which has undergirded its work since its
founding, the SACC remains the servant of
God to God’s people, as such, whereas in

“years past it was an epitome of resistance

against the tyranny of apartheid, and a
major channel for the solidarity the people
of the world were expressing to the victims
of apartheid, now the SACC is called to be
a platform for a society in transition. It is a
catalyst of the imperative of reconciliation
and reconstruction which brazenly face the
whole of South Africa. This role was
historically marked by the Rustenburg
Conference of November 1990 in which
the SACC acted as the main facilitator. The
theme of the Rustenburg Conference,
“Towards a United Witness in a Changing
South Africa”, is significant.

Whilst the SACC was pre-occupied with
the restructuring process the problem we
had anticipated befell us. Our donor
partners could not cope with our escalating
needs and budget. This demanded, from
us, a reduction of operations and staff. The
result was the process of retrenchment,
which we duly recognise as an extra-
ordinarily painful experience in the SACC's
history. A related result was the reposition-
ing of the remaining staff into new tasks

and roles. This led to a trying process of a
need of readjustment by the entire staff,
but most particularly, senior staff. Unfortu-
nately, some of these staff members felt
that it was time for them to resign their
services from the council of churches.

It is understandable that these develop-
ments within the SACC were of such a
nature that they should attract media
attention. However, those reports which
go to cast a doubt on the SACC'’s ability to
meet the historic challenges facing South
Africa, cannot go unchallenged. In such
recent reports by Hennie Serfontein and
Ina van der Linde in the Trouw (Amster-
dam) and the Vrye Weekblad (Johan-
nesburg), emphasis is placed on question-
ing the strength of the SACC's present
management system. . -

It is totally absurd to use the resignation
of Rev Francois Bill and those of Mr Joe
Seremane and Rev Wesley Mabuza to
suggest that the SACC has serious intemal
problems and that it was facing possible
disintegration. In the first place, to bundle
the recent resignation of Rev Bill with
those of Mr Seremane and Rev Mabuza is
a deliberate distortion of the reality. The
reasons and period of the resignation of
each of these individuals are totally unre-
lated. Francois Bill has made a separate
statement which clarifies his position and
expresses his continued support and loy-
alty to the SACC, as well as his faith that the
project he was part of, which was working
on the restructuring of the SACC, shall be
successfully implemented.

Whilst we acknowledge that there were
difficulties involving preparations for the
recent Cape Town Consultation, the pres-
ent state of the SACC is just the opposite of

what Serfontein and Van der Linde seek to
portray,

Since July this year the General Secretar-
iat embarked on a programme to motivate,
reorganise and redeploy staff to positions
where they can be most effective. A new
management system which will ensure
strict accountability and maximum effec-
tiveness has also been introduced. To
strengthen its administrative base we have
appointed Mrs Pamela Bames, a highly
qualified person in areas organistion and
financial administration, as a Senior Ad-
ministrator at the beginning of October
1991. At the beginning of August we
appointed Dr John Lamola as a researcher
and Personal Assistant to the General
Secretary. Both Mrs Barnes and Dr Lamola,
together with the team of senior staff we
have at present, have shown the profes-
sionalism we require to face the emerging
challenges.

We have also established a new human
Resources Unit since July of this year to
address in a more professional way the
work environment of SACC staff, and to
run a programme of staff training and
upgrading. Mrs Sophie Mazibuko, who
directed the Dependents Conference, is
now heading this unit. The effectiveness of
the unit is already visible throughout the
organisation.

In the light of the above, we admit that
there remains some shortcomings in our
organisation and management practices,
and that all constructive criticism and the
right of the public to information have to
be entertained. At the same time, we are in
no doubt that any irresponsible criticism of
the SACC, or members of its executive
staff, can only serve the interests of the
forces of reaction, particularly those within
the apartheid regime. These forces would
enjoy the demise of the organisation which
has been a pain in their flesh for many
years.

It has dawned to us at Khotso House that,
as the functionaries of the ecumenical
movement in South Africa, it is time that we
revert to our old concept of the spirituality
of combat, which is the only way whereby,
we believe, we can ensure that the SACC
fulfills its mission and that God's Will is
done here in South Africa as it is in Heaven.

APOCALYPSE NOW?

ZAIRE is on the brink of a total collapse.
The question is: what makes Zaire so
different from Zambia or Benin where
elections or the National Conference have
been able to produce the kind of political
change Africans have needed for the past
three decades?

While the economies of Zaire and
Zambia may be similar in that they are
based on copper exports, the people of
Zaire have been living under the kind of
military dictatorship that does not allow
them to organize in any meaningful way.
Political naivity among Zaireans makes
strike action, for example, an impossibility.
In neighbouring Zambia, people have, to
some extent, been able to control the price
of basic foodstuffs, while in Zaire, lack of
political consciousness and organisational
muscle would cause the person in the
street to laugh at Zambians when they go
on strike over a twenty cents increase in
the price of a loaf of bread.

Civil society is non-existent in Zaire.
Labour unions, women’s groups, students’
organisations and all sorts of voluntary
associations that constitute civil society
have either been taken up by the MPR
(Popular Movement for the Revolution)
which has ruled Zaire since 1967, or
suppressed altogether. Part of the success
of the MDM in Zambia is attributed to the
fact that there was at least 2 semblance of
a functioning civil society.

LACK OF COMMUNICATION
Zambians have access to means of com-
munication. One can drive from Living-
stone to Kitwe in a day. The telephone
systemworks. In Zaire, it takes two daysto
drive the 300 km from Lubumbashi to

_ Kolwezi. Cynics say that Mobutu destroyed
local infrastructure on purpose for his own
security. After Rwanda’s invasion by reb-
els, Mobutu was quoted as having told Ju-
venal Habyarimana: “I told you not to build
roads... the rebels wouldn't be able to
travel from the Ugandan border to Ruhengeri
in 45 minutes.”

This lack of effective means of commu-
nication in Zaire makes the gap between
urbanites and rural dwellers significant. All
political opposition parties are based in
Kinshasa with branches in a few provincial
towns. They are not represented at all in
rural areas, firstly because they lack the
means to do so and secondly because it is
impossible to reach these areas. The result
is that political consciousness in rural
areas, where 85 per cent of the population
lives, is very low. Worse - the only
politician, the only political program they
have been exposed to is Mobutu's. The
leader himself has created over 60 political
opposition parties.

Another factor that makes Zaire so differ-
ent is the nature of politics implemented by

Sekois desperately clinging to power in Zaire. But after 26 years under

‘his rule the country is on the brink of collapse, writes DR KIKAYABIN

KARUBI, a Zairean with a doctorate in political science from Boston
University who works as a radio journalist for RSA’s external French
service. He visited his country two months ago for a period of several

weeks, gaining fresh insight into the dynamics of the turmoil
the Belgians and pursued by Mobutu. _

Divide and rule has always been the basis
of the game. During the colonial days, the
Belgians took advantage of the ethnic
cleavages in the country to enforce their
authority. The Baluba of Kasai, the largest
and the most adventurous ethnic group,
were first divided into Kasai-east and
Kasai-west. The Belgians politicised the
slight "cultural differences and caused
hatred between the two groups. Then, the
same colonial masters turned the Baluba
into the enemies of all the remaining 234 or
so ethnic groups. The Baluba are seen as
outsiders in their own motherland. Aftera
minibus accident in Kinshasa the dead
were counted as 5 Zaireans and 3 Baluba.

The leading opposition figure today in
Zaire is 2 Baluba. Etienne Tshisekedi is the
best known and the longest real political
opponent to the Mobutu regime. He has a
hard time to get his message accross, given
his ethnic origins. People support himnow
thanks to the common ally, the economic
crisis, and because of the common enemy,
Mobutu. Chances are that Tshisekedi will
be rejected in future not only because the
country is bankrupt and Tshisekedi will
not be able to deliver what people are
expecting (a quick economic recovery) but
also and to a lesser extent, because he isa
Muluba.

In Shaba, the mineral rich province,
leaders are exploiting these historical
ethnic differences, using that anti-Baluba
political rhetoric that caused bloodshed in
Zaire during the 1960s, and by so doing,
increasing their own popularity. Mobutu
has kept that climate alive all through his
reign, He used puppet leaders like Mpinga
Kasenda, NzandaBwana Kalemba and more
recently Mulumba Lukoji to divide the
Baluba, Popular opinion has it that Mobutu
has paid large sums of money to Kyungu
wa Kumwanza, the most controversial
leader from Shaba who sends the “Shaba to
Shabiens” message to the population and
plays on the notion that the Baluba are
“our” enemies. This diverts people’s atten-
tion from Mobutu, who is far away, to the
Muluba who lives next door, and creates
fertile ground for one of Mobutu’s fa-
vourite statements: “I am the only onewho
can keep Zaire united.”

DESPERATE MOBUTU

Why does Mobutu cling to power after
26 years of dismal failure to do anything
positive for the country? The answer is to
be found in the man’s personality. Mobutu
cannot stand humiliation. He would rather
die than give up. He is also aware of the
fate of his likes. The Shah of Iran,
Ferdinand Marcos of the Philippines, Bokassa
of the Central African Republic, all these
dictators did not find a safe haven in the
West. No country would take them. So,

staying in power is a matter of survival for
Mobutu. As a matter of fact, behind the
scenes negotiations for his retirement have
been going on with the govemments of
Morocco, South Korea, France... but all
have been reluctant to offer Mobutu and
his suite a place to retire. He has only one
option: to stay in Zaire. There, he faces the
anger of the people. Tshisekedi has made
it clear, With him in power, Mobutu will go
to jail pending his judgement by a popular
tribunal. In such a situation, a man like
Mobutu uses all the means at his disposal
to protect himself. He reinforces his
personal guard, he hires mercenaries
abroad, all that to stay in power knowing
very well that Zaire cannot develop with
him in office. Meanwhile, he continues to
practice the divide and rule politics that
will cause the country to further disinte-
grate.

Zaire's disintegration will affect neigh-
bouring countries with a possible destabili-
sation effect on the whole continerit. If the
“Shaba to Shabians” concept of so-called
self-determination grows in this fertile
ground, where confusion and insecurity
causes people to grope for solutions, a
situation not unlike that in the Soviet Union
could develop. The disintegration of Zaire
into ethnic states would question colonial
borders as determined during the Berlin
Conference of 1885, where the Superpow-
ers of those days - France, Germany, Spain,
Portugal and Britain divided the African
map into separate territories. The Shaba
Province, main copper resource of Zaire,
could extend itselfto Zambia’s copper belt,

the home to Shaba people in that

country. .
The Lunda le, who live in Angola,
Zambia and Zaire under the leadership of

the Lunda king, would want their territory
back. These are two examples of how the
disintegration of Zaire, coupled with dec-
ades of distorted and exploitative ethnic
politics, could cause wide-spread destabili-
sation in neighbouring countries.
Belgium and France have indicated
clearly that they will not support Mobutu
anymore. Washington is still dragging its
feet, making the United States the only
country that:believes that Mobutu can be
part of the solution to Zaire’s ills. Internally,
the people have vomited Mobutu. This is
no longer a secret. By withdrawing,
Belgium and France have to some extent
sided with the people. Mobutu’s military
might and the population’s determination
to topple him make a bloodbath inevitable.

AN EASY WAY OUT

The presence of an external body like the
OAU is a matter of urgency. Elections
Zambian style are difficult but not impos-
sible to organize in Zaire. For it to be a
success, pressure must be put on Mobutu
nottobea contender. There is an easy way
out for Mobutu. His term ends in Decem-
ber under the present constitutional provi-
sions. He must take that opportunity to
announce that he will not seek another
term. :

Former US president Jimmy Carter and
his team of , who by now has an
international reputation for election proc-
esses established through his presence in

‘Nicaraqua, Namibia and more recently,

Zambia, would be a progressive force in
this country during elections. This is the
only scenario that will avoid an apocalyptic
ending to the 26-year-old military dictator-
ship of Field Marshall President Mobutu
Sese Seko Kuku Ngbendu Wa Zabanga.

Experts in New Zealand believe the fresh
scars that cover the whale indicate that
such a battle with a squid, the size of a bus,
took place. The squid weighed at least two
tons, was 12to 15m long, and had tentacles
about 9,1m long.

Richard Oliver, a spokesman for Kaikoura
Whale Tours, says that whales in difficulty
“bring the squid to the surface and smash
them with their flukes”. - AFP.

Little or no aid to African
dictatorships

WASHINGTON - In future, American aid
for Africa should benefit democratic go-
vemments instead of it being squandered
by dictatorships, a US official told Congress
on revealing a budding policy for Africa.

“If governments are not decent, all of our
aid is eventually wasted,” Scott Spangler,
head of the African Bureau of the US
Agency for Intemational Develoment, says. .
Only “democratic and honest” govem-
ments will receive aid.

During fiscal 1991 America provided
about R2 080 million in aid to African
countries. In 1992 aid will focus on
promoting elections and political and.
economic reform., :

Above all, Spangler says, the new policy
will “take into consideration, when alloca-
ting aid, how well countries are doing”.
During the 1970s aid focused on industry
and infrastructure as well as basic humani-
tarian aid “but people kept getting poorer”.
However, humanitarian aid will continue.

“Americans are not going to allow
people to starve - no matter how repres-
sive governments are,” Spangler says. -
AFP.

Trying to make the small fry smaller

WASHINGTON - For thousands of. overfed young
Americans school holidays mean putting down their
hamburgers and cokes and settling into a few salutary
weeks at one of the country’s many “slimming camps”.

Holiday camps promise to pare kids down to a
reasonable size before the start of the next school term,
and took off more than twenty years ago. Since then
camps have sprung up all over the country.

Besides catering for overweight youngsters a growing
number of foreign fatties are also attracted. Sunday papers
are full of advertisements for the camps and even feature
“before” and “after” photographs.

Most camps use similar methods. Children are kept
busy from morning till night and fed balanced meals. All
the camps are opposed to “starvation” diets or the
skipping of meals. A three week stay at a camp sets a kid’s
parents back about R5 000 to R6 000 and many kids stay
all summer long.

For the first few weeks parental visits are prohibited.
Later on, parents are allowed to see their children and
even take them out for a meal, but the child is only
allowed to order specified meals,

When a child receives a parcel, he must open it in front
of a monitor. Especially grandparents are subversive -
they try to smuggle fattening snacks to their grandchil-
dren. At the end of the sojourn all the kids go to a nearby
city to visit food outlets in order to test their resistance.

An advertising video for Camp Shane features a
grinning red-headed boy. “We’re all brothers here,” he

announces. “We all help one another. Here everybody is
the same size. I've already lost twenty pounds.”

Between games of tennis and swims in the lake the kids
leam all about nutrition and low calory cooking.
Counsellors help them to determine why they try to
relieve feelmgs of boredom, sadness or fear by stuffing
their faces,

Residents are weighed at the end of each week to see
what progress they have made. Before they go home
everyone goes out to buy new clothes - because their old
ones no longer fit.

“The kids are getting younger all the time,” said Michelle
Friedman, manager of Camp Camelot. “They’re eight,
even six years old now - a big difference compared to ten
years ago.”

Friedman says more and more fatties from abroad are
seeking help at the camps. “There are more every year.
From Latin America, Britain, France and Austria, Even in
Europe you're eating too many McDonald’s hamburgers,”
she said.

Weight Watchers are the leaders in the market with five
camps for young people between five and twenty five.

According to another spokesperson being slim is now
so important to kids that most of the time it is the child who
makes the decision and asks his parents to let him go to

"a slimming camp for his summer holidays.

Om ni werk die trein na Soweto te ry, is
500s niks anders nie - beslis nie soos ‘n
“Taxi To Soweto” nie.

Die trein na byvoorbeeld Naledi kom nie
altyd op dieselfde spoor die stasie binne
nie. Tussen twee waens, halfpad binne en
halflyf buite die vensters, aan die pale by
die deur en selfs aan die dak hang mense
op pad huis toe. En die meeste passasiers
staan op die briie oor die spoorlyne vir die
treine en wag. Net voor die trein die stasie
binnekom, storm honderde ou ooms,
vroue met babas, kinders en yuppies met
pakke klere en aktetasse na die trein.

Op lkwezi-stasie lag die pendelaars vir
drie vroue wat na die inkomende trein

hardloop. Net twee kom op: “See you at
home,” skree die een vrou wie se boude
nog nie behoorlik op die trein is nie. Die
mamma wat agterbly, - lag en sit haar
pakkies op die grond neer. Die volgende
trein huis toe is een van 40 treine wat elke
uur in spitstyd ry - van vyfuur tot agtuur
soggens en halfvyf tot net ni sewe saans -
en wat binne sowat vyftien minute sal
aankom.

“Maar daar’s method in dié madness,” sé
die bevelvoerder van die New Canada
polisiekantoor, kapt Thys du Plessis met sy
effense Namakwalandse aksent,

die bewegende treine geskiet. Man, almal
het nog al die jare so op die brie gestaan
- dit is om hul treinnommers op die trein te
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kyk,” sé hy.

Vir iemand wat egter alleen met ‘n motor
tussen die huis en die werk ry, is die mees
senu-tergende deel van treinry al die
mense wat oor die spoorlyn hardloop.
Sedert treinaanvalle en politieke geweld
naby stasies verlede jaar toegeneem het, is
die meeste stasies en peronne met doring-
en lemmetjiesdraad afgekamp - en tien-
talle mense hardloop, om tyd te spaar,
sommer oor die spoorlyne huis toe.

Kapt Thys du Plessis meen treinaanvalle
is so oudsoos die spoorlyn tussen Soweto
en die middestad self: “Ek is sedert 1976 by
dié stasie - trein-aanvalle is niks vreemd
nie, Dit W@s nog altyd so.

“Ongevper 486 trein-trips word elke dag
na Sowglo gemaak. Gee my 20 000
polisiemaine en ek los alle misdaad op dié
treine vir jou nét so op,” en hy klap sy
vingers.

Naby die Merafe-hostelle het iemand
“Welcome home Nelson Mandela” onder
‘n treinbrug gespuitverf. “Hulle het seker

ink Mandela gaan met die trein terugkom
Soweto t0€,” lag Du Plessis.

Maar Mandela sal seker nie treinry nie,
want ey na Soweto is werklik nie
gemaklik of lekker nie - nie vir die
passasiers €n ook nie vir die polisiemanne
wat beloof het om geweld en moorde te
probeer SIOp op dié treine nie.

Die banke is hard en die treine is die
meeste ¥an die tyd - vroegoggend en
laatmidda8 - “s6 vol dat ‘n groep mans nou
die dag 0 Vrou in die wa verkrag het en
niemandkon enigiets doen nie. Die mense
aan die ander kant van die wa kon net

staan en luister hoe die vrou gil en skree,”
vertel die kaptein.

Gedurende die spitstyd kan die polisie
ook nie op die treine kom nie.

Ek was nou genoeg bang
gewees. Ek probeer later ry en saammet ‘n
cop met ‘n gun... ten minste het mens dan

treine aanval, is miskien maar dieselfde
mense wat jou vleis en kos probeer steel
buite die stasie.” :

Tumi, wat agter die Merafe-hostelle
woon, sé treinry en woon in Soweto is
maar dieselfde ding. “

What can be learned from South Africa’s
first steps back onto the international

cricket stage?

MARK BEARE gives a few pointers

SUNDAY 10 November marked the historic
return of South African cricket to the interna-
tional arena, against the Indians at Eden
Gardens in Calcutta. It had been over 21
years since an official national side had taken
the field and five years more since a side had
played overseas, in either an official or
unofficial capacity. At several times in this
series it seemed as if it had been much, much
longer.

It was highly instructive to see how the
players dealt with their first experience, and
to see how Kepler Wessels, Adrian Kuiper
and Clive Rice emerged as the heroes of this
most trying hour. Wessels, plunged into the
game at the end of the first over, looked like
he was set for the day, his reductive, risk-
averse style and irontemperament making
him look almost invulnerable. Kuiper is the
victim of a poor press, determined, despite all
evidence to the contrary, to cast him as
Captain Courageous, the apple cheeked
farmboy with a dashing blade. In truth, and
Sunday was no exception, he has matured
into a fine and responsible cricketer and he
played an exemplary innings. Rice was truly
extraordinary, batting as if it were an early
season Nissan fixture, not something he has
been waiting 20 years to do. Unlike the
others he did not wear a helmet or the new
UCBSA cap, but his old sunhat and he
sported, more than wore, a kerchief with all
the bluster and pomp of his stylistic prede-
cessors, Freddie Brown and John Reid. While
he scored few runs the impact of his steely
attitude was palpable and the tension eased
by his presence.

The bowlers suffered the same fate as
many of the batsmen, nerves visibly eroding
confidence and thereafter line and length.
Snell was disappointing, Shaw expensive,
MacMillan inaccurate and Kuiper often
lacklustre. However, Donald was nothing
short of magnificent. He held back on pace
in favour of accuracy. He moved the ball
both ways, and extracted lift from a lifeless
pitch; above all he made the batsmen
tentative in their shots. Often, in this country,
Donald relies on pace alone and the inswing-
er delivered at 2 wide angle to the crease.
His performance on Sunday was far more
diverse and intelligent, and he deservedly
shared the man of the match award.

The Indians, too, were disappointing with a
few notable exceptions, and we have reason
to be grateful for it. However, in general,
their bowling attack verged on the ordinary,
accurate but largely unifispired, and there are
batting lineups which could have taken the
wayward South African bowlers apart far
more successfully than this one did.

The second match of the series did little to
change this initial impression. Wessels once
again was doggedly thorough, and, by com-

parison with his peers, hugely impressive.
Kuiper had less to work with than in the Calcutta
contest, but promised to be a stalwart in a shaky
middle order. Again Donald was the pick of the
bowlers, although markedly less fierce than in
the first test. The Indian batsmen were imperious
on a relatively easy wicket, confirming their
reputation as a fine one day lineup, while the
bowlers were mercilessly accurate - the margin
of defeat was frankly flattering. ’

On balance the return to international cricket
was much as one might have expected. The
years of playing only against each other have
extracted a price, the performances often blunted
and rusty. It is a chastened side, uneasy with
recognition and unused to the pace of competi-
tion at the highest level. Several issues stand out
at as being the source of some concem:

* As an overall impression the discipline of the
Indian side left the South Africans looking
woefully outclassed; their batsmens’ speed of run
accumulation, their bowlers’ adherence to line
and length, the shrewdness of Azharuddin’s field
placing and the professionalism of their fielding
were highly instructive to the newcomers and
not a little awesome.

* The captaincy of Clive Rice presented pro-
blems, which were somewhat unexpected. While
it is difficult to motivate a sluggish and tense side
Rice’s field placing and his defensive approach to
bowling changes did not help an already difficult
situation. It is almost impossible to set a field to
bowlers who will not bowl to it but the insis-
tence on an attacking formation against 2 side
which showed a real ability to find gaps was
unsound. Equally the choice not to bowl himself
out or to bring back Donald towards the end of
the first test cost South Africa a chance of
winning or going out in a blaze of glory.

* Many of the press, myself included, felt spin
would be a problem. It was not - from the
batting side - 2 major issue. The bowlers,
though, were to leamn a hard lesson. South
African batsmen, as a rule, do not use their feet
or play across the line; others do not operate
within the same constraints, as both Shaw and
Eksteen discovered. South Africa has seldom
produced quality spinners and an ineffective
spinner can be very costly in limited overs
games. The argument for a pace and seam attack
gathered a great deal of momentum on this tour.

* Finally, and most disturbingly, the perform-
ance of the batting lineup exposed weaknesses
which may take some considerable time to
correct - 2 number of the players are in their mid
to late 30s and may not be able to adapt as
quickly to the pace of the West Indians and the
Pakistanis. There are also few real prospects
among the younger players who stand out as
Peter Kirsten and Jimmy Cook did 10 years ago.
Part of that will change with the motivation of
national colours, but the brittleness of the
batting, and in particular the middle order, is a

fact which will not go away for some time.
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So how do you speak

SOUTH AFRICAN?

One of the more ambitious proposals for future policy in the overheating
debate on language comes from Neville Alexander, a distinguished.-
linguist, historian and politician. At first glance his concept of “harmoni-
zation of the African languages” smacks of Verwoerdian-type social en-
gineering. CHRISTELLE TERREBLANCHE asks him why he has even
mentioned “engineering” for the implementation of this idea

VETERAN of the libera- #§

tion struggle who spent
11 years on Robben Is-
land till 1973, Alexander
does not believe in “lais-
sez-faire” attitudes. He sees
planning as crucial for the
transformation of society. As one of the
prime movers behind the current efforts to
highlight the importance of language, and
a director of the National Language Project
(NLP), he nevertheless maintains that the -
input should come from the ground.

His keynote address at the recent inter-
national NLP conference on “Democratic
approaches to language planning and stan-
dardization” argued for the “harmonisa-
tion” of the Nguni and Sotho languages in
South Africa - a concept hie sees as
consistent with his idea of an emergent
core-culture in South Africa.

In a nutshell that would mean that a Zulu
and Xhosa should be “harmonized” into
one standard language and the same for
Southern and Northern Sotho combined
with Tswana. In the meanwhile, he pro-
poses that English be used as a lingua
franca and/or official language. To the
ayperson, those on the ground, this plan
to unite the languages of people who are
now seen to be in so-called ethnic conflict
seems alien and even far-fetched. Alexan-
der insists that it has worked elsewhere, es-
pecially Africa.

. “If you understand the relationship
between the language and power, politi-
cal, cultural and economic power,” Alex-
ander stresses, “then you will understand
the importance of the language question.

“Most people think that Afrikaans and
English are superior or world languages,
simply because it was imprinted in their
minds. But that simply is not true,

“The fact is that these languages have -
been dominant because of the power -

relations. And as those relations are
changing, obviouslylanguage policy hasto
change, The direction should come form
the ground as well as the intelligentsia. All
that we at the NLP have done, is to

- systematize those ideas and to say: ‘This is
what it means’.”

Still, in South Africa, this kind of planned
policy more often rhymes with “blueprint”
and “enforced on people” than not. Alex-
ander’s answer is clear-cut, “If you are
going to make sure that those who have
been dispossessed are to come into their
own, say in the course of 20 years, it would
be naive to say you can adopt a laissez-

faire policy.

“Things start from power relatxons A
particular group of people, regardless of
how they are defined, does have certain
socio-historical advantages and they are
going to retain it.

“Planning does not neccesarily mean
social engineering by some elitist clique,
be it Christian or communist,” he empha-
sizes.

“If you harmonize the Nguni languages,
it would potentially mean an increase in
power relations of the oppressed blacks,
and that could reinforce other develop-
ments, political and cultural, whatever.?

Alexander, also the chairman of WOSA,
a socialist political grouping of about 800
members which has openly rejected nego-
tiations with the government and the
Multiparty Conference, believes his in-
volvement with the NLP and langua
planning is in his capacity as an acadermc
not a polmcxan

‘Bom in Cradock in 1936, he received his
doctorate in Germuan literature from the
University of Tuebingen in 1961 and an
honours degree in history from Unisa after
his undergraduate studies at UCT. He has
also been closely associated with the New
Unity Movement and published the book-
let Language Policy and National Unity in

South Africa/Azania in 1989, amongst.

many other publications - mostly on
literature, history and education.

In this booklet he examines the historic
reasons for choosing English as common
language for a united South Africa. He did
take notice of the problems English as an

official, language created elsewhere in

Africa, he maintains.

“What we say is, because of the power
embedded in the English language, every
person in South Africa must be able to
speak it, not in the way people say that it
would be better for them or because of
some cultural prejudice. We have a new
position and go further. We say it is very
likely that English would be displaced
eventually, by Nguni, or maybe even

; Swabhili in another century, simply because

the majority of the people, especially the
working class, speak their mother tongue,
an African language, at home and English
would always be a foreign language to
them. It is the middle classes in the country
that speak English, not the workers.

“We criticized the decision of Swapo [to
make English the only official language in
Namibia] from the word go,” he says. “And
they have already started to change that in
practice - because they have to. And in the
rest of Africa, yes, English has not led to
democratization. It is the popular partici-
pation in decisions about language polxcy
that leads to a democratic society. It is not
for the elite to take those decisions for the
people. We insist that ours are proposals
and suggestions, not prescriptions.”

The NLP's role is indeed to increase
awareness of language policy and it does
not see itself as a movement for a certain
policy. It has, though, accepted the idea of
a unified national policy and at the recent
conference proposed a National Demo-
cratic Language Board, and also endorsed
an ad hoc committee to pilot such a body
which will look at the different proposals
for policy and also the place of Afrikaans in
a future South Africa.

Alexander, as a member of the ad hoc
committee, says: “If you are saying we a
building one nation, whatever that means,
it would be silly to have different language
boards for each group. You will need to
have sub-committees in an overarchin,
body, but the NLP can't be that.”

In South Africa, once again, language
boards and “taalkommissies” means blue-
prints imposed from above. Alexander

laughs: “I understand the scepticism, if yoﬁ\

are against planning... I think Afrikaans
and English speaking whites in this country
would make a terrible mistake if they think

ment’s sake say that you are going to
destroy the Afrikaans establishment organ-
isations and then start from a levelled
playfield. We won't level it, because the
publishing houses are controlled by whites
and they can still decide what is published,
and they are not accountable.

“Although the Akademie vir Wetenskap
en Kuns is accountable, people normally
just have not understood how much power
they wield, that such a body should and
will in future function in public.”

Given the example of a view pro-
nounced at the conference by a prominent
member of the Akademie that language is
an element of a certain culture and
civilization and that it should not be
confused with people - because people die
and language lives on, Alexander explains
that current language planning centres
around a fundamentally different view of
language and culture. “I think the impor-
tant thing here is, because we are going
through a very rapid period of change in
our society, all kinds of things are being
reconceived. We have been compelled to
look again at some of the fundamental
concepts for analyzing our society, also
language and culture,” he says.

“We must question the Eurocentri
notion that a language and a culture group
is one and the same thing. It is clear why?
this notion arose out of the history -cf
Europe, but it does not mean that it is
generally correct, although it has been
adopted by Afrikaner nationalism. In our

_own society this relation is a very different

one, and it is even changing in Europe.
“I believe we have to reconceptualize
culture, and I am in favour of a core culture
which accommodates and allows for the
continued existence of a perifiry of sub-

culture, provided that those sub-cultures - -

do not undermine the core sub-culture.

“In practice we have already found we . .

sing the same hymns, listen to the same
music. A Christian, a Jew or a person from
the Western Cape, for instance, might,
regardless of race, still have certain diver-
sities and pneferences be it curry or
bobotie, but they will constantly enrich -
i like the variants of the standard language -
the core culture.

Chaos in Nuwe SA spoel oor na TV

DIE chaos wat die Nuwe Suid-Afrika kenmerk,
was verlede week die tema van M-Net se The Jobn
Berks Show. Hoewel dit opnuut glashelder was dat
‘n oplossing vir die land se probleme nie
enkelvoudig is nie, dat dit beslis nie oornag aan
ons “gegee” sal word nie en dat in die soeke na
antwoorde steeds in kringe gepraat word, was die
program een van John se bestes. Ten minste is die
vyandigheid in sekere gevalle in woorde omgesit;
kon wit en swart vir mekaar sé wat hulle
onderskeie vrese is en hoe hulle veral die huidige
geweld in die land sien.

As hooftema vir die program is The Weekly Mail
se hoofopskrif van ‘n paar wek# gelede gebruik:
S4: A country poised to explode. Die twee
elemente in die storie waarop Berks gekonsen-
treer het, was die chaos en in besonder die geweld,
wat in die meeste gevalle tot die chaos lei.

Wat opgeval het, was die netjiese beplanning
van die program. (Hier teen die einde het van die
deelnemers egter warm om die boordjie geword
en mekaar s6 in die rede geval dat geen woord
hoorbaar was nie. Dit het ten minste ‘n gevoel van
werklikheid aan die debat verleen - ‘n té netjiese
beplanning kan later kunsmatig en vooraf gere-
peteer voorkom.)

Reg in die begin van die program het Berks kol
Dave Bruce van die Suid-Afrikaanse Polisie aan
die woord gestel en genoem dat hy in die gang
gehoor het hoe kol Bruce vir jemand sé drie
wonderwerke is nodig om Suid-Afrika uit sy
huidige put te lig. Dié drie wonderwerke sal op
sosiale, politieke en ekonomiese vlak moet wees
- en een sal beslis 'n wonderwerk in die ware sin
van die woord wees.

Met verloop van die program het dit fou geblyk
watter wonderwerk die moeilikste sal wees om
verwerklik te word: die vreedsame saambestaan
van wit en swart in dié land met daarmee gepaard
gaande begrip vir mekaar se verskille. As dit nie
Benny Alexander van die PAC of Craig Kotzé van
die kantoor van die Minister van Wet en Orde was
wat mekaar omtrent aan die keel wou gryp nie, of
oor en weer beskuldig het van die bestaan van ‘n
sogenaamde Derde Mag en politicke vuilspel nie;
het Derrick Thema van Soweto se anti-misdaad-

" beweging Berks self van partydigheid beskuldig,

Wat Berks op die ou end by ‘n groot waarheid
gebring het: Suid-Afrika word deesdae geken-
merk deur mense wat iemand anders blameer vir
die gemors waarin ons almal is - en dit kwalik twee
maande ni die ondertekening van die Nasionale
Vredesverdrag. :

‘n Sielkundige het aan die begin van die
program ‘n interessante en geloofbare teorie
gehad omtrent die aard van die “gemors” waarin
ons onsself bevind. Hy praat van “kulturele”
geweld en sé dit is die gevolg van 40 jaar se
apartheidsbeleid. Geweld was in al daardie jare
die een manier waarop politieke mag afgedwing is
en daarom het anti-apartheidsgroepe geglo dit
moet ook die enigste manier wees waarop
verandering bewerkstellig kon word. S6 ‘n denkwyse
kweek vyand(ifheid en skep ‘n teelaarde vir

~ verdere gewel

Ook is die wit Suid-Afrikaner deural daardie jare
wys gemaak die ANC en verwante organisasies is
die vyand en nou moet hulle skielik gewoond raak
aan daardie einste “vyand” tussen hulle.

‘n Wye verskeidenheid van organisasies, groepe
en politieke partye kon elkeen hul sé sé, ook
individue wat gepraat het van hulle vrees om
binne hulle huise aangeval en verkrag te word ('n
wit meisie) of in hulle huise deur impi’s of selfs die
polisie aangeval te word (‘n swart man).

In dié opsig was die program werklik insig-
gewend. Dit was een van die min kere dat wit en
swart oor politieke, ouderdoms- en geslagsgrense
heen op TV kon praat oor wat hulle raak; wat hulle
idee van ‘n oplossing vir die chaos is. Die idealisme
van baie van die deelnemers: hulle pleidooie om
te vergeet van verskille en te begin konsentreer op
onderhandeling en ‘'n vreedsame saambestaan,
was in skrille kontras met die amper voelbare
vyandigheid tussen sommige deelnemers.

Maar wat die program ook het - en die
onderwerp het waarskynlik ook hier ‘nrol gespeel

- was in hoe ‘n mate Berks ontwikkel het as ‘n
programleier. Hoeveel persoonlike ontwikkeling
is en hoeveel regie, weet ‘n mens nie. Maar daar
was ‘n paar oomblikke waarin hy bewys het hy
kanvolkome inbeheer wees van ‘n situasie sonder
ombeledigend te raak en sonder omdie draad van

die argument te verloor. Die onderwerp kén hief’

‘n bydrae gelewer het: dit is nou een maal nie die
soort argument wat gewen of verloor kan word nie
en een wat gekenmerk word deur ontelbare
retoriese vrae.

Een so ‘n onderonsie tussen Berks en ‘n
deelnemer was toe Berks die Nasionale Party se
Piet Coetzer pertinent gevra het: waar, na sy.
mening, lé die oorsprong van die chaos? Waar het
dit begin? Op Coetzer se antwoord dat ons in ‘n
oorgangsfase verkeer, het Berks hom reguit gevra
of hy die vraag ontduik en sy oorspronklike vraag
‘n tweede keer aan Coetzer gestel: “Who got us
there?” By ‘n ander geleentheid het Berks Benny
Alexander gekonfronteer met ‘n gewelddadige
slagspreuk op een van hulle baniere en gevra wat
presies bedoel hulle met daardie een sin. “Een
slagspreuk, eensin,” het hy Alexander onderbreek
toe ook dié die eerste vraag met honderde
verduidelikings probeer ontduik het.

Uiteindelik is die program afgesluit met ‘n
veralgemening: as mense van hulle regte ontneem
word, kan dit veroorsaak dat hulle onmenslik
begin optree. Dié slot was ‘n teleurstelling. ‘n

Intelligente, kort opsomming van die belangrikste. -

standpunte wat geopper is en in die duur van die
bespreking vurige strydpunte geword het, sou
baie meer gepas én bevredigend gewees het. Ente
min tyd om behoorlik af te sluit, is met ‘n vooraf-
opname geen verskoning nie.

DIE DALLAS-SIRKUS

Was dit nou vir jou ‘n sirkus, dié 356e en slot-
episode van die oupagrootjie van alle soaps,
Dallas. Entog by tye ‘n hoogs vermaaklike sirkus.
Een ding was egter duidelik: die Dallas-skrywers
het besluit om nie 'n enkele steen onaangeroer te
laat nie. Elke adder moes uit, elke bobbejaan agter
die bult gehaal en elke aap uit die mou gelaat
word. Sowat van geraamtes wat uit kaste tuimel,
helde wat van hul voetstukke ontneem word,
dekadensie galore, en Cliff Barnes as die PRESI-
DENT VAN AMERIKA was amper te ‘veel om te
sluk,

Daar was oomblikke dat ‘n mens gekruip het
van die lag - Callie as Aspoestertjie, kompleet met
‘n lang, vuil rok en vuil kol op die wang; lang gape
gegee het, of totaal geboei was deur die
vergesogtheid van die situasies. Toegegee: die
“engel” van onder, wat JR die sonde van sy weé

conditioner breathing in long gushes.

When we get there the wind is still hot.
A searing berg wind that leaves us limp and
white,

“How'd you know this is the place?”
Spade wants to know.

I want to scream at the anguish in his
voice. I want to yell at him, for Christsakes
Spade pull yourself together. Instead I say,
“He said we'd see the umbrella tops
sticking out.”

There are cars parked near the gate into
an enclosure of thombush, and people,
relaxed, smiling, tanned, walking in. Spade
stops to one side.

“Jesus!” he says. “Why here?”

“Here. At the motel. In the middle of
nowhere, What does it matter Spade?” 1
retort. “It’s all the same.”

We get into air thick with heat and

cooking fish. I take the girl’s hand and lead
her into the enclosure. As agreed, I select
a table in a corner. Through the bush we
can see the ocean, flat, littered with kelp,
cracking small waves in the shallows. The
girl and 1 move under the umbrella’s
shade; Spade stands nervously looking
around.

He
catches my glance and moves with embar-
rassment until he’s in profile and the kiss is
out of my sight. I like that and smile, but
behind my sunglasses there’s no amuse-
ment in my eyes.

Spadé signals for a waiter and orders
wine. The girl asks for a Coke. It’s the only
thing she’s said all morning. But after that
we don't talk, just sit and watch people
arriving. When the waiter brings a bottle of
wine stuck ina tub of ice and the colddrink,
I make the girl say thank you. She moves
her lips but there’s no voice.

“She’s shy,” I say.

The waiter smiles, draws the cork from

the wine, pours some for Spade to taste,
waits for his nod of approval, fills our
glasses. I sip at it, relieved by the dry
coldness. The girl finishes her drink
without pausing. Above us the sky is as
hard as metal. :
- For three hours we eat and drink. First
bokkems, salty and hollow-eyed, peeling
back the brown skin for the sticks of flesh,
then mussels, scooping out the globs of
yellow from the shells, limpets, urchins,
alikreukel dripping garlic. The girl eats
everything I put on her plate, her small
hands scuttling over the food like crabs.
Spade never takes his eyes off her, even
though I nudge him.

“It’s alright, Spade,” I say. “Just relax.”

- The waiter serves mackerel, angelfish,
snoek; we pick our way through the
bones, taking wine by the mouthful.

In the centre of the enclosure the fire
burns down to white ash which the wind
swirls about us. I dust it fromthe girl’s dress
and wish I'd remembered a bow for her
hair, A bow would have made a difference.
She looks up at me when I smooth the hair
behind her ear and for a moment she is

about to say something. That was how she
looked yesterday when we picked her up,
slightly puzzled, about to say something.

“What is it?" I ask. :

She shakes her head. Her hair becomes
a halo.

Out of the clay ovens the baker pulls
long loaves. Spade doesn’t wait for the
bread to cool. He cuts thick, hot slices,
spreads butter and jam, brings it overto us.
The girl eats the bread as if she’s not been
eating fish all afternoon. It makes me laugh
to see her munching into it until her face is
smeared with watermelon jam. She laughs
too. And so does Spade with his mouth
open, half-chewed food sticking to his
teeth and tongue. We're all laughing and
the girl is stuffing bread into her mouth
faster and faster.

“That’s enough,” I say smacking lightly at
her hand.

She takes no notice.

“Enough!” I hiss.

The people at the nearest table look up
at this sudden vehemence. I glare at them;
they tum back to their lunch. Next to me
the girl slowly empties everything in her
mouth on to a plate. The lumps attract
emerald flies from the thombush. They
stud that which she’s spat out like jewels.

“Jesus,” says Spade, “that’s revolting.”

I cover the disgorged food with a
serviette. With another I wipe the girl’s
face, holding her jaws firmly in my left
hand, squeezing harder than is necessary.
It contorts her face, skews her mouth until
there is pain and fear in those eyes again.

“Just behave,” I warn. “Be a good girl. Or
else...”

I thrust her head aside. A man at the
nearest table is watching. 1 smile, he
quickly turns away. :

“Jesus,” says Spade again,

The wine is finished. Spade calls for a
bottle of Jerepigo. It's thick and yellow and
too sweet but I drink it all the same. Spade
throws back two glasses.

“Easy,” I caution. “It could be some time
yet.”

Spade wipes sweat from his eyes. “He
said four o’clock.”

“Four. Half past four. Five. Just be
patient.”

“He said four o’clock!”

I shrug, getting up, pulling the girl after
me. “I'm taking her to the toilet.”

We gothrough a gap in the thombush on
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to the beach. The toilets are iron huts over
long-drops. In the heat they stink so foully
1 have to push the girl in. She struggles and
almost slips my grasp.

“Don’t you ever do that agian,” 1
threaten, my hand raised.

Inside the hut we have to wait until our
eyes are accustomed to the gloom. The
roof is like the night sky speckled with
stars. There is no paper. Even in the
dimness I can see the wooden toilet seat is
smeared with faeces, so I make her squat
on it over the hole. She wimpers and takes
a long time to pee. Then 1 do the same,
holding on to her with one hand. The
stench comes up from the pit so strongly 1
want to retch. I finish, take the brush out of
my handbag and start on her hair. It's long,
downto the middel of her shoulder blades,
fair, the sort you want to keep on touching,
Then I spray perfume behind her ears; run
my lipstick lightly over herlips. She doesn’t
struggle, accepts it all as she did last night.

He does as I say and the waiters continue
putting away the umbrellas.

1 should have put a bow in her hair, |
think. He’'d have liked that. The bow
would have made the difference. Because
he was here. I felt him. All through lunch
he must have been here waiching us.
Maybe ... But he was here under one of
these umbrellas eating fish. That much I do
know. So what happened to change his
mind?

Then Spade starts with his accusations
again, telling me that it's not right, that we
shouldn't have done it, that 1 got the
arrangements wrong, that I didn’t take
down the details properly, that it was all
my fault, that I screwed up.

“Now you listen to me, Spade,” I snap
into his ear, leaning up close so that ! can
smell the fish and sweet wine on his
breath. “I didn't screw up. We've done it all
as arranged. He’s let us down. That's
what's happened. He’s let us down. So let’s
not have any more of that nonsense,
Understand!”

He's shaking now, trembling as if he's
gone cold in that heat. A waiter comes up
and takes the umbrella out of the hole in
the middle of the table without disturbing
the girl who's lying half on the table with
her head on her arm. But she isn’t asleep.

“We're closing now,” says the waiter,
“but you can sit here if you want to.”

“It’s alright,” I tell him. “We're going.”

Suddenly the heat cracks in my head,
long and blinding. I don’t know whether to
laugh or cry. Spade is right: it’s a mess. We
should have been away by now, loaded. I
look at the girl lying there, drawing
patterns in the stains of the table. It's her
fault.

Die ligbruin gedeeltes verteen-
woordig voormalige tropiese woudbedek-
king en dié vlekke vertoon oral progressief
groter - ‘n bruin virus wat vernietigend
voortwoed. Die hele tropiese belt is ernstig
besmet met die virus.

‘n Mens sou ‘n geanimeerde rolprent van
die'dood van die bome kon skep indien jy
‘n lang reeks satellietfoto’s (dieselfde
posisie en met so ses maande tussenposes)
aanmekaar sou ryg. So ‘n film sal ook kon
dien as die finale dokumentasie van die
ondergang van meer as 60 persent van die
weéreld se lewende spesies.

Vandag word duisende boomstompe in
Viétnam met die Dong Nai-rivier afgevoer
vir verkope aan Japan en Taiwan. ‘n
Verbod op handel in tropiese hout is vroeg
in 1990 in Ho Chi Minh-stad afgekondig.
Dit word klaarblyklik nie afgedwing nie en
200 000 hektaar van die Viétnamese
woude word jaarliks vernietig.

‘n Handvol wetenskaplikes en natuurbe-
waarders probeer tog om die herstel te
bespoedig van die enorme gebiede (sowat
twee miljoen hektaar) wat steeds die
merke van die oorlog en ‘agent orange’
dra.

In die reénwoude van Ecuador pro-
spekteer British Gas op vier afsonderlike
plekke vir olie. Groot gedeeltes van die
reénwoud word gestroop van plante en
bome en modderstortings word in riviere
veroorsaak wat tot nadeel strek van
plaaslike bevolkingsgroepe se vis en ook
die aangeplante kosvoorraad.

N2 onderhandeling met ‘n aantal interna-
sionale bewaringsorganisasies en hewige
kritiek op die uitwerking wat die maat-
skappy se aktiwiteite op sosiale strukture
van die inheemse bevolking het, het
British Gas erken dat minstens 11 ge-
meenskappe voortdurend sosiologiese,
ekonomiese en ekologiese verandering in
die gesig staar: “Increased contact may
offer better health care and economic
opportunities. Conversely, the fragile cul-
tures could easily be overwhelmed.”

In Indonesié is ‘n massiewe projek begin
om dié land se papiernywerheid te ver-
groot. Daar is tans 41 papierfabrieke in
Indonesié. Nog 56 sulke monsters word
* oor die volgende 15 jaar beplan. Elke jaar
word 15mﬂ)oenhektaarvand1eménwoude
verwoes. Dié woude word deur ‘n vinnig-
groeiende monokultuur vervang.

Die World Bank het geld beskikbaar
gestel sodat die papiemywerheid kan
groei vanaf die huidige 18 persent van die
land se produksie na ‘n be-oogde 25
persent - terwyl 160 van Indonesié se
inheemse houtsoorte reeds met uitwissing
bedreig word.

Bewaringsorganisasies en drukgroepe
begin op ‘n internasionale skaal houtsoorte
en veral tropiese houtsoorte uitken wat
geboikot moet word - elke individu kan
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reeds ‘n eie poging aanwend om die trope
en die tropiese woude teen eksploitasie te
beskerm.

Dié is maar ‘n paar klein beskrywings
van die planeet se grootste ekologiese
tragedie wat nou in hoofsaaklik die “Derde
Weéreld” voltooi word. Ontwikke-
lingsagentskappe soos die World Bank,
die InterAmerican Development Bank en
ander stoom voort met begunstiging van
destruktiewe projekte van kortsigtige reger-
ings.

Die internasionale strukture van befond-
sing maak dit dikwels makliker om 10
miljoen dollar te bekom om ‘n “groot”
projek te begin as om tien duisend dollar te
bewillig vir die stigting van ‘n klein, maar
standhoudende onderneming.

George Monbiot omskryf in sy boek
Amazon Watershed ‘n belangrike gedeelte

-van dié “groen oorlog”. Na uitgebreide

besoeke aan die Amazone-kom en In-
donesié het hy tot die slotsom gekom dat
ons dringend moet ontsnap uit die gebon-
denheid aan die idee dat ontwikkeling
ongelukkig, maar noodwendig, verwoest-
ing impliseer.

In Brasili¢ hou dié argaiese gedagte nog
stand - ‘n nasie moet die wildernis waarin
dit bestaan absorbeer ter wille van oorle-
wing. Elke stukkie grond moet bydra tot
die nasionale ekonomie. En vir elke groot
ontwikkeling is daar tans ‘n “environ-
mental impact assessment” (EIA) beskik-
baar. Elke studie is deur “onafhanklike en
gesoute” ekoloé gedoen. En dié studies
vrywaar die mees destruktiewe projekte
van enige kritick, want “nasionale
vooruitgang” is mos hier op die spel.

Monbiot onderskei twee gemeenskappe
in al die tropiese lande waar reénwoude
nou vernietig word. ‘n “Kapitalistiese” staat
en ‘n “kommunale” gemeenskap - be-
sigheidsbelange wat nasionale inkomste
genereer en ekonomiese groei bevorder
en landelike boere wat nie vir ‘n profyt
werk nie, maar vir oorlewing. Onafwend-
baar en herhaaldelik word die een ver-
poeier deur die ander en die soliede basis
van elke nasie verkrummel saam met die
gemeenskappe wat verlore gaan. Die eens
kommunale boere-gemeenskappe word
die uitskot van die besigheidsgemeenskap
en verval in armoede sonder die grond
waarop hulle vir geslagte ‘n bestaan
gevoer het. In dié nuwe sosiale omgewing
word hulle nie die beskermers nie, maar
die vernietigers van die omgewing.

Hulle word die nuwe kolonialiste van
die reénwoude, soos die eertydse boere
van MaranMao in die ooste van Brasilié.
Uitgedruk deur staatsontwikkeling enmag
uit hulle woonplek, trek hulle in groot
getalle na die noord-westelike reénwoude
waar plaaslike Indiaan-groepe op hul
beurt versprei en vernietig word. Almal is
agter die goud aan wat in die strome en
riviere van die Amasone-kom gevind kan
word. Die vemietiging van dié water-are
deur verslikking en die omdolwe van die
reénwoudvloer dra by tot die uiteindelike
ondergang van die Amasone-kom. Dit is
volgens Monbiot ‘n nasionale migrasie wat
lankal nie meer deur enige regering gestuit
kan word nie.

of no use if they do not get to communities -

otherwise deprived of formal training
facilities, Where was Zama and the dozens
of community dance groups?

But, he agrees, one can hardly blame the

Georgians. The problem with'this system

-(or non-system, as it appears) is that the.

foreigners who have been required to give
workshops are not teachers (even the
director Constantin Costa-Gavras couldn't
make the grade).

Hinkel concludes that he and Jazzart
could teach the Georgians a lot about
leaping, tuming, thinking on your feet and
gender relations - their steps are still strictly
“segregated” according to gender.

“Isuppose they are a folk group and they
haven't questioned any of that stuff. We
just got bored having to do that women
and men separatist thing.

"Eventually there were rumblings, also
from the ballet dancers, to leam the
jumps.” After much persuasion the men
demonstrated the spectacular jumps. It
was obvious to Hinkel that the dancers
were classically trained; “They had the
technique without the control. They would
go into the preparation for the jump
without that very placed ballet pose, and
that is what helps them to do the jumps.

“They were using the torso in exactly the
same way as 1 have been trying to get
people to use the torso. They had used
classical concepts, thrown the control out
and hamassed the body’s natural move-
ment. The reason they can land on their
knees is because they have such released
joints.

“Then they said, You must teach some of
the jumps. All the boys from ballet school
jumped up. Simpiwe and Kulekane sat
down, because they were threatened by
the ballet dancers. I got up and I yelled, Get
your arse up there, .

“Of course, the Georgians had no
intention of teaching, I don’t think they
knew how to teach it. They are ignorant
and oppressed and they haven't ques-
tioned as much as we have.

“Here’s where the racial thing came in
and this is all it was. Kulekane was tugging
at one of the guys. Now, he can hardly
speak English and neither can this guy. He
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didn’t even look at him, he just walked off
to one of the ballet dancers and as that
happened Michelle said, You racist bas-
tard. Now, that’s the way it came across.
But it could have been because he saw
Kulekane was an untrained dancer.

“By this time I was gatvol, because I
knew how they did the jump and that I
could teach it to anybody. I made a
production of it. I took my jacket off folded
it up, put it down, walked onto the stage
and dragged Kulekane to the centre stage
back and said, Now listen carefully to me.
I made him do a jump we do in class which
. is built on the same theory. I said, All you

do is throw your leg out to the side.” And
the crowd went wild. 4

To cut a long story short, Hinkel proved
that dance is like Maths: once the principle
is mastered, the execution is relatively
easy. Things progressed and soon every-
one was gumboot dancing. The Russians
displayed their own rhythmic dances, but
gave up when faced with a Pantsula dance.

“The point is that their is a lot that could
have been learnt both ways, It couid have
been exciting because of the gumboot
thing. We may have been able to reveal to
them how they actually manage to do
those jumps.”

Hinkel rails against the hypocrisy spawned
by such events. He was sought out by a
press photographer who insisted on pho-
tographing the black Jazzart dancers with
the Georgians, leaving the impression that
“the underprivileged community” had

benefited.
I applicable only to
themselves - all
fifteen percent of them. The rest of the
country accepts as the nommn the religious,
educational, linguistic and cultural prac-
tices which are performed by these few
people. The worrying thing is that this has
become such a habit - this seeing things in
a particular way and forcing the rest of the
country to do the same... 4
“In simple terms, this is what I see to be
the state of so-called contemporary dance
in this country: it is a dance form that is
alien to many people, yet the practitioners
of this form have the gall to call this
contemporary. Ask me about this so-called
contemporary dance and [I'll tell you: it
consists of rearranged ballet steps, (so
much for your revolt against ballet), a few
thrown-in falls, a Sun City cabaret kick,
some ethnic-pelvic thrusts, a black dancer,
(almost always tall, muscular and male)
and that is called contemporary!
Angry words from dancer and UCT
drama lecturer Jay Pather: in this paper,

he South African
ruling classes have
a way of defining
terms that are

delivered after the 1990 Dance Umbrella,

he concluded that a “drastically revised
dance aesthetic could ride with the rest-
less, essentially unifying tide that is sweep-
ing the country and itself be 2 major force
in the creation of a new society.” In these
times of reconciliation he would probably
be inclined to soften the political rhetoric,
but I doubt if his assessment of the
contemporary dance scene would be any
different.

Jazzart is distinguished from other local
contemporary dance schools by its ap-
proach to teaching, a technique which
filters through to their performances.
Traditionally dance teaching is anorexia-
inducing and performance-oriented, buit
for Hinkel, the training process is more
important. He sounds like a sociologist,
not a dancer when he talks about develop-
ing trust between dancers, establishing a
sense of self, recreating social awareness
and fostering interdependence and de-
pendence.

Teaching at Jazzart is based on the
Alexander Technique, which is more often
associated with fringe medicine and been
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passed on from teacher to student for over
80 years. It involves a process of physical
re-education concemed with changing the
way you use your body as a whole, Itisa
deceptively simple technique based on
highly sophisticated observations on the
part of the teacher.

It is difficult, says Hinkel, for someone
who is not experienced in the technique to
imagine how simple alterations in the way
the muscles are used can have profound
implications for one’s emotional and mental
life. To a large extent this is because,
thanks to the (often conscious) concept of
mind-body dualism to which Western
civilisation adheres, there is the belief that
mind and body are separate entities which
have to be treated in isolation. The
technique holds profound implications for
a country struggling with the undoing of
decades of racial segregation: "Children
younger than six have the bodies of small
human beings, after the age of six they
acquire a cultural body."

Sure, this sounds like therapy not dance,
but Hinkel believes we need therapy more
than we need Swan Lake at the State
Theatre.

Although improvisation is an accepted
part of the curriculum of all ballet and
contemporary schools, Hinkel (a UCT
Ballet School graduate) and his fellow
teachers have revolutionised the concept,
deriving their performance pieces via
workshopped improvisations. There’s not
much talk of the perfect developpé or
contraction. "I can't teach steps, dancers
must be part of the creative process."

He quotes Carol Horwitz (The Politics of
Improvisation) to elucidate his methods:
“Of all dance forms improvisation is
probably the most political, because it
contains the urgency of immediacy. Im-
provisation forces people to make deci-
sions on their feet-and to live with those
decisions. It helps people to see how the
decisions affect others. When done by
groups of people, it has everything to do
with leaming to work with others, not
competing but working with the idea of the
total picture and the individual’s small but
significant place in the overall picture.”

HIGH PROFILE
azzart has deliberately kept a
low profile, but it's time for
Jazzartto come out of the closet.
After five years of “non-collabo-
ration” with the arts councils,
Hinkel is considering a season
at the Nico Malan, he has been
asked to choreograph for the Pact Dance
Company and design a schools pro-
gramme for Soweto, as well as setting up
a programme for Napac’s junior company
and their “outreach programme” (a tradi-
tional African dance group).

“It can’t be wrong.” Hinkel is adamant
that these opportunities should not be
passed up.

“Jazzart must become high-profile and
mainstream otherwise the culture that is
trying to blossom will be crushed if weare
not careful. I'm going to fight to do that.
We must appear on television.

“We have practiced non-collaboration
for five years as a dance company and we
gained a lot. It isolated us and forced us to
question what we are doing and I'm
pleased we did that because we are a lot
richer for it. We have so much clarity on
what we do and why. We don't have the
answers, but we do know about search-
ing. Every six months a dance class
changes. When Jay writes a2 paper and we
read it a year later, we go Ooef... because
we are shifting all the time.

“Now we must get it out and show
people. We have always had a good
response from audiences, although the
critics generally don't like us. They say the
work is indulgent.

“In Aratht we use percussion. It is
traditional African-based, but none of the

movements are traditional, It is spectacular
and non-racial. We really worked with

rhythm. People responded positively to-

that because it is just pure dance. But even
in that piece the women lift each other,
women lift men, women do the same steps
aswomen, Most other dance you see in this
country is sexually segregated.

“People stopped us in the streets in
Grahamstown, but the critics hammered
us. They said the work was dated. They
said we styled it on Pina Bausch. When I
think of how many hours we spent

questioning everything... and the same.

Nomsa Manaka’s work. (1 think Nomsaisa-
wonderful teacher.) But all the kids did

African dance, untouched. The same critic
who said our work was dated and irrele-
vant actually used the word ‘relevant’ and
siad it ‘gives you insight into the sensibili-
ties and culture of black people’... then |
think their is something wrong.

The
darker the company, the lower the stan-
dards. I get angry when people are too
scared to criticise, because they are doing
those people a disservice.” Patronisation is
the last thing dance needs.

Other courses include contemporary and jazz dance, tap and Alexander
technique. The variety of courses and levels at which they are offered have
been designed to provide a wide choice for everyone - from the professional
dancer to those who are looking for a fun way to spend a couple of hours. The
tap, contemporary and street dance classes are also offered for children and

teenagers. :
- A new and exciting addition

to the programme will be the introduction of a

repertoire class which will be taught by Alfred Hinkel and Dawn Langdown.
They will teach two dances from Arathi, one of the Jazzart works which drew
critical acclaim at the Grahamstown Festival in July. This work consists of
complex rhythms and cross rhythms and has its roots in rhythmic indigenous
dance, but bears the stamp of Jazzart's style. Participants in this course will -
be put through a process similar to the one which the original company
experienced in rehearsal and will be encouraged to extend the choreography

with what they create in class.

DIETER REIBLE'S remarkably straight production of Samuel Beckett’s classic -
textbooks call it absurd, Reible differs - is passionless, academic, facile and eminently
appropriate for its time: the arts councils are so afraid to put a foot wrong and the
vagueries of Sam’s message can be applied to almost any situation. That theatre is
waiting for something is certainly true. :

Reible’s production is deliberately apolitical, deliberately bland... he is not about
to play into anyone’s hand. He gives no pointers to the theatre-goer who is.
desperately seeking meaning.

He merely heightens and illuminates feelings of insecurity engendered by life
without ideology, life without dogma, life without leaders telling us what to think.
In this sense Reible makes it difficult for his audience, but in another sense the
emphasis on cerebral flourish as opposed to visceral impact, is something of a cop-
out.

He lets us off the hook with this Waiting for Godot which is performed with clinical
precision and displays the subtle technique of Pact’s best actors. No-one gets their
hands dirty in this pure theatre celebration of Beckett’s ironic exposition of despair
and desolation. :

VROEER was dit aanvalsgewere, landmyne en handgranate wat uit die Sowjetunie
ingevoer is - meestal onwettig, en deesdae is dit ysskaatsers, dansers en nou ‘n hele
sirkus uit Moskou - nogal die staatsirkus, word gesé - wat uit die voormalige Sowjetunie
oor ons land spoel - en dis wettig. ‘n Vindingryke mens sou ‘n verhandeling kon skryf
in hoe verre die een die ander moontlik gemaak het.

‘n Sirkus is ‘n sirkus is ‘n sirkus? Ja, meestal. Maar nie dié een nie. Daar is wel afgerigte
diere, maar net poedels en bere, en ek kry die indruk hulle het gehou van wat hulle
geleer is om te doen,

En die perde jaag met so ‘n dolle vaart in die rondte dat twee ouens afgeval en hopelik
nie seer gekry het nie. Dan is daar die gewone akrobatiese toertjies, maar ook heelwat
ongewones, en dis wat dié sirkus besonders maak.

- Soos die ewewigskunstenaar (die HAT sé so) wat drie meter bokant die grond sy
staan kry op rollende silinders. Of die vroulike koordloper wat teen ‘n skuins gespande
draad oploop, telkens teruggly (miskien om die spanning te verhoog?) en dan tog
uiteindelik haar bestemming bo in die dak van die tent bereik.

‘n Fenominale rubberpopkind van so 6/7 jaar wat met een arm bo-op ‘n man staan
en sy liggaam soos ‘n handskoen kan laat omdop, het die toeskouers betower. En die

_ akrobate wat met ‘n wipplank en dubbele salto’s agteroor tot bo-op die skouers van

drie mans spring wat klaar op mekaar se skouers staan het my na my asem laat snak.
Ten slotte is daar twee ouens wat iets soortgelyks aanvang op stelte. Ongelooflik!

Tussendeur was daar ‘n klomp etniese (sic!) musiek (op band) en danse, en die
toeskouers was gaande. Nou wanneer gaan ons staatsirkus. (watter een?) in
Wladiwostok tent opslaan?

Gaan dié orkeste oorleef?

Eers het die Truk- en die SAUK-Orkes saamge-
smelt in die nuwe Nasionale Orkes. Nou gaan
dié orkes weer verdeel in die Transvaalse
Filharmoniese orkes en die Nuwe SAUK-

‘Orkes. HENNING VILJOEN bespreek die orkes(te)
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se afgelope simfonieseisoen

MET die amalgamasie van die Truk- en die
SAUK-orkes het ek geskryf “die orkes is
-dood, lank leef die nuwe Nasionale Orkes”,
min wetende dat die lewe net ‘n paar jaar
sou duur voordat ek weer moet skryf “die
Nasionale Orkes is dood, lank leef die
Transvaalse Filharmoniese Orkes en die
Nuwe SAUK-orkes”. Waar ek die vorige
keer dié wens met oortuiging uitgespreek
het, doen ek die heilspraak dié keer met
veel meer huiwering. Wie weet hoe lank
die twee orkeste in die nuwe Suid-Afrika
gaan oorleef? Veral omdat ernstige musiek
in sommige kringe as elitisties uitgekryt
word - wat elitisties in dié geval ook al mag
beteken.

Die laaste simfonieseisoen het dan ook
in die teken van die “egskeiding” gestaan,
met die grootste bydrae deur die Nuwe
SAUK-orkes. Hoewel die eerste twee
konserte nog onder die vaandel van die
Nasionale Orkes aangebied is, was dit
uitsluitlik lede van die Nuwe SAUK-orkes
wat opgetree het. Die eerste konsert onder
Reinhard Schwarz, gewoonlik ‘n uitstekende
dirigent, was ietwat van ‘n musikale ramp.
Yvonne Timoianu se vertolking van Haydn
se Tjellokonsert in D maj het mank gegaan
aan korrekte intonasie en nog nooit het ek
sulke slordige strykerspel van ‘n beroeps-
orkes beleef soos in die uitvoering van
Beethoven se Vierde Simfonie nie.

Die Nuwe SAUK-orkes het wel meer
momentum onder Paul Capolongo gekry,
veral in die konsert wat uitsluitlik aan
Mozart gewy is. Hier het die orkes ten
minste met meer musikale geesdrif gespeel.
Die hoogtepunt van die konsert was die
fyn musikaal deurleefde vertolking van
Mozart se Klarinetkonsert deur die klar-
inetspeler van die SAUK, Edouard Mi
asnikov. Minder indrukwekkend was die
gemaniéreerde spel van die Kanadees
George Zukerman in Mozart se Fagotkon-
sert, waarin baie min van idiomatiese
Mozart te bespeur was. In Mozart se
Jupiter-simfonie het Capolongo ‘n briljante

vertolking gelewer waarin hy die groots-
heid van die werk ingebed het in die
deursigtige tekstuur van ‘n kamerorkes.

Ek het ongelukkig Capolongo se tweede
konsert en die eerste van die Amerikaanse
dirigent Robert Maxim gemis. Die
hoogtepunt van die seisoen was egter die
konserte waar die twee orkeste weer
gesamentlik opgetree het. Die eerste Suid-
Afrikaanse uitvoering van Mahler se Tiende
Simfonie soos voltooi deur Deryck Cooke
was ‘n uitsonderlike musikale ervaring.
Hoewel dié werk nie in dieselfde asem as
Mahler se Sesde, Sewende of Negende
Simfonied genoem kan word nie, het
Robert Maxim daarin geslaag om die
wisselende emosies van Mahler se “Sturm
und Drang” musiek ten volle in die orkes
te ontgin. Die orkes het ook weer die ho#
standaard wat in die vorige seisoen bereik
is in dié uitvoering gelewer en veral Robin
Finlay het met sy uitmuntende trompetspel
opgeval.

Die uitvoering van Verdi se Requiem
met Gabor Otvds as dirigent, saam met die
SAUK-koor, Virginia Davids, Angelica
Nowak, Sidwill Hartman en Don Garrard,
was een van die musikale glanspunte van
die jaar. Soos met die uitvoering van
Prokofief se Alexander Nevsky vrogéer
vanjaar het die SAUK-koor weer getoon
dat dit ‘n musikale instrument van interna-
sionale standaard is. (Ek het net die warm
ryk manstemme van die Imilonji kaNtu-
koor in die Requiem gemis!) Met ‘n
elektries-gelaaide spanningslyn, duidelike,
resonante artikulasie en uitstekende fra-
sering is die werk in sy volle dramatiese
trefkrag deur die koor, orkes en soliste
uitgevoer.

Nou € die hef aan vir albei orkeste weer
voor die deur. In albei gevalle is ‘n dirigent
s00s ‘n Simon Ratlle nodig om die orkeste
te bou en te verhef van middelmatigheid
tot werklik uitstekende musikale instru-
mente. Hoe lyk dit met ‘n orkes om by die
standaard van die SAUK-koor te pas?

Tom Milliken, die direkteur van Traffic
International (Trade Records Analysis of
Flora and Fauna in Commerce) se kantoor
vir Suidoos-Afrika, meen met versigtige
optimisme dat onwettige ivoorhandel dalk
in die naaste toekoms grootliks uitgeroei
gaan word.

As ivoorbandel in Asié beheer word, is die helfte van die
stryd teen ivoorsmokkelary gewen, s€ John Milliken, die
direkteur van Traffic International se nuwe Suidoos-
Afrikaanse tak. ESMA ANDERSON stel by hom vas hoe sake
nou staan met onwettige ivoorhandel

Milliken was voorheen die direkteur van
die Japanse kantoor van Traffic Interna-
tional, maar was vandeesweek in Suid-
Afrika om voorbereidings te tref virdie
stigting van ‘n Suidoos-Afrikaanse tak, wat
ook ‘n kantoor in Johannesburg sal hé.

Die twee grootste internasionale hande-
laars in ivoor is Japan en Hong Kong, maar
albei gehoorsaam nou die verbod.

Japan werk al sedert 1987 met Traffic
saam. Dit gee Milliken die hoop dat Japan
in die toekoms ook verantwoordelik sal
optree.

“Die grootste sondaar in onwettige
ivoorhandel was Hongkong,” sé hy. “Die
bordjies is egter nou verhang en hulle
sukkel nogal. Op die oomblik is meer as

400 ton ivoor in Hong Kong opgestapel
waarvan hulle nie ontslae kan raak nie.”

Dié ivoor is meer as R240 miljoen werd
teen die huidige prys van sowat R600 per
kilogram.,

“Die openbare mening het die laaste
twee jaar geweldig geswaai - selfs in Japan.
Niemand wil meer ivoor van Hong Kong
koop nie, want hulle is berug vir onwettige
handel. Die eerste ses maande nia die
verbod op ivoorhandel, het Hong Kong die
verbod verontagsaam in ‘n poging om hul
reserwes van die hand te sit, maar hulle
kon nie veel uitgerig kry nie,” sé Milliken.

Die internasionale verbod op ivoorhan-
del is juis ingestel om veral onderduimse
handelaars soos dié van Hong Kong te

beveg.

Milliken sé Hong Kong het veral handel
gedryf met verwerkte produkte, wat moeilik
is om te beheer omdat dit moeilik is om vas
te stel waar dit vandaan kom. “Dit het
amper onmoontlik geword om die onwet-
tige handelaars in Hong Kong vas te trek.
Hulle- het verwerkingsaanlegte gehad in
verskeie kusstreke in Asié wat baie moeilik
is om op te spoor. Elke keer as ons toeslaan
op ‘n aanleg, ontdek ons dit het weer
verskuif. Dan moet mens dit weer soek -
en die hele kringloop begin van voor af.
Uiteindelik was die enigste opsie om ‘n
algehele verbod in te stel op handel in
ivoor en ivoorprodukte.”

Die ivoorhandelaars in Hong Kong sit

Suid-Afrika wil weer ivoor verkoop

SUID-AFRIKA het in Oktober vanjaar ‘n voorstel ingedien by Cites (Convention on
International Trade in Endangered Species) dat Suid-Afrika se olifante van die
Appendiks I-lys afgehaal word en verskuif word na die Appendiks II-lys, waarvol-
gens handel toegelaat word, maar slegs onder baie streng beheer.

Die voorstel sal in Maart 1992 oorweeg word op Cites se volgende ledestate-
vergadering in Japan. ‘n Komitee van Cites sal ‘n evaluasie-verslag oor die Suid-
Afrikaanse voorstel indien, waarna ‘n besluit geneem sal word.

Milliken meen dis baie moontlik dat die olifante van Suid-Afrika en moontlik
lande soos Namibia en Zimbabwe op die Appendiks II-lys geplaas sal word, maar
meen die internasionale handelsverbod op ivoor sal steeds in stand gehou word.

Sekere oogmerke moet eers bereik word voordat handel weer toegelaat kan
word, sé Milliken. Op kort termyn moet probleme met die registrasie van die land
van herkoms van bestaande ivoorvoorrade en handelaars eers opgelos word en ‘n
stelsel ontwerp word wat in die toekoms doeltreffend toegepas kan word. Op lang
termyn moet probleme met kontrole en monitering opgelos word.

Maar selfs dan moet die ivoorhandel s6 beheer word dat dit nie weer hand-unt ruk
en aanleiding gee tot grootskaalse wildstropery en onwettige handel nie.

Milliken meen egter dat Cites nie ledestate wat goeie bewaringsbestuur toepas, wil
straf nie. Daarom sal waarskynlik baie simpatiek geluister word na Suid-Afrika se
voorstelle.

Wat sterk in die Suid-Afrikaanse voorstel se guns tel, sé Milliken, is dat die
opbrengste van verkope van Suid-Afrikaanse ivoor teruggeploeg word in omge-
wingsbewaring. Dieselfde geld Zimbabwe, waar ‘n deel van die opbrengs ook
gegee word aan plaaslike gemeenskappe waar baie van die olifante vry rondloop
en nie almal in die nasionale parke gehuisves kan word nie.

‘n Suid-Afrikaanse voorstel wat ook gunstig corweeg sal word, is dat net handel

gedryf word met lande wat al die ivoor wat hulle invoer, plaaslik kan verwerk. Dit
impliseer dat bykans net Japan ivoor op groot skaal sal kan invoer. Daarby moet
ivoor gekoop word van ‘n regeringsbron, sodat die middelman uitgesluit kan word.

Dié stap word voorgestel om te verseker dat verwerkte produkte van onwettige
ivoor nie die hele wéreld vol versprei sal kan word nie.

Verder is Suid-Afrika van mening dat biologiese toetse op ivoor duidelik die
streek van herkoms kan bepaal and dat selfs produkte dus beperk kan word.

Die handelsverbod is ook sterk aangeval deur Zimbabwe, waar wilddiefstal
toegeneem het nadat die verbod ingestel is. Vroeér het hulle jaarliks minder as 10
olifante afgestaan aan wilddiewe. Dié getal het na die verbod gestyg tot 90.
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In Nambie word renosters se horings nou afgesaag In ‘n poging om die spesie teen wilddiewe te beskerm.

Milliken. Die meeste van dié handelaars
probeer nou van hulle ivoor ontslae raak
want hulle wil al hulle bates likwideer vo6r
die oordrag van Hong Kong aan China in
1997. Volgens Milliken is hulle desperaat
om so gou moontlik die land te verlaat
voor die Kommunistiese oorname.

Die Hong Kongse owerheid het egter -

sedert Januarie 1990 vereis dat alle hande-
laars die ivoor wat hulle besit, registreer in
ooreenstemming met die Cites-verdrag.
“Sedertdien het die mark vir onwettige
ivoor geweldig gekrimp. Hong Kongse
handelaars stel nie meer belang om nog
ivoor te koop nie - veral nie omdat hulle
reeds opgeskeep sit met méér as wat hulle
van die hand kan sit nie,” sé Milliken.
Terwyl Japan in die vroeé tagtigerjare
een van die grootste handelaars was in
onwettige ivoor, het Traffic International
daarin geslaag om die handelaars te
oortuig om hul ivoor te registreer en
onweltige ivoor te vermy, sé Milliken.
Japan weier nou om handel te dryf met
Hong Kong en sé Hong Kong is die groot
sondaar wat onwettige handel betref.
“Die Japannese handelaars sou graag
wou sien-dat handel in wettige ivoor kan
voortgaan, maar begryp dat die verbod
nodig is om onwettige ivoorhandel te
kortwiek. Intussen hou hulle maar hul
asem vir ‘n ruk op in die hoop dat die
situasie binnekort gaan normaliseer.
“Ons kantoor in Japan was s6 doeltref-

fend dat ons presies geweet het watter |

vrag ivoor op pad is. Dikwels kon die vrag
teruggestuur word nog v66rdat dit in Japan
aankom,” sé Milliken.

Die mark in Japan krimp nou geweldig,
sé hy. Die mark is nou net die helfte so
groot soos ‘n jaar gelede en selfs as die
ivoorverbod gelig word, salidit nie veel
groter word nie. Een van die belangrikste
faktore, meen hy, is dat baie maatskappye

nou plaasvervangers vir ivoor ondersoek.,
Yamaha maak byvoorbeeld nie meer
klaviere met ivoor-klawers nie en die groot
kettingwinkels weier om ivoorprodukte te
verkoop. Die grootste behoefte vir ivoor in
Japan, sé Milliken, is vir ivoor-naamstem-
pels.

Onwettige handel gedy egter nog in
Thailand - nie net met ivoor nie, maar ook
ander bedreigde spesies wat deur Cites
gelys is. Die situasie het s6 hand-uit geruk
dat die lede-state van Cites ‘n algehele
handelsverbod op wildlewe-produkte met
Thailand ingestel het, veral omdat die
Thailandse regering skynbaar geen stappe
doen om teen onwettige handel op te tree
of dit te beperk nie.

“Die Hong Kongse mark was totaal
afhanklik van buitelandse afsetgebiede.

‘Noudat die handelsverbod ingestel is, kry

hulle ook nie meer markte vir hul produkte

" nie. Dit geld ook Indig, China en Thailand,

wat ook berug is vir onwettige handel.”

Mens sou aanneem dat die ivoorprys
sou styg ni die verbod - maar die
teenoorgestelde is besig om te gebeur.,
Hoewel die prys eers gestyg het weens die
verlaagde aanbod van ivoor, is ivoor nou
weer goedkoper as voordat die verbod
ingestel is.

Hopelik sal die ivoorhandelaars besef
dat hulle nie van hul ivoor ontslae kan raak
nie en sal dit, tesame met ‘n verlaagde prys,
hulle ontmoedlg om voort te gaan met dié
handel.

Traffic International hoop dat die open-

bare mening steeds onwettige ivoorhandel
sal verwerp en dat mense minder ivoorpro-
dukte sal koop. .
" As dit gebeur, meen Milliken, kan
wettige ivoor moontlik heeltemal voorsien
in die vraag na ivoor. As dié scenario
bereik word, sé hy, sal onwettige ivoorhan-
del beperk kan word sonder ‘n algehele
verbod op ivoorhandel.

Ook in Kameroen het wilddiefstal toegeneem sedert die verbod - wilddiewe daar
het van September tot Desember 1990 27 olifante gestroop. Wildlife Conservation
International meen egter dié toename kan toegeskryf word daaraan dat die
ivoorprys gedaal het en stamhoofde in dié land en die aangrensende Nigerié dit nou
weer kan bekostig om ivoor te koop vir seremoniéle doeleindes.

Omgewingsbewaarders in Suid-Afrika meen die handelsverbod het die situasie in
Kenia en Tanzani& drasties verbeter juis omdat dié lande baie geld ontvang het om
beter beheer oor hulle nasionale parke toe te pas. Volgens dr John Legder, die

direkteur van die Endangered Wildlife Trust, is dit dié geld en nie die handelsverbod

nie, wat die situasie verbeter het, omdat dié lande nou vir die eerste keer werklik

beheer toepas in hul nasionale parke,

- Intussen gaan sowel Suid-Afrika as Zimbabwe voort om olifant-getalle uit te dun
Die jvoor van dié uitdunnings stapel ook reeds hoog op. Suid-Afrika maak vanjaar
omtrent 3 000 olifante van kant, terwyl Zimbabwe beplan het om 15 000 olifante te
skiet. Dit is egter al baie laat in die seisoen daarvoor omdat uitdunning baie moeilik
word as die reénseisoen eers begin het, sé dr David Cummings, 'n navorser in
Zimbabwe. Hy reken dat Zimbabwe skaars ‘n derde van dié getal sal kan uitdun.

Zimbabwe beskik al oor meer as 20 ton ivoor, wat omtrent R66 miljoen werd is,
sé dr Willie Nduku, die direkteur van Zimbabwe se Nasionale Parkeraad. As hulle
die ivoor kan verkoop, sal dié geld weer in omgewingsbewaring en die bestuur van
die nasionale parke teruggeploeg kan word. Ook Suid-Afrika bestee die opbrengs
van olifant-ivoor s6, sé dr Salomon Joubert, die uitvoerende direkteur van die

Nasionale Krugerwildtuin.

Dis juis dié oordeelkundige benutting van die opbrengs wat voortaan in die guns
van dié twee lande kan tel, sé Milliken. Omdat die vel en die vleis ook gebruik
word, het albei lande ‘n goeie naam wat omgewingsbestuur en benutting betref.

Millien meen al die probleme rondom onwettige handel in wildlewe-produkte is
oorkombaar, maar baie kreatiewe oplossings is nodig omdat dieselfde omstan-
dighede nie oral in Afrika geld nie. Meganismes moet uitgewerk word om te
verseker dat lande wat goeie omgewingsbestuur toepas nie onnodig benadee! word
in ‘n poging om lande met ‘n swak rekord te help nie.

Botswana, Malawi, Namibia, Zambié en Zimbabwe het intussen ‘n ooreenkoms
aangegaan binne die SADCC (Southern African Development and Co-operation
Council), waarvan hulle almal lede-state is, om ‘n organisasie te stig wat ‘n enkele
handelsentrum sal wees vir al die ivoor van dié lande. Die handelsooreenkoms
staan bekend as SACIM (Southem African Centre for Ivory Marketing), maar sal eers
begin handel dryf n4 konsu'tasie met Cites.

DIE Suidoos-Afrikaanse tak -van Traffic
Intemational (Trade Records Analysis of
Flora and Fauna in Commerce) - die
grootste internasionale organisasie wat
handel in veral bedreigde spesies bekamp
- is dié organisasie se eerste tak in Afrika.
Dié stap word verwelkom deur bewa-
ringsbewustes in Afrika - wat meen dis ‘n
broodnodige stap wat lankal gedoen moes
gewees het,

" Dié organisasie gaan nou uiteindelik

probeer om onwettige ivoorhandel by die
wortels uit te roei: in Afrika, waar duisende
olifante en renosters jaarliks onwettig
geskiet word net om die ivoor en die
horings uit te slag.

Traffic International is al in 1976 gestig
en het reeds takke in Europa, Suid-
Amerika, Suid-Oos Asié, asook kantore in
Japan en die VSA.

Die hoofkantoor van die Suidoos-Afri-

_kaanse tak, met Tom Williken aan die spits,
gaan in Lilongwe, Malawi, gebaseer wees,

met nog kantore in Johannesburg en Dar-
Es-Salaam.

Dr John Hanks, die uitvoerende direk-
teur van die SA Natuurstigting, sé dis die
belangrikste poging wat nog aangewend is
tot samewerking op streekvlak om onwet-
tige handel in bedreigde spesies te bekamp.

“Dis hartseer dat dit nou eers gebeur. Dit
is eers die laaste vyf jaar dat die interna-
sionale gemeenskap hulle ontferm oor
Afrika, Dis jammer dat die Afrika-olifant
eers bedreig moet wees voordat iemand
omgee en iets daaromtrent doen,” sé Dr
John Legder, die direkteur van die Endan-
gered Wildlife Trust.

Mense beskou gewoonlik net olifante en
renosters, of soms ape, as bedreigde
spesies. Die bedreiging van talle ander
spesies - voéls, reptiele en plante -word
oor die hoof gesien.

Traffic kan ‘n groot rol speel veral in die
bekamping van hande! in bedreigde plant-
spesies soos die broodboom, sé Hanks.
“Plante word gewoonlik geignoreer omdat
mense nie emosioneel so betrokke raak by
die uitroeiing van plante nie.

“Mense reageer baie meer emosioneel as
‘n olifant geskiet word, maar al hoe meer
plantspesies word bedreig en mense steur
hulle nie veel daaraan nie.

“Om die natuur te bewaar, is ‘n groot
biologiese verskeidenheid noodsaaklik.
Dit sluit diere én plante in,” sé Hanks.

Milliken sé Traffic gaan vroeg volgende
jaar ‘n plantdeskundige aanstel om veral
na dié probleem om te sien. Hulle wil veral
toesien dat die getalle van plante deeglik
dopgehou moet word, omdat plantspesies
baie vinniger uitgeroei word as wat die
algemene mening is.

Die bekendste plantspesie wat onder-
soek sal word, is die broodboom -
waarvoor daar plaaslik eninternasionaal ‘n
groot mark is.

Om te onderstreep hoe belangrik Traffic
se werk is, verwys Milliken na ‘n artikel in
Our Living World, die mondstuk van die
SA Natuurstlgtmg, waarin uvitgewys word
dat “meer as 40 000 lewende primate, 4
miljoen lewende voéls, 10 miljoen rep-
tielvelle, 15 miljoen pelse, 1 miljoen
orgide¢ en 350 miljoen tropiese visse
jaarliks verhandel word. Meer as ‘n derde
hiervan is onwettig.”

“Voorsorg is beter as nasorg,” sé& Mil-
liken. Daarom gaan Traffic International
ook aandag gee aan spesies wat nie
bedreig is nie, omdat baie van dié spesies
vinnig verminder weens handel. Veral
tuinboukundiges en voélversamelaars korh
onder die loep. Vandag staan baie Suid-
Amerikaanse voélsoorte op die randjie van
uitwissing omdat voélversamelaars so baiey
daarvan aankoop. Suid-Afrika is hoeka die
derde grootste voél-invoerder ter wéreld.

Traffic wil ook ‘n data-basis saamstel cor
die tradisionele gebruike van wildspro-
dukte in veral tradisionele medisyne,
omdat hulle ook wil toesien dat dié markte
nie deur onwettige diere-produkte gevoed
word nie.

Milliken sé die kantoor mjohannesburg
salin Januarie 1992 begin werk en is ‘n baie
ho# prioriteit, omdat baie onwettige wild-
lewe-produkte deur Suid-Afrika beweeg
op pad na ander bestemmings.

Hy meen sy organisasie kan Suid-Afrika
help om beter beheer toe te pas op
goedere wat die land uit buurstate bin-
nekom. Suid-Afrika kan nie streng beheer
toepas nie weens ‘n ooreenkoms
met die Suider-Afrikaanse Doeane Unie.
Traffic kan help om inkomende vragte dop
te hou, veral omdat hulle ook bedrywig sal
wees in ander lande in die streek.

Traffic Intemnational wil ook ‘n tak open
in Wes-Afrika, waarby veral Franssprekende
Afrika-lande betrek sal word. Uiteindelik
hoop hulle om die hele Afrika s6te bedien.

THE fax-to-fax boycott has also been lifted: a group of South African artists (anyone is welcome, for that

matter) are to take part in an event next week which requires some explanation. Sounding Room is the
title of a project to take place simultaneously in Tokyo, Amsterdam, (possibly Rio de Janeiro) and
Johannesburg.

More than 35 artists from several countries, including Stockholm, Barcelona, New York, Rome,
London, Berlin and Paris have contributed a recording (natural sounds, music, noise, etc) on a cassette
which will be played in the chosen cities. They are membsers of Around the World (ATW), founded in
1985 in Diisseldorf in Germany with the aim of forging international contacts between artists and media.
Communication is via the fax machine and high-tech gizmos are employed to make art.

Members of the Famous International Gallery (74 Troye Street, Johannesburg) have been invited to
assemble the fpllowing installation: the cassettes of all the participants will be played simultaneously and
continuously in one room on auto-reverse cassette players. According to the creators of the concept the
sounds will yield a wealth of new sound pattems which must then be recorded. Right.

Unfortunately, says FIG spokesperson Robert Weinek, auto-reverse cassette players are hard to come
by in South Africa. “We will just subvert them and use small, bad, cassettes. All the other artists come
from lanie places like New York and Tokyo.” '

The installation can be experienced at the FIG on Sunday at 6pm and then from Tuesday till Saturday
at the Newtown Galleries (opposite Market Theatre) from 12am to 2pm. - ANDREA VINASSA

VOYAGER is op die boek Homo Faber deur Max Frisch gegrond, en soos die roman, het die rolprent
die struktuur van ‘'n gelykenis.

IT would be easy to be cynical about Pact's rendition of the story of the Xhosa prophet Nongqawuse
whose visions of victory over the British settlers helped usher an entire people into the hereafter. The
piece, it is more dramatised storytelling than theatre, is obviously designed as a cross-cultural history
lesson for ignorant whites and blacks who have lost touch with their roots. ,

Performed in English (with the funny bits in Xhosa), Nongqawuse investigates the real causes of what
has come to be known as the Cattle Killing. (An impossible task, I would say.) Historian and writer of
The Dead Will Arise, JB Peires, says Xhosa's blame Sir George Grey for Nongqawuse's prophecies. In
the absence of documentary evidence to support this view, Cope attempts to explain the incident with
an overall historical picture. He touches on issues of faith and collective hysteria 2 la the witches of Salem
- this is where the real story lies, but he is not coherent or imaginative enough to make it work

As a director Se-Puma is hampered by Cope’s turgid and long-winded text which he draws out even
further with songs. I dare say the declamatory style suits the didactic, old-fashioned script, but I like my
~ history lessons a little more palatable. Give me depth before breadth.

Se-Puma elicits some excellent work from his actors: Nomsa Nene as Nongqawuse combines strength
and vulnerability in one of her best performances ever; Patrick Ndlovu, as her father, is approprately
cringing and power-hungry, and Noria Mabuela's fake prophetess is high-strung and deceitful, balancing
arrogance with quivering fear. Nomhle Nkonyeni’s wry and witty narrator is the highlight. But Se-Puma
is forced to repeat himself endlessly. The work could benefit from some judicial pruning.

But this production is not the last word on Nonggawuse... I would be curious to see what a psycho-
analyst would make of this fascinating real-life character. ,
