Since 1895, In the United ,Slates, Ihe colors and types 

of caps and gowns have been largely slendardlzed; In 1932 

lhe code was revised to some eXlent, and In 1960 II was 

revised once more. A few American universities have adopted 

gowns other Ihon black In color, and In Europesn unlversl· 

ties there is more diversity In cui and In the cap than pre­

vails In Ihe United States. Trustoes and ,administrators of 

American colleges llnd universllles, too, may wear ,regalia 

which Is different 'rom lha\ commonly worn. Tho trustees 

of Youngstown Stale University wear a specIally designed 

cardinal gown. 

The bachelor·.s gown Is worn closed; Ihe mseler'S gown 

Is worn open or closed, depending partly on lis tailorIng; 

and lhe wearer 0' the doctor's gown has Ihe privilege of 

wearing It open or closed. 'The sloElves of the three types 

ot gowns are of dliferent lengths and cuts, and in addition 

the sleeve8 of the doctor's gowo have three horizontal velvet 

stripes, The docto,'sgoWi\ also has vertlcsl lacing of velvet 

In fronl.
