They
are part of the Oxford tradition, the Oxford legend, like Magdalen
College’s famous deer, like Blackwell’s bookshop, like the elegant
Gridiron Club, like the notorious Oxford mist (it would be called
a heavy fog in any other less romantic city ).

One no more expects to get at these stocks of
Port, Whisky, Sherry and Cognac, than one
expects to dine in New York off Magdalen
deer, or to bottle that famous Oxford mist.
Yet the thing has been done. One of the oldest
institutions in Oxford has permitted Sherry’s
to place on the market a limited supply of its
special selections.
