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As 1969 ends, the alert con­
sumer has pleasantly dis­
covered that the prices of his 
favorite spirits have not fol­
io"" ed the inflation graph, but 
are actually costing him less 
than they did a few years ago. 

However, this is not true of the 
better table wines of Europe 
and America. The reasons are 
obvious - there is only just so 
much fine vineyard soil, the 
cost of productions goes up an­
nually and world demand ex­
p ands geometrically. The 
economic implications are ap­
parent. Now, not next year, is 
the time to anticipate your 
wine requirements, be£ ore 
higher replacement costs will 
he reflected by unavoidable 
escalation. 

In the last analysis, it remains 
the merchants responsibility to 
taste critically, the wines and 
spirits that he o:ff ers and help 
guide his clientele to discover, 
within each class, the best that 
can he obtained in relation to 
taste, integrity and price.

Therefore , we genuinely believe it would be wise of you indeed, to purchase your '67s 
n ow and have them deliver ed to you, or to a war ehouse of your choice, during mid 1970, 
after their arrival from Franc e. 

Why are the great wines of Bordeaux, of the top flight vintage years, moving up so drama­
tically? Remember - there is an ever increasing world demand competing against fixed pro­
duction; added affluence throughout the Western world; world travel; more leisure; and 
increased popularization through books , magazines , wine tastings, radio and television. 

It is now obvious that the value of good wine increases in value per annum at a faster rate 
than interest; hence a good investm ent . 'Adam Smith,' in his economic articles , points out 
that you can always liquidate your wine investment by drinking it - a good hedge . 

But above all, we must remember that '66s are approaching a price stratosphere-that , 1968 
was only average in quality and low in production; the 1969s will prove outstanding, but 
the vintage is cursed by a total production that does not exceed much more than 50% of an 
average vintage. As we go to press , rumors reach us from Bordeaux that Lafite and Mouton 
Rothschild 1969 will be off ered for almost $100 the case to the prime buy ers of Bordeaux , 
such as Cruse , Calvet, etc. Imagine th e prices that these 1969s will ultimat ely command on 
the consumer level! 

In summary . we can think of no significant evidence that should discourage the lover of 
great claret from buying his 1967s now for several years ah ead - provid ed he has the eco­
nomic resources, the space in his cellar , or the willingness to simply stor e th e win es, in his 
name, in a reliable public warehouse.
