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J. Transportation Maintenance Corporation

The Transportation M&intenance Corporation was organized in
I'"38 to service Yellow and Checker 3#% taxicabs. Since "pril,
1943, the corporation has hired 143 persons of Japanese ancestry.
Of this number 25 did not even appear for work. Of the 118 who
did work for the firm, 86 have left and only 32 remain with the

company. The following are the positions which are available at

The firm has been the subject of considerable discussion

among the Nisei. It is generally referred to as "the place where

they fix taxi-cabs?, and there are numerous rumors about its
Nisei employees. The company itself is still recruiting Nisei
labor in spite of the fact that the executives are quite con-
cerned with the high turnover. It has gone so far as to send a
Nisei recruiter to the relocation centers in Arkansas. Seme of
the difficulties and the rumors about the company are reflected
in the following 'T.R.”. report:
"Th&re have been rep&rts that there has been an undue
amount of job jumping from T.M.C. “ince this company has
hired und is still hiring a great many Nisei as mechanics:

helpers and auto mechanics, | thought it was important
that | tnlk to the management and see ./hat the condition



actually was.

"It seems that a number of Nisei have been using this
company as a springboard to other jobs, being paid 5!". Q0
a week during the training program and leaving for other

employment. In addition there have been comments about
poor ventilation system there. Since the picture seemed
one-sided, ‘'ince T.M.C. was receiving negative reaction

by Nisei settlers here and elsewhere, it was stated that
an investigation seemed necessary.

"1% talked to *hr. Flodine, superintendent at the
Monroe and Racine office. Re told me that during the
past year the company hired a total of 105 Japanese-
Americans, 60 of whom have left for various reasons. Of
that number the greater percentage was there to learn
the trade. The company has been getting priorities so
that fellows could buy tools but some of them, after
getting tools and after receiving a certain amount of
training, left.

"Of course, the turnover is expected in any group
of people and separation figures for Japanese-Americans
are not alarming; however, this situation has tft'ed the
patience of the management from time to time and one of
the main reasons why the management has continued to
hire Nisei is due to the fact that a great number of
them have turned out to be good workers.

"My. "iodine showed me throughout the entire unit.
About 185-140 mechanics were working there, among whom
approximately 20 were Japanese-Americans. He stated that
the feeling among all workers is excellent and further
statsx feels that they will continue to remain that way.
Ventilation is not nearly as bad as painted. A number
of suction vents are found throughout the entire floor
space and the whole building is comfortably heated, the
mean temperature being about 65-70 degrees. The fl&or
i: kept quite clean considering the number of cabs ser-
viced there, “bout 250 cabs are repaired entirely,
giving an idea of the amount of work done. The locker
room and rest rooms are clean and well kept.

"There are two Nisei iris working in the office.
One gets along very well with the fellow workers, the
other is a little timid but both are well received.

"Mr. “lodine states that after any. of these
trainees has enough background, he xx places them on
the floor as regular mechanics and work on piece rate
basis. The average wage among all mechanics if
approximately :,1.05 per hour. Experience Nisei earn
as uch as any mechanic. The basi3 for piece rate iS
time of study made on each operation and reasonsable
rates have been set; for example, installation of a



window would involve two or three operations and the rate
has been set at 60 cents. Fast workers can complete this
operation within 15 minutes.
"The company is Continuing to accept Nisei and Mr.
Flodine states definitely that after the war a worker
will be evaluated on his own merits and ability and as a
consequence will retain employees on that, basis. "R-™
The difficulties and the high turnover rate in this firm are
rather difficult to understands inasmuch as TXC apparently satis-
fies the expressed wishes of even the more unstable Nisei. The
salaries pa”j.are much higher than average, ranging frc .00
to as high as 7200.00 a week! 711 mechanics are paid on a piece
rate basis and those not sufficiently skilled are guaranteed a
salary of ya&Xxa&xxxxxgxxK&YiExiKxyxaxExtxsxnxnx ~55.00 a week
until they become sufficiently efficient to earn more. Even
while they are training, if they do mor than
of work, they are paid on a piece rate for anything they
do above their guaranteed salary, furthermore, the firm has
made a concerted effort to prevent any of its employees irom
being inducted into the army. |Its work is listed ar essential
to MRXxxK"Kxtxy the "ar nJ as a consequence very few Nisei
have been taken into the Army. In spite of the fact that jobs
are draft deferred and the s laries are high the turnover is Xx-
cessively high.

Hr. Jo eph McHath, Treasurer of the corporation, had the

following to say:

"IVhen the Japanese were still in the camps, the *RA
phoned us and asked if we would be interested in hiring
Japanese Americans. They made it clear tiat these fellows
w-re Americal citizens and so we said it would be okay.
Ue thought that there were good and bad people in every
group and that it was only fair tiat we should give every-
one a chance, ~fter that nothing more happened until
April, 1943 when five fellows cane out here on job offers.
They came out to the plant, looked it over and said that
they didn't like the arrangements. They wanted to be paid
on a guaranteed hourly basis. Our policy has always been
that of piece rate. 2e make no guarantee. | pointed out
to them that they might not make as much money on an
“ourly rate, "?ell, they thought that they would think it
over. There was one ring leader in the group. As | said,
there is a good and bad in every group and he was opposed
to the whole thing. He was unreasonable about the whole
thing. He asked them wh/ they didn't even try and then
we called the “RA. ~fter some discussion we decided to
put them on at a guaranteed rate of C40.00 a week as stu-
dents. If they made more than that amount we would pay
them the equivalent piece work pay. "e told them that
they could join the regular group when they were ready.
This was the first time that we had guaranteed a weekly
salary to anyone. On this basis the five fellows came
and they have been with us ever since.

"About December, 1943 we sent one of the fellows
down to Rohwer. He had to go down there anyway so we
paid all his expenses xxtx including all the lost time
that he would have in the plant. He went down to Rohwer
and rounded up a pretty good size group of fellows and
they came up to Chicago, ~fter they got here ‘one of
them would come to work. It was the ring leader again.
This time they were worried about how they could get a
release in case they didn't like the job. They had
heard that it was pretty tough to get a release from a
war plant. Wt told them to come out here and “ive us a
try and after a decent chance if they still felt that
they did not like the place we assured them that we
would give them a release whenever they wanted it. Then
we went out and found housing for them and now everything
is all fixed up.

"Quite a few of the Japanese Americans have left us
but they are not a/ythl like the Negroes. You know
ow the” Negroes are They all owe pedple a lot of money
and if they work too much they will have to pay it back.
That's why after they've worked for a while and have
enough they got and find anothei job. [If you make one
them a foreman then it goes to his head and he becomes a



slave-driver.

"The main difficulty we have had was when some Nisei
quit just when they were trained and ready to go to work.
We advancedjthem about ~75 worth of tools and it cost us
')500.00 aside from the salary of the trainer xh to put
each person through school. So you can see that it costs
us quite & bit of money when a fellow t&kes the training
and then qUitp, If we invest that much money in a person
we feel that we are entitled to a couple of months of
service. This much I'm proud to say, however! no Nisei
ever stole any tools. In all the time that we have been
operating only two Caucasians have stolen tools and all
the rest were Negroes.

"There are some Nisei who want to quit for no reason
at all. They cone in a say that they ';ant a release.
When they had some difficulty in explaining Ithey went to
some doctor on the3out]j&ide and got a statement saying
that the fumes in our place was bad for their health. W
didn't notice anything unusual since we had taken every
precaution to keep ventilation ii our plants up to par.
After all, it is to our benefit to have good working
conditions because the men produce more when they are
feeling right. Well, since the doctors said that these
fellows had to quit, we had no alternative but to give
them their releases. -e thought nothing more of it until
one day an F.B.l. agent came in asking whether we had had
any certification from this certain doctor. It turned
out that this man had been giving out phoney medical
certification so people could get out of war jobs.

"We have gone to considerable length to make the
Nisei happy here, e had one Nisei girl in the office
and she was excellent. 1 thought that she m”ght be
lonely so | got another girl. This second girl "las a
good worker but she demoralized all the rest. There
were many times when she didn't even show up for work
and she wouldn't even bother to phone us to tell us that
she couldn't come. After a while she came in and said

that her parents sent out her brother to her so that he

could "et an education. | talked to.th” “ounr man and
I found out that he ;asn't interestedj”rall. W fixed
him uptthough,and got him in school. | I*t them use ny

name because | was a legal resident here and so he rot
in T.ithout pacing the out of state tuition fee. ~*
couple of months later | found out that this brother had
quit school and had gone to work somewhere. Then the
girl came to me and said that her parents wanted to come
out. *Yhen I heard this | phoned up a friend of mine”and
he fixed it up so that her parents could live and work

at his estate. | did one other thing* | fixed it up so
that the boy could live with them too and i that way I
m de sure that the fellow would get an education, “fter
all this was over, | found out that this girl neper came

to work on Satur ay not because she was sick but had a



friend in the ~rmy who came down every week-end on a fur-
lough. Finally they decided to get married but they had
a lot of trouble. 1 don't know ityhat the Japanese custom
is"but his parents apparently objected to the match and
so we rote a lot of letters assuring them that~the girl
was a very fing pers n and helped to fix everything up.
They finally got married in a very lovely ceremony which
we helped to arrange. Just before they went off on a
oneymoon the girl asked me if she could have her job
back when she got back. She said that he was going to

be stationed in another camp for about three months and
after that would be sent overseas, ~t tha™ time she

said that she wanted to come aback to us. And so we held
the job open for her. Many months later | heard that she
was back but she didn't come to work for us and so |
phoned her and asked her to come in to see us. She came
in one morning and she asked me for permission to go to

work elsewhere. | was so utterly disgusted that | gave
her approval. The whole thing is this. W don't mind
thr t# expense for our workers. "e do it foi all our
employees, !hen any relatives of our employees pass away

we have a standing policy of sending lowers to the fun-"
eralbut in the case of this girl she demoralized all of
the girls in the o fice. They were sore because they '
kg{;e(w they could not get away fxcnnxtkEXEiiiKkx with that”
X

'7e have helped other fellows too. Me had a young
man named Okamoto in our company whose brother wanted to
get a divorce. For some reason that | don't know, they
needed the name of a resident who would vouch for his
brother. Since he was in a tight fix | let him use ny
name and they got everything fixed up.

""e fixed all the Yellow and Ch&cker cabs in the
city of Clicarjo. There are 26f0~ of them. *II! mechanics
are on the piece work basis. ' The work is essentialx
and e manae to get 2-~ and 2-B classificationsxad

for almost all of our workers. | remember one case of a
Nisei who was registered in California, -e atpelled his
case and received no answer. * couple of weeks later

this ~isei received a card saying that he was 1-A again
by a vote of 5-0. This got us pretty sore because that
draft board was not evenr reasonable and -so | called up#
the 8olonel who was in charge of the Selective eevice
in the State of Illinois. He told me that | ehould write
the California state headquarters because we were en-
titled at least to an acknowledgement i not a reclassi-
fication. '\ sent a telegram to ”“acraiento indicating
what had happened and two days later we received a wile
from the local draft board reclassifyta®™ the Nisei to
until J nuary, 1945. Apparently the state head-
quartersthad really clamped down on the local board. Then
we received a very nice letter from state headquarters

apologizing.



/1 LAliN-company is just like the league of Nations, “e hav™
A ' all nationalities represented here. Everyone mixes well.
Some time ago we made a check and found that 11 per cent
of our men were Nisei and over 40'p~r cent were colored.

"Once a year at Christmas we throw a big party for
all our employees. 'e hire a dance orchestra and have
plenty of entertainment. AIll the drinks are on the
house and it lasts from 3:00 to 12:00 on Sunday. The
party generally costs ms over $2000.00. At this party
all the people mix very well.

‘We are just installing a brand new wash room for
the menx with new showers and lockers. We are also re-
pairing our ventilation system constantly. W have
sEeciaI pines for the exhaust streams and plenty of
skylight all of which are open.

"We havo had difficulty with one Nisei who will
not purchase war bonds. | asked the others if they
can't "et after him because there is not much that we
can do. T”is felloe always n'id, 'Pretty soon' and
then quit in'three weeks, “hat wort of thing leaves a
bad flavor in your mouth but fortunately most 01' the
fellor are not that way.

"I understand that there are some good Japanese
mechanics rotting nwav in camp. They could do nothing
there. They should come out and earn so that they
could have something saved up.when the :ar i." over. W
pay our men well because what a man makes we make too.
"fte-rthc war our wor ~is bound to increase in spite of
the fact that more Tsople will have their own cars.
Chicago always needs a large number of taxicabs and we
have every intention of keeping with us ev''"y man who

wants to stay."*y5

Wr. ?lodine, the President of the companyi, had the

following to add:

"Our company was organized in 1938 to service Yellows
Tnd Checkers. Before that time each company maintained
KKKkxnx its own garages”and at that time there was a mer-
ger. The cabs are made especially in the Checker Corpor-
ation in Michigan. Our policy has always been that o
paying by piece work. Even before the war we paid men as
much as :,50 or ,60 a week and in those days that was a
good salary. "e ave tried ~orret draft deferments for
every employee and with veryh”xception® have been success-
ful. As far a? Japanese-Ame”icans are concerned, we can
use all that care to work for us. I've Dbeen interested in
this matter because in my contacts in Cleveland and in

Trose xx living in the No th Side are apparently the least
stable of this group but the South Side and the areas surround-

ing the Loop are not far behind.
Inas much as. salaries are high and draft deferments are

obtainable, it ir indeed ttrange that so many Nisei should leave
the plant. The company has apparently treated the Nisei quite
well, if anything, better than the others. One of the possible
reasons why Nisei shy over from TMC was expressed by a Nisei
mechanic who had several friends who had at one time worked
there;

"Well, | hear that you get good money over there all

right, but they give out the piece work by seniority.
There are all kinds of jobs that you can do and some of






them ar* gravy while others are pretty tough in compari-
son when you consider the ti“e it takes to do them.™ The
foreman han s out the jobs and the guys with seniority
get all the gravy. -11" the new guys get the jobs that
no one else wants because the old guys kno.. they can't
make any money on those jobs, “s long as the old workers
take all the jobs where they can make easy money and
pass on the other ones, the boochies are going to keep
quitting because none of them have been around long
enough to get seniority. few of the guys are in good
with the foremen and they make plenty of dough. | guess
even the new guys make 50 or 60 bucks a week but it gets
their goat when they see the other guys making fI50Jy(A/%M
*fiat's why they quit."%

Since T'C developed the reputation of paying high wages,

undoubtedly drew a number of people who were attracted by the

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I. Transportation Equipment Company

Since February, 1944 the Transportation “quipm”nt Company,
engineers and manufacturers, have hired 35 Nisei. Of this number
only 10 were still working on July 31, 1944.! The company has had
considerable difficulty”and several misunderstandings have de-
veloped. Since is it is a new firm,the young president, Mr. Trevo
Davies, was very much concerned over the behavior of the Nisel.
He said:

"7e first had Nisei in our plant because the employ-
ment office that we had been pestering for some time
called the '7.R.A. about it. e put on our first man in
February of this year and have been taking everyone that
they have sent since, we've had a tremendous turnover
and | just can't understand it. Among Caucasians there
has been no turnover at all with the exception of one man
who was inducted into the Army. T'lis was since last De-
cember. Yhe Caucasian men e hssre don't even ask for a
raise because raise in pay is automatic in our company.
That's one reason why I'm so disturbed about the turnover
of the Nisei. If everybody quits then | would know dei-
finitely that | was doing something wrong. But when only
the people in one group quit, then it's a mystery to me

because as far as | am concerned, the Japanese are
treated just like eviryone else. | don't know, I've sat
up ni rhts thinking about it and | just can't figure out
why they are all quitting. Maybe it's because they are
all so young. One thing | nbticed”hat the others are

all older. | think the average age of non-Japanese
nri]ghli b? about 45. That's the only reason that | can
think of.

" ""e start off all our workers at -5 cents an hourx
and then move them up to 80 cents in 60 days, ~fter
that we move them up to 85 cents and they keep right on
going. We've had a lot of trouble but I can't under-
stand it because we pay as much as any company hiring
unskilled labor to do this kind of work.

"For example, we had some trouble a little while
ago over money. Ye were working on parts of the Packard
Company and we were pressed for time because we were far
behind schedule. | had a group of Japanese-Americans
working on the stuff and they were doing very well.

Then the whole bunch came in to see me and they said
that they wanted a raise. Some of them had only been
there for two weeks and they h'd the nerge to msk me



for a raise. They knew that they had me over a barreli
because | had to get the stuff out. "e ar®*™ a new company
and they knew that | couldn't afford to lose a big con-
tract! But the way that they took advantage of me made
me nad so | told them to go to hell. They were jumping
the gun. 711 they had to do was to stick around for a
while and they would have gotten their raises automati-
cally just like everyone else. There isn't a company in
town where an unskilled workers would get as much money
as those guys wanted after working only two weeks. If
they had some skill that would be a horse of a differ-
ent color, but they didn't know a damn thing and they
weren't even orth as much as they were getting. Some
of those guys wouldn't event be able to get a job if it
weren't for the war. They had me in a corner and so |
guess | was plenty mad so | told them that | was going
to phone Packard and tell them that | couldn't do the '
job” what's more, | told them that | would tell Packard
why we couldn't do the job--because a group of Japanese
Americans refused to work.

"I have no complaints except that they gang up on
me. When | give one fellow a raise | do it because |
think he's gooa”™nd because | think he's worth it. Some
of these Japanese are fine workers, and when | see that;
| raise their pay even to a point higher~than what |
pay Caucasians who've been around for a longer time. |
think that a man who is good deserves high pay. The
thing is this; when I give a Caucasian a raise, nobody
in the world except his wife would know about it. He
wouldn't think of telling any of his fellow workers.
That's just not done. But when I give a Japanese a
raise, sure enough, the next day every damn one is in
here asking for the same amount of money. They all
want it and they don't seem to realize that some of
them are better workers than others. They all gang, up
on me.

"That's my main complaint against the Nisei. They
are too cliquish. 1'll give you one example although 1
don't like to talk about t is. | haven't told anyone
else because if | do I know that there will be plenty
of trouble here, ”e had a night crew working here and
the Nisei volunteered for it because there was 10 per
cent more pay. The crew was all Nisei and they were in
charge of a trusted man. The man who was in charge had
been with us for six months and we had made him foreman
because he was a good man. They had the keys to the
whole place. Nobody is supposed to be in the office at
night and so | didn't know that anything was going on
until one morning | came in and found a letter on the
floor. It was then that | found out that these fellows
used to sleep in my office every night. They give big
production figures on their time-cards but | knew that
something was wrong somewhere beoause our cost figures
continued to mount. The production figures that they



gave sometimes varied by more than one-fifth from their
actual output and we were actually losing money because
one-fifth is our margin of profit. | didn't k™ow where 7
the leak was until the morning that | found this letter.

At ixx2x this point Mr. Davies produced a letter '~ich he
had hidden under the blotter on his desk. It read:
"Dear Kaz:

111, how's everything getting along this week? 1'M
here in Chicago working at the Transportation equipment
Company making parts for airplanes and bullets. I sure
ot a softajob__running the drill press. ‘"< take it easy
%ecause we're on the night shift and all Japanese.
only naturally work six hours and get credit for nine
hours, |'m on&y getting 75 cents an hour but is worth it
for what we do. | might get a raise here pretty soon |
hope.

"Hell, | wrote to George about couple times and he
wouldn't ansier my letters about going out your way so |
decided to come to Chicago. pretty ood here now
since I'm -ettng used to the city.

"I went to bank's wedding in Denver just before |
cane to Chicago. They had a church wedding and had a
little feast at the Twentieth Street Cafe.".?(

Mr. Davies continued:

"After | read this letter 1 was pretty sore but |
i figured that it was not fair to punish everybody for what
g a few of the! did. | called them all into my[office and
| asked xxixwxE the guilty ones to resign voluntarily. |

was willing to forget the whole thing as far as the rest

of them were concerned. They looked very surprised and
made out that they didn't know what thsyxxB | as talking

about so | showed them the letter. | knew darn well who
had written it because | checked the handwriting with
those in the application file. | haiided the letter to

the fellow who wrote it and told him to read it to the
others in the room. When he saw it, the color of his
face changed and the first thing he said was, 'l didn't
write it." That was almost an indication of guilt be-
cause | hadn't said that he wrote it. | wanted to let
the fellows talk it over among themselves and | left
the room. When | came back they still wouldn't talk.
| didn't want them to squeal on anybody. That wasn't
the point. | wanted the guilty man to confess in order

"I can't understand it. “e treat those fellows well.
N11 the Caucasians here are very friendly, “e had heard
about ev cuation and all that and we wanted to find out
what it was all about. If they didn't mind answering some
questions everybody was friendly and sympathetic. Why we
practically lead t' ose fellows by the hand, “ome of them
are jurt helpless. They're swell kids but they don't k ow
anything and they don't know how to do anything. W had
to get their social security bards for them because they
didn't know ow to get it by themselves. W °ven went so
far as to find housing for them. We were doing everything
we could and then that letter sort of got my goat.

"Maybe I'm mistaken and if | am | wi*h someone would
tell me. | have a philosophy for treating Nisei. | feel
that they are Americans just like everyone else. There-
fore, you want to treat them no different from anyone
else, "s soon as you treat them a little different you're
treating them as a group and not as individual Americans.
| feel that it could be an individual matter and if a man
is good | treat him just like anyone else who is good.
| don't care That they're parehtswere but the trouble is
they act as a group. | feel that there must be something
behind it but I cannot understand and that is what | want
to find out.

"I want to hire some Issei and possibly some older
Nisei. -hese vouhg kids that we have had are irrespon-
sible and | don't think it would be fair for me to
penalize all Japanese just because we happened to get a
few young ones who gave us a very bad impress'on. |
remember when | was young, | was pretty wild myself. |
wouldn't mind so much but our company'has just started.
| just can't afford to lose business. The fe' Nisei
that we have left are darn good workers and | have every
intention of keeping them as long as possible. | intend
to keep hiring Niselr as long as they keep coming because
the few who are with ur now are darn good. "3*

Equipment Company in February, 1944. Since that time 25 Nisei hsve been
hired by the firm. Of this number only ten were still working on July &

A tentative analysis of the materials gathered from eight
selected companies In Chicago hiring at least 30 persons of Japanese
ancestry reveal that the vast majority of these people are single men
between 15 and 25 years of age. The group therefore has an unusually
low age level. Furthermore, the Nisel are an uprooted group, suddenly
cut away from their conventional modes of living. They are still in
the process of groping about, seeking a place for themselves iIn the
new community. Finally, working in factories is, on the whole, an
entirely new experience for most Nisei. Consequently many are as yet
quite naive with reference to the responsibilities attached to working
in a large concern. Some Niseil heve not yet come to understand such
responsibilities as notifying the personnel man iIn case of unexpected
absences.

Perhaps even more important 1is the type of outlook many
Japanese-"mericans have to their lives iIn Chicago. They are not jet
certain of where they stand. For many, the feeling of belonging to
the community of Chicago has not yet developed. There 1Is as yet- no
senst of _ermanence. Somehow Chicago does not seem like '"home." This
iIs not to say that most Nisel desire to return to the Pacific Coast.
There 1s amde evidence that this iIs not true. However, there seems
to be a nostalgic longing for something that seems to be missing.

Many Caucasians, when they begin working for a company, often
do so with the intention of remaining as long as possiule--so long as
they found the work satisfactory. Some start working with the iInten-
tion of making their life wor* in the firm. While there are many
Nisei seeding permanent positions, theie are some that take employment
with a feeling that it will simply be a "'stop gap"” measure to tide
them over during the war period. Many simply assume that they are to
be discharged as soon as the war veterans return. Since many of the
Nisei are eo young, they are subject to the draft. This insecurity
seems to be of considerable importance.

Since many Niseil have not yet developed a feeling of perma-
nence in their places of employment, they do not have a genuine sense
of participation iIn the work in their plants. They feel that they are
only temporarily with th™ firm and they consequently find i1t difficult
to conceive of themselves as a part of the company. Many feel that
they are only substitutes. They find i1t difficult to take pride 1iIn
their association with the firm. IT desire for money and high wares
iIs the only tie between a group of employees and a company, termina-
tions are to be expected as soon as higher paying jobs appear.
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The outlook for the future, hoveve”™, stems more encouraging.
More and more the Nisel are beginning to identify themselves with
Chicago. As these ”~oung people begin to get settled, as they develop
"vested interests” In the community, as their children begin attending
Chicago schools, as they develop new circles of friends, 1t IS reason-
able to assume that they will become more stable and reliable iIn their
work. As the Nisei become more matuie, 1t Is to be expected that they
will live up to theii responsibilities.

With reference to labor turnover as such, one encouraging
finding has been that there 1s s tendency for the separation figures
to fall rapidly after the Nisei have been with a co.pan® for about a
year. Those who intend to stay remain; the unstable elements have
already gone. Furthermore, as the older and more responsible elements
of the Japanese-"merican population becin migrating from the centers
and as family responsibilities develop for the youne- breadwinners, it
IS reasonable to assume that their work will become more steady. It
seems therefore that iIn the future the turnover and absenteeism re-
cords of the Nisei will steadily become more fTavorable.

Corporation started in April, 184Z, and since that tine 143 persons of
Japanese ancestry have been associated with the firm.

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The difficulties and the high turnover rate in this firn are rnther
difficult to understand inasmuch as T iC apparently satisfies the expressed
wishes of even the more unstable Nisei. The firm has made a concerted
effort to prevent any of its employees fron being inducted into the <'a..
Its Drk is listed as esse itial to the war effort, and as a consequence very
few PMisei h3ve been taken into the Army. In spite of the fac, that jobs are
dr=tft deferred and the salaries are high, the turnover is excessively high.

In spite of the fact that the separation percentages are comparatively
low, they are somewhat higher than those given in the Monthly Labor Review
for similar industries. It must be pointed out, however, that in spite of
the fact that the identical procedures were used in commutation, the figures
are not quite coaparabie. In fact, the only groups with which the Japanese
Americans could be compared are those which were equally disrupted Ahen they
were uprooted from their custonary surroundings and those which are made up
of people who are equally young and inexperienced.

With reference to the possible factors involved in the high separation
rates, no definite conclusions could be drawn iron the statistics alone. It
shewed, however, that the females are considerably more stable than the males
and older people are slightly more stable than the young ones. Marital
status is of no significance. As in the case of other plants that have hired
-lisei for a considerable length of time, the group that is most mobile
arrived in Chicago during the summer of 1943.

A tentative analysis of the materials gathered from eight selected
companies in Chicago hiring at least 30 persons of Japanese ancestry re-
vealed that th<? vast Majority of these people are single aen between 15 and
25 years ~F age. The group therefore has an unusually low age level. Fur-
ther Tore, the Nisei are an uprooted group, suddenly cut away from their
conventional modes of living. They are still in the process of groping
about, seeking a place for themselves in the new comunity. Finally, working
in factories is, on the whole, an entirely new experience for the Nisei.
Consequently many are as yet quite naive with reference to the responsibili-
ties attached to working in a large concern.

Field Notes: May 29, 1944

Mrs. Murayama, one of the recruiters for <-tevens Hotel, had
the following to say:

"l must say that 1 have been very happy in my work. I was
really very surprised at their generosity. Stevens pays my room
and board even while 1 am here iIn Chicago and they pay all of my
expenses when 1 am in the relocation centers getting workers.

We have had some problems but 1 don"t think that they are very
important. 1 am quitting only because 1 have to go back to
Jerome to help my mother move to Heart Mountain. My daughter,
Connie, 1s not settled yet and so 1 have no alternative but to
have mother go to another relocation center. Since neither
Connie nor 1 can support the others iIn the family, we shall have
to cet together.Since she will not come to Chicago, 1 h™vg ac
alternative but to go to New York.

"The main problem that we have had at Stevens 1is that of
keeping people there. These Nisei are so irresponsible that they
come and go iIn the same spirit that they quit jobs iIn the relo-
cation centers. Some of them are very frank, 7~or example, a
group of Granada girls admitted frankly to me that they used me
for tools. They said that their parents would never have allowed
them to come out without a definite jobs and without soigte assur-

ance that there would be a house mother to look after them.

Once they came out, they were not iInterested at all iIn the jobs
which they had accepted. So 1 thanked them for being frank and

I tell them that 1f they had good jobs to go to, 1 am very happy
for them. 1 have no objections to girls trying to better them-
selves. But 1 try to remind them that Stevens Hotel is not trying

to operate a hostel, providing an initial place for them to stay

until chey find a better job. It makes it a little hard on me but
I really don*"t blame them. They wanted to get out very badly and
it was the only way that they could get out. You know Issei are.
They don"t want to let their daughters out unless they have a
definite job and a place to stay.

"We have taken special precautions against girls becoming
delinquents. IT they are under 18, we will not allow them to

quit unless they show us a letter indicating that they have the

consent of theilr parents to go out on their own. IT the parents

feel that 1& is all right, then the responsibility is no longer
ours. If the parents refuse to give their consent, the girls can
either stay or go back to the centers at their own expense. We
have provided the dormitory for the girls with house mothers, but
some of the girls hear about better jobs and fetter wages and they

want to go elsewhere. If these girls knew how to take care of

themselves, 1 wouldn"t mind. But as you know, Niseil girls are so

immature.

“"The hotel has been exceedingly nice as far as Nisei are

conceched. One thing that 1 liked about it is that~"placS~”

many nisei girls in front office jobs. And those girls seem to

be getting along quite well, 7or example, one gitl who was em-

ployed as a stenographer and then was offered a position in
civil service, ~“he had wanted a job in civil se vice for a long

time but now that she liked the job at Stevens so much she

didn"t know whether to leave or not. i think that that is a
good sign. They are not pushing the nisei into menial jobs, but
are giving them a chance in other positions, “ometi’es they have

bent over backwards to keep the workers, *s you know, the OPA

has 1s! frozen all w.ges in non-essential industry. We are not
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allowed to pay more than a certain amount to people who make beds.
So we sign up people as wall washers, actually, they are doing
beds, but they aregetting paid as much as 85 cents an hour. That"s
the only way in which we can get people to work. The drawback,
of course, iIs that they are technically wail washers and they will
have to wash walls iIf they are told to do so.
"1 really don*"t blame people for quitting. But we need the

workers. We are very busy. The hotel 1is always full. They go

a great deal of expense to send me around and they naturally
have a fit whenever anyone quits. But there is just nothing that
can be done about 1t. The people come out here, talk to their
friends, and hear of brighter horizons. Youcan®"t balem them for
doing what they do. It"s been good experience for me and iIn

many ways 1 hate to quit."

to center for visit in December, and that he subsequently called at this office on
Jan. 21 and was referred to Shotewell Candy Co. for employment. He returned to office
on 2-4 informing us that he did not take Shotwell offer because wages were not high
enough. He informed us that he had, thru own efforts, obtained a job as punch press
operator at Richardson Co. but that gave up job because not given a raise. We in

turn referred him ot USES.

Frank Nakano left center 11-22 on indef. leave t accept employment with Edgewater
Beadh Hotel._jot Redccd shows that on 1-26 he came to office in order to apply for
employment. He stated he had just been fired By Galler Drug. Co., that he agreed to
try the job for a month but they wanted him to "jump around too much'. Record also
indicates that he was refgred on 12-8 to Dakin Garage as auto mechanic which he
claims is his trade. He statee Mr. Dakin got sore because after he worked one day he
went to Milwaukee to visit a friend. Couldn®t understand why that should bother Mr.
Dakin because he called him up and told him he wouldn"t be back for a few days.

He stated he cculd not postpone this trip because he had promised a friend he would
go to see him and anyway the friend had a baby born in an assembly center almost 2
years ago and hadn"t seen the baby. Nakano®"seemed completely irresponsible. Our
reo. talked with him at considerable length but could not penetrate his carefree air.
He was finally referred to USES for further placement.

Since neither of these 2 discussed the matter of returning to centerwith this office,
and in view of their past employment here, we see no reason for approving a re-
induction to the center for them. There are jobs available in Chiago which ould be
Cilled by these 2 boys, if they are willing to accetpt a current wape scale and
stick to their employment. — PCDoughtery

Record show Bill Tokeshi was employed at Hotel Stevens on season from 12-9-30. He

quit with no knowledge at Chicago WRA office. He reported to Chicago office on

a thing from him since, “hile on season leave, he was, without authorization, working
at Superior Pipe Fitting Co. ~“his co. was notified of h s status in re to our leave
procedure and agreed not to continue to employ him unless he was on indef. leave.

Bill then returned to hotel where he employed wza for 2 days, ”e reg. your project

to grant him indef. leave on 2-2-44 which you replied favorably 2-14, and we forwarded
the enclosed indef. leave card to Tokeshi on that date. Your letter says he returned
to your proj. 2-23 "for a visit". Our records show we knew nothing of his return
which we did not authorize.

Under section 6014.21B of the Leave Handbook, we cannot recoomend his re-admission. He
failed to offer any cooperation to the all-over reloation program, while he was a
visitor in our city. — WD Olson



Dear Friend:
A letter similar to this is being dent to ea6h person from the various relocation
centers who is on seasonal employment at the Hotel Stevens.

Distrubing and, in some individual cases alarming, reports are coming to this
office regarding the work effort, attitudes and personal relations of some of the
Stevens Hotel seasonal workers on the job and at their places of residence.

This condition has reached a point where 1 must ounsel with you straight from
the shoulder. Too much is at stake concerning the over-all relocation picture
generally to fail to recognize the irreparable damage the thoughtless actions of a
few Stevens season workers could do unless checked immediately.

The services of the Chicago ?RA of ice are at your disposal at any time. Anyone
who may have q grievance over any phase of his working relationships with the Hotel
Stevens is asked to contact Mr. Olson in our office, who will endeavor to work out a
satisfactory solution to your problems.

Each of you is familiar with the terms of your season leave. Seasonal leave, as
you may know, is quite different from indefinite leave. Where any Unjustified action
is taken on the part of any season worker which would place in jeopardy the best
interests of relocation, that offender may be returned to the project. In the event
of dismissal by the Stevens Hotel on groundsof unsatisfactory employment or conduct
at work, I will have to invoke the provisions of the offender®s leave contract which
states he must return to csmp.

I am hopeful that no untoward incident will arise to occasion such action, but X
I want to be emphatic that your welfare as well as that of thousands of your fellow
Japanese Americans iIn Chicago could easily be jeopardized by inconsiderate and
unthoughtful adtions by a few. Please be sure your conduct does not injure the g3od
reputation of all J-A.

The following day Ohashi came with medical statement from Dr. Ernest Gehrels of Hotel
which stated Ohashi consulted him in regard to pain in leg and developed that boy is
suffering from fallen arches.

| W83 asked to submit my opinion to you on the question of whether or not
it would be advisable for Spiegel, Inc. to hire Japanese people to work

with us. This is a rather difficult question to answer inasmuch as | do
not believe a person could judge the3e people not ever having worked with
them or known them.

Being an American, | believe that a fellow American should be given every
opportunity to earn a livelihood and should be entitled to the American

way of life, 1i'he fact that they are of another race and nationality should
make no difference, presuming, of course, that these people have either
been born in America or have been naturalized and there is no doubt of their
allegiance to our Flag.

It is my opinion, however, that should Spiegel, Inc. hire any Japanese it
would be unfavorable to most, if not all, of the employees as well as to our
customers. Since we never employed Japanese people in times of peace, | see
no reason why, in these times of war, that we should be expected to work
with them. | feel as though most of us have some one very clo3e to us who
is "in" this war and should anything ever happen to him we could not help
but feel that it was because of these Japanese...the fact that they were
here in America would make little difference.

I believe it would create a good bit of ill feeling as far as our customers
are concerned also. W do business with people in all walks of life from
all parts of the country, many of whom have lost sons and husbands at the
hands of these Japanese and should they ever find out that Spiegel, Inc.
employed Japanese, it would cost Spiegels a goodly volume of business.

| am sorry to say that | feel this way toward this question but believe my
opinion is the same as many others connected with the company. These
people should be given a chance....but not here....that is, not with a
concern that deals so extensively with America. Probably the best
suggestion | would have to offer is that the Government set up some project
whereby these people could be employed in groups by themselves, aside from
people of other nationalities. 1In this manner they could again find them-
selves, be self-supporting and help in some manner.

3737 Southport (LIN 0247)" oalled Miss Moriss re A
labor relations problem she was faoing in her plant. Her oompany is not listed
in our job file, but she oalled for assistance. The firm manufactures diamond
griding wheels, and the Nisei are all working as machinists. They are *Mmx
James Ukita, Masaharu Yuge. George Okamoto. George Ishii. Raz Eddie Tsuruta,
and Ben Nito*

She thinks very highly of her Nisei workers who constitute almost the entire
plant. Only reoently. she feels that the esprit de oorps is breaking down.
Feeling perturbed abo-t the matter< she oalled. Her oomptanints follows!

1. Charles Ukita. a former employee, (and incidentally, well thought
of) left for a higher paying job with a competitor. Mrs. Greenlee
feels that he is trying to take away her six Nisei workers.

2. Loss of production.
3' Disoontantment of workers.
4. Tardiness whioh is of rather recent nature.

In talking to a friend of mine working there. George Okamoto. | saw another
pioture. Later | talked to the foreman there. James Ukita. brother of Charles.
James had the following to say:

1. Firs of all. I discovered thru George Okamoto that Charles Ukita
was not trying to take employees away. He did not feel that
Charles oould exert that much infl-enoe on this group of workers.

2. James states that oomplaints (2). (3)' *ad (4) result from Mrs.
Greenlee's failure to understand employement psychology. She has.
in the past, given dinners for Nisei workers. James states that
he is being paid for working, and he told me that business should
be kept on a business plane and not to have “he element of obliga-
tion enter in as a result of these dinners. He told nme that the workers
would appreciate inorease in wages and Immediate attention to oertain
safeguards. Another matter whioh aggravated the situation was due
to the faot that Mrs. Greenlee had hired another person to assume

shop responsibility (at $100 a week) when ther® was a oapable man
present.

I gather that resentment would not have evidenced itself had the ne.
man shown the journeyman experience whioh he was supposed to have
had. He was later released.

After hearing both sides. | suggested to Mrs. Greenlee that she oonfer with the
workers on all shop problems. 1 told her that she could do it suooessfully
without jeopardizing her position as an employer. 1 ixyuuc further suggested

to her the disoontinuanoe of dinners, etc.. because even though she gives them
with the best of intentions, the Nisei workers feel that sooial obligation enters
and it makes for unbusinesslike operations.

I felt that among other things, oertain womanly instinots got the better of
employment psychology.

This office has been set up undr the Dept, of Interior to asait in relooating
Americana of Japanese deaoent. who es Awar measure evacuated their homes on
the West Coast. War produotion demands in Chioggo for thia labor are grwitt.
Vital industries in the Metropolitan area are looking fo us to provide essential
workers. Because of the thousands of young men in servioe overseas and in
training, these resettiers. in increasing proportion! areyoung men.

Five of these young women, all of them oitizens. are living, under the super-
vieion of Miss Aiko Umino. at 1$18 N. Linder Ave. They have leased the furnished
apt. from the owner Mr. Anthony Santangelo. It has been reported to thia office
that oppoaition to the reaidenoe of ”~hese young women ia being formulated in the
neighborhood. Our Investigation has disolosed that 2 of these 3 young women did
have an exoessive number of visitors. Out of deferenoe to the oommunity senti-
ment. we have advlaed these young women to discontinue entertaining large
numbers of guests at one time, and we understand that this praotioe has been
discontinued. Thia ia not ordinarily a matter of neighborhood oonoern but it
waa felt that theae young ladies should make this concession, to whioh they
have readily agreed.

Thia letter ia to oonfirm our understanding that your orgaization ia able and
willing to take 8tepa to defend thia program and your oommunity from disturbance
beoause of it and to proteot these newo™mers in Chioago. We do not believe the
activities directed against them areof subversive origin. If you have reason to
believe otherwise, we would appreciate your forwarding such information to us.
We have adviaed Mr. Santangelo that the continued oooupany of the apt. by these
young women is proteoted by law and that in acoordanoe with ourrent regulations,
he is without power legally to eviot. Should he eviot. he will be in violation
and aubject to penaltiea.

Mias Amino and one of the other young ladies have brothers in service ~ one is
overaeaa fighting in France and the other in training. These girls are anxious
to beoome a part of the oommunity and to oontribute their aervioea in oommunity
enterprises. We do not know about the religions affiliations of all of them,

but are informed that one is a oommunioant of a Roman Catholio Church and another
of the Episcopalian and a third of another Peotestant denomination.

Inoidents whioh have ooourred inolude small gatherings of men who have made re*
marks and we believe, some threats. From onr inveatigation. we axi believe that
youra is a law-abiding oommunity and that your oitizens would not knowingly
participate in wartime in activities, whioh ary destructive to morale and to the
auooeas of the war program.

We assure you that we appreoiate your cooperation of yPttr organization and be-
lieve that you oan advise any uninformed peraona of the faots as above outlined.
We will be glad to iprovide you with any further information. The outstanding
performance of theae Amerioana of Japanese dexoent in the varloua war fronta and
on the produotion line earned for them the oordial appport of every loyal oitizen.

Miss Maruno leaves Rohwer Center March 24 for Chicago to
join her friend, Miss Yoneko Kawamura, who went to Chicago two
weeks ago from Manzanar. Miss Kawamura_has made arrangements
for Miss Maruno to live with ;her at 1136 E. 48th. Street.

Because of Miss Maruno's youth, a history of unhappiness
and some indication of unnatural seclusiveness, while she has
been in the Center, we believe it may be helpful for you to be
alittle familiar with her and her situation. Besides her
father and mother, she has two brothers both of whom are in
Chicago. Minoru, age 23, married, lives in a small apartment
at 6039 South Woodlawn Avenue and Toshio, age 21, has a room
near Minoru's home. Both boys work in a "Wax Paper Company."
fhe family here knows neither the exact name of the company
nor details about the boys' employment. Jane does not plan to
depend upon much help from either of these brothers because she
says, "l've never gotten along with them very well"™. Mr. Maruno,
the father, acknowledges some lack of understanding between
Jane and the boys but minimizes the importance of It bK saying,
"The boys will ook out for her if they need to", and he adds
that he has great confidence in Miss Kawamura, who was well
known to the family as Jane's best friend when the family lived
in California. Although Miss Kawamura is nearly 21 years old
and has been in Chicago only two weeks, the parents feel that
her help can be depended upon. Jane may obtain domestic work,
which is her expressed preference, or take clerical work with
the same company with which Miss Kawamura works, “hey know no
details about her employment, however.

While in ~ohwer Center, Jane attended school until she
graduated in July, 1943. &he did average work but was inclined
to be less sociable than the rest of the girls iIn her class.
She took work at the Hospital as a Nurse"s Aide but remained
less than a month. She says she "couldn"t stand touching
patients™, and the hospital authorities described her as "un-
suited to hospital work™, but the records offer no details.
Jane has not worked since, “he parents as well as neighbors
have been concerned about her tendency to remain by herself.
She did not go to the usual Center or even block gatherings
for young people. Her parents carried most of her meals home
to her from the mess hall, because she "did not like going to
mess.”™ In appearance, Jane gives an impression of being a
normal, healthy young person who is naturally quiet and per-
haps a little self conscious. Her parents feel that going out-
side will be a healthy experience for her, but it was notic-
able that they were glad to know that a description of Jane"s
recent behavior and her interests with regard to employment
could be made known to the Relocation Office by a special let-
ter of introduction. They hoped she would be given some guid-
ance i1n looking for and in evaluating job opportunities. Mr.
and Mrs. Maruno hope to join their children in Chicago in a few
months, after their household goods comes from California. They
are confident of their ability to help the daughter make a satis-
factory adjustment in Chicago when they get there if she has
not done so before, and they hope i1t will not be necessary for
her to come back to Rohwer meanwhile.

Mr. Maruno was a proprietor of a cleaning establishment
in Los Angeles and he is asking the of the Welfare Section
to prepare a history of his employment experience in the near
future as a step in preparation for finding suitable employ-
ment for himself which utilizes his experience. For an I3sei,
he speaks and understands English unusually well. Because it
is evident that he and Mrs. Maruno are experienced and depend-
able people, and they are so able to recognize and discuss
their daughter®s problems thoughtfully, we are encouraged to
approve Jane's plan to go to Chicago, in spite of evidence that
might ordinarily have caused us to recommend postponement.

Shuji Matsu?!

This morning in company with Joe Koide, | appeared in
Central Police Court in the interest of Shuji Matsui, Japanese
alien who was employed at the Daughters of Zion Nursery as a
maintenance man, and who had attempted to take his life by
slashing his throat and wriA.

It developed that his case was not particularly serious
after treatment in a local hospital for his wounds. He appeared
bandaged and dressed in court this morning. Mr. Matsui has a
hard time understanding and talking the English language and with
Mr. Koide's help as interpreter, we were able to present a farily
reasonable report to the court insofar as the %e War Relocation
Authority’s interest in the case was concerned.

I believe a lot of unfavorable "hara-kiri"" newspaper publi-
city that had been given his case previous to his appearance in
court this morning was a great deal counter acted in court by the
fact that he made an admission to the court that he was "ashamed
of himself" and that in his possession he had a $25 denomination
war bond and $13 worth of war savings stamps whioh he anticipated
converting into a bond when the neoessary amount of $18.75 was
purchased.

The court took a sympathetic attitude towards the case
stating that "this would be a good opportunity to show how demo-
cracy works whether alien or citizen is involved,” and pointed out
to the "prisoner™ how lucky he was that he was not still in Japan.
Mr. Matsui cams to Chicago on December 16 directly from the center
at Poston to accept the work in the above mentioned in&itution.
Previous to evacuation, he had been a typesetter in a Los Angeles
"Progressive™ newspaper, which it was developed in court by a rep-
resentative of the United States Naturalization and Immigration
Service, was a "Communist'paper* Further examination by the court
developed that the paper in question was in existence from 1939 to
the time of evacuation when it was disbanded because the entire
Japanese personnel was sent to relocation centers, and further,
that the paper was very anti-Fascist but Conununistic in character.
Apparently this had no bearing on the court's decision which was
left of me to make in the way of a suggestion. | recommended to the

judge that the ™"prisoner™ be not sentenced, that in view of hia
paat record within the past twelve months, six of which were
spent in a California hospital for mentally deranged people,

that he be given a psychiatric examination at the Cook County
Hospital and that after a period of ten days of observation the
case be brought up for final decision. The judge agreed to this
and in lieu of $200 bond My. Mataui was released to the custody
of the bailer who will taka him to the proper medical authorities.
The judge was willing to release to the custody and sponsorship
of Mr. Koide, but Mr. Koide later said that inasmuch as he was
employed during the day time he could not give the necessary at-
tention to help his friend in this matter, and all parties con-
cerned agreed that hospital rest and observation would be the pro-
per procedure.

Mr. Matsui made an atteapb to take his life by slashing
his throat withaa heavy butcher knife and his wrist with a pocket
pen knife. He explained to nme the reason for his action was the
fact that he was despondent over the fortunes of life that had
placed him in evacuation and not as the newspapers had previously
said, that it was because of his brooding over the fact that Japan
might lose the war.

It is my personal opinion that this man needs complete men-
tal rest and in the event he is satisfactorily "oured™ at the Cook
County Hospital Psyohopathic <?ard, | believe we can replace him in
some job here in the Chicago area. He has but one friend here in
thia city who is Mr. Joe Koide, above mentioned. Mr. Koide tella
me that Mr. Matsui was badly beaten up at the Santa Anita Assembly
Center because of his pro-American attitude and utterances before
other people of Japanese ancestry. He was released to the Chicago
area with the full knowledge and condition of the United States
Naturalization and Immigration Service as well as the U. S. District

Attorney's office.

I would like to recommend that someone from our office check
the Cook County Hospital authorities in this man's behalf becauae
I am of the personal belief that this man conceivably could be com-
mitted to any state institution where possibly assistance from the
Chicago WRA office in his behalf might be the proper procedure be-
cause aside from Mr. Koide, this man apparently does not have a
friend that he can lean on. He is a widower and has no children and
I am of the opinion that his predicament can be traced in a great
part to hia lonliness as well as any possible mental development
that may come out of the psychiatric hearing. 1 believe we should
be represented at any sanity hearing on this man's behalf.

Subjeot: Evaouee diffioulty at Shotwell Manufacturing Co.

On Nov. 2, | reoeived a report from Ne. Huebner, mgr. of Shotwell Mfte. Co..
of an alleged trouble that had flared up there among three Japanese-Amerioan
boys, i'he fol.owing is a report on a personal follow-up investigation on
Nov. 4'

The first report was that a man named Yukio Matsui had stirred up trouble at
the plant where he mstx was employed by influencing another employee. Yenta
isuji, to quit his job. Matsui resigned his job the next d”y in protest at
the dismissal of Tsuji. 1 got in touoh with Mitsui and asked him to oome to
the .iiRAoffioe on ”~ov. 3 whioh he did at whioh time | interviewed him. A
gist of his statements are as follows:

He claims that "no one can push me around and get away with it." He further
claims that the company was unfair to Tsuji because of a dispute of retroactive
back pay raise. He also admitted to taking Thurs. off on several occasions
and was apparently indignant that the company did not let him make up this time
by orking on Sundays and he thought this was unfair. &e admitted to slapping
and puhching in the face, while on the job! a fellow ”“apanese-Amerioan named
George Arakaki. His claim in this instances was that Arakaki had influenced
him, when he first came to work there, agair.st the foreman of the shop where
they worked and says that when hd discovered the foreman was not the pre-

jud ced person he as reported to be that he accused -Arakaki of having lied

to him in regard to this and beca se of this alledged lie! slapped him and then
punched him ithout receiving retaliation in the form of physical violence.

2 da. ¢ lauar, aeoa se of this #.tta k Arakaki resigned and left the 9mplo,ment
0 the Shot>ell Co.

1 counselled with ~atsui at length against such practices in the future!
pointin™ out to him the possible res Itant danger to the entire relocation
program. Re agree with me that in any future controve”™y, he would not attemp-
to settle it by his pers nal methods! but would *"count 10 first™ and report to
me for ineeroedenoe in what he m ght believe to be unfair practices against
hin or those he has self*a pointed to defend.

Cn. Nov. 4' following the above outlne of the report given to me by Matsui! |
contacted Mr. Huebner in person at he Shotwell Co. at which time he brought in
another evacuee by the name of Johnson Kebo who is employed in the offioe at
the Shotwell ~o0. and who is a key man in he J-A relations and activities at
the plant. From the conversation with Mr. Kebo and M-t Huebner, 1| gathered
that ~atsui! while admittedly in the wrong as far as his resort to physical
violence is ooncerned, nevertheless, by the practically unanimous feeling of
the other 35 J"A people employed there! "justly™ attacked Arakaki becau e the
latter \ith his brother have been!'up until the time of their dismissal!
constant trouble makers among ~“he evacuees in the emplyz of the Shotwell Co.
It was the consensus of the feeling of the J-A employees cha€ the Arakaki
brothers, George and Ben, "had it coming".

Ho ever, at the moment of this wr ting! Mr. Huebner feels that there is no
un™o ard situation created by this flare-up and *chat ever~hing, as far as
torking relationsh ps are concerned, is on an even keel again. Mr. H also-
reported that he held a meeting of some 35 J*A employees on Nov. 2 and outlined
to them the policies of the Compag, whioh indicated they were accepted by the
plant on an equal basis and also ~lmn an eq ai responsibility ,/ith all other
employees without discrimination.

Before coming here! Mr. Crum had cheched the Feb. guest list of the
Pere Marquette! which has the reputation of being Peoria's finest hotel and is
out of the price range of n&sttfsettlers. No "Yakima Mutioho™ was registered.

Mr. Crum reviexwed the list of IoA.l resettlers and every available
specimen of handwriting. There was nothing relevant nor helpful in the "“RA
files.

Saying it was his informal opinion that the letter was the work of
a "orank"™ who probably wanted to create difficulties for the resettlers! M*
Crum asked that any pertinent information or suggestions be sent to him at
326 Po6t Office Bldg.

Robert Kline!l mgr* of the Mogul Rubber Co* requested 60 persons to ork

in the plant. Wailfred Wise, pres* of local union believes in WRA program.

Ray Aver, chief of police, stated that there has always been racial troSbhle in
the twon and altho he is sworm to uphold the peace he is of the opinion that

if any of the evacuees oame into the town there would be bloodshed. M* Far*
land, commander of the American Legion, said that the Legion menbers are against
our program and that they have threatened to hang any Jap that comes into the
community* Mr. Lehman, owner of the local paper, stated that he was surprised
<vhen he found that the leading citizens of the town were the ones that were
most opposed to the program. He said that the paper was in favor of our work,
but that in his opinion it would be unwise to bring any evacuees into the
community. Judge Simpson is violently opposed to the program on a raoial
basis. He inferred in his conversation that if any of the American-born Japa-
nese were brought into the community they would not receive justioe. He refussed
to change his opinion even after it was pointed out that lack of labor might

cause serious repurcussions in the war effort. No one would make any direct
statement as to how all of the trouble started in Goshen, but from all of the

conversations the impression was received that judge Simpson was back of all
of the troubles in town. After talking to him personally it is very easy to
believe that this may be true. The mayor was tipped off by the chief of police
that a -YRArepresentative was looking for him and he took great pains to stay

hidden.

It haa juat come to my attention in the form of a
rumor that a meeting of employeea, including niaei and colored
workers at the Bloomfield Manufacturing Co., 3333 South Walla
ia acheduled to be held on Sunday morning, Feb. 27. ‘

I have not been in contact with the management in
regard to thla situation, but it ia my underatanding that
thia aituation haa arisen at the plant where it ia alleged,
colored workera are being diamiaaed in preference to the em
ployment of Japanase-Ametricana.

There was a minor flare-up in the plant in form of
reaentment on the part of colored workers and Caucasian
workers toward the Japaneae Americana, following the atrocity
atoriea. It ia a matter of record that Mr. Dan Bloomfield
straightened this problem out aatlafactorily to all concerned,
and apparently there has been no recurrence of inter-racial
feeling since that time. On another occaaion approximately a
week ago aa of the date of thia memorandum, Mr. Bloomfield
reported to me that a rather atrong ,?roup of colored employeea
early one morning, juat previoua to atarting the day shift,
objected to the management becauae of the dismisaala that
were taking place among the colored people aa new niaei were
employed. By far, the greateat majority of the approximately
$0 niaei there are on seasonal leave.

1 have not been notified of the anticipated meeting
on the 27th, and | am aimply paaaing thia information on to
you in the form of a rumor.

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I see no reason why we should not employ any
Nisii . They are fighting for our cause and should

be allowed the privilege of working where they choose.

If they qualify for the work that we have available,
they should be allowed to work here.

Some method should be used, however, to convey
this thinking to our employes who may not be
broad-minded enough to understand this, and | feel
sure that they will agree.

Personally | see no harm in employing Japanese

people who have been thoroughly investigated. |If they
think the American way, have been educated in American
schools and have adopted the American customs, there
is no reason why they shouldn't be employed in
African industry if they are qualified.

I'm sure | wouldn't have any objection to working with
them.

I'm afraid | can't offer any suggestions as to the
manner in which our enployees would re-act to this
question. | am sure there would be quite a difference
in opinions depending on how much each individual is
being affected by this war.

I feel the Japanese Citizens should be
given a chance to act as American Citizens.
If Germans And Italians can be free to work
anywhere , | see no reason why Japanese cannot.

It would'nt disturb me if | had to work with
one I'm sure.

Also | know that the majority of my friends
agree with me.



I feel that it would be all right to employ
any Nisii who by their abilities and personalities
are qualified to do the type of work that we have
available.

Knowing that they have been investigated by
the F. B. I. and that their loyalty to the U. S.
ia not doubted, should dispel any feeling of
hatred that some employees might otherwise have.
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As far as | am concerned it would be perfectly alright
to hire American born Japanese. | see no reason

why they should be singled out anymore than the
American born Germans.

I don't believe the other employees would resent
them either. 1 do think, however, if they should
hire them that an employee meeting should be held
telling them the facts. If they are not told, all
sorts of wild rumors spread around and a lot of
harm results.



Personally | have no objection to working with American-bom
Japanese. It seems rather petty and very un-democratic to
condemn all people of some belligerent country, especially those

far-removed and loyal to this country.

Since the people under consideration have been thoroughly
investigated by the FBI, | do not believe we should discriminate
against them. They should be given employment as readily as any

other American Citizen.
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
