Future Power

Secretary of the Interior Krug has warned Congress of
America’s dwindling oil supply. He urges that preparations
be launched at once for the establishment of a great synthetic
oil industry and estimates the cost of such a development at
approximately nine billion dollars.
Mr. Krug's warning is timely. For years past warnings
have gone out repeatedly that this country could not go on
forever drawing on its natural resources without some day
awakening to the rude shock that economic famine was at
our door. His recommendation has one concrete basic of fact
to support it. Bituminous coal is the substance on which main
reliance must be placed in the production of artificial gas and
oils. Fortunately for the country there is an almost unlimited
amount of this still in the ground. It is power in the rough
awaiting only man’s science and technical skill to convert
it into the priceless gas which has become ihe moving force
in so much of the world’s power. '
Thirty years ago Seward's Coal Trade Annual, regarded
as the bible of the coal trade, published the statement that
there yet remained in the ground ninety-eight per cent of all
the original deposits. Mining was then producing an immense
tonnage of coal, possibly more than is being hoisted from the
pits today. The use of natural gas, oil and hydro-electric
power has cut down the use of coal proportionately to the
whole power and heat problem.

Coal underlay at that time, according to this authority,
288,000 square miles of the surface of this country and the

contrast with the actual state of the great mass, where little
- progress has been made.
