Farms poIrce are warning moto-
rists to be on the lookout for "bump
and run" robbers after two recent
mCldents involVing women work-
ing and livmg in the city

Accordmg to reports, a 4O-year-
old woman who works at the Little
Club was attacked and robbed at
the intersection of Moross and
Morang roads Friday mght, Nov
19.

The VIctim told pohce that three
men riding In a black or green rust-
ed late model car bumped the back
and Side of her vehicle at about 9.30
p.m, while at a traffiC light

The woman said she emerged
from her car and was approached
by two men, one of whom punched
her and knocked her down. The as-
sailant then look her purse and
stole her car Th. victim managed
to hall a passing DetrOIt pohce car
and filed a report With them and
the Farms Pohce Department

Accordmg to police reports, her
car was recovered two weeks later
In very bad condItion

The' first suspect wail descnbed
as a black male, 5 feet 10 inches
tall, With a Wide face. The second
robber, who assaulted the VICtlm,
was descnbed as a black male, 5
feet 3 inches tall The thIrd suspect,

"It doesn't replace the Readers'
GUide or books, but It does extend
the reach of the library," he saId

The mformatlOn searches, whIch
entail uSing telephone hnes, IS not
free, however FUrl !laid patrons
are charged only what It costs the
lIbrary The library currently con-
ducts about 70 searches each
month, according to the dIrector

"ThiS IS the age of mformatlOn
and acces'> to thiS IIlformatlOn IS
very Important," Fun l>ald "Thc
future will be shaped bj- people who
have informatIOn"

Clarke was thrown back mto a
wail and was pretty much help-
less on the floor The rest of the
crew, responding to the fIre,
radioed to the Farms Fire De-
partment WhICh dispatched an
ambulance to take Lt Clarke to
the hospital

some painful muscle tears, but
nothmg major, such as a rup-
tured diSC, reported Chief Costa
According to the chief, the

Juries plaguing firemen come
from sliding down that brass
pole that looks like so much fun.

"Firemen are always injuring
their backs, legs, knees and
ankles from the pole," said
Chief Costa, "which IS why so
many departments are now be-
ing OOllt on one level."

At last report, Lt Clarke is
spending a few days at home re-
cuperating and should be back
on the job shortly.

With the 1984 election only a month behll1d us,

You don't have to be Scandinavian to appreciate the
legend of the lovely Sicilian maiden who was adopted b~
the Swedes as their "Queen of Lights." Lucia was a beauti-
ful young girl, born into a rich and noble family in the third
century A.D. The family, in addition to being rich and no-
bAe, was Christian - which, in the third century A.D.,
meant trouble, for Christians were subject to persecution
in the then-pagan Roman Empire.

So LUCIa and her mother brought gifts to the poor at
night, 111 secrecy, Lucia with a candle on her head to light
the way, for her arms were full. She was eventually dis-
covered, sentenced to be burned ... but the wood would
not catch fire, so the young woman was killed by a sword
thrust on Dec. 13, which became her Saint's Day.

In Scandinavia, according to the old calendar, Dec. 13
was the fIrst day after the longest mght of the year. And in
Scandinavia, far to the north, that night was a very long
mght. The pagan Swedes rejoiced at the end of darkness
and the return of hght, and traveling Norsemen, coming m
contact with the Christian south, brought tales of Santa
Lucia home With them.

She became Sweden's "Queen of Lights," her legend
woven 1I1to Swede11's early Christmas festivals. She re-
mams so today. The Lucia FeStival is celebrated not on1y
in Swedish homes, but in hospitals, schools, offices, hotels,
restaurants, factories: wherever people gather. Each
town selects its Lucia, and every year in Stockholm the
