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INTRODUCTION

Pembroke Township in Kankakee County, Illinois has the largest and highest quality
black oak savannas and associated sand ecosystems in Illinois. Sweet Fern Savanna Land and
Water Reserve (L&WR) was the first protected property in the township. This one-mile-long
strip has elevation changes that result in varying wetness conditions. Accordingly, the
vegetation spans the spectrum of upland, wetland, and facultative plants, and 426 species of
native plants have been identified, with 14 confirmed state-listed species. The largest population
of Comptonia peregrina (sweet fern) in Illinois is located on the property.

With such diversity of native flora, including rare, threatened and endangered plants
providing habitat, it might be expected that the fauna would be equally diverse. It is the purpose
of this two year survey to determine the extent of the diversity of certain insect populations,
namely the Lepidopterans and the leafhoppers, which are known to have small populations of
extinction prone (conservative) species persisting in some remnants of Illinois' native
ecosystems.

METHODS

Sweep nets and aerial nets were used for catching and identifying butterflies, skippers
and leafhoppers during daytime hours. Various host plants were regularly examined for larval
stages. Battery-powered black light bucket traps and generator-powered mercury vapor lights
illuminating white sheets were used to collect insects during each nighttime visit. Collection
sites were selected on the basis of the proximity and abundance of various selected host plants.

Easily identified insects were captured, identified, and released. Less tractable species
were sacrificed and retained for further examination; these will be housed as voucher specimens
at Northeastern Illinois University or at the Illinois Natural History Survey (INHS), Champaign,
Ilinois.

The taxonomy and nomenclature were according to Hodges (3). Except for the two
species new to Illinois, identifications were confirmed by comparison to photographs of
specimens in the collections at the Field Museum of Natural History or the INHS (2).

RESULTS

A total of 261 species of Lepidoptera (Table 1) were found on nine visits (Table 2) to
Sweet Fern Savanna (Fig. 1). There were 239 species of moths and 22 species of butterflies. Of
the 239 species of moths, two species, Catocala antinympha and Elaphria georgei, had never
been reported in Illinois, and both are species of concern in Ohio. Catocala antinympha (Fig. 2)
is listed as threatened and Elaphria georgei is a species of Special Interest (5). Twenty-one
moth species were remnant-dependent (4). Of the 22 butterfly species that were sighted, four are
considered remnant-dependent (4).



The State-threatened regal fritillary (Speyeria idalia) (Fig. 3) can be seen in good
numbers on almost every trip to Sweet Fern during their season, and the great spangled fritillary
(Speyeria cybele)(Fig. 4) is fairly common.

Photographs of the following notable moth species are included in this report: Gabara
subniviosella (Fig. 5) is very uncommon throughout its range; the sensitive fern borer moth,
Papaipema inquaesita (Fig. 6) and the Vernonia missurica feeder P. limpida (Fig. 7) are fairly
common in Illinois savannas and prairies; Euxoa niveilinea (Fig. 8) is a very uncommon
savanna-dependent species; and the Hadena ectypa larva (Fig. 9) was found feeding on its host
plant, Silene stellata (starry campion).

Several leafhoppers were captured and await identification.

DISCUSSION

The number of species of moths and butterflies found on Sweet Fern Savanna L&WR
during approximately 90 hours (Table 2) of observation and collecting was 261. Most
remarkable at Sweet Fern was the finding of two species of moths new to Illinois, namely,
Catocala antinympha and Elaphria georgei. Consideration should be given to placing these two
species on the State list of endangered species. Voucher specimens of both species will be
housed eventually at the Illinois Natural History Survey, Champaign, Illinois.

Of the eight rare savanna-requiring species listed in the project objectives of the grant
proposal, three were found at Sweet Fern. These were the Indian skipper (Hesperia sassaucus),
which feeds on grasses of the genus Andropogon, the sweet fern underwing (Catocala
antinympha), and the leadplant-feeding abbreviated underwing (Catocala abbrieviatella). New
Jersey tea (Ceanothus americanus) is abundant at Sweet Fern, so it was surprising that none of
the target Ceanothus-feeders was found; however, the remnant-dependent, Ceanothus-feeder
Erynnis martialis (mottled dusky wing) was found.

SUMMARY

The rich diversity of plants at Sweet Fern Savanna L&WR provides for an equally rich
diversity in insect species, notably the moths and butterflies targeted in this survey. The finding
of 261 species of Lepidopterans, with two new state records and a total of 25 remnant-dependent
species attests to the quality of the habitat in Pembroke Twp., Kankakee County, Illinois. We
expect that the list will be moderately expanded during the next year of this survey.
