Award-winning illustrator John Mattos created the stylized, art deco illustration of Ray Harroun
driving the Marmon “Wasp,” winner of the inaugural Indianapolis 500 in 1911, on the Indianapolis 500
Forever Stamp. Text along the bottom of the stamp reads “Indianapolis 500,” with small type along the
bottom of the stamp opposite the year 2011 reads “100 YEARS OF RACING.”

The USPS receives thousands of suggestions annually to honor various subjects on postage stamps,
with the Citizens” Stamp Advisory Committee recommending 20 to 25 subjects for final approval by
the Postmaster General. Stamp subjects must stand the test of time, reflect the cultural diversity of the
United States and have broad national appeal.

This is the second time the Marmon “Wasp” has been featured on a U.S. postage stamp. The car also
was highlighted as a 17.5-cent stamp in the Transportation series in 1987.

* The Marmon “Wasp” driven to victory by Ray Harroun in the 1911 Indianapolis 500

* All four cars to earn consecutive victories in the Indianapolis 500 (Boyle Maserati, Wilbur Shaw,
1939-40; Blue Crown Spark Plug Deidt/Offy, Mauri Rose, 1947-48; Fuel Injection KK500A/Offy,
Bill Vukovich, 1953-54; Belond Exhaust Salih Offy, 1957, Sam Hanks, 1958, Jimmy Bryan)

* Each winning car driven by the three four-time winners of the Indianapolis 500, A.J. Foyt, Al
Unser and Rick Mears

* Roger Penske’s private collection of his team’s Indianapolis 500-winning cars

* Every winning car from the 1950s and 1960s, including the Ken-Paul Watson-Offy driven to
victory in 1960 by Jim Rathmann and the Lotus-Ford in which Jim Clark won in 1965

* Every winning car from the 1980s and 1990s

The Indianapolis Motor Speedway Hall of Fame Museum is open every day of the week from 9 a.m.-
5 p.m. Admission is $5 for adults, $3 for ages 6- 15 and free for 5 and under. The Museum is located
inside the Indianapolis « g
Motor Speedway and can be
accessed through the Main
Gate (Gate 2) tunnel from
W. 16th Street.

Located on the grounds
of the Indianapolis Motor
Speedway 5 miles northwest
of downtown Indianapolis,
the Museum is recognized
as one of the most
highly visible museums
in the world devoted to
automobiles and auto e
l‘acing. In 1987, the Sixty-seven cars that won the Indianapolis 500 comprise a once-in-a- l fetlme display
Museum and Speedway through June 1 at the IMS Hall of Fame Museum.
grounds were honored with the designation of National Historic Landmark.

Tony Hulman and Karl Kizer, the Museum’s first director, established the original Hall of Fame
Museum in 1956. Located at the southwest corner of the Speedway’s property where the Speedway’s
Administration Building now stands, the building was large enough only to display a few vintage race
cars. Before long, it was obvious something more substantial was needed.

During 1975, Hulman built a larger, more modern museum at the south end of the Speedway’s
infield. It opened in 1976, coinciding with the United States Bicentennial celebration.

Constructed of pre-cast cement and Wyoming quartz, the facility encompasses 96,000 square feet of
museum, retail and office space. Museum display space measures approximately 30,000 square feet. The
building also houses two Speedway gift shops, the track’s photography department and other offices, and
a departure area for bus tours of the historic 2.5-mile oval is located near the Museum’s front doors.

For a more visual taste of the Indianapolis 500, the Museum offers visitors the 48-seat Tony Hulman
Theatre, featuring a 20-minute presentation of historic footage and Indianapolis 500 highlights.

Track tours are available year-round (except in the event of inclement weather, and on event and
private testing days), and the Museum also offers a very popular and more thorough 90-minute behind-
the-scenes “Grounds Tour” on select days throughout the year.

The Hall of Fame Museum also displays the equipment and methods used for timing and scoring the
Indianapolis 500 from the first race to the 21st century.

An extensive trophy collection, including the famed Borg-Warner Trophy, the Brickyard 400 trophy
and the Red Bull Indianapolis GP trophy, is on display along with auto racing trophies, honors and
awards from around the world.

1911: HARROUN WINS INAUGURAL
INDIANAPOLIS 500

After two seasons of two- and three-day
multi-event programs, Speedway management
decides for 1911 to present just one major
event paying a huge purse. Seeking something
lasting around seven hours, they calculate that
an attractive-sounding 500 miles could be

run off in that time. On the morning of May
30, 1911 — Memorial Day — 40 cars line up
for the start of the very first Indianapolis 500.
Virtually all of them are stripped-down versions of passenger cars currently being sold to the public. The
eventual winner, however, has been built strictly for competition. Following complaints that the locally
built, single-seat streamlined Marmon “Wasp” has no provision for carrying the generally accepted
“riding mechanic,” driver/engineer Ray Harroun finds a solution. Above the cowling, he rigs up a 3-by-
8-inch mirror, believed to be the very first rearview mirror ever used on an automobile. Near the race’s
halfway point, he turns the wheel over to a relief driver, Cyrus Patschke, but returns for the final half and
wins the very first Indianapolis 500 in a time of 6 hours, 42 minutes, at an average speed of 74.602 mph.

1912: DePALMA'S BIG PUSH

Italian-born immigrant Ralph DePalma leads 196 of
the first 198 laps and is ahead by 5%2 laps when his
privately entered German Mercedes Grand Prix car

| breaks down only 1% laps short of the checkered flag.
With the appreciative crowd giving them plenty of
support, he and his riding mechanic then get out and
push the heavy car for several hundred yards in an
unsuccessful effort to finish. After Joe Dawson comes
from behind to win, the defeated DePalma endears
himself still further to the public by being among the
first to congratulate him.

1914: FOREIGN ‘INVADER" ALMOST TOPS 100
Frenchman Georges Boillot turns a qualifying lap

at 99.85 mph to come within an “eye blink” of the
Speedway’s first 100-mph lap. He drives a 345-cubic-
inch Peugeot Grand Prix car on this, his only trip to the
Brickyard. The flamboyant Boillot is the defending two-
time winner of the French Grand Prix and considered by
many to be the finest driver in Europe at the time. He
will give his life for his country in less than two years’
time, being shot down in acrial combat over Verdun,
France, near the German border, on May 20, 1916.
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1919: WILCOX BREAKS 100

Shortly after time trials begin, Howdy Wilcox goes
out to become the first to turn a qualifying lap in
excess of 100 mph. Six others accomplish this after
him, including Frenchman Rene Thomas, who sits
5 on the pole at 104.78 mph. Wilcox starts second

1921: DePALMA EXTENDS LAPS LED RECORD

Ralph DePalma, the first to win the pole under the
new four-lap qualifying format (1920), repeats and
is the first to win the pole for a second time. He
drops out while leading at 112 laps, having extended
his “career laps led” total to 612, a record which will
not be beaten until Al Unser finally exceeds it 66
years later, in 1987.

1923: FIRST TWO-TIME WINNER

Tommy Milton is the first driver to win for a second
l time.

1926: UNKNOWN WINS RAIN-SHORTENED RACE
Frank Lockhart, who two years later will lose his life
in an attempt to break the World Land Speed Record
at Daytona Beach, shows up at Indianapolis as a
23-year-old unknown. He is due to serve as a relief
driver for Bennett Hill. In the meantime, driver/
owner Peter Kreis is stricken with pneumonia and
cannot drive. Lockhart replaces him, sets a one-lap
track record of 115.448 mph on an incomplete
qualification run and then wins the rain-shortened
race (400 miles) by two full laps.

1927: LOCKHART BREAKS 120
Defending winner Frank Lockhart is the
first to qualify in excess of 120 mph. His
four-lap average is 120.100 mph, with
his fastest being almost 121 at 120.918
mph. He sets another record by leading
the entire first 200 miles. Dutch Baumann
takes over when Lockhart makes a stop,
but the defending winner is back in front
by Lap 91. He drops out at Lap 120 with
a broken connecting rod.

1928: DURAY PUSHES RECORD TEMPORARILY
OUT OF REACH

It seems like a movie script. Harry Hartz, recovering
from injuries, plans to drive his own car right up until
the first qualifying day. He makes an incomplete attempt [
and then turns the car over to 24-year-old Billy Arnold,
who qualifies for the pole. Arnold leads all but the first
two laps, wins by five laps and is the first to average 100
mph without the aid of a relief driver. His record of
leading 198 out of 200 laps in the same race has never
been broken and probably will stand forever.

Not only is Louis Meyer is the first driver to win the “500” for a third
time, but he is also involved in the beginning of three major Indianapolis
Motor Speedway traditions. He is the first to be presented with the

keys to the Pace Car (a Packard), it is the first year for the Borg-Warner
Trophy, and he unknowingly begins a tradition by being photographed
in Victory Lane drinking what appears to be regular milk. It is actually
buttermilk. Milk industry executives seize upon the opportunity and
make sure that milk is handed to the winner for the next several years.
Milk disappears from the victory celebration between 1947 and 1955,
but it returns for good in 1956.

1937: SNYDER DOES 130

With supercharging once again permitted, Jimmy
Snyder is the first to turn a qualifying lap in excess
of 130 mph. The new European formula of 183
cubic inches supercharged (and 274 cubic inches
unsupercharged) will come into effect in 1938,
but for the time being a massive 366 cid is still
permissible. Chief mechanic Art Sparks takes
advantage of that, and Snyder rides a rocket ship.

1946: TONY'S MIRACLE

Just six months after Terre Haute businessman Anton
“Tony” Hulman Jr. has purchased the Indianapolis Motor
Speedway (sadly neglected due to four years of inactivity
during World War II), the 500 Mile Race is revived.

Another closely contested event sees the lead
swapped 20 times among seven drivers. After
the third (and presumably final) pit stop,
Eddie Sachs is confounded by the fact that
A.]. Foyt, with whom he has thus far been
evenly matched, is now able to pull away.
Unknown to either driver, Foyts refueling
mechanism has malfunctioned on the recent
stop, and he has received no fuel. Running
“light,” he is able to pull away. Only 16 laps
from the end, Foyt comes in for an emergency
“splash-and-go” and Sachs finds himself with a
30-second lead. But the effort to try and keep
up has placed undue wear on his tires, and with only three laps remaining, Sachs comes in to change the
right rear. He takes the checkered flag 8.28 seconds after the 26-year-old Foyt has scored his first of four
victories.

1962: PARNELLI BREAKS 150

With the final remaining few hundred yards
of bricks on the main straight now covered
over with asphalt, Parnelli Jones becomes the
first driver to lap in excess of 150 mph. He
does it on all four of his qualifying laps, the
first being the fastest at 150.729 mph.
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1963: SPECTACULAR OPENING LAP

The popular Novi racing cars have not been in the lineup

for five years. Now owned by Andy Granatelli, history is
made when three Novis are qualified for the first time, Jim
Hurtubise starting second. The supercharger is slow to
respond at the green flag and he falls to seventh going into
the first turn. Coming out of the fourth turn on Lap 1,
Hurtubise has moved all the way back up to second behind
pole sitter Parnelli Jones, his close friend. The crowd rises

to its feet when Hurtubise pulls to the inside, unleashes the
power of the Novi and roars past Parnelli to lead Lap 1. The
next time around, Parnelli is leading again, but here comes
“Herk!” He pulls exactly the same maneuver and passes
Parnelli once more, but this time not until after crossing the
start/finish line. Parnelli regains command soon after, and

Jim will eventually drop out. But fans will never forget those
opening laps.

1965: NEW LOOK IN VICTORY LANE: ENGINE
BEHIND THE DRIVER
Scotland’s Jim Clark leads 190 of the 200 laps
in a Ford-powered Lotus and becomes the first
driver to win in a rear-engined car. His average
speed of 150.686 mph for 500 miles is faster
than the Parnelli Jones pole speed of just three
years earlier.

1966: THE WEE SCOT ALMOST WINS

With a healthy lead, Scottish rookie Jackie Stewart appears to have the race
won when he slows to a halt at the north end of the track with only nine laps
remaining. Under the mistaken impression that he can still be classed as a
finisher by pushing his car across the line (as is the rule in Europe at the time),
he climbs out and begins the task. After an official explains that he does not
need to do so here, Jackie then abandons the car and walks in, smiling and
waving to acknowledge a huge ovation from the crowd. It turns out that the oil
pressure had dropped to zero, and the thoughtful Jackie was merely trying to
save his car owner, John Mecom, the expense of a blown engine. Fellow Grand
Prix driver and teammate Graham Hill wins the race, but ]acklc is voted Rookle of the Year.

1967: PARNELLI ALMOST WINS ... WITH
A TURBINE

The long-anticipated participation by a

turbine-powered car finally becomes a reality,
and it almost wins first time out. Turbines
have been entered before but none has ever
qualified. Driving a revolutionary four-wheel-
drive vehicle powered by a Pratt & Whitney
gas turbine helicopter engine, Parnelli Jones
leads all but 25 of the first 196 laps only to
glide to a halt near the entrance to the pits. -
A bearing in the rear end has failed so that power can no longer be delivered to the track. This allows
A.J. Foyt to take the lead, and just moments before he is due to come around to take the checkered flag,
a multi-car accident develops on the main straight. Incredibly, Foyt has already had a premonition that

something might happen and has taken the precaution of slowing down. He picks his way through the
debris and then gears up for the final few yards, past the still-stunned Jones and his Andy Granatelli crew.
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1968: MORE LATE-RACE TURBINE TROUBLES

A turbine-powered car drops out while leading within sight of
= the finish for the second consecutive year. This time it is Joe
Leonard, driving a wedge-shaped rear-engine Lotus which was
originally assigned to the late Jim Clark. The field has been

under caution because of a late-race accident, and Leonard

| is only eight laps from home when the green comes out. His
Pratt & Whitney-powered car suffers a “flame out” and Bobby
| Unser sails by to his first of three victories. It later comes to
light that Unser had lost all but top gear, his departure from
the pits after stops having required extraordinary skill.

1969: MARIO'S DAY

Mario Andretti is lucky to be walking around. The car
he wanted to qualify, a turbocharged four-wheel-drive
Lotus, was totally demolished in a horrendous accident
during practice. The crew hauls out its older rear-drive
Brawner Hawk, which recently won the Trenton 200,
and Mario qualifies for the middle of the front row. He
is embarrassed by the flash burns on his cheeks, and
while it does appear to be him in the traditional “front
row” photographs, it is actually his twin brother, Aldo.
Mario and A.J. Foyt trade the lead in the early stages, but
after Foyt is delayed by a faulty turbocharger, perennial
“hard-luck” driver Lloyd Ruby comes into the mix. Poor Ruby is eliminated just past the halfway mark
when, due to a misunderstanding during a pit stop, he tries to leave before the refueling mechanism
has been disconnected. Mario cruises to the checkered flag but has been alarmed for quite some time
by skyrocketing water temperature. After the car has been rolled back to the garage and Mario has
“recovered” from the famous “kiss” by car owner/sponsor Andy Granatelli, the crew is curious as to just
how much oil and lubricant is left in the transmission. They dismantle it, and out flutters a bunch of

dried-up brown flakes.

1971: REVSON'S UPSET

Although bolt-on rear wings are not permitted, and, according
to the official wording, “any acrodynamic device must be an
integral part of the body,” Team McLaren has cleverly found

a way to mold a rear wing into the engine cover. Phenomenal
downforce is achieved, and during practice, Mark Donohue,
driving a Roger Penske-owned McLaren, reaches almost 181
mph, approximately 10 mph faster than the official record.
Naturally, he is considered a “shoo-in” for the pole, but while
his four-lap qualifying average of 177.087 mph (fastest lap at
178.607 mph) breaks the old record by a considerable margin,
it is far below what was anticipated. Car after car fails to knock
Donohue from the pole until Peter Revson, driving for the
McLaren team, goes out and records 178.696 mph for four laps and 179.354 mph for one. Donohue is
knocked from the pole, and the huge crowd realizes it has witnessed a major upset.

1972: IN COME THE WINGS, UP GO THE SPEEDS

Bolt-on rear wings are allowed for the first time, and
qualifying records skyrocket by an incredible 26 mph. Peter
Revson’s 1971 marks of 178.696 mph for four laps and
179.354 mph for one are broken several times, Bobby Unser
finally stunning everybody with 195.940 mph for four laps
and 196.678 mph for one.
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1973: CLOSER THAN EVER T0 200

Team McLaren’s Johnny Rutherford has the crowd on its
feet, on a cold and rain-threatening first day of time trials,
when one of his laps is turned at 199.071 mph. Noting the
wild gesturing of people standing outside the brand-new
Turn 2 VIP suites, he later reveals, “I'm thinking to myself,
‘Either something is falling off the car or else I'm going
very, very quickly.”” The “magic” 200 can’t be too far away.

1977: SNEVA BREAKS 200

Tom Sneva is the first driver to officially lap in excess of
200 mph. Gordon Johncock, A.J. Foyt, Mario Andretti
and Johnny Rutherford all have managed it unofficially

on the recently repaved track, but none can achieve it in
qualifications. Sneva’s opening lap is 200.401 mph. Lap 2
is even faster at 200.535 mph. On Laps 3 and 4, the speed
drops below 200, but Sneva has given the sun-baked crowd
what it came for.

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1977: JANET MAKES HISTORY * - A\

Janet Guthrie becomes the first female driver to qualify for the (0 :

1977: MORE HISTORY: FOYT WINS HIS FOURTH

i When Gordon Johncock breaks a crankshaft with only 16 laps

the first driver ever to win the “500” for a fourth time. Once the
Victory Circle celebrations have concluded and Foyt prepares to
be driven around the track on a lap of honor in the Pace Car, he
invites Speedway owner Tony Hulman to ride with him. Masses

of people run out onto the track surface to greet them as they
come around. It is an extremely poignant moment, for not only
has Tony never done this before, it is the last time most people

will ever see him. He passes away Oct. 27 at the age of 76.

SIDEPOD
Johnny Rutherford has just won the “500”
for a third time and is driving around on his e
“cool-off lap” on his way to Victory Circle
when he comes upon rookie Tim Richmond,
stranded at the entrance to the pits and
standing next to his car. It has run out of
fuel. The two drivers have been “garaged”
next to each other in Gasoline Alley for
the entire month and have become good
friends. Rutherford slows down and yells to
the charismatic newcomer to climb onto the
sidepod, whereupon the crowd on the main
straight roars its approval as the new three-
time winner gives the ninth-place-finishing
Rookie of the Year a “lift” down to his pit.

g M | Gordon Johncock leads Rick Mears by just a couple of car lengths
' when Mears ducks in for his final scheduled pit stop at Lap 183.
| His Penske crew has him away in 18 seconds. Johncock comes
| in at Lap 186, and his Patrick crew pulls a major coup by giving
Johncock only the amount of fuel they believe he will need to
finish. They have him away in 13 seconds. The Penske crew is
stunned. At Lap 188, Mears finds himself 11 seconds in arrears.
| It is a virtuoso performance as Mears spends the next few laps
slicing away at the disadvantage. The deficit is cut from 7.9
seconds at Lap 192 to 6.4 at 193, 4.6 at 195, three seconds at 196
and a mere two at 197. As the two drivers head for the white flag,
Mears is drawing alongside Johncock. They enter Turn 1 together,
and Mears is forced to lift just slightly. He loses many yards but
remounts his challenge and comes up short at the checkered flag by only 16 one-hundredths of a second.
It is the closest finish in history, beating the previous record margin of 2.16 seconds, which has stood

since 1937.

1983: THE GAS MAN FINALLY WINS, BUT LITTLE AL MAKES HIS
PRESENCE KNOWN

Al Unser is leading under caution in the closing stages and is
attempting to join A.J. Foyt as a four-time winner of the “500.”
Behind him is Tom Sneva, who has yet to win and who is trying

NOT to become a four-time runner-up. The green comes out for
the sprint to the checkered at Lap 176 and, surprisingly, a lapped
car speeds past both of them. The driver is 21-year-old rookie Al
Unser Jr., who is the first in “500” history to be competing against
his own father. In a noble attempt to assist his father in winning, he
quickly allows “Big Al” to pass, but is less helpful with Sneva. While
accused of “blocking,” he is in reality running in such a fashion as
to disturb the air behind him and make it harder for Sneva to pass.
Sneva eventually finds his way around regardless and passes “Big Al” on Lap 191. Sneva’s subsequent win

is tremendously popular, and it gives chief mechanic George Bignotti an unprecedented seventh victory.
But everyone is talking about “Little AL”

Tom Sneva is the first to exceed 210 mph and breaks five
track records in four laps by recording, on consecutive laps,
209.113, 209.898, 210.423 and 210.689 mph. He looks as if
he might successfully defend his 1983 race win, as well, since
he is running second to Rick Mears with just over 30 laps

to go. The pack is “under caution” and just getting ready for
restart when Sneva is forced out with a broken CV joint.

1985: SPIN AND WIN

Danny Sullivan dives low through turn one on Lap 120 to
grab the lead from Mario Andretti, only to have the tail slide
out as he exits the turn. He spins around one-and-a-quarter
times across the south “short chute” as Andretti dives to the
inside to successfully avert a collision. Miraculously, Sullivan
completely avoids hitting the wall, recovers from the spin
and then makes his way around to the pits for a change of
tires. None of the drivers can believe what they have seen,
and tire engineers are amazed to discover the tires bear no
flat spots. Twenty laps later, Sullivan passes Andretti again, -
in exactly the same place, and this time is successful. He is famously the first ever to “spin and win.”
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® Kevin Cogan has recently passed both Rick Mears and
Bobby Rahal and is leading under a late-race caution period
when the green flag comes out for a sprint to the finish with
only two laps to go. Rahal gets a better restart and beats
Cogan into Turn 1. Mears hangs with both of them and
they take the checkered flag only 1.27 seconds apart for by
far the closest 1-2-3 finish ever. There is plenty of emotion
because Rahal’s car owner, Jim Trueman, is extremely ill.
He spends the entire race in his pit but is too sick to attend
a celebratory parade in his hometown of Columbus, Ohio,
and he passes away only 11 days after the race.

1987: THE 500 IS WON BY ... A SHOW CAR?!

Roberto Guerrero is leading when he makes his final
scheduled pit stop at Lap 182. But there is a problem
with his master cylinder, and he stalls. Into the lead
goes Al Unser, who wasn't even sure he would be
driving in this race. He had been replaced on the
Roger Penske team by Danny Ongais, but when
Ongais sustained a concussion in an accident during
practice, Al was invited to rejoin colleagues Rick Mears
and Danny Sullivan. Because this pair has already
determined that the 1986 chassis are performing
better than the new ones, there is a scramble to find

an ’86 for Al. He qualifies on the final weekend with a chassis retrieved from a display in the lobby of a
Pennsylvania hotel. When Al takes the checkered flag, it extends his career total of “laps led” to 613, thus
breaking the record held by Ralph DePalma since 1921.

1989: EMMO AND LITTLE AL
Al Unser Jr., who did not make a pit stop

during a late-race yellow, while Emerson
Fittipaldi did, finds himself being “reeled

in” by Fittipaldi down the backstretch with
1% laps to go. Several lapped cars are just
ahead. Suddenly, just before the end of the
backstretch, Fittipaldi whips to the inside and
draws alongside Unser. They are side by side
— Fittipaldi on the inside — as they negotiate
Turn 3. They rub wheels. Unser’s car is thrown
out of control and he executes a half-spin into the wall. The yellow flag flies, along with the white, and
the Pace Car picks up the field. Fittipaldi, fearing for his young friend’s life, is greatly relieved to see
“Little Al” standing safely at the side of the track and giving him a double-thumbs-up.

1990: ARIE WINS AT 185
Arie Luyendyk takes the lead from Bobby Rahal on Lap 168 and goes

on to win in record time. Because the race has been slowed by caution

periods only four times — each of them very brief — Luyendyk is able
to complete 500 miles in only 2 hours, 41 minutes, 18.404 seconds
for an average speed of 185.981 mph. Not only is this a record by a
considerable margin, but it will still be solidly standing 18 years later.
And it exceeds Ray Harroun’s 1911 time by four hours.
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1991: WILLY T. MAKES HISTORY

With barely 45 minutes of qualifying time remaining, Willy T. Ribbs finally
overcomes a month filled with mechanical woes and puts together four
trouble-free laps to become the first African-American driver ever to qualify
for the Indianapolis 500. He rolls slowly down the pit lane after qualifying at
217.358 mph and hoists himself halfway out of the cockpit. Everywhere he
looks he sees arms waving in the air. Under threatening skies, the crowd is far
from a record, but everyone in it is wildly enthusiastic about what they have

just witnessed.

1991: AROUND THE OUTSIDE FOR RICK
AND MICHAEL

The fans in Turn 1 are treated to a phenomenal
sight late in the race when Michael Andretti
out-accelerates Rick Mears on a restart and
then passes Mears through the turn ON THE
OUTSIDE. This is a rarely seen maneuver, but
the fans don’t have very long to wait before they
see it again. To the amazement of everyone —
Michael included — Mears performs a breathtaking outside pass of his own, this one at full speed, on the
very next lap. While Michael hangs on for second, Mears goes on to join A. J. Foyt and Al Unser as a
four-time winner of the “500.”

1992: THE CLOSEST FINISH EVER

€| Following a late-race caution, Al Unser Jr.,
leads Scott Goodyear on a restart at Lap 194
and many are surprised to see a tenacious
Goodyear (who started 33rd) hang with the
leader. The separation between the two hardly
varies until, coming out of the final turn,
Unser gets a little sideways. Goodyear dives
for the inside and almost draws alongside,
failing to pip Unser at the line by an official
margin of .043 of a second, for the closest
finish ever.

2001: HELIO CLIMBS THE FENCE

Just one year after a Colombian rookie, Juan Pablo Montoya, has won the
race, another South American rookie triumphs. This time it is Brazilian
Helio Castroneves. The effervescent Castroneves breaks with the long-
standing tradition of driving straight to Victory Circle, instead stopping at
the start/finish line on the next lap, climbing out and then running across
the track to scale the fence. Many of his crew members run across from the
pits and follow suit.

2005: DANICA LEADS!

On a restart at Lap 190,

the crowd goes wild when
leader Dan Wheldon is out-
accelerated by 23-year-old rookie Danica Patrick. Earlier,
on Lap 56, during “pit stop shuffles,” Danica had become
the first female ever to lead the “500.” She holds the lead
this time for four laps undil finally repassed by Wheldon.
She ends up fourth, but the ovation afforded her during
the final laps is as loud as anything heard in years. After
27 years, Janet Guthrie’s 1978 ninth-place finish is no
longer the highest ever by a woman.
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2006: THE ULTIMATE DASH FOR VICTORY
There has quite simply never been a
finish like that of 2006. There have been
numerous late-race changes of lead in the
past, eight different drivers having led as
late as Lap 196 and not won. But never
has there been a “500” in which the story
line shifts so many times in the closing
minutes. The final 18 laps see a record five
different drivers out in front. No driver
has ever won in consecutive years with
two different teams, but Dan Wheldon
seems to be on the verge of pulling it

off. He leads 148 of the 200 laps and is
in front as late as Lap 182. Then Tony
Kanaan takes over. A select number of

drivers have led at least one lap in their
first four “500” starts, but Kanaan, the
2004 runner-up, becomes the first to do
so in five. Michael Andretti, having led
more laps than any other driver who has

never won, retired in 2003, but now he is back. He wanted to race against his own son. He is gambling
on a different pit strategy than his adversaries, and when several of them, including Kanaan, make stops
during a late-race caution, Michael takes over. Could it be that he will finally win? He leads at the Lap
196 restart, but to everyone’s amazement he is passed just over a lap later (on the outside going into
Turn 1, no less) by Marco, his 19-year-old son, and the grandson of Mario. Apparently another record is
about to be broken. When the late Troy Ruttman won the 1952 “500,” he was only 22 years and 80 days
old. Young Marco is almost exactly three full years younger than that. So, a 19-year-old rookie, racing
against his father, is about to become the first grandson of a former winner to take the checkered flag.
But wait! Marco holds on through Turn 4 of the final lap, but here comes Sam Hornish Jr. Hornish had
a pit stop problem earlier which supposedly pushed him out of contention. Hornish has, in six previous
starts, never placed within the top 10. Surely, time has run out for him on this occasion, but incredibly,
he draws along the inside of young Andretti and slingshots into the lead. A stunned Marco is beaten

by .0635 of a second — the second-closest finisher ever. His equally stunned father comes home third,
Michael now having led 430 laps, which is four more than Rick Mears, who won the “500” four times.
The five drivers who led within the last 18 laps occupy the first five finishing positions, Wheldon and
Kanaan coming across fourth and fifth, respectively. Ralph de Palma in 1912, Al Unser, Jr. in 1989 and
Robby Gordon in 1999 led the “500” as late as Lap 198 and were denied victory. Marco Andretti even
cleared the final turn in the lead and didn’t win. It was a truly incredible final 15 minutes.

500 FESTIVAL PARADE

The 500 Festival Parade took place for the
first time in 1957. It, and several other related
activities, largely came about following a series
of newspaper editorials by local columnists
over a two- or three-year period, who had
witnessed the several-day celebration in
advance of the Kentucky Derby.

“BACK HOME AGAIN IN INDIANA”

Although there are reports that “Indiana,” as the song was
originally titled when published in 1917, was played by a
trackside brass band as Hoosier driver Howdy Wilcox ran
out his final laps on the way to winning the 1919 “500,” it
was not until 1946 that it was sung on race morning. James
Melton, of the New York Metropolitan Opera Company,
was a collector of classic cars, and was at one time president
of the Antique Automobile Club of America. He supplied
several of the vehicles which participated in a race-morning
lap of classic automobiles around the track in 1946, and
approximately 45 minutes before the start of the race, he sang “Indiana” with the Purdue University
band over the public address system. It was so well received that he was invited back the following year,
and in 1948, it was decided to “move it up” to its current slot in the order of the day, just prior to the
firing of the engines. Among Melton’s better-known successors have been Mel Tormé, Vic Damone,
Dinah Shore, Ed Ames, Peter Marshall, Dennis Morgan and Johnny Desmond, with popular Jim Nabors
having missed only a handful of years since 1972.

BALLOONS BEFORE THE START
It is believed that 1947 was the first year for the release of multi-
colored balloons on race morning and that it was Tony Hulman’s
wife, Mary Fendrich Hulman, who made the suggestion. By
1950, the release had been timed to coincide, as it does to this
day, with the final notes of “Back Home Again in Indiana.”

< BORG-WARNER TROPHY
| The Borg-Warner Trophy,
one of the most recognizable ‘
trophies in all of sports, has been e 'i
| awarded to the winner of every
Indianapolis 500 Mile Race since ji§
1936. Crafted out of sterling ’
silver by Spaulding-Gorham of
| Chicago, it was unveiled at a
dinner in New York in February
1936, featuring bas-relief sculptures of every “500” winner up until that
time. The new winner has been added every year since, and in 1986 (the
trophy’s 50th anniversary), the final space became filled. The solution for
1987 was to add a base, but this too became filled, and in 2004, an even
larger version replaced it, this one with enough spaces to last through
2034. The only sculptured face not of a winning driver is that of the late
Speedway owner Tony Hulman, whose likeness, in gold, was placed on the base in 1987.
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BUMP DAY

This is a fairly recent term for the final day of
qualifications. It is theoretically the day on which,
once 33 cars have posted qualifying speeds, but
the allotted time for the day has not yet expired,
the only way for a participant to be able to

M join the field is to post a speed fast enough to
eliminate or “bump” the slowest car currently still
in. The term for “bumped” prior to World War
I was “crowded out.” Technically, “bumping”
could, and did, take place before the final day

of qualifications. Under the system used from
2005-10, “bumping” took on a slightly different

meaning because it could take place on every

qualifying day.

CARB DAY

Known for many years as
“Carburetion Day,” and
shortened only in recent years
to “Carb Day,” it refers to the
day on which cars qualified
for the starting field are given
the opportunity to practice in
“Race Day trim,” as opposed
to the less economical setups
required for out-and-out
speed during time trials. A major portion of this used to involve adjustment to the carburetors, but even
after the introduction of fuel injection in the late 1940s, the original term “carburetion runs” continued
to be used. For the record, the stock-block Ford-powered Lotus cars of Jim Clark and Dan Gurney in
1963 were the last to actually use carburetors on Carburetion Day.

GASOLINE ALLEY

This is a nickname for the Garage Area in which the racing cars are
housed at event time. It originally referred only to the one corner

where the fuel depot was located, but over a period of years, it came

to be applied to the entire complex. It seems to have first come into

use sometime in the 1920s and possibly may have been the result of a
newspaper strip cartoon of the same name which debuted in August 1919.

PACE CAR
With a huge field of

40 cars having met the
qualifying requirements
for starting the inaugural Indianapolis 500 in 1911, track founder Carl Fisher reasoned that this might
be too many for the typical standing starts then in vogue. He believed it would be safer instead to lead
them around on one unscored lap at approximately 40 or 45 mph and then release them to the flagman
as he pulled into the pits. Now commonplace at motor racing events throughout the United States, this
is believed to have been the very first mass rolling start for any automobile race anywhere in the world
and quite possibly the first use of a pace car for a major event.
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PAGODA

The Pagoda, begun in 1998 and completed in 2000, replaced
the glass-and-steel Master Control Tower, which was built
during the winter of 1956-57. Prior to that time, a Japanese-
style pagoda had occupied the spot. In fact, there were two

of them, the first being built in time for the 1913 “500” and
serving through 1925. It housed the press, timing and scoring,
prominent officials and VIP guests and, toward the end of its
run, a radio broadcast booth. Because it stood fairly close to the
edge of the track, it was decided, for safety reasons, to replace

it for 1926 with a newer version located a few yards farther
back. The current building, which has 10 stories and rises to the
height of a 13-story building, has a subtle suggestion of the old
pagodas designed into it for reasons of nostalgia.

“THE GREATEST
SPECTACLE IN RACING”
It was on Race Day 1955
when the world heard this
famous phrase for the first
time. While made famous by Sid Collins, chief announcer for the
Indianapolis Motor Speedway Radio Network broadcast of the
“500,” it was actually a young lady who coined it. Dating back into
the mid-1920s, radio broadcasts of the “500” typically consisted of a
few minutes of coverage of the start and the finish, with brief updates
in between, aired every 15 or 30 minutes. When the track created

its own network in 1952, this same format was continued. In 1953,
however, history was made when the race was covered in its entirety,
with no breaks at all except for commercials. When representatives
of the skyrocketing number of subscribing stations were asked for
comments and feedback, the most common request was that their
engineers could be alerted to an impending commercial break by

use of a standard “out cue.” The request was turned over to the sales staff of Indianapolis radio station
WIBC, the network’s “flagship” station, and it was a female copywriter in her early 20s named Alice
Greene who suggested the enduring classic, “Stay tuned to “The Greatest Spectacle in Racing.”

THE YARD OF BRICKS

The Yard of Bricks is another nostalgic link with the
past. After the track’s original surface of crushed rock
and tar was abandoned after only a few days of use in
August 1909, it was replaced during that fall by 3.2
million street-paving bricks, hauled in by rail from the
western part of the state. Approximately 90 percent
were Culver Blocks, manufactured by the Wabash Clay
Company of Veedersburg (near the Illinois border), the
remainder being supplied by other firms in the same
general area. The bricks were laid on their side in a bed
of sand, staggered in rows and separated by about 3/8th
of an inch on either side so that mortar could be poured
between them for strengthening. In the spring of 1936,
patches of asphalt were applied to the rougher portions of the turns. Over the next couple of years, more
and more asphalt was applied, so that by the time of the 1939 race, only about 650 yards of the main
straight were still of bricks. This portion survived for another 22 years until October 1961, when it too
was covered over, leaving exposed only 3 feet for the entire width of the track at the start/finish line. The
entire 2% miles has been resurfaced several times since then, with a fresh batch of the original bricks
being inlaid at the start/finish line once the new surface has had time to harden.
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WINNER’S DRINK OF MILK

Three-time “500” winner Louis Meyer regularly drank buttermilk
on a hot day, as his mother had told him it would refresh him,
and he consumed some in Victory Lane as a matter of course after
earning his third “500” victory in 1936. A dairy industry executive
happened to see a photograph of this in the following day’s

this would be repeated in the coming years. Milk was part of the
Victory Lane ceremony between 1937 and 1941 and then again in
1946, the first year after World War II, but disappeared between
1947 and 1955. The tradition was revived in 1956 and continues
to this day.

WINNER’S WREATH
Long used in Grand Prix racing, the winner’s wreath at
Indianapolis appears to have debuted in 1960, when a wreath
featuring several exotic-looking, dark-yellow and brown flowers
was placed on the shoulders of Jim Rathmann. A garland of
white and red carnations of the type normally associated with

|| horse racing was placed around the shoulders of A. J. Foyt

in 1961, and in 1962, Rodger Ward wore a wreath not too
dissimilar from those seen today. Underwritten by BorgWarner
Corporation, the wreaths were the creation of William J. “Bill”
Cronin, a longtime Indianapolis florist, who was at one time a
floral consultant for the parades of the Rose Bowl, Cotton Bowl
and the 500 Festival. He died in 1989. For most of the last 30
years, the wreath has featured 33 ivory-colored Cymbidium

«| orchids with burgundy tips, plus 33 miniature checkered flags,
intertwined with red, white and blue ribbons.

YELLOW SHIRTS (SAFETY PATROL)

From the time the Indianapolis Motor Speedway opened in
1909 until immediately after World War II, all events at the
track were policed by the Indiana National Guard. Shortly
after Tony Hulman purchased the track in November 1945,
one of his right-hand men, Joseph Quinn of the Clabber

Girl Baking Powder Company, set up a Board of Safety

which sought input from all of the major law enforcement
agencies. By 1948, the track’s own Safety Patrol had been
established, featuring dark-blue uniforms and pith helmets,
those of department heads painted gold, and the rank and file,
silver. The long-sleeved shirts, made of wool, were extremely
uncomfortable to wear, both on a hot day and when soaked
with rain. In the early 1970s, some of the senior staff members |
switched on weekends to considerably more comfortable
short-sleeved yellow shirts, while golden plastic “bump” or
“batting” helmets replaced the pith helmets. By 1975, all of
the blue uniforms had disappeared completely; baseball caps
had replaced the bump helmets and the term “yellow shirt”
had come into vogue.
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————=<THE BORG-WARNER TROPHYe

The Borg-Warner Trophy is one of the most coveted trophies in the world of sports. While it pays
tribute to many of the most revered drivers in auto racing history year-round, during the Month of May
it becomes the focal point for the drivers attempting to qualify for the Indianapolis 500 Mile Race, a
reminder of the glory and tradition associated with winning the fabled event.

With victory at the Indianapolis 500 comes the honor of having one’s face sculpted onto the 75-year-
old trophy. Separate squares are affixed to its sterling-silver body, on which each winner’s face, name
and winning year are permanently etched. A silversmith is commissioned each year to create the new
champion’s portrait/sculpture in bas-relief for placement on the trophy.

In 1935, the Borg-Warner Automotive Company (now called BorgWarner) commissioned designer
Robert J. Hill and Spaulding-Gorham, Inc., of Chicago, to create the trophy at a cost of $10,000.

Unveiled at a 1936 dinner hosted by then-Speedway owner Eddie Rickenbacker, the Borg-Warner
Trophy was officially declared the annual prize for Indianapolis 500 victors. It was first presented that
same year to champion Louis Meyer, who remarked, “Winning the Borg-Warner Trophy is like winning
an Olympic medal.”

The trophy was refurbished in 1992 and is valued at more than $1 million.

Today, 97 faces grace the trophy’s squares. The faces date back to Ray Harroun, winner of the first
Indianapolis 500 in 1911, and include two sets of dual victors (one driver started the race and the other
finished it) for 1924 and 1941. Four-time champions A.J. Foyt (1961, ‘64, ‘67, ‘77), Al Unser (1970,
‘71, ‘78, ‘87) and Rick Mears (1979, ‘84, ‘88, ‘91) are the only drivers to have their faces appear more
than three times on the trophy. Mears is the only one of those three to have a new likeness rendered for
each of his four victories. Tom Sneva (1983) is the only champion who appears on the trophy wearing
his eyeglasses, by his request.

Besides displaying Indianapolis 500 champions, the trophy features a 24-karat gold head portrait of
the late Speedway Owner and President Anton “Tony” Hulman Jr. in tribute to his rejuvenation of the
track and the Indianapolis 500 after World War II. Hulman’s image was added in 1987.

The last driver to have his likeness placed on the original trophy was Bobby Rahal in 1986, as all
the squares had been filled. A new base was added in 1987, and it was filled to capacity following Gil
de Ferran’s victory in 2003. For 2004, BorgWarner commissioned a new base that will not be filled to
capacity until 2034.

Since 1988, an 18-inch tall replica of the trophy, a “Baby Borg,” has been crafted in sterling silver
for presentation to the champion. A new tradition began with the 1997 winner as BorgWarner also
presented the winning car owner with a “Baby Borg.”

Each May, the Borg-Warner Trophy is featured at a number of Indianapolis 500 events, including
the public drivers’ meeting at the track, the 500 Festival Parade and the post-race Victory Celebration.
Immediately after each race, the trophy is hoisted into Victory Circle with the winning car and driver for

photographs.

QUEST FOR SAFETY IMPROVEMENTS
* NEVER ENDS AT INDIANAPOLIS 500 e =———

For the past 102 years, fostering innovation and development in motorsports safety have been a
priority for Indianapolis Motor Speedway leadership, and the teams and manufacturers that compete
at IMS. Over time, many exciting breakthroughs have occurred and, despite the inherently dangerous
nature of high-speed racing, many lives have been saved.

For example, the brick surface, one of the Speedway’s most treasured legacies that quickly lent the
nickname “The Brickyard” to the venerable track when it was laid down in 1909, was installed in
response to an acute need for greater safety.

When the original tar-and-crushed-stone surface proved too unstable during that first summer of
racing in 1909, track co-founders Carl G. Fisher and James Allison took little time in deciding that
paving bricks — more expensive but more robust than concrete — should be the surface of the future.

Another major innovation, for racing and the automobile industry in general, was crafted essentially
out of desperation two years later. Ray Harroun and the Nordyke & Marmon team showed up for the
inaugural Indianapolis 500 Mile Race with a single-seat car, the No. 32 “Wasp.” All other teams had
two-seat cars which allowed a riding mechanic to be on board and serve as a second set of eyes. The cry
went up that Harroun couldn’t see cars behind him, would therefore be a safety hazard when on track,
and should be banned from racing.

Harroun and the team took a piece of mirror and framed it in steel, mounted it at the top of his range
of vision, and the first-ever rear-view mirror was created.

Other “firsts” for racing that were perfected or came into being at IMS include the first use of a Pace
Car (1911), what is believed to be the first mass rolling start of a race (1911), the first use of four-wheel
hydraulic brakes (1921), the first installation of color warning lights (1935), the first mandatory use of
helmets (1935) and the first use of crash-data recorders (1993).

As the 21st century dawned on the Speedway, arguably the greatest invention to protect drivers in a
high-speed crash, the SAFER (Steel and Foam Energy Reduction) Barrier, was applied to the track’s four
turns, in May 2002.

The SAFER Barrier is constructed in 20-foot modules. Each module consists of five rectangular steel
tubes, welded together, to form a unified element. The modules are connected with internal steel splices,
and bundles of 2-inch-thick sheets of extruded, closed-cell polystyrene are placed between the concrete
wall and the steel tubing modules.

The barrier was developed by the INDYCAR and the University of Nebraska-Lincoln’s Midwest
Roadside Safety Facility beginning in 1998. NASCAR joined in the development of the project in
September 2000.

On Opening Day of the 2002 Indianapolis 500, the Speedway once again became the laboratory for
real-life safety research and discovery. Robby McGehee became the first driver to hit the SAFER Barrier
in practice. The severity of the crash could have resulted in serious consequences, but McGehee suffered
only minor injuries. The barrier also was in place for the 2002 Brickyard 400 and United States Grand
Prix, and every event since.

The SAFER Barrier was removed from the Speedway’s walls in August 2004 to make way for a complete
repaving of the oval. A second-generation version of the SAFER Barrier was installed in spring 2005.

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FIVE WINNERS, 42 ENTRIES IN

Five past winners and four IZOD IndyCar Series champions are among the drivers named to the 42
entries filed for the 2011 Indianapolis 500, scheduled for Sunday, May 29 at the Indianapolis Motor
Speedway.

Eighty-three cars comprise the 42 entries, the most entries since 2002. It’s the third consecutive year
with at least 40 entries on the list. It’s also the eighth consecutive year in which the number of entries has
climbed or held steady.

Defending
Indianapolis 500
winner Dario
Franchitti (2007,
2010) leads the list
of past winners,
which also includes
Helio Castroneves
(2001-02, 2009),
Buddy Rice (2004),
Scott Dixon (2008)
and Dan Wheldon
(2005). Franchitti
will attempt to
become just the
10th driver to
earn at least three
Indianapolis 500
victories, while
Castroneves is trying
to become just the fourth four-time winner in the illustrious history of the race, joining A.J. Foyt, Al Unser
and Rick Mears.

Series champions include Dixon (2003, 2008), Franchitti (2007, 2009, 2010), Tony Kanaan (2004) and
Wheldon (2005).

The healthy entry list guarantees plenty of dramatic action on both qualifying days, Pole Day on
Saturday, May 21 and Bump Day on Sunday, May 22.

The 2011 Indianapolis 500 is scheduled to start at noon (ET) Sunday, May 29 and will be broadcast live
by ABC, the IMS Radio Network and XM 145/Sirius 212. Opening Day is scheduled for Saturday, May
14, which also will feature the 100th Anniversary Indianapolis 500 Celebration of Automobiles.

There is outstanding depth and quality in this year’s field. Besides four past race winners and four series
champions, 18 of the 35 drivers named to entries have won at least one race in either [ZOD IndyCar Series
or Champ Car World Series/ CART competition.

Six drivers comprise a strong crop competing for Chase Rookie of the Year honors: IZOD IndyCar
Series rookie regulars JR Hildebrand, James Hinchcliffe, James Jakes and Charlie Kimball, and Jay Howard
and Pippa Mann.

Plenty of young talent that recently advanced through the Mazda Road to Indy ladder system also will
be on display, as the field includes three of the last five Firestone Indy Lights champions — Howard (2006),
Raphael Matos (2008) and Hildebrand (2009). Other recent Firestone Indy Lights graduates on the entry
list include Marco Andretti, Ana Beatriz, Ed Carpenter, Kimball, Mann, Graham Rahal and Sebastian
Saavedra.

Four women were among the drivers named to entries: 2005 Chase Rookie of the Year Danica Patrick,
2010 Chase Rookie of the Year Simona De Silvestro, Beatriz and Mann.

Andretti Autosport is involved in five entries, more than any other team. The team, which won the 2005
and 2007 Indianapolis 500, filed four entries and is co-entrant along with NASCAR legend Richard Petty

on another entry.

Addison Brown will have one of the best seats in the house for the 100th Anniversary Indianapolis 500.

Brown, from Scottsdale, Ariz., was the winning bidder at the Barrett-Jackson auction Saturday, Jan. 22
for the special-edition Chevrolet Camaro SS Convertible that will serve as the Official Pace Car for the
2011 Indianapolis 500. She has the opportunity to drive the car during a parade lap in front of the field of
33 starters shortly before the green flag flies at “The Most Important Race In History” on Sunday, May 29
at the Indianapolis Motor Speedway.

Chevrolet donated Brown’s winning bid of $225,000 to the David Foster Foundation
(htep://www.davidfosterfoundation.org), a charity devoted to supporting families with children in need of
life-saving organ transplants. David Foster, the 15-time Grammy-winning music producer and songwriter,
founded the organization in his native Canada.

“I'm very excited,” Brown said. “Thank goodness I've been to Bob Bondurant’s school of racing and I
am SCCA certified. So hopefully I'll do it justice.

“It’s a beautiful car. I think Chevy does a great job with these Camaros. And it’s got a lot of horsepower,
and I'm excited. It’s going to be one of the greatest experiences of my life.”

The commemorative-edition Pace Car that Brown won is one of the 50 Indianapolis 500 Festival
Committee Cars. :

A host of dignitaries
and celebrities was
on the review stand
and encouraging bids
when the Camaro
Convertible Pace Car
was auctioned at Barrett-
Jackson in Scottsdale,
Ariz., including two-
time Indianapolis 500
winner Arie Luyendyk,
Indianapolis Motor
Speedway Corporation
President and CEQO Jeff
Belskus and Foster. The
auction was televised live
on SPEED.

“It was just incredible
that when you bring
together a company as powerful as Chevrolet and a force like the Indy 500 and the 100th Anniversary and
my foundation, which I love and is so close to me,” Foster said. “Put those three forces together, and Arie
Luyendyk, who came out to help us. I just want to say thanks to everybody, especially Chevrolet and Indy.

“That was one of the most exciting things I've ever done in my life. It’s like skydiving. It was really
exciting.”

The 2011 Camaro Convertible is the 22nd Chevrolet and the seventh Camaro chosen to pace the
Indianapolis 500. This year is the 100th anniversary of the race and also the centennial year of Chevrolet.

This year’s Pace Car and matching Festival cars feature a Summit White exterior accented with orange
stripes and door graphics. The interior is trimmed in orange leather, including front seat headrests
embossed with the Indy 500 logo, along with white door panels and instrument panel trim. The
instrument panel trim features extensions of the orange exterior stripes.

The color combination is similar to the design used on 1969 Camaro Indianapolis 500 Pace Car replicas
— cars which have become among the most popular Camaros in the collector world.

Equipped with a 400-horsepower V-8 engine and six-speed automatic transmission, the actual Pace Car
for the race requires no performance modifications to perform its duty in front of the 33-car racing field.
All 50 of the Festival Committees cars — including the car auctioned Jan. 22 — will be SS convertible models
ficted with the 2SS equipment package and RS package.

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FRANCHITTI ENJOYS SECOND HELPINGS
 WITH INDIANAPOLIS VICTORY e=—r————

In 1960, a wreath was placed around Jim Rathmann’s neck in Victory Circle at the Indianapolis Motor
Speedway to start another Indianapolis 500 tradition. Dario Franchitti, a motorsports historian, savors the
heritage of the Speedway and soaks up the ceremony of the 500 Mile Race, which celebrates its centennial
in 2011.

So the Scot especially has enjoyed the customs during his two trips to Victory Circle. Though both wins
have come under caution, the swig of milk — a tradition started in 1936 — still tastes as sweet.

Franchitti handed Target Chip Ganassi Racing its fourth Indianapolis 500 victory in a dominating
performance May 30, 2010 under a searing sun and worldwide spotlight — 45 years after his hero, Jim
Clark, won at Indy.

“This tastes just as good the second time,” said Franchitti, who in 2007 won the race shortened 34 laps
because of rain. “To come back from a year away and win the champlonshlp and then win the Indy 500, it
just means so much.”

The No. 10 entry
led 155 of the 200
laps, inheriting the
point for the final
time on Lap 192
when pole sitter Helio
Castroneves ducked
into the pits for a
splash of 100 percent
fuel-grade ethanol.

Dan Wheldon was
reeling in reigning
1ZOD IndyCar Series
champion Franchitd
with three laps
remaining, closing to
2.9 seconds when a
half-lap behind the
Nos. 37 and 24 cars
of Ryan Hunter-Reay
and Mike Conway
touched wheels,
sending Conway’s
car slamming into the catch fence between Turns 3 and 4. The yellow flag flew and Franchitti — with the
Honda engine purring with only 1.6 gallons of fuel left — was able to basically coast to the twin checkered
flags.

“Up until 10 laps to go, I was pretty relaxed,” said Franchitti, who made his final pit stop on Lap 163.
“Then all hell broke loose with fuel savings and all. I just needed to know what the other guys were doing.
If they were saving more than me, they were doing something special here.”

Seven different IZOD IndyCar Series teams were represented in the top 10. There were 13 lead changes
and nine caution periods.

Wheldon, driving the No. 4 National Guard Panther Racing car, was the runner-up for the second
year in a row. Panther has finished second for three consecutive years, including 2008 with Vitor Meira.
After video review of the final lap incident and when the caution lights were activated, Marco Andretti was
confirmed the third-place finisher, and Alex Lloyd advanced 22 positions to finish a career-high fourth.

Scott Dixon, the 2008 race winner, finished fifth and Danica Patrick, who provided Internet fodder a
week earlier with comments relating to her qualifying result finished sixth after starting 23rd in the No. 7
GoDaddy.com car for Andretti Autosport.

If the final caution didn't interrupt the flow, Wheldon said he figured to have an opportunity to overtake
Franchitti because he was saving fuel early on in the final stint, as he also pitted on Lap 163. Franchitti’s
team owner saw it another way.

Targer Chip Ganassi Racing owner Cth Ganassi, left, earned his fnurt/) Indianapolis
500 victory when Dario Franchitti won in 2010.
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“I don’t think he could have picked us off, but I think he could have passed us,” Chip Ganassi
countered. “A lot of those guys are kicking themselves because they ended up with fuel left over at the end
of the race. The worst thing you want to do is have some control over the fuel either with a switch or the
‘push to pass’ button.

“The worst thing you can do, and we've done it, is come up second in this race or third and have fuel in
your tank that you didn’t use, you could have used more of it. But that’s this race. That’s what it’s like when
you go into the last three laps or two laps and there’s a yellow, white flag and then there’s a yellow.”

Franchitti joins a list of two-time winners that includes Fittipaldi, Al Unser Jr. and Arie Luyendyk. Now
he sets his sights on matching three-time winners Castroneves, Louis Meyer, Wilbur Shaw, Mauri Rose,
Johnny Rutherford and Bobby Unser.

Castroneves, who last pitted on Lap 155, picked up the point when Dreyer & Reinbold Racing’s Justin
Wilson came in for the final time on Lap 189. But his attempt to become the fourth four-time winner
would have to wait until 2011.

Alex Tagliani of first-year entrant FAZZT Race Team finished 10th, and Tony Kanaan charged from the
33rd starting position to 11th.

Here’s a look at each of the two days of
qualifying for 2011. Qualifying speeds will
continue to be determined by the overall
time and average speed for four laps around
the historic 2.5-mile oval.

POLE DAY - Saturday, May 21:
Positions one through 24 in the 33-car field are available.

Format:

11 a.m.-4 p.m.: The top 24 spots in the 33-car field will be
available through traditional four-lap attempts. Each car will
have up to three attempts during this time. The times of the
top nine drivers from this first segment of qualifying will be
erased at 4 p.m., with all of those competitors guaranteed to
start no worse than ninth in the Indianapolis 500.

4:30-6 p.m.: The Fast Nine then will be required to make
at least one four-lap qualifying attempt, with optional
attempts if time permits. Each driver’s best run during the
90-minute session will set their position within the top nine
spots on the starting grid. If inclement weather prevents the
90-minute shootout for the Fast Nine, their times from the
opening session will determine starting positions.

BUMP DAY - Sunday, May 22:
Positions 25 through 33 are available.

Format:

The final nine spots in the field will be earned through
traditional four-lap qualifying from Noon-6 p.m. Bumping will
begin once 33 cars have qualified. The 33 fastest cars will
start the 2011 Indianapolis 500.

Q: What happens if weather washes out the Fast Nine Shootout before every driver gets a chance to
make at least one attempt?

A: The position in the top nine starting spots for those nine drivers will be determined by their fastest runs
during the 11 a.m.-4 p.m. segment.

Q: Can any drivers other than the Fast Nine make qualifying runs from 4:30-6 p.m. on Pole Day?
A: No.

Q: Must a driver in the Fast Nine withdraw their time from the mandatory attempt during the final
segment if he or she chooses to make a second qualification attempt during that segment?
A: No.

Q: How will the qualifying draw for the Fast Nine Shootout be determined?

A: The driver with the fastest run during the 11 a.m.-4 p.m. segment will choose their position in the
qualifying line at 4:10 p.m., followed by the second-fastest and so. The ninth-fastest driver will receive
the final remaining slot in the line.

Q: Where does one of the Fast Nine drivers start if he or she can’t complete a run in the completed
shootout due to a crash or a mechanical problem?

A: All nine drivers who qualify for the Fast Nine Shootout based on their best runs from 11 a.m.-4 p.m. are
guaranteed a starting spot in the top nine. The Shootout from 4:30-6 p.m. determines their position in
the top nine. If they don't complete an attempt in the Shootout, they will start ninth. If two drivers dont
complete an attempt in the Shootout due to a crash or mechanical, then they will start eighth and ninth,
respectively, based on their best run from 11 a.m.-4 p.m.

Q: What happens if a driver crashes in the Fast Nine Shootout, and that car is destroyed? If that
driver is forced to a backup car for the rest of the event, will he or she start ninth or 33rd?

A: All drivers who qualify are guaranteed a starting spot in the top nine on Race Day, even if they must
change cars.

Q: What happens if Pole Day is rained out?

A: One day of qualifying would take place from noon-6 p.m. Sunday, May 22, with all 33 positions up for
grabs. Each car would get the traditional three attempts that day. The pole shootout for the Fast Nine
would not take place.

Q: What happens if Bump Day is rained out?

A: Qualifying would resume on the next available day for positions 25-33. There would be one attempt per
car, which has been the procedure for a Bump Day rainout.

0. In what year did the first Indianapolis 500 take
place?

A.1911. Ray Harroun won in the Marmon “Wasp.”

Q. Has the Indianapolis 500 been an annual event
since 19112

A. No. The race did not take place in 1917-18 and
1942-45 due to America’s involvement in the world
wars.

Q. The Indianapolis 500 consists of how many laps?
A. 200.

Q. Why was the distance of 500 miles selected?

A Having decided to dispense with multi-race programs and concentrate on one major race for 1911,
Speedway leader Carl Fisher and his partners envisioned an event that would appeal to the public by lasting
approximately seven hours between mid-morning and late afternoon. A distance of 500 miles was settled
upon, and Ray Harroun won the first Indianapolis 500 in 1911 in six hours, 42 minutes and eight seconds.

(. What is the distance of one lap around the oval?

A. 2.5 miles. The track has four distinct turns and straightaways, a layout unchanged since the facility
opened in 1909. The front and back straightaways are 5/8th of a mile each, with the “short chute”
straightaways between Turns 1 and 2 and Turns 3 and 4 at 1/8th of a mile each. Each of the four turns is
1/4th of a mile long.

0. What is the degree of banking in the turns?

A. Each of the four turns on the oval is banked at exactly 9 degrees, 12 minutes, the same dimensions as
when the track opened in 1909.

0. Which driver has won the Indianapolis 500 the most times?

A. Three drivers have won the Indianapolis 500 four times each: A.J. Foyt (1961, 1964, 1967, 1977); Al
Unser (1970, 1971, 1978, 1987) and Rick Mears (1979, 1984, 1988, 1991).
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0. Who is the youngest winner of the
Indianapolis 5002

A Troy Ruttman was 22 years, 80 days old
when he won the 36th Indianapolis 500 on
May 30, 1952.

(. Who is the oldest winner of the
Indianapolis 5002

A. Al Unser was 47 years, 360 days old when he
won the 71st Indianapolis 500 on May 24, 1987.

0. What is the name of the trophy presented to
the winner of the race each year?

A. The Borg-Warner Trophy, which was
commissioned in 1935 by the Borg-Warner
Automotive Company. In 1936, Indianapolis 500
winner Louis Meyer was the first driver to receive

the trophy.

Q. Why does the winner of the Indianapolis 500 drink
milk in Victory Lane?

A. Three-time Indianapolis 500 winner Louis Meyer
regularly drank buttermilk to refresh himself on a hot day
and happened to drink some in Victory Lane as a matter of
habit after winning the 1936 race. An executive with what
was then the Milk Foundation was so elated when he saw
the moment captured in a photograph in the sports section
of his newspaper the following morning that he vowed to
make sure it would be repeated in coming years. There was a
period between 1947-55 when milk was apparently no longer
offered, but the practice was revived in 1956 and has been a
tradition ever since.
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0. Have women competed in the
Indianapolis 5002

A. Seven women have raced in the
Indianapolis 500: Janet Guthrie (1977-
79), Lyn St. James (1992-97, 2000), Sarah
Fisher (2000-04, 2007-10), Danica Patrick |/
(2005-10), Milka Duno (2007-09), Ana
Beatriz (2010) and
Simona de Silvestro

(2010).

0. Have any
rookies won the
Indianapolis 5002
A Yes. Eight
drivers have won as Indianapolis 500 rookies: Ray Harroun (1911, inaugural race), Jules Goux (1913),
Rene Thomas (1914), Frank Lockhart (1926), George Souders (1927), Graham Hill (1966), Juan Pablo
Montoya (2000), Helio Castroneves (2001).

Q. Have there always been 33 cars in the starting field of the Indianapolis 5002

A. No. After 40 cars started in the inaugural race in 1911, the Contest Board of the American Automobile
Association (AAA), the sanctioning body at the time, mandated a formula for limiting the size of a starting
field according to the size of the track. It was determined that the safe distance between each car spread
equally around a course would be 400 feet, thereby limiting the 2.5-mile Indianapolis Motor Speedway

to 33 cars. Speedway President Carl Fisher, however, placed a limit of only 30 cars for the “500” between
1912 and 1914 and did not adopt AAAs 33 maximum until 1915. Although there had been numerous
occasions between 1912 and 1928 when the field was not filled, the allowed number was increased during
the Depression years to 40 cars between 1930 and 1932 (only 38 made it in 1930) and further to 42 in
1933. The maximum has been at 33 ever since 1934, although extenuating circumstances expanded the
field to 35 starters in 1979 and 1997.

(. What is the fastest official lap ever turned during the month of May?

A. 237.498 mph by Arie Luyendyk during qualifying May 12, 1996. Luyendyk turned a lap of 239.260
during practice May 10, 1996. It was the fastest unofficial lap ever at the Speedway, as practice laps are not
official.

0. Who was the first driver to turn an official lap of 200 mph during the month of May?
A. Tom Sneva, who turned 200.401 mph and 200.535 on Laps 1 and 2 of his qualifying run on May 14,
1977.

0. Has any driver ever won the Indianapolis 500 three times in a row or more?

A. No. Five drivers have won the race two years in a row: Wilbur Shaw (1939-40), Mauri Rose (1947-48),
Bill Vukovich (1953-54), Al Unser
(1970-71) and Helio Castroneves
(2001-02).

0. Who was the first driver and
team to earn $1 million in one year
for winning the Indianapolis 5002
A. Emerson Fittipaldi and Patrick
Racing, whose winner’s share was

$1,001,604 in 1989.
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0. Did the Indianapolis 500 always end when the winner and all cars saw the checkered flag?

A. No. Race officials allowed cars to run for a period of time after the winner received the checkered flag so
cars could complete the full 500-mile distance. The time allowed varied. In 1964, there was a five-minute
limit due to television. This continued until 1974, when the time allowed was only 3.5 minutes due to fans
standing near the edge of the track. In 1975, it was determined that this procedure would end, but rain in
1975 and 1976 halted the race early. 1977 was the first year in which the race ended after all cars on the
track received the checkered flag.

Q. Has any driver raced in the Indianapolis 500, Brickyard 400 and United States Grand Prix at
Indianapolis during their career?

A. Yes, Juan Pablo Montoya and Jacques Villeneuve. Montoya won the 2000 Indianapolis 500 in his only
start in that event, drove in the United States Grand Prix from 2001-06 and raced in the Brickyard 400 in
2007-10. Villeneuve raced in the Indianapolis 500 in 1994-95, winning in 1995, drove in the United States
Grand Prix from 2000-03 and 2006, and raced in the Brickyard 400 in 2010. Thirteen drivers have raced
in the Indianapolis 500 and Brickyard 400: John Andretti, Geoff Brabham, A.J. Foyt, Larry Foyt, Robby
Gordon, Sam Hornish Jr., Jason Leffler, Montoya, Max Papis, Scott Pruett, Tony Stewart, Danny Sullivan
and J.J. Yeley. Tomas Enge, Justin Wilson and Takuma Sato each have raced in the Indianapolis 500 and
the United States Grand Prix at Indianapolis. Scott Speed has raced in the Brickyard 400 and the United
States Grand Prix at Indianapolis.
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———=<DID YOU KNOW....

...that the 3.5-liter, 100 percent fuel-grade ethanol-powered engines of IZOD IndyCar Series cars
produce more than 650 horsepower, nearly four times that of the average street car?

...that each of the eight pistons in an IZOD IndyCar Series engine travels nearly 1 mile up and down in
the cylinder every minute?

...that each of the eight pistons in an IZOD IndyCar Series engine is subjected to a maximum
acceleration of 70,000 times the force of gravity?

...that the fuel mileage of an IZOD IndyCar Series car is 3.3 miles per gallon on ovals? A car burns
approximately three-quarters of a gallon of fuel per lap at the Indianapolis Motor Speedway.

...that an IZOD IndyCar Series car accelerates from 0 to 100 mph in less than three seconds, more than
nine seconds quicker than it takes a production Porsche 911 Turbo street car to reach the same speed?

...that a 1,565-pound IZOD IndyCar Series cars generates 5,000 pounds of downforce at 220 mph on
an oval, enough to allow the car to run upside down if that speed is maintained?

...the tread depth of an IZOD IndyCar Series tire is 3/32nds of an inch — slightly thicker than a credit

card?

...a front tire for the IZOD IndyCar Series weighs approximately 18 pounds - slightly less than the
average weight of a 1-year-old child?

...at speed, the tread area of the racing tires approaches the temperature of boiling water (212 degrees
Fahrenheit)? At those levels, the tread area actually becomes tar-like in consistency to help the tires and
car adhere to the track.

...at any given moment on the racetrack, the total area of all four tires that is in contact with the

track surface is equal to about 1 square foot? That means that an area not much bigger than a sheet of
notebook paper is responsible for transferring all the technology and power generated by IZOD IndyCar
Series cars into speeds exceeding 220 mph.

...at speeds of 220 mph, the front tires of an IZOD IndyCar Series car rotate at a rate of 43 times

per second. That means, over the course of a single lap at Indianapolis Motor Speedway, the front tire
will experience approximately 1,955 revolutions, and the rear tires will experience 1,800 revolutions.
Considering a normal fuel stint is 30 laps or more at Indy, each tire could experience more than 60,000
revolutions before it is changed for a fresh set.

...that the draft (or the “hole” in the air) created by an IZOD IndyCar Series car extends 25 feet behind
the car?

...that while traveling approximately 220 mph, IZOD IndyCar Series cars travel slightly more than the
length of a football field every second?

... that, on an oval, IZOD IndyCar Series drivers endure G-forces equal to nearly four times the weight
of gravity while going through turns? The space shuttle leaves the launching pad at Cape Canaveral with

approximately the same force.

Yellow Flag: .......coueveueninennnene The “caution flag,” signals hazardous
conditions on the track, and cars must slow
immediately, maintain position and yield to
track safety vehicles until the green flag is
displayed. During a qualification session, a
qualification attempt is halted.

White Flag:.....ccoerereruruenennes Displayed when the leader starts the final lap
of the race. During qualifications, signals that
driver has started final lap of qualification

attempt.
Royal Blue Flag ..........couuuee The “passing flag,” signals slower cars to yield
with Diagonal to faster traffic.
Yellow Stripe:
Red Flag: ......couvueururuenenrnnnens Signals that the race stops immediately,
regardless of position of cars on the track.
Black Flag:.......oeuvueuenerernnnene Directs a driver to proceed to the pits on the
next lap and to consult with race officials.
Black Flag Officials have ceased scoring the car until with
‘White Cross: further notice.
Alternating Red ........ccueuuueee. Signals that oil, water or some other substance
and Yellow Striping: has made track surface slippery.
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ACCELEROMETER - Device in driver’s
carpiece that measures force a driver’s head
experiences in an impact.

ADHESION — The maintenance of contact
between two touching objects. Adhesion refers to
a static condition, whereas traction (also known as
“grip”) refers to a moving condition.

AERODYNAMICS - As applied to racing, the
study of the interaction between air and the
resistance and pressures created by the passage of a
moving car through the air.

AIR BOX — Opening in the engine cowling,
immediately above and behind the driver’s head,
which allows large volumes of air to enter the
engine, providing the needed oxygen for fuel to
ignite within the engine.

APRON - The paved (and usually flat) portion
of a racetrack that separates the racing surface
from the infield.

ATTENUATOR - A safety device made of carbon
fiber and honeycombed aluminum mounted

on the rear of the gearbox. Enhances driver
protection by absorbing much of the force of a
rear impact.

BANKING - The degree at which a track slopes
from the apron up to the outside retaining wall.
At Indianapolis, the banking in the turns is
relatively flat, at 9 degrees, 12 minutes, compared
to other tracks. Texas Motor Speedway, for
instance, features 24-degree banking in the turns.

BITE — Adhesion of a tire to the track surface.

BLISTER — Bubbles on the surface of a tire
created by overheating of the tread compound.
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*GLOSSARY OF INDIANAPOLIS 500 TERMS

BUBBLE — The slowest car in the field of 33 is
“on the bubble” during qualifying and will be
removed from the field if a subsequent qualifier
is faster.

BUCKEYE - External opening to the fuel cell.
The fuel hose connects securely to the buckeye
during refueling.

BUMP — When the slowest car in the qualified
field of 33 is removed, or “bumped,” from the
field by a faster car during qualifying.

CAMBER - Degree to which right-side tires lean
in toward the car (from the top of the tire) and
the left-side tires lean out. A useful tool to gain
grip in corners by maximizing the amount of tire-
to-track contact.

CAMSHAFT - A rotating shaft in the engine that
opens and closes the engine’s intake and exhaust
valves.

CARB DAY - The final on-track practice before
Race Day each year during the Indianapolis

500, taking place on Friday of Race Week, two
days before the race. The Miller Lite Carb Day
schedule includes the Firestone Freedom 100
Firestone Indy Lights race and the Pit Stop
Challenge. The term “Carb Day” was originated
because in the past, this was the final day teams
could make adjustments of their carburetors and
other engine systems based on track performance.
All TZOD IndyCar Series engines are fuel-injected
today; carburetors have not been used since 1963.

CHASSIS — The central body of the car,
including the driver’s compartment. Also referred
to as the “tub.”

CHUTE - At Indianapolis, the “short chutes”
are 1/8-mile straightaways located between
the corners. The “south short chute” is located
between Turns 1 and 2, and the “north short
chute” is located between Turns 3 and 4.

COMPOUND - Tire compound refers to

the chemical makeup of the rubber used in

the Firestone Firchawk tires, which generally
differ from track to track. The level of grip

(or adhesion), durability and sidewall strength
required varies from track to track, depending on
factors such as the track surface, banking, length
of race and angle of corners.



CONTACT PATCH - The portion of the tire
that makes contact with the racing surface.
Various chassis and tire adjustments can be made
to maximize the contact patch.

CRANKSHAFT - The rotating shaft within the
engine that is turned by the up-and-down motion
of the pistons. The crankshaft transfers power to
the flywheel, and in turn to the transmission. The
crankshaft is housed within the crankcase, which
is part of the engine block.

DIAPER - A blanket made from ballistic and
absorbent material that surrounds part of the
engine and serves as a containment device during
accidents and engine malfunctions.

DIRTY AIR - Turbulent air, created by another
car or group of cars, which negatively affects the
handling characteristics of a following race car.

DISC - In brakes, the rotor, the part which
revolves and against which brake linings are
pressed during braking.

DISPLACEMENT - In an engine, the total
volume of air-fuel mixture an engine theoretically
is capable of drawing into all cylinders during one
operating cycle.

DOWNFORCE - Creation of force through
aerodynamics, which keeps the car stuck to the
track. High-speed movement of air underneath
the car creates a vacuum, while the wings on the
car force it to stay on the ground, acting in a
manner opposite to the wings on a jet airplane.

DRAFTING - See “Tow.”

DRAG - Aerodynamic forces that impede the
free flow of air over or beneath a race car. Drag
can be increased or decreased by teams based on a
number of adjustments, primarily front and rear
wings.

The Race

DYNO - Short for “dynamometer,” a static
machine used to measure an engine’s horsepower
output.

ENGINE BLOCK - An aluminum casting from
the manufacturer that contains the crankshaft,
connecting rods and pistons.

ETHANOL - Clear, liquid fuel produced from
crops such as corn, grain sorghum, wheat, sugar
and other agricultural feedstocks. Cars in the
Indianapolis 500 use 100 percent fuel-grade
ethanol.

FUEL CELL - The single, rupture-proof,
22-gallon cell that carries the ethanol powering
the IZOD IndyCar Series car. The fuel cell is
located directly behind the driver.

FUEL INJECTION -- A system replacing
conventional carburetion that delivers fuel under
pressure into the combustion chamber of the
engine or airflow before entering the chamber.

GRIP - How well the tires maintain traction
through contact with the racing surface.

GROOVE - Term for the fastest or most efficient
way around the racetrack. Often most drivers

will use the same groove around the racetrack,
and that portion of the track will consequently
appear darker in color than the rest of the track
due to the buildup of tire rubber. Also known as
the “line.”

HANDLING - A race car’s on-track performance,
determined by factors such as tire and suspension
setup, and other aerodynamic issues.

HAPPY HOUR - The final hour of each practice
day during which many drivers attempt to post
their fastest lap of the day, taking advantage of
cooler conditions.

HORSEPOWER - The power of an engine
measured in terms of a unit of power equal to
550 foot-pounds per second. The 3.5-liter [ZOD
IndyCar Series engines have an estimated 650
horsepower.

LINE - See “Groove.”

LOOSE - The rear of the car is unstable due to
a lack of rear-tire grip caused by too much front
downforce or not enough rear downforce. Also
known as “oversteer.”
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MARBLES - Excess rubber buildup above the
groove on the track, the result of normal tire wear
throughout the race.

NEUTRAL - Term used to describe the handling
of the car when it is neither loose nor pushing

(tight).

NOMEX — Trade name of DuPont, a fire-resistant
fabric used in the manufacturing of protective

clothing.

PIT STALL — The working area along pit lane
assigned to each team during the race, in which
the team changes tires, adds fuel and makes
adjustments to the car. Each team is allocated

a pit stall 13 feet wide and 47 feet long at the
Indianapolis Motor Speedway.

POLE POSITION - The driver who is the fastest
qualifier in pole qualifying sits on the “pole,” or
first starting position of the race, which is on the
inside of the front row. The term originates from
horse racing. The horse that started on the inside
was closest to the pole located inside the inner
guardrail, and thus was on the “pole position.”

PROBE - Nozzle which is attached to fuel hose
and connects securely to the buckeye during
refueling.

PUSHING - The car does not want to turn in
the corners due to a lack of tire grip. This can be
caused by a lack of downforce on the front of the
car or too much downforce on the rear of the car.
Also known as “understeer” and “tight.”

REFRESHER TEST — Veterans without recent
race experience sometimes are required by race
officials to complete the final two speed phases

of the Rookie Orientation Program — a “refresher
test” — before they are allowed to participate in the

Indianapolis 500.

REV LIMITER - Electronic/computer device in
the engine controls that causes a controlled engine
misfire if engine revolutions per minute (rpm)
exceed the limit set by IZOD IndyCar Series rules.
The legal rpm (or “rev”) limit is 10,300 rpm. The
rev limiter is used primarily to control speeds,
thereby increasing safety and controlling costs.

RIDE HEIGHT - The distance from the bottom
of the chassis to the ground when a car is at speed.
IZOD IndyCar Series rules stipulate that the ride
height of the sides of a car should be 2 inches off
the ground for all tracks.
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ROOKIE - An Indianapolis 500 rookie is a driver
who never has competed in the race. Therefore it
is possible for a driver with prior IZOD IndyCar
Series or other high-speed open-wheel experience
to still be classified as an Indianapolis 500 rookie
if that driver never has competed in “The Greatest
Spectacle in Racing.”

ROP — Abbreviation for Rookie Orientation
Program, the four-phase speed test that all
Indianapolis 500 rookies must pass before they are
permitted to participate in the event.

RPM - Abbreviation for revolutions per minute.

SAFER BARRIER - The Steel and Foam Energy
Reduction (SAFER) Barrier, an energy-absorbing
barrier system attached to the outside retaining
walls in each of the four turns of the Indianapolis
Motor Speedway. The energy-absorbing barrier,
installed in May 2002, was constructed in 20-
foot modules. Each module consisted of four
rectangular steel tubes, welded together, to form
a unified element. The modules are connected
with four internal steel splices. Bundles of 2-inch-
thick sheets of extruded, closed-cell polystyrene
are placed between the concrete wall and the steel
tubing modules every 10 feet. Six or seven sheets
of polystyrene are used in each bundle, depending
on the location on the module. The original
SAFER Barrier was removed in August 2004 to
repave the track, and an updated SAFER design
was installed in spring 2005 with five rectangular
steel tubes in each module.

SETUP — The aerodynamic and mechanical
adjustments that can be made to a car to create
the ideal balance between handling and speed.



SIDE POD - Bodywork on the side of the car
covering the radiators and engine exhaust. Aids
in engine cooling, car aerodynamics and driver
protection in the event of a side impact.

SLICK — n. A treadless tire, used only on dry
surfaces. Slicks provide maximum contact with
the track surface, thereby enhancing grip. In wet
conditions on road and street courses, treaded tires
are used to dissipate the water build-up between
the track and the tire surfaces in order to increase
grip. adj. A track condition where a car’s tires
do not adhere to the surface. This could be for a
variety of reasons, such as a lack of rubber on the
surface (a “green track”), dirt on the track or high
track temperatures.

STAGGER - Right-front and/or right-rear tire is
larger in diameter than left-side tires in order to
improve turning ability on ovals.

STICKER TIRES - Slang term for new tires,
derived from the manufacturer stickers placed on
each new tire.

SUPERSPEEDWAY — A racetrack of 1.5 mile or

more in length.

SUSPENSION & WHEEL ENERGY
MANAGEMENT SYSTEM (SWEMS) —
Wheel-restraint system using multiple restraints
attached at multiple points to a car’s chassis and
suspension designed to minimize the possibilities
of wheel assemblies becoming detached during
high-speed accidents. The restraints are made

of FIA-approved Zylon. This material, with its
high-tensile properties and its wound construction
(opposed to woven), has a breaking strength of

5 tons. INDYCAR introduced SWEMS in May
1999.

TELEMETRY - A radio device that relays
information such as engine, tire, steering and
throttle performance to team engineers in the

The Race

pits. The team can monitor both car and driver
activity to ensure the car is performing properly.
Also enhances driver safety by allowing the team
to notice any developing mechanical problem the
driver cannot foresee.

TIGHT - Also known as “understeer.” A
handling condition characterized by a lack of grip
in the front tires. As the driver steers through a
turn, the front wheels want to continue straight

ahead.

TIRE COMPOUND - A formula based on
rubber polymers, oils, carbon blacks and curatives
used to create a tire. The varying lengths and
banking of IZOD IndyCar Series tracks require

different compounds.

TOE — Refers to the alignment of the front and
rear tires. If tires point inward, the alignment is
called “toe-in;” if outward, it is called “toe-out.”
Correct toe settings are essential in order to
maximize grip, and generally change from track
to track.

TOW — As a car moves around the track at 220
mph, it literally splits the air, some of which goes
over the car, and some of which goes beneath.
This lack of air behind the car creates a vacuum,
which a trailing car may use to be pulled, or
“towed,” by the lead car. Also referred to as
“drafting.”

TUB - See “Chassis.”

VICTORY LANE - The location of post-race
celebration for the race winner. The Indianapolis
500 Victory Lane and post-race celebration

was developed circa 1919 and took place at the
south end of the main straightaway. It moved to
its current location in 1971. Today, the circular
Victory Podium is located in front of the Pagoda
and is used for both pre- and post-race festivities.

‘WAVE OFF — The process by which a team
forfeits a qualification attempt. A driver or team
can “wave off” an attempt any time before the
start of the fourth and final lap in the attempt. If
the run is waved off before the car takes the green
flag, it does not count as one of the three allowed
attempts per day for that car. Once the green flag
is waved to start the attempt, the run counts as
one attempt, even if it's waved off.
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WEIGHT JACKER - A hydraulic cylinder the
driver uses to adjust car handling from the car’s
cockpit while racing. The cylinder compresses or
extends springs, which transfers the car’s weight
distribution from one side of the car to the other,
thereby adjusting the car’s handling to the driver’s
liking.
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WICKER BILL — A long, narrow, removable
spoiler made of steel, aluminum or carbon fiber
on the trailing edge of the front and rear wings
which varies in height, creating downforce. Teams
will use different sized wicker bills to create more
or less downforce. The larger (higher) the wicker
bill, the greater the downforce, and vice versa for
smaller wicker bills.

*The 1915 race, scheduled to run on Saturday, May 29 because Memorial Day fell on a Sunday, was
postponed on Friday because of several recent rainstorms and rescheduled for Monday, May 31.

*The 1986 race was scheduled for Sunday, May 25, but rain forced postponement of the event until the
following day, which was also washed out. The race was then rescheduled for, and successfully run, on
Saturday, May 31.

*The 1997 race was scheduled for Sunday, May 25, but was postponed by rain. Rain stopped the race
after 15 laps on May 26, and it was completed on Tuesday, May 27.

Partial Postponements

*The 1967 race was rained out after 18 laps and finished the following day.

*The 1973 race was started on Monday, May 28, but the first-lap accident involving Salt Walther
forced the red flag, and the race was rained out before it could be restarted. It was postponed again on
Tuesday, May 29, after rain began falling during the second parade lap. The race finally got under way
