The Priest alone stands and says

The Almighty and merciful Lord grant you 7 absolution and
remission of all your sins, true repentance, amendment of life, and
the grace and consolation of his Holy Spirit. Amen.



A Deacon or Layperson remains kneeling and says

Grant your faithful people, merciful Lord, pardon and peace; that
we may be cleansed from all our sins, and serve you with a quiet
mind; through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.

The Second Lesson
A reading from 1 Corinthians 15:35-58

But someone will ask, “How are the dead raised? With what
kind of body do they come? You foolish person! What you sow
does not come to life unless it dies. And what you sow is not the
body which is to be, but a bare kernel, perhaps of wheat or of some
other grain. But God gives it a body as he has chosen, and to each
kind of seed its own body. For not all flesh is alike, but there is one
kind for humans, another for animals, another for birds, and
another for fish. There are heavenly bodies and there are earthly
bodies; but the glory of the heavenly is one, and the glory of the
earthly is another. There is one glory of the sun, and another glory
of the moon, and another glory of the stars; for star differs from
star in glory.

So is it with the resurrection of the dead. What is sown is
imperishable, what is raised is imperishable. It is sown in
dishonor, it is raised in glory. It is sown in weakness, it is raised
in power. It is sown a physical body, it is raised a spiritual body.
If there is a physical body, there is also a spiritual body. Thus it is
written, “The first man Adam became a living being”; the last
Adam became a life-giving spirit. But it is not the spiritual which
is first but the physical, and then the spiritual. The first man was
from the earth, a man of dust; the second man is from heaven. As
was the man of dust, so are those who are of the dust; and as is
the man of heaven, so are those who are of heaven. Just as we have
borne the image of the man of dust, we shall also bear the image



of the man of heaven. I tell you this, brethren: flesh and blood
cannot inherit the kingdom of God, nor does the perishable inherit
the imperishable.

Behold! I tell you a mystery. We shall not all sleep, but we
shall all be changed, in a moment, in the twinkling of an eye, at
the last trumpet. For the trumpet will sound, and the dead will be
raised imperishable, and we shall be changed. For this perishable
body must put on the imperishable, and this mortal body must
put on immortality. When the perishable puts on the imperishable,
and the mortal puts on immortality, then shall come to pass the
saying that is written:

“Death is swallowed up in victory.”
“O death, where is your victory?”
O death, where is your sting?”

The sting of death is sin, and the power of sin is the law. But
thanks be to God, who gives us the victory through our Lord Jesus
Christ.

Therefore, my beloved brethren, be steadfast, immovable,
always abounding in the work of the Lord, knowing that in the
Lord your labour is not in vain.

The
collects are always to be said in the plural, even if only a single individual
is commemorated.

have committed through the weakness of the flesh in their earthly
lives may be forgiven by your most merciful loving-kindness;

with you, in the unity of the Holy Spirit, ever one God, world
without end. Amen.

God, who desires not the death of a sinner but rather that

all should be saved; we beseech you to mercifully grant the
brethren, relatives, and benefactors of our congregation who have
passed out of this world, the joy of your everlasting blessedness
with all your saints. Amen.

Eternal God, who holds all souls in life; we pray that you
reveal to your whole Church in heaven and on earth, your
light and your peace; and grant that we, following the good
examples of those who have served you here and are now at rest,
may enter with them into your everlasting joy. Grant this, O Lord,
for the honour of our Advocate and Mediator, Jesus Christ. Amen.
