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“Sunlight” Beneficial

Artificial Light Baths Reduce Suscepribility
to Winter Colds Among
300 Students

The use of artificial sunlight has re-
duced the susceptibility to colds among
a large number of Cornell students, the
results of experiments during the past
year reveal. More than twenty-five per
cent of students are especially susceptible
to colds.

With 300 undergraduates participating
in the experiment, the usual winter epi-
demic of colds was almost completely
avoided. Dr. Dean F. Smiley '16, chief
medical adviser, was in charge, aided by
Dr. Maughan. Artificial sunlight treat-
ments were given students.

Protective results were greatest when
the treatments had been given for
months, although this period of best
health was the season when colds are
likely to be worst. Those taking the
light were students particularly sus-
ceptible to colds, an average of more
than four colds a year. From November
5 to January 3, each man took one light
bath a week, exposing his entire body
for fifteen minutes. Susceptibility to
colds was reduced 421 per cent in that
period, compared with another group
equally liable to colds who took no
treatments.

During the period from January 27 to
May 1, those receiving treatments
showed a §8 per cent reduction in sus-
ceptibility, averaging 1.01 colds each
against 2.42 for those who did not take
light baths. Dr. Smiley pointed out that
the decrease was unusually large.

“*“We attempted,” he said, “‘to give
the light twice a week during this second
period, but some boys did not care to
spend that much time and we did not
average much more than once a week. It
should be understood that we do not
claim the light would do equally well
everywhere. Cornell is in a cloud belt,
with less winter sunshine than at some
places. It may be where there is more
sunshine the light would not show the
same percentages.

“*We have not tried the light on the
seventy-five per cent who represent not-
mal cold susceptibility. But some of our
studies indicate that the so-called cold
cpidemics are mostly confined to the

twenty-five pet cent of cold susceptibles,
and that if we can protect them, there
will be no epidemics.

“*Only fifteen women took the light,
not beginning uatil January 27. They
showed a cold reduction of 19.9 per
cent.”’

CORNELL FLAG UNFURLED
IN LIBRARY AT LOUVAIN

The flag of Cornell, together with those
of 64 other American educational in-
stitutions, was recently unfurled with
appropriate ceremonies in the reading
room of the restored University Library at
Louvain. At its spring meeting the Board
of Trustees of Cornell University author-
ized the purchase and presentation of
this flag.

The rector of Louvain, Monsignor
Paulin Ladeuze, presided over the mass-
ing of the colors in the readiag room of
the Library, attended by members of the
faculty and in the presence of repre-
sentatives of the municipality of Louvain
and the Belgian Government. The
Louvain Library, it will be recalled, is
the gift of the American people to the
Belgian nation in testimony of their
admiration for the late Cardinal Mercier
and the gallant conduct of the Belgian
people during the War. It replaces, on a
much larger site, the library building
destroyed by the invading German
troops in 1914.

The architect, Whitney Warten, in his
design of the new library building com-
bined the best element of Flemish archi-
tecture of the time of the Renaissance
with Italian and Spanish features and
even some Gothic details in the decora-
tion. The ensemble has been judged by
no less an expert than Cass Gilbert as
“one of the finest pieces of modern
architecture erected since the War.”’

The flags installed at the recent cere-
mony are college and university colors
assembled by W. Francklyn Paris of New
York as a tribute to the late Cardinal
Mercier, whose friendship he enjoyed
during that distinguished ecclesiastic’s
lifetime. Mr. Paris was also president of
the American Committee instrumental in
raising funds for the presentation to the
Hall of Fame of the New York Univer-
sity of a memorial of Cardinal Mercier.

Proressor Carr Becker is teaching
European history at Harvard this summer.

Wins Prix de Rome

' Richard C. Murdock 28 Fifth Cornellian to

Capture Architecture Award
for Foreign Study

Richard Coolidge Murdock ‘28 of
Ossining is the 1930 winner of the Prix
de Rome for landscape architecture. The
fellowship carries $1,500 a year for three
years for study at the American Academy
in Rome, with residence and a studio
there, and an allowance of $500 for
transportation at and from Rome. The
total value of the prize is estimated at
$8,000.

Murdock, a distant cousin of former
President Calvin Coolidge, is the fifth
Cornell man to win the award in the
seven times the competition has been
held. Murdock’s winning design was a
“large country estate.”” He will begin
his studies in Rome in October.

The other four Cornellians who have
previously won the Prix de Rome are
Edward Lawson ’'r3, Ralph E. Gris-
wold '16, Norman T. Newton '19, and
Michael Rapuano "27.

Murdock is a member of Alpha Sigma
Phi, Gargoyle, and L'Ogive. He served
on the general Spring Day committee and
the Beaux Arts Ball committee during
his undergraduate days.

DEVELOP ““HEARING’ DEVICE

The device recently developed by Pro-
fessor Frederick Bedell, M.S. ’91, Ph.D.
'92., for ‘‘hearing’ through vibrations
carried from the teeth along bone struc-
ture to the auditory nerve has not yet
been adapted in its present form for
ordinary conversation.

Dr. Bedell, who is now in Europe, has
been engaged in making the receptive
qualities of the device more perfect.

PROFESSOR LINCOLN RETURNS

Professor Paul M. Lincoln, director of
the School of Electrical Engineering, re-
turned to Ithaca from a trip around the
world, during which he attended the
World Engineering Conference at Yoko-
hama, Japan, and the World Power Con-
ference at Berlin, Germany.

Professor Lincoln left on his world
trip September 26, 1929, first visiting
Japan.
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ATHLETICS

YEear Is SuccessruL

Winding up its athletic contests for the
academic year 1929-1930 by taking a
prominent part in the victory of the com-
bined Cornell-Princeton track team over
Oxford and Cambridge July 12, the
wearers of the Red and White brought to
a close one of their most successful
athletic years. They broke even in a
total of g1 athletic contests in 12 sporgs
and by winning championships in four
sports.

FoorsaLL ImprOVES

Notable comebacks were staged in
rowing, football, wrestling, track and
lacrosse. Championships were won in
crew and wrestling, and ties for first
place were achieved in indoor track and
lacrosse. In football Cornell lost close
contests to Dartmouth and Pennsylvania
and chalked up victories over Princeton,
Columbia and four other opponents.
Coach Dobie has a strong nucleus for his
1930 squad and the outlook for a good
football team is the most promising since
the days of Pfann and Kaw.

Vicrorious In Track

In indoor track Cornell won both dual
meets with Yale and Michigan and tied
for first with Pennsylvania at the Inter-
collegiates. In outdoor track a close meet
was lost to Pennsylvania, but Princeton
was decisively beaten. In the Oxford-
Cambridge meet held in London July 12,
Cornellians captured 6 of the 7 firsts won
by the combined American team.

In cross country, the Cornell harriers
won all dual meets and placed second to
Penn in the quadrangular meet in New
York. Yale, Dartmouth and Alfred saw
the heels of the Cornellians.

Crew Is WINNER

The most dramatic comeback staged
by the Cornellians was in rowing. After
15 lean years Cornell came into its own
again by beating the finest field of entries
ever assembled at the Poughkeepsie
regatta. Victories in the varsity four-
mile race, in the junior varsity three-
mile contest, and a second in the yearling
event stamped the Cornell crews as the
best in the country. In earlier regattas,
Cornell lost only to Yale in a two-mile
varsity contest at Carnegic Lake. The
entire crew is practically intact for next
year and the indications point to the fact
that Cornell will be a serious contender
for rowing honors for at least another
year or two. Coach James Wray has
struck his stride and rowing prospects are
the best since the days of ** the old man,”’
Charles E. Courtney.

In basketball and baseball Cornell
achieved only an average record, winning
only a third of the intercollegiate con-
tests. Interest in baseball was revived
during the year with the formation of the

Eastern Intercollegiate League. Despite
this poor showing three Cornellians
placed on the ** All-star’’ team, tying for
first place honors with Pennsylvania.

Minor SporTs SUCCESSFUL

In lacrosse, Cornell was one of six
teams which lost only one contest during
the year, and is thus tied for the unofficial
championship of America. Thete is no
league in this sport and consequently
there is no accurate basis of deciding the
championship. However, Cornell was
one of the three teams not beaten by the
Oxford-Cambridge team in its recent
American invansion. The Britishers were
held to a 2-2 tie by the Red and White
stick wielders.

The hockey team made its best show-
ing in years despite the handicap of poor
ice. Of six games played the Cornell
pucksters won four contests.

The absence of adequate swimming
facilities proved the usual handicap to the
swimming team, who closed their season
with 2 victories won in 7 starts.

In soccer, fencing and tennis, the Cor-
nell team made their worst showing,
winning § out of 14 contests and tying 2.

Tares Win Leacue Praces

Three players on the baseball team won
places on the all-Eastern Intercollegiate
Baseball League team this year. They
were Captain Blin S. Cushman '30, left
field, Lester M. Handleman 31, short-
stop and Sidney Goodman "32, third base.

Cornell tied with Pennsylvania in
having the greatest number of players on
the team, each getting three. Princeton
placed two, and Dartmouth one, Colum-
bia and Yale failing to place 2 man.

Goodman's batting average for the
league season was .360 and in seven
games his fielding average was .933, fora
total percentage of 1.293.

Handleman, the leading shortstop of
the league in fielding, played in nine
games, batted .297 and fielded .g72 for a
total of 1.269. Captain Cushman hit for a
mark of .371, fielded perfectly, 1.000, for
a total of 1.371.

The all-star team’s batting average is
396 and the fielding record .g6o, for a
total of 2.356.

Grip Practice SceEDULED

The 1930 football season will be in-
augurated September 8, when the initial
practice is held. A squad of more than
sixty men is expected to report to Coach
Gilmour Dobie at that time.

The schedule this year opens with
Clarkson Tech here September 27 and
continues until the annual Thanksgiving
Day game with Pennsylvania at Franklin
Field, Philadelphia, November 27.

October 4, Niagara; 11, Hampden-

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Cornell Fourth in Pensions

University Granted Total of §886,000
by Carnegie Foundation Up to
June 30, 1929

Cornell is listed in fourth place among
the universities whose former teachers
have benefitted to the greatest degree in
the receipt of Carnegie pensions up to
June 30, 1929, according to the annual
report of the Carnegie Foundation for
the Advancement of Teaching. Cornell
Faculty membets have received $886,000.

Harvard heads the list with Yale
second and Columbia third.

New allowances and pensions to
teachers and professors of annual value
of $202,400 were granted by the Car-
negie Foundation for the Advancement
of Teaching during 1g28-29. Seventy-four
former teachers and 29 widows are the
beneficiaries under the new grants, which
represent the highest total grant to the
largest number of persons in any one
year in the history of the Foundation.

The development and prospects of
the teachers’ pensions in the United
States and suggestions for the advance-
ment of the system are discussed in the
report.

With a total expenditure of more than
$18,817,000 in retiring allowances and
pensions up to June 30, 1929, the allow-
ances of the Carnegie Foundation, which
have been paid without cost to their re-
cipients, have formed the most generous
non-governmental pension system ever
operated for a professional group.

The report declares that the sum thus
paid out from income exceeds the per-
manent endowment of the Foundation
by more than $1,500,000.

The average amount of the 837 re-
tiring allowances granted by the foun-
dation from 1906 to 1929, inclusive, have
reflected the rise of salary scales in
American colleges. In 1906 the average
of 48 allowances granted on the basis
of age was only $1,246. For the fitst six
months of 1929, when 24 allowances
were granted on the basis of age, the
average was $1,506. The average re-
tiring allowance in force has risen from
$2,216 to 1920 to $2,394 at present, and
the annual expenditure of the Founda-
tion for teachers and their widows to
$1,445,690.

Estimates embodied in the report indi-
cate that this sum will increase to ap-
proximately $2,241,000 in about 1944
and then begin to decrease until about
1985, when all of the approximately
3,355 teachers in 83 colleges and univer-
sities who in 1929 had expectations from
the original free pension plan of the
Foundation, and their widows, will have
received their allowances and pensions.
To take care of such increases the foun-
dation has accumulated a reserve fund
which now contains more than $12,500
to be spent, principal and interest, leav-

ing the permanent general endowment
of $17,000,000 intact after all expecta-
tions have been met.

The Foundation announces a revised
scale of maximum free retiring. allow-
ances for professors, available at the age
of 70 years. A teacher who became 65
years old in 1929 will receive a maximum
allowance of $3,000; one who becomes
65 in 1930 will receive $2,300; in 1931,
$1,600, and in 1932 and thereafter,
$1,500, of which $500 will be paid under
a supplementary annuity contract fur-
nished by the Carnegie Corporation of
New York through -the Teachers In-
surance and Annuity Association. The

- widows pensions will be approximately
- one-half of the allowances and annuities.

To pay these pensions it is estimated
that the total income available to the
Foundation will be more than $50,000,000.

Since its inception in 1906 the Founda-
tion has granted 1,633 allowances and
pensions to teachers in 4o states, five
Canadian provinces and Newfoundland.
New York State heads the list with 262,
Massachusetts is second with 209, and
Connecticut third with 122.

Up to June 30, 1929, former teachers at
Harvard had reccived from the Founda-
tion allowances totaling $1,547,000, at
Yale, $1,300,000 at Columbia, $1,251,~
000, at Cornell, $886,000, at the Univer-
sity of California, $534,500, and at the
University of Michigan, $513,432. The
total expenditure, which in 1906-07 was
only $158,890 among 35 institutions, had
risen to $18,817,000 among g2 institu-
tions in 1929.

Ninety-four universities and colleges
of the United States and Canada are now
associated with the Foundation for the
payment of retiring allowances and
pensions. Of these, 73 contribute equally
with their teachers toward the payment
of joint contractual retiring annuities
through the Teachers’ Insurance Asso-
ciation of America, which now has 8,394
annuity contracts in force.

The report says that on June 30, 1929,
the resources of the Foundation totaled
$32,210,000, an increase of $615,500 over
the previous fiscal year. Of this total,
$17,065,800 is held as permanent general
endowment, $1,270,000 as permanent re-
sources of the Division of Educational
Inquiry, $12,546,000 as a reserve for
liquididating pension liabilities accruing
after 192.9, $792,600 to assist colleges and
universities to adopt the contributory
plan of retiring allowances, and $534,000
as an emergency reserve.

More Schools Needed

Education is Factor in the Control of Crime,
According to Dr. Frank L.
Christian ’ g9

More money for schools and less for
prisons will bring about some progress
in the control of crime, in the opinion of
Dr Frank L. Christian g9, superintendent
of the New York State Reformatory at
Elmira.

Dr. Christian spoke August 7 in
Roberts Hall as one of a group of special
lecturers giving a series of addresses on
public welfare during the Summer
Session.

Dr. Christian advocated the inclusion in
every public school budget of a salary
for a trained psychiatrist. He would also
develop a vocational education system
for boys and girls who are unable to cope
with extensive academic education and
who, without an interest, are likely to
become truants, then delinquents, and
finally grist for the prison mill.

The average criminal, in his view, is
sadly lacking in education. Among 1,500
Inen averaging twenty years of age in the
Elmira Reformatory there is only one high
school graduate and one is a college
graduate.

The lecture series has been a popular
one, the speakers including Dr. Thomas
Parran, Jr., New York State commis-
sioner of health; State Senator Seabury C.
Mastick; Dr. Charles H. Johnson,
director of the state department of social
welfare, and Charles H. Warner, superin-
tendent of the Brooklyn Society for the
Prevention of Cruelty to Children.

FOREIGN SERVICE PROMOTIONS

Ransford S. Miller "88 has been pro-
moted to Class 1 in the United States
Foreign Service, and Harvey T. Goodier
18 to Class 7. Miller, who graduated
with the degree of A.B., served as an
interpreter from the American legation at
Tokyo from 1895 to 1906, when he be-
came secretary to the American embassy
there. Three years later he was made chief
of the division of Far Eastern Affairs of
the Department of State in Washington.
In 1913 he became consul general at
Korea. He was recently detailed to the
State Department on duty in the Far
Eastern Division.

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THE WEEK ON THE CAMPUS

HE GREAT drought has caused con-

I siderable distress hereabouts. The
fairways are dry, brown, and
slippery, and the greens so fast that the

lore of experience avails the old inhabi-
tant nothing.

Tus Campus too has suffered, wiry
brown patches appearing on the lawn
where there are no trees to be a shield
from the sun. The Summer School stu-
dents have with one accord taken refuge
in the new swimming pool in Beebe Lake.
There they sport in their thousands, then
withdrawing to the little island, where
they cluster thick as penguins on the
Ross Barrier. The pool adds vastly to the
charm of summer scholarship. Why, you
ask, were the possibilities of Beebe Lake
never so utilized before? Why, because
until this year the lake was the source
of the University water supply. Now the
drinking water is drawn off near Varna.

A piquantT PLEASURE is afforded the
swimmers, through the University's
kindness. Immersed in the world of
water, one may dreamily obsetve a gang
of carpenters and masons, earnestly at
labor in the hot upper world of air. They
are building a high stone bridge across
the little gorge, where it opens into the
lake. This will connect the footpaths
along the two sides of the lake. It should
be finished before the end of the summer,
says Charles R. Cooley 22, the land-
scape architect in charge. The little
island now usually covered with inert
bodies is to be landscaped, sown with
grass, and provided with a beach of form-
fitting sand.

Tuese most praiseworthy improve-
ments are being financed from the fund
left by Col. Henry W. Sackett "5, for the
preservation of the gorges. Two more
enterprises are under way. A trail, to be
a memorial to Mrs. Sackett, is to lead
from Rand Hall down the face of the
cliff to the bed of Fall Creek; it will then
wind down the streamside, through the
wildest and least spoiled section of the
University grounds. Its location was
selected by Colonel Sackett before his
death. The old pipe line along Fall Creek
to the abandoned power house near the
Stewart Avenue Bridge is also being re-
moved. It is old and ruinous but some-
how it is never contrived to look roman-
tic. Eventually there will be a trail along
the north side of the glen.

Or coursg, the most striking change in
the aspect of the Campus is the cloud of
dust that hangs over the thunderous
activities on the site of the Psi Upsilon
and Sigma Phi houses. The builders of
the new Taylor Hall seem to be digging
a mine. On the Agricnltural Campus, a
new calf barn is being built. The second

floor of the barn will be heated. This will
no doubt provoke sarcasm on the part of
farmers in the old Roman tradition. New
greenhouses are likewise to be buile,
next to the new Plant Industries Building
on Tower Road.

Tue orp Boor Mir. by the Forest
Home dam is being torn down, partly for
looks and partly because it can no longer
render a profit. The furniture made there,
especially school and college equipment,
enjoyed a more than local fame. The
Baker Chemical Laboratory was com-
pletely equipped from this mill. Now it
disappears, the last of the busy little
factories that lined the banks of Fall
Creek when Forest Home was Free
Hollow. For Forest Home the Industrial
Revolution has had its brief fury and has
passed away. The Age of Machinery is
dead, the old weeds grow upon its grave.

Tue Jounny Parson Crus suffered
about $1000 damage from a small fire,
discovered after the building was closed
for the summer.

A scenic roaD along the west shore of
Cayuga Lake has been surveyed; a part
of it at least should be built next year.

OvzersHapowsD by the regular Summer
Session, the seventh Summer Session for
Town and Country Ministers has been
conducted by the Department of Rural
Social Organization. Sixty ministers were
in attendance. Certificates were awarded
to ten ministers who have completed
three summer sessions.

Tre Dramatic Crus has enlivened the
Summer Session by putting on pro-
ductions every Friday and Saturday even-
ing. Some of the bills were groups of one-
act plays; others were repetitions of
successful full-length plays which had
their premieres during the college year.
Such were Pirandello’s “*Six Characters
in Search of an Author” and Martinez
Sierra’s ““Cradle Song.”” The only entirely
new venture is A. A. Milne’s ““The
Dover Road,” scheduled for August 12
and 13. There is also, to be sure, the one-
act burlesque, ' The Cocklpfeifer Case,”
by Judson W. Genung "26 of Ithaca and
Bernard W. Hewitt "28 of North Tona-
wanda.

Tue Summer Session provided two
musical evenings of first importance; a
piano recital by Naegelé and a program
of songs by John Goss. Unfortunately,
the wilting heat kept the audiences
away.

A Guiper Crus has been formed which
includes 2 number of undergraduates and
recent graduates. They have bought a
Waco glider, with which they are, no
doubt, proficient. At any rate, no member

has as yet been discovered gliding into
a citizen's back yard.

Waar Is ReLicion

The Religions Response: an Introduction
to the Philosophy of Religion. By Henry
Wilkes Wright ‘99, Ph.D. o2, Professor
of Philosophy in the University of Mani-
toba. New York. Harper. 1930. 19.5 cm.,
pp. viii, 256.

Professor Wright has produced a good
book, clear, sane, well reasoned, sen-
sible. He never goes to extremes; he fs
always well poised.

His book should be widely read.
These are days of trial for the church and
all similar institutions. We are passing
through an era of change; it may be that
we are hovering between two worlds,
the one dead, the other as yet powerless
to be born. Yet because human nature
does not radically change, those two
worlds will not radically differ. Many
of our great churches are built on the
sites of pagan temples. So, although the
religion of the future may not seem to be
like that of our fathers, it will never-
theless be a religion, with all the ear-
marks of that idea.

Does science invalidate religion?
Wright does not think so. Science “‘ex-
plains the existing world as a mechanical
system, an order of physical events.”
But mechanism is only a part of the
business. My motor is not only a ma-
chine but a hobby, a source of delight,
a joy. The voice is not only sound me-
chanically produced, a physical phe-
nomenon, but also the expression of
personality abysmal in its depths, un-
fathomable, spiritual. The law is a
system of restraints to keep unruly per-
sons quiet; it is also the expression of an
invisible sense of justice which is like-
wise spiritual. The invisible world of
thought, aspiration, desire is no less
real than the mechanical world.

But admitting this reality, can we
postulate Universal Intelligence or only
go so far as to postulate universally
human (or animal or living) intelligence?
Allwe can do is to formulate a hypothesis
which seems to fit the facts. Whence,
then, comes human intelligence? Ex
nihilo nibil fir. And by contraries, some-
thing always comes of something. The best
explanation is to regard our intelligence
as a (once latent) part of a larger World
Intelligence. On any other basis the
world is chaos.

And this Intelligence men have vari-
ously called God, Yahve, Odin, Zeus,
Minerva, Isis, Moloch. It does not mat-
ter. What does matter most is that in
every age men shall not be bound by the
crass ideas of their fathers but shall
strive to realize in their own age the
noblest conceptions which that age can
produce. The church that unreservedly
does this will live and thrive; and every
other will go to the wall.

Beggarman: a Novel. By Jane Abbott
‘03. Philadelphia. Lippincott. 1930. 19.9
cm., pp. 314. Price, $2.

Alice St. John had been adopted in in-
fancy by a wealthy widow, under peculiar
circumstances. A Jong-standing family
feud over property had so embittered
Mrs. St. John that she desired above all
to have some one to carry on her side of
the controversy in the next generation.

With this in mind, but with no desite
for, or love of, the child, she had taken
Alice from a children’s home and given
her everything that money could buy,
education, travel, and luxurious living.

She dies leaving everything to Alice,
including the acknowledgment of her life
purpose. There has been no love between
them, and the girl is left lonely and
resentful of this legacy of hate. Through
her lawyer she finds out who her own
parents are, and poor and common though
they are, she decides to give up all her
money and go to her people, because to
them she belongs. She finds that she cannot
so easily dispose of her wealth, but she
does go to her own people. She is brave
and devoted, and withal somewhat
stupid; but her natural longing for kin,
and her fineness and understanding enlist
the sympathy and interest of the reader.
The contrast is sharp between the life to
which she has been accustomed in the
big house on Chestnut Street, Philadel-
phia, and the sordid existence at the
Harts,” with the faithful, weary step-
mother, the shiftless, dishonest father,
the brothers and sister. Further contrast
is marked between the young lawyer,
Sidney Carter, efficient, sophisticated,
conventional, and Jude Farrand, the
Beggarman.

How the obscure and tangled at last
becomes clear and how the Beggarman
comes into his own makes a story which
will be heartily enjoyed by older as well
as by the younger readers for whom it
was written.
