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1 INTRODUCTION

1.1 Background

Mining Tenement M70/656 (the site) is located on the southern part of Lot 313 Abercrombie Road,
Postans in the City of Kwinana, approximately 30km south of the Perth Central Business District (Figure
1). The tenement is 18.02ha and is bounded by mostly cleared rural land to the east, Ratcliffe Road
and native vegetation to the south-west, a quarry to the north and other large mostly cleared land to
the west (Figure 2).

The owners of the tenement, WA Limestone, plan to expand the existing quarry to the north into the
tenement. A preliminary flora and vegetation survey was undertaken on the site in late spring 2017
(Natural Area Holdings, 2018). PGV Environmental was commissioned by WA Limestone to undertake
a flora and vegetation survey of the tenement in mid-spring and to assess the conservation
significance of flora and vegetation communities to assist the applications for future mining of the
site.

1.2 Scope of Works

A Detailed Flora and Vegetation Survey was undertaken in accordance with EPA Technical Guidance
Flora and Vegetation Surveys for Environmental Impact Assessment (EPA, 2016). The survey included
the following:

e Desktop search and review of the Department of Biodiversity, Conservation and Attractions
(DBCA) Threatened and Priority flora and ecological community Databases;

e A search of the Naturemap website (DBCA, 2020);

e A search of the Commonwealth Government’s Protected Matters Search Tool (DAWE, 2020)
to identify species potentially occurring within the area that are protected under the
Environment Protection and Biodiversity Conservation (EPBC) Act 1999;

e Examination of historic and recent aerial photography and contour and soil maps to
provisionally identify vegetation types and condition;

e Field survey using quadrats to record native and introduced species as well as a thorough site
walkover of any areas of native vegetation;

e Recording of any significant plant species using a hand-held GPS;

e Description and mapping of vegetation types and vegetation condition; and

e Compilation of a flora list.
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2 EXISTING ENVIRONMENT

2.1 Land Use

The site is currently zoned ‘Parks and Recreation’ and contains a corridor zoned ‘Public purposes -
special uses’ under the Metropolitan Region Scheme (National Map, 2020) (Plate 1). Zoning under the
City of Kwinana Local Planning Scheme No. 2 (WAPC, 1992) reflects the zoning under the MRS.

The earliest available historic aerial photograph on-line from 1953 (Landgate, 2020) shows that the
site contains native vegetation (Plate 2). The site remains completely vegetated in 1989 (Plate 3) apart
from a few tracks through the site.

The 2013 aerial photo shows the extent of quarrying activity on the northern half of the lot and shows
the tenement as uncleared native vegetation (Plate 4).

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The site remains vegetated to the present (Figure 2).
2.2 Topography

The site is gently undulating with a south-west/north-east trending ridge at an elevation of around
31m Australian Height Datum (AHD) in the central western part of the site which slopes down gently
to the north, east and south. The lowest part of the site has an elevation of around 18m along the
eastern boundary (Figure 2).

2.3 Geology and Soils

231 Geology

The site is mapped as part of the Spearwood System which has the highest relief of the dune systems
on the Swan Coastal Plain (Bolland, 1998). The Spearwood system consists of slightly calcareous
Aeolian sand remnant from leaching of the underlying Pleistocene Tamala limestone (Davidson, 1995).

2.3.2 Soils
Two Spearwood soil units are mapped on the site and are described as follows:
e Spearwood S2a Phase (211Sp_S2a) — lower slopes of dune ridge with moderately deep to deep
siliceous yellow-brown sands or pale sands with yellow-brown subsoils and minor limestone
outcrop (DPIRD, 2020), mapped over the majority of the site; and

e Spearwood Wet, Swamp Phase (211SpW_SWAMP) which are soils that occur with swamps
(DPIRD, 2020). This soil phase is located in a very small area on the western boundary.

2.4 Hydrology

Groundwater is at approximately 1m AHD, which is 17m to 30m below the surface level, and generally
flows to the north-west (DWER, 2020). There are no wetlands mapped on the site (National Map,
2020).
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3 METHODOLOGY

3.1 Database Searches

Searches of the following databases were undertaken for a 10km radius around the central point of
the site prior to the site survey:

e Department of Biodiversity, Conservation and Attractions (DBCA) Declared Rare and Priority
Flora database and Threatened Ecological Communities database (Appendix 1);

o DBCA Naturemap Database (DBCA, 2020) (Appendix 2); and

e The Commonwealth Government’s Protected Matters Search Tool to identify species
potentially occurring within the area that are protected under the Environment Protection and
Biodiversity Conservation (EPBC) Act 1999 (DAWE, 2020). A radius of 5km was used for this
database (Appendix 3).

3.2 Site Survey

A flora and vegetation survey of the site was conducted by Dr Paul van der Moezel of PGV
Environmental on 13 September 2020.

The site was thoroughly walked to record all species in the survey area. The site was walked in parallel
transects spaced 20m apart in order to maximise the recording of small plants, particularly orchid
species. The dense stands of Acacia rostellifera were harder to walk through and had a lower site
coverage.

Information on flora composition and vegetation structure was recorded in six 10m x 10m non-
permanent quadrats in representative vegetation types.

Most plant species were identified in the field. Some specimens were photographed or taken for
identification at the Perth Reference Herbarium or office using standard reference guides.

3.3 Survey Conditions

The conditions that the survey was undertaken in are presented in Table 1 in order to assess the
adequacy of the survey. In summary, there were no constraints to the survey.

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4 RESULTS

4.1 Flora Database Searches

A search of the DBCA Threatened Flora Databases: the WA Herbarium database (WAHerb), the
Threatened (Declared Rare) and Priority Flora Species List (TFPL) (Appendix 1) and Naturemap
Database (Appendix 2) indicates that a number of species that are listed as Endangered, Threatened
or Priority have been located within a 10km radius of the site. The and the EPBC Act Protected Matters
Search Tool (Appendix 3) indicates species that may have habitat within 5km radius of the site. The

results from these database searches are shown in Table 2. None of the species has been recorded

from the survey area.

Table 3 lists the likelihood that any of these species could occur on the site based on the soil types and

vegetation condition.

4.2 TEC and PEC Desktop Search

A search of DBCA’s Threatened (TEC) and Priority Ecological Communities (PEC) database was
conducted within a radius of 5km around the site (14-0920EC) (Appendix 5). Two TECs and four
Priority 3 PECs at State level were identified in the database search. One of these is also listed as a TEC
under the Commonwealth Environment Protection and Biodiversity Conservation Act 1999 (EPBC Act).
Three of the State listed PECs are listed under the EPBC Act as TECs. The communities identified in
the database searches are outlined in Table 4.

4.3 Flora

A total of 109 plant species were recorded during the survey (Appendix 6). The total consisted of 73
native and 36 introduced species. The percentage of introduced species (33%) is high considering the
site does not appear to have been cleared in the past. The number of native species is considered
moderate compared to the that which would be similar vegetation types in better condition.
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Natural Area Holdings (NAH) (2018) recorded 63 species including 49 native and 14 introduced. NAH
undertook their survey in mid-November which is past the peak flowering period to survey on
Spearwood dune soils in the Perth Metropolitan Region. The addition of 46 more species, including
24 native species, in the mid-September survey of this report reflects the earlier survey period.

The plant Families with the highest representation of species were the Fabaceae (Pea and Wattle
family — 13 species, including 10 native and 3 introduced), Proteaceae (Banksia family - 10 species, all
native), Asparagaceae (Lily family — 10 species, 9 native and 1 introduced) and the Cyperaceae (Sedge
family — 7 species, all native). Unusually, the Myrtaceae (Eucalyptus, Melaleuca and others) was only
represented by two species, Tuart and Jarrah. This outcome was recorded in both NAH and the PGV
Environmental survey. There does not seem to be any obvious reason for the absence of any
Melaleuca, Calothamnus, Calytrix and other genera that might normally be expected to occur on the
site.

There were no Threatened (Declared Rare) or Priority plant species recorded on the site in either the
NAH 2017 survey (NAH, 2018) or this 2020 survey.

Quadrat Data are provided in Appendix 7.

Species richness in the six quadrats ranged from 21-28 species. The percentage of introduced species
in all quadrats was very high with the highest values for the Acacia rostellifera dense heath vegetation
(average 62%) and the lower values in Tuart and Jarrah/Banksia woodlands with 58% and 38%,
respectively.

4.4 Vegetation

4.4.1 Vegetation Complex

Vegetation Complexes are a broad level of vegetation description which is based on the underlying
geomorphology and rainfall (Heddle et al., 1980). The areas of remnant native vegetation on the site
is part of the Cottesloe Complex— Central and South vegetation complex which is described as:

Mosaic of woodland of Eucalyptus gomphocephala (Tuart) and open forest of E.
gomphocephala — E. marginata (Jarrah) — Corymbia calophylla (Marri), closed heath on the
limestone outcrops’ (Heddle et al., 1980).

The general description of the vegetation complex matches the vegetation types recorded on the site.

4.4.2 Vegetation Type

For small scale sites, such as the survey area, vegetation mapping can be further refined by using
vegetation types which are described by the composition and structure of the dominant species rather
than based on geomorphology.

Three native vegetation types were described and mapped on the site. The vegetation type is
described in Table 5 and mapped in Figure 3.
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44.3 Floristic Community Types

Floristic Community Types (FCT) are based on the whole floristic composition of the vegetation rather
than being determined by soil type and geomorphology (Vegetation Complex) or the nature of the
dominant species (Vegetation Types).

The FCT on the site was determined using the spreadsheet method which compares the species in the
guadrats to the species found in each FCT (Table 12 in Gibson et al. 1994).

The low native species richness values and high proportion of introduced species makes a definitive
match with known FCTs difficult. However using the method above, the vegetation on the site was
found to be most similar to FCT28 ‘Spearwood Banksia attenuata or B. attenuata — Eucalyptus
woodland’.

Acacia rostellifera is dense (50-75%
cover) and up to 2m high. Occasional Tuart trees occur in the
unit. The understorey is sparse and consists mostly of grassy
weed species such as Perennial and Annual Veldtgrass
(Ehrharta calycina, E. longiflora), Blowfly Grass (Briza
maxima) and Hare’s Tail Grass (Lagurus ovatus). Common
native species include Xanthorrhoea preissii, Macrozamia
riedlei, Conostylis aculeata and Hardenbergia comptoniana.

The soils were orange-brown sands with some surface
limestone.

Tuart (Eucalyptus gomphocephala) woodland occurred on the
upper slopes and top of the low ridge that occurs on the
central western part of the site. The Tuart trees are up to
10m high and low density (average 5-10% cover) with a
sparse lower tree canopy of Banksia attenuata and in some
places Allocasuarina fraseriana. The understorey is an open
low heath with common native species Xanthorrhoea preissii,
Macrozamia riedlei, Hibbertia subvaginata, Acacia pulchella,
Conostylis aculeata and Hardenbergia comptoniana. Grevillea
vestita was common in patches.

The soils were orange-brown sand with no surface limestone.

The Jarrah (Eucalyptus marginata)/Banksia woodland
vegetation type occurred on lower slopes in the north and
south-east parts of the site. Jarrah was up to 8m high and low
density (5-10% cover) with a secondary tree canopy of
Banksia attenuata around 3-4m high and less than 10% cover.
Common understorey species in the open low heath include
Xanthorrhoea preissii, Macrozamia riedlei, Dianella revoluta
var. divaricata, Conostylis aculeata, Drosera stolonifera,
Drosera erythrorhiza and Hardenbergia comptoniana.

The condition of the vegetation was assessed according to the system of Keighery as described in Bush
Forever (Government of Western Australia, 2000) (Table 6).

The condition of the vegetation is shown in Figure 4. All areas of native vegetation on the site were
assessed as being in Good condition. The low condition rating is due to the abundance of weeds,
particularly grassy weeds, most likely the result of frequent fires. No areas were assessed in Very
Good condition or better due to the abundance of weeds.

4.5 Conservation Significance of Flora and Vegetation

45.1 Flora

No Threatened or Priority flora species were recorded on the site. No other species of conservation
significance were recorded.

4.5.2 Vegetation

4.5.2.1 Vegetation Complex

The vegetation on the site is part of the Cottesloe Complex - Central and South (Heddle et al., 1980).
Approximately 32% of the pre-European vegetation extent of this complex remains, of which 14% is
currently managed by DBCA (DBCA, 2018).
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The percentage retention is above EPA’s target for minimum 30% retention of vegetation complexes
State-wide in the Perth and Peel Region Constrained Areas and the area in protection is above the
10% minimum criteria for vegetation complexes.

4.5.2.2 Threatened and Priority Ecological Communities

The FCT on the site was determined to be most similar to FCT28 ‘Spearwood Banksia attenuata or B.
attenuata — Eucalyptus woodland’. FCT 28 is not a TEC or PEC at State level. FCT 28 occurs in the
upland areas of the nearby Bush Forever Site 269 ‘The Spectacles’ as well as Site 268 ‘Mandogalup
Road Bushland, Mandogalup’ and Site 349 ‘Leda Reserve and Adjacent Bushland’.

The Tuart woodland vegetation type has potential to be FCT 25 ‘Southern Eucalyptus gomphocephala
— Agonis flexuosa woodlands’ however the understorey composition was very similar to the
Jarrah/Banksia woodland and matched more closely with FCT28.

The vegetation types containing Tuart trees have has potential to be part of the Tuart Woodlands and
Forests of the Swan Coastal Plain TEC. An assessment of the TEC is provided below.

The vegetation types containing Banksia attenuata trees have has potential to be part of the Banksia
Woodlands of the Swan Coastal Plain TEC. An assessment of the TEC is provided below.

4.5.2.3 Tuart Woodlands and Forests of the Swan Coastal Plain

Description

The Tuart Woodlands and Forests of the Swan Coastal Plain was listed as a Threatened Ecological
Community (TEC) with a rating of Critically Endangered under the Commonwealth EPBC Act on 4 July
2019 (for brevity the community will be called the Tuart Woodland TEC in this report). A description
of the Tuart Woodland TEC is available through the EPBC Act listing and more specifically the Approved
Conservation Advice (incorporating listing advice) for the Tuart (Eucalyptus gomphocephala)
woodlands and forests of the Swan Coastal Plain ecological released by the Commonwealth
Government (Commonwealth of Australia, 2019). According to the Conservation Advice the
diagnostic characteristics of the TEC are:

Key diagnosis characteristics

e The ecological community is limited to patches of vegetation (with their associated biota) that
meet all of the following key diagnostic characteristics:

e Occurs in the Swan Coastal Plain Bioregion, Western Australia (IBRA v7. Department of the
Environment 2012).

e Primarily occurs on the Spearwood and Quindalup dune systems but can also occur on the
Bassendean dunes and Pinjarra Plain. It can occur on the banks of rivers and wetlands.

e The primary defining feature is the presence of at least two living established Eucalyptus
gomphocephala (Tuart) trees in the uppermost canopy layer, although they may co-occur with
trees of other species. There is a gap of no more than 60 m between the outer edges of the
canopies of adjacent Tuart trees. These trees may occur either as single stemmed trees or as
a mallee growth form.

e  Most often occurs as a woodland but can occur in other structural forms, For example, forest,
open forest, woodland, open woodland, and various mallee forms.
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e Other tree species may be present in the canopy or sub-canopy. They commonly include:
Agonis flexuosa (Peppermint) and Banksia grandis (Bull Banksia) (both in the southern part of
the range), Banksia attenuata (Candlestick Banksia), Eucalyptus marginata (Jarrah); and less
commonly, Corymbia calophylla (Marri), Banksia menziesii (Firewood Banksia) and Banksia
prionotes (Acorn Banksia).

e An understorey of native plants is typically present, which may include grasses, herbs and
shrubs, although this is often modified by disturbance. Some understorey plant species that
are most commonly present are listed in Section 2.3.3 of the Conservation Advice.

e Native fauna species that are most commonly present are noted in Section 2.4 of the
Conservation Advice (Commonwealth of Australia, 2019).

Defining a patch of the ecological community

e A patch of the ecological community is a discrete and mostly continuous area of vegetation
that meets the key diagnostic characteristics.

e Boundaries for a patch can extend beyond a site or property boundary, or potential area of
impact for a proposed action.

e The patch boundary is 30 m beyond the outer canopy of the established Tuart trees (215 cm
diameter at breast height (DBH)), including dead Tuart trees (stags). See Plate 5

e Where a dead Tuart tree (stag) is being considered for inclusion in a patch of the ecological
community, the vertical projection of its outermost remaining branches is used to define the
edge of its canopy. If the species of a stag tree is unclear, if the edge of its canopy is within 60
m of an identified Tuart tree the stag is presumed to be a Tuart.

e Patches of Tuart woodlands and forests may contain areas that vary in structural or biological
complexity. One part of a patch may have a larger number of mature trees and more
ecological diversity, whereas another part of the same patch may demonstrate fewer mature
trees and less groundcover. Areas with soil exposed and/or plant litter can also be expected
within this ecological community.

e Variation in quality or condition of vegetation across a patch should not necessarily be
considered to be evidence of multiple patches. Patches of the ecological community can be
spatially variable and are often characterised by one or more areas within a patch that meet
higher condition thresholds amongst areas of lower condition.

e If an area meets the key diagnostic characteristics but the average condition across that area
falls below the minimum condition thresholds, the largest area or areas of at least 0.5 ha that
meet minimum condition thresholds on average, should be specified as the patch or patches
of the nationally listed ecological community. This may result in multiple patches of the
ecological community being identified within the overall area first identified as meeting the
key diagnostics.

e A patch may include small areas without understorey vegetation, such as bare ground, as
well as waterbodies or hardscape (e.g. roads, paths, car parks, or buildings) that do not
significantly alter the overall function of the ecological community. These small areas do not
break up a patch, or divide a patch into multiple patches, as long as there are some parts of
the canopy within 60 m of the outer edges of the canopies of adjacent Tuart trees (as per
Plate 5). However, existing buildings and other human-made structures and gardens are not
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part of the nationally protected ecological community and should be excluded from the
calculation of patch size and condition. See Plate 6 (Commonwealth of Australia, 2019).

Tuart Woodland TEC Assessment

The key diagnostic characteristics of the Tuart Woodland TEC are contained in the Approved
Conservation Advice for the TEC published at the time of the listing on 16 September 2016.

The Conservation Advice contains the following step-wise approach to use in determining if the TEC
occurs on a site:

e Step 1: Is the Tuart Woodlands and Forests ecological community in your proposed project
site?

the proposed project site and in the surrounding area?

Forests and avoiding significant adverse impacts?

e Step 4: Will your proposed action have a significant impact on Tuart Woodlands and Forests
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Assessment
The assessment of the Tuart Woodland TEC on the site is outlined in Table 8 and Table 9.

The definition of the Tuart Woodland TEC resulted in two separate patches of potential TEC on the
site with Patch 1 extending off-site to the west.

As the definition of the Tuart Woodland TEC is based on the location of Tuart trees and extending 30m
beyond the outermost canopy the boundary of the Tuart Woodland ecological community does not
match the boundary of the Tuart Low Open Woodland which is based on vegetation structure and
floristics. As aresult, the boundary of the two Tuart Woodland patches overlaps vegetation types that
do not contain Tuart woodland or Tuart woodland understorey.

The area of each Tuart woodland patch was calculated as 4.52ha for Patch 1 (3.06ha inside the lot and
1.46ha on the lot to the west) and 2.96ha for Patch 2 (2.91ha on the lot and 0.05ha on the lot to the
east).

The conclusion of the assessment is that the two patches of Tuart vegetation are part of the Tuart
Woodlands and Forests TEC. The total area of Tuart Woodland TEC on the site is calculated to be
5.97ha (Figure 5).

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4.5.2.4 Banksia Woodland TEC Assessment

The Banksia Woodlands of the Swan Coastal Plain Threatened Ecological Community (Banksia
Woodland TEC) is listed as an Endangered TEC under the Commonwealth EPBC Act. The Banksia
Woodland community is a conglomerate of a number of Banksia-dominated FCTs recognised at State
level. FCT 23a is one of the FCTs that form part of the Banksia Woodland TEC. However, the
identification of one of the relevant FCTs on a site is not of itself sufficient to assign the vegetation to
the Banksia Woodland TEC. The vegetation needs to meet specific criteria to be considered the TEC.

The Approved Conservation Advice (incorporating listing advice) for the Banksia Woodlands of the
Swan Coastal Plain ecological community (Commonwealth of Australia, 2016) (Conservation Advice)
describes the Banksia Woodland TEC as:

The ecological community is a woodland associated with the Swan Coastal Plain of southwest
Western Australia. A key diagnostic feature is a prominent tree layer of Banksia, with scattered
eucalypts and other tree species often present among or emerging above the Banksia canopy.
The understorey is a species rich mix of sclerophyllous shrubs, graminoids and forbs. The
ecological community is characterised by a high endemism and considerable localised
variation in species composition across its range (Commonwealth of Australia, 2016).

Table 10 assesses the vegetation type on the site against the Banksia Woodland TEC criteria contained
in the Conservation Advice.

In summary, the Jarrah/Banksia (EmBa) vegetation type was considered to meet all the requirements
of the Banksia Woodland TEC, listed as Priority 3 in Western Australia. While the density of Banksia
trees was not high (average around 10%) they were considered to form a distinctive tree layer with
the more dominant Jarrah trees. The size of the patch of Jarrah/Banksia, around 9.1ha, is well over
the minimum 2ha required for vegetation in Good condition.

A total of around 9.1ha of Banksia Woodland TEC is mapped on the site (Figure 5).

The area containing Tuart woodland (Eg vegetation type) were not considered to meet the definition
of the Banksia Woodland TEC. While Banksia attenuata was present as a secondary tree layer with
the Tuarts, the density of Banksia trees was very low (2% average) and was not considered a distinctive
upper layer of trees as the Banksia Woodland TEC requires. No young Banksia saplings or seedlings
were observed on the site, indicating that the Tuart woodland will not regenerate over time to have
a more distinctive Banksia tree cover.

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5 SUMMARY AND CONCLUSIONS

The Flora and Vegetation survey of the site resulted in the following findings:

o A total of 109 plant species were recorded during the 2020 flora survey. This total consisted
of 73 native species and 36 (33%) introduced species;

e No Threatened (Declared Rare) or Priority flora species were recorded on the site;

e Three vegetation types were described and mapped on the site: Acacia rostellifera Closed
Heath to Tall Open Scrub, Tuart Low Woodland, and Jarrah/Banksia Low Open Woodland;

e The vegetation was all rated in Good condition with a relatively low number of native species
and a high proportion of weeds in the understorey;

e The vegetation is part of the Cottesloe — Central and South Vegetation complex which is well
retained in the Perth Metropolitan Region;

e The vegetation was assessed as being part of FCT28 ‘Spearwood Banksia attenuata or B.
attenuata — Eucalyptus woodland’;

e The vegetation is not a Threatened Ecological Community at State level;

e Two patches of Tuart woodland ecological community as defined under the EPBC Act were
assessed as occurring on the site, with one patch extending onto the site to the west. Both
patches were rated as being in Very Good condition and were large enough (>0.5ha) to meet
the criteria for the Tuart Woodlands and Forests TEC which is listed as Critically Endangered
under the Commonwealth EPBC Act and Priority 3 in Western Australia. The total area of
Tuart Woodland TEC on the site is calculated to be 5.97ha;

e The Jarrah/Banksia vegetation type (EmBa) was assessed as meeting the criteria for the
Banksia Woodlands of the Swan Coastal Plain TEC which is listed under the EPBC Act and
Priority 3 in Western Australia. A total of 9.1ha of the Banksia Woodland TEC is mapped on
the site in one large patch; and

e Any proposed clearing of the Tuart Woodland TEC or Banksia Woodland TEC will require a
Referral under the EPBC Act and likely Controlled Action assessment.

Caveat

The information presented in this report has been provided by a range of data sources as acknowledged at the end of the report.

This report is designed to assist in identifying the locations of places which may be relevant in determining obligations under the Environment
Protection and Biodiversity Conservation Act 1999. It holds mapped locations of World and National Heritage properties, Wetlands of International
and National Importance, Commonwealth and State/Territory reserves, listed threatened, migratory and marine species and listed threatened
ecological communities. Mapping of Commonwealth land is not complete at this stage. Maps have been collated from a range of sources at various
resolutions.

Not all species listed under the EPBC Act have been mapped (see below) and therefore a report is a general guide only. Where available data
supports mapping, the type of presence that can be determined from the data is indicated in general terms. People using this information in making
a referral may need to consider the qualifications below and may need to seek and consider other information sources.

For threatened ecological communities where the distribution is well known, maps are derived from recovery plans, State vegetation maps, remote
sensing imagery and other sources. Where threatened ecological community distributions are less well known, existing vegetation maps and point
location data are used to produce indicative distribution maps.

Threatened, migratory and marine species distributions have been derived through a variety of methods. Where distributions are well known and if
time permits, maps are derived using either thematic spatial data (i.e. vegetation, soils, geology, elevation, aspect, terrain, etc) together with point
locations and described habitat; or environmental modelling (MAXENT or BIOCLIM habitat modelling) using point locations and environmental data
layers.

Where very little information is available for species or large number of maps are required in a short time-frame, maps are derived either from 0.04
or 0.02 decimal degree cells; by an automated process using polygon capture techniques (static two kilometre grid cells, alpha-hull and convex hull);
or captured manually or by using topographic features (national park boundaries, islands, etc). In the early stages of the distribution mapping
process (1999-early 2000s) distributions were defined by degree blocks, 100K or 250K map sheets to rapidly create distribution maps. More reliable
distribution mapping methods are used to update these distributions as time permits.

Only selected species covered by the following provisions of the EPBC Act have been mapped:

- marine

The following species and ecological communities have not been mapped and do not appear in reports produced from this database:

- threatened species listed as extinct or considered as vagrants
- some species and ecological communities that have only recently been listed

Threatened species considered to be “facing a very high risk of extinction in the wild in the
near future, as determined in accordance with criteria set out in the ministerial guidelines”.

Listed as endangered under section 19(1)(b) of the BC Act in accordance with the criteria set
out in section 21 and the ministerial guidelines. Published under schedule 2 of the Wildlife
Conservation (Specially Protected Fauna) Notice 2018 for endangered fauna or the Wildlife
Conservation (Rare Flora) Notice 2018 for endangered flora.

VU Vulnerable species

Threatened species considered to be “facing a high risk of extinction in the wild in the medium-
term future, as determined in accordance with criteria set out in the ministerial guidelines”.

Listed as vulnerable under section 19(1)(c) of the BC Act in accordance with the criteria set
out in section 22 and the ministerial guidelines. Published under schedule 3 of the Wildlife
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Conservation (Specially Protected Fauna) Notice 2018 for vulnerable fauna or the Wildlife
Conservation (Rare Flora) Notice 2018 for vulnerable flora.

Presumed extinct species

Species where “there is no reasonable doubt that the last member of the species has died”,
and listing is otherwise in accordance with the ministerial guidelines (section 24 of the BC Act).

Published as presumed extinct under schedule 4 of the Wildlife Conservation (Specially
Protected Fauna) Notice 2018 for extinct fauna or the Wildlife Conservation (Rare Flora) Notice
2018 for extinct flora.

Extinct in the wild species

Species that “is known only to survive in cultivation, in captivity or as a naturalised population
well outside its past range; and it has not been recorded in its known habitat or expected
habitat, at appropriate seasons, anywhere in its past range, despite surveys over a time frame
appropriate to its life cycle and form”, and listing is otherwise in accordance with the
ministerial guidelines (section 25 of the BC Act).

Currently there are no threatened fauna or threatened flora species listed as extinct in the
wild. If listing of a species as extinct in the wild occurs, then a schedule will be added to the
applicable notice.

Specially protected species

Listed by order of the Minister as specially protected under section 13(1) of the BC Act. Meeting one
or more of the following categories: species of special conservation interest; migratory species;

cetaceans; species subject to international agreement; or species otherwise in need of special

protection.

Species that are listed as threatened species (critically endangered, endangered or vulnerable) or

extinct species under the BC Act cannot also be listed as Specially Protected species.

Migratory species

Fauna that periodically or occasionally visit Australia or an external Territory or the exclusive
economic zone; or the species is subject of an international agreement that relates to the
protection of migratory species and that binds the Commonwealth; and listing is otherwise in
accordance with the ministerial guidelines (section 15 of the BC Act).

Published as other specially protected fauna under schedule 7 of the Wildlife Conservation

P Priority species

Possibly threatened species that do not meet survey criteria, or are otherwise data deficient, are
added to the Priority Fauna or Priority Flora Lists under Priorities 1, 2 or 3. These three categories are
ranked in order of priority for survey and evaluation of conservation status so that consideration can
be given to their declaration as threatened fauna or flora.

Species that are adequately known, are rare but not threatened, or meet criteria for near threatened,
or that have been recently removed from the threatened species or other specially protected fauna
lists for other than taxonomic reasons, are placed in Priority 4. These species require regular
monitoring.

Assessment of Priority codes is based on the Western Australian distribution of the species, unless the
distribution in WA is part of a contiguous population extending into adjacent States, as defined by the
known spread of locations.

Priority 1: Poorly-known species

Species that are known from one or a few locations (generally five or less) which are
potentially at risk. All occurrences are either: very small; or on lands not managed for
conservation, e.g. agricultural or pastoral lands, urban areas, road and rail reserves, gravel
reserves and active mineral leases; or otherwise under threat of habitat destruction or
degradation. Species may be included if they are comparatively well known from one or more
locations but do not meet adequacy of survey requirements and appear to be under
immediate threat from known threatening processes. Such species are in urgent need of
further survey.



Priority 2: Poorly-known species

Species that are known from one or a few locations (generally five or less), some of which are
on lands managed primarily for nature conservation, e.g. national parks, conservation parks,
nature reserves and other lands with secure tenure being managed for conservation. Species
may be included if they are comparatively well known from one or more locations but do not
meet adequacy of survey requirements and appear to be under threat from known
threatening processes. Such species are in urgent need of further survey.

Priority 3: Poorly-known species

Species that are known from several locations, and the species does not appear to be under
imminent threat, or from few but widespread locations with either large population size or
significant remaining areas of apparently suitable habitat, much of it not under imminent
threat. Species may be included if they are comparatively well known from several locations
but do not meet adequacy of survey requirements and known threatening processes exist that
could affect them. Such species are in need of further survey.

Priority 4: Rare, Near Threatened and other species in need of monitoring

(a) Rare. Species that are considered to have been adequately surveyed, or for which
sufficient knowledge is available, and that are considered not currently threatened or
in need of special protection but could be if present circumstances change. These
species are usually represented on conservation lands.

(b) Near Threatened. Species that are considered to have been adequately surveyed and
that are close to qualifying for vulnerable but are not listed as Conservation
Dependent.

(c) Species that have been removed from the list of threatened species during the past

five years for reasons other than taxonomy.

*Species includes all taxa (plural of taxon - a classificatory group of any taxonomic rank, e.g. a family,
genus, species or any infraspecific category i.e. subspecies or variety, or a distinct population).

Western Australian Ecological Communities

Threatened Ecological Communities

The BC Act provides for the statutory listing of threatened ecological communities (TECs) by the
Minister.

Presumed Totally Destroyed (PD)

An ecological community that has been adequately searched for but for which no
representative occurrences have been located. The community has been found to be totally
destroyed or so extensively modified throughout its range that no occurrence of it is likely to
recover its species composition and/or structure in the foreseeable future.



Critically Endangered (CR)

An ecological community that has been adequately surveyed and found to have been subject
to a major contraction in area and/or that was originally of limited distribution and is facing
severe modification or destruction throughout its range in the immediate future, or is already
severely degraded throughout its range but capable of being substantially restored or
rehabilitated.

Endangered (EN)

An ecological community that has been adequately surveyed and found to have been subject
to a major contraction in area and/or was originally of limited distribution and is in danger of
significant modification throughout its range or severe modification or destruction over most
of its range in the near future.

Vulnerable (VU)

An ecological community that has been adequately surveyed and is found to be declining
and/or has declined in distribution and/or condition and whose ultimate security has not yet
been assured and/or a community that is still widespread but is believed likely to move into a
category of higher threat in the near future if threatening processes continue or begin
operating throughout its range.

Priority Ecological Communities

Possible threatened ecological communities that do not meet survey criteria or that are not
adequately defined are added to the Priority Ecological Community List under priorities 1, 2 and 3.
These three categories are ranked in order of priority for survey and/or definition of the community.
Ecological communities that are adequately known, and are rare but not threatened or meet criteria
for Near Threatened, or that have been recently removed from the threatened list, are placed in
Priority 4. These ecological communities require regular monitoring. Conservation Dependent
ecological communities are placed in Priority 5.

Priority One: Poorly-known ecological communities

Ecological communities that are known from very few occurrences with a very restricted
distribution (generally <5 occurrences or a total area of < 100ha).

Occurrences are believed to be under threat either due to limited extent, or being on lands
under immediate threat (e.g. within agricultural or pastoral lands, urban areas, active mineral
leases) or for which current threats exist. May include communities with occurrences on
protected lands. Communities may be included if they are comparatively well-known from
one or more localities but do not meet adequacy of survey requirements, and/or are not well
defined, and appear to be under immediate threat from known threatening processes across
their range.



Priority Two: Poorly-known ecological communities

Communities that are known from few occurrences with a restricted distribution (generally

<10 occurrences or a total area of <200ha). At least some occurrences are not believed to be

under immediate threat (within approximately 10 years) of destruction or degradation.

Communities may be included if they are comparatively well known from one or more

localities but do not meet adequacy of survey requirements, and/or are not well defined, and

appear to be under threat from known threatening processes.

Priority Three: Poorly known ecological communities

Communities that are known from several to many occurrences, a significant number
or area of which are not under threat of habitat destruction or degradation or:

communities known from a few widespread occurrences, which are either large or
with significant remaining areas of habitat in which other occurrences may occur,
much of it not under imminent threat (within approximately 10 years), or;

munities made up of large, and/or widespread occurrences, that may or may not be
represented in the reserve system, but are under threat of modification across much
of their range from processes such as grazing by domestic and/or feral stock,
inappropriate fire regimes, clearing, hydrological change etc.

Ecological communities that are considered to have been
adequately surveyed and that do not qualify for Conservation Dependent, but that
are close to qualifying for a higher threat category.

Ecological communities that have been removed from the list of threatened
communities during the past five years.

Priority Five: Conservation Dependent ecological communities

Ecological communities that are not threatened but are subject to a specific conservation

program, the cessation of which would result in the community becoming threatened within

five years.



Commonwealth of Australia Conservation Codes

Threatened Flora and Fauna

Threatened fauna and flora may be listed under Section 178 of the Environment Protection and
Biodiversity Conservation Act 1999 (EPBC Act) in any one of the following six categories:

Extinct

A native species is eligible to be included in the extinct category at a particular time if, at that
time, there is no reasonable doubt that the last member of the species has died.

Extinct in the wild

A native species is eligible to be included in the extinct in the wild category at a particular time
if, at that time:
a) it is known only to survive in cultivation, in captivity or as a naturalised population
well outside its past range; or
b) it has not been recorded in its known and/or expected habitat, at appropriate
seasons, anywhere in its past range, despite exhaustive surveys over a time frame
appropriate to its life cycle and form.

Critically endangered

A taxon is Critically Endangered when the best available evidence indicates that it meets any
of the five criteria for the category identified in Part 7.01 of the EPBC Regulations, and it is
therefore considered to be facing an extremely high risk of extinction in the wild.

Endangered

A taxon is Endangered when the best available evidence indicates that it meets any of the five
criteria for the category identified in Part 7.01 of the EPBC Regulations, and it is therefore
considered to be facing a very high risk of extinction in the wild.

Vulnerable

A taxon is Vulnerable when the best available evidence indicates that it meets any of the five
criteria for the category identified in Part 7.01 of the EPBC Regulations, and it is therefore
considered to be facing a high risk of extinction in the wild.

Conservation dependent

A native species is eligible to be included in the conservation dependent category at a
particular time if, at that time:

a) the species is the focus of a specific conservation program the cessation of which
would result in the species becoming vulnerable, endangered or critically endangered;
or

b) the following subparagraphs are satisfied:

i.  the species is a species of fish;



ii. the species is the focus of a plan of management that provides for management
actions necessary to stop the decline of, and support the recovery of, the species
so that its chances of long term survival in nature are maximised;

iii.  the plan of management is in force under a law of the Commonwealth or of a
State or Territory;

iv.  cessation of the plan of management would adversely affect the conservation
status of the species.

The EPBC Act does not provide for listing in a data deficient category. Where sufficient data (evidence)
is unavailable to allow assessment by the Threatened Species Scientific Committee against the criteria
for listing, the species are found to be ineligible. A recommendation is made to the Minister to not
include the species in any category under the EPBC Act. For reasons of transparency and to inform
future research, the Threatened Species Scientific Committee publishes the names of those species
found to be data deficient. As data deficient is not a listing category under the EPBC Act, this has no
statutory implications and the species is not considered to be listed under the EPBC Act.

Threatened Ecological Communities

Threatened Ecological communities under the EPBC Act are listed in three categories.
Critically endangered

If, at that time, an ecological community is facing an extremely high risk of extinction in the
wild in the immediate future (indicative timeframe being the next 10 years).

Endangered

If, at that time, an ecological community is not critically endangered but is facing a very high
risk of extinction in the wild in the near future (indicative timeframe being the next 20 years).

Vulnerable

If, at that time, an ecological community is not critically endangered or endangered, but is
facing a high risk of extinction in the wild in the medium—term future (indicative timeframe
being the next 50 years).
