Ordinances banning pit bulls well-accepted in Glasgow, New Franklin

Whether or not to ban pit bulls
within the Fayette city limits will be a
question council members will ad-
dress at their next meeting Tuesday.

Although the pit bull ban is only
one part of the proposed animal con-
trol ordinance, it has generated the
most controversy.

To provide additional information
to both council members and citizens,
the Democrat-Leader researched the
effect of pit bull bans that are in place
in nearby cities, in addition to policy
statements of professional organiza-
tions about breed-specific legislation.

Professional organizations generally oppose breed-specific legislation.

Both Glasgow and New Franklin
have ordinances which ban pit bulls.
New Franklin’s ordinance was
passed in December 1988; Glasgow
passed its ordinance in the late
1990s.

New Franklin City Administrator
Pat Cunningham, as well as Glasgow
City Collector Debbie Haskamp, told
the Democrat-Leader that they have
not heard any comments or com-
plaints from citizens about the ban.
Cunningham said, “We have had no
trouble with compliance.” Since
1989, Cunningham reported, there
have been two incidences involv-

ing pit bulls: one charged an indi-
vidual and another pit bull bit a per-
son. In each case, the animal was ei-
ther removed from the city or eutha-
nized.

New Franklin Mayor Frank
Frevert said, “If it’s working, why
change it?”

Glasgow Mayor Fred Foley said,
“I’ve heard nothing negative about
the ordinance [pit bull ban].” Foley
added, “It’s always difficult to pass
a new ordinance.” But he believed
that once it is in place, “most people
see it as a positive impact on their
community.”

EACH YEAR at Christmas youth and adults at Fayette’s Unity Baptist Church join for a living
nativity presentation on the church’s parking lot (on Highway 5 across from the golf course).
There are six stops depicting the story of the birth of Christ. The three-night event opened
Thursday evening and was scheduled to continue from 6:30 to 8:30 both Friday and Saturday.

A question asked during public
discussion was whether a ban on pit
bulls would simply increase pit bull
populations into the
nonincorporated areas of the county.
Sheriff Charlie Polson felt there would
“probably not be any more than
usual,” citing the grandfather clause
which allows persons who already own
pit bulls to keep their dogs.

Despite widespread acceptance
of the pit bull ban in local cities, sev-
eral professional organizations op-
pose breed specific legislation.

The American Veterinary Medical
Association, the Missouri Veterinary
Medical Association and the Centers
for Disease Control all post policy
statements which call for legislation
which addresses vicious dog behav-
ior rather than dog breeds.

The AVMA stated in a September
2000 report: “From a scientific point
of view, we are unaware of any for-
mal evaluation of the effectiveness
of breed-specific legislation in pre-
venting fatal or nonfatal dog bites.”

Following this conclusion,
AVMA recommended prevention
measures such as “stringent” en-
forcement of leash laws, quick re-
sponse to dogs showing menacing
behavior and requiring owners of
problem dogs to assume liability for
their dogs’ behavior.

SUSAN KEYTON with her son’s dog, Sadie, at Keyton’s mother’s home in
Fayette Friday morning. Keyton cares for Sadie and plays Frisbee with her
every day. She objects to certain provisions of the proposed animal ordi-
nance: 1) the requirements for $100,000 insurance and 2) the require-
ment of muzzles for pit bulls when outside of fenced areas. “I couldn’t play
Frisbee with my dog,” she said. She acknowledged at the Nov. 18 Fayette
city council meeting, “I understand there is a problem with too many free-
roaming dogs in general.” But she disagrees with the ordinance targeting
the pit bull breed. “It’s the owners who make the animals viciouss,” she said.

Headlining the Howard County
Library Board news this month was
the announcement that the library
had received a timely Christmas gift.
The board met in regular session
Wednesday.

In a letter from the lawyers set-
tling the estate of the late Lloyd
Clevenger, the board was notified that
a substantial bequest,
which could amount to
$10,000, had been given to
the library. The exact
amount will be determined
on final settlement, but it §
is sure to be large it was
noted.

Mr. Clevenger, older members of
the community will recall, was propri-
etor of a barber shop located where
Emmet’s additional dining room is now.

Coming on top of a $500 dona-
tion from the Fayette Rotary Club
and a $100 donation by Charlie and
Willa Moore, the library’s Christ-
mas stocking has been more than
stuffed this year.

Take it slow in winter weather

weather event, MoDOT reminds mo-
torists that even light precipitation
can cause roads to become slick with
ice or snow. Drivers should use cau-
tion as the chance for additional win-
ter weather could occur over the next
few weeks.

“With the possibility of inclem-
ent weather, motorists should take
additional care and concentration as
they drive,” said Maintenance Super-
intendent Mike Belt. “Even if snow
doesn’t accumulate on roads, they
can still be slick from slush or pre-
cipitation that freezes as the tempera-
ture drops.”

Although MoDOT works hard to
clear roads fast and make them safe
for motorists, it is also the motorist’s
job to drive cautiously, pay extra at-
tention to signs and drive defen-
sively. Please remember to slow
down for wet, snowy, or icy condi-
tions; avoid braking or accelerating
quickly; find out about driving con-
ditions before you go; and buckle up
every time you travel.

MoDOT’s online Traveler Infor-
mation Map, available at
www.modot.org, gives an up-to-the-
minute view of weather-related road
conditions for major Missouri high-
ways.

with a pleasant sense of
deferred gratification for
when I’m ready to make
seed orders in January. |
can’t say I look forward
to it more than scratching in the dirt,
but it’s high on the list of gardening
highs.

Sweet anticipation is one of
gardening’s primary charms. There
is always something to look forward
to. And on Oct. 28, the day after the
garden-killing hard frost at Mole Hill,
I switched gears from buckets of
sweet pepper dreams come true to
dreaming of next season’s possibili-
ties.

Several varieties of newly planted
tulip and allium bulbs are sound
asleep in their earthen beds. I am an-
ticipating the first green tips of their
leaves peeking out in early spring
almost as much as I look forward to
the fabulous fat blooms atop their
sturdy stalks.

That is not to say that I don’t ea-
gerly await the repeat performances
by the host of flower bulbs that have
settled in comfortably elsewhere in
the gardens. I’m certain that the gar-
dener who lived here before me
dreamed some of the same winter
dreams I do about the enchanting
throng of nodding daffodils he or she
planted en masse on the north side
of the house. As Coach Berra is at-
tributed to have said, “It’s déja vu all
over again.” And again, and again—
with redbud petals floating in the
branches above.

I can’t wait to set eyes on the pure
white flowers that will surely drip
from the Molten Lava weeping
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few years from now,
E when it has grown up a
little, it will be a sight
to behold for everyone
who comes and goes.

Will our four new
sour cherry trees bear
fruit? My fingers are crossed. [ know
there won’t be enough for a pie, but
even a few cherries will give a taste
of what I can anticipate in gardening
seasons ahead.

I worry that Missouri winters are
not cold enough for the honeycrisp
apple planted two years ago. I can
only hope that it survives and bears
fruit. I’m observing its progress with
great interest and anticipation, along
with the pawpaw, persimmon and
chestnut trees that started life at
Mole Hill in recent gardening sea-
sons as tiny saplings. One of these
years, native fruits will rain down on
us—anticipated bounties that have
been added to my extremely long and
growing list of reasons to live.

And speaking of natives, three
beautyberries added to the backyard
border two years ago each had a
modest showing of pinky-purple
fruits this year. Next year should be
even better, and in just a few years, |
will look out the back door and catch
my breath over how beautiful
they’ve become.

But hands down, the most antici-
pated promise of next spring is the
foxglove I planted from seed last
spring. Packets of Wild Purple,
Ferruginea and Pink Champagne fox-
glove seeds made the cut on last
year’s garden catalog order. Every-
thing went right with all three variet-
ies, and they have been tucked here,
there and everywhere in the flower
beds. As perennials, they didn’t
bloom their maiden year, but I’'m
pretty keen on the idea that those
beauties are going to make my 2009
gardens rock.

I don’t expect all of my garden
dreams to come true. That attitude
would dull the sharp, fine edge of
anticipation. Gardening successes
are so gratifying they cause short-
comings to fade away. As Yogi Berra
so eloquently observed that, “If the
world were perfect, it wouldn’t be.”
And there’s always next year.

Haiti is a small country located
southeast of Florida, right below the
Bahamas. It is the poorest country in
the western hemisphere. Poverty is
not the only struggle; they also have
AIDS and tuberculosis in epidemic
proportions.

Recently Haiti was hit by four
tropical storms which added to the al-
ready severe food shortage. And since
only 1 percent of the land is planted
in trees, the storms have allowed
mudslides and erosion to occur which
only adds to the food shortage.

While in Haiti, I will stay with

You can’t do much
if the equipment is not running.

There are two reasons I’m writing.

Hay tests are revealing, worth the cost

A forage analysis costs from $14
to $18, depending on how much in-
formation a producer wants.

But the good news is that for that
small fee, a producer can save lots of
money on winter supplements or
spend that money more wisely pur-
chasing what their cows or calves
need to perform well.

Eldon Cole, a University of Mis-
souri Extension livestock specialist,
recently collected 10 hay samples
that ranged from straight fescue to
alfalfa with several grass-legume
blends.

“The results were eye-opening
when you matched up the test re-
sults with the nutrient requirements
for cow and calves,” said Cole.

When most producers look at a
hay test, the first item they pay at-
tention to is the protein level. Among
Cole’s 10 samples, the protein level
on a dry matter basis ranged from 8.7
to 18.9 percent.

“According to the National Re-
search Council’s nutrient require-
ments, all 10 hays would be adequate
for dry cows in various stages of
pregnancy. However, for fall-calvers
that are average milkers, two of the
10 would be short on protein, but not
by much,” said Cole.

As for stocker calves weighing
around 600 pounds, four hays fell
under 10 percent protein and would
need to have protein added if daily
gains over 1.5 pounds per day are
expected.

The energy or total digestible

nutrient (TDN) values were more var-
ied yet are the most important item
on a hay test. In Cole’s sample these
values ranged from 46.6 percent to
59.3 percent TDN.

“If the fall-calvers were only given
access to either of those hays, the
cows on the low TDN hay would
need to eat about 10 pounds more of
it per day to meet their energy needs,”
said Cole.

Cole adds that given the neutral
detergent fiber values found in the
hay test, it’s unlikely a cow would be
able to consume enough of the low
quality hay to meet her energy needs.

In fact, based on dairy research,
she could only eat about half of her
dry matter requirement.

“Since most farms have good fall
growth of fescue to graze, the short-
fall in energy intake can be made up
with it,” said Cole.

However, as winter weather sets
in and the availability of fescue pas-
ture diminishes, farmers need to know
what is in their hay supply so they
can blend their hay or purchase the
supplement their cattle need.

“It’s no disgrace to have to pur-
chase some feed, just make sure you
buy what you need,” said Cole. “The
bottom line is that in these economic
times the expenditure of $18 on a for-
age test is worth the cost.”

Chocolate Christmas Cookies

Cookies with four ingredients-
what could be easier? Just grab cake
mix, whipped topping and egg, pre-
pare the dough, drop in powdered
sugar and bake.

Ingredients:

* 1 pkg. 2-layer-size Devil’s Food
Cake Mix

* 2 1/4 cups frozen Extra Creamy
whipped dessert topping, partially
thawed

*+legg

* Powdered sugar

Directions: With electric mixer at
medium to high speed, mix cake mix,
whipped topping, and egg until well
blended. Drop by spoonfuls into
powdered sugar in a shallow dish;
roll to coat well. Place on ungreased

cookie sheets 2 inches apart. Bake in
a 350 degree oven for 10 to 12 min-
utes or until set. Remove and cool
on wire racks.

Notes from the Cook: The mixture
will be really thick and gooey. Use a
regular spoon to drop them into pow-
dered sugar and fully coat. The pow-
dered sugar will make it easier to
shape cookies into balls. (Don’t
worry the cookies don’t have to be
perfectly rounded, just make sure
they are coated liberally with pow-
dered sugar.) These cookies are my
families favorite Christmas cookie-
hands down. I like them because
they are pretty easy to make without
a lot of ingredients to buy.

Microwave Fudge

This easy fudge combines every-
thing in one bowl. You can use in-
gredients right off the shelf—pow-
dered sugar, cocoa powder, nuts,
milk, butter, and vanilla.

Ingredients:

* 8 Cups powdered sugar

¢ 1 Cup unsweetened

Cocoa powder

* 1/2 cup milk

2 Tvanilla

* 1 1/2 cups chopped nuts

Directions: Mix powdered sugar
and cocoa powder in a large glass
bowl. Pour milk on top without mix-

ing. Cut the butter up into small
pieces and place on top of the sugar
mixture. DONOT MIX. Place the bowl
in the microwave and cook on high
power for 4 to 6 minutes or until butter
is melted. Remove the mixture when
the butter has melted and add vanilla
and nuts. Mix together and pour into a
13x9x2-inch baking pan. Place pan in
the fridge until fudge is firm.

Missouri has produced this year
182,471,700 bushels of corn on an
estimated area of 6,530,400 acres ac-
cording to the report of George B. Ellis,
secretary of the State Board of Agri-
culture. This is a reduction from the
acreage of 1907 of 761,400 acres. The
total estimated acreage seeded this
year is 1,650,000 compared with an
acreage of 1,928,000 one year ago. The
present condition of the new crop is
79, having been affected by dry
weather and late seeding. This is six
points below the condition at the
same time last year, and 10 points be-
low the average for the five years pre-
vious... A quiet but pretty wedding
occurred at the beautiful country
home of Messrs. Jerry and Harry
White, where their sister, Miss
Malina, was married to Mr. Edward
Taylor Murray, of Colorado Springs,
Colo. The wedding took place at high
noon, and at the appointed time, the
bridal party marched into the parlor
to the soft strains of the wedding
march played by Mrs. Will White, sis-
ter-in-law of the bride. The Rev. R.B.
Helser, the bride’s pastor, came into
the parlor followed by Miss Christie
Arvin, cousin of the bride, and Mr.

Next came the bride on the arm of the
groom. Rev. Helser in his eloquent
and well chosen words united for life
Miss Malina White and Mr. Edward
Murray. From the parlor, which was
beautifully decorated with Christmas
holly and carnations, the bride and
groom led the way to the dining room,
where an elegant course dinner was
served. The dining room was elabo-
rately trimmed with carnations and
had a large wedding bell over the
table. The house was lighted with
candles in old fashioned brass candle
sticks.

With Mitch Cochran leading the
way, the Central Eagles fashioned a
deserved and needed basketball vic-
tory over Omaha University at
Omaha, 61-42. Cochran, six-foot, two-
inch guard from Boonville, dumped
in 30 points to lead all scorers and
entrench himself as the leading Eagle
point-maker so far this season. The
19-point Central victory was worth
additional plaudits when measured
against the only other defeat suffered
this year by Omaha’s Indians—a 20-
point loss to Iowa University of the
Big Ten Conference. The Eagles
stopped a three-game winning streak
by the Nebraska University with an
enrollment five times as big as
Central’s... Fayette stores are enjoy-
ing a fine holiday trade and merchants

have been able to secure much mer-
chandise that was not available dur-
ing the war and since. Christmas
shoppers are having no difficulty in
finding here the gifts they seek. Mer-
chandise is of better quality than it
has been in recent years and in many
instances is lower in price.

Bureaucratic lethargy is delaying
repair of four flood-ravaged Howard
County roads. As winter closes in, the
Federal Emergency Management
Agency (FEMA) has told the county
commission to “suspend” all repairs
on the four roads, until a determina-
tion has been made as to where dam-
aged levees will be rebuilt. “That de-
termination is to be made by a review
board consisting of three federal agen-
cies,” Howard County Presiding Com-
missioner Winston Huttsell said. “As
far as we can determine, that board has
not met and no date for a meeting has
been set. After the meeting, it will be
five weeks before we get a go-ahead
on the roads.”... Howard County
elected officials voted 6-2 to keep their
salaries at the maximum allowed by law,
in a meeting in the courthouse here.
Assessor George Frink made a motion
that the salary commission — consist-
ing of most of the elected officials —
set salaries at the same level as was
setin 1991. That s, 100 percent of the
maximums in the law. County Clerk
John Markland seconded. Chairman
Greg Robinson called for a roll call
vote... The casino company hoping to
operate a gambling riverboat in
Howard County has issued a press
release, giving details about the com-
pany and its intentions... The Central
Methodist Eagles defeated Graceland
in double overtime at Lamoni, Iowa,
123-115. The win sends the CMC bas-
ketball team into the Christmas break
tied for the conference lead.
