EDITORIAL NOTES

Private advices received by promi-

nent
¬

parties in Honolulu indicate a
strong probability that all the
Nevada and Pacific Coast aspirants
for the Hawaiian mission may be
left out in the cold

In the matter of the native vote
for nobles Justice has failed thus
far to explain how the Hawaiians
have been deprived of an elective
franchise which they never had or
how they can have inherited rights
which none of their progenitors or
predecessors ever possessed

We published a few days ago a
foreign news item to the effect that
several car loads of electric appar-
atus

¬

had passed through Ottawa
bound for Honolulu via Vancouver
We since learn that the Government
received advices from Air Bartholo-
mew

¬

by the last mail stating that
two lots of material had already ar-

rived

at Vancouver and that a third
lot was on the way As soon as
practicable after the receipt of this
latter the whole will be shipped to
Honolulu These three lots are
represented as containing all the
material required for completing the

the light of the experience of the
four or five years preceding the
revolution think it would be safer
and better that the King should
have more power and the Cabinet
less are welcome to that opinion
and have a perfect right to advocate
it either in public or in private
For our own part we cannot see that

ELECTRIC LIGHT DISEASE

The Influence of Klcctrlc Llpht Upon
the Kj e

Dr Lubinsky of Cronstad Russia
made some very interesting statements
before the Russian Medical Congress
recently in which he referred to thirty
cases of young seamen who were obliged
to serve in the vicinity of electric lights
and who were affected by symptoms
traceable to electric influence Dr Lub--

inskv calls the disease photo electric
eye inflamation and describes the
symptoms as follows They appear only
during sleep the patient is suddenly
awakened during the night by a copious
flow of tears which our from the eyes
accompanied by a vehement pricking
pain At the same time there arises an
unusual aversion to light Upon exam-
ination

¬

of the patient there is found a
swelling of the eyelid and a strong flow
of blood from the corner of the eye On
further examination of the inner eye it
is discovered that the entry points of the
optic nerves in the skin are reddened
and the arteries of the same filled to ex-

cess
¬

These evidences of illness are
modified within one and a half to tliree
hours the patient again renews his
sleep and awakes the next morning per-
fectly

¬

well save possibly for a slight
weariness of the eyes such as is experi-
enced

¬

after a long reading by lamnlight
That sleep is an absolute necessity f6r
the appearance oi the disease is evinced
by the fact that the persons who have
submitted their eyes to the rays of the
electric light in the morning and have
fallen asleep after dinner were then at-

tacked
¬

with the disease but were free of
the same the following night So long
as the person is not in a state of sleep
there is no evidence of the appearance
of the disease and he is able during
the evening before to read and write

From electric lighting being so very
familiar to every one in Honolulu the
above statements have a general interest
and may serve in some measure to
account for certain peculiar diseases of
the eves that have occurred or may
occurin persons residing in this city
There can be no doubt that electric light-
ing

has similar influences in all regions
of the world and although in Hono-

these lights have not been long
enough established to develope traces of
the peculiar disease referred to so as to
attract attention yet the symptoms may
be experienced later on

LET THE GOVERNMENT KEEP ITS

OWN CASH

The Bulletin suggests that the
Legislature provide for having the
Postal Savings Bank funds depos ¬

ited in what it calls the local
banks instead of in the Treasury
Stated plainly the proposition is
that the Government take a large
amount of money belonging to other
parties and held for them in trust
and loan it to one or both of the two
private firms in Honolulu who hap-
pen

¬

to be engaged in the banking
business Ye regard such a policy
as thoroughly objectionable in every
way It is contrary to every sound
business principle and entitled to no
favorable consideration whatever
By tho local banks we understand
the Bulletin to mean Messrs Bishop

Co and Spreckels Co We
know of no other parties here who
profess to do a regular banking busi ¬

ness
Ve have nothing to say against

either the personal character or the
financial responsibility of these firms
or the individuals composing them
Our objections to the proposed plan
are not based on personal grounds
but on considerations of public
policy The proper place for money
which the Government owns or
which it holds in trust and is respon-
sible

¬

for is in its own vaults Not-
withstanding

¬

the admitted wealth
and solvency of the firms named the
argument against their being made
depositories of public funds is
strengthened by the fact that they
are neither of them banks in the
ordinary meaning of the word but
only private parties doing a banking
business Consequently they are
subject to none of those wholesome
and compulsory restraints which
every well considered banking act
throws around the institutions
organized under its provisions

The Postal Savings fund is a loan
to the Government and except in so
far as there may be occasion to use
it like any other borrowed money

for public improvements under
authority of the Legislature it
should be kept in Government cus-

tody
¬

The Legislature has the
power of course to mako the pro-

posed
¬

action legal To make it
either morally sound or financially
expedient would be a much more
difficult matter The less the finan ¬

cial transactions of the Government
are complicated and mixed up with
the private affairs of bankers mer-

chants
¬

or other outside parties the
better it will bo for the people We
have already had experiences in this
line which ought to serve as an
effectual warning

ROADS ON HAWAII

The road problem on Hawaii is
beset in most parts of the island
with peculiar difficulties The first
and greatest one to be met arises
from conditions beyond the control
of the people the road boards or
the Government It is purely
physical and on the leeward side of
Hawaii the practicability of building
respectable roads seems to be ex-

tremely
¬

doubtful unless indeed the
inhabitants of Kohala Koua and
Kau should determine to concentrate
the whole resources of their districts
on the work and that they are not
likely to do

A carriage road is much needed to
connect Kawaihae with Waiohinu
but the probabilities are that this
will stand among the indefinitely
postponed enterprises of this gener-
ation

¬

The distance is somewhat
over one hundred miles and the cost
is estimated by residents of that
district at an average of from twenty
thousand to twenty five thousand
dollars per mile or a matter of some
two and a quarter millions of dollars
in all What with pahoehoe clinker
forest bog and swamp rough
ragged and high declivities all but
leaning over a live volcano liable

at any moment to overwhelm roads
declivities forests and all in an
aTalanche of ruinj tremendous
gulches which in rainy weather are
very Niagaras of roaring rushing
resistless mountain torrents is it
any wonder that our methods of
traveling are rather primitive and
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in many localities pretty certain to
remain for many years to come un-

improved
¬

and unchanged in any
essential particular

On the windward 6ide of Hawaii
it is satisfactory to note that road
making has been at last inaugurated
as a bona fide branch of the public
service It has passed from the
region of fiction into the realm of
fact The work goes on directed by
men with heads and who evidently
understand what is to be done and
how to do it Instead of miserable
joint wrenching precipitous trails
over the highest and most inacces-

sible
¬

points of mountain bluffs
there are now to be found smooth
wide road beds of easy grade cutout
of the sides of the bluffs and in
many instances where bluffs could
not be got around they are cut
through Besides the road beds of
easy grade cut in the former head ¬

long steeps of gulches wild moun-

tain
¬

torrents are spanned with high
bridges

So far as these improvements have
progressed they are highly satisfac-

tory
¬

and creditable to ail concerned
There is no doubt that similarly well
directed enterprise continued for two
or three years longer will give to tho
Hilo Hamakua and Kohala districts
a first rate carriage road clear
through from Hilo to Kawaihae a
distance of some sixty miles At
present there is such a road from
Mr J M Horners at Kukaiau to
Kukuihaelo and from Waiinea vil
lage to Kawaihae The greater part
of the road from Hilo to Kukaiau
apart from tho gulches will need
little more than the ordinary road
revenues to complete The big
gulches will require special engin-
eering

¬

as well as special appropria-
tions

¬

The most formidable of these
are at Hakalau Maulua and the
Kaiwilahilahi mill

The style of roads and bridges to
be constructed at these places as
well as at others whose names we
need not repeat will of course de-

pend
¬

upon the usual contingency in
such cases namely cash Our Ha-
waii

¬

friends believe that it will be in
order for the next legislature to ap-

propriate
¬

some two hundred thous-
and

¬

dollars for the road and bridge
service on their island At any rate
that amount or even more can be
used to advantage during the next
biennial period It is no more than
justice to Hawaii the largest island
in tho group and containing nearly
half the number of plantations and
sugar mills in the Kingdom that her
roads and bridges especially through
the great cane growing districts
should be at least equal to any
others

The appropriation bill of tho last
session of the Legislature shows a
total of sixty thousand live hundred
dollars for this purpose on Hawaii
apart from the road tax to be ex¬

pended in the districts where col-

lected
¬

Nearly half of this sum
however goes to the Hilo and Vol
cauo road and that may have to be
supplemented with an additional
item before tho work is completed

THE PLETHORIC CONDITION OF THE

TREASURY

If the accumulation in the public
treasury of a large amount of sur-

plus
¬

funds belonging to the Postal
Savings Bank is not an unmixed
good it is by no means an unmiti-
gated

¬

evil There are two ways of
looking at this matter One is to fix
the attention exclusively upon the
admitted inconveniences and pos-

sible
¬

dangers of such an accumula-
tion

¬

and the other is to consider the
important advantages which under
a judicious administration of public
affairs can be easily made to accrue
therefrom

Of course it is a little inconve
nient for the Treasury to have the
custody and to be responsible for
the safe keeping of several hun-
dred

¬

thousand dollars of other peo-

ples
¬

monej money wtiicli the Gov-

ernment
¬

does not want and has no
present use for It requires time
and labor to keep separate accounts
with each of the hundreds of dif-

ferent
¬

nersons to whom this money
belongs and to receive it from them
and pay it out again in all kinds of
sums large or small as their conve-
nience

¬

or their whims may dictate
There is the admitted disadvantage
of paying even a low rate of interest
upon deposits a considerable por-

tion
¬

of which are lying idle in the
Government vaults

On the other hand it is to be re-

membered
¬

that under the provisions
of the Appropriation Act a portion
of the Savings Bank deposits can be
used for certain specified public
purposes Of the net receipts
for the year ending March 31 1889
amounting to 39802598 the sum

Tho various objects for
which the surplus savingsr deposits
can be used are set forth in Sec-

tion

kinds As we understand the word-

ing

of Section 5 of tho same Act the
entire surplus deposits from the
Postal Savings Bank or so much
thereof as may be required can be
used in meeting said payments
should tho same bo rendered neces-

sary

by tho failure of tho other
sources of revenue mentioned in the
same section It is because these
other sources of revenue have not
failed that there has been so little
necessity for using the savings fund
The surplus portion of this fund
could also be used in taking up our
outstanding bonds were the credit
of the Government not so good that
the holders reEuso to receive their
money at par the only terms the
Finance Department is authorized
to offer

Let us suppose that no opportunity
occurs for paying off any portion of
our bonds that the Government see
fit for any reason to defer in whole
or in part the public works men-

tioned

in Section 3 or that the un-

expected

increase in other sources
of revenue renders a further resort
to the savings fund unnecessary
Let us suppose further that tho de-

posits

continue to accumulate at tho
present or even an accelorated rate

dred thousand dollars lying idle on
their hands What will be the re-

Tho answer to this question will
depend upon what kind of a legisla-

dominated by such influences as in
18S4 and 188G we can prepare our-

selves

for an era of rampant and
reckless if not unexampled extrava¬

gance and corruption It should
not be lost sight of as an element of
danger in the situation that the
presence of a large amount of cash
in the Treasury and the re estab-

lished

credit of the Nation with the
consequent increase in its power of
borrowing will bo a powerful stimu-

lant
¬

to the efforts of tho corrupt ele ¬

ments among us to got control of tho
Legislature and through that of
the executive departments of the
Government

Fancy tho old crowd in full
possession of all the Government
machinery legislative and executive
with an overflowing treasury an
augmented revenue and a restored
public credit as a basis for opera-
tions

¬

and deprived of even the
slight restraint formerly exercised
by a few men of comparatively cool
heads like Gibson Aholo and others
It is hard to say what kind of a
circus we might not under such
management bo invited to witness
and afterwards pay for Such a state
of affairs unless promptly and effect-

ually
¬

checked by some movement
from within ourselves would bo
simply the beginning of the end
of Hawaiis independent national ex-

istence
¬

This result might be quite
satisfactory to some people but to
those of us who do not happen to be
annexationists it would be but poor
consolation

On the other hand should the
present Ministers remain in office or
should they be succeeded by others
of the same general ideas and prin-
ciples

¬

and should the next Legisla-
ture

¬

contain a working majority of
intelligent progressive and practical
men several large and important
enterprises essential to the political
and social as well as the industrial
development of the country will im-

peratively
¬

demand attention and call
for large sums of money Among
the things we wantand must have if
we are to fulfil our apparent destiny
are telegraphic communication with
the outside world the deepening of
our harbor and entrance more fre-

quent
¬

and more conveniently ar-

ranged
¬

steam communication with
various points more and better roads
bridges wharves and landings to
say nothing of several other minor
matters

AH these things are of the nature
of permanent improvements andi
public works intended for the
development of the country the
rendering available of its natural
resources the growth of its agricul-

ture
¬

and commerce the increase of
its wealth the augmenting of its
public revenue and the promotion of
the prosperity convenience and
general well being of its inhabitants
They cannot possibly be provided
for out of the present current re

ceipts The money must be obtained
by borrowing We are not going
into the question of the propriety of
judicious borrowing for such pur-

poses

¬

The experience of other
countries may be accepted as con-

clusive

¬

on that point In speaking
of borrowing as judicious we mean
having due regard to the population
natural resources and probable
future devolopement of the country

THE WAIKIKI TOBOGGAN

A Xcw Bathing Contrivance Other Im-

provements

Promised to Cost lu the
Aggregate About 85000

Our reporter risited Long Branch
Waikiki Tuesday and saw the working
of the toboggan slide at that place The
following particulars regarding this ino
ration in bathing tactics were gathered
on the spot and may be of interest to
our readers

The platform of the arrangement is
reached by a flight of steps and the
chute or slide is twenty inches wide
This narrow width gires a great momen-

tum

to the toboggan as it slides over the
rollers for about 200 feet until the water
is reached Only one toboggan starts at
a time and it is placed level on the
platform and afterwards its forepart is
depressed by a lever to the angle of in-

Originallj the toboggan is a Canadian
Indian invention and was first brought

mer
