a lew days out found that one of the passen
sera, a young girl, was very sick, gradually grew
worse, and finally died on tho 7th of January,
cause unknown. 'Vessel was hove to, flag set at
half mast and with appropriate serriccs the body
was consigned to the deep, in latitude 3 X, longi-
tude 1TS". Spoke bark Ilnilrr of New Bed ford.
Baker master, in latitude W3)' X. longitude 1G7 .TO

W, had the appearance of having taken whales
lately. Arrired at Apiang, January 9th, baring
made the passage in 17 days. Landed the

the same dav all well and hamrr.
February 5th, soiled from Apiang for Tarawa,

arrived there the same day and attempted to ob-
tain labor but failed. February Cth. cot under
weigh and beat np along tho coast of the island
some ten miles, then came to anchor. Again
tried to obtain labor, making a personal visit, but
again failed, none of the natives caring to come.
Sailed February .th for Miana. Jest as we ar-
rived in sight of the island it fell calm and we
drifted off to the westward; wo were three days
thus drifting about before bcinc able to work up
the lagoon at Tarawa and come to anchor off the
missionary station. On February 17th, again
sailed for Miana snd arrived there on the same
date at!.' p. m. Done some trading hut obtained
no labor. While here, several of tho missionaries
'Came on board and visited us and they gave good

a of the effect of gospel work and the ad-
vance f civilization amongst these heathens.
February 3ith sailed for Apamama. On the 25th
surhted tho island of Kuria. and the wind bcim:
aheodwebeat dose under that island, coming to
anchor. Un tne ot 1 eurnary, the rung of the
island. a man weighing about Ti00 pounds, and
who sultan like glories in the possession of 27
wives, came alongside and on account of his great
weicht had to be irOfrtf on board. Did consider
able trading with him and although we got no
laborers, here be gave me a letter to bis brother at
Apamama.

HaviBC sailed from Kuria we arrired at Aanam- -

ama on the ftth of February. After an interview
with tbe brother of the king of Kuria, he called a
iDeeting of his people to ascertain if any of them
desired to ship us laborers, found none who de-
sired to go with us. From Apamama we went to a
lagoon to the south, where we took on board 4 men
belonging to Ocean Island wbo desired to go with
ns but wanted to obtain their wives. Wo sailed
for Ocean Island on March 27th stopping at Kuria

route and look on board 400 callous of water.
Trading here was excellent Arrived at Ocean
island on am oi Aiarcn: landed tne ucoon island
men and their barsace here. Some trouble arose
between them and the king and the result was that
nobody came with us. From tbcuce we proceeded
northward to Jal ait arriving thtxe on tho 13th of
March. On the 2tth of March tho schooner Joint,
Cnpt Holland, arrived, having 40 laborers on
board. Capt Holland was to tike in wood and
water and expected to sail about March 51st tor
this port Got underweich and sailed for Hono
lulu March 27th: crossed the meridian in 2830' S.
April 10th, from thence to latitude SG47 X had
treau cr. gales and constant rains, then .St. wind
and rain. On April 17th in latitude "avis' X,
longitude 17017 W. Spokr English bark Yen k
from Xewcastle, N". S. W., bound to San Francisco.
Took NrJ trades in to M made the island of
Oahn at 4 a. m. on tbe "H.h and arrived in port on '

the afternoon of that date. 52 days from Jalnit
and having sailed a total distance 2,073 miles.'

jVo walk by faith, said Paul. And wc
meant it in alrarticular sense. He was

thinking of religion, the Lord, and the life to
come. But it is trno in his sense, because it
is first trno in a wider sense. VTo we walk-

ing by faith everywhere, and in all things.
IJeligion, the Lord, and immortality, are qnitc
of a kind with other matters, so iar as relates
to oar apprehension of them, and the mode of
becoming assured of them. I do not discover
that there is any heavier draft made on faith
in tho matter of religion, than in other spheres
of thinkintr. livinr. and working. TVc, all of
us, in CTcrytbing belicvo a great deal more I

tlian no Know, nc arc an oi us ucnevcrs. i
do not say believers in Christ, believers in
immortality, bnl believers. AVo aro believers
constitutionally. Belief is about the first
instinct that shows itself in us. Most, at any
rate, of tho knowledge wo have was belief
before it was Knowledge.

It 'seems strange that men should find so
much difficulty with the faith clement in the
Gospel, seeing we aro in such hourly familiar-
ity with it on other ground. I have thought
that perhaps by considering the matter to-

gether a little, relief might come to some of us
who are prejudiced against religion becanso it
taxes faith so heavily. Wc have got to deal
ccnlly with people here. All minds do not
work alike. Believing is more natural to
eomo than to others. Somo men wi:h they
could believe more than they see their way
clear to liclicve. Christ never hurried nor
crowded men's faith. Let His manner bo to
us always an example. The Catholic Church
offers to take charge of men's faiths. Somo

enter that communion as an escape Irom per-
plexity; like Alexander at Gordium, do not
sec how to untie the knot, and so cut it. I
trust wo shall be guided hero to the utterance
of words that shall prove helpful to them that
arc in sincere need of lielp.

Wo walk by faith ; not by Bight. Wo walk
not seeing where u c are going. Wo can think
things a litllo ways, but cannot think them to
tho end. Wc cannot tell it all ; cannot prove
it all. Jt is so in matters of religion ; equally
so in other matters. Wo run presently against
an interrogation point, in whatctcr direction
wc go. These interrogation points stand in
thick circuit around about ns, and that circuit
wo call our horizon. There was a veil in tho
old Hebrew tabernacle. That veil wo now
call horizon. It is tho same thing. There is
something outside of your horizon? Yon
judge that there is; you act as if there t cro.
bomeUinig bctina tuo curtain : o expect so;
wo act as if thcro were so. Wc cannot think
things to the end, bnt what lies between our
farthest thought and tho cud really makes out
a largeipart of life's weight in other matters
at any rate oven if not in religious tines.

When the sun is sliding up over our liori
zon, u o blicvo the half of it n c cannot sec.
Faith and knowledge touch, almost touch-o- nly

the horizon lino between. Tho world
motes a litllo on its nxis, and tho line slides
along the sun's disk and faith flashes into
knowledge. That is faith: supposing, feeling,
resting in what wc cannot sec. Tho Bible s
definition of it is that; almost the only defini-
tion the Bible gives ; and that not of a kind
to mean much to us till the New Revision put
upon it its retouch : " Faith is tho assurance
of things hoped for, tho conviction of things
not seen; " living in the confidence of things
wo cannot prove. That wo do so much of
that in religion is mado an argument against
religion. Wc cannot sco a soul. Wo liavo no
premises large enough to yield us God in the
third term. Wo cannot demonstrate immor-
tality. And men i ith whom it is not natural
to feel ahead of their thinking get troubled by
this. When yon havo entered an unlightcd
room in tho night, and hac groped your way
about in it, as you approached the wall you
Jirobably felt its nearness to you even before
jour hand reached it. It is a singular kind
of intuition. Most men hat o it. It is in the
physical realm a good deal like what faith is
in tho mental and spiritual, feeling running
ahead of thought, and resting in what cannot
be seen. A part of our infidelity and atheism
is mental habit. Certain occupations and pro-

fessions embarrass faith. Dealing with men
inclines ns toward faith. Dealing with things
inclines us away from faith. And so while
William Huralioldt was a believer, his brother
Alexander wroto tho Cosmos, and left God out
or it.

To any thinking man here, then, whoso
sharp thinking docs not bring him niarcr God
and tho Bible, but away from it, 1 want to
fllustrato that whilo faith is an important fac
tor in religion, it is just the snmo important
factor in everything else. Wo live in all re-

spects by our convictions of tho things wc
cannot sec. Every Btcp wo take anywhere wo
take in faith. Wc step down upon unknown
ground with no knowledge of what lies an
inch under the surface. Xot a foot-fa- ll but
takes much for granted. That is a near and
just picture of what holds everywhere. Wc
sec one per cent, and assumo ninety-nin- e. We
go but a little w ays before wo bring up against
tho unknown. Wo treat tho unknown as
though it were knonn. That is faith, treat-
ing tho unknown as though it was known. Wo
arc continually cracking tho shell to get at the
hidden meat. When ou step aboard a train,
how much do you know of tho man whoso
hand is on tho valve? A thousand lives go
speeding along tho track, forty milts an hour,
and that ono man holds those, lives in his hand.
Do wo as Christians live by faith In tho Son of
God ? Yes ; and so on tho railway train you
livo by faith in tho engineer; and so on the
steamer you livo by faith in tho man on tho
bridge. It is one thing. Wo walk by faith.
Wc ridb by faith. And all along tho lino aro
tnen whom you do not know; flagmen,

yet in whoso hand you put your
life. You rido by faith. On tho fidelity of
the man at the switch depend a hundred lives
and a million interests. "But somebody
knows him." 0 yes. But yoi don't. That
is Iho point. You travel by laith. You walk
by your conviction of tho things you cannot
see. Wo take men at their ord. Are men
false ? Not nearly bo much as they aro true.
Otherwise society would bo impossible. No
faith, no society ; no faith, no trade. Faith is
amougjracn tvhat gravity is among planets and
suns. Count Cavour said that tho man who
trusted men would make fewer mistakes than
the iuan who distrusted them.

Wo should net cr get a single day's work
dono if wo stopped to proo every step Tho
clement of faith and of daring enters into
every successful life. Business can go on on
the street because men believe in each other.
That s why you will not deal with a man on
'Change, whoso word is not as good ns his
bond. If tho business men of this city should
commence morning to walk only by
sight, thcro is not a business interest in tho
pountry that would not bo flat before night-
fall. Shaken confidence in men has always
beenjtho prolific mother of mercantile disaster.
And so when Paul says " Wo walk by faith,"
no will remember that faith plats in religion
only tho samo part ns that with which wo are
mado daily familiar in tho concerns of society,
tho home, and tho street.

I might say a word about scienco in this
connection. Science is like society and trade,
in resting at bottom upon a basis of faith.
There iire some things here, too, that wo can-

not prove, otherwise thero would bo nothing
that wo could prove. Science is busy with
'tho lutier-cn-d of things, not the thilhcr-cn- d.

It is a mistake to contrast religion nnd science
in this respect, and to think of religion as
taking every tiling for granted, and ecience as
doing .only dean tork, and having all the
loose ends gathered np and tucked in. Wo
never rcach'the roots of things in scienco more
than in rclicion. To begin with, What do you
know about yourself? I am just as much of
a mystery to myself as God is a mystery to
me. Vou can tell me what you do, and what
you luX, and what you eel; but about the
"yiu" that docs, and thinks, and feels, you
cannot tell me the first thing, and 3ou do not
jbiotc tho first thing. You cannot prove your
own existence, and still less your identity,
irom uay io day. to taxc anotner illustra-
tion, our wholo judicial system would be
without dignity, strength, or coherency, if it
were not generally supposed among men that
thcro is each a thing as right. But there is
not one of us that can prove there is such a
thing as right. Thought instantly looses its
way. Wc feel it, wo walk and live by tho
conviction of it, but can no more bridle it with
our logic than wc could fence God or the
celestial spaces with onr logic.

Our infirmity does not disturb us here. Wc
stand by faith ; wo walk by our convictions of
the unseen. Faith is a faculty we havo of
being stayed by the unproved. Indeed, Vo
cannot prove that there is such a thing as the
sun id the sky. Wo daily feci a brightness
here, assumo a bright thing there in order to
explain it. Or if you choose to say that yonr
eye actually shows you tho sun, the only dif
ference is that now you believe what your eye
tens you, instead oi believing wbat your in
ward mental impression tells yon. Yon have
faith that your eye tells you no lies. Faith!
And if you had as much faith iu t hat yoar
inner senso tells you about God, as you havo
in what your outer senso tells you about tho
sun, you would stop questioning. And why
shouldn't you have.' Do you know of anv
xcason why you shouldn't havo? Again: all
our prognostication is based on faith in nature

-f-aithj that nature will act as she
is auucg ah mo expectation i o nave
that there will be a sunset and a sun
rise morniog, leans back directly
on our faith in nature. The trusts
tho magnetic pole. lie does not sec it oor

know what it Is, but he trusts it. Tho whole
shin's canro depends on the faithfulness of tho
needle. Wo assume that it will bchavo as
other needles havo behaved. Commerce, then,
is rendered possible bv faith. It is a great
jump from knowing that nature has been uni
form, to supposing that she will no. a great
deal of what we know as science, is only
faitb, that has leaned bo long as to have

oblivious of its supports.
Wo do not understand Hod, soul, and immor

tality, any better than they were understood
five hundred years ago, and it works rather to
tho detriment-o- f religion if it is supposed that
nature has been having its mysteries cleared
up during that time. In scienco men keep
making discoveries ; but I do not understand
that we are any nearer explaining things,
getting to the end of things, than we were
when Thalcs pondered and Aristotle explored.
If wo havo enlarged our horizon, it is only to
find how much unsuspected room there is for
new horizons outside of our own. Tho samo
enlarged telescope that makes stars of the first
magnitude more distinct, brings into view a
few thousand more of the twelfth magnitude.
The frontiers of the nnlvcrso keep running
away from ns. Chemistry has taken a drop
of water, and resolved it into its two elements,
that is, she has split one fact in two, and
given us two mysteries, where before there
was but one. Science does not bring us to tho
end of things, nor to tho beginning rather
sets us farther away. Once it was six thous-

and years back to the beginning, now it is as
many million. The doctrine of ovolution,
whether sound or false, has not explained our
origin, only postponed it. Scienco hia not
solved difficulties, only shifted the points of
difficulty.

Much of scientific discovery is only general-

ization of difficulty, ns when Newton mado
gravity cover the phenomena of tho sky as
well as of tho earth, We do not dissolvo our
ignorance by designating the matters wo are
ignorant of, by a Latinized nomenclature.
Saying that the earth is sustained by gravity,
is a good deal tho samo thing, only in a more
refined form, as what tho ancients said when
they rested tho earth on an elephant, and tho
elephant on tho back of a tortoise I confess
that it is an improvement, only (and this is
the Doint wo aro on) it has not cleared up any
thing. So far as relates to explanation, and to
getting to tho end of the matter, it makes very
littlo difference whether wo spell our theory
"Tortoise," or "Attraction of Gravitation "
It is much as Byron aays in his "Manfred,"
that

bctence Is
lint an exchange of Ignorance for that
Whlcii is another kind of tznorancc "

Wo might express it by saying that w o arc
more and more learnedly ignorant.

And my hearer, if it happens that jour
mind rebels against faith as something that is
at variance with wholesome intellectual ac-

tion, and under thc-ba- of all that is scientific,
and mentally discreet, I wish yoa would, with
hat in mind, read largely of our standard

w orks of science, lato or early. Take such a
work, for example, as Darwin's "Origin of
opecics." To mo ono ol the most impressive
features of the book is the case and good
humor with which in it scienco and faith get
along together. I do not mean his faith in
God perhaps ho had none I mean his faith,
his constant walk by the assurance of things
hoped lor, by tho conviction of things "unseen.
That is faith, and Darwin had that in propor-
tions that were simply colossal. He had a
magnificent faith in his theory, tho theory of
Evolution. Ho could not prove tho theory,
and ho knew he couldn't, and what is more ho
continually confessed that ho couldn't. Cher
and over again, with all tho simplicity of a
child, ho admits that his convictions runaway
ahead of his proofs. And it is so in alt of
theso books so far as I am familiar with them.
Their conclusions aro a great deal larger than
their premises. That is not spoken in a criti-
cal spirit I am not finding fault with tho
Evolution, nor with Mr. Darwin's book. I am
only saying that ho was a man of immeiiso
faith; he cofild not havo written as he did if
ho hadn't been; ho reached results without
stopping to lie logical : that is faith. IIo had
faith, just tho same kind of faith that Isaiah
had, only exercised toward his doctrine in-

stead of exercised toward God. If he had
been as disposed to walk by tho conviction of
an invisiblo God as ho was to walk by the
conviction of an undemonstrated hypothesis,
he might havo turned out as sublimo a prophet
as Isaiah, or .13 superb an apostlo as St. Pan).
I have no controversy with evolution. Men
object to religion because it is such a tax on
faith; and I only want you should look direct-
ly at the fact, that in tho priests or science,
faith, jnst such faith as Peter and John had,
is a distinguishing feature in fact it is to
faith ns much as to anything that their su-

premacy in tho priest-hoo- d of scienco is duo
and if tho faith of Darwin, of Tyndal, of
Ilacckcl, of Herbert Spencer, had been as
sublimely exercised toward God as it was to-

ward tho conjectures engendered in their own
brains, tliero would nave uccn power enough
in them to found in tho middle of tho nine-
teenth century a second Church of the Apos-
tles.

Besides this,you will, I think, bo helped
to regard religious faith with more respect if
you will consider tho mental calibre of some
men who havo been religious believers. I do
not mean that this is a matter that can be
settled by ballot. Wc are not going to voto
God in or out by show of hinds. Only If yon
have a suspicion that faith is a euphemism
for intellectual debility, facts aro at hand to
controvert the suspicion. Daniel Webster
died at Marshficld, Oct. 21, 1852. I had tho
privilege awhile ago-o- f seeing tho original
paper on which, under dato of tho tenth of that
month, ho penned a few lines of confession.
At tho top of tho page are tho words from
Mark, " ' Lord, 1 believe ; help thou inino un-

belief.' " Underneath among other sentences,
is tbis : " My heart has always assured me,
and reassured mc, that tho Gospel of Jesus
Christ must bo a divino reality." In somo
sentences cf Bismarck's occur these words :

"The firm stand that for ten years I havo
taken against all possible absurdities of tho
court, I owo purely to my decided faith. If I
wero not a Christian and a firm believer, you
would never havo had such a chancellor. Tako
away from mo'my relation to God, and I am
tho man to pack up and bo off for
yarzin (bis ancestral estate). Uladslonc,
whom wc so easily think of in connection with
Bismarck, has spoken Villi far more of ten-

derness and effect. In the department of
literature aro to bo cited tho names ot bhakes-near- e,

Milton, Goethe. " Jcaus Christ was
more than man," said Jjapoleon. Prof. Tyn
dal in an address to .hnglish wcrkingmcn, lias
within a littlo time not only explicitly denied
that ho was an atheist, but went so far as to
s.ty that in view of the daily wonders nf na-

ture, "only a shallow man" (those aro his
words) "can bo satisfied to bo an atheist." It
was ono of tho last utterances of tho lato phy
sicist, Maxwell: "i.vcry good and every
perfect gift is from above, and comcth down
from tho Father of lights, with whom is no
variableness neither shadow or turning." In
opening his school at Pcnikcso Island, Agassiz
gathered his pnpils around him and said " It
is becoming that wo first of all bow in the pre-
sence of tho Infinite One, and thus recognize
His sovereignty, superlative wisdom and bene-
ficence." Other names which belong in tho
roll of illustrious scientists who were at the
samo time religious believers, aro such as
Galileo. Kepler, Bacon, Newton. Cuvicr. Hcr--
schcl, Owen, Faraday. As I said, wo arc not
calling the ayes and noes on the question of
uou and no bod, only such a list of names il-

lustrates that strong mental grasp and strong
faiui-gras- p, can coexist easily and pleasantly ;
that there is therefore no inherent antagonism
between tho two, so that if wc havo clean in-

tellects and are unbelievers, it is something
besido our keen intellects that causes us to 1.0

unbelievers, and tho most practical and
question wo can ask ourselves, is

what that something Is.
A tid now to this same hesitant class of hear-

ers there is one other thing I want to say in
behalf of faith. It is not intellectual debility:
that we have seen. On the contrary (and this
is the point I want to make), on the contrary,
faith is tho ve'ry heroism and enterprise of in-

tellect. Faith is not a passivity, but a faculty.
Faith is power, tho material of effect. Faith
is akindofwingedintcllcct. The great work-
men of history have been men who believed
like giants. Take tho eleventh of Hebrews,
that famous roll-ca- ll of God's men of faith, and
the men that made events for two thousand
years are all in it Noah, Abraham, Moses,
Uidcon, David. And ever since then the men
that havo helped tho world forward and
wrought great effects in tho world, havo been
those who "have lived by the power and fas-

cination exerted upon them by the things out-

side their horizon, by the power of unseen
things! flung up upon their sky in mirage.
Standing upon tho shores of Spain, Columbus
reasoned upon the driftwood home in on the
western tide, but there was a million times
more in his conclusions than there wa in the
driftwood. His winged thought had reached
tho great West before the Santa Maria weighed
anchor' in Palos. Faitli discovered America
and made Calumbus more royal than the
crowned neaas ot Europe. Faith 13 the hero-
ism of intellect. Nothing would ever havo
been dono in the world if before tho deed tho
doer had waited to calculate all the elements
in the case and compute all the contingencies.
Every great effect and grand discovery bcirins
as 'an inspired guess. The best things havo
not been reasoned out, but conjectured. As
somo ono has said, "Newton's passago from a
fallins applo to a fallen moon was a leap of
the imagination." Such an. imagination as
that of Columbus or Newton, is bat another
natno for faith ablaze. My friend, if you havo
not faith-pow- er enough to outrun your thought,
you will not havo deep-pow- er enough to over-
take your thought. Faitli is not debility nor
phlegm. Faith is mind at its best, its bravest,
and its fieriest. Faith is thought become
poetry, and absorbing into itself tho tool's
great passions. Faith is intellect carried up

to its transfigurcment. Don't you dare think
ono disrespectful thought of faith. Tho power
of grand living and superb doing is all in it.
Think on theso things; brood over them, and
may tho power of tho Great Unseen put its
spell upon you, the invisible continent cast it-

self up upon your sky in mirage, holding your
ship's prow onward, forever onward to tho
great West, till you stand down ou tho new
shore, hope ripened into frution, faith flashed
into vision.
