Women’s League for Israel

A Pioneering Effort with Remarkable Achievements

The Women’s League for Israel (WLI) was founded in the United States in
1928 as a non-profit organization of women volunteers.

WLI determined that its goal was to address the needs of Israeli society, to
care for those in distress, to help new immigrants and to foster and support
the education of young people.

Even before the founding of the State of Israel, WLI established three sites
known as “Batei Ha'halutzot” for the absorption of new immigrants:
Haifa - 1931, Tel Aviv—1936 and Jerusalem - 1943.

In 1950 WLl opened the doors of Netanya’s “Beit Ha’halutsot” for the operation
of elementary schools and dormitories for 60 students.

Collaboration between WLl and The Hebrew University of Jerusalem began
in the 1950s. With WLI's help the University built the first two dormitory
buildings for female students, a student center, a cafeteriaand a gymnasium.
Following the liberation of Mt. Scopus, WLI was the first to build on Mt.
Scopus and through their generosity, three more dormitories for female
students were built. WLI also established a Chair in Sociology named for
Rose Isaacs; contributed a scholarship fund for students who served in the
IDF; and supported the Blind Students Unit in Honor of Anna Neiditz.

In 2006, WLl established a scholarship fund in the sum of 1.5 million dollars,
which will assist 20 students from the Hebrew University this year. In 2017,
WL established a new scholarship fund in the sum of 1,317,000 dollars for
students of advanced degrees. This year, six scholarships will be awarded to
students of advanced degrees in environmental sciences.

With the generous support of WLI, many young Israelis obtain a higher
education, opening the door to a brighter future.
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
