As you are aware a number of Notifications, Rules, GRs and Guidelines have been
issued by the Government to ensure implementation of PESA. The same are being brought
to your notice for your ready reference.

1. PESA Rules- Published on March 4,2014 they provide detailed rules regarding new
village creation, access to minor forest producB, management of minor rvater bodies,
management of village markets, prevention:'of land alienation, identification of
beneficiaries, etc. (Annexure I).

2. Change in definition of village- Defines village and Gram Sabha as per the definition
of village in Section a(b) of PESA Act (Annexure ll).

3. Notifications-

l. By notification dated 9th June, 14th August and 31st October, 2014, 12
posts of Group C have been reserved for local ST candidates. (Annexure lll)

ll. By notification dated 19th August, the Maharashtra Transfer of Ownership of
Minor Forest Produce Act, 1997 has been amended. The Notification
redefines Minor Forest Produce. Thus, ownership of MFP including Bamboo
and Tendu resides with the Gram Sabhas. Hence, collection and disposal of
MFP and sharing of income from the same are to be decided by Gram
Sabhas. (Annexure lll - A)

lll. By notification dated 30th October (Annexure lV) the following Acts are
amended-

a) The Market and Fairs Act- The District Magistrate has to take consent
of Panchyats at the appropriate level and the Gram Sabha before
permitting establishment of proposed market.

b) The Indian Forest Act, 1927 in its application to State of
Maharashtra- lntroduces a new chapter ll! A giving the right to issue
permit passes, and to collect sell, MFP, as also share sale proceeds.
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c) Maharashtra Village Panchayat Act- Gives to Panchayat and Gram
Sabhas the right to manage fishing in minor water bodies, redefines
"social sector" to include Departments of the State Government, and
also provisions for devolution of 5% of annual TSP directly to Gram
Panchayats.

d) Maharashtra Land Revenue Code, 1960- Makes consent of Gram
Sabhas or the Panchayats at appropriate level to be mandatory before
auctions, or lease of minor minerals.

e) Water (Prevention and Gontrol of Pollution) Act, 1974- Provides
Gram Sabhas the power to ensure remedial measures by the State
Board in case of pollution of minor water body.

4. Funding arrangements for PESA, FRA, Act.

l. Manav Vikas Mission GR dated 21st August, 2014 of Planning
Department. By the GR 5 crores for FY 2014-15 and 25 crores each in the
next year are provisioned for seed capital in 45 PESA blocks where Manav
Vikas Mission is operative. (Annexure V).

ll. Tribal Cell- By GR dated 4th March 2014 of Tribal Development
Department Rs. 72 lakhs in 6 ,rillages each cf 6 districts have been
sanctioned for seed capital in MFP areas. (Annexure VI).

lll. By GR dated 4th August 2014, Planning Department 5 crore
rupees each for the ROM and Vidarbha region have been allocated for
livelihood schemes, management of water bodies, training etc. in PESA
areas. (Annexure Vll).

The above documents are provided to you for your ready reference. You are

also requested that the same may be circulated widely to the people concerned. The

same may be also put for wide publicity on the officia! website of the district.

4. Declaration of uillage in the Scheduled Arect :- (i) If tire people of any habitation or a group
of habitation or hamlet or a group of hamlet are of the opinion tirat their hqbitation or hamlet, or
group of habitation or hamlet would be recorded as a village, they may pass a rLsolution by a majority
of at least half the registered voters in the voting list of that habitation or hamlet or group of habitatio,
or hamlet, as the case may be, to this effect and forrvard it to the colcerned Sub-Divisional Officer,
under the intimation of the Collector.

(2) The Sub-Divisional Officer shall enquire into the rnerits of the resolution within three
months. For this purpose he shall call a meeting of all the registered voters of that habitation or
hamlet, or group of habitation or hamlet after giving rvide publicity, and cond.uct an enquiry
considering all relevant factors.

No Sorpon cl-t or Lrpa-Sorpctnclt
or a member of Pancltayat sha1l be eligible to act as Chairperson of fne Grarn SabhcL. except on the
occasion mentioned above: I

10. Standing Committees of Grant Sabha in the SchedttLed Area :- (7) The Grarn Sa6/zo mav
constitute Standing Committees such as the Peace Committee, Justice Committee. Resource Planning
and Management Cornmittee, Intoxication Control Cornmittee, Debt Control Conmittee. X{arliet
Committee, Sabha Kosh Committee and other Comrnittees as deemed appropriate by |ne Grant Sabha
in order to ftr.Ifil its responsibilities regarding various aspects of the u,orking of the village. Besicles,
temporary and ad-hoc Committees may be constituted as per requirement. These conulittees sirali
be answerable to both Panchayat and, Gratn Sctbha.

(2) The tnembers of the Standing Comrnittees shali be selected in the Grctrn Sctblrct rneeting
amongst the mernbers present. The selection of such member shall be depencls upon tire naLure of
r,vorlr and reqr,riretnent of the Grcutz Sabhct. The Gram Sabho shall decide total nur-nbers cf rnember.s
and represenl,a[ion to l'ottten aud other section in the societ1..

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(4) The Secretary of the Standing Committee shall be seiected by the Grctrt Subha. The GramSabha may, in consulta'uion rvith the concerned Administrative Deiartments also nominate anyofficials to work for the Standing Cornmittee within the jurisdiction of village, as a non-r,oting rnemberand he shall assist the standi'g cornmittee in its functioning.

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CHAPTER III
GRAM SABIIA ACCOUNTS

14. Gram Sabha Kosh in the Scheduled Area:- (7) The Gram Sabha shall maintain a Gram
Sabha Kosh.

(2) Kosh shall consist of the contribution received in any form including voluntary contributions
of cash and goods, and the amount received from minor forest produce, minor minerals, etc., and
surcharges imposed on the consumption of the resources and fines levied by the Gram Sabha.It may
also include transfers under any devolution scheme, as may be decides by the Government.

(3) The Kosh shall be under the control of Gram Sabha. \\e Gram Sabha shall have the complete
rights of its usage as per resolutions of the Gram Sabha.

(4) Tlne Kosh shali be operated by a Gram Sabha Kosh Committee comprising of the Secretary
of Panchayat and another two members nominated with consensus or elected by the Gram Sabha.
At least one member out of these two members shall be a woman. AII accounts shall be audited and
presented before the Gram Sabha for information and final apprcval.

15. Accounts to be maintained,:- (7) The accounts of the Gram Sabha Kosh shall be maintained
in a register by a member of the Gram Sabha Kosh Cornmittee.

(2) The receipts and expenditure statement of the Gram Sabha Kosh shall be produced in the
next meeting of Gram Sabha.

16. Gram Sabhawise accounts:- Every Gram Sabha shall keep a separate account of receipt
and expenditures which shall be certifred by the concerned Gram. Sabha. Account of Gram Sabhct
Kosh andPaniltayat shall be subject to audit by the Panchayat Samiti, Ziila Parishad atdlocal Fund
Authority:

Provided that the Rural Development and Water Conservation Department shall endeavor to
provide accounting instructions, training, and. provision for electronic maintenance of records of the
Gram Sabha Koslt within one year of the rules being published to ensure transparency and
accountability.

CHAPTER IV
PEACE, SECURITY AND DISPUTE RESOLUTION

17. Role of Gram Sabha in maintaining peace, security and dispttte resolution in the ScheclttLed

Areu- (7) In keeping with community traditions and the spirit of the relevant laws and rules made
thereunder, it shall be the fundamental duty of the Gram Sabha to maintain peace, security and order
in its area

(2) The Gram Sabha is competent for the following action and works in its region to,-
(l) maintain a peaceful atmosphere;
(ll) Safeguard the self-respect and maintain the freedom of expression of every citizen;
(lll) Counter the vices of anti-social elements including indecent behavior rvith women,

fighting or quarrelling in public place, etc.

(lu) Resolve disputes

18. Peace Committee:- (7) The Gram Sabha may constitute a Peace Committee. The Peace

Committee shall have at least thirty three per cent. women, and a minimum fifty per cent.
Scheduled Tribes.

(2) The Peace Comm.ittee shall maintain a healthy relationship rvith the neighbor,rring villages.
and to enslrre that in matters of common interest and inter dependence of neighbouring villages, an1'

action taken shall be based on consultation with the neighbouring villages.

(3) The Gram Sabha may emporver the Peace Comrnittee to,-
(l) inquire into incidents that vitiate peace of tl-re village and reporL to Gram Sabha for-

a decision;
(ll) Counsel those breaking peace and arbitrate;
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(iii) Take immediate action where necessary, and subsequently report to the Gram Sabha;
(lu) With the approval of the Gram Sabha make a report or request to the Sub-Divisional

Magistrate or police officer for suitable action.
19. Role of Police.- If the police receives information regarding any crime, after the report is

registered in the police station, a copy of the same shall be sent for information to the Gram Sabha
and the Peace Committee in all cases.

CHAPTER V
MANAGEMENT OF NATURAL RESOURCES, AGRICT.ITURE AND I,AND
20. Gram Sabha to safeguard natural resources in the ScheduLed Area.- (1 ) The Gram Sabha

is competent to safeguard and preserve the natural resources iocated in its area as lvell as those over
which it enjoys traditional rights including water, forest, land and minerals as per local tradition
and the spirit of the laws of the Central and State Governments. To fulfil this role, the Gram Sabha
may play active role in their management.

(2) The Gram Sabha shall ensurothat resources are utilized in such a way that.-
(D Livelhold means are sustained;
(ll) inequality amongst the peoples does not increase;
(lll) resources are not confined to a few people; t

(lu) there is full utilization of local resources, in keeping with sustainabilit-v.
(3) Though as per the prevalent rules, individual rights over natural and other resources shail

be suitably honoured, their rnanagement shail be done keeping in view the inherent spirit of the
community legacy.

21. Resource Planning and Management Committee.- (7) There shail be a standing Resource
Planning and Management Committee of the Gram Sabha. Representatives of all the concerned
Departments shail runction as advisors to the Resource Planning and Management Committee and
attend its meetings.

(f t The Resource Planning and Management Committee shall chalk out a plan lbr the sr-rstainable
use of resources vested with the Gram Sabha within the territory of the village and those in the
surrounding and shall advise and co-operate with the Gram Sabha members to make use of them
accordingly.

(3) The Resource Planning and Management Committee shall consider allthe aspects, includilg
difference of opinion or dispute about the management and use of the resources. Tlte Gram Sabha
maSr atrthorize the Resource Planning and Management Committee to resolve such disputes. If the
Resource Planning and Management Committee is not able to resolve the same, it shall be considered
in the meetings of the Gran-t Sabha. The decision of the Gram Sabha shall be final.

@) The Resource Planning and Management Committee rnalr constitr-rte sub-cornmittees on
specific issues such as farrning, rninor minerals, etc., to assist it in its frrnctions.

22. Grant Sabha to plan for farming.- (1) The Gram Sabha shall be competent to plan and
take action about the farming of its village in such a way to make farming econornicaliy viabie for
the farmer.

(2) The decisions of the Gram Sabha, inter-alia, may include the follor.r'ing rnajor points,-
(o) To prevent soil erosion;
(b) To regulate grazing in order to protect crops and enhance the capacity of rneador,vs;
(c) To accumulate rain rvater, use it for farming and provide for its distribution;
(.i ) With mutuai co-operation or otherr.vise, to ensure provision of seeds, l-nanure, etc. as rveii

as knot,ledge sharing;

lc) To promotc on organic nlar-rlrres, fertilizers and insecticicles.
23. I-artcl lv{a,ncrgemertt in the Sclrcdttlecl Arect.- (7) The Grunt Sa.bha shall revieu,the r.ecords

of the entire lancl of the viiiage in the meetings of the Grarn Sabha to ensure that the farnrer's nalnes
ale correctly recorded and records are properly maintained.

(2) Ali matters regarding mortgage of land to institutional and non-institutional creditors shall
be pr:t r-rp before the Grant Sabha for information.
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24. Preuention of land alienation in the Sctreduted, Area:- (i) The Gram Sabha shall ensure
that no land belonging to Scheduled T?ibes is unlawfi-rlly transferred to non-Scheduled Tribe persons.

(2) The Gram Sabha shall be competent to enquire into any land transactions, or aubhorize the
Peace committee to co so, on the basis of complaints or suo-motto.

(3) The Peace Committee shall place its findings before the Gram Sabha.
(4) If the Grant Sabha is of the opinion that attempts are being made to alienate lands belonging

to Scheduled Tribes unlawfully, it may issue instructions to prohibit the transaction.
(5) The Gram Sablta may undertake the following activities with respect to the lanC r.ecord of

the rrillage,-
(a) prepare a list of land holding containing the details of extent of land held ancl narnes of

the h.hatedars along with enjoyers;
(b) verify tl-re veracity of social status claims of all the khateclars as to rvhether

is a genuine Scheduled Tribe;
(c) verify as to whether the land is purchased in the name of a tribal and enjoyed by a non-

tribal;

the lthatedar

(/) r,isit the field if desired and physically verify as to rvhether
the triba.l or by the non-tribal taken on lease, mortgage, etc.;

(e) approve the iist of beneficiaries for assignment of Government tand;
O in all cases mentioned at (a) to (e) above,if Gram Sabha after thorough investigation is

satisfied that certain occupation of land is in violation of the provisions of the ftaharashf,a Land
Revenue Code, 1966 (Mah. XLI of 1966) or rules made there under, as amended from time to
time, the Gram Sabha shall pass resolution mentioning the details of violation. After receipt of
lliis i-esolution, the competent authority shall initiate consequential action.
\6) if there are conflicting claim in respect of the possession of lands, t;1,e Gram ScrbAa shall

convene a meeting and call for evidence in support of such claims from the concerned to pass
appropr-iate resolution. The Gram Sabha shall also conven.e a meeting on receipt of any .o-pLirrt
on alienation of land in favour of non-trib al or suo-moflo pass appropriate resolution and shall forr,vard
the same to the competent authority to take necessary action to restore the land to the Scheduled
Tribe o\\'ner.

(7) Any person aggrieved by the resolution of Gram Sabha may within a period of sixty days
from the date of resolution, file a petition to the competent authority.

(B) The competent authority may either allow or reject or refer the petition to the Gram Sabha
tbl consideration-

(9) Aftei receipt of such reference, the Gram Sabha shall meet within a period of thirty days,
hear bhe petition, pass resolution on that reference and forward the same to the competent urinority.

Q0) The concerned competent authority shall consider resolution of the Gram Sabhaand pass
appropriate order, either accepting or rejecting the petition.

(/7) The competent authority shall invariabty implead dr,e Gram Sabha through the Secretary
concerned for their considered opinion in every case of land alienation involved tribal and non-tribal
and the opinion of the Gram Sabha shall be duly examined. This shall also be the case when the
proceedings initiated by the competent authority takes cognizanc e suo-motto or on individual
complaints, to prevent land alienation from tribal to non-tribal or restore land to a tribal.

Q2) The competent authority shall furnish the copies of the relevant Judgment to the Gram
Sabha in every case.

25. Restoration of alienated land.- (1) If the Gram Sabha finds that any person other than a
member of the Scheduled Tribe, is in possession of any land belonging to a Scheduled Tribe, r.vithout
any lawful authority, tlne Gram Sabha shall pass a resolution to restore the possession of such land
to that person to whom it originally belonged and if that person is dead, to his legal heirs. The decision
of the Gram Sabha shall be conveyed to the competent authority who shall -"k" a brief enquiry to
verify the resolution and restore the land.
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(2) In case the competent authority is of the considered opinion that the resolution is not lawful,
he shall in writing refer the resolution to the Gram Sabha for reconsid.eration with his"observations.

(J) in case the Gram Sabha maintains its decision with reasons recorded and evidence adduced
in writing, the competent authority shall hold detailed enquiry in which one of the impleaded parties
shall be the Gram Sabha, and give a final decision.

26. Consultation before land acquisition.- (7 ) When the Government considers to acquire land
in the Schecluled Area under the provisions of any Act, is in the force, the Government or the concerned

Iand acquiring authority shall submit to the Gram Sabha, the foliowing written information along
with the proposal, namely:-

(l) The complete outline of the proposed project including the possible impact of the project
on natural resources and people residing near it;

(ll) Details of the proposed land acquisitiou;
(lll) New people likely to settle in the viilage and possible impact on the area and societ;2.

and the proposed participation, arnorlntbf compensation, job opportunities for the people

of the village, etc.;

(iu) Rehabilitation plan.

(2) After getting complete information, the concerned Gram Sabhas &h.ll b" competent to cali
the representatives of the concerned authorities and the Government to discuss with them either
individually or collectively. It shall be mandatory for all such persons summoned to furnish point-
wise clear and correct information.

(3) The Gram Sabha after considering all the facts, shall make a recommendation regarding the
proposed land acquisition and rehabilitation plan of persons displaced.

(4) The recommendation of the Gram Sabha shall be considered by the Collector.
(5) In case the Collector is not in agreement with the recommendations of the Gram Sabha.he

shall sent the case again to the Gram Sabha for reconsideration.
(6) If after a second consultation, the Collector passes an order against the recommendations

of the Gram Sabha, he shall record the reasons for doing so in writing and it shall sent to Gram Sabha
for information.

(7) ln case of big projects, all the Gram Sabhas, which are affected by such projects shall be
consulted.

27 . Rehabilitation of project affected persons in the Scheduled Area.- ( I ) The concerned land
acquiring agency shall put all the details of rehabilitation before t}.e Gram Sabha. All queries and
repiies given by authority shall be recorded in the minutes of the Gram Sabha.

(2) It lhe Gram Sabha decides by a majority that the works like providing amenities shali be
done through Panchayof. Works which requires technical skill may be done by the concerned
Department or the Pancltayat at the appropriate level.

28. Planning and, management of water resources:- (1) Management of use of water resources
shall be made in such way that these are kept intact for filture generations, and all the villagers have
equal rights over these resources.

(2) Minor water bodies within a Panchayal shall be managed by the Panchayaf, those extending
to more than one Panchayaf by the Panchayal Samiti, and those extending to more than one
Panchayat Samiti by the Zilla Parishad.

(3) The Panchayat or Panchayat Samiti or Zilla Parishad, as the case may be, after consulting
with the concerned Gram Sabhas or Panchayat Samitis, keeping in view of their traditions and the
spirit of prevalent laws, shall regulate bhe use of availabie water in the village for various purposes
and also decide about the priority ofuse.

29. Management of irrigation:- (/) The Panchayat or Panchayat Samiti or Zilla Parishad, as
the case may be, shall regulate the use of water for irrigation after taking the advice of the concerned
Resource Planning and Management Committees.

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(2) The use of rvater for irrigation shall be such that equitable access is aliowed to ail.
30. Management of minor water bod,ies._ (1) The panchayat or panchayat Samiti or Zilta

Parishad, as the case may be, shall make arrangements for the irrigation and other purposes, in
consultation with concerned Resource Planning and Management Cornmittees and concerned
Departments.

Q) AII persons shall have equitable rights to fishing as per convention in the water resolrr.ces
located within the ten.itory of the village.

(3) Keeping in vieu' the local traditions the Panchayat shall impose necessary conclitions
regarding any aspect of fishing to ensure that any individuals or a gro.,p of persons do not increase
their jurisdiction in an unjust manner and also to ensure the sustained availability of the fish.
