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Dalechampia comprises approximately 90 neotropical
species, 70 of which are known to Brazil, including 50
endemic. It presents unique morphological characteristic
within  the  Euphorbiaceae family, the specialized
pseudantial inflorescence is bisexual, with two involucral
bracts, usually colored, containing staminate and pistillate
flowers separately, besides resiniferous gland. The most
useful characters for the identification of Dalechampia
species are the shape of the leaves, involucral bracts,
bracteal stipules, stylar column and stigma, the number of
sepals and the presence or absence of stipitate glandular

trichomes in the pistillate sepals and the shape of stigma.
