sharptooth angelica, Lyall's angelica

FORM: Robust, deciduous, perennial, 5-20dm (2-7ft) tall:
stem has an unpleasant odor.

LEAVES: Alternate, large, ternate-pinnate, about twice
compound, 4-l4em  [2-6in) long; leaflets ovate to
lanceclate with pointed tip, serrate or doubly serrate.

FLOWERS: Inconspicuous, white, S-merous, flowers
gathered in 2 or more compound umbels, up to 8m (3in)
wide; June-Aug.

FRUIT: Broad, elliptic, glabrous schizocarp with narrowly
winged dorsal ribs (1), 4-Tmm (2-3in) long by 4-5mm
wide.

SIMILAR SPECIES: Angelica species; or Osmorhiza
occidentalis [western sweet-cicely) strong licorice smell,
