The NATO e-Learning programme follows recognized industry standards for its online development

and hosting services. STANAG 2591 was developed by the NATO Training Group to ensure NATO

and nations develop courses which are interoperable and can be shared easily between learning
management systems. SCORM (Shareable Content Object Reference Model) versions 1.2 and 2004
are used, and NATO is working to ensure new standards, such as xAPI, will be adopted as soon as they
are matured. If you are interested in using e-Learning, have courses you wish to share, or would like to
develop courses, please contact us for further information.

Additionally, NATO offers an e-Learning training course twice a year at the NATO School in
Oberammergau, Germany. This three-week course (1 week online, 2 weeks residential) covers all
aspects of the design, development, and deployment of e-Learning.
