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1 SAP Transactional Banking for SAP S/
4HANA

If you have one or more systems running on banking services from SAP (8.0 or 9.0) in your existing system
landscape and would like to use the new product SAP Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA 1.0 in the
future, you have different options for transferring your data and business functionality from the old to the new
product. While the rest of this chapter discusses some general aspects regarding the transition from systems
based on the old product to systems based on the new product, this guide essentially contains only details
about system conversions from banking services from SAP (8.0 or 9.0) to SAP Transactional Banking for SAP
S/4HANA 1.0.

Brief Comparison of Products

banking services from SAP (8.0 or 9.0) consists mainly of the product instances Banking Services (software
component FSAPPL), Process Object Types (software component FSPOT), and Banking Services Ul (software
components FSXAL and FSUI), as well as additional product instances for integration content and the data
model.

SAP Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA 1.0 consists mainly of the product instances Transactional
Banking (software components S4FSFND and CB4HANA), Process Orchestration (software component
POCB4H), and Transactional Banking Ul (software component UICB4H), as well as an additional product
instance for integration content.

You can also implement the product instance Extension TRBK (software component EXTCB4H).

With regard to the business scope of Transaction Banking (Deposits Management, Loans Management), the
business functionality contained in SAP Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA 1.0 retains most of the
business functionality contained in banking services from SAP. The majority of the application data and
business processes remain unchanged to facilitate the transfer from the old to the new product.

The remaining business functionality contained in the product instance Banking Services has been moved to
the product instance Transactional Banking. However, the other product instances and the corresponding
software components containing process object types, OData services for Fiori apps, and the Fiori app Uls have
been restructured.

Localizations for banking services from SAP (8.0 or 9.0) consists of globalization content (software component
FSLOCAL) that is an optional add-on for banking services from SAP (8.0 or 9.0), including the Tax Manager
Framework solution. In SAP Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA 1.0, the optional add-on Extension for
Transactional Banking (software component EXTCB4H) provides the Indirect Tax Calculator.

For a detailed overview of the changes between the old and new product at the level of software components
and service providers, see Relocation of Functionality [page 6].

A more detailed list of the known individual differences for each business area between the old and new
product is contained in the Transition Item Catalog, see Transition Items [page 31].
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Options to Move from Old to New Product

The following options are available for the transition from the old to the new product:

i Note

You should consider which option to choose for each individual system in your existing system landscape
before you decide to start a system conversion.

SAP provides an engineered service (Core banking transition service for SAP Transactional Banking for SAP
S/4HANA) to assist customers with an assessment of the transition to or implementation of SAP
Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA. This service enables core banking customers to move to SAP
Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA, covering the transition approach requirements and providing a
comprehensive range of planning support, from a transition assessment and roadmap/journey creation to
the planning of a specific transition scenario (such as system conversion) followed by the execution.

New Implementation of an Individual System

The new product SAP Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA 1.0 is installed on a new system (new
hardware). SAP offers a transition service for SAP Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA to determine
how customer developments and data can be transferred to the new system. For more information about this,
please contact SAP Services for the financial services industry. The data could also be transferred in a
customer project based on a data migration. Usually, the old system is eventually retired.

System Conversion of an Individual System

The conversion of an individual system is comparable to, but not identical to, the upgrade of a system because
similar tools will be used to transfer your system from the software stack of the source product to the software
stack of the target product. The main difference to an upgrade is that your system runs a completely new
product after the conversion. A system conversion has technical restrictions, meaning that not all systems
running banking services from SAP can be converted and not all potential deployment options of the new
product SAP Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA 1.0 are supported.

The conversion of an individual system requires that SAP HANA database 2.0 is used as the database for SAP
Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA 1.0. If you use a different database in the system before conversion,
a database migration is mandatory.

| Restriction

A system conversion is supported only for systems that have banking services from SAP 8.0 or 9.0 installed
before conversion. For such systems, the conversion to SAP Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA 1.0
is only supported to a target stack based on SAP S/4HANA foundation 1909 or SAP S/4HANA
foundation 2020 as the base product version (so-called standalone systems). It is not possible to convert a
system that has banking services from SAP 8.0 or 9.0 installed to a system that is based on SAP S/
4HANA 1909 or SAP S/4HANA 2020 as the base product version.

For further prerequisites and the restrictions for a system conversion, see Planning and System
Requirements [page 38].

Landscape Transformation

Your intention to use SAP Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA 1.0 usually involves more than one
individual system.

Conversion to SAP Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA
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Even if you have only one productive system running banking services from SAP, you still need to consider how
to establish the landscape stack of the corresponding development, test, quality, and productive system to run
SAP Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA 1.0. In this case, you can choose from the options a) and b) for
each individual system. For more information about how to deal with a system conversion in this environment,

see Conversion of a Simple System Landscape [page 27].

If you have more than one productive system running banking services from SAP, maybe even with different
product instances installed, you can find more information about what this means for an individual system in a
system conversion under Dependencies of Product Instances in the System Landscape [page 10]. In this
case, you should already think about whether you should reduce the number of systems in your target
landscape running on SAP Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA 1.0 or if it is even technically necessary
to move the data of a certain product instance of banking services from SAP to a different system.

You might even think about how to transform an existing system landscape containing systems running
banking services from SAP and other SAP or non-SAP products.

1.2 Relocation of Functionality

SAP Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA 1.0 consists of different software components other than
banking services from SAP. SAP Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA 1.0 is the logical successor for the
functionality in banking services from SAP because most of the functionality in banking services from SAP
as regards the scope of Transaction Banking has been incorporated into SAP Transactional Banking for SAP
S/4HANA 1.0. However, SAP Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA 1.0 is a new product that is based on a
different software stack and needs to run on SAP HANA database 2.0. For information about the available
product instances and deployment options, see the administration guide for SAP Transactional Banking for
SAP S/4HANA 1.0 (see References).

The majority of the functionality in banking services from SAP that formed the scope of Transaction Banking
also exists in SAP Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA 1.0. The existing technical ABAP artifacts in

Conversion to SAP Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA
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banking services from SAP have been moved to new software components and adapted to the scope of the
new product. For example:

e The layout of most of the database tables in Transaction Banking has remained the same.

e Most of the business processes in banking services from SAP run in the same way as in SAP
Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA 1.0.

e Most of the business objects and most of the latest versions of SOAP services have been transferred to the
new product.

However, some of the functionality has been redesigned and simplified. In some cases, the functionality
available in the old product has been deleted in SAP Transactional Banking for SAP S/4AHANA 1.0. The
differences between the products are described in the Transition Item Catalog (see Transition Items [page
31]). New functionality that exists only in SAP Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA 1.0 is not contained
in the Transition Item Catalog because it is not relevant for the conversion of data and processes in banking
services from SAP. This information can be found in the product assistance for SAP Transactional Banking
for SAP S/4HANA 1.0 (see SAP Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA).

In the case of Transaction Banking, the following diagram shows an overview of the layering of software
components and the service providers contained in banking services from SAP 9.0 and the new setup of
software components and the same service providers in the new product SAP Transactional Banking for SAP
S/4HANA 1.0, provided it is installed as a standalone system.
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A similar diagram could be provided for banking services from SAP 8.0 but as banking services from SAP
9.0 contains as much functionality as banking services from SAP 8.0 (due to the release compatibility of
product versions) the diagram would simply not contain as many service providers, especially in the
software components FSUI400, FSXAL400, and FSPOT400. Therefore, this diagram has not been

provided.

i Note

The target stack in the diagram is based on the installation on SAP S/4HANA foundation 1909 and shows
software component version S4FND 104 for SAP S/4HANA foundation. Please note that the same service
providers also exist in the software component version S4FND 105, which would apply if the installation is

based on SAP S/4HANA foundation 2020.
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Simplified Overview of the Layering of Software Components Including Localization

The main changes can be summarized from bottom to top as follows:

e The functionalities Installment Numbering and Tax Manager Framework from localizations for banking
services from SAP (FSLOCAL) have been incorporated into SAP Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA
1.0:

o Installment Numbering has been adapted in Transactional Banking (CB4HANA) as a standard offering
and renamed to Receivable Numbering.

o Tax Manager Framework is offered in the optional add-on Extension for Transactional Banking
(EXTCB4H) and renamed to Indirect Tax Calculator.
Tax Manager Framework in localizations for banking services from SAP provides the core framework
that has the necessary functionality to calculate standard taxes and also contains country-specific tax
content. Indirect Tax Calculator in Extension for Transactional Banking only provides the framework; no
country-specific tax content is delivered by SAP. The differences between the products are described
in the Transition Item Catalog Transition Topic: EXTCB4H-100-OBJ-DEL (General Deleted Objects of
Tax Manager Framework) [page 181].

e New server product version SAP S/4HANA foundation
The new product SAP Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA 1.0 is based on the new server product
version SAP S/4HANA foundation 1909 or SAP S/4HANA foundation 2020, which comprises the
software component S4FND (version 104 or 105, respectively) in addition to the ABAP platform (version
1909 or 2020).

e Business Suite foundation moved to SAP S/4HANA foundation
The service providers previously contained in the Business Suite foundation (SAP_BS_FOUNDATION) have
been moved to the new software component S4FND.

e Collateral Management moved to SAP S/4HANA foundation
The business functionality of the logical component Collateral Management (deployment unit Collateral
Agreement Management) and its service providers, as well as the service provider Individual Valuable
Management in the former deployment unit Financial Services foundation belonging logically to this
component, have been moved to the software component S4FND.

Conversion to SAP Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA
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e Business functionality of FSAPPL and its service providers moved to S4FSFND and CB4HANA
The business functionality and service providers of the software component FSAPPL (except the Collateral
Management functionality - see above), if still available in the new product, have been moved to the new
software component CB4HANA, making up the business functionality layer (backend) of SAP
Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA 1.0. In addition, some general parts of the business functionality
(but not service providers), like the Financial Calculator or Financial Condition Mapping, have been moved
to the new software component S4FSFND, which is also part of other SAP products that require the same
functionality.

e Business functionality of FSXAL and FSPOT moved to POCB4H
The business functionality and service providers of both software components FSXAL and FSPOT, if still
available in the new product, have been moved to the new software component POCB4H, making up the
collaboration and process management layer of SAP Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA 1.0. This
layer mainly contains the functionality needed to support the SAP Fiori apps of SAP Transactional
Banking for SAP S/4AHANA 1.0.

e SOAP service namespaces remain unchanged
For the sake of simplicity, the technical namespaces for all SOAP services have remained the same.

e SAP Fiori app user interfaces of FSUI moved to UICB4H
The SAP Fiori apps (the functionality of the newest version) that are delivered with software component
FSUI, if still available in the new product, have been moved to the new software component UICB4H. The
SAP Fiori apps of SAP Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA 1.0 are always new SAP Fiori apps,
recreated based on SAP S/4HANA naming conventions, but if similar predecessor versions were available
in banking services from SAP, the corresponding entity data models and OData services have been
reused and adapted to the new software stack.

The software component FSAPPL also contained the logical component Bank Analyzer. However, this is not
shown in the diagram because no functionality belonging to Bank Analyzer is contained in or has been moved
to SAP Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA 1.0.

1.3 Dependencies of Product Instances in the System
Landscape

This chapter deals with various example setups of individual systems running banking services from SAP and
the possibilities for converting the systems to SAP Transactional Banking for SAP S/4AHANA 1.0. The
following considerations are independent of the start release in banking services from SAP.

If you are planning to use the functionality of all of the four product instances Transactional Banking, Process
Orchestration, Transactional Banking Ul, and Extension TRBK in your future system landscape running SAP
Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA 1.0, we recommend that you install and use all of them in one
system. This corresponds to the embedded deployment of SAP Fiori apps.

This means that we recommend you retire existing systems running banking services from SAP in which only
one or both of the product instances Process Object Types and Banking Services Ul are installed. SAP provides
the functionality to start using process object types and work items of work item management based on
existing open posting control orders, which might be subject to conversion in a system running the product
instance Banking Services of banking services from SAP. For more information about process object types and
work item management, see the Transition Iltem Catalog (see Transition Items [page 31]).

The current
system cannot be converted to a system for hub deployment.

Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA 1.0 and only actively use the product instances Process
Orchestration and Transactional Banking Ul.

1.4.2 Overview of the Conversion Process

The figure below gives an overview of the tools, phases, and activities involved in the overall conversion
process. It shows the conversion process for more than one system. The reason for this is that the conversion
of a development system follows a slightly different process than the conversion of a test or productive system.

A conversion of one single system is always divided into a "prepare" and a "realize" phase. The prepare and
realize phase in the yellow (top) part of the figure refer to the conversion of a development system and the
prepare and realize phase in the green (bottom) part of the figure refer to the conversion of a test or productive
system.

The whole conversion process is arranged in the sequence marked by the black arrow. On a larger scale, you
can see that the conversion of a development system should be executed before the conversion of a test or
productive system. On a smaller scale, you can see several subphases and execution points within the main
phases for one system, as this is the sequence in which the conversion process is expected to be executed for
each individual system.

The prepare phase has the same sequence of subphases and execution points for development, test, or
productive systems. However, the realize phase differs between the development system and the other types of
systems because it is expected that you have recorded the work you have done based on the new product in a
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development system (such as code adaptation) in transport requests and then integrate this work in a
customer transport during conversion.

- Recommendation

If you decide to convert the respective system type in your system landscape, we recommend that you
perform the activities in the sequence shown in the figure and explained in the sections below.

- Recommendation

We recommend that you perform a test conversion with a copy of your productive system in a dedicated
system in your system landscape before you convert the real productive system.

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Information About Application-Specific Tasks

In a system conversion, the system running SAP Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA 1.0 will always be
based only on SAP S/4HANA foundation. For this reason, the simplification item check (Sl check) and its tool
set available for S/4AHANA cannot be used because the target system does not contain S/4HANA.

To prepare you for a system conversion, we provide the Transition Item Catalog for SAP Transactional Banking
for SAP S/4AHANA. Please study the complete collection of transition items grouped by functional area. Each
transition item has valuable information about the differences between banking services from SAP and SAP
Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA. The transition items also link to individual tasks to support you
during conversion. The tasks are assigned to the sequence of the various subphases and execution points
introduced in the figure above to show you when they are relevant during the conversion of an individual
system. Read the description of all relevant transition items carefully so that you understand the impact they
might have on your system, business processes, or custom code, and find out which activities you might have
to perform in your conversion project.

In addition to the activities in the prepare phase for an individual system, there is also a subset of individual
application-specific update tasks, which are executed before or after system downtime during the conversion
of an individual system in alighment with the phases of the Software Update Manager (SUM). These steps are
grouped together in separate files of application-specific update (ASU) tasks and can be executed using the
ASU toolbox (see ASU Toolbox [page 337).

Handling of Application Data

In addition to the adaptation of custom code and configuration, which are tasks to be applied after or during
technical conversion, another important aspect during the conversion of an individual system is to prepare and
handle the application data in the system. The majority of the application data remains unchanged during the
conversion to SAP Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA 1.0. However, there are also cases in which the
application data is affected and your involvement is needed.

Some application data should be reduced or removed before conversion because after conversion this data
cannot be handled by the standard functionality because the functionality has been deleted in the new product.
SAP provides some functionality to check how much of this application data is in your system. There are
transition tasks for these checks (see the Transition Item Catalog), which are assigned to multiple phases or
execution points before system downtime. Most of the time you can use the available reports and transactions
well in advance of the start of the SUM process. If you run them on a regular basis and work on the application
data, you can ensure as far as possible that none of this application data exists before the SUM process is
started. In cases in which this data cannot be avoided during the normal processing of your business, you
should also use the execution points corresponding to ASU tasks (see ASU Toolbox [page 33]) during the

SUM process to check and work on this data so that ideally none of this data exists before you enter system
downtime. These tasks are optional in the sense that the conversion process will not abort if you do not remove
all of this application data. However, SAP recommends that you remove all of this type of application data
before system downtime.

There are also specific topics that require special treatment, which are shown as “Special application-specific
conversion tasks” in the figure above:

e Migration of open item information in loans
This topic is only relevant if you use loans in the system. SAP provides a multi-step migration process
based on several specific ABAP reports. This special topic involves special preparation tasks that should be
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run well in advance of the SUM process, but also preparation tasks that must be run based on the ASU
toolbox during the SUM process shortly before system downtime. After system downtime, the actual
migration is carried out based on further tasks, which can be run directly based on the ASU toolbox during
the SUM process or at a later point in time during the application-specific follow-on activities, as your
business requires it. For more information, see Transition Topic: TRBK1.0-FICAX (Offline FICAx - No Direct
Interaction of Banking Services with FICAX) [page 146] (transition item TRBK1.0-FICAX-1).

e (Changes to master contract relations
This topic is only relevant if you use master contracts in the system. SAP provides preparation steps based
on the ASU toolbox during the SUM process. As long as business is still running in the system, the standard
business processes may still temporarily create some application data that can no longer be processed
after conversion. Therefore, it is possible to block this type of business shortly before system downtime so
that you still have time to fully process this application data to the final status before the start of system
downtime. For more information, see Transition Topic: TRBK1.0-MCM (Simplified Integration of Master
Contract Management and Account Management) [page 99] (transition item TRBK1.0-MCM-1).

e (Changes to the Customizing of indirect tax calculation
This topic is only relevant if you used the Tax Manager Framework from localization for banking services
from SAP (software component FSLOCAL). Since SAP does not deliver any tax localization content in SAP
Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA 1.0, you need to configure your tax localization content
accordingly. For more information, see Customizing of Indirect Tax Calculator.

1.4.2.1 Preparing the Conversion of a Development, Test, or
Productive System

Preparation activities are required before you start the realize phase for the conversion of an individual system.
The prepare phase can be split into several subphases and is similar for development, test, or productive
systems. For a detailed description of the individual conversion phases and execution points in the prepare
phase of the conversion process, see Preparing the Conversion [page 38].

Planning and System Requirements

It all starts with a planning phase. The conversion of a banking services from SAP system is a complex project.
There are technical requirements for the system conversion due to the change in base product version and the
required database version SAP HANA database 2.0. Application-specific prerequisites in banking services from
SAP must be fulfilled. From an application perspective, this phase must include a detailed assessment of the
Transition Item Catalog to figure out the relevant transition items for your systems under conversion and the
subsequent tasks that you must perform within the conversion project. For more detailed information, see
Planning and System Requirements [page 38].

Maintenance Planner

You need to run the maintenance planner tool as a mandatory step in the conversion process. It checks your
installed components including add-ons and provides the possible conversion paths to SAP Transactional
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Banking for SAP S/4HANA 1.0. It also creates the stack file used for the actual conversion process (done by
the Software Update Manager tool). For more detailed information, see Maintenance Planner [page 441].

i Note

This step is mandatory because the Software Update Manager requires the stack file for the conversion
process.

Cross-Application Preparation Activities

In addition to the steps described above, you also need to perform some general cross-application preparation
activities. For more detailed information, see Cross-Application Preparation Activities [page 47].

Application-Specific Transition ltem-Based Conversion Preparation Activities

e |naddition to the cross-application preparation activities, you will very likely also need to perform some
application-specific preparation activities related specifically to banking services from SAP. Follow these
steps to make sure that your system is ready for conversion and that the application data within your
system is of the right quality to ensure that the data can be converted as smoothly as possible.

i Note

The majority of your application data remains intact and completely unchanged during conversion.
However, please read the Transition Item Catalog to ensure that you avoid the unwanted loss of data and to
minimize the footprint of data in which the functionality is deleted in SAP Transactional Banking for SAP
S/4HANA, with the result that data related to this functionality can no longer be processed after
conversion.

Look for the relevant transition items and the tasks that refer to this phase. For more detailed information, see
Application-Specific Transition Item-Based Conversion Preparation Activities [page 43].

1.4.2.2 Realizing the Conversion of a Development System

After you have performed the steps in the prepare phase, you can continue with the activities in the realize
phase. For a detailed description of the individual conversion phases and execution points in the realize phase
of the conversion process, see Realizing the Conversion [page 47].

Software Update Manager

After you have completed the steps in the prepare phase to ensure that your system and custom code is
suitable for conversion to SAP Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA, you run the Software Update
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Manager (SUM). The SUM performs the database migration (if required), the actual software update, and the
data conversion. For more detailed information, see Software Update Manager (SUM) [page 47]. The ASU
toolbox is called several times during the SUM process at specific events and you are required to execute the
ASU tasks that are relevant for your system. For more detailed information, see ASU Toolbox [page 33].

Application-Specific Transition Item-Based Adaptation Activities

The custom code is adapted in your development systems, where you record all the necessary changes to your
custom code (customer business processes, BAdl implementations, and so on) in transport requests. In
addition, most of the custom client configuration is also created in development systems and is eventually
transported to your productive system. Due to the changes between banking services from SAP and SAP
Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA , you will probably have to adapt some custom code or custom
configuration so that your business processes can run again as required in the new product. Please read the
Transition Item Catalog and perform the relevant tasks in this phase. This should also include the deletion of
custom code or configuration where the functionality of the standard SAP system has been deleted in the new
product or where the custom code or configuration is no longer needed. All these software changes to the
custom code and custom client configuration should be recorded in transport requests so that they can be
incorporated later as customer transports in the SUM process for the conversions of other systems based on
the same new product. For more detailed information, see Application-Specific Transition Item-Based
Adaptation Activities [page 51].

Cross-Application Follow-On Activities

Other general cross-application activities may also be required. For more detailed information, see Cross
Application Follow-On Activities [page 53].

Application-Specific Transition Item-Based Conversion Follow-On Activities

In addition to the cross-application follow-on activities, you may also need to perform some application-
specific follow-on activities. Please read the Transition Item Catalog and perform the relevant tasks in this
phase in your system after conversion to ensure that all supported business processes can continue to run with
the converted application data. For more detailed information, see Application-Specific Transition Item-Based
Conversion Follow-On Activities [page 52].

1.4.2.3 Realizing the Conversion of a Test or Productive
System

The realize phase for a test or productive system differs from the realize phase for a development system.
These differences are described below. For a detailed description of the individual conversion phases,
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milestones, and execution points in the realize phase of the conversion process, see Realizing the Conversion
[page 47].

Software Update Manager

The Software Update Manager runs through the same SUM phases as in the development system. However,
the technical setup and application data in your system might be different. In addition, you should also apply all
the necessary software changes recorded in your development system by incorporating a customer transport
into the SUM process to reduce the overall conversion time.

Application-Specific Transition Item-Based Adaptation Activities

You should not need to perform any custom code changes in a test or productive system. Only the custom
client configuration may be different in a test system for test purposes.

i Note

In the case of the conversion of a productive system, you have ideally recorded in addition to the changes to
the custom code and customer configuration in your development system all further necessary changes to
the application-specific configuration in your productive system in transport requests during test
conversions based on a copy of your productive system.

This means that you do not have to perform any manual adaptation activities in this phase as all necessary
changes have already been applied automatically by the SUM process with the import of the customer
transport.

1.4.3 Conversion of a Simple System Landscape

When you plan your conversion project, you should be aware that you need new systems in addition to your
existing system landscape. The figures below illustrate an example of a simple version of a starting system
landscape for banking services from SAP comprising only one development and productive system.

The figure above shows that there is a development system (DEV) used to apply updates and patches to the
productive system (PROD) and that both systems are running banking services from SAP at the start of the
conversion project.

You then set up a second development system (DEV_NEW) with the goal of eventually having a system running
SAP Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA. You adapt the custom code and custom client configuration in
this system so that your business processes can run in the new product.
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i Note

The development system DEV usually continues to exist as you must still be able to apply changes and fixes
to your productive system, which is still running on banking services from SAP.

As you record your changes in transport requests, the new development system DEV_NEW can serve as the
source to supply the necessary software changes to your custom code and configuration to another system,
which should be converted at a later point in time.

e One option for the setup of DEV_NEW is a system copy of the original DEV system (shown in the figure
above). You use the second development system to perform and test all phases of the conversion. After
conversion, the existing custom code and configuration must be adapted in the event of changes between
the old and new product. You can collect all the necessary software changes (including the necessary
deletions of custom code or custom client configuration) during the test conversion in transport requests,
including those that can only be done after a conversion. Note that DEV_NEW at t1 and DEV_NEW at t2 in
the figure above represent the same system before (t1) and after (t2) conversion.

i Note

In this option, the application data created in DEV in development tests, which is copied to DEV_NEW
via the system copy, still resides in DEV_NEW after conversion. As some of the functions and features
of banking services from SAP no longer exist in SAP Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA (see
Transition Items), the application data in these cases may continue to exist and can no longer be
processed after conversion if you do not clean up this data prior to or during conversion.

® You can create DEV_NEW as a new installation of SAP Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA. You then
collect all your relevant custom code and custom client configuration in the system landscape running
banking services from SAP and apply them as merge transports to the new development system
DEV_NEW. You can then work on adapting your code and configuration in the new product as needed and
record all the software changes (including the necessary deletions of custom code or custom client
configuration). This option allows for a clean start with respect to the application data in the development
system DEV_NEW.

Test Conversion for Copy of Productive System

The collected transport requests with the required software changes in the development system DEV_NEW can
be handed over to the Software Update Manager (SUM) tool and applied as customer transports during the
conversion of another system. We recommend that you also test the conversion of the productive system in
advance of the final conversion process using a system copy of the productive system PROD to test how the
conversion handles your code and data in the productive environment. In the figure above, the system
TEST_NEW represents this system copy of the productive system still running on banking services from SAP.
This could be a new test system or an existing test system in your system landscape, it just needs to fulfill the
requirements to act technically as the target for the system copy of your productive system. Note that
TEST_NEW at t3 and TEST_NEW at t4 in the figure above also represent the same system before (t3) and after
(t4) conversion. You could carry out this test conversion multiple times to practice the whole conversion
process.

i Note

You usually have additional test and quality systems in your existing system landscape for banking services
from SAP and you may also want to convert these systems. However, as you still need to be able to apply
changes and fixes to your productive system, you should keep the systems needed for the quality
assurance of your productive system available in your existing landscape for as long as the productive
system is still running on banking services from SAP. Therefore, as long as the productive system is not
converted, you should use the same algorithm as for the test conversion of the productive system, using an
additional system and a system copy of the source system to convert this system. In contrast, you can also
always establish new test or quality systems in your system landscape for SAP Transactional Banking via a
new installation.

Conversion of Real Productive System

The real conversion of the productive system PROD is eventually carried out, where PROD at t5 and at t6
represent the same productive system before (t5) and after (t6) conversion.

The use of additional new systems in your system landscape for your conversion allows you to take as long as
needed to identify and process the software changes required by the conversion and then apply these changes
efficiently during the conversion of your productive system to minimize downtime.

i Note

If you also established a test or quality system running on SAP Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA
in your system landscape and use it as a source for the configuration of the productive system running on
SAP Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA, you should also record the necessary configuration in
transport requests and apply these transports after the conversion.

i Note

The development system DEV is no longer needed once the productive system has been converted
successfully and you could either dismantle or convert it. The same is true for any remaining test or quality
systems still running on banking services from SAP.

1.4.4 Transition Items

During a system conversion the system running SAP Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA 1.0 will always
be based only on SAP S/4HANA foundation. For this reason, the simplification item check (S| check) available
for S/4HANA cannot be used because the system does not contain S/4HANA.
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The Transition Item Catalog [page 53] is provided with SAP Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA 1.0 to
document the differences between banking services from SAP (release 8.0 or 9.0) and SAP Transactional
Banking for SAP S/4HANA 1.0. These differences are grouped into transition topics. Each transition topic can
contain one or more transition items. The transition items are linked to one or more individual change items,
which are classified according to their potential to affect the source system and its data during the transition.

SAP Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA is based on the same database model as banking services
from SAP and, for the business processes that are still supported, the content of the database tables is
identical to the previous product. However, some unused, very rarely used, obsolete, or deprecated
functionality of banking services from SAP has been removed and is no longer available in SAP Transactional
Banking for SAP S/4HANA, which sometimes also means that the corresponding database tables or database
fields no longer exist in the new product. This functionality is removed on purpose to simplify the new product.

The transition items inform you about the differences between the source and target product, for example,
about the removed functionality, changed external interfaces, or changed business processes. Often, SAP
either forces or expects you to change or adapt something (such as configuration, application handling,
customer enhancements, custom code) according to the individual change items.

i Note

Transition items are relevant for any customer who chooses to move the functionality from a system
running banking services from SAP to a system running SAP Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA,
independent of the methodology for the transition.

Individual change items linked to transition items may refer to specific tasks. The tasks are written under the
assumption that the customer system is subject to a system conversion. However, they may also be useful in
other methodologies for the transition. The tasks are assigned to one or more specific subphases or execution
points of the conversion process so that you get an indication of when the task should be executed. In addition,
the tasks are classified to indicate what type of action is expected when the task is executed.

i Note

Please read and study all transition items thoroughly and prepare your system and data accordingly before
you start any transition. The number of transition items that are relevant to you depends on the business
scope of your current installation of banking services from SAP and the functions that you use. You may
need to adapt the technical implementation of your existing business processes if you enhanced the
standard processes or even coded customer-specific processes.

Disclaimer: The list of transition items may not be complete and there may be further change items that you
experience after a transition. The transition items do not contain any description of new functions. For this, you
can refer to the product assistance and the What's New information for SAP Transactional Banking for SAP
S/4HANA.

1.4.5 Runtime Optimization

The system conversion process and tools already include many optimizations to reduce the overall runtime of
the conversion as well as the technical downtime.

In addition to these optimizations, you can apply additional runtime optimizations that may, however, not be
applicable to all scenarios. For more information on boundary conditions and the implications for any of these
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optimization options or available services for the conversion, please contact SAP Services for the financial
services industry.

The following approaches optimize the downtime in the Software Update Manager (SUM):

e Standard
Using SUM
For information about how to optimize the standard system conversion approach with the SUM, see SAP
Note 1616401# (Parallelism in the Upgrades, EhPs and Support Packages implementations).

e Downtime optimized
Using SUM and reducing the downtime by moving data conversion partly to uptime
For information about whether the downtime-optimized approach is available for your system (e.g.
hardware constellation, integration of database migration into the conversion, etc.), please contact SAP
Services for the financial services industry.

1.4.6 ASU Toolbox

You use the ASU toolbox to manage manual pre- and post-conversion tasks. For more information about the
ASU toolbox, see SAP Note 1000009#% . ASU content files are provided for each supported start release of
banking services from SAP for a system conversion to SAP Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA 1.0. The
ASU content files are available in SAP Note 2827482#% . The ASU toolbox provides two use cases and both are
used during the conversion.

Integration into SUM

The first use case is the direct integration into the SUM process. At specific events, the SUM process will stop
and ask you to log on to your system and start transaction /N/ASU/UPGRADE to show and process the relevant
ASU content for the event in the conversion process.

i Note

Please always log on to client 000 to start transaction /asu/UPGRADE when a SUM event asks you to start
the ASU toolbox.

This transaction will automatically create a task list for the ASU steps in the client in which you started the ASU
toolbox in this use case, which is client 00O.

Standalone Use Case

The second use case is the manual start and processing of the ASU toolbox. Transaction /ASU/START is used
to import relevant ASU files, which can be downloaded from SAP Note 2827482 #% . After the ASU file has been
imported, you need to log on to every client in which a respective ASU task has to be executed. Then a task list
needs to be created once in each client that is used during the conversion.
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Using the ASU Toolbox During Conversion with SUM

The main purpose of the use case “Integration into SUM" is to ensure that all of the steps that are relevant for
the system are executed and that the customer is guided to execute the respective ASU content at this point in
time.

Specifically, when it comes to the adaptation of custom configuration and checks or the conversion of
customer data, a lot of the ASU tasks of the standalone use case must be executed in the clients in which the
customer data exists. The ASU steps provided for SAP Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA 1.0 often use
frameworks that cannot be accessed in a client-independent manner and, therefore, the ASU steps require
manual execution in each client containing the relevant data. The description of each individual ASU step
clearly states where the ASU step needs to be executed. The ASU tasks are linked to transition items, so you
can also check the relevant chapter in this guide to find out if this functionality is relevant for your system (see
Transition Items [page 31]). If the step is client-independent, then it needs to be executed in only one client.
Otherwise, it is stated that the step must be executed in every client in which relevant data exists. The following
use of the ASU toolbox is recommended during the overall conversion process:

1. Preparation to work with the ASU content

You need to download the specific ASU content from SAP Note 2827482 #% . Choose the two XML files that
correspond to your start release.

Download the following files for banking services from SAP 8.0:

© ASU CONV_S4TRBK100 FROM FSAPPL400.xml

O ASU_CONV_S4TRBK100 FROM FSAPPL400 BEFORE DT.xml

Download the following files for banking services from SAP 9.0:

O ASU_CONV_S4TRBK100 FROM FSAPPL500 FSXAL500 FSPOT500.xml

O ASU_CONV_S4TRBK100 FROM FSAPPL500 FSXAL500 FSPOT500 BEFORE DT.xml
Use transaction /ASU/START to import both relevant ASU files. You can use any client to import the files.
You can create a task list in any client. Make yourself familiar with the ASU content and its tasks so that you
are prepared and know what to do during conversion when the SUM process is started. Please ensure that
you use the latest version of the ASU content. Make sure the users who are executing the ASU steps during
your conversion are authorized to execute the ASU transactions. The relevant role for such activities
delivered by SAPis SAP CA ASU ADMINISTRATOR. Inaddition, further authorizations may be necessary
depending on the individual ASU step.

2. Preparation to react to the results of the ASU tasks

Individual ASU tasks, if they are relevant for your system, usually represent some hands-on activity, like
starting a program. You need to define for your system which results of individual ASU tasks will lead you to
abort or continue your conversion process. Of course, in an ideal case all the ASU tasks are completed
successfully and you can continue with the conversion process. However, each customer system is
different. You need to define the conditions for your system under which a conversion process will be
aborted. For example, the ASU tasks that should be executed before system downtime (the execution
points “Execute preparation ASU tasks” and “Execute pre-conversion ASU tasks") contain a lot of checks
that will show you which data in your system would remain “not processible” in your system after
conversion if it is not processed any further or deleted before technical conversion because the
functionality may no longer be available in the new product. You need to define the criteria for each
individual ASU task that decide if the conversion process can be continued. For example, how much of this
data is still acceptable or what state should the system be in after a certain ASU task for you to continue
the conversion process. We call these the “go” criteria for the ASU tasks.
Please define the “go” criteria for each individual ASU task (this may be required for each client) before you
start the SUM process so that the users that are executing the relevant ASU tasks during conversion can
decide on potential follow-up actions or determine if the conversion process needs to be aborted.
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i Note

It is important that you make all “go” criteria available to the users that will eventually execute the ASU
tasks.

A special note on ASU tasks marked as “Data Preparation”:
For check programs, most of the time you can use the available programs and transactions well in advance
of the start of the SUM process, run them on a regular basis, and work on the data (that would be “not
processible” after conversion) so that ideally none of this data exists before you start the SUM process. In
cases in which such data cannot be avoided during the normal processing of your business, you should use
the ASU tasks containing these check programs in the SUM events to control the amount of data and use
the business processes available in the old product to remove the data during the preparation phases of
the SUM so that again ideally none of this data exists before you enter system downtime. These ASU tasks
are marked as “Data Preparation”
3. Creation of task lists in every client before SUM
Before you start the SUM process, please ensure that a task list is available that can be used during
conversion in each client of the system in which ASU tasks need to be executed. You need to check there is
a task list that can be used during conversion for each client or create this task list. You will use these task
lists for each client later in the conversion process.
4. Execution of ASU tasks
During conversion, the SUM will ask you to start the ASU toolbox using transaction /ASU/UPGRADE. The
ASU content that is used by the SUM process will automatically create the following ASU scenario and
corresponding task list:
o banking services from SAP 8.0
o ASU scenario “BS8.0-S4TRBK1.0-SUM"
o banking services from SAP 9.0
o ASU scenario “BS9.0-S4TRBK1.0-SUM”
In this ASU content, you should find one ASU task for each SUM event that asks you to use the standalone
use case (/N/ASU/START) and process the relevant ASU content for each SUM event in each relevant
client.
This will be the following ASU tasks for each SUM event:

SUM Event REQ_ASU_RUN in SUM Phase PREP_PREPROC

This SUM event is reached quite early in the overall SUM process as a preparation step. This SUM event
coincides with the execution point “Execute preparation ASU tasks"” shown in the overview diagram of the
conversion process (see Overview of the Conversion Process [page 21]).

A task list will be created when you start transaction /N/ASU/UPGRADE and will lead to the following ASU
scenario:

e Start release banking services from SAP 8.0: “BS8.0-S4TRBK1.0-SUM”

e Start release banking services from SAP 9.0: “BS9.0-S4TRBK1.0-SUM"

In this ASU scenario, you find one ASU task corresponding to the current SUM event that asks you to start
transaction /N/ASU/START to process the following ASU tasks for this SUM event:

e Start release banking services from SAP 8.0:
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o Preparation steps of ASU scenario “BS8.0-S4TRBK1.0-Prep”. This corresponds to ASU file
ASU_CONV_S4TRBK100_FROM_FSAPPL400.xml.
e Start release banking services from SAP 9.0:
o Preparation steps of ASU scenario “BS9.0-S4TRBK1.0-Prep”. This corresponds to ASU file
ASU_CONV_S4TRBK100_FROM_FSAPPL500_FSXAL500_FSPOT500.xml.

During this execution point, the ASU content consists mainly of tasks of the step type data preparation. These
tasks are usually some checks that help you to ensure the data in your system is prepared for conversion.

In addition, the ASU content during this execution point contains some tasks of the step type conversion
prerequisite that need to be executed during this SUM event right away at the point in time when the SUM event
brings up the ASU content, if the task is relevant for your system.

SUM Event REQ ASU RUN BEFORE DT in SUM Phase MAIN PREDTCHECKS

This SUM event is reached as one of the last events before the system enters downtime in the overall SUM
process. This SUM event coincides with the execution points “Execute pre-conversion ASU tasks” and “Special
application-specific pre-conversion tasks” shown in the overview diagram of the conversion process (see
Overview of the Conversion Process [page 21]).

Starting transaction /N/ASU/UPGRADE will again lead to the following ASU scenario:

e Start release banking services from SAP 8.0: “BS8.0-S4TRBK1.0-SUM”
e Startrelease banking services from SAP 9.0: “BS9.0-S4TRBK1.0-SUM"

In this ASU scenario, you find one ASU task corresponding to the current SUM event that asks you to start
transaction /N/ASU/START to process the following ASU tasks for this SUM event:

e Startrelease banking services from SAP 8.0:
Preparation steps of ASU scenario “BS8.0-S4TRBK1.0-Main". This corresponds to ASU file
ASU_CONV_S4TRBK100 FROM FSAPPL400 BEFORE DT.xml.

e Start release banking services from SAP 9.0:
Preparation steps of ASU scenario “BS9.0-S4TRBK1.0-Main”. This corresponds to ASU file
ASU_CONV_S4TRBK100 FROM FSAPPL500 FSXAL500 FSPOT500 BEFORE DT.xml.

During this execution point, the ASU content consists mainly of tasks of the step type data preparation These
tasks are usually some checks that help you to ensure the data in your system is prepared for conversion.

In addition, the ASU content during this execution point contains some tasks of the step type conversion
prerequisite that need to be executed during this SUM event right away at the point in time when the SUM event
brings up the ASU content, if the task is relevant for your system. Furthermore, the ASU content during this
execution point contains some tasks of the step type application-specific task that need to be executed before
the system enters downtime, if the task is relevant for your system. Since these tasks will eventually and on
purpose block some business processes in your system to ensure a consistent conversion of the affected data,
it is expected that you have planned at which point in time you want to execute these tasks. However, you need
to ensure that these tasks (and the potentially dependent subsequent postprocessing of business processes)
are executed before entering system downtime.

SUM Event REQ_POST_ASU_RUN in SUM Phase MAIN_POSTPROC

This SUM event is reached after system downtime in the overall SUM process, when the system and the code
have already been technically converted to the new product. This SUM event coincides with the execution point
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“Execute post-conversion ASU tasks” shown in the overview diagram of the conversion process (see Overview
of the Conversion Process [page 21]).

Starting transaction /N/ASU/UPGRADE will again lead to the following ASU scenario:

e Start release banking services from SAP 8.0: “BS8.0-S4TRBK1.0-SUM”
e Startrelease banking services from SAP 9.0: “BS9.0-S4TRBK1.0-SUM"

In this ASU scenario, you find one ASU task corresponding to the current SUM event that asks you to start
transaction /N/ASU/START to process the following ASU tasks for this SUM event:

e Start release banking services from SAP 8.0:
o Follow-up steps of ASU scenario “BS8.0-S4TRBK1.0-Main" This corresponds to ASU file
ASU_CONV_S4TRBK100_FROM_FSAPPL400_BEFORE_DT.xml.
e Startrelease banking services from SAP 9.0:
o Follow-up steps of ASU scenario “BS8.0-S4TRBK1.0-Main" This corresponds to ASU file
ASU_CONV_S4TRBK100_FROM_FSAPPL500_FSXAL500_FSPOT500_BEFORE_DT.xml.

During this execution point, the ASU content consists mainly of tasks of the step type conversion prerequisite
that need to be executed during this SUM event right away at the point in time when the SUM event brings up
the ASU content, if the task is relevant for your system. Furthermore, the ASU content during this execution
point contains some tasks of the step type “APPLICATION-SPECIFIC TASK" that need to be executed after
system downtime, if the task is relevant for your system. These tasks will migrate the open item information for
loans. It is expected that you have planned at which point in time you want to execute these tasks. You can even
execute these tasks after the SUM process has finished. However, business processes for loans may not run in
the system as long as the overall migration procedure has not finished.

During a specific SUM event you should process only the respective tasks that are relevant for the respective
SUM event in the presented order (top to bottom) and do the following for each task, if the task is relevant for
your system (the task description should state if the task is client-independent):

1. Thetask s client-independent: The current task needs to be executed in one specific client of your system,
which also allows for the recording of transport requests for customer code changes (such as BAdI
implementations). Check the result of your executed task using the “go” criteria for ASU tasks that should
be available at this point in time and react accordingly.

2. Thetask s to be executed in every client in which the functionality is used (except client 000): You should
execute the current task in every client in which the functionality is used. Document the status of the ASU
task in the respective task list for the client. Check the result of your executed task using the “go” criteria
for ASU tasks that should be available at this point in time and react accordingly.

3. After you have executed the current task, document its overall status.

i Note

The ASU toolbox allows you to set a processing status and store a reason for the status change for each
ASU task for documentation purposes.

After you have set the processing status for all tasks in all clients processed based on the standalone
scenario (/N/ASU/START), you can also set the processing status for the ASU task in the ASU content
triggered by transaction /N/ASU/UPGRADE.
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1.5 Preparing the Conversion

Before conversion to SAP Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA 1.0, you have to prepare an overall project
plan and schedule the tasks. The preparation activities described in this section give you an idea of what is
involved. For a short overview of the process and tools, see Overview of the Conversion Process [page 21].

i Note

Please also read the planning section of the Software Update Manager guide. For more information, see
Documentation, Tools, and SAP Notes for the Conversion [page 192] (System Conversion to SAP S/4AHANA
using SUM 2.0 SP <latest version> (with DMO)). The general information provided in this guide is also
relevant for the conversion of SAP Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA.

1.5.1 Planning and System Requirements

Please also check the system requirements for SAP S/4HANA foundation (see System Requirements [page
194D).

Unicode

As a prerequisite for the conversion, your system needs to be a Unicode system. If your system is still non-
Unicode, you can follow a two-step conversion approach. First, perform a combined upgrade and Unicode
conversion with one of the supported start releases as the target. Then perform the conversion to SAP
Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA 1.0.

1.5.1.1 What’s the Impact on Your System Landscape?

When you convert your system to SAP Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA, you may have to adapt
further systems or components in your system landscape.

SAP Fiori

There are two possible deployment options for SAP Fiori applications contained in the product instance
Transactional Banking Ul of SAP Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA 1.0: the embedded or the hub
deployment option.
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i Note

SAP recommends the embedded deployment option for SAP Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA.

For more information about the deployment options of the SAP Fiori apps of SAP Transactional Banking for
SAP S/4HANA, see Installing SAP Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA. Please also check the Product
Availability Matrix at https:/apps.support.sap.com/sap/support/pam#t for a technical overview of the
deployment options.

Embedded Deployment

If you run a system conversion for a system on which SAP Fiori apps for banking services from SAP were
installed, then this generally requires you to uninstall the existing SAP Fiori apps for banking services from SAP
and install the new SAP Fiori apps for SAP Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA. If the system being
converted did not have any SAP Fiori apps installed before conversion, then you can simply install the required
ABAP add-ons during conversion. For the system conversion, you must use the Maintenance Planner to define
the ABAP add-ons for banking services from SAP to be uninstalled, choose the new base product version, and
define the ABAP add-ons for SAP Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA to be installed. For more
information, see Maintenance Planner [page 44].

Hub Deployment

Hub deployment is possible for SAP Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA 1.0. However, this cannot be
achieved via a system conversion of an existing front-end server. This can be achieved via a new installation of
the product instance Transactional Banking Ul of SAP Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA based on a
supported version of the SAP Fiori front-end server. Please note that certain restrictions apply to hub
deployment and that upgrade dependencies exist between the front-end and back-end product versions of the
SAP Fiori apps. For more information, see SAP Notes 2590653 %%, 2790996 #% , and 2919182 # .

1.5.1.2 Supported Start Releases

For a one-step conversion, your system needs to have a minimum release level. The following start releases are
supported:
® banking services from SAP 8.0

o Only the conversion of a system that has the product instance Banking Services (software component
FSAPPL) installed is supported.

i Note

The conversion of a system that has the product instances Process Object Types or Banking
Services Ul installed is technically not possible. For more information, see Application-Specific
Restrictions [page 41].
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® banking services from SAP 9.0

o The conversion of a system that has only the product instance Banking Services (software component
FSAPPL) installed is supported.

o The conversion of a system that has the product instance Banking Services installed and, in addition,
one or all of the product instances Process Object Types or Banking Services Ul is also supported.

o We do not recommend the conversion of a system that does not have the product instance Banking
Services installed, although it may be technically possible. For more information, see Dependencies of
Product Instances in the System Landscape [page 10].

i Note

SAP recommends that you start the conversion to SAP Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA from
the highest possible support package level of banking services from SAP.

The conversion to SAP Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA is based on the de-installation of the ABAP
artifacts and table entries of banking services from SAP and subsequent installation of the new product. The
collection of the ABAP artifacts for banking services from SAP is based on the piece lists of its initial shipment
stack and support packages. However, table entries that only come into the system via SAP Notes cannot be
seen by this algorithm, which may lead to a low number of table entries that are not handled correctly in the
conversion. Starting from a high support package level minimizes this effect.

1.5.1.3 Application-Specific Prerequisites

Before you start the realize phase and the technical conversion process of a system using the Software Update
Manager (SUM) 2.0, the following prerequisites must be fulfilled:

e You must use SUM 2.0 SPOS8 or a later version for the conversion, otherwise the triggers to start the ASU
toolbox are not integrated into the conversion process.

® You must use SPAM 75 or a later version, otherwise the conversion to SAP Transactional Banking for SAP
S/4HANA 1.0 is not supported.

e You must prepare the ASU toolbox before the conversion. Follow the steps in SAP Notes 2923711#% and
2924928 Fir .

® You should be familiar with the transition items relevant for your system and should have executed the
transition tasks relevant for the subphase “Application-specific transition item-based conversion
preparation activities” For more information, see Transition Items [page 31].
You should have implemented the relevant SAP Notes or support packages to enable the use of the
relevant programs in the start release.

® You should already be familiar with the upcoming ASU content during the conversion. For more
information, see ASU Toolbox [page 33]. You should have defined the “go” criteria for the upcoming ASU
tasks.
You should have implemented the relevant SAP Notes or support packages to enable the use of the
relevant programs in the start release.

® You must prepare the de-installation of the software components FSAPPL, FSPOT, and FSXAL of banking
services from SAP, otherwise the conversion to SAP Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA 1.0 is not
supported. For more information, see SAP Notes 2806224 #, 2806933, and 2806931 .

® You must prepare the de-installation of the software components FINBASIS and SEM-BW, otherwise the
conversion to SAP Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA 1.0 is not supported. For more information,
see SAP Note 2493117 ¥ .
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In addition, as a preparation for the conversion process after system downtime, you should either choose a
support package level of SP14 or greater for software component version ST-PI 740 in the target stack or
integrate the implementation of SAP Note 2922277#% (in a modification adjustment transport) into the SUM
process if possible (in conversions of test or productive systems).

1.5.1.4 Application-Specific Restrictions

Further requirements must be fulfilled for a one-step conversion:

Bank Analyzer must not be used in the system before conversion

The conversion of a system that has banking services from SAP installed and in which any functionality
belonging to Bank Analyzer has been activated or used is not supported. Functionality belonging to Bank
Analyzer could be transactions, Customizing activities, or reports that can be reached via any entry in the SAP
Menu or SAP Implementation Guide (IMG) under the node “Bank Analyzer” below the node “Financial
Services" If the conversion process detects any Bank Analyzer functionality, the conversion process may be
aborted with a corresponding error message. However, there is no guarantee that the conversion process will
be aborted. It is the responsibility of the customer to ensure that the system being converted does not contain
any data and generated artifacts due to the use of Bank Analyzer functionality.

i Note

Any development object belonging to a namespace of Bank Analyzer (all namespaces starting with “/BA”
or “/1BA", for example) and contained in the software component FSAPPL is physically deleted during the
conversion to SAP Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA. Therefore, any data contained in the
database tables of this software component within these namespaces is deleted and lost during
conversion. In addition, any artifact that is generated by the use of Bank Analyzer functionality (such as
database tables of the Result Data Layer) and that is usually created in local packages or customer
namespaces cannot be handled during conversion and the state of these objects is unknown after
conversion.

Product instances Process Object Types and Banking Services Ul of banking
services from SAP 8.0 are not supported

The conversion of a system based on banking services from SAP 8.0 that has the product instance Process
Object Types or Banking Services Ul installed is technically not supported. No technical conversion path
based on SAP NetWeaver 7.4 and banking services from SAP 8.0 can be offered by SAP.
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Zero Downtime Option is not supported during a system conversion

The conversion definitely requires a system downtime. For this reason, the Zero Downtime Option (ZDO) is not
supported for a system conversion to SAP Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA.

Target stack must contain at least FPO1 of SAP Transactional Banking for SAP
S/4HANA 1.0

The target stack of the conversion process must contain at least feature package 01 of SAP Transactional
Banking for SAP S/4HANA 1.0. One reason for this is that feature package 01 contains some primary key
adjustments for database tables that will result in the drop and re-creation of database table indexes.
Therefore, the conversion should apply these changes directly in its system downtime. If the database
migration option (DMO) is included in the conversion process, the indexes are then already created in its
newest layout.

A conversion to a target stack based on SAP S/4HANA foundation 1909
requires at least FPO1

If the target stack of the conversion is based on SAP S/4HANA foundation 1909, the target stack must
contain at least feature package 01 of SAP S/4HANA foundation 1909. All the main features of Collateral
Management in its version of banking services from SAP are included in the product version of Collateral
Management contained in SAP S/4HANA foundation 1909 as of feature package 01. Therefore, no data will be
lost during conversion for customers that used Collateral Management in banking services from SAP.

The target stack of the conversion can also be based on SAP S/4HANA foundation 2020 (initial shipment
stack or any later feature package).

Required de-installation of localizations for banking services from SAP

For localizations for banking services from SAP, only a de-installation is supported. For more information, see
Handling of Further Add-Ons [page 46].

However, the functionalities Installment Numbering and Tax Manager Framework from localizations for banking
services from SAP (FSLOCAL) have been incorporated into SAP Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA 1.0:

e Installment Numbering has been adapted in Transactional Banking (CB4HANA) as a standard offering and
renamed to Receivable Numbering.

e Tax Manager Framework is offered in the optional add-on Extension for Transactional Banking (EXTCB4H)
and renamed to Indirect Tax Calculator.
Tax Manager Framework in localizations for banking services from SAP provides the core framework that
has the necessary functionality to calculate standard taxes and also contains country-specific tax content.
Indirect Tax Calculator in Extension for Transactional Banking only provides the framework; no country-
specific tax content is delivered by SAP.

Conversion to SAP Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA

i Note

Data created by or in database tables of this add-on is not migrated automatically during the conversion to
SAP Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA 1.0 and this data is either lost or can no longer be
processed after conversion. However, conversion is supported for Installment Numbering. For Tax Manager
Framework, already posted taxes will still exist after conversion, but no country-specific localization content
(customizing) is delivered in Extension for Transactional Banking.

Please contact SAP if you have localizations for banking services from SAP installed in your system being
converted in order to evaluate the prerequisites and consequences of a conversion to SAP Transactional
Banking for SAP S/4HANA 1.0.

1.5.2 Application-Specific Transition Item-Based Conversion
Preparation Activities

The Transition Item Catalog contains transition items and tasks relevant for the execution point Application-
specific transition item-based conversion preparation activities. Please check the Transition Item Catalog for
these tasks and, if they are relevant, check whether you need to carry out these tasks in your system in this
phase before the SUM process is started. The respective tasks are classified as Data preparation and describe
how you should prepare the data in your system prior to conversion. As there are some changes in functionality
between the old and new product and some functionality is deleted in the new product, you need to minimize
the footprint of data that can either no longer be processed in the new product or is lost during conversion. In
an ideal case, no such data exists in your system before you enter system downtime during the SUM process
and the new product is installed.

In the phase Application-specific transition item-based conversion preparation activities, you can use the
available reports and transactions in the old product well in advance of the start of the SUM process, run them
on aregular basis, and work on this data so that ideally none of this data exists before the SUM process is
started.

In cases where such data cannot be fully avoided during the normal processing of your business, you should
still reduce the data as much as possible before you start the SUM process so that during this process you only
need to work on the data that is created while running your business during this time.

i Note

The majority of your application data remains intact and completely unchanged during conversion.
However, study the Transition Item Catalog so that you avoid the unwanted loss of data and so that you can
minimize the footprint of data in which the functionality is deleted in SAP Transactional Banking for SAP
S/4HANA 1.0 and that can, therefore, no longer be processed after conversion.

Later in the upcoming ASU tasks in the SUM events, the same check reports also help you to control the
amount of data and use the business processes available in the old product to remove the problematic data
during the preparation phases of the SUM so that you are well prepared for system downtime.
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1.5.2.1 Enablement of the ASU Toolbox Prior to Conversion

The conversion process described in this document is based on the ASU toolbox. Certain prerequisites apply
for the use of the ASU toolbox as described in this document. You must use SUM SPO8 or a later version and
SPAM version 75 or a later version for the conversion, which should be part of the same delivery of the software
logistics toolset (SL toolset).

In addition, you must execute the following steps:

1. Register the software component versions relevant for the conversion before you start the SUM using
program RFSTB CONV_ASU COMP_UPD_ 100. For more information about how to use this program, see
SAP Note 2923711 # .

2. Configure the logical file name for the accessing of ASU content within the ASU toolbox before you start
the SUM. For more information about how to configure this logical file name, see SAP Note 2924928 .

If you do not meet these prerequisites, you may experience the following problems during the conversion:

e |fyou use alower version of the SUM, you are not triggered by the SUM to start transaction /N/asu/
UPGRADE at the given SUM events.
® The transaction /N/ASU/UPGRADE may not work correctly.

1.5.2.2 Execution Point: “Go” Criteria Defined for ASU
Tasks

During the phase “Application-specific transition item-based conversion preparation activities”, you should also
study the ASU content relevant for your system. For more information, see ASU Toolbox [page 33]. The ASU
tasks are application-specific and many of them also relate to the preparation of, or change to, your data in
your system. Some of the ASU tasks ask you to run exactly the same check or monitor reports again in your
system as in the current phase to check the data quality and if your system is prepared for conversion. You
should try to prepare your data as much as possible before you start the SUM process so that you can save
time and system resources during the SUM process. For all the ASU content, you need to define the criteria for
each individual ASU task that determine if the conversion process can be continued after the respective ASU
task has been executed. For example, how much problematic data is still acceptable or what state should the
system be in after a certain ASU task for you to continue the conversion process. We call these the “go” criteria
for the ASU tasks. You should have all the “go” criteria for ASU tasks defined by the end of the phase
“Application-specific transition item-based conversion preparation activities”

Itis also important that you make the “go” criteria for ASU tasks available to the users that will execute the ASU
tasks.

1.5.3 Maintenance Planner

This chapter deals with the specifics regarding the use of the Maintenance Planner in the context of SAP
Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA 1.0.
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i Note

For more basic information about the Maintenance Planner in the context of SAP S/4HANA foundation,
which is also valid for a conversion to SAP Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA 1.0, see Maintenance
Planner [page 195].

You must use the Maintenance Planner for a conversion to SAP Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA 1.0.
The planning of your changes has to follow a certain sequence: You must first plan the uninstallation of the
existing product instances for banking services from SAP, then you need to plan the update of the base server
release to a supported version of SAP S/4HANA foundation, and finally you have to plan the installation of the
new required product instances of SAP Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA 1.0 within the same
Maintenance Planner transaction.

i Note

A system conversion is supported only for systems that have banking services from SAP 8.0 or 9.0 installed.
For such systems, the conversion process is only supported to a system that has SAP Transactional
Banking for SAP S/4HANA 1.0 FPO1 installed on SAP S/4HANA foundation as the base product version
(so-called standalone systems). It is not possible to convert a system that has banking services from SAP
8.0 or 9.0 installed to a system that is based on SAP S/4HANA as the base product version.

Below you will find the detailed steps of how to plan the conversion of a system that has only an instance of
banking services from SAP installed as the source product version and that should be converted to SAP
Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA 1.0.

i Note

The complete planning process of uninstalling product instances (including Handling of Further Add-Ons
[page 46]), updating the base server release, and installing new product instances in the Maintenance
Planner must be executed in one Maintenance Planner transaction.

Uninstall banking services from SAP

In your planning sequence, you first need to select “Uninstall Add-Ons”. Mark the existing installed product
version BANKING SERVICES FROM SAP 8.0 or BANKING SERVICES FROM SAP 9.0, then the Maintenance
Planner will automatically select all installed product instances contained in the product version of banking
services from SAP (such as Banking Services, Process Object Types, and Banking Services Ul).

Update the Base Server Release

In your planning sequence, you next need to select “Update SAP NetWeaver” Then select one of the following
product versions of SAP S/4HANA foundation:

e SAP S/4HANA FOUNDATION 1909
e SAP S/4HANA FOUNDATION 2020

. SAP recommends you select the highest available support package stack for the chosen product version.

i Note

If you choose SAP S/4HANA FOUNDATION 1909 as the base product version, the support package stack
must be at least FPO1 as this is a prerequisite for the later installation of SAP Transactional Banking for
SAP S/4HANA 1.0 FPOL.
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Install SAP Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA 1.0

In your planning sequence, you next need to select “Install or Maintain an Add-On" Then select the product
version SAP S/4HANA TRBK 1.0. You then need to select at least the product instance Transactional Banking.
The selection of the other product instances Process Orchestration, Transactional Banking Ul, and Extension
Transactional Banking is optional.

For more information about the dependencies and consequences for combinations of existing product
instances in banking services from SAP and selected new product instances in SAP Transactional Banking for
SAP S/4HANA 1.0 for a system conversion, see the chapters “Relocation of Functionality” and “Dependencies
of Product Instances in System Landscapes”

For detailed information about the product instances and contained software components of SAP
Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA 1.0, see also the “Administration Guide for SAP Transactional
Banking for SAP S/4HANA 1.0" or the Product Availability Matrix for SAP Transactional Banking for SAP S/
4HANA10.

1.5.3.1 Handling of Further Add-Ons

Localization for banking services from SAP

If you have the following, you need to also select the product version BANKING SERVICES LOC 8.0 or BANKING
SERVICES LOC 9.0 during the first step (Uninstall Add-Ons) of the planning sequence:

® | ocalizations for banking services from SAP 8.0 installed on a system running banking services from SAP
80

® |[ocalizations for banking services from SAP 9.0 installed on a system running banking services from SAP
9.0

If you do not plan the uninstallation of the respective localization add-on, you will not be able to continue with
the system conversion. You should consider installing the optional product instance Extension Transactional
Banking in product version SAP S/4HANA TRBK 1.0 03 (04/2021) FP. However, not all data created by or in
database tables of the add-on Localizations for banking services from SAP can be migrated automatically
during the conversion to SAP Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA 1.0. Most of this data is either lost or
can no longer be processed after conversion. For a detailed explanation about which functions within
Localizations for banking services from SAP are further supported, see also Application-Specific Restrictions
[page 41] and Relocation of Functionality [page 6].

SAP Capital Yield Tax

If you have the following, a successor product version called SAP Capital Yield Tax for Banking for S/4HANA 1.0
is available that can be installed in addition to SAP Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA 1.0:

e SAP Capital Yield Tax Management 7.0 installed on a system running banking services from SAP 8.0
e SAP Capital Yield Tax Management for Banking 8.0 installed on a system running banking services from
SAPS.0

You can plan an upgrade to this new product version during the conversion to SAP Transactional Banking for
SAP S/4HANA 1.0.

To do this, after selecting SAP S/4AHANA TRBK 1.0 in the planning step “Install or Maintain an Add-On", you
need to select “Install or Maintain an Add-On" again and select the product version SAP S/4AHANA CYT 1.0.
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1.5.4 Cross-Application Preparation Activities

Before you start the conversion activities, you need to carry out the general preparation activities needed for a
conversion to a system based on SAP S/4HANA foundation. For more information, see Cross-Application
Preparations [page 196].

1.6 Realizing the Conversion

After the preparation phase, you start with the realization of the conversion to SAP S/4HANA using the
Software Update Manager (SUM) tool. For an overview of the entire process, see Overview of the Conversion
Process [page 21].

1.6.1 Software Update Manager (SUM)

The Software Update Manager (SUM) is the technical tool used for the system conversion to SAP
Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA.

i Note

You must use at least SUM 2.0 SP 08 and always use the latest available patch version. Otherwise, the
integration of the ASU toolbox into the SUM process is not complete for a conversion to SAP Transactional
Banking for SAP S/4HANA 1.0.

The following steps are carried out within the SUM process in a one-step procedure (for dedicated start
releases):

1. Database migration (optional)
If your source system is not yet running on the SAP HANA database, use the database migration option
(DMO) of the Software Update Manager to migrate your database to SAP HANA during the conversion.

2. Installation of the software stack of SAP Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA

3. Conversion of your data into the new data structures used by SAP Transactional Banking for SAP S/
4HANA (this is the automated part)

For more information about using the SUM, see the available guides for Software Update Manager 2.0. You can
find these guides under the link provided in Documentation, Tools, and SAP Notes for the Conversion [page
192].

1.6.1.1 Execution Point: Execute Preparation ASU Tasks

During the SUM process, you are asked to start transaction /N/ASU/UPGRADE of the ASU toolbox at SUM
event REQ ASU_RUN, which coincides with this execution point shown in the diagram in Overview of the
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Conversion Process [page 21]. This SUM event is reached quite early in the overall SUM process as a
preparation step.

i Note

Each ASU task is linked to a specific transition item. For a detailed description of the transition item, see the
Transition Item Catalog [page 53]. You should also find the corresponding transition task assigned to this
execution point.

During this execution point, the ASU content consists mainly of tasks of the step type data preparation These
tasks are usually some checks that show you how much data is still in your system that can no longer be
processed after conversion. Continue to use the functionality of the old product to prepare your system for the
conversion and remove as much of this data as possible. In addition, the ASU content during this execution
point contains some tasks of the step type conversion prerequisite that need to be executed during this SUM
event right away at the point in time when the SUM event brings up the ASU content, if the task is relevant for
your system.

The “go” criteria for ASU tasks should be available for users executing the ASU tasks so that they know which
tasks are relevant for execution in the given system and in which clients the ASU tasks need to be executed.
They can then trigger any parallel or subsequent actions that you have defined in your conversion project and
can decide if the conversion process can continue. For more information about how to execute the ASU tasks,
see ASU Toolbox [page 33].

At this execution point, you need to execute the preparation steps relevant for SUM event REQ ASU_ RUN.

1.6.1.2 Execution Point: Execute Pre-Conversion ASU Tasks

During the SUM process, you are asked to start transaction /N/ASU/UPGRADE of the ASU toolbox at SUM
event REQ ASU RUN_ BEFORE_DT, which coincides with this execution point shown in the diagram in Overview
of the Conversion Process [page 21]. The ASU tasks of this execution point also contain tasks with regard to the
“Special application-specific pre-conversion tasks”. This SUM event is reached as one of the last events in the
overall SUM process before the system enters downtime.

i Note

Each ASU task is linked to a specific transition item. For a detailed description of the transition item, see the
Transition Item Catalog. You should also find the corresponding transition task assigned to this execution
point.

During this execution point, the ASU content consists mainly of tasks of the step type data preparation . These
tasks are usually some checks that show you how much data is still in your system that can no longer be
processed after conversion. Continue to use the functionality of the old product to prepare your system for the
conversion and remove as much of this data as possible. In addition, the ASU content during this execution
point contains some tasks of the step type conversion prerequisite that need to be executed during this SUM
event right away at the point in time when the SUM event brings up the ASU content, if the task is relevant for
your system.

Furthermore, the ASU content during this execution point contains some tasks of the step type application-
specific task that need to be executed before the system enters downtime, if the task is relevant for your
system. Since these tasks will eventually and on purpose block some business processes in your system to
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ensure the consistent conversion of the affected data, it is expected that you have planned at which pointin
time you want to execute these tasks. However, you need to ensure that these tasks (and the potential
dependent subsequent postprocessing of business processes) are executed before the system enters
downtime. For more details, see Lock Loans Before Migration of Open Item Information [page 49] and Prevent
Master Contract Relation Changes [page 49].

The “go” criteria for ASU tasks should be available for users executing the ASU tasks so that they know which
tasks are relevant for execution in the given system and in which clients the ASU tasks need to be executed.
They can then trigger any parallel or subsequent actions that you have defined in your conversion project and
can decide if the conversion process can continue.

For more information about how to execute the ASU tasks, see ASU Toolbox [page 33].

At this execution point, you need to execute the preparation steps relevant for SUM event
REQ ASU RUN BEFORE DT.

16121 Lock Loans Before Migration of Open Item
Information

This chapter is only relevant if you use loans in your system. As of SAP Transactional Banking for SAP S/
4HANA 1.0, the functionality for loans has been enhanced so that the information about whether a billed
receivable is open or whether parts or all of it are cleared is now stored in the loans management part of SAP
Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA. SAP provides a migration process to transfer the open item
information from a Business Suite-based application of Contract Accounts Receivable and Payable Extended
(FI-CAX) to SAP Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA during the conversion. In this execution point, you
should execute the relevant ASU tasks before system downtime. The consistency of the loan is checked and
the process locks the loans for any further processing that would alter the billing information for loans. This
prepares the loans for the eventual migration of open item information, which is to be carried out after
conversion.

For more information about this process, see the transition item TRBK1.0-FICAX-1 and SAP Note 2854342 #r .

1.6.1.2.2 Prevent Master Contract Relation Changes

This chapter is only relevant if you use master contracts in your system. As of SAP Transactional Banking for
SAP S/4HANA 1.0, the member accounts of a master contract must be located in the same system as the
master contract. The interaction between master contracts and member accounts has been changed to direct
local access and is no longer based on any enterprise services or RFC. The SOAP services as well as the RFC
function module that supported the asynchronous interaction upon insertion or deletion of a member account
or upon the change of contract relation attributes have been deleted. Any remaining unprocessed
asynchronous messages based on this process can no longer be processed in SAP Transactional Banking for
SAP S/4HANA 1.0. SAP provides a process to activate a check that prevents changes to master contract
relations. This prohibits the further creation of such asynchronous messages and customers can then process
all the remaining messages of this kind before system downtime. You should execute the relevant ASU tasks
that activate this check before system downtime.

For more information, see the transition item TRBK1.0-MCM-1.
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1.6.1.3 System Downtime

At some point, the SUM process will shut down the system to apply the new software stack and subsequently
apply all necessary technical follow-up processes. No business runs during system downtime.

1.6.1.4 XPRAs Executed During Conversion

The following table contains all the application-specific XPRAs that will be started during the conversion to SAP
Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA 1.0. Each XPRA contains checks to determine whether it really
needs to convert or migrate any data based on the current data in the system. For a detailed description of the
purpose and the prerequisites of the XPRA, see the documentation provided for the XPRA. The documentation

can be accessed with the XPRA name in transaction SE38 (choose |F Goto » Documentation ¥ Display 3).
The table also specifies the release with which the XPRA was first delivered. If you upgrade from a start release

that is higher or the same as the release in which the XPRA was delivered, you can expect that the XPRA is
executed faster and without any data transfer as the data in your system is already in the desired final state.

There may be additional XPRAs delivered with the underlying release of SAP NetWeaver that are not listed
here.

RBCA_SEPA_TRANSFER_STA- Banking services from SAP 9.0 Data conversion for locks on SEPA
TUS_XPRA mandates

1.6.1.5 Execution Point: Execute Post-Conversion ASU
Tasks

During the SUM process, you are asked to start transaction /N/ASU/UPGRADE of the ASU toolbox at SUM
event REQ POST ASU RUN, which coincides with this execution point shown in the diagram in Overview of the
Conversion Process [page 21].

i Note

If the support package level for software component version ST-PI 740 is lower than SP 14 in your target
stack, you may experience problems when starting transaction /N/ASU/UPGRADE. Please implement SAP
Note 2922277 #% . This will allow you to start transaction /N/ASU/UPGRADE after conversion to SAP
Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA 1.0.

The ASU tasks of this execution point also contain tasks with regard to the “Special application-specific post-
conversion tasks” This SUM event is reached after the system downtime in the overall SUM process, when the
system and the code have already been technically converted to the new product.
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i Note

Each ASU task is linked to a specific transition item. For a detailed description of the transition item, see the
Transition Item Catalog. You should also find the corresponding transition task assigned to this execution
point.

During this execution point, the ASU content consists mainly of tasks of the step type conversion prerequisite
that need to be executed during this SUM event right away at the point in time when the SUM event brings up
the ASU content, if the task is relevant for your system. Furthermore, the ASU content during this execution
point contains some tasks of the step type application-specific task that need to be executed after system
downtime, if the task is relevant for your system. These tasks will migrate the open item information for loans.
It is expected that you have planned at which point in time you want to execute these tasks. You can even
execute these tasks after the SUM process has finished. However, business processes for loans may not runin
the system as long as the overall migration procedure has not finished.

The “go” criteria for ASU tasks should be available for users executing the ASU tasks so that they know which
tasks are relevant for execution in the given system and in which clients the ASU tasks need to be executed.
They can then trigger any parallel or subsequent actions that you have defined in your conversion project and
can decide if the conversion process can continue.

For more information about how to execute the ASU tasks, see ASU Toolbox [page 33].

At this execution point, you need to execute the follow-up steps relevant for SUM event REQ_POST_ASU_RUN.

1.6.2 Application-Specific Transition ltem-Based Adaptation
Activities

Once the SUM process has finished and the system is available to work with the new product SAP
Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA 1.0, you need to adapt any custom code or custom configuration so
that all your business processes run in the new product as desired. If none of these adaptations was integrated
in the SUM process in a customer transport, as it would be in the development system for your custom code,
for example, you may now need to react to the changes between banking services from SAP and SAP
Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA 1.0. You can study the Transition Item Catalog to find the relevant
differences between the products where you need to take action and execute the relevant tasks of this phase.
The transition tasks are either classified as “Custom code adaptation”, when it is expected that you have to
work on ABAP development objects, or “Configuration adaptation”, when it is expected that you need to work
on the configuration of the system.

i Note

The majority of your application data remains intact and completely unchanged during conversion. In
addition, most business processes still available in SAP Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA 1.0
behave in the same way as in the old product, as the starting point for the development of the new product
was the code and configuration of the old product.

However, the business processes might have been re-implemented, code existing in the old product has been
changed and or deleted, and new functionality has been created, all of this making up the new product SAP
Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA 1.0. In addition, you may want to use new functionality available in
SAP Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA 1.0 and, for this reason, change business processes in the new
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product. Eventually, you need to test whether all your business processes run as you require in the new
product. This is especially true for any customer business process aside from the SAP standard or any
modifications you had made in the code of banking services from SAP.

Please check whether you must work on one or more of the following aspects to make your business processes
run in the new product:

Custom code adaptation:

e Modification-free enhancements of SAP business processes, such as:
o BAdlimplementations and other types of public code exits
o SOAP service enhancements
o Database or DDIC structure appends
o Enhancements options in SAP standard code
e Modifications in SAP standard code
e Customer-built processes using re-implemented SAP standard code
® Reaction to deleted standard functionality, such as:
o Deleted SOAP services or RFC function modules
o Switch to the newest version of existing SOAP service
o Use of alternative SOAP service in different namespace
o Deletion of obsolete customer code

e Use of new functionality
e Adaptation to deprecated or deleted functionality
e Adaptation to re-implemented business processes

All software changes to the custom code and custom configuration should be recorded in transport requests
so that they can later be incorporated as a customer transport in the SUM process for conversions of other
systems based on the same new product.

In anideal case, all or as much as possible of the necessary adaptations to custom code or configuration
during the conversion of the productive system should be included in the customer transport. Therefore, all of
the changes are already automatically applied during the SUM process and no, or only minor, manual work is
required in this phase.

1.6.3 Application-Specific Transition ltem-Based Conversion
Follow-On Activities

Study the Transition Item Catalog and execute the relevant tasks of this phase in your system after conversion
to ensure that all supported business processes can continue to run with the converted application data.

The special application-specific post-conversion tasks for the topic “Migration of open item information” are
also assigned to this phase. These tasks are only relevant if you use loans in your system. These tasks are also
contained in the post-conversion ASU tasks, but you can choose when you want to execute and finalize the
migration process. If some parts of the business in your system need to be up and running again as soon as
possible after conversion, you might not run the migration process during the execution point “Execute post-
conversion ASU tasks". For example, the business of loans management may not be as time critical as the
business of current accounts so the migration of open item information can be postponed to this later phase
while the current account business is already running again productively.
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1.6.4 Cross Application Follow-On Activities

Adapt Authorizations

You need to review your existing PFCG role menus for obsolete transactions as well as for transaction code
replacements. One option for doing this is to use the postprocessing capabilities in transaction SU25.

SAP Fiori Apps

During conversion, any potentially old SAP Fiori apps are uninstalled and the new SAP Fiori apps are installed
again.

To use the new SAP Fiori apps in SAP Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA 1.0, you need to check and
follow the corresponding setup procedures (see Ul Technology Information for SAP Transactional Banking for
SAP S/4HANA).

1.7 Transition Item Catalog

The Transition Item Catalog uses the following items and attributes:

Transition Topic

A transition topic groups transition items. It can contain overview information that is relevant across the whole
set of transition items.

One transition topic can contain one or more transition items, hence it is a collection of transition items that
belong to the same transition topic.

Transition Item

A transition item contains a description of the difference between banking services from SAP and SAP

Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA.

One transition item can be linked to one or more change items.

Change Item

A change item contains a more detailed description of the difference between banking services from SAP and
SAP Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA. A transition item is split into several change items to describe
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the basic reason for and the impact of individual changes. For more information, see the attributes that classify
each individual change item.

One change item can be linked to one or more transition tasks. Change items contain the following attributes:

Impact Classification

This attribute gives an indication of circumstances under which the individual change becomes relevant (when
there is an effect) for the customer, based on the extent to which a customer is using the described
functionality. This attribute could be used by the customer to determine if a change item is relevant for the
customer or not. The attribute value should be interpreted as a sequence of limits at which the individual
change item becomes relevant. This means that if a customer is using a certain functionality up to this level,
then all lower levels are also relevant. The value of the attribute could be interpreted by the expression “this
change item is relevant as soon as a <value>".

Value Description

Always This is the lowest limit and means that the change itemis al-
ways relevant and the customer should look at this change
item even though they might not explicitly use this function-
ality.

Standard processes are used This means that the change item is relevant for the cus-
tomer as soon as standard processes are used for the func-
tionality. This means that if a customer is only using the
functionality (e.g. the business process) via the programs,
transactions, standard configuration, and so on delivered by
SAP, and has not made any enhancements of any kind, this
change item is already relevant for the customer.

Enhancement options (BAdI, BTE, frameworks (e.g. APMG), This means that the change item is relevant for the cus-

and so on) are used tomer as soon as standard enhancement options (BAdI,
BTE, frameworks (e.g. APMG), and so on) are used. How-
ever, if the customer is just using the standard processes of
the described functionality and has not implemented any en-
hancement (e.g. BAdl implementation) offered by the stand-
ard enhancement options delivered by SAP, then this change
item is not relevant for the customer.

Modification-free extensions were created outside standard  This means that the change item is relevant for the cus-

enhancement options tomer as soon as the customer created their own processes
based on development objects delivered by SAP for the de-
scribed functionality but has not modified any SAP standard
code.

Change Classification

This attribute indicates the main reason behind the described changes in the change item.

Value Description

No change This means that there is some functionality in the context of
the transition item that does not actually change in the new
product.
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Value Description

Added value This means that the change item contains changes that are

made to add functionality to the new product that did not ex-
ist in banking services from SAP.

"Go" criteria verification

This is used for tasks that remind the customer to define
“go” criteria for ASU tasks of the ASU toolbox.

Preparation ASU task

This is used for tasks that are expected to be executed at the
execution point “Execution of preparation ASU tasks".

Conversion ASU task

This is used for tasks that are expected to be executed at
one or more execution points for ASU task execution.

Special application-specific task

This is used for tasks that correspond to the two special ap-
plication-specific processes “Migration of open item infor-
mation” or “Prevent master contract relation changes”.

Follow-on activity

This is used when the task is only assigned to the execution
point “Application-specific transition item-based conversion
follow-on activities”.

In SAP Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA 1.0, the member accounts of a master contract must always
exist in the same local client of the system (the only exception being shadow accounts in the Master Contract
Management application Effective Cash Pooling). In addition, all message-based communication (SOAP
services or RFCs) is changed to direct local calls and all previously existing message-based communication is
no longer supported, unless stated otherwise.

Transition Item: TRBK1.0-MCM-1 (Centralized Handling of Participant
Accounts for Insertion and Removal of Accounts for All MCM Applications)

Relevant source release All supported start releases

In SAP Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA, the processing of an insertion or a removal of accounts into
those from a master contract with all the necessary master data changes on the master contract and the
account for MCM applications is now executed in one logical unit of work (LUW) for all master contract
applications based on local API calls. For the integrated update of master data for accounts and master
contracts, all previously existing message-based communication (SOAP/RFC) has been replaced by local API
calls.

In banking services from SAP, the insertion or removal of an account was executed in three LUWSs for master
contract applications with state-based contract relationships:

e | UW 1contained the setting of the respective contract relationship to a pending state (pending for
insertion (PFI), pending for change (PFC), or pending for removal (PFR)) in the master contract and any
MCM application-specific reaction to this pending state via executed callbacks in the Additional Process
Manager (APMG).

i Note

APMG is a contract-specific framework to change transaction data dependent on the recently changed
master data of the contract.

In LUW 1, an asynchronous request message (SOAP/RFC) was also sent to the respective account to adapt
the necessary master data and transaction data.

o | UW 2 executed the request message to the account and changed the account master data and
transaction data. In LUW 2, an asynchronous confirmation message (SOAP/RFC) was also sent back to the
master contract to notify the master contract that the account master data and transaction data is now
changed.

e | UW 3 executed the confirmation message to the master contract and changed the contract relationship
to a final state (active (" *) or removed (restriction of validity)). LUW 3 also processed any MCM application-
specific reaction to this final state via executed callbacks in the Additional Process Manager (APMG).
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The new logic in SAP Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA processes all the necessary master data and
transaction data changes in one LUW. For details, see below.

i Note

The state concept for contract relationships, where it was supported previously, is still valid. All created
database entries are identical to those created in banking services from SAP, thus allowing data to be easily
converted with regard to the master data model without any data migration steps.

The new logic in SAP Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA is based upon the following sequence:

i Note

The description is given on the level of the standard logical contract manipulation events (OPEN, SET,
CHECK, PREPARE, SAVE) and the contained execution of the events of the APMG (AFTER OPEN,
AFTER CHECK, AFTER PREPARE, BEFORE SAVE, AFTER SAVE).

e Start LUW
1. Master contract OPEN
2. Master contract SET
3. Master contract CHECK
1. Master contract CHECK also executes master contract AFTER_CHECK
2. NEW: The accounts to be changed are locked (account OPEN) in master contract AFTER_CHECK
4. Master contract PREPARE
1. Master contract PREPARE also executes master contract AFTER_PREPARE
2. NEW: The change sequence of the accounts is executed in master contract AFTER_PREPARE
1. Account SET
2. Account CHECK
1. Account CHECK also executes account AFTER_CHECK
3. Account PREPARE
1. Account PREPARE also executes account AFTER_PREPARE
3. NEW: The state of the contract relationship to the account is set to a final state

4. NEW: A second sequence for master contract changes is executed (allowing MCM applications to
process the logic of the former confirmation LUW in banking services from SAP)

i Note

This also includes any change pointers that trigger these messages or business processes for Error and
Conflict Handling that handle application errors and could process the inbound messages again.

The relevant artifacts that implement the above processes no longer exist in SAP Transactional Banking for
SAP S/4HANA 1.0. Therefore, if this kind of process is not put to a final state in banking services from SAP itis
not possible to process it further in SAP Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA 1.0.

The messages (SOAP/RFC), the business processes for Postprocessing Office and Error and Conflict Handler,
and the export object types and receivers of change pointers that are relevant for this change item and that are
all deleted in SAP Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA are included in the respective set of development
artifacts, which comprises all deleted objects:

e Deleted RFCs are listed in SAP Notes 2894221#% and 2890070 #% .

You must process all of
these pending states in contract relations to a final status before you start the downtime via the SUM during a
conversion to SAP Transactional Banking for SAP S/4HANA 1.0.

“Application-specific transition item-based conversion preparation activities”. In addition, the programis also
included in the ASU content.

You should make
this information available to the users that will eventually execute the ASU tasks so that they can take the
appropriate action. Below are some guiding questions that may help you to define the "go" criteria for the
corresponding ASU task:

® |sthere something that users should do to process these pending states in contract relations to a final
status?

i Note

Pending states of contract relations usually only exist temporarily in the system due to the
asynchronous messaging between master contract and member accounts. Eventually, LUW 3 should
complete the business process automatically (set the contract relation status to "active" or remove the
account member from the master contract) and result in a final state of the contract relation after a
small amount of time.

The pending status remains in the system for some time only if the execution of a message (tRFC or SOAP
service) runs into problems (an exception, for example) and only until the problem for processing the
corresponding message is resolved. If a message is stuck somewhere it can be found either in the usual
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monitoring transactions for messages (see transition tasks TRBK1.0-OBJ-DEL-1-1-T2, TRBK1.0-OBJ-
DEL-1-1-T3, and TRBK1.0-OBJ-DEL-2-1-T2) or in the Error and Conflict Handler (see transition task
TRBK1.0-OBJ-DEL-5-1-T1) and can also be resolved via these tools.

e |sit acceptable for your system if these pending states in contract relations remain in the system?

i Note

The answer to this question probably depends on various conditions:

o The consequence of these pending states in contract relations remaining in the system is that the
corresponding business process for insertion of accounts into master contracts, removal of
accounts from master contracts, or changes to the contract relationship data of account members
in master contracts can no longer be completed after the conversion. Therefore, you need to
decide if the affected application data corresponding to the individual contract relation can stay as
it is after conversion or not. In development or test systems, it may be possible to live with this data
as you may be able to ignore the data in future tests or developments. In productive systems, you
should avoid this kind of inconsistent or incomplete data. However, we recommend none of this
datais in the system after conversion.

o Inaddition, it depends on the point in time at which the check is executed. This check is expected
to be executed at more than one execution point. If the business running within the systemis
constantly producing new pending states in contract relations, at least for some master contracts,
then you might find an unavoidable baseline of these pending states in contract relations at the
earlier execution points. However, at the latest execution point ("Execution of pre-conversion ASU
tasks"), right before system downtime, you should cool down the business in your system prior to
system downtime to such an extent that you can process all of these pending states in contract
relations to a final status before system downtime.

For this purpose, you can use the program RBCA_CNSP_ACPOOL_CONV_SET (see transition task
TRBK1.0-MCM-1-2-T4). You can use this program to control as of which point in time in your
system the creation of new pending states of contract relations is prevented so that the system
can subsequently process the pending states automatically to final states. After this point in time,
you can run the check program multiple times and monitor the results until the results satisfy the
"go" criteria for the ASU tasks and the conversion can continue.

"Execution of pre-conversion ASU tasks" to activate the check that prevents changes to master contract
relations. As a test, you can run program RBCA CNSP_ACPOOL CONV_SET in simulation mode and see if
you can activate the check. If you have implemented the BAdI with a different implementing class, a
corresponding error message is raised in the log.

To make the BAdI and the program available within the system, you need to implement SAP Note 2924631 .

5. The PD run receives confirmation from OIM that the open items have been cleared and sets the status of
the PD run to Done.

Synchronous PD - simplified mode:

This mode has similar functionality as the synchronous mode. However, activating this mode will have the
following effects on the payment distribution process:

® Prenote creation is eliminated.
e All account-related Remote Function Calls are eliminated.
® Payment orders are called synchronously.

The new solution approach Offline FICAx reduces the dependency on FICAXx for open item management.

With the concept of Offline FICAX, information about the open items can also be maintained on the billing
items. You can use this for all processing activities within banking services from SAP. Since the data is in
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banking services from SAP, it can be accessed via direct calls. FICAx will still remain part of the landscape and
will receive information to support all downstream activities like dunning, default management, and so on.

With this approach, billing is adapted to contain the open item information. Payment distribution is also
adapted to use the open item information from billing to distribute payments. All the relevant orders that
require open item information from the FICAx system (in the previous releases) during their processing are
adapted to use the open item/clearing information on the billing items instead.
