INTRODUCTION
Welcome to the 22nd edition of the 
IAPF Yearbook, the essential reference 
guide for all those involved in pensions 
in Ireland.  We hope you find it useful 
during 2019.

At the IAPF, our mission statement 
continues to be the delivery of secure, 
fair and simple pensions in Ireland.  
We seek to do so by advocating for 
appropriate policy change, by research 
and by informing and educating our 
members on both current regulation 
and on best practice.

We benefit hugely from the expertise 
and commitment of our Committee 
members, who contribute on a 
voluntary basis, and from the strong 
leadership shown by our Council 
members.  We also benefit from a very 
capable executive team, led by our 
CEO, Jerry Moriarty.

I want to thank both our staff and  
our voluntary contributors for their 
hard work and dedication throughout 
what has been a very busy year for the 
Association.

REFORM
Last year, I lamented the lack of 
progress on the reform front. This  
year we have been bombarded with 
reform proposals.

In February, the Government 
published its Roadmap for Pensions 
Reform 2018 – 2023.  The Department 
of Employment Affairs and Social 
Protection subsequently published two 
consultation documents in relation 
to the roadmap, one on reform of 
the State pension system and the 
second a strawman for the automatic 
enrolment retirement savings system 
element of the roadmap, summarising 
indicative terms for the new auto-
enrolment system for comment.  
Separately, an interdepartmental 
pensions reform group published a 
comprehensive consultation paper on 
reform of current pension products, 
harmonisation of tax rules, the current 
tax relief system and  approved 
retirement funds.  We have responded 
in depth to each of these consultation 
papers, and we have also had extensive 
formal and informal contacts with the 
relevant Departments regarding the 
entire reform agenda, and continue to 
do so.  

Our key aims in all of this are to 
support the introduction of an auto-
enrolment system which enhances, 
rather than disrupts or damages

We have had a very 
co-operative engagement with the 
relevant Departments, and while we 
welcome this we do not underestimate 
the challenges ahead.

We encourage you, as our members, 
to continue to input to this dialogue, 
as it is your voice as pension scheme 
sponsors and Trustees which the 
Government wishes to hear.

REGULATION OF 

TRUSTEES
The Pensions Authority was also active 
in 2018, publishing its consultation 
paper on the regulation of master 
trusts, and providing initial guidance 
on how it proposes to regulate Trustees 
in the new, post-IORP II, world.

The IORP II or Second Pensions 
Directive must be transposed into 
Irish law by 13 January 2019, and as 
of the time of writing the transposing 
regulations or legislation have not 
been published by the Government.  
The Directive will introduce a step 
change in the governance and 
compliance obligations of Irish 
pension Trustees, and significant lead 
time will be necessary for Trustees 
to fully assimilate and implement its 
requirements. 

We have called on the Government 
to publish the Irish transposing 
legislation as soon as possible. We have 
also asked the Government to make 

appropriate use of the ability under 
the Directive to exempt schemes with 
fewer than 100 members from some or 
all of the Directive’s more onerous and 
costly provisions, at least for a period.

The UK, which is due to leave the EU 
next year, published its transposing 
regulations last month.  Notably, the 
UK has exempted pension schemes 
of less than 100 members from many 
of the more onerous and costly 
compliance requirements of the 
Directive, including the key function 
and own risk assessment requirements.

Once the Irish implementation 
regime becomes clearer, we will be 
engaging in an extensive analysis and 
education process to assist our Trustee 
members in grappling with the new 
requirements of the Directive.

There will also be additional reporting 
requirements for schemes in 2019, 
with larger schemes (at a minimum) 
required to provide quarterly statistical 
data to the European Central Bank. 
We have met with the ECB and the 
Central Bank of Ireland to discuss the 
requirements and made significant 
progress in ensuring that they are 
proportionate. 

DEFINED BENEFIT 

REFORM
The legislation to impose certain 
minimum funding obligations on 
sponsors of defined benefit schemes 
and to reform the funding standard 
remains within the Government’s 
legislative programme but has not 
moved forward.  We welcome further

“The Regulatory and Administration 
Working Group continued to address 
and resolve issues our members 
faced. In 2016, we commenced work 
on the draft ECB regulation on 
statistical reporting requirements 
for pension funds and this work 
continued in 2017 with our response 
to the public consultation. In late 
2017, we published an article in the 
Winter Edition of the IAPF Irish 
Pensions magazine to help explain 
the new reporting requirements to 
Trustees and to raise awareness. 
The new ECB statistical regulations 
were passed on 26 January 2018 

in Regulation (EU) 2018/231 of 
the European Central Bank on 
statistical reporting requirement for 
pension funds (ECB/2018/2).  The 
first reporting under the regulations 
will occur in late 2019. We have been 
working with the European Central 
Bank, Central Bank of Ireland, 
Pension Authority, PensionsEurope 
on how the regulations will be 
implemented for pension funds 
in Ireland. We have also been 
monitoring developments by EIOPA 
to collect statistical information 
from pension funds under the 
IORPS directive, (EIOPA BoS/18 114 
of 10 April 2018).”

As Defined Contribution (DC) 
pension provision becomes 
increasingly widespread there is 
a growing need for individuals to 
develop a better understanding of 
DC pensions, especially of the DC 
pension offered by their employer.

Too often, employees have only 
a vague idea of how much they 
need to save and the amount their 
employer is willing to contribute.  
Moreover, many employers say 
that their employees have a poor 
understanding of the pension 
offered and tend to value pension 
contributions less than take  
 

home pay. This is despite the fact 
that many employers dedicate 
significant time and resources to 
communicating the benefits of the 
DC pension they offer. 

The IAPF promotes improved 
communication. If members do 
not understand or act appropriately 
at an early stage in their working 
lives this may result in unfulfilled 
pension expectations and extended 
working lives. As a result, the IAPF 
believes that appropriate education 
and information must be provided 
to ensure the reasonableness of 
member expectations. 

While it is recognised that the 
responsibility for providing this 
is shared by the State, employers, 
trustees, pension professionals, 
representatives and individual 
members themselves, the IAPF 
want to recognise those pension 
schemes that attain a certain 
standard which reflects qualitative 
contribution, communication 
and governance strategies for DC 
Schemes.

The IAPF DC PQS offers key 
stakeholders in a DC scheme a 
number of advantages:

—— The opportunity to promote the 
scheme/employer to potential 
and existing employees.

—— An additional tool to retain 
or achieve a competitive edge 
against similar employers.

—— A means to help promote 
better awareness of pension 
saving amongst employees and 
potential employees.

An employer with or trustees of a 
DC scheme can apply for the PQS 
provided the scheme meets a set 
of core standards.  Eligibility for 
the PQS is based on the pension 
scheme itself – not on the average 
pension provision of the employer. 
Once a scheme has been accredited 

with the relevant PQS standard, 
the scheme will be provided with a 
certificate endorsing its attainment 
of the PQS and this can be used on 
relevant employee communications 
and pension’s literature, including 
job advertisements etc. The award 
will be valid for three years and 
subject to reassessment at least 
every three years after initial 
accreditation. Further details can

The Pension Quality Standard Ready (PQSR) 
is the standard that has been designed for 
Master Trusts.
