A Swedish expedition by icebreaker through the Northwest Passage in 1999 turned up the following, as reported by Jens Rydell
(JXR): Boloria polar is, Cape Penhryn , Melville Peninsula ; Cresswell Say, Somerset Island ; King Wlliam Island. These records fill
gaps in the distribution across the North American arctic at those latitudes. Soloria frigga , Cresswell Say, Somerset Island ; King
Wlliam Island . These records also fi ll gaps - but the Somerset Island record sits in a rather large gap among the most northern
records for the species . Colias nastes, Agriades glandon, and Boloria freija, Cape Penhryn, Melville Peninsula - more gap filling.
Moths: Gynaephora groenlandica, Sathurst Island - the second lepidopteran species to be ident ified from the island .

V\eather: Interior Alaska had another late and very dry spr ing , followed by a cool , cloudy, and very wet summer. Tundra collect ing
was very poor indeed , since the flight season had barely started before the weather turned bad . Southeastern Alaska had an early
spr ing, followed by a very cloudy summer. RECORDS OF INTEREST - Sutterflies: Lycaena phlaeas arethusa was found on the
Richardson Highway , 36 miles south of Salcha (RLP). This subspecies seems to be well established in taiga habitats in Interior
Alaska, but difficult to find because it is so local. Speyeria zerene was found at 10 mile Haines Highway (JLH), bringing to three
the number of sites in the Haines area for this species . Further checking may show S. zerene to be less restricted than it has
appeared to be, although it is still , in Alaska, known only from the Haines vicinity. The Bonanza Creek Experimental Forest colony
of Speyeria atlantis (near Fairbanks) had a population explosion this summer, desp ite the late spring - more were seen than the
total number for the previous four. summers. Soloria chariclea (RLP) from 211 mm Richardson Highway and 103 mm Parks
Highway - more commonly found in taiga habitats in odd-numbered years. (Note : this is a different taxon , in my opinion (K\i\P) ,
from what has been called S. titania in the past) . Moths: The ALS backlog produced the following Arctiidae records : Grammia
philipiana, Sagwon, 1972 (the 4th known specimen) and a significant range extension , being the first record from Alaska's North
Slope; Hyperborea czekanowskii, Kougarok Landing Strip and Humboldt Creek, both on the Seward Peninsula, 1972 (the 3rd and
4th North American specimens for this Asiatic species); Holoarct ia fridolin i, VASM Aruk , near Itigaknit Mountain, 1971 (the 12th
North American specimen of this Asiatic species) ; and Acerbia alpina, three sites in the northeast corner of the Arctic National
Wldl ife Refuge. COLLECTINGSITE: Sunshine Hill , across Porcupine Crossing at 26 .3 mm Haines Highway , supports a colony of
Speyeria zerene. That road , especially its left branch running northeast along the Little Salmon River, has large numbers of fresh
Polygonia satyrus in early August.

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ARIZONA
Across the state it was a very dry year. National Forests with Ponderosa Pine in the northern portion of the state were closed to
recreat ional use for much of the summer. Southeastern Arizona reported the second earliest start to the Monsoon Season on
record with heavy rains in mid-June. There was then almost a month with very little rain and the rains returned in mid-August.
Poor year for influx species although Eurema proterpia did well. The biggest news was the recording of three adults of the sphinx
moth , Dolbogene hartwegii. Only two previous records are known and one of those records is over 100 years old .

There were 18 contributors, compared with 21 in 1999 . A near normal mountain snowpack evaporated in a warm, dry , late winter
and early spring. Drought continued through June, causing a very advanced and generally poor year for both butterflies and
moths. The 21 total EARLYbutterfly records compared with only 4 LATE records reflects this temporal shift . For butterflies, there
are 89 data points including 27 COUNTY records for 73 species (25 with COUNTYrecords) . For moths, there were 133 data
points, 15 STATE records, 128 COUNTY records, 96 species, and 92 species with COUNTY records. Prairie skippers had another
poor year, but there were more fall-flying nymphal ids than in the previous two years. Numerous forest fires made national news,
mainly in late June and July . Fall came early , with killing frosts in late October . November was the second coldest in history. The
Snout butterfly was found several times, including in MOFFAT County (KR), and the pygmy blue was found here and there in the
fall . Phyciodes mylitta continues to move north along the east side of the urban corridor, and will probably make it up to Denver
in 2001. Butterfly stats now average 119.2 species! county, and we have finally reached 93% of projection.

No comments on conditions by either contributor. Alan Myrup turned up the skipper, Thymelicus lineola, which can be a pest on
grass crops, in the haying valleys of Sanpete County. This is exactly where I predicted. during the 1996 Pacific Slope Meeting ,
that the species would be found . I suspect that it will soon be abundant both northward and southward from there . and I request
prompt notification via telephone or e-mail of such a spread . The Utah Department of Agriculture should also be notified of the
exact know range of this species and how fast it spreads from the Utah Valley. There was one other COUNTY record for butterflies
and 13 COUNTY records for moths. Butterfly stats: an average of 112 .5 speciesl county, or 93.3% of projection. I have it on good
authority that the hairstreak, Satyrium Iiparops, has been found somewhere in Utah. The usual larval host is chokecherry or other
Prunus species . This is NOT a potential pest species. but I request any data, especially whether it has simply been overlooked. or
whether it is moving westward from Colorado toward the cherry orchards of central California. The USDA and CDA would give
birth to cows if they thought it was coming near their holy boundary!

The Lower Rio Grande Valley seemed to have the most
interesting records during July: the one month when Bordelon and Knudson were not available to sample the region. It was a poor
year for reporting actual specimens collected , although some nice photographs confirmed several records. There were no
interest ing migratory records to report , including Snouts (Libthyeana carinenta) which are usually very bothersome in the fall .
Overall, a disappointing season in spite of 107 COUNTY records and 6 STATE records.

As in the previous two years , the 2000 season began early and followed a mild winter ; phenologically not as early as 1998 but
earlier than 1999. Ferge documented early records of several species of hibernating Eupsil ia and Lithophane on 25 February in
Rock County, but experienced a slowdown due to cold condit ions in May. Sabourin noted a generally mild season in northwestern
Wsconsin, but with less humidity than in the past three years. The Swengels reported a good season for migrants, although not
as good as 1999. They reported Junonia coenia in Columb ia, Iowa, Jackson , Portage , St. Croix and \!\bod Counties , with the first
sighting in Sauk County on 7 May. Eupto ieta claudia was seen in Burnett , Crawford , Jackson , Portage and Sauk Count ies from
early June through August. Strymon melinus and Eurema lisa were also reported from several localit ies, extend ing into central
Wsconsin . Monarchs were seen from 15 May through 1 November, arriving as early as last year but persisting a bit later . A
number of stray or migrant moth species were collected , including Anticarsia gemmatalis, Ctenoplusia oxygramma, Magusa
orbifera, Euxoa auxiliaris, Condica sutor and Agrotis subterranea, the latter two being new STATE records taken at bait in early
November .
