(6) Shall not be used for the processing of fish
or crustacea caught by any other vessel .

of the grounds of their appeal .

(a) the taking of any species of molluscs of the
family Haliotidae (abalone) and of the genus
Dicathais (whelks) whatsoever by any means
of capture whatsoever in the waters specified
in the First Schedule hereto is prohibited at
all times, and

(b) the taking of any species of molluscs of the
class Gastropoda (including abalone, whelks,
turbans, top shells, periwinkles, baler shell
and giant conch shell) or any species of sea
urchin of the class Echinoidea by any means
of capture whatsoever in the waters specified
in the Second and Third Schedules hereto is
prohibited at all times .

15 and subsections (2) and (3) of section 152 of the
Petroleum Act 1967 that notwithstanding the Land Act
