After graduating from MIT, Dr. Rastetter earned his doctorate in biochemistry from Harvard University and returned to MIT as an
associate professor of chemistry. As biotechnology began to take its first steps, Dr. Rastetter joined Genentech, where he held several
leadership positions. However, it was his role as Director of Corporate Ventures that set the stage for

his transition from scientist to entrepreneur and corporate executive. In 1986, Dr. Rastetter joined IDEC

company and the development of Rituxan, the first monoclonal antibody in the fight against cancer.

As Chairman and CEO of IDEC, he took the bold step of merging with Biogen, creating one of the
world’s largest biotechnology companies, Biogen Idec. Through his work as a business leader, scientist,
teacher, and member of our community, Dr. Rastetter has made a significant impact on San Diego.
