parcel over the years and comprises today 80 hectares 
(197.5 acres) of vineyards in Côte de Nuits, Côte de 
Beaune, Côte Chalonnaise, and Chablis. It is one of the 
most important domains in Burgundy, with more than 
two-thirds of the vineyards classified as Premier and 
Grand Crus.

With close to 90 different appellations, Joseph Drouhin 
offers a fascinating array of Burgundy terroirs in all their 
authenticity and subtle variations.

Joseph Drouhin was a daring and enterprising young man 
who came from the Chablis region. In 1880, at the age of 
22, he settled in Beaune and founded there his own wine 
company. His aim was to offer wines of great quality that 
would bear his name.

His son Maurice succeeded him and began to establish a 
vineyard domaine for the House, purchasing land in some 
outstanding appellations such as Clos des Mouches and 
Clos de Vougeot.

Robert Drouhin, who succeeded Maurice in 1957, gave the 
domaine its present dimension, acquiring many vineyards, 
especially in Chablis, where he was able to recognize 
its true potential. He was one of the first in Burgundy to 
introduce “culture raisonnée” (doing away with pesticides 
and other chemicals) and to build a laboratory of enology 
run by Laurence Jobard, the very first woman enologist 
in Burgundy. Philippe, Véronique, Laurent, and Frédéric 
are Robert and Françoise Drouhin’s four children. They 
uphold the values of the House and its constant quest 
for quality, for the pleasure of all those who have a deep 
appreciation for the natural elegance of Burgundy.

Philippe, Véronique, Laurent, and Frédéric grew up 
practically in the vineyards and cellars. They have 
acquired their knowledge with their father, Robert, at 
their side. Each one has a role to play, and each shares the 
same passion for vine and wine. From vintage to vintage, 
they perpetuate the tradition and do not shy away from 
innovation in their search for elegance and perfection, the 
hallmark of Maison Joseph Drouhin.

IT IS

Château d’Yquem is considered “the” great sweet wine of the world. Yquem is a famous 
name for many reasons, including its presence at the wine auctions of Lyric Opera of 
Chicago. Former vineyard owner Comte Alexandre de Lur Saluces was Lyric’s Honored 
Guest at its Wine Auction 1990. He has been the “former owner” since the early 2000s, 
when the property was sold after being in the Lur Saluces family for over 400 years.

This lot is being auctioned as a tribute to Monsieur de Lur Saluces and to the recognized 
excellence and nobility of the wine. Comprising this auction item are six of the most 
distinguished vintages from the 20th century.

We start with Château d’Yquem 1921. English wine authority and past auctioneer for several 
Lyric Wine Auctions J. Michael Broadbent, Master of Wine, wrote in his “Great Vintage Wine 
Book” that “Chateau d’Yquem 1921 is considered the greatest Yquem since the equally 
famous vintage of 1847.” Retired preeminent American wine authority Robert M. Parker, Jr. 
in his book “Bordeaux” exclaimed, “The greatest Yquem I ever drank was the 1921.”

Recently tasted, the 1921 is showing its age a bit but still exhibits the ethereal qualities that 
have made enjoying it a wonderful experience and enduring memory.

Joining the 1921 in this group of Château d’Yquems are five more illustrious and sought-
after vintages. The first is 1934, the birth year of Monsieur de Lur Saluces. Then the vintage 
1947, which currently garners a 97-point rating from English wine critic Neal Martin. Next 
is the outstanding 1959, which Michael Broadbent has given his top rating of five stars. 
Completing this six-bottle auction lot are the vintages of 1967 and 1975, both of which have 
consistently received a near-perfect rating of 98 or 99.

Robert Parker calls this bottle of Screaming Eagle 
“utter perfection” and gives it the score to back it 
up. This cult wine has a following and a reputation, 
and this bottle stands amongst the best of the entire 
2010 Napa Valley vintage.

Hundred Acre is the undisputed king of the 100-point 
score, having earned more than any other producer in 
the world. Owner Jayson Woodbridge has developed 
a formula for success not just with the critics, but 
also with his long-time followers and new collectors 
alike. His wines are not shy but do strike a remarkable 
balance that is unique to Hundred Acre. 

With meticulous winemaking techniques such as 
cluster sorting by hand, optical sorting of berries, 
gentle pump-over to delicately extract aroma, color, 
and tannin, and hand-racking barrel to barrel every 
three months, it’s no surprise that the Cabernet 
Sauvignon produced by Dominus garners such well-
deserved praise. Christian Mouiex’s 2018 is another 
vintage of uncompromising quality.

Chappellet is a classic Napa producer with roots 
going back into the 1960’s. The Pritchard Hill 
Vineyard may be the top terroir in California and this 
wine is incredible. With roots dating back to 1879, Lail 
Vineyards is built upon generations of winemaking 
tradition in Napa Valley, which is represented in the 
J. Daniel Cuvée

Quilceda Creek put Washington Cabernet on the 
map, and 2003 and 2005 were outstanding vintages. 
Perfumed with violets, truffles and black cherries 
and aged for 22 months in new French oak, these 
Cabernets are heavenly.

With accolades from wine critics abounding, the 2010 
vintage of Spottswoode has been called “perfect” 
and “the epitome of wines around St. Helena.” The 
magnum, which ages more slowly, will be drinking 
beautifully for decades, while the 2007 is at its peak 
right now.
