INTRODUCTION

1. This Handbook is issued as the basic Technical Order

for the equipment involved.

2. This handbook contains descriptive data and instruc-
tions for the Operation, Maintenance, and Overhaul of
the Types E-11 and E-13 Shock Absorbing Adapters for
Single Caliber .50 Machine Gun, manufactured by the
Bell Aircraft Corporation, Ordnance Division, Burling-

ton, Vermont, and John C. Turner Corporation, Wapa-
koneta, Michigan, respectively.

3. The Type E-11 adapter is manufactured in accordance
with Bell Aircraft Corporation Drawing No. 03-043-012,
and 1s désignated as the Bell Model No. 32A.

4. The Type E-13 adapter is manufactured in accord-
ance with John C. Turner Corporation Drawing No.
7-44-663 1.

SECTION 1I
DESCRIPTION

1. GENERAL.

a. The type E-11 single adapter for caliber .50 ma-
chine guns is a flexible type adapter designed to be
fired by either or both hands. (See figure 1.) Recoil
shock is absorbed through the utilization of hydraulic
shock units. Provision is made for mounting a standard
telescopic sight bracket. The safety is conveniently lo-
cated in the rear of the back guard and a microphone
switch is provided. The back guard unit may be removed,
providing access to gun components without the neces-
sity of removing gun from adapter.

b. The type E-13 adapter is in all respects similar
to the type E-11, with the exception that provisions
and necessary changes are made for the mounting of
a type K-13 compensating gun sight. (See figure 3.)

2. DETAILED.

a. ADAPTER.

(1) THE TYPE E-11. (See figure 2.)—The adap-
ter frame is made up of two parallel bearer assemblies
(1) and (7) with the shock unit assemblies (2) mounted
in their forward ends. The rear support assembly (21)
forms the rear cross member of the adapter; a rear
trunnion support (9) is bolted to the bearer assemblies;
and the front trunnion bolt (13), assembled in the
eyes of the shock units, forms the front cross member
of the assembly, Yoke mounts (3) and (8) are bolted
to the bearer assemblies.

(2) THE TYPE E-13. (See figure 3.)—The type
E-13 adapter consists of an E-11 adapter with the addi-
tion of two struts (1) and strut plate (2), cable clips
(3), guard (4), and bracket (5) for the type K-13 sight.
The rear support for the handgrips of the type E-11
adapter has been replaced by a widened rear support
(6) on the E-13 adapter to accommodate the type K-13
gun sight and bracket without interference to the easy
operation of the gun.

b. BACK GUARD UNIT.

(1) GENERAL.—The back guard assembly may be
readily removed from either adapter by loosening the
back guard release knob (24, figure 2) in the rear sup-
port, and the handgrip release screws in the hand-
grips, thus providing easy access to the gun for ser-
vicing.

(2) THE TYPE E-11.—The back guard assembly
(35, figure 4) houses safety (60), triggers (44) and
(76) mounted on_trigger shaft (45) which fire guns
through upper trigger gear (46) intermediate trigger
gear (55) and lower trigger gear (40). Control and
adjustment of firing triggers is accomplished by means
of screw (49) in the trigger adjustment stop (48).
Rapid return of triggers to normal position is assured
through the use of the trigger return spring (56).

(3) THE TYPE E-13.—The type E-13 adapter
back guard, consists of an E-11 back guard assembly
upon which a bracket has been placed to accommodate
the type K-13 gun sight. A safety linkage (7, figure 5)
is provided for the reason that the original safety is
rendered inaccessible by the addition of the sight bracket.

¢. HYDRAULIC SHOCK UNIT.

(1) FUNCTION.—The purpose of the hydraulic
shock unit is to reduce recoil shock produced by gun
fire. This is accomplished by combining the functioning
of an hydraulic piston with the reaction of a specially
designed recoil spring. When firing with gun in level
position, the major portion of the recoil shock is ab-
sorbed by the action of the hydraulic piston, the spring
serving to return the gun to normal after recoil. Firing
the gun at a declined angle, recoil is counteracted by

the hydraulic piston and weight of the gun. With the
gun in an inclined position, the spring offsets the
weight of the gun and recoil shock is absorbed by the
hydraulic piston.

(2) RECOIL STROKE.—The gun recoil (figure
6) actuates piston (A), which compresses the special
recoil spring (B) and develops oil pressure behind the

piston. This pressure forces fluid through metered disc
(C) and into oil chamber (D).

(3) COUNTERRECOIL STROKE.— On return
stroke (figure 7) pressure of fluid overcomes resistance
of disc retaining spring (E) and forces the metered disc
(C) from its seat, facilitating the return flow of oil
through orifices (F).

SECTION I1II
INSTALLATION

1. GUN CONVERSION.

a. Remove gun backplate.

b. Remove backplate filler piece (figure 8) by driving
out backplate filler piece pin.

¢. Insert bell crank (69, figure 9), bell crank spacer
(70) and bell crank spring (71). Reassemble backplate
filler piece pin.

d. Replace gun backplate.

2. INSTALLING GUN IN ADAPTER.

a. Remove back guard (35, figure 2) by loosening
back guard release knob (24) in rear support assembly
(21) and handgrip release screws (27) in handgrip and
pin assembly (25). After loosening handgrip release
screws, remove microphone switch bracket assembly
(72) holding the microphone switch assembly in place.

b. Remove rear trunnion bolt (18, figure 2) nut (19)
and cotter (20).

¢. Remove front trunnion bolt (13, figure 2) nut
(14), cotter (15), washer (16), and front trunnion
spacers (12).

d. Place gun in an inverted position,

e. Invert the adapter and place it on the gun, keep-
ing rear trunnion slides (17, figure 10) in place.

CAUTION

Care should be exercised with the rear trun-
nion slides (17) as they are held in position
with the rear trunnion bolt. If they should
drop out of the slot, be sure that they are re-
placed before assembling rear trunnion bolt.

f- Align shock unit eyes with holes in gun trunnions.
(See figure 11.) Insert front trunnion spacers (12).
Assemble front trunnion bolt (13), washer (16), nut
(14), and cotter pin (15).

g. Assemble rear trunnion bolt (18), nut (19), and
cotter pin (20). (See figure 10).

b. Reassemble back guard unit,

CAUTION
When assembling back guard, it is recom-
mended that screw in under side of back guard
support be drawn up first, and that it properly
engage drilled cup in under side of back guard.

SECTION 1V
OPERATION

1. PRINCIPLES OF OPERATION.

The type E-11 and E-13 single adapters make pos-
sible accurate control of gun fire by eliminating the
disturbing effects of gun recoil through the utlization
of hydraulic shock units.

2, OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS.
To operate mount, proceed as follows:

a. Insure that front and rear trunnion bolts are se-
curely fastened.

b. Check that bell crank in gun is in proper position
in respect to roller; ie, bell crank should engage below
rollers.

¢. Adjust trigger stop so that lever roller in back
guard will not ride off end of bell crank.

d. Place safety on “FIRE."”

e. Depress triggers, using either or both hands.

Note

As long as triggers are depressed gun will
continue to fire.

SECTION V

SERVICE INSPECTION,
1. SERVICE TOOLS REQUIRED.

There are no special service tools required.

2. SERVICE INSPECTION.

a. Check trigger return spring (56, figure 21) on
back guard.

b. Check eyes of shock unit assemblies for possible
fracture,

¢, Check front trunnion bolts (13, figure 11) for
fracture; replace if necessary.

MAINTENANCE, AND LUBRICATION

d. Check rear trunnion bolt (18), rear trunnion slide
(17) and rear trunnion support. (See figure 10.) If
any of component parts are damaged, make necessary
repairs.

e. Check back guard assembly when secured to the
adapter rear support by means of the two handgrip
release screws and the back guard release knob. A mini-
mum of motion or play should be permitted.

f- Check hydraulic shock units for visual indications
of fluid leakage after firing with the adapter.

3. MAINTENANCE.

No adjustments are necessary on the adapters. The
design of the shock units compensates for temperature
changes and angular firing positions.

4. LUBRICATION.

a. Should it become necessary to replenish oil sup-
ply in shock units, use hydraulic fluid, Specification No.
AN-VV-0-366b. To add oil, remove filler plug (G,
figure 6) at rear of oil reservoir and using a common
oil can, add fluid to overflow level.

Shock units should be level when refilling,

b. Using grease, Specification No. AN-G-3, apply
directly to shock unit piston (figure 12) and to faces of
the slots in the rear trunnion support.

5. SERVICE TROUBLES AND REMEDIES.
There are no instructions applicable to service trou-
bles and remedies for this adapter.

1. OVERHAUL TOOLS REQUIRED.

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b. Remove cotter pin (15, figure 13), nut (14), front
trunnion bolt (13), front trunnion spacers (12), and
washer (16); also cotter (20), nut (19), rear trunnion
bolt (18), and rear trunnion slides (17).

¢. Disassemble rear support assembly (figure 14) by
removing nuts (33), bolt (34) and bolt (32). Remove
screws holding struts to disassemble the E-13.

d. To disassemble left bearer assembly (1, figure 15)
and right bearer assembly (7) from rear trunnion sup-
port (9), remove lock washers (10) and support screws
(11).

e. To disassemble shock unit assembly (2, figure 16)
from bearer assembly, remove nut (6), bolt (5) and
yoke mount supporting block (4).

f- Disassemble left yoke mount (3, figure 16) from
left bearer assembly (1) by removing nut (6), yoke
mount supporting block (4) and bolt (5). Disassemble
right yoke mount (8) from right bearer assembly (7)
by removing nut (6), yoke mount supporting block (4)
and bolt (5).

Yoke mounts are right and left parts. When
disassembling, note relative positions to insure
correct reassembly,

g Handgrip and pin assembly (figures 17 and 18) is
disassembled by removing hand grip retaining screw
(26).

h. Where replacements are required in the back guard
it is recommended that the complete back guard as-

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sembly (figure 4) be ordered. However, should it be-
come necessary to disassemble this unit, proceed as
follows:

Note

Sight bracket (5, figure 5) is riveted to the
back guard on the type E-13 adapter to within
.0001 limits and should not be removed in any
case. This bracket will limit the extent to which
the following procedure can be applied to the
E-13 back guard.

(1) Remove instruction plate (67, figure 19) which
is held in place by six screws (66). Remove four
screws (43, figure 20) holding safety assembly.

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(2) Remove trigger return spring. (See 56, figure
21,)

(3) Remove screw (51, figure 22), pins (47), left
finger trigger (76) and trigger adjustment stop (48).
Draw out trigger and shaft assembly, which will per-
mit removal of upper trigger gear (46) and upper
trigger gear spacer (52).

Before removing gears, be sure to note rela-

tive positions of punch marks to insure cor-

rect reassembly.

(4) Intermediate trigger gear (55, figure 23) and
trigger gear spacer (54) may be removed by driving
out trigger gear shaft (53).

(5) Remove screws (43, figure 24) holding trigger
gear shaft bushing (42) in left side of back guard. Gear
shaft (41) may then be removed through opening in
back guard, releasing trigger parts composed of: right
trigger lever (37), left trigger lever (36), trigger lever
roller (38), pin (39), and lower trigger gear (40).

3. CLEANING, INSPECTION, TESTING, AND

(1) Operate triggers. Make sure spring tension is
sufficient to return triggers to normal.

(2) Test rear slide. It should operate freely in slot
of rear support.

(3) Insure that back guard is fastened securely to
adapter. .
(4) Install gun in adapter as outlined in section III,
paragraph 2.

¢. REPAIR,

There are no instructions covering repair of these
adapters.

4. REASSEMBLY.

a. To reassemble the back guard unit (figure 24),
first assemble lever parts; ie,lower trigger gear (40),
pins (39), trigger roller lever (38), left trigger lever
(36) and right trigger lever (37). Assemble these lever
parts to back guard with gear shaft (41), trigger gear
shaft bushing (42) and screws (43). Next insert trigger
shaft (45, figure 22) and right finger trigger (44) in
back guard unit, holding upper trigger gear (46) and
trigger gear spacer (52) in line with shaft as it is driven
through bosses. Replace trigger adjustment stop (48),
and fasten gear and stop to shaft with pins (47). Left
finger trigger (76) should then be assembled to shaft
with screw (51). (After assembly, screw should be
staked securely in place.) Assemble intermediate trigger
gear (55, figure 23), trigger gear spacer (54) and trig-
ger gear shaft (53). (Following this procedure simpli-
fies the operation of matching punch marks on gears.
Trigger gear shaft should be staked in back guard at
