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INTRODUCTION.

An l':m |:llll-illl tomb has two essential parts, —a buirial |:|'r|L‘.£.L and an ulrllrin!;
|J-|i|('{!. In the pl'mlyl.lﬂﬂi!'i: and the mrl}' [Ijil'lﬂ.‘ifi.l"! |1f-1'intlﬁ, the actual ulljcl:ls
intended for the use of the spirit, including food, were put in the burial place,
while periodical gifts of food and drink were, no doubt even then, I:rnu[;hl
to the offering place. From the end of the Third Dynasty “mi'lmps -E!ill"]il.':r::l the
custom can be traced of representing the objects intended for the use of the
spirit by pamtings or panted reliefs on the walls of the offering place, while
the burial place contained, during the Fourth and Fiflth Dynasties, very little
hesides the bursal. nllring this ]mrintl, in addition to the u]yjm:ls. {lye ]’H,lii'l.[ijl[;’.‘i-
include all the ordinary scenes from life, — sowing, reaping, cattle-herding,
hunting, cooking, ete. Clearly the purpose is to provide the spirit of the dead
owner with a spirit world in essentials like the world of the living.

Durlng the early part of the Sixth [h nasly staluelles of servanls performing
their usual rullclmns are placed i n the’ m‘fﬂ:ﬂ- (or statue chamber), along with
the statues of the owner and his f1!|||J} The serdal is, it must be remembered
a part of the offering place because of its origin', and because of the slit
connecting 10 with the offering chamber. From the later part of the Sixth
Dynasly (perhaps later, as the point in lime is not well fixed), these servant
gr oups ]uqrm to be placed in the burial chamber, as were the actual ﬂ\l'fenmr
of the older period. The groups are, however, considerably developed over
those placed in the serdab, and are usually of wood. A majority of the scenes
represented in the paintings have been found, — models of feasting, brick-
making, slaughlering, cooking, cultivating, sowing the grain and similar
activities. Among these are models of boats of various sorts, full-rigged and =
manned, — the same boats which are found in the scenes of the offering
chamber. A few practical objects are still placed in the burial chamber : but
the greater part of the objects are, like the scenes from life, mere models, — .

UE AN the eacliest serdabs are simply walled-up offering niches, and slatues are oflen placed in
the offering chamber itsell. See Perme, Mefem, pl. VI



models of pots and pans. weapons and implements. Thus the use of maodels in
the burial chamber is a development of the custom of representing similar
abyjects and seenes in the iri:'tlti'i.‘.-i on the walls of the offering chamber™™; and
the purpose iz, in both eases, the same. — o prm‘ide the 5];ir]l wilh the
essentials of an enjovable life. The beliel in magie underlving both customs is
abviously the same,

Every type of boat found among the models is also to be found in the tomb
seenes. Just as the tomb scenes somelimes represent ceremonies connected with
the burial, — the funerary bark proceeding to the western desert or to Abydos,
the offerings and abjects being carried to the grave, — so also, models of
ceremonial objects are placed in the grave alongside the objects used in ordinary
life. Thus, models of lunerary barks are Tonnd H,IU-IIHHEIJE‘ models of the boats
ol E'i'ﬂr.'l-"iﬂlll' lile. Moreover, as the Rpirii came n the Middle Erﬂpfw to be
eonceived as following the wandering of the Sun God in the Under-Warld,, solar
barks were also placed in the grave for the wse ol the spirit on this nightly
vovage,

On the basis of function., then, the models fall into three great divisions : —

(1) The baats for ordinary use practical boats for traselling. careving freight, hunting or
pleasure b,

(2} The boats used for funeral purpases {ceremonial Immi].

(#) The solar hoats wsed in the Under-World {magical hoats).

To these may be added a fourth class : —

(i) The boats placed in the temples for the use of the pods, or in ceremonies such as (he
Osiris mysteries {divine boats).

The last-named are, of course, both ceremonial and magieal.

On the basis of structure, or rather stroetural origin, the boals may be
divided again into two preal classes, — (A} the wonden boats, and (B) the
papyrus hoats. 1t is at present irllpush‘il][u to trace any conneclion belween the
earliest wooden boals (Type 1) and the papyrus ralls |:IT:.-|11: IH}, for the earliest
known representations of wooden boats (Type 1) present a characteristic form
of their own. based on the structure.

The river boats (Types 1 and 11) are fitted out for both sailing and rowing
or paddling, as are the Nile cralt of the present day. The ordinary proceeding
on long tri]w was Lhe same in anbiquily as now. With the prevailing north
wind, the boat was sailed up the viver; but on the return journey, the boat was
rowed wilh the stream, or allowed to drift, guided by the ears. To avoid the
elfect of the adverse wind, the mast was removed and laid at rest along
the middle of the deck or on the roof of the cabin. The distinetion, therefore,
belween Sui[illg vessels and rowing vessels is not an essential one. It was
customary lo place the boats in the tombs in pairs, one ri;;gud oul for smhing
upstream, and one for rowing downstream. Tlm:.' were even correctly orientated
in the graves, the sailing boats with the bow turned south, and the rowing
boats turned north (see Scuiren, Priestergriber, p. 167, The existence of
powerfully manned boats with thirty or forly rowers is clear from the ancient
models and reliefs, and their usefulness for pressing affairs is obvious. In the
Beni Hasan tomb-seenes, they are also represented lowing the funerary bark.
In modern times such boats are, of course, made unnecessary by the use of
power launches and steam dahabivehs. However a number of boats with canopies
and manned by eight to sixteen rowers are al present in use on the waters of
the Aswan reservoir.

New Ewene, — Apparently the only boat models are those found in Royal Tombs, which are
madels of royal pleasure boats qio'rq.-lrrpml from Type IV and decorated ﬂfﬂ.‘ll‘diliﬁlf- Modeis
of divine boats (mostly of stane) have been found in temples, but were also in use in-earlier

limes.

Models of boats ocenr in wood, pottery, stone, metal and wvory, although the
great majority of boats are of wood. The technical construction of these models
does not differ essentially from that of other objects of the same malerial. The
pottery boats are hand-made of varions clays: the stone boals show the same
technique as the statues: and the comparatively rare ivory boals are made in
‘the same way as the other ivory objects. The same 1s true of the wooden boals.
The hull is usually made of a single block of wood, sometimes repaired by
inserting pieces with pegs. The block is olten eked out by pieces pegged on the
bow and stern. The whole is eovered, in most eases, with a layer of white
Eplnslr_-r aml ||:|inl|:~{1.

and the furniture, it is wsed o mark the peculiar purpose of the boat. The
funeral barks have almost all green hulls with vellow ends, while the solar
barks are usually white,

I. THE OLDER TYPE OF WOODEN RIVER BOAT.

From Meir (185, tomb of Pepy-en-ankh-kam )", come models of a type
of river boat which corresponds to boats seen on most of the reliefs of the Old
Kingdom. Although otherwise well preserved | no figures were with these models
{when hruugllt 1o the Huseum}. and no lrace {Suc'll as |l¢g-|:m|e or plaster-
print) was discernible which might indicate that there ever were ligures on
them. Whether the models were placed in the graves without crews or not,
they must be considered, in the light of the other hoats, as needing steersman.,
look-out and sailors. In fact, such boats are shown in the reliefs of the Old
Empire, full-manned, both as travelling boats and as freight boats (see Reliel
of Vwl, Gude to Coire Musewm, n® 38, VI™ Dynasty : see also Davis, Deir-el-
Gebrdwe, 1, pl. X, XVI, and 11, pl. VII : see Leesios, Denkmdler, abt. 11, Bl. g,
10, 13, 22, ah, a8, 43, 45, 61, 62, 64, g6 and 104).

The wmadels of this tvpe are of two forms, — one flat-botlomed with a two-
legged mast (n™ 4882, 4883, 4884, 4886), and the other round-hottomed
with a single mast (n* 1887 and 4888).

l. HULL. '

Navigation on the Nile, where shifting sandbanks present unexpected shal-
lows, required in ancienl limes as now, a stable boat of light draft. The largest
mative boats of the present day require from 50 to roo cenl. of waler, and
stabilily is gained by great breadth. The large ceremonial boats found at
Dahshur® show elearly a form which, although more graceful than the modern
boats, is light of draft and vel stable because of its great breadth. So also the
models of Type I are, in form, broad and shallow. The Nat-botlomed form has

broad square-eul bow and stern, while the round-boltomed Form has broad
rounded bow and stern. In n® 488+, the round slern 15 covered by a square-cut
projecting framework, a conlinnation of the rail.

Strueturally, madern Nile boats present lwo different varieties : — (1) boals
built with a framework of keel-beam and internal ribs to which the planking
is mailed. and (2) boals built merely of very heavy planking nailed together
with heavy iron spikes driven in slanting, usually with a keel-heam ( which
does not project. however, to form a keel), and with braces {seals) across the
Lop. This second lorm appears tous a rL'uHill- amid almost iltllll'ﬂl“'l!l{"ﬂl.'rii‘ slrmclure:
bt the fact remains that it is still in use in Nubia "' by preference in the dan-
gerous calaract region, and is seldom seen in the quiet stretches north of Aswan.
The Dahshur boats, the only large ancient madels al present available . show
the same type of strueture, but with the planks mortised together and tied with
metal bands (see Meduw . pl. XI). instead of being fastened with iron spikes.
Moreover the ancient representations of boat-lmilding seenes (for Mﬁm[rh'.
Beni- Hazan, pl. AXIX) depiet the same type of mortised planking in process ol
manulacture. The evidence of the models is nol conclusive, for in all of them
the hull is hollowed out of a single piece of wood. Yet it may be said that even
the models with the most carelul details show no teace of internal framework
{ rils).

In view. therefore. of the modern boats. the evidence of the reliefs, the
steucture of the Dahshur boat and the representations of the structure of olher
ancient boals in the models. it is as near certan as can be that the structure of

2, DECK.

Only n® 4886 presents a deck. This deck covers the whole boat, and in the
model consists of a single board. In the original, of course, it must have been
made of planks laid on the cross braces: but it was not possible in the model
to see whether or nol the eross-pieces were in place (probably not). The other
boats all have three eross-braces, — flat boards sprung into slots in the sides
and curving upwards in the middle. These eross-pieces bore the mast aml other

The flat bottomed form (n 4882, 1883, (884, 4886) has a two-legged
mash. This was 5[&:‘(:[' with ropes Lo bow and stern, and bore holes for ropes
by which the spars were susiu'm!m]. In n™ 41887 and 4588, the aller mast-stavs
appear to have been hound to the head of a post set the after eross-piece, —
a flat post with a big evelel on the upper end.

The sail was. as usual, square -cul. N 4886 appears also lo have borne a
two-legged mast, in spite of the long canopy covering the whole boat. The
sail would have been operated from the rool of the canopy as is often shown in
the reliefs. N 4887 and 4888 have single masls.

In the reliefs of the IV to VI™ Dynasties, the loat of Type 1 is shown with a
two-legged mast and a reclangular sail suspended from two spars. The spars are
hung by ropes to the top of the mast, and the upper spar is raised or lowered
by ropes passing through the rungs in the top of the mast. The sail is turned
by a rope fastened to cach end of the upper spar passing through a loop at
the stern, and manipulated by a man at the stern or on the roofl of the canopy .
In another relief ™, the man on the roof controls the sail with a single rope
fastened to the right end of the upper spur. The lower spar, when il is repre-
sented . appears to pass belween the legs of the mast™ and to be turned by
hand. The sail was no doubt, hound and faslened to the spars as in Type Il

When, on long trips, the boat was rowed or paddled, the mast. even the
two-legged mast, was taken out, the sail was rolled up with the spars. and hoth
mast and spars laid on the rool of the cabin™, or on two forked mast-rests™,

(b} Ruonpens.

Boats of Type 1 were. :lr:turding o the reliefs, steered with one or more
pairs of rudders braced (? tied?) against the side of the boat, and held in the
hands of two or more steersmen. Il is ineonceiveable that the slmr]ng took

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place by turning the rudder on its axis as in Type 1, by the mere strength of
the hands on the shafl. On the contrary, the rudders must have been levered
apainst the sile of the stern so that the steersmen on one side pulled the shaft
in, causing the Llade to be thrust outward, and so lurned the boal towards that
side. The steersmen on the other side probably allowed their rudders to float
or pulled them up out of the water. The ||mml overhanging stern appears to
have been especially constructed to facilitate steeving by this method. N** 4882
and 4884 have in the third or last cross-piece in the stern two posts joined by
a cross-piece (now missing, see pl. XII). This may have served as a rest for
the rudders (now missing), and would indicated that there were two rudders
similar to those of Type IV, one on cach side.

(e} Ouns axp Pavores.

As the crews are wanling in the models, it is again necessary to turn lo the
reliefs for the oars and paddles of this type of boat. The older reliefs, those of
the IVE and ¥ Dynasties. show paddles ™ as a rule, while the later Old Empire
reliefs, those of the V" and VI™ Dynasties ), show rowers. The paddlers appear
to he ﬁhmhnp‘ whiale the rowers are both seated nl'l.li s!nndlnp In "h'lﬂ[l]flﬂlll X
{ Denkmiler, 11, 103, 10, the rewers are seated with the inside fool Lraced
against the cross-seal or lench in front of each one, as is the modern custom.
In Giza, 86 (Denkmdler, 11. 12), the rowers have the inside hand on the oar
in front and the outside hand on the oar behind, so that they formed a connected
chain swinging in unison.

The paddles and oars show the same slight variations in form “which are

A. FURNITURE.

Only n° 4886 shows a canopy, No other lurniture was indicaled. On the
reliefs these boats are wsually represented with a long canopy like that of
n® 4886, or with a canopy covering the projecling stern [rame {ym Lepsivs,
Denkandler, Erpanzungsband, Tafel XXXVIT).

freight boats, loaded with provisions and agricultural produce. In Deir-el-
Grebrdw, 11, pl. VI, they appear under sail, and one of them is towing a funeral
bark. Thus, from the reliefs they appear to be merely a more aneient form than
Type I1. used for the same purpose.

TEPE JL

The models representing river boats of the later or Middle Empire type
(Type 1) all have the same general form of hull, marked by the curled-up
stern and the single steering oar. One slight variation is presented by n™ 4854,
fighs and high1, which have at the tip of the stern a projecting fork to hold
the stem of the rudder.

1. HULL.

The flat bottom presented by all these models of boats is, of course, merely
a deviee for making the models stand upright in the proper position relative
to the water line when alloat. It seems, in fact. to mark the water-line,

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although the stability of the boat would appear to require that the hull should
lie mueh deeper in the water than this line usually indicates. However a com-
parison with the boats represented on the reliefs shows that the proportions of
the hull above the water-line. its relative length and depth, are in most of the
models the same as on the reliefs, and therefore probably not essentially diffe-
rent from the proportions of boals in actual nse. Apparently il the models were
conceived as round-hotlomed with the same ﬂﬂ|rl|’l as al present, the result
would be a stable. light-drall hull of the same form as that diseussed above
under Type 1 (see p.vi), and construcled in the same manner ol mortised
planking.

Thus, while the hull-forms presented by the small models are, perhaps, not
exael copies of boals in use, they are. in any ease, such close approximations
|||.;|Ll,l:|33. sullice for all magical purposes. The main points lo be observed are : —
(1) The tapering seetion of the round bow with its projecting stick. (2) The
square-cut stern curling forward to form a rest for the shaft of the single
rudder. (3) The low rail formed usually by the side heams or by continuations
of the planking of the hull. The low struetural keel formed by the greal keel-
heam 1% never mp:'-lgnnled.

2. DECK.

The skeleton of the deck was formed by eross beams which served partly as
seats and partly as lateral braces. The space n the stern. being in constant
use by the steersman . is usually represented by solid planking (red); but the
other spaces are while, and were probably covered by a movable ||-|im1-ing, as
is the case in modern dalabivehs. In sailing. the planking would be laid to
permit the use of the deck; in rowing, the planking might he removed Lo admit
the legs of the rowers. The maodels 0™ h7q8, f5799, 4800, hBo1, appear lo
show the deck open, thal is, with the deck planking removed ; but all the resl
have the deck closed with white planking. Inall eases, the rowers are represented
as seated on the red cross-bars (seats), or on blocks ™™, In the reliefs, the rowers
appear both r.tm'l.vlling"-"J and seated. In modern dahabiyehs, the rowers usually
stand on the deck; but in undecked boats, they either sit on the cross-biraees
(seals ) or stand in the hottom, with one fool ]‘hlls]linﬁ on the cross-hrace.

11,13, 15, Rarely does one find an even number of imir&. ag in n® 48os
and fgoq. Belween the members of the middle pair, there 15 an extra while
gpace, a marrow reclangle, which conlains the mast-hole, and represenls the
framework of the mast-socket in the actual boat, The butt-end of the mast must
have rested in a hole in the keel-beam supported by wooden blocks fastened
to the hull, or in a socket built on the keel-beam with wooden blocks. It is
possible that the mast-shoe (0™ f79q. 4g1e, fg1f. fg18) represented on
some of the boats, but not on all, is 1o be thought of as resting on the hottom
ol the boat: but the models show the masl-shoe on the deck, and it s
visible in some of the representalions as il on the deck (see Bemi Hasan, 11,
pl. Xl1). In either case, the mast-shoe braced against the forward side of the
mast. The mast, usually a single stick, was stayed against laleral movement by
side ropes [aslened in the rail, against forward movement by ropes fastened to
the rudder post or to the rail at the stern, and against backward movement by
ropes fastened to each side of the bow. The models often bear holes in the
raill, apparently for these rope-stays (see n™ fisg8 (5), G79q (h), ete.). The
grealest strain was, of course, that in the forward direclion, and the reliels
show the heaviest staying in the ropes lastened to the rudder-post lo counteract
the forward strain. A two-legged mast does not appear on any of the reliefs of
this type of boat known lo me, nor was it found in any of the models in the
Museum (see, however, Type I, p. vu). The sailing vessels are all square-
rigged, with a single mast, two vards and a square sail.

The mast found in most of the models was a plain laperinu stick, uncolorad
or pamnled red or yellow. In some cases, the lip bore evelets worked in the
mast tsell f_n“‘ EI'FE'B flﬂﬁ“, !'hl}:ﬂ, 1‘:[1,:.}, or Tormed of bronze or copper
(n* fhig18). In two cases (n™ hgha, fight), the models had mast tips of green

E.
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glazed steatite with eyelets. These, I believe, represent bronze caps with bronze
eyelets. The number of evelets was irregular, — five or seven in number. The
odd evelet on the top was, no donbt, for the stay-rope or ropes which passed
over the mast from bow 1o stern. The side evelets were for the ropes used for
hoisting and lowering the upper vard with the sail.

The upper :..'.;||'1] was Sliiilg‘lldl'll ||:.' three or five FOpEs o0 each side. Tastened
to the vard at intervals, passing up through the evelets and brought down the
mast o the deck, where Ilw}' were tied around the mast (see n® i8%4). The
lower yard was suspended in the same way excepl that the ropes were lied
to the mast below the eyelets (see especially Beni Hasan, 1, pls. NIV and XXIX).
In some of the reliels the spars appear to be aft of the mast (i. e, on the windward
side): but the point is unclear.

The squara-cut sail had the upper and lower edges hemmed or bound with
cord. These edges were lashed Lo the yards by ropes running through holes just
inside the hem {bound edges?) and around the yard (see n™ 4841 and hgidb),
hcmg fied 'Imr:l at the end of the mrd The sall was rased and lowered Ll,.
raising or lowering the upper vard. The few sails preserved in the models do
nol show any reefing strings . The sail was turned to the wind, and controlled
by means of a rope near cach end of each vard (see Bent fasan, 1. pl. XIV. and
the ropes on n™ 4841, 483q, hgdh ).

When not in use. that is, on the journey downstream. the mast was taken
out and laid along the asis of the boat with the butt of the mast in the bow.
In this pesition the mast and vards were supported out of the way above the
deck by a forked post set up in the mast-socket (see Beni Hasan, 1. pl. XVI.
Gizeh and Bifek. pl. XC. and 0 4834, hgb).

The rudder-post is much thicker and more solid than the mast. It hias @
square butt and a rounded or octagonal shaft (n™ hi798. lig18). The top is
rounded and slightly grooved. It was without doubt, firmly and permanently

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fastencd in its socket im the last eross-beam, and further in a sockel in the
bottom (keel-beam ). as it was never removed (unlike the mast). and was
utilized to stay the mast against ils greatest strain,

The nulqlur consisted of a long round stem and o larpe ovord blade. The
black marks on the blades (see n 480y, 4820, (825, A8L4, ele.) show that
each blade consisted of two boards Fastened to the end of the stem by means of
cords or metal bands. Tenons were cevtainly also used in the thickness of the
|:]an|i. Lt the black marks seemn o indicale nl:l:.' the thml[: bonds. The stem
itselfl was also sometimes of two pieces joined together in the middle, and bound
with leather or metal.

Above, the stem of the rudder was usually merely tied against the top or the side
of the top. but in one case it rested on a peg in the side of the rudder-post near
the top (n® hg18). Below, the stem rested against the curling stern, and was
tied securely in place with eords (see n™ hg98, ele.. holes in stern, and Bew
Hasan, 1. pl. V1, ete.). The handle was a separale slick fastened in a slanting
hole in the stem. so that the handle fell vertically just aft of the stern post and
parallel to it. By swinging this handle to the right or left, the steersman turned
the blade in the water, thus steering the boat to the right or to the lefl. That is,
the bow turned with the hand:; nol contrariwize, as is the case with an 0r:|i|1urj
modern boat-rudder. In some cases. where the steersman sal on the rool of the
cabin in order to see the look-out who gave the stmrjnﬁ order, the handle was
forward of the stern-post; but the action of the rudder was not altered by this
position. Ordinarily the height of the stern was sullicient to permit the steersman
a elear view of the look-oul.

This method of steering was, mechanically *:[:-:—‘Lking. a great advance on the
rudder held in the hand (Type 1). The |.|Imr -saving alone was considerable;
for, whereas T}pl} l I(u[lumd al least two and more often four or more sleersmen ,
Type Il required only one. Moreover, the strain on the rudder was less and the
control more perfeel. The essential dilferences between the two types all center
about the sleering apparatus. The change to a single mast was an additional
advance but did not necessitate any change in form. The new steering arran-
gement required , however, a dilferent form of stern. The old stern-post for the
mast-slays was enlarged to support the upper end of the rudder while continuing
its funclion as a post Tor the stays; and the stern was remodeled into a lorm
suitable for supporting the shaft of the rudder and throwing the blade well
back in the water. | have no doubt that it was the geeention af thees sew methad ry"
steering which brought about the development of Type Il out of Type f
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The better made oars bave spoon blades (see n™ 4862, 4863, 41870, h74
4877, i8g5). oval or ovoid in outline with a slight projection at the end. The
end of the stem overlaps the blade at the back for about a quarter of the length
of the blade or less. The black marks on n® 4895 indicate that the blade and
the stem were of .-H:lr[ll‘uh' i:ilwﬂﬁ, the end of the stem bl.‘jllﬂ' Liedd with metal or
cord to the blade : and no doubt this was the case in all the large oars. The stem
itsell (n™ 4845, 4862, A8G3, A8g5) is marked wilh a broad Mack band in
the middle, showing that it was either made of two pieces fitted together
and wrapped. or that the stem, being of a single piece, was strengthened Iy
wrapping. Medern Egyptian oars are often strengthened (or repaired) at this
point by strips of wood, nailed to the stem. The oarlocks were simply rope
ioa]}s |ms:-:inﬂ through holes in the rail (n® I’L':.'HH. hBGq), and around the
stem. The modern Nile oarlocks are also of rope loops, not fastened in holes
but hung over wooden pegs fixed vertically in holes in the top of the rail; and
the oar is levered apainst the pege.

The paddles, which are unusual, in fact anomalous, in Type II, are of a
elightly different form, shorter and very broad and round at the tip, very much
like the paddles uzual in Indian canoes. Another form is leal-shaped . with the
end j‘ll'}i!llﬂll:l:.

. FURNITURE.

None of the models in the Museum, of boals rigped for rowing show any
accomodation whatever for the use of the owner and passengers, nor indeed any
figures excepl the necessary members of the erew (n™ f598. h799. 4800,
fiBou. h¥ed, ABAL, H8A5, A8BAG. hB6g. H852. ligog. fhgad. and the lwo
wse may be intended for

hoatls |:|q|1|i|!]|.cq[ for sailing, n* A8G. anil .'u_pl:! Yerl
the tug boats represented on the monuments. — the heavily manned boats
which tow the eeremonial boats: bul even the L boats in the reliels are repre-
sented with cabins or canopies. There are, moreover, examples of models outside
the Museum collection in which rowing boats of the gencral form under dis-
cussion have canopies (see Scnieen. Priestegrriber, p. 72). Therefore no impor-
lance can be altached to the fact that the rowing boals of this type in the
Musenm are bare of all lurniture save rigging and erew. It may be merely a
ijuestion of space on the deck of the maodel.

The sailing boats are, however. with the exception of n™ 4861 and hgaa,
furnished with a cabin or canopy, sheltering a figure of the owner sealed usually
on a throne or chair (n™ 4802, &84+, hgro, A8, fgda, hgdd). In the case
of n* figia ™, the canopy shelters a bier with a mummy: and n° fgh7 has a
figure of the owner without a canopy. In n® hg51, the canopy is forward of
the mast; in the others, aft, near the radder-post. In n° hgo there is also a
box-like object in front of the mast-resl, and what may be a sealed jar of beer
in a wooden stand behind the mast-rest.

The canopies or cabins on these boats, as well as on those of Tvpe 1, are
usnally of a practical type. differing (rom the chapel-like canopies on the
papyrus boats and the funerary barks™. They are intended to shelter the owner
from the sun and the wind. The most elaboralely construeted example is on
n® g8, which is Esimninily i:1lnreslin[; on account of the representation of the
wood-work, the doors and locks. The framework on n® fg10 is fastened with
cord where the horizontal sticks cross the uprights. and the roof is overlaid with
a square cover made of hides sewed together, This is the wsual form of cabin
for ships of Type 11 (see Scuiren, Priestergriber, p. 72 and 75, and n* Agao
and hgaa).

M The crew of n* figba is also ancmalous, including waiting-women and a priest, like the
ships of the dead; and the model is proabably the result af an ancienl confusion as was n* figao
(see p. 1x, node o).

5. CREW.

The erews found on the models of rowing boats are very uniform, — a look-
out (eaptain. pilot), a steersman, and six to forly rowers, arranged in pairs.
The rowers face the stern in all cases, in spite of n® 4801 on pl. 1l (see note,
P 6, fool-nole &) in which the rowers have been false |1. [\laﬂ‘ﬂ |n. the restorer.
Paddlers face (he bow (see n® (880, G881 and A5G, and Deshashek, pl. XV;
Scuiren, Preestergedber, p. 73). The rowers are repr esenled as seated, while the
paddlers are kneeling on the outside knee, Thus it is easy to distinguish between
the two types, even when separated from their |-L|r:u.» on the boats. The only

boat n® 4861 .

The *ﬂllmg ships, being only rowing ships under sail, show the same crews
as the rowing ships. — look-oul, sleersman and rowers. Three or more of the
rowers, however, are I“.Epl't'-‘il"lilL'd as salors slﬁ.ll{]ing aboul the mast, usuall;—
with hands uvplifted, while the others are sealed at rest in various parts of
the ship, — sometimes in the places ocenpied in rowing (see n® Agia).
In n® 4844, paddlers appear to be assisting the progress of a boat under sail;
but this again seems to be a false restoration as the fligures are rowers not
pmld!us.

In addition to the working erew, the sailing ships bear the figure of the owner
(see above, p. av). Other figures are rare, but n® bgd1 has a porter with
baggage beside the canopy, and n* fig18 a group of friends. N* figia is, as
noted above (see p. av) anomalous, and has a bier with a mummy under
the eanopy, accompanied by two wailing women and a priest. Other ships which
have come into the Museum sinee this catalogue was prepared, show, however,
that the owner may be accompanied by all manner of servants, guards and
companions. One of them (Ganstane, Annales, vol. V, pl. V) has a negro soldier
with bow and shows the owner and a companion plaving a game.

6. COLORING.

The coloring is very uniform. The hull is red or wll:m representing heavy
planking.

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III. THE PAPYRUS RAFT.

The papyrus raft, so well known from the representations in the reliefs of the
Old and Middle Empires, is not represented among the models in this eatalogue;
but it must be mentioned here on aceount of its relation to other boats of papyrus
form (Types IV and V). The strueture is perfectly elear from the reliefs. The
ralt is made of papyrus reeds bound together ( Medwn, XXUI: Deshaskeh, pl. V),
to form a narrow ltoat on the top of which the owner or the crew appear to
stand. The form is characterized by the heavy evlindrical ends lifting above the
waler. I"'mhn'!jlf the raflt was made for temporary purposes only. It eould in no
case have had a h:-nEIr period of use !l

The papyrus canoe-raft is the boat shown in the traditional hunting scene
in the marsh, from the Fourth Dynasty down. In fact it is the marsh boat par
caeellence, and is seldom depicted excepl in marsh scenes (fewi Hosan, 11,
plo XXVIIL. XXIX: Deshasheh, ¥, VI, XXV, XXVII: Medum, XXIV). lts lightness
was well sutled fo the shoal waters of the marshes and of the Nooded fields of the
inundation period, while its slender form with the stout pointed bow and stern
made it especially adapled for pushing in and oul among the reeds. Aceording
to the reliefs, it was usually propelled by a pole { Medum, XXIV), or by paddles
( Deshasheh, XXVIT), both of which are especially adapted to shallow water.

The clay models of boats found in predynastic and carly dynastic graves have
been assumed to be models of papyrus boats on account of the decoration (see
Permie, Nagada and Ballas, p. b1 a, pl. XXXVI. Bo-82; Disspolis Parea, XVI,

Bi, 82, anl C..u-mn't, Promative Art, p- 199 and - llﬂlj}l‘:i: but this uSsmuI}ﬁun

W Mr. L. W, Crowloot informs me that temporary reed rafls are still used in Dongola and Halla
Provinees for ﬁ::rr!in“ across e Nile, These vafts, with surface almost awash, are propelled by
swimmers. Mr. H. 5. Wellcome has also given me a deseriplion of the ambatek-canoe wsed on Lthe
upper reaches of the Nile, The ambatch plant has a light shalt about 10 to 26 feet long varying
from a finger thickness to two or three inches across, heavier at the bult and lapering above.
The sepoles are tied in a bundie at the ends and a very slight hollow is made by foreing out the poles
on top or by usage. Thus structurally it corresponds to the papyrus rall. The user sits on lop or
in the slight hollow and paddies with his hands, with a wooden paddle or pushes with a pole, The
top is nearly awash, Mr. Wellecome has never seen more than two people in an ambaereh canoe, bat
he was told that = in former days= large rafls with mast and sail were made careying many peaple,
The more permanent boats are made of hollawed logs.

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presents difficulties. The clay models are usnally Lollow, with Dat-sided ends,
while the papyrus ralts are solid bundles of reeds with round ends. The hollow
reed-boats of ather lands, as in Mezopotamia, ave of closely woven baskel work
smeared with mineral piteh'', but the Egyptian elay models scarveely indicate
such a strueture. It may be presumed that the papyrus raft is qllih: as n:-nrlf as
the predynastic Iu-.rjml, but could hardly have been used as a river boat. The
river boat of the Pi'l_‘i‘i:l.'llil‘.'il:il' [lL:l“i.ml must have been of a dilferent strocture, —
Inde boats with wooden lrame. Iug canoes or wooden boats, all of which were
within the technieal powers of predynastic Egyplians. For it is quite certain that
the predynastie Egyplians, as early as the Middle Predynastic period, made and
used wooden planks, mortising and tying them together with cords: and so
even the mortised planking of the wooden river boals were not, technieally
speaking, impossible. It seems lo me improbable, then, that the early clay boals
are models of papyrus ralts,

I have purposely nol referved to the drawings of boats on the predynastic
poltery (see J. pe Moncax, Chryrines, Iopl 11, 5 Perme, Nogada and Ballas,
PI' LXIV, LXVI, LI, j0-71; Peram, Hi'm;mhl Prvra, |:i. XV, XX: Muclven,
El-Amrak. pl. XIV), on the walls of Green's Tomb at Hierakonpolis (Hieralonpoliz,
pl. LXXV-LXXIX), and on the ivory tablets from the early dynastic Royal Tombs
at Abvdes (Perme, Boyal Tombs. 1, pl. XVII: Bogal Tombs, 11, pl. XI*). Whatever
these may be, they are nol papyrus ralls, and so far as | know, there are no
representations of papyrus rafts earlier than the Third Dynasty, and no models
resembling them until after the Sisth Dynasty.

TYPE 1V. WOODEN BOATS
IMITATING THE PAPYRUS RAFT IN FORM.

A series of river boats, manifestly of wood, are represented in the reliels and
in the models whose form suggests a derivation from that of the papyrus ralt,
The bow and stern-pieces are roughly cylindrical and end in buttons which are
decorated to resemble papyrus Nowers, Even the bands are shown with which
the bundle of reed stems were bound (like the bundle eolumns with open lower
capital |.

All the models ave later than the V1™ Dynasty; but there is a nrpri:Sunhlliun
of this type in the reliels in Levsios, Denkmiler, Ergsh. 1, pl. XL™, where a
papyrus-form boat is shown in the same register with three boals of Ty pe L.
The papy ris-form Lioat and one of the boats of Type I are being rowad o Lhe
right (downstream ), while the olher two are proceeding under sail to the lefl.
The last sail boat on the ri]:hi 15 Iuw]'nH a small hoat of T}"]d' 1, laden with jarr'r
ol beer or wine. The date of the tomb is probably late ¥ or VI* Dynasty .

On the tablet found in the burial chamber of Mera (later than the VI* D}'n—
asty) (see Perme, Deshasheh, p. 20, and pl. XXVIT), two papyrus-form boals
are shown, one under sail to the I'iH]II.. ani one hl'jli[; [nat'f]]nd Lo the lefl. See
also Davies, Deie-el-Gebrdwd, 11, - AVl and X1X.

In his Life tn Ancient Egypt (Trans.), p. 180, Prol. Erman considers the
large papyrus-form boats 1o have been constructed of papyrus- slems ™, This is
always to be considered possible : but as Erman himsell suggests, such boats
would have been impracticable, It is much more probable that the papyrus -form
boats were made of wood, imitating in form the papyrus raft. and used mainly
as pleasure boats for back-water or swamp navigation. A basis for this sug-
gestion may be found i Perme, Medum, pl. X1, and in Leesiwos, Denkmaler, 11,
Bl. 108 (Zawiet-el-Meilin, 2}, where wooden boats are shown being constructed
in the form of papyrus rafts. Naturally wooden boats of this form might well be
used on the river, or al any rate be so represented in the reliels or in the
funerary furniture. The New Empire boats found in the tombs of Amenophis 11
and Thothmes 111 appear to be derived from Type IV.

1. HULL.

The hull of the models with plain white decks is very long, narrow and
shallow, running out at each end into a long slender stem with a flower-shaped

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termination . 1t certainly lacked stability, and while sailing must have been
liable to capsize. The hull of the models reproduced in Priestergriber, p. 74 and
78, is, excepl for the Nower-like bow and stern, like the hull of Type 1. This
is, of course, suitable for river navigation, and in facl, in Deshashel, pl. XXVII,
two such boats are represented, one under sail, proceeding upstream (to the
right), and one heing paddled downstream (to the left)®. N* A803 presents
a third form with very stumpy projecting bow and stern.

2. DECK.

In all cases. the deck was [lat, or nearly lal, in section rising slip;hl!}' Lowarids
the ends. A low rail on each side protected the deck, or in some cases the middle
part only (n® figi1).

3. RIGGING.

The mast (in some cases a single stick, in others two-legged ), the yards,
the square sail, the stays and the mast-shoe, do not present essential differences
from the similar parts of the boats of types I and 11 N* fi%08 has a bar on the
deck in front of the mast for fastening ropes.

The form of the stern made the use of a single fixed radder practically impos-
sible. Therefore the steering was done wilh a large paddle held in the hands
of a steersman (Priestergraber, p. 74 and 58), or with two fixed rudders, as
in all the Museum models. In the latter case, the upper ends of the rudders
were lied to two rudder-posts as in Type Il; below, the shallz were lied to and
rested on a cross-piece, which projected beyond the sides and was notched or
turned up al the ends®. The handles were as in Type II, and were usually

h. CREW.

The crew does not vary from that of the boats of Type 1l, — look-out,
steersman, paddlers or rowers, who also appear as sailors. Three of the models
are rigged for sailing (n™ 4803, h80k and h80R), lwo have rowers (n™ 4807
and Gga1): and two have paddlers (n™ 4880 and 4881). In general this type
of boat does not have a large erew: and in the known examples including those
ol the reliefs, paddlers are more [requent than rowers.

The owner is almost always represented. This is, no doubt, due to the fact
that this type of boat was always used singly, as a pleasure boat, and never as
a tug-boal.

a. FURNITURE.

The papyrus-shaped boals all have a cabin or canopy Lo shelter the owner.
This canopy is, as a rule, of the same chapel-like form as that of the funerary
barks. This seems to indicate that the boals of Type IV were more of a ceremonial
nature than the boats of Types 1 and II.

6. COLORING,

The hull is yellow (or white); sometimes ornamented with a red stripe along
the rail (n™ 4807, 4880 and 4881). The ends are usually painted in imitation
of a bundle of Nowers tied with cord in Tulfilment of the conceplion of the
structure. The deck is while, without red bars in most of the Museum specimens,
with red bars in n® h803 and in these from Abusir.

The characteristic mark of the funeral bark is the presence of a mummy on
a bier (n* 4811, hg1h, hg1q7, hgh8), a mummiform figure on a throne
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(0 hg16), or a collin (n™ 4847, i851). The stern and the bow extend into
slender projections similar in their suggestion of struclural origin to those of
Type IV, but do not extend out straight as in that type. There are several dif-
ferent forms representing apparently different local traditions. In Form [ (see
above ), the bow-piece turns up almost vertically (or at right angles to the bow),
while the stern-piece eurves forward and then up ™. In Form 11, the bow -piece
curves back and then forward, while the stern-piece eurves forward. In
Form III. both pieces are alike, curving back, Lending to a horizontal line

All these forms suggest a papyrus-form boat, but one dilfering radically from
Type IV. In spite of the Tacl thal the Gebrawi reliefs | Davigs, Devr-el-trebedwe, 11,
pl. XX) show a papyrus raft used as a funeral bark, and other reliefs from the
same place show the papyvrus-form boat (Type IV) used in the same way,
neither of these is the proper form of the funeral bark any more than is model
n® figha. a boat of Type Il used as a funeral bark. The forms whicl may
be called characteristic of the funeral bark are those deseribed al]m‘e, and iht‘}'
do not seem to be derived either from the papyrus raft or the papyrus-form
boat of Type IV. but from some older primitive beat, or rather the survival of
some older hoat, as preserved in the divine barks of the Old and Middle
Empires 1.

The funeral bark is then probably derived direetly from one of the types of
divine barks of the period in which the funeral bark was first thought of. That
period is, so far as can be seen from the reliels and the dated models, not long
previous to the XII™ Dynasty. All our dated material appears to be of the Middle
Empire, and the funeral barks of that period are represented on the reliels as
used for the actual convevance of the body to the cemetery. It is usually towed
h}' a boat of '|'_r||.|g 1.

1. HULL.

Whatever the material and the lechnique of the primitive original, the
funerary bark of the Middle Empire was eonstructed of wood in the same
manner as the boats of Types | and 11, — mortised planking with deck frame-
work. The two Dahshur boats (n™ ligai, fg26) are shown by the double

2. DECK.

Many of the models (n™ 4811, 4847, 4851 and ligh8) show the same eolor
arhcme on lhe deck as the hmit af I'\.lw I, — red ]nm with white spaces.
These have the long beam (red bar) in the long axis of the boat, and all but
n® fg11 have a mast space in the middle or slightly forward of the middle.
It may be that this feature is merely laken over blindly from Type 11, for the
Dalishur boats have no long middle beam., and the other three models (n** fig 15,
fig16, hgig) have the deck colored according to the structure of the Dahshur
boats. That is, n® fg1 5 shows a while deck with one red bar at each end of the
midship section: n® fig16 the same with rail also colored red; and n* Agag
white mid-ship deck with red rail and three white spaces at each end enclosed
with red bars. None of these three show a longitudinal deck-beam.

3. RIGGING.

None of these models are represented as being paddled or rowed; and only
one bears a mast, — n® hgh8. This boat has a mast with two spars and bits
ol sail, and seven sailors in characteristic attitudes. The boats n™ 4847 and
hiB51 have a mast space marked on the deck, bul no mast-hole; and in n® 4845
this mast space 15 in fact covered by the coflin. In the reliefs of this |:¢riml+ the
funerary barks are represented as being towed by ships of Type 1. No doubt
the models of the funerary barks were also coneeived as being towed, and were,
in almost all cases. accompanied in the grave by models of Type 11

Owing to the form of the stern, the funerary boats were steered with two
vudders tied to two rudder-posts and to a crosswise rudder-rest, as in Type 1V.
The run‘Idl*r-ln}slﬁ in the Dahshur models were joined near the top with a cross
piece on which the upper ends of the rudders appear to have rested, being tied
of course as in the other cases, Normally, each rudder-post and each rudder

fi. FURNITURE.

In accordance with their function, the funerary barks bear in all cases a
canopy covering a coflin or a simulacrum of the mummy. Each of the three from
Saqqarah. n* fig15, fg16. fguy, also has a table of offerings. In n™ fig15
and fig16, there is a libation vase on the table, and a large jar (of wine or beer)
on a ring-stand beside the table. So also three are figures appropriate to a
funeral scene, — wailing women (n* 4811, Ag1h, hgr7), priest with roll
of papyrus (n™ fgid, fga6), priest with censor (n® fgh8) and mourners
|l""' n™ 811, "IHFIT 851

5 CREW.

In addition to the figures of wailing women, priests and mourners, just men-
tioned, the funeral barks bear normally only a look-out and a steersman, the
only working crew necessary to a towed boat. N hgh8, conceived as sailing,
has seven sailors; and n® 4851 has nine figures (k) squalting on the deck (in
addition to the six {::} about the coffin), which may represent rowers at rest.

. COLORING.

The eoloring of the funerary bark is as characteristic as its other features.
The hull is green, light green, or in one case (n° Ag17) yellow. The normal
color appears to be the funereal green. The bow and stern pieces are yellow in
n™ 1811, 4851 and fig48, blue-pgreen in n® 4847, and the same color as the
hull in n* 13, hg16 and fig17. All except the Saqqarah boats (n™ g5,
figa6, figa7) have narrow stripes of various colors outside below the rail, and
an ndat-eve on each side of the bow. Even the rudder-posts showed a preference
for green and yellow instead of the red and white of the other types. The rudders
were almost always elaborately painted with open fllowers, or with udat-eves,
or both. In one ease, Bent Hasan, 1, pl. XVI, the tomb scenes show boats of
Type I, with rudders decorated with representations of Mowers; but in the
moadels this form of decoralion Ei‘%pm"m”'& the llf_iﬂ'l'-l?}'l"} geems to be reserved
for the rudders of the funerary bark.

The coloring of the figures and of the furniture does not present any unusual
features.
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TYPE VI. PRIVATE SUN-BARKS.

There are in the catalogue three models of sun-barks [rom private tombs, —
n* fhglhg and 4953 from Bersheh, and n® 4860 from Meir. The two Bersheh
barks are of the XII™ Dynasty, and the Meir bark is of unknown dale, but
probably also XII'™ Dynasty. This bark, withoul rigping or crew of any sort,
bears only symbolical, or magical, objeets. The characteristic mark, so far as
the form is concerned, is the hanging cover on the bow, and the Lraces of a
curtain adjoining it

An examination of the divine barks represented in the temple reliels and of
the stone models shows two distinel forms, — one with reeurved uprising
ends, and one with curtained how. The first of these seems to have given rise
to the funeral bark, the seeond to the sun-lbark, The division of divine barks
into two distinet forms, for which 1 do not venture to offer an explanation, is,
no doubt, very early. The curlained lorm as apparently represented on the early
dynastic ivory tablets (see Hoyal Tombs, 11, pl. X1, ele.). and possibly even in
Green's Tomb at Hierakonpolis ™ ( Hierakonpolis, pls. LXXV-LXXIX )}, while the
other form is that of the hieroglyphic for divine bark as early as the 11" Dynasty.

In spite of the antiquity of the curtained form of the divine bark, the private
sun-bark is as yel unknown previous to the Middle Empire, and probably had
ils origin in the dew[npment of the cult of the dead otherwise proved for that
period. Even in the Middle Empire the private sun-barks are nol numerous.
I know of no representations on the walls of the tombs, ner of any models
excepl those in this calalogue. Unfortunalely we know nothing of the eatalogue
numbers except that they were found at Bersheh and Meir.

1. HULL.

The hull of the sun-bark resembles that of the funeral bark except in the
form of the bow and stern-pieees. The bow-piece in n® 4860 appears to differ
materially from that of n* fighg and 953, but the holes on the inner edges
contained lits of Str:np;, and the holes along the top ol this part of the post
may also have barne slrinhrﬁ. I am inelined to believe that these ﬁirinﬁ'.ﬂ; carried
a sort of bead-work curtain falling along the sides of the bow-pieces, and

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presenting a box-like appearance. In other words, the box-like cover on the
bow-post in 0™ fighg and ligio represent a bead-work (or cloth) curtain (see
also in thiz connection the stone barks n™ Agah and hg3o ). Thus the difference
hetween n* 4860 and the other twe would consist mainly in the presenee of
the “[“'iﬁhl ro |1[m;‘rl above the eurtam. The slm'll—piﬂﬂ(z on n® ABbGo 1=
missing. That on the Bersheh boats rises in a square shalt and curving outwards
becomes semi-cylindrieal.

2. DECK.

The deck is white in all three examples: but in the Bersheh examples it 1s
marked with red baes m||r4-.:-:|m|inF; the framework.

The ral i% very low in all three cases; and in
n® 860, it is marked with black lines as if bound with a thong.

3. RIGGING.

The divine barks, being guided by magic or the divine will, require no
other means of propulsion nor of guidance. In later representations, however,
they are provided with rudders, like the funerary barks.

4. FURNITURE.

All three examples present the same series of symbolic or magical objects.
These are live in number, taken from the bow backwards : — {1} a board with
nine maat=feathers: {4j a box=like object lying on the side with four finger-like
black posts on each side and a hawk on the end, looking up: (3 ) a spool-shaped
objeet on end with two hawks and three black sticks on the upper end {in
n° 4860, this is possibly square): () a rectangular block with a fewes-sign on
the front: and (5) a box-like object on end with four black posts in the upper
end. The bow cover was also decorated with upright sticks (see n® hg54 ), and
with other objects (see ligure of Horus as child, n® hg64).

4. CREW.

The models of sun-harks do not have any crew nor any ligures. The pietorial
representalions in the Book of the Dead and elsewhere sometimes show the dead
riding in the solar bark, and the divine boats have figures of the gods, in
some eases with a god acling as steersman,
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G. COLORING.

N® G860 has a green hull Tike the funcral barks. with white ends and a rid
and a white stripe along the rail. The rail is vellow wifh diagonal red lines : the
deck white : and the bow-piece variegated in color. The Bersheh examples

With the small material, it is diflicult to determine the normal coloring,
although it is probably white, not green. I the green of n® 4860 is not due to
a mere conlusion with the funerary bark, it may mark a difference in function
hetween the two kinds of sun-barks ; for in all the hoat models, the color is
significant either of structure or of function.

VII. DIVINE BARKS.

There are six models of divine barks in the Museum. — five of stone and
one of wood. N 2qali is a large granite boat; n” figdo. a large limestone boat.
Both are from Mitrahineh, evidently rom a lemple. The small stone boats,
n" fg1g, fgae, hga3, hg7h, and hg75 are of unknown provenance; bul
similar boats are found in graves of the Middle Empire and in town sites.
N* fig23 has an hippopolamus on the lop, while n™ higig, hgee and hg75
have a cabin-like object. The wooden hoat, n® fig2g. a New Empire papyrus-
form boat from the Tomb of the Priests of Amon at Thebes, has an emply
wooiden chapel on the deck, and is elaborately painted with udat-eves on Lhe
bow, green and red stripes along the side, and a black keel, all on a vellow
backpround.

These models, although small in number, show the two forms of divine barks
mentioned above (see p. xav ), (a) that with recurved ends of papyrus-form and
(&) that with curtained bow. The lalter lype is that of the large divine boats of
the temples. The papyrus-form type is more especially connected with funerary
rites and the Under-Waorld.

VIII. NEW EMPIRE BOAT MODELS.

The only New Empire boat models, aside from the boat found in the Tomb
of the Priests of Amon (n® figag), were the models found in the roval tlombs
of _-'I.m!;rnnphi-s Il and Thothmes 111 at Thebes. These are all shown I;:.' their

B
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decorations to be more or less ceremonial in character but are searcely to be
called either funerary or solar barks. They were fitted with long lines of rowers,
cabins, landing planks and ather implements inconsistent with their identification
a5 f'unl:'r'al}' or solar barks. Nor are t]u&_ﬁ' of the form of such barks shown
the pup}'ri and the reliefs of the in_'l‘iml. The form 15 manilestly derived from
that of T}']I-L* IV and the lunction is no doubt the same — thal of |:]e.'|~_=.ure boats
in this case for the use of the king. The practical boats and ships of the period
are 1o be found in abundanee in the reliefs of the New Empire. But models are
not {o be lound: anid a discussion of the boats and ships of later times, however
iﬂh“'l'ﬂfvlitlg- lics outside the present field, that of hoat-maodels.

Before closing this intraduction, it is necessary lo give twe explanations
in regard to the deseriptive catalogue. In the first place, the n™ dghli-4ght
and So03h-5200 have already been sulliciently deseribed by M. Daressy in the
Catalague géndral in the volume entitled Fouilles de fae Vallée des Bors, which is
refered fo i the texl as Dinessy, Fouilles, but are repeated here for the sake
of ecompletness. At the time the present catalogue was made, M. Daressy's work
of assembling the sealtered parts was unfinished. When he came 1o make the
catalogue in the Fouilles, he very properly prouped the objects in classes and
renumbered them. | have given under Bebliography the reference 1o the new
number, except in a few cases where the object conld mot be identified.

The second explanation concerns the diserepancies which will he noted
between the deseriptions and the representations on the plates. These are due
partly to Baults of restoration, which 1 trust have been sufliciently noted in the
lest, and partly to the almost unavoidable displacement of parts during the
removal from the old to the new museum. The text was prepared in 1848 at
the old museum in Giza: and in all diserepancies, it expresses the result of my
personal examination of the model.
