Seeding

For hand broadcast seeding:

Prepare soil bed prior to seeding by removing

existing vegetation, and lightly raking the soil

surface. Mix the seed in the bag by hand and
stir regularly throughout the seeding process to maintain
a well-balanced mixture. Split the seed in half and spread
one half evenly over the entire project area, then go over
the area again spreading the second half of the seed
mixture — to ensure full coverage.

In MNL Signature Seed Mixes, a cover crop of oats, or
winter wheat is included in the mix. This seed provides
temporary cover while the native species are working on
establishing their deep and complex root systems. Seed
can be lightly raked into the soil surface, take care not
to plant too deep.

For larger sites (larger than % acre):

Installation with a native seed drill is recommended.

If not planning to install via drill, follow hand broadcast
recommendations above.

What to expect:

First year growth of native vegetation is minimal.
Routine cutting (to a height of 6-8 inches) of the site
helps provide light to the soil surface and young native
seedlings. The provided cover crop will offer much of
the above ground growth of year 1. Consider cutting
with a weed whip once vegetation is 2 feet tall or if
small flowering plants appear in the weeks following
seeding. During the second year of establishment,
native species tend to appear slowly and may remain
small in stature. Vegetation maintenance is crucial
during these early years to out compete weedy
vegetation, keep watching for undesirable weeds.

By the third growing season, most native species
are maturing and can begin to compete with non-
desirable, weedy, vegetation. It is during the third
year that the true diversity of the planting area

will be obvious, and various blooms can be noted
throughout the growing season.

Warranty:

Planting

Space native plants 12-24" apart:

Depending on budget and desired look of completed
planting (15" spacing is our typical suggestion). Evenly
spaced grasses with clusters of flowers looks nice
in small plantings. Grasses and sedges play an important role
in supporting wildlife as well as physically supporting the forbs
(flowers). Locating taller plants near the back or middle and
shorter plants on the edges can make the planting more
attractive. Diversity (the number of species) should increase
with the size of the planting.

Prepare the planting site by removing all unwanted
vegetation, taking care to also remove weed seeds.
Consider whether you are going to mulch the area, use MNLs
Weed Suppressant Mat, or add native seed for a less formal
and lower maintenance native planting. Proper site preparation
will result in less weeding after the plants are established in
the ground. Don't rush this stage.

Dig a hole slightly bigger than the native plant plug
and soften the soil around the edge.

Do not worry about pulling apart the roots, most native plants
will not become root-bound and some species prefer to not
have their roots disturbed! Native plant plugs should be
planted flush with the surface of the ground or just slightly
below, press the soil around the newly planted plug firmly.

Precipitation should do most of the watering that

native plants need.

But newly planted plugs should be watered immediately after
planting, and every 5-7 days without 1-2" of rain for the first
month. If the native plugs are planted in an existing native planting
with no access to water, make sure they are well-moistened before
installation and attempt to perform the planting closer to spring

or fall when growing conditions are more favorable. Pulling weeds
by hand is recommended in newly planted gardens of smaller
scales, use caution pulling weeds around the native plugs and

use another weed control method if you have added native seed
to the project area. Soon the plants will mature enough that weeds
will become less prevalent as the open spaces are filled.
