It i
likely that William did, becavse his daugheer, Elizabeth, married into
s family belonging to Bory St. Edmunds, County Suffolk.

Nicholas Knapp was a proprietor af Watertown, Masachosetts,
in 1637, but sold mosend liis land there in 1646, He moved 1o Stam-
ford about 1£48-49 and at that time owned land there, He settled in
that part of Greenwich, Connecticut, which later became part of New
York State and now is the town of Rye, Westchester County, New
York.

Nicholas Knapp made a will, dated April 15, 1670, in which he
names his children, Moses, Timothy, Caleh, Sarah, Disbrow, Har-
nzh and Lydia.
