NEPETA (Catmint)

Smaller than 'Cat's Meow' and blooms about 2-3 weeks earlier. Blooms
from the soil line to the tips of the stems. Even when the flowers are
past peak, the color of the rosy purple calyxes give an additional splash
of color. The small, aromatic leaves keep deer and rabbits away.
