One of the best small leaved hostas. Bright gold 5" rounded leaves are 
cupped & corrugated. Good slug resistance. Leaf size 6.5" x 6".

'Sun Mouse'	
lm    •  Mini  •  h6"   •  w12"  •  Z3	 (lavender) summer
A miniature yellow Hosta similar to performance but shorter and wider 
than 'Blue Mouse Ears'. The color is perfect for brightening up Hosta 
troughs and shade gardens. Plant it in an area with morning sun or 
filtered shade for best yellow color.  Leaf Size: 3" x 2".

LIGULARIA (Goldenray)
dentata 'Osiris Cafe Noir' 	
l   •  h24"  •  w24"  •  Z4	 (yellow) summer
A dwarf selection from Quebec, needs moist soils to do well through hot 
summers. Foliage emerges dark purple and fades to bronze and olive 
as season progresses. Jagged edged foliage looks great in containers. 
Flowers emerge midsummer. 

dentata 'Osiris Fantaisie'	
l   •  h24"  •  w24"  •  Z4	 (gold) late summer
Thick (slug resistant) rubbery heart-shaped leaves with serrated leaf 
margins and purple undersides. Gold daisy-like flowers blossom in 
August. Likes moist, shady sites.

LILIUM (Lily)
'Pumilum' (Turk's Cap Lily, Coral Lily)	
k;   •  h24"  •  Z3	 (coral scarlet) early summer
Commonly known as Turk’s Cap or Coral Lily, this early flowering lily 
has waxy, coral-scarlet lily flowers (to 2" wide) with sharply re-curved 
tepals atop stems rising 1–1.5' tall. Blooms in early to mid summer. 
Flowers are fragrant. Short-lived (2-4 yrs) but will reseed itself. Best in 
humusy, moist soil. Formerly known as Lilium tenuifolium. 

MONARDA (Bee-Balm)
punctata 'Bee Bop' (Spotted Beebalm)	
k   •  h36"  •  w24"  •  Z3	 (pink, yellow, white) summer
Native. Recognized by ecologists as attracting large numbers of native 
bees. Early summer brings rosettes of yellowish, purple-spotted, tubular 
flower spikes nestled in large, purple-tinged bracts. Loaded with nectar 
for hummingbirds and butterflies, irresistible pollen for native bees. 
Prefers sandy soils. 

NEPETA (Catmint)
'Cat's Pajamas'

Smaller than 'Cat's Meow' and blooms about 2-3 weeks earlier. Blooms 
from the soil line to the tips of the stems. Even when the flowers are 
past peak, the color of the rosy purple calyxes give an additional splash 
of color. The small, aromatic leaves keep deer and rabbits away.

ORIGANUM
rotundifolium 'Kent Beauty' (Ornamental Oregano)
k  •  h10"  •   w18"  •  Z5	  (pink) summer
Flowers have dusty rose to mauve pink on hop-like bracts with small 
oval gray-green veined leaves. Long blooming in drought tolerant and 
well drained sandy soils. Nice as container plant. 

RHEUM (Ornamental Rhubarb)	
palmatum var. tanguticum 	
kl    •  h6-10'  •   w4-6'  •   Z3	  (light pink) summer
A rhizomatous perennial with a large rootstock and thick leafstalks. 
It is native to China and Tibet. Unlike its culinary cousin (Rheum x 
hybridum), Chinese rhubarb is primarily grown as an ornamental for 
enjoyment of its huge rounded leaves and feathery plumes of summer 
flowers.

Origanum 'Kent Beauty' Rheum palmatum var. tanguticum
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SALVIA (Sage)
koyamae (Japanese Yellow Sage)	
l   •  h24"  •  w24"  •  Z4	  (yellow) late summer
A woodland groundcover salvia that will creep about the landscape 
with somewhat trailing stems. Excellent foliage and uncommon yellow 
flowers that form in late summer. Hairy, arrow-shaped green leaves (to 
6" long and 5" wide) form an attractive ground cover when plants are 
not in bloom. 

nemorosa 'Bumbleberry' 	
k   •  h12"  •  w12"  •  Z3	  (fuchsia pink) summer
Produces dark fuchsia pink flowers on dark 
wine purple calyxes on a petite habit of attrac-
tive deep green foliage. The deep, intense color 
makes other pink Salvias pale in comparison. 
This cute sized package is perfect for the front
of the border or grown in a quart pot. 

nemorosa 'Sensation Deep Blue 
Improved' 
k   •  h12"  •  w12"  •  Z3	  (blue) summer
Compact yet vigorous grower, short spikes, very free-flowering and 
excellent rebloomer.

SEDUM (Stonecrop) 
Sunsparkler 'Dream Dazzler'

A sport of 'Plum Dazzled', colorful tri-colored leaves emerge in spring 
with a collage of pink, white, and purple, then in full summer sun, the 
centers turn dark purple with hot pink edges, with masses of flowers in 
early fall. 

takesimense 'Atlantis' 	
lm   •  h8"  •  w12"  •  Z4	 (yellow) early summer
Not your typical Sedum! White edged leaves brighten the shade garden. 
Unlike other sedums, likes moisture and partial shade. Good as an edg-
ing feature or unusual container addition. 

SYMPHYTUM (Russian Comfrey)
x uplandia 'Axminster Gold'	
k   •  h36"  •  w36"  •  Z4	 (pink) early summer
A fast growing Comfrey that forms a large rosette of hairy, elongated 
banana-shaped leaves that have vibrant yellow edges. In early summer, 
it produces clusters of showy, soft pink and blue bells that sit on 4-5' 
stems. It has fragrant foliage, is attractive to hummingbirds, and makes 
an excellent specimen plant. 

THALICTRUM (Meadow Rue)
delavayi 'Hewitt’s Double' 	
l   •  h48"  •  w24"  •  Z5	  (double purple) summer
Beautiful, lacy blue-green foliage with cloud-like sprays of double pur-
ple flowers that are outstanding for cutting. Plants are tall and narrow in 
habit, so staking is usually required.  

TRICYRTIS
'Sinonome'	
lm   •  h2'  •  w2'  •  Z5	  (pale purple) late summer
Upright and vase-shaped with large, 
dark, mottled flowers are pale purple 
with dark purple spots, and look very 
much like orchids. Grown as a cut 
flower in Japan. Drought tolerant once 
established.
