Tirthankars are those who inspite of having all the ultimate form
of luxuries and good fortune, are capable of renouncing it all by
taking Diksha for the upliftment of their own souls as well as for
others souls.
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Considering him their King, they offered elephants, horses,

diamonds, pearls and best clothes as Gochari. No one offered any food
or water. Bhagwan Rushabhdev, therefore could not get any food and
he returned back. His followers who were kings earlier and became
monks could not fast like him. Silently,

continuing fasting for 13 months and 13 days,

he kept moving from one place to another,
Rushabhdev finally reached the kingdom of
Hastinapur. Shreyanskumar who happened
to be Bahubali’s grandson and Somprabh’s
son lived here. One night he dreamt that
Mount Meru, which was golden in colour,
had got somewhat tarnished and become
black to some extent. He cleansed the
mountain and it shone brighter.
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Same night, Subudhi Sheth who was residing in the same town
saw a dream in which Shreyanshkumar returned thousands of sun-rays
back to the Sun making it intensely bright. Coincidentally, Bhagwan
Rushabh arrived at Shreyanshkumar’s courtyard for fetching Gochari
and he started staring at the lord’s face thinking, “Where had he seen
such a Divine being?” At that spur of movement “Jatismaran gnan”
emerges. With this knowledge, he could recollect his previous births.
He recalled that Rushabh’s soul was that of “Vajranabh Chakravarti”
who had become a monk in that life and he himself was his disciple and
a monk. And in this life, Bhagwan Rushabhdev is his great
grandfather. While he was in this thought process, someone came and
gifted him pots filled with sugarcane juice. With his Jatismaran-gnan,
he was enlightened about practices of monkhood and process of
faultless offerings to monks. Shreyanskumar, lifted up all the pitchers
of sugarcane juice one by one and joyfully offered them to Parmatma.
Thus, the intended two days fast (chhath) got prolonged to a 13 months
and 13 days and ended with consumption of sugarcane juice.
