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Federation holds 2023 Annual
General Meeting and Elections

On 25th May, the National
Federation of Cypriots held its
2023 Annual General Meeting
(AGM) and biennial elections.
Alongside a top-team from ac-
ross the UK Cypriot community,
Christos Karaolis was re-elected
as President for a fourth term
that will run until 2025.

The AGM elected Marios Min-
iades, President of Greek Ortho-
dox Communities, as Chair of
the Meeting and Elections Com-
mittee, alongside a committee
consisting of Anastasia Tijirkalli,
Christopher Michael, George
Maifoshis and Pantellis Trattos.

President and Treasurer’s
Report

Mr Karaolis reflected on the
events and achievements of the
previous term of office in his re-
port. Beginning his address, Mr
Karaolis reflected on COVID-19
and effects which ‘forced all the
Federation members and the
Secretariat to rapidly rethink their
operating model and tragically
took the lives of many, including
some people very close to us’
and he asked for a minute of si-
lence in memory of those who
passed away.

Despite the difficulties associ-
ated with the pandemic, Mr Ka-
raolis was ‘pleased to report that
we are well on our way across’
both pledges made at the start
of the previous term. These were
to ‘continue increasing friends in
parliament and outside, as well
as driving policy change in the
UK’ and to ‘build impactful col-
laboration with our diaspora to
other communities to amplify our
voice.’

Central to our work in parlia-
ment, Mr Karaolis remarked, is
the use of e-campaigns which
‘have now become a core and
effective element of our lobbying

toolkit.” Mr Karaolis reported that
#HandsOffCyprus, the Feder-
ation’s flagship annual e-cam-
paign, ‘now reaches over 70%
of MPs, up from ~40% when we
first launched them in 2018 [..]
and as a result the abolition of
guarantees and removal of
troops has become a consistent
policy of the Labour Party, Lib
Dems and the Green Party, and
a large number of Conservative
MPs.” The campaign, he noted,
leads up to our annual Parlia-
mentary event meeting and re-
ception which ‘now routinely at-
tracts upwards 15-20
Parliamentarians including Min-
isters and Shadow Ministers.’

Effective mobilisation, social
media campaigning and more
traditional letter writing also
proved key over the last term of
office. Mr Karaolis highlighted the
Federation’s work against the
continued adverts for holidays in
occupied Cyprus, ensuring that
“some publications who we
spoke with, agreed not to publish
such adverts again.”

As for building partnerships
with other diasporas, Mr Karaolis
told the audience that ‘We have
begun to build deep partnerships
with other diaspora communities,
most notable the Jewish, Egyp-
tian, Armenian and Kurdish di-
asporas.’ With these groups, the
Federation has ‘written a number
of joint letters with other diaspora
to British Government Ministers
on issues such as trade and de-
fence’ as well as ‘hosted working
meetings with all diasporas to
discuss areas of collaboration
and common interest.’ These ac-
tions work, to ‘collectively high-
light why bad actors, like Turkey,
should not receive red-carpet
treatment by the UK Govern-
ment.’

Mr Karaolis also expressed
thanks to all those who support
the Federation. From the Repub-
lic of Cyprus, he recognised the
‘staunch and steadfast support’
of ‘our excellent High Commis-
sioner, Consul General and all
the team at the High Commis-
sion, Archbishop Nikitas, the
Greek Ambassador, the Pres-
ident of Cyprus, Foreign Minister
and Government Spokesperson.’

From the community, Mr Ka-
raolis gave his deep gratitude for
our media partners, who have
continued to cover and support
our events, namely Parikiaki,
Eleftheria, Hellenic TV and LGR.

On behalf of the Treasurer
Ninos Koumettou, Christos Ka-
raolis also presented the Feder-
ation’s accounts for the last fi-
nancial year. Mr Karaolis
thanked all those who have con-
tributed and donated to the Fed-
eration to make its financial
health and security possible.

Following the reports, Repre-
sentatives discussed strategies
to encourage community en-
gagement across the country
and recent developments in the
Cyprus issue.

Election of Secretariat and
Officers 2023-2025:

Representatives from member
associations elected the new
members of the Federation’s
Secretariat for 2023-25. In ad-
dition to the 30 Secretariat
members elected from the Fed-
erations member organisations,
an additional seven ‘Youth List’
members were elected on the
Secretariat, who are aged 28 to
38. The three representatives
from NEPOMAK UK, the Feder-
ation’s youth-branch, were also
ratified as members of the Sec-
retariat (see below for full list).
Over a quarter of the Feder-
ation’s Secretariat remains
under-38, signalling the strong
engagement of UK Cypriot youth
in the Federation and the wider
Cyprus issue.

The election of the Feder-
ation’s Officers followed, for
President, Vice-President, Gen-
eral Secretary and Treasurer.

who defended Cyprus in 1974
will take place on Sunday 16 July
at Panagia Church in Wood
Green and will be officiated by
His Eminence Archbishop Niki-
tas. In closing, the President also
said that the Federation would
shortly be launching the annual
#HandsOffCyprus e-campaign in
the run-up to the Turkish invasion
via the Federation’s website

Andreas Papaevripides, Pres-
ident of POMAK, also spoke
about the wupcoming 2023

ence. The annual meeting of the
federations of overseas Cypriots
will take place from 22 to 25th
August 2023. Christos Tuton,
President of NEPOMAK, gave
an update about the upcoming
NEPOMAK Executive Council
meeting in Cyprus, also take
place during the same period.

Russian Foreign Minister Ser-
gei Lavrov said on Tuesday that
the West was “supporting geno-
cide” in Ukraine through its
backing for President Volody-
myr Zelenskiy’s peace plan,
which he claimed would “de-
stroy everything Russian” in
east Ukraine and Crimea.

Lavrov, speaking during a trip
to Africa, did not offer evidence
to support his claim. Russia has
long accused the West of ignor-
ing what it says is Ukrainian
persecution of Russian lan-
guage speakers in the eastern
Donbas region and elsewhere.

“The conclusion is very sim-
ple — the West directly supports
genocide,” Lavrov said during a
press conference with his Bu-
rundian counterpart.

Zelenskiy’s peace plan envis-
ages the withdrawal of Russian
forces from all Ukrainian terri-
tory, including the Crimea pen-
insula, which Moscow forcibly
annexed in 2014.

Speaking on the day when
Russia accused Ukraine of
launching its biggest ever drone
attack on Moscow, Lavrov said
the West was directly helping
Kyiv to carry out such “terrorist”
strikes by providing it with
weapons and military equip-

ment.“The statement of the
West that the weapons it is sup-
plying (to Ukraine) must not be
used against the territory of the
Russian Federation is just
another lie,” he said.

Lavrov also took aim at com-
ments by U.S. Senator Lindsey
Graham, saying they could be
understood as encouraging the
killing of Russians.

In an edited video released
by Zelenskiy's office last Friday,
Graham was shown saying dur-
ing a meeting with the Ukrainian
president in Kyiv that “the Rus-
sians are dying” and then saying
U.S. support was the “best
money we've ever spent”.

After Russia criticised the re-
marks, Ukraine released a full
video of the meeting on Sunday
which showed the two remarks
were not directly linked. Graham
said he had simply praised the
spirit of Ukrainians in resisting
a Russian invasion with assis-
tance provided by Washington.

Villiers reselected as Conservative
candidate for Chipping Barnet

The Chipping Barnet Conser-
vative  Association chose
Theresa Villiers as their candi-
date to fight General Election
2024. At a meeting in High Bar-
net, the reselection council of the
association voted overwhel-
mingly to reselect the MP.

Speaking after the meeting,
Theresa said “I feel honoured to
be chosen by the Chipping Bar-
net Conservative Association to
fight a sixth general election. |
will be campaigning energetically
in the constituency, taking the
Conservative message to the
doorstep.”

“I will champion the issues
people care about in Barnet in-
cluding halving inflation and
growing the economy; cutting
NHS waiting lists; getting more
police on our streets; protecting
our local environment and op-
posing overdevelopment; and
stopping ULEZ expansion.”

“I want to thank the Chipping
Barnet Conservative Association
for placing its trust in me once
again. It is almost exactly 20
years since they first chose me
as they candidate, and ever
since then | have strived to be
the best and hardest working
candidate and MP.”

Theresa Villiers has been MP
for Chipping Barnet since being
first elected in 2005. In that time
she has served in four govern-
ments under two Prime Minis-
ters, holding the roles of Trans-
port Minister, Northern Ireland
Secretary and Environment Sec-
retary. She was only the 33rd
woman ever to have been ap-
pointed to the Cabinet. She is
now on the backbenches and is
a member of the influential Intel-
ligence and Security Committee
which oversees the work of the
intelligence agencies.

viously raised concerns about
risks associated with super-in-
telligent Al.

However, some experts argue
that these fears are exagger-
ated and divert attention from
pressing issues such as bias in
existing Al systems.

London train strikes | Everything you need to know

May kicked off the summer with a fresh
round of train strikes, and there are more on
the way this week. There are major rail strikes
from Aslef and RMT taking place across the
country from Wednesday May 31, Friday
June 2 and Saturday June 3.

The next batch of walkouts will affect the
FA Cup Final (June 3) and Epsom Derby
(June 3).

Members of the Aslef union at 16 train
companies will walk out on Saturday June 3.
Striking RMT members will walk out on Fri-
day June 2.

The train operating companies affected
by the Aslef strike — including several which
operate in and around London — are: Avanti
West Coast; Chiltern Railways; CrossCoun-
try; East Midlands Railway; Great Western
Railway; Greater Anglia; GTR Great Northern
Thameslink; London North Eastern Railway;
Northern Trains; Southeastern;
Southern/Gatwick Express; South Western
Railway depot drivers; SWR Island Line;
TransPennine Express; and West Midlands
Trains.

The RMT strikes on June 2 will affect 14
companies, including the Elizabeth Line.
There will be no Lizzie Line service from
Maidenhead to Reading before 7am and
after 7pm. After 11.30pm there will be no
trains from Brentwood to Shenfield.

The Underground and Overground will run
regular services but are expected to be busier
than usual.

Underground workers who are RMT
members voted overwhelmingly in favour of
continued strike action last week. Ninety-six
percent of people voted ‘yes’ to strikes,

meaning disruption on the tube could con-
tinue until before Christmas.

An Elizabeth Line strike due to take place
on May 27 was cancelled after the Transport
Salaried Staffs’ Association (TSSA) accepted
a revised proposal from Rail for London In-
frastructure. There aren’t any more TSSA
strikes planned at the moment. However,
there will be some disruption on the line on
June 2.

Eurostar will assess how future strikes will
affect its timetable when they are announced.
In the past, it has run a reduced timetable,
with passengers being able to transfer tickets
if their train is cancelled. Check the Eurostar
website for updates.

The RMT and Aslef have been fighting
for a pay rise and better working con-
ditions for more than a year. Most recently,
Aslef rejected what it calls a ‘risible’ offer of a
4 percent pay rise.

The RMT is continuing to refuse offers
tabled by RDG. Recently, signal workers and
maintenance staff represented by the RMT
voted in favour of an agreement that would
offer a 5 percent pay rise, but this was de-
railed.

The RMT general secretary Mick Lynch
said: ‘The RDG have reneged on their origi-
nal proposals and torpedoed these negotia-
tions. No doubt their decision is due to pres-
sure exerted on them by the Tory
government. Therefore, we have no alter-
native but to press ahead with more strike
action and continue our campaign for a ne-
gotiated settlement on pay, conditions and
Jjob security.’

Abill that would require striking workers to

meet ‘minimum service levels’ was debated
in Parliament in early May. The bill just
passed its third reading in the House of
Lords, meaning it is now on to its final stages
before being made into law.

Rishi Sunak’s proposed anti-strike legisla-
tion would ensure ‘minimum service levels’
on key public services, including trains, mak-
ing it pretty difficult for things to grind to a
complete halt.

The law would allow bosses in rail, health,
fire, ambulance, education and nuclear com-
missioning to sue unions and even sack em-
ployees if minimum services aren’t met dur-
ing strikes.

However, many people, including opposi-
tion leader Sir Keir Starmer, have expressed
concern that these laws could infringe on
workers’ fundamental right to strike.

As for London trains, the legislation could
make strike action less severe. With a mini-
mum service, it would be less likely for there
to be absolutely no tubes, Overgrounds or
trains.

Turkey’s Kilicdaroglu faces

the heat after election loss

fter failing to seize the mo-
Ament to defeat President

Tayyip Erdogan in Tur-
key’s elections, Kemal Kilicdaro-
glu faces questions about his
leadership and the challenge of
preserving a bitter opposition al-
liance ahead of local voting in
March 2024.

According to some party
members, analysts and voters,
Kilicdaroglu, the opposition pres-
idential candidate in Sunday’s
runoff vote, will need to immedi-
ately re-focus on maintaining
control of Turkey’s big cities in
the municipal elections.

But after his loss to Erdogan
—who was seen as uniquely vul-
nerable due to a cost-of-living
crisis — many opposition
members and supporters are
frustrated, soul-searching and
considering leadership changes.

“It was not a surprising result
since the opposition did not
change for 20 years facing the
same government,” said Bugra
Oztug, 24, who voted for Kilic-
daroglu in Istanbul. “I feel sad
and disappointed, but | am not
hopeless.”

Kilicdaroglu, a former civil ser-
vant, got 47.8% support in the
runoff vote despite an optimistic,
inclusive campaign that pledged
to rein in Erdogan’s maverick
economic policies.

Instead Erdogan, modern Tur-
key’s longest-serving leader, will
extend his increasingly authori-
tarian rule into a third decade,
backed by a majority for his alli-
ance in parliament.

Meanwhile the Republican
People’s Party (CHP), which Kil-
icdaroglu leads, holds internal
discussions this week in Ankara
to pick up the pieces. The
broader six-party opposition alli-
ance convened after Sunday’s
election results came in.

Akif Hamzacebi, a former
CHP deputy parliamentary group
chair, said his party and Kilicda-
roglu were “seriously unsuccess-
ful” because of a poor strategy,
and a comprehensive re-eval-
uation is needed. If “the nec-
essary actions are not taken, the
future will be worse than today,”

he said on Twitter.

Kilicdaroglu, 74, had long
pressed to be the man to take
on the 69-year-old Erdogan. The
opposition alliance — which in-
cluded nationalists, Islamists,
secularists and liberals — chose
him as candidate in March, even
though some members had
warned at the time that he was
not the strongest option based
on opinion polls. His selection
came after a dramatic weekend
in which Meral Aksener, leader
of the IYI Party, the Turkish op-
position’s second largest, briefly
walked out in protest. Yet on the
campaign trail, Kilicdaroglu won
the key backing of the pro-Kurd-
ish People’s Democratic Party
(HDP), leading most pollsters to
predict he would prevail in the
initial vote on May 14 and begin
rolling back Erdogan’s legacy.

In the end, he barely managed
to force a runoff on May 28. In
the last two weeks, he struggled
to motivate voters.

In a speech on Sunday even-
ing, Kilicdaroglu called it “the
most unfair election in years”.
But he gave no sign of resigna-
tion and said he “will continue to
lead and struggle for democ-
racy”.

Atilla Yesilada, analyst at Glob-
alSource Partners, said, “I don’t
know whether CHP and IY| Party
can tolerate their leadership any-
more”.
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Four scenarios for the Cyprus problem future
presented by hicommunal group in London

Cyprus problem in 2035 were presented by

a group of 36 Greek Cypriots and Turkish
Cypriots on Tuesday in London, who conducted a
study to see what outcomes could be possible for
the island.
During the presentation, all participants empha-
sized the importance of the Diaspora in promoting
the conclusions and reflections that emerged from
the 4 scenarios.

According to a statement published by the group,
the ‘Scenarios for the Future of Cyprus’ initiative
was launched in 2022 “as a result of the recognition
of the changing and uncertain environment in which
the island is moving today due to the ongoing po-
litical strife, geopolitical changes, and tensions as
well as migration, climate change, inflation, the ex-
plosive increase in energy prices and other fac-
tors.”

The group presented the results of the study si-
multaneously on both sides, as they considered it
necessary to make a unique effort in order to dis-
cuss and reflect together on the prospects for the
future, taking into account the multiple daily con-

cerns that trouble people.

The group said that they also include people
from all religious minorities in Cyprus and there is
a balanced representation of the sexes.

Using the ‘process of transformational scenarios’
method, first used in South Africa after the end of
apartheid, the group focuses on regional and na-
tional issues, as organised by the Reos Partners.

The four possible outcomes that the group con-
cluded ranged from the status quo remaining as it
is to building a peaceful coexistence and future in
Cyprus.

The first possible outcome was titled, ‘No way’,
and features the scenario that situation in Cyprus
will remain stagnant, and that if new negotiations
fail the issue will deepen and the de facto division
will be institutionalised.

The ‘My own way’ scenario is also one of par-
tition of the island, where the Turkish Cypriot lead-
ership actively seeks international recognition of
the breakaway regime, only to face the Greek Cyp-
riot side’s reactions at every move.

In the ‘Their own way’ scenario presented by
the group, Cyprus peace talks will be conducted
under the pressure of international actors and out-
side influence, with no involvement of the people.

These agreements will lead to a federation that
is flimsy and not widely accepted by the public, the
group said.

The fourth scenario, ‘Our own way’, is one of
‘durable peace’, where the multi-level approach
and the participation of people, and focus on
matters of communal continuance, human right,
and the result-oriented operation of institutions
leads to and durable and inclusive federation.

These scenarios are not predictions, they are
not negotiation options and they are not exhaustive,
said Mille Bojer, Director of Reos Partners and one
of the coordinators of the process.

“Other people could imagine other scenarios.
What matters is that we discuss the future and
come into contact with people who think differently,”
she added.

Petros Aristodemou, a member of the team said
that to make informed decisions about the future,
the people need to consider all possible scenarios,
including the ones that they don’t want to happen.

“Otherwise, the future may bring us pre-accom-
plishments which could have been foreseen and
avoided,” he said.

Speaking about the project, Turkish Cypriot
member of the team, Huseyin Silman said that the
interdependence of Cypriots is a reality that runs
through all scenarios — it is not going to be elimi-
nated, even if it is not perceived and felt by every-
one to the same extent.

“Discussions and decisions about the future of

the island should not be limited to just one small
group, citizens should have an active role in sha-
ping the future,” group member Michelle Kari said.

The event took place at the Stelios Philanthropic
Foundation’s London headquarters at South Ken-
sington.
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Local MPs appeal to government to help
homeless families holed up in hotels

The borough’s three MPs have
urged the government to step in
and help homeless families living
at Enfield Travelodge — who now
face being moved to make way
for Beyoncé fans, according to
Enfield Dispatch.

Scores of families have been
holed up at the hotel on the A10
for weeks or even months be-
cause Enfield Council has no-
where else to put them, but now
many are set to be moved be-
cause Travelodge has been
booked instead by people attend-
ing Beyoncé’s series of concerts
at Tottenham Hotspur Stadium
next week.

In many cases, the families will
simply be moved to other hotels
outside of the borough.

The Dispatch has been report-
ing on the plight of families living
at Enfield Travelodge since
March, with some having been
living there for several months
with small children. In total, 200
Enfield families are currently liv-

ing in hotels and other bed-and-
breakfast accommodation — at a
monthly cost to the council of
£500,000 — as rising rents and
eviction rates push more and
more families to declare them-
selves as homeless with the
council.

This week The Guardian also
reported that “up to 30” of the
families at the Travelodge are
due to be moved out imminently
— but only so the hotel can be
used by concert-goers instead.

In a joint letter sent yesterday
(Wednesday 24th) to Secretary
of State Michael Gove, Edmon-
ton MP Kate Osamor, Enfield
North MP Feryal Clark and En-
field Southgate MP Bambos
Charalambous wrote: “We are
sure you are, as we are, deeply
concerned by these reports. In
the last quarter of 2022, Enfield
had the highest number of re-
possessions carried out. 298
households were recorded as at
risk of homelessness because

they had been served a Section
21 notice in 2021/22, up from 124
in 2020/21. Enfield has the high-
est rate of Section 21 evictions
in London. These are some of
the reasons why families are
placed in temporary accommo-
dation housed in hotels in the first
place. The lack of protection of
families in the borough is making
the homelessness crises in En-
field worse. There is also simply
not enough suitable housing in
the borough. Indeed, govern-
ment ministers have intervened
to stop house building in Enfield.
And now, vulnerable families are
at risk of being moved away from
their families, jobs, education,
and community, many with no
time or means to travel back to
Enfield when they would need
to.”

The letter says the MPs are
“concerned” that Gove’s Depart-
ment for Levelling Up, Housing
and Communities (DLUHC) has
“no plan” to support the families
affected.

An Enfield Council spokesper-
son explained that the situation
with families being moved had
arisen because the Travelodge
booking system “does not allow
for long-term reservation of
rooms” and that regular re-book-
ings have to be made.

They said: “We will continue to
work closely with Travelodge and

other hotels to find suitable, af-
fordable accommodation. Coun-
cil officers are visiting families to
explain the options available to
them and if direct contact cannot
be made we are writing to them
to outline next steps. This situ-
ation exemplifies the deteriorat-
ing state of housing in London
and the collapse of the private
rental sector. There simply are
not enough appropriate proper-
ties available. And across Lon-
don, the number of families living
in B&B and hotel accommoda-
tion for longer than six weeks in-
creased an alarming 823% be-
tween February 2022 and
February 2023. We will continue
to assist people to move with
practical solutions and our lob-
bying of the government to ur-
gently address the rental and
housing crises will intensify.”

Amid an “explosion” in the
number of people being put at
risk of homelessness in the bo-
rough, the council says it is now
handling more than 400 requests
per month. There are 3,100 En-
field families living in temporary
accommodation, one of the high-
est rates in the country. While the
council uses 2,000 homes in the
private rented sector locally to
house people, far more homes
in the borough are used by other
councils and government depart-
ments.

Defeat

Honour (meiyo) | Tradition (dentou) |
Values (kachikan)

In 1944, after many years of war, the tide
was turning against Japan. The territories
they had won throughout the Pacific were
now toppling like dominoes to U.S. forces.
Defeat seemed inevitable.

In December, 1944, Second Lieutenant
Hiroo Onoda of the Japanese Imperial Army
was deployed to the small island of Lubang
in the Philippines. His orders were to slow
down the United States' progress, and to
never surrender.

In February 1945, the Americans arrived
on Lubang and took the island. Most of the
Japanese soldiers surrendered, but Onoda
hid in the jungle.

He began a guerrilla campaign against
the U.S. forces and the local population.

That August, the United States dropped
atomic bombs on Hiroshima and Nagasaki.
Japan surrendered, and the war came to
its dramatic conclusion.

Not the end

However, thousands of Japanese soldiers
were still scattered among the Pacific isles.
Many, like Onoda, were hiding in the jungle,
unaware that the war was over.

The U.S. military and the Japanese govern-
ment dropped thousands of leaflets through-
out the Pacific region, announcing that the
war was over and it was time for everyone
to go home. Onoda decided that they were
fake, an American trap. He stayed hidden.

In 1952, letters and pictures from his family
were air-dropped, along with a personal note
from the Emperor himself. Onoda refused
to listen.

In 1972, both the Japanese and Philippine
governments sent search parties to look for
the enigmatic lieutenant. They found nothing.

The story of Lieutenant Onoda became
an urban legend in Japan — was he real?

Around this time, a young man named
Norio Suzuki first heard of Onoda. Suzuki
believed that he would be the one to find
Onoda.

Unarmed and untrained in warfare, Suzuki
travelled to Lubang and wandered around the
jungle alone. His strategy: scream Onoda's
name loudly and tell him the Emperor was
worried about him.

He found Onoda in four days.

Suzuki stayed with Onoda in the jungle for
some time. Onoda welcomed the companion-
ship, and wanted to learn about the world.
They became friends.

Meaning
We choose to dedicate time to seemingly

useless causes. It's hard to imagine how
Onoda could have been happy on that island
living off insects and sleeping rough.

Onoda said he regretted nothing — it had
been an honour to devote his life in service.
He chose how he wished to suffer — loyalty
to empire. Because it meant something, he
could endure it, even enjoy it.

If our problems are inevitable and unavoid-
able, the question we should ask is not ‘How
do | stop suffering?’ but ‘For what purpose
am | suffering?’

Fame

Second Lieutenant Hiroo Onoda returned
to Japan in 1974 as a celebrity.

What he found horrified him: a consumerist,
superficial culture that had lost the tradition
of honour and sacrifice upon which his gene-
ration was raised.

Onoda used his fame to promote the
values of the Old Japan. But he was seen as
a showpiece from a time-capsule for every-
one to marvel at — a museum relic.

Irony of ironies, Onoda became more
depressed than he'd ever been in the jungle.
There, his life stood for something. It made
his suffering endurable.

Back in Japan, in what he considered to
be a vacuous nation full of hippies and loose
women in Western clothing, he confronted
an unavoidable truth: his fighting meant
nothing.

The Japan he had fought for no longer
existed. This realisation pierced him in a way
that no bullet ever had.

In 1980, Onoda moved to Brazil, where he
remained until he died, aged 91.

The legal case against City
Hall's expansion of the Ultra Low
Emission Zone (Ulez) have
taken another step forward after
the High Court accepted two
further grounds for challenging
it. According to Enfield Dispatch,
five Conservative-run councils
had in February launched legal
action against the expansion,
putting forward five grounds
claiming it to be unlawful. In April,
only two of those grounds were
accepted by the court, with three
refused.

But at a hearing on Friday
(26th), the coalition comprising
Bexley, Bromley, Hillingdon and
Harrow London boroughs, along
with Surrey County Council, was
told that two additional grounds
for challenge — out of the three
previously refused — would be
considered as part of the judicial
review.

It is thought that the review it-
self — which will effectively de-
cide whether Mayor of London
Sadiq Khan acted legally or ille-
gally in the way he gave the go-
ahead for the Ulez expansion —
will take place on 4th July. A rul-
ing against the mayor could po-
tentially delay the planned 29th
August expansion of Ulez from
its current boundary just inside
the north and south circular
roads.

The two previously accepted
grounds for challenge were that
Khan acted beyond his powers
in expanding the Ulez by varying
the existing scheme order rather
than issuing a new charging
order, and that he failed to con-
sider including motorists living in
the “buffer zone” on the edges
of London in the £110m vehicle
scrappage scheme.

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What do you keep in
your shed?

Now that people are spend-
ing more time in their gardens
and doing home maintenance
garden sheds across the coun-
try are packed with goodies
that thieves would just love to
get their hands on.

From lawnmowers to garden
furniture, a typical shed'’s
contents is, on average, worth
just over £2,350, figures com-
piled by insurers indicate.

And many householders
keep items in outbuildings that
add up to even more.

While the average might be
£2,350, almost four-in-ten say
their sheds contain valuables
that would cost between
£1,000 and £5,000 to replace.

Another one-in-twenty put
the figure at a whopping
£5,000 or more. Yet, despite
this, many are taking a consid-
erable financial risk by not ha-
ving the sort of home
insurance in place which
covers outbuildings for theft
and damage.

More than one-in-ten are
certain that their policy does
not cover the things they store
in their sheds, while another

third simply don’t know.

The items most frequently
kept in sheds and other out-
buildings are attractive to
thieves as they’re often pop-
ular things to own, and easy to
sell on, as well as potentially
being worth thousands.

As you'd perhaps expect,
garden tools, lawnmowers and
power tools top the list of most
popular items found in sheds.
Garden furniture, which can
cost thousands if it's high qual-
ity, is also stored in sheds by
nearly one-in-two, and BBQ'’s
by just over one-in-four.

Motorbikes and bicycles are

other popular possessions
which can also cost thousands
and that, often by necessity,
are also commonly kept in out-
buildings.

Some householders store
away sports equipment, such
as golf clubs, and electrical
items. Again, either can be
worth considerable sums.

Toys and things used for
hobbies, such as train sets and
musical instruments, are also
commonly found in sheds.

It's not worth taking the risk,
make sure you have appropri-
ate cover in place.

Rishi Sunak faces backlash over
“1970s-style’ price caps at supermarkets

The government's recent pro-
posal to encourage supermar-
kets to impose voluntary price
limits on essential food items
has faced significant backlash
and criticism. Rishi Sunak is re-
portedly working on a plan that
would request retailers to re-
strict the prices of basic goods
like bread and milk to alleviate
the cost of living crisis. Ho-
wever, major UK supermarkets,
along with at least two cabinet
ministers, have expressed op-
position to the policy.

According to “Metro”, leading
supermarket chains including
Tesco, Sainsbury's, Morrisons,
and Waitrose have united in
their criticism and supported a
statement from the British Retail
Consortium (BRC) that ques-
tions the effectiveness of these
measures. Andrew Opie, the di-
rector of food and sustainability
at the BRC, argues that such
price caps will have no real im-
pact on prices. Opie suggests
that the government should in-
stead focus on reducing regu-
latory burdens to allow re-
sources to be dedicated to
maintaining lower prices.

One cabinet minister has
voiced skepticism about inter-
fering in the markets, claiming
that it is not suitable in the pres-
ent era. They pointed out that
wheat, an essential commodity,
has become expensive due to
developments in Ukraine. They
further argue that reducing the
price of bread could lead to its
exportation, given the intercon-
nectedness of global markets.

Opposition Members of Par-
liament (MPs) have also ridi-
culed the proposal, drawing
comparisons to price controls
implemented by former Conser-
vative prime minister Edward
Heath in the 1970s. A source
from 10 Downing Street clarified
that the idea is still in the early
stages and emphasized that its
implementation would be solely
at the discretion of retailers.

Awards announced for young Cypriot entrepreneurs

The Stelios Philanthropic
Foundation will this year hold its
first-ever Young Entrepreneurs
Award in Cyprus, it announced
on Monday.

The award has been organ-
ised every year since 2008 ex-
clusively in Greece for entrepre-
neurs aged under 40 who have
set up a company in the last five
years with a minimum gross
profit of €10,000 per year.

The foundation announced a
prize of €60,000 for the top
three business ideas in Cyprus,
of which €30,000 will go to the
winner, €20,000 to the second
and €10,000 to the third.

“The Young Entrepreneurs
Award in Cyprus marks the first
of its kind on the island, follow-
ing the same one in Greece that
has been taking place since
2008,” the foundation said.

“The aim is for the award to
become an institution in Cyprus,
establishing itself alongside the
Stelios Bi-Communal Awards,

which have been
rewarding intercom-
munal businesses
since 2009.”

Candidates for the
award must be
under the age of 35
and have estab-
lished a company in
Cyprus within the
last five years.

Young entrepre-
neurs of any nation-
ality are eligible to participate.

“The younger generation rep-
resents the future of our econ-
omy and start-up businesses
are the cornerstone for building
a productive and dynamically
evolving country,” Sir Stelios
Haji-loannou, owner and
founder of airline Easyjet,
among others, said.

“That is why | consider the es-
tablishment of these awards ex-
ceptionally significant.

“By the age of 35, | had al-
ready launched two significant

start-up businesses, but as | al-
ways say, | was fortunate to
have funding from my father.

Tina Satter’s intense directo-
rial debut is superbly acted by a
hand-picked cast.

The Ang Lee 2005 film, Broke-
back Mountain (@soho-
place), was described by some
as a gay cowboy film but it so
much more than that and Jona-
than Butterell's production of
Ashley Robinson’s adaptation
with music, is a tender and
moving story of a friendship of
two men, Ennis (Lucas
Hedges) and Jack (Mike Faist),
who become lovers. Told from
the perspective of Ennis as an
older man (Paul Hickey) it re-
veals the pain and heartache of
living a double life with their
wives at a time (1963) and
place (Wyoming) where such a
relationship was unspeakable.
Hedges and Faust give out-
standing performances, gently
revealing the complexities of
their character and how the ro-
mantic entanglement is almost
an inevitability such is their
closeness of their friendship.
Emily Fairn is also excellent as
Ennis’s wife Alma in her stage
debut, a wife who sees and un-
derstands what is going on and
eventually challenges her hus-
band with what she knows.
Presented in the round Tom
Pye’s set is simple and ingen-
ious changing from mountain
camp to bedroom and then
family kitchen almost seam-
lessly. The icing on the cake is
the original music (composed
by Dan Gillespie Sells) which is
played live on set by a very tal-
ented country band. Soulful
balladeer Eddi Reader creates
a wistful atmosphere, her voice
an instrument of beautiful be-
nevolence, which when com-
bined with Greg Miller's
incredible harmonica playing
and BJ Cole’s ability to make
the pedal steel guitar sing, fill
the theatre with a heavenly
sound.

Maureen Lipman stars as
Rose (Ambassadors The-
atre), a woman who only be-
lieves the past. She sits on a
wooden bench at a Shiva, a
Jewish mourning ritual for the
dead. She comes from a harsh
Shtetl but injects her tales with
funny anecdotes. The Cos-
sacks who plunder her family
home were in her mind "beau-

tiful stage actors from Fiddler
on the Roof". She survives the
Warsaw ghetto and recounts
the moving story of her lost
child Ester, who was killed
while lining up for some soup.

Rose hides in the sewers and
then escapes in a leaky ship
where she and her fellow refu-
gees are all cramped like sar-
dines. They are headed for the
promised land, Palestine, and
encounter trouble from the Brit-
ish military. She evokes the
memory of her first husband
and their otherworldly romance
in stark contrast to her second
marriage to her "klutzy hus-
band". He brings her from the
old country Atlantic City in
America, where the air smelt of
"chicken fat”. Lipman's per-
formance is brilliant and cap-
tures Rose's restless spirit and
constant feel of being dis-
placed. The play is full of pa-
thos and humour. This Rose
captures the essence of a gen-
eration of people that wit-
nessed so much trauma and
upheaval. Intensely watchable.

We are all
different in our own way by de-
sign of what has been given to
us by nature, whether we are tall
or petite, a small or large chest,
waist, hip area, all we can do is
make the best of what we are
and have been blessed with, we
are all beautiful and unique.
Dont long for impossible
changes, instead be grateful for
a fully functioning body that
carries you around each day.
Aim to make the best of it, by
treating it right with regular main-
tenance, keeping that bodywork
in the best shape possible with
the premium food fuel to keep
that biological engine running
smoothly.
The key point is to keep our-
selves fit and healthy, by main-
taining a healthy eating and
exercise regime that will hope-
fully transform our body into a
good composition in ratio of

muscle tone and strength, along
with good stamina that will help
us sustain energy, feel better
within ourselves and hopefully
more confident with the sculpted
body transformation, we have
achieved with a little effort put in,
in order to create it.

Where do we start, well first of all
most people are not even aware
that our bodies react differently
to burning off fat and energy, and
according to our body type. For
example a person who has a
larger deposit of weight in the
stomach area will burn off en-
ergy differently, to a person who
stores their weight proportion in
the hip area. So let's take a look
at these body types.

Ectomorph.
Thin, long, tall, a small bone
structure with narrow shoulders
that tend to be narrower than
hips. This type may struggle to
gain weight.

Mesomorph.

Often a medium phrame, can
gain muscle easily and can be
more muscle dominant, females
can be with an hourglass figure
often described as the pear

shape figure. Strong arms and
legs with narrow waist and a
modest amount of body fat. Can
lose or gain fat easily due to their
efficient metabolisms.

Endomorph.

Tends to have more body weight
when it comes to framework. A
little more rounded and stocky in
general than the other body
types, carrying more body
weight especially in the stomach
area. Larger waists can mean a
higher risk of heart disease.
Often referred to as the apple
shape.

These are the basic body types,
however we can sometimes be
a mix of these depending on
what we may have inherited
from each of our parents particu-
lar body type. One parent may
have been and ectomorph or
mesomorph and the child may
have taken body from one side
of those parents or a mixture of
both.

Ecto-Mesomorph
Lean and muscular body.

Meso-Endomorph.

Strong but muscles aren't de-
fined. Very common in men and
women as a combination.

Ecto-Mesomorph.

Naturally thin but gained weight
due to lack of exercise and poor
diet.

The body type can give clues
about the metabolism and hor-
mones, therefore how well that
particular body type can process
carbohydrates and how much
protein is needed. It will also give
an idea of the particular exercise
plan it can cope with best and
what it needs to be the best ver-
sion of oneself.

So if you are exercising and eat-
ing cleaner than ever before and
still not getting the results, then
it may be time to change your
plan.

Ectomorph Diet.

Burns of energy extremely effi-
ciently. A mesomorph tends to
respond well to carbohydrates,
and can eat these quite freely.
However choosing a healthy

source that includes fibre and
wholegrains. Fruits and vege-
tables. Eat plenty of protein rich
foods animal source and beans
along with nuts and seeds.

Mesomorph Diet.

Muscular Mesomorphs tend to
have an easier time when losing
weight due to a healthier insulin
function. The body can burn off
energy efficiently.

A mesomorph diet should con-
sist of equal parts protein, carbo-
hydrates, and fruits and
vegetables. Since muscle burns
more calories than fat, you may
be able to eat more calories
each day while maintaining
weight. If you work out, getting
the consistent protein will help
with muscle repair.

Endomorph Diet.

May be more prone to insulin re-
sistance and may need to watch
their carbohydrate intake. Insulin
resistance happens when cells
can't effectively take glucose
from the blood and pancreas,
then ramping up insulin produc-

tion and the result of type 2 dia-
betes.

This body type should limit
grains and starchy carbs to help
improve insulin sensitivity. The
endomorphism responds well to
high protein, healthy fats, and
complex carbs. Proteins include
beef, chicken, turkey, eggs, sal-
mon, dairy such as yogurt? Milk,
cottage cheese, fruits that are
low carb such as berries, melons
and avocados. The benefit re-
ceived from the combination of
the endomorphism body type
and intermittent fasting is de-
creased insulin resistance. This
body type may benefit the most
from longer levels of fasting in-
tervals such as the alternate day
or 5:2 fasting diet schedule.

Work out your body type and
work out what works for you.
Be the best version of you.

Cooking with Loulla Astin
Strawberry jam

re you ready to make
strawberry jam with all
those delicious straw-

berries in season now?!

Soft fruit has a very short
season, so it's lovely to capture
and bottle them for you and
your family and friends to enjoy
throughout the year. | think my
strawberry jam is by far the eas-
iest recipe you will find; its soft,
has a fantastic colour, is spread-
able and of course delicious! The
recipe will make 2 x 850ml jars
or 4 small ones.

Ingredients (for 1kg of straw-
berries):

1kg strawberries, hulled (use
a small sharp knife to remove
stem) and cut in half

1kg granulated sugar

Juice of 1 lemon

Few drop vanilla extract
(optional)

Method:

Prepare the strawberries by
washing them, then drain or wipe
them with damp kitchen paper.

Place the fruit in a preserving
pan, add sugar and crush with

a potato masher, leave at room
temperature teetered for a few
hours or overnight. This insures
that the fruit keeps its beautiful
red colour.

Place the strawberries over
a low heat, cook gently, stirring
from time to time until sugar
dissolves.

Turn the heat up until it starts
bubbling and bring to the boil,
then add the lemon juice and
boil for 15-20 minutes. Add the
vanilla and test for setting - the
jam has to reach 105 degrees
celcius on a thermometer, or
drop a little jam on a very cold
plate, leave for 30 seconds, if
the jam wrinkles and when you
run your finger through, it leaves
a valley, then it is ready, if not
re-boil until set. At the end, skim

any scum from the surface.

While still hot, ladle into warm
sterilized jars, cover with wax
discs, cool then seal and label.

For a longer life, the jam needs
to be placed in a hot water bath.
Process the filled jars in the boil-
ing water, cover pan with a lid
and boil for 10 minutes. Remove
lid and after 5 minutes, carefully
remove the jars with a cloth and
place on a towel upside down
until cold - it helps the seal better,
it's a Greek thing!

When cool, label and store in
a cool dry place - it will keep up
to a year. Always refrigerate after
opening. Good luck!

Everton survive as Leicester and
Leeds relegated in final day drama

Everton emerged from a nerve-
shredding afternoon with their
Premier League status intact
thanks to a 1-0 victory over
Bournemouth at Goodison Park
as Leicester City and Leeds
United were relegated in a dra-
matic season finale on Sunday.
The Merseyside club’s 69-year
stay in the top flight was in peril
at halftime as they were draw-
ing 0-0 and 2016 champions
Leicester were ahead against
West Ham United.

That combination of results
meant Everton were in the rele-
gation zone but Abdoulaye Dou-
coure’s stunning 57th minute
right-foot strike from outside the
area earned Everton the victory
they required. With Leicester
winning 2-1 and that game over,
Everton fans then had to bite
their fingernails, pray, or just
simply not watch the 10 minutes
of stoppage time which included
a superb save by Everton goal-
keeper Jordan Pickford.

The final whistle prompted a
pitch invasion with smoke from
blue flares drifting across the
old stadium that will host top-
flight football again after another
Everton escape.

Leeds, the other club in the last-
day relegation drama, went
down as they were hammered
4-1 at home by Tottenham Hot-
spur for whom Harry Kane
scored twice.

Everton ended in 17th place on

36 points after 38 games, with
Leicester in 18th on 34 and
Leeds on 31.

Southampton, already rele-
gated, finished bottom with 25
points in a memorable match
as they drew 4-4 at home to
fifth-placed Liverpool.
Champions Manchester City left
the majority of their first-choi
players on the bench and were
beaten 1-0 at Brentford, who
signed off a brilliant season by
completing the double over Pep
Guardiola’s side — Ethan Pin-
nock scoring a late winner.

It was City’s first defeat in 26
matches in all competitions but
their eyes are fixed on next Sat-
urday’s FA Cup final against
Manchester United and then the
Champions League final versus
Inter Milan a week later in Is-

tanbul.

Arsenal, whose title challenge
collapsed under City’s relent-
less pursuit, at least ended on
a high note as the runners-up
crushed visiting Wolverhampton
Wanderers 5-0 with Granit
Xhaka scoring twice.
Manchester United ensured
they finished third with a 2-1
home win over Fulham while
fourth-placed Newcastle United
rounded off an impressive sea-
son with a 1-1 draw at Chelsea.
Seventh-placed Aston Villa
grabbed the last European spot
with a 2-1 victory against sixth-
placed Brighton & Hove Albion
to book a place in the Europa
Conference League, leaving
eighth-placed Spurs without any
European football next season.
