INFORMATION MEMORANDUM June 1, 1982

SUBJECT: Tree Seeds

The quality and orientation of a country's reforestation activities are closely related to the availability and use of good plant material and seed.

It is most important to match as close as possible the microclimate of sites to be reforested with those from where seed is to be procured. Some tree species, such as Eucalyptus c amadulensis, grow in a wide range of sites (e.g., low to high altitudes and acid to alkaline soils). However, seed obtained from trees adapted to acid soils probably won't perform well on alkaline or saline sites and the same goes for other site conditions, such as low altitudes to high altitudes.

The purpose of this compilation of seed sources (mainly from Australia) was to identify experimental and commercial quantities of seed, especially seed from trees grown on saline sites, for use in reforestry problem sites in Haiti. It is thought that this information might be of interest to others in the field, therefore, I am sharing it with you.

Another very good seed source catalogue is Forest Tree Pi rectory , UN/FAO, 1975- Again, the importance of specifiying site conditions is stressed whenever seeds are ordered.

Performance of seeii within a species varies. Even seed taken from the same tree will vary in performance, dependent upon its genetic capability. It will also vary in performance from site to site. Progeny from seed taken from a mother tree with desirable charac­ teristics (such as straight form) will not necessarily perform the same as the mother tree since the male parent is generally not known and the mother tree has inherent recessive genes.

Vegetative propagation (such as tissue culture, cuttings, grafting and budding) of plant material from trees with desirable character­ istics can be a powerful tool to ensure similar high performance that cannot be guaranteed by planting seeds. However, not all trees are easily propagated by vegetative means.

Selection of seeds by size and specific gravity (selecting out smaller and lighter seeds) of certain trees has proven to be a valuable ^ool used to increase germination percentages, will produce on an average stronger seedlings and will result in a more even growth of trees; thus decreasing operational costs. The latter is accomplished by decreasing the number of empty seed­ ling containers in the nursery and decreasing mortality incidence of transplanted seedlings.

Seeds can be sized simply by the use of hardware screens and 
specific grivity of seed can be determined by placing seeds in a 
salt solution, the amount'; of salt used determines the density of 
the seed (lighter seed will float to the top). Specific gravity 
is also determined by table vibrators and centrifugal force, vacuum 
and air blower separators. These are all commercially available. 
Seed selection (separation) is widely used throughout the forest 
industry in the U.S. and Europe as a tool to increase performance 
and reduce costs.

The proper storage of seeds has a direct correlation to high 
germination rates and should not be overlooked. There is a need 
to inoculate most legumsnous tree seeds vrith proper strains of 
Rhizobium in order to obtain adequate nitrogen production. A 
deficiency of molybdenum in the soil is constraint to the 
productivity of Rhizobium. This can be corrected with small 
applications of readily available and inexpensive fertilizers 
containing molybdenum.

A useful information source on the tree seeds is USDA'a Agriculture 
Handbook #450, Seeds of ¥oody Plants in the United States.

For Rhododendron ^/eeders in search of new varieties, we recommend the 
hybrid strains of fortune! and haematodes. Great promise has been shown in 
the progeny of two cones which have been consistently used in breeding; Fortunei x Haematodes, with large rose flowers and Caratacus x Fortunes with deep rose flowers and dark red blotch. These strains, starting with the hasnatodes hybrids, offer an edtire month of early bloom prior to the ironclads. Plan^ are hardy here in Rehder's Zone 6 with full overhead exposure.

Christmas Tree growers:

The French and Spanish strains of Scotch Pine are well known to most for 
their good bluish-green winter color and short needles. Strains from Scotland, 
however, receive first consideration by many for their straight stems and good 
branching habit. Seedlings may show some discoloration the first two years in the 
field but will be a good green by the fifth year. Needles are of medium leajth.

Pinus flexilis var. reflcxa, the Border Pine, is an outstanding Christmas 
Tree prospect.

In comparison to the type Finns fleiilis, it is faster (rowing with longer 
needles of blush-white color.

Seed count is 2,300 •- 3,900 per pocnd.
Fall planting will yield best results or spring planting with seed stratified 

for 30 days at 36 - 40 ° F.
Testa ia New York state showed no winter burning, tilling or frost damage 

on seedlings.
Fk, customers planning to grow Douglas Fir seed of various 

jources will find the studies of Dr. C. E. Hek of the New York Agriculture Ex­ 
periment Station, Geneva, N. Y. 14456, instructive. His leaflet, "Propagation from 
Seed", covering Douglas Fir sources and growing experiments may be obtained 
from him by request.

AJ to treatment of seeds. Dr. Heit states, "It has been found that seeds 
from the central and southern Rocky Mountain sources in Utah, Colorado, Arizona 
and New Mexico do not exhibit a dormant nature aad will germinate rapidly and 
completely within 10 to 15 days at a normal temperature of 63 to 86 degrees 
Fahrenheit. These seeds do not even require light to produce maximum germina­ 
tion in laboratory tests. The nurseryman can secure aa accurate planting value 
appraisal within two week's time. Such nondonnant seeds can be spring town 
•ven f&irly late in the season without any pretrcatmoat

However, ail of the seeds from the Pacific coast, northern Rocky MouaUls 
and British Columbia source* have exhibited varying degrees of dormancy. 
Many good quality seed lots from these areas germinated only 10 -255* withoot 
special treatments. However, these lots need a moot prcchillLne treatmcciL d 
20 to 25 days at 36 to 40 degrees F to overcome their dormancy nature and wkh 
(be treatment germinated 75 - 85 percent. Such dormant lot* &ould be fall tofnt 
for optimum result* and maximum seedling stands.
