INTBODUCTTON 

( ' oIi'unIer Fiiiaiice Survev 

Historical Perspective 

Since the early 1950's, Statistics Canada has con-
ducted periodic surveys of incomes of families and in-
dividuals. Initially, the surveys were restricted to the 
non-farm population but starting with the year 1965, 
the surveys have used a sample representing virtually all 
private households in Canada. Since 1972, these surveys 
have been conducted annually in the spring. 

The main concepts underlying the estimates have 
remained the same. The income concept has not changed 
since the first report, for the year 1951, was published. 
The family unit has also been defined consistently. 

The range of data handled by these surveys has, 
however, continued to expand to meet anticipated 
needs of data analysts and policy makers. Reflecting 
this, the contents of this publication have been period. 
ically modified. Several new series of supplementary 
.tatistical reports have been introduced in the course of 
recent years and a number of special studies dealing with 
selected survey topics in greater depth have also been 
published. 1  Selected micro-data files are now also avail-
able for some of the more recent surveys. 

The annual programme of Consumer Finance 
Surveys is now comprised of two rotating variants. In 
one year, the survey is conducted as a supplement to 
the Labour Force Survey carried out in the month of 
April. The sample is large, capable of generating income 
distributions of reasonable accuracy for each province. 
In several instances estimates are also published for 
categories which are relatively small. The subject-matter 
content of the survey is kept restricted to only basic 
questions on income and work experience. 

In the following year, a different approach is 
used. The survey is conducted independently of the 
Labour Force Survey. The sample issmall, less than half 
of the first variant, and there is a corresponding reduc. 
tion in detail being published. For example, data for 
the four provinces in the Atlantic Region are combined 
into a single distribution. Details from the three Prairie 
Provinces are similarly merged into a conimon income 
distribution. The questionnaire content, however, is 
substantially expanded to collect, by means of a sup-
plement, new or more recent data on various income-
elated phenomena. This approach to the conduct of

Historique 

Depuis le debut des années 50, Statistique Canada 
inéne une série d'enquetes sur les revenus des families et 
des particuliers. Au debut, les enquètes portaient exclusive-
ment sur Ia population non agricole, mais a partir de l'an-
née 1965, les enquètes comportent un échantillon repre-
sentatif de pratiquement tousles ménages privés au Canada. 
Depuis 1972, Statistique Canada mène ces enquëtes chaque 
année au printemps. 

Essentiellement, les principes a Ia base des estima-
tions sont demeurés inchangés. La notion de revenu n'a 
pas change depuis Ia publication du premier bulletin, pour 
l'année 1951. De méme, Ia definition de l'unité familiale 
est demeurée Ia méme. 

Toutefois, l'étendue des donnCes recueillies par ces 
enquetes n'a pas cessé de croitre pour repondre aux besoins 
prévus des analystes et des technocrates.

This report is based on the data collected by the 
Consumer Finance Survey in the month of April 1975. 
Information on incomes reçjye'14_wa&.og1ii 

om a small sam. ofproximately I S000 house-
holds. In terms of content, this report is consistent 

ffW the previously published reports based on findings 
of small sample surveys. However, there are several areas 
where the data have been expanded to include additional 
detail. Thus, Section II. Income Quintile Data, now 
also includes the classification variables occupation and 
education of head, and in Section III, Statistics on Low 
Income, marital status classification has been added. 

Of more interest to the reader may be the inclu-
sion of distributions in constant 1971 dollars in "h istor-
ical" tables of Section [(Tables 1.20. 24 and 34). 

A minor change in data collection procedures 
may have slightly affected historical comparability of 
male-female income differences. New procedures require 
Family Allowances to be reported by that parent or 
guardian who claims a tax exemption with respect to 
the children concerned. Previously, these allowances 
were to be reported by the father or male guardian, if 
present. 

This survey included a supplement on the use of 
educational and health-related facilities and services, as 
well as on fringe benefits provided by the employers. It 
is expected that these new data will be released in the 
form of a special report when the processing and evalua-
tion work has been completed.

Income Distributions by Size, 1974 

Families 

The average income of families rose from S12,716  — 
in 1973 to $14 ,83 3 in 1974, an increase of nearly 17% 
over the year. However, due to the rise in the Consumer 
Price Index, the real gain in incomes amounted to just 
over 5%. Average incomes in the five regions ranged 
from a low of S 11,647 in the Atlantic Provinces to a 
high of S 16,144 in Ontario. The increase in the average 
income of families resident in metropolitan areas was 
15% while families located in non-metropolitan areas 
had an increase of over 20%. Average incomes in met-
ropolitan and non-metropolitan areas were $16,029 
and $13,027 respectively. 

Some of the variability in the level of family in-
come can be attributed to differences in characteristics 
of families. Family income, for example, is closely re-
lated to the age of the head. Normally, family income 
rises until the head reaches middle age and then de-
clines. Thus, in 1974, families headed by young persons 
aged less than 25 years or by older persons aged 65 
years and over received, on the average, considerably 
less income than those headed by persons aged 25-64 
years. Education of the head is another factor which 
exerts a great influence on the level of family income. 
The average income of families whose heads had a uni-
versity degree was almost two and one half times that 
of families whose heads received schooling of four 
years or less. 

The family size also tends to affect income. The 
average income of families with at least three income 
recipients was S20,5 23 compared with only S11.666 
for families with one income recipient. 

As was to he expected, the general rise in family 
income produced an upward shift in the distri-
but ion. The proportion of families receiving less than 
S5 ,000 dropped from I 3.8%iai 973 1jiO.6% iii1974. 
III - the upper Iart of distribution, the proportion of 
families receiving $15,000 or more increased from 
30.5% in 1973 to 41.6% in 1974. However, such com-
parisons over time have greater relevancy if carried out 
in terms of constant rather than current dollars as 
changes in the prices of goods change the purchasing 
power of currency. If in data conversion to constant 
dollars the year 1971 is used as the base year, corre-
sponding 1973 and 1974 proportions become 16.8% 
and 153% for the "under S5,000' income class, and 
226%and 24.7%for the "S15,000 plus" category.

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Unattached Individuals 

The average inconie of wiattached individuals in-
creased by about 19 17r, from $5,149 in 1973 to $6,099 
in 1974. Average incomes in the regions ranged from a 
low of $4.865 in the Atlantic Provinces to a high of 
$6,594 in British Columbia in 1974. In metropolitan 
areas, the average income of unattached individuals in-
creased by nearly 17% to $6,445 while that of unat-
tached individuals living in non-metropolitan areas in-
creased by almost 25% to 55,227. The proportion of 
unattached individuals receiving less than $2 .000 drop-
ped from 24.2% in 1973 to 18.0Y. in 1974, while the 
percentage of those receiving $10,000 or more increased 
from 12.4%to 18.5%. 

All Units 

The average income of all units (unattached in-
dividuals and families combined) increased by over 16 
from $10,694 in 1973 to $12,437 in 1974. It should 
be noted that the preponderance of unattached individ-
uals at the lower end of the income scale exerts a down-
ward pressure on the average income of all units. 

Individuals with Income 

The average income of all individual income re-
cipients increased by about 16% from $6,416 in 1973 
to $7,416 in 1974. Average incomes in the regions 
ranged from a low of $5,906 in the Atlantic Provinces 
to a high of S7,997 in Ontario. The rate of increase in 
the average income of individuals resident in metropoli-
tan areas and non-metropolitan areas was about the 
same. Average incomes in metropolitan and non-metro-
politan areas were $7,944 and $6,567 respectively. 

The average income of males increased by just 
under 16%froin $8,410 in 1973 to $9,749 in 1974 and 
that of females rose by just over 18Vc from S3.604 in 
1973 to $4,255 in 1974. One important factor deter-
mining the level of income is the number of weeks 
worked. Almost 62% of all male income recipients re-
ported having worked 50- 52 weeks, whereas less than 
38% of all female income recipients worked as many 
weeks in 1974. Of all female income recipients, one in 
five reported government transfer payments as the 
major source of income compared to one in 10 males. 

Quintile Distributions 

It is estimated that in 1974 the family units in 
the lowest quintile received 4.0% of the aggregate 
inconie of all family units while those in the highest 
qumtile received 42.5% compared to 3.9% and 42.7% 
respectively in 1973.

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NOTES AND DEFINITR)NS 

Families, Individuals and Their Cllarwteri'Iic 

Family 

The family in this publication is defined as a 
group of individuals sharing a common dwelling unit 
and related by blood, marriage or adoption. Thus, all 
relatives living together of the time of the survey (April 
1975) were considered to comprise one family whatever 
the degree of family relationship. No recall or adjust-
ment was made to account for persons who were 
members of the family for part of the year and who 
left because of marriage, death or other reasons. Some 
family units existing at the time of the survey were not 
family units during the whole year - for example, a 
couple who married in the middle of 1974. Aside from 
single sons and daughters, other relatives most com-
monly found living in the household were married sons 
and daughters and widowed parents. 

The definition of the family used in the present 
study is a common definition of what constitutes a 
family -- it is referred to as the "economic family" 
definition. It is recognized, however, that it is not a 
concept which is suitable for all studies which may be 
made in respect of families and that for many purposes 
a modified definition would be useful. In fact, other 
definitions are employed for other purposes. Demo-
graphic studies made in connection with population 
censuses normally use a more restricted classification 
the family consists of the husband, wife and any 
unmarried children resident with them, or one parent 
and unmarried children. 3  For budget studies, which 
investigate patterns of family expenditure, the impor-
tant criterion is whether or not relatives living together 
pool their incomes for expenditure purposes; that is, 
whether they constitute one spending unit or several 
spending units. In this definition, it is allocation of 
income as well as relationship which determines what 
constitutes a family (although in Canadian studies 
unmarried children are included as members of their 
parents' family and not treated as separate units). 

Unattached Individual 

An unattached individual is a person living by 
himself or rooming in a household where he is not 
related to other household members. 

Family Unit 

The term family unit" is sometimes used in the 
text of this report to designate, collectively, unattached

Head of Family

ren, the member who is mainly responsible for the 
maintenance of the family becomes the head, (iv) in 
families where relationships are other than husband-
wife or parent-child, normally the eldest in the family 
is considered the head. 

Family Characteristics 

Family characteristics indicates the composition 
of a family. The groupings used are: (i) married couples 
only, (ii) married couples with single children of any 
age, (iii) married couples with or without single child-
ren but with married children with their families or 
with other relatives, and (iv) all other families which

Family Life Cycle 

The classification by family life cycle is similar to 
that by family characteristics in that it also groups 
families in two major categories: husband-wife families 
and other families. Ilowever, in this classification, 
husband-wife families are further broken down by the 
age of the head (under 45; 45 and over) and the 
presence or absence of children under 16. 

Family Size 

The family size refers to the total number of 
persons in the family, as constituted at the time of the 
survey, including both adults and children. 

Area of Residence 

The classitIcation by area of residence is based on 
the population size of the place where the unit resided 
at the time of the survey. Centres with a population of 
30,000 or over are classified as "metropolitan areas" 

id the rest of the country as "non-metropolitan". The 
I;iltcr is further divided into non-metropolitan cities 
with a population between 15,000 and 30,000), small 
irlian areas (under 15,000), and rural areas. This clas-

This is not necessarily the same as the status 
during the year 1974 for which income data were 
collected. The only variable that directly refers to a 
person's work experience during 1974 is the "number 
of weeks worked". 

Occupation 

The classification of occupations is now based on 
the standards developed for the 1971 Census. 4  Because 
of sample limitations, the 21 major occupation groups 
are combined into 10 groups as follows: 

Managerial: managerial, administrative and re 
lated occupations. 

I'rofessional: occupations in natural scien ces. 
engineering and mathematics; occupations in social 
sciences and related fields; occupations in religion; 
teaching and related occupations; occupations in 
medicine and health; artistic, literary, recreational and 
related occupations. 

Clerical. clerical and related occupations. 

Sales: sales occupations. 

Service: service occupations. 

Farming, etc.: farming, horticulture and ani-
mal husbandry occupations: fishing, hunting, trapping 
and related occupations; forestry and logging occupa- 
tions. 

Processing and machining: processing occu-
pations; machining and related occupations; mining 
and quarrying including oil and gas field occupations. 

Product fabrication, etc.: product fabricating, 
assembling and reparing occupations.

This new classification system was first used in 
the 1972 income report. Since in earlier reports the oc-
cupation-related data were based on different standards, 
they cannot be compared with corresponding 1972 and 
later estimates. 5  

Income and its Components 

Total Income 

The total income of a unit consists of income 
from the following sources: 

Wages and salaries. gross wages and salaries 
before deduction for such items as income taxes, un-
employment insurance and pension funds, and exclud-
ing fringe benefits. Commission income received by 

!I1ncn as well as occasional earnings for babysitting, 
delivering papers, for cleaning, etc., are also includ- 
in this category. All income in kind such as meals or 

H ing accommodation is excluded. 

Where individuals received military pay in the 
form of reserve army pay, and where this was a minor 
part of total income, such income was combined with 
wages and salaries. 

Net income from self-enplovmcnt: net in-
come (gross income minus expenses) earned from self-
employment either on own account or in partnership 
in an unincorporated business or in independent 
professional practice. Included here is net income from 
operating a farm. 

Net income from farming was to be reported by 
individuals who operated their own or a rented farm 
either on own account or in partnership. Field instruc-
tions specified that net income was to be calculated by 
subtracting farm operating expenses and depreciation 
of farm assets from farm cash receipts. The latter were 
to include all money receipts from the sale of farm 
products including supplementary and assistance pay-
iints from governments. Income in kind is excluded.

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Net income from roomers and boarders: the 
survey collected gross rather than net receipts from 
roomers and boarders since the estimation of net 
income in this instance is difficult; during editing, net 
income from this source was assumed to be one third 
of gross receipts. Payments for room and board received 
from relatives were not included in income of the 
person receiving such payments. 

Jnvest,nent fncone: bond interest, dividends, 
mortgage interest, net rents, estate income, bank 
interest and other investment income. 

(;rnnent transfer  payments: all social 
welfare payments from federal, provincial and iminici-
pal governments such as Family Allowances, Old Age 
Security, Guaranteed Income Supplement, pensions 
under Canada and Quebec Pension Plans, unemploy-
ment insurance benefits, workmen's compensation, 
training allowances, veterans' pensions and allowances, 
mothers' allowances, pensions to the blind and the 
disabled. Starting with the present survey, Family 
Allowances are treated as part of the income of the 
parent or guardian who claimed an income tax exemp-
tion for the children concerned. In earlier surveys, 
these allowances were to be reported by the father or 
male guardian, if present. 

Pensions: retirement pensions, annuities and 
superannuation. 

Miscellaneous income: scholarships. alimony 
and other items not specified or included in the above 
categories. 

Earned Income 

The sum of wages and salaries and net income 
from self-employment is defined as earned income or 
earnings. 

Major Source of Income 

This classification involves a comparison of 
amounts received from seven sources of total income, 
as defined above. The largest component is designated 
as the mabr source of income. For tabulation purposes, 
some major source categories were combined under 
one heading. For example, recipients who reported 
either wages and salaries or net income from self-
employment as their major source were grouped under 
the heading earned income. Note that individuals and 
family units whose major source of income was miii. 
tary pay and allowances, are excluded from all tabul-
a tions.

Income data were collected from each member and 
considered to be part of the family's income even if, in 
some cases, certain family members belonged to 
another family unit for the whole or part of the 
preceding calendar year. Also, no recall or adjustment

Section I. Income Distributions by Size 

This section consist of four parts: Tables 1 to 19 
show income distributions for families, Tables 20 to 23 
for unattached individuals, Tables 24 to 33 for all units 
(families and unattached individuals combined), and 
Tables 34to 52 for individual income recipients aged 14 
years and over. 

Estimated aggregate income of family units in 
Table 32 is not identical with aggregate income of indi-
viduals in 'fable 51. There are some conceptual ex-
planations for this difference; for example, individuals 
whose income caine mainly from military pay and al-
lowances were removed from the individual estimates 
whereas in the family unit series all families whose 
major source was military pay and allowances were ex-
cluded. These two exclusions account for different 
amounts of aggregate income. However, it is recog-
nized that such minor conceptual differences do not pro-
vide an adequate explanation for the entire difference; 
discrepancies between the two independent weighting 
schemes must account for most of the differential. 

Section Il. Quintile Tables 

This section is divided into two parts: rabIes 53 
to 57 provide data on families and unattached individ-
Uals, and Tables 58 to 63 on individuals with income. 

Quintile data were compiled by ranking weighted 
survey returns in ascending order by size of total in-
come (in current dollars). Then the array was divided 
into five equal parts or quintiles. 

The exercise of determining quintile points and 
tablulating each of the five quintiles by different char-

In the family Unit series quintiles were identified 
and tabulated for: unattached individuals, families, and 
all units (unattached individuals and families combined). 
It should be noted that the ranking of units was per-
fonned independently (for these three populations) 
and the resulting data, e.g., for "all units" in the lowest 
quintile, are not simply the addition of families in the 
first quintile and unattached individuals in the first 
cluintile. The same is true of "all individuals" - the 
data by quintiles are not a summation of "males" and 
"females" within the same quintiles. 

Section M. Statistics on Low Income 

Data on low income are to be found in Tables 64 
and 65. 

In order to delineate low income units from other 
family units two sets of low income cut-offs are used. 
The first set, referred to as the updated cut-offs, was 
determined by adjusting the low income lines developed 
in 1961 for increasing prices, as reflected in the Con-

ituer Price Index. These incomes limits were originally 
Llcctecl on the basis that urban families with incomes 
clow these limits usually spent 70% or more of their 

income on food, shelter and clothing. 6  

The second set, called the revised cut-offs, was 
detennined from an analysis of 1969 Family Expendi-
ture data. As a result, the revised low income limits 
reflect more recent consumption patterns of Canadian 
families. As the overall ratio spent on food, shelter and 
clothing had declined, families who on average spent 
62% or more of their income on this type of goods anu 
services where considered to be in straitened circum-
stances. These limits were differentiated by size of area 
of residence in addition to family 

Low income cut-offs for 1974 updated and 
revised, are given in the following table.

Coinme, dans son ensemble, La proportion do revenu que 
les Canadiens consacrent a l'alimentation, au logement Ct a 
l'habillement a diminué, Ies familIes qui, en moyenne, ont 
dépensé 62 % ou plus de leur revenu pour i'achat de ces 
biens et services sont considérées comme des familIes 
faible revenu.

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SOURCES AND METHODS 

I n.onic estimates presented in this report are 
I)dscj on information collected from a sample of Cana-
dian households in April 1975. 

Sample 

The sample was selected from the framework of 
the Canadian Labour Force sample. For a detailed des-
cription of the design of this multi-stage stratified 
clustered probability sample see Canadian Labour Force 
Suney (Methodology), Catalogue 71-504. 

The sample represents all families and individuals 
in Canada with the exception of the following: (i) resi-
dents of Yukon and Northwest Territories,(ii) members 
of households located on Indian reserves, and (iii) in-
mates of institutions. 1  

The sample consisted of 16,755 dwellings. I-low-
ever 1,727 of them were vacant. The 15.028 occupied 
dwellings contained 15,857 family units. Complete in-
come information was received from 12,649 units which 
constitutes a 79.8 response rate. The following table 
presents regional response rates by type of area.

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Another 475 family units supplied partial infor-
mation: these records were not used in the family series 
but at least one individual in each such unit provided 
usable income information for individual income series. 
In total, there were 22,630 individuals 14 years of age 
and over who reported cash income for 1974. The 
remaining 2,733 family units either refused tocomplete 
the questionnaire, were unable to supply the informa-
tion or simply could not be contacted by the enumera-
tors. 

In the present report, tables are based on 12,521 
family units and 22,481 individual income recipients. 
The minor discrepancy between the satisfactoiy sche-
dules collected and the records utilized in tabulations 
is accounted for by exclusion of family units and indi-
viduals whose major source of income was military pay 
and allowances. 

Data Collection 

The enumeration procedures used in this survey 
followed the pattern of earlier income surveys. Informa-
tion on all household members was recorded on the 
household card (CF1). Next, a separate Labour Force 
Schedule (CF2) was filled out for each individual who 
was 14 years of age or over. Finally, an Income Ques-
tionnaire (CF3) was left for each household member 
14 years of age and over for completion. Question-
naires were picked up by enumerators a few days later. 
In cases where income data had not been obtained, a 
further attempt to solicit this information was made by 
in all. 

The questionnaires used in this survey are repro-
duced at the end of this report. 

Methods of Estimation 

Following clerical and computer edit of collected 
data, weights were applied to sample records in order to 
obtain final survey estimates. Two separate weighting 
operations, both based on the ratio estimation princi-
ple, were carried out, one for family units, and the 
other for individuals. For this purpose, the number of 
family units was independently estimated from the 
Census and various other Statistics Canada sources, 
separately for each province. In the case of individuals, 
Labour Force Survey estimates were used. To obtain 
weights. the independent estimates were divided by 
the number of usable sample records. This was done 
separately for each classification category in a province. 

Family units were weighted by family size (whe-
ther unattached individual or a family of two or more), 
sex of the unit head, and labour force status of the head 
(whether paid worker, self-employed-non-farm, self-
employed-fanii, not in the labour force).

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individuals in the labour force were weighted by 
sex and labour force status (paid worker - employed, 
paid worker unemployed, self-employed non-farm, 
self-employed - farm, unpaid worker). Individuals who 
were not in the labour force at the time of the survey 
were weighted on the basis of age and sex. Persons less 
than 14 years of age were excluded from weighting - 
no income data were collected from them. After the 
weights were applied, records of respondents with zero 
income were removed from the tape. 

Reliability of Estimates 

The estimates in this report are based on asample 
of households. Somewhat different figures might have 
been obtained if a complete census had been taken 
using the same questionnaires, interviewers, supervisors, 
processing, etc., as those actually used in this survey. 
This difference is due to the sampling error of the 
estimate. Sampling errors are a function of the sample 
design, of the sample size, and of the variability in the 
population. 

In addition, the estimates are subject to non-samp-
ling errors which are present whether a sample or a 
complete census is taken. These errors result from non-
response, response errors and a multitude of other 
errors which may be classified as processing errors. Non-
sampling errors can be minimized by a high response 
rate, effective questionnaire design and control over 
interview procedures and processing. 

Errors Due to Non-response 

It is inevitable that during a survey some people 
cannot be found at home. others are on holidays, and 
others refuse to divulge any information. These indivi-
duals are called non-respondents. Studies indicate that 
the incidence of non-response is associated with such 
family characteristics as size of family, tenure, labour 
force status of head and age. When considering indivi-
duals, income non-response tends to be related to such 
factors as sex, labour force status and size of family. At 
the present time.there is no evidence to suggest than this 
leads to a significant difference in the distribution of 
individuals and families by income levels for non-res-
pondents as opposed to respondents. 

The weighting procedure is designed as well to 
compensate for some of the effects of non-response as 
it takes into consideration the relative importance of 
11 groups with different characteristics.

Fiabilité des estimations

Erreurs dues a Ia non-réponse 

II est inevitable qu'au cours d'une enquëte, certaines 
personnes ne soient pas chez elles, et que d'autres soient 
en vacances ou refusent catCgoriquement de fournir le 
moindre renseignement. Ce sont les non-répondants. Des 
etudes indiquent que Ia frequence des cas de non-rCponse 
est associée a des caractéristiques familiales comme Ia 
taille de Ia famille, Ic mode doccupation, Ia situation 
du chef vis-à-vis lactivité et l'age. Pour les particuliers, 
les non-réponses concernant le revenu tendent a se ratta-
cher a des facteurs comme le sexe, la situation vis-à-vis 
l'activité et Ia taille de Ia famille. Actuellenient, rien ne 
prouve qu'il en résulte une difference importante dans Ia 
repartition des particuliers et des families selon les revenus 
entre les non-répondants et les répondants. 

Aussi, les mCthodes de pondération servent a corn-
penser certains diets de Ia non-rCponse car elles tiennent 
compte de l'importance relative des groupes qui présen-
tent des caractéristiques différentes.

Response Error 

To be able to provide accurate information, it is 
essential that a respondent can recall accurately certain 
past facts about his income, should understand the 
questions asked and be honest in his answers. If, for one 
of these or any other reason, an inaccurate response is 
recorded then an individual response error has been 
introduced. If individual response errors occur in a sys-
tematic way, then estimates would he biased and even 
if the response errors are randomly distributed with 
zero mean, estimates are less reliable. 

It is suspected that some income components such 
as investment income and certain types of transfer pay-
ments may be less accurately reported than other sources 
of income. (Non-response is another factor that may 
contribute to the underestimation of these particular 
income components.) 

Sampling Error 

The sampling error, mentioned earlier, is not 
known. A statistic, called the standard error, can how-
ever be estimated from sample data itself. The standard 
error of an estimate is a statistical measure of its sam-
pling error. It also partially measures the effect of non-
sampling errors, but does not reflect any systematic 
biases in the data. The estimation of standard errors in 
this survey has been patterned after the corresponding 
Labour Force Survey model.2 

The standard error of average income is provided 
for most distributions in this report. It can serve as a 
rough indicator of the precision 3  of the corresponding 
estimate of average income, if interpreted as shown 
below. The chances are about 68 out of 100 that the 
difference between a sample estimate of average in-
come and corresponding census figure would be less 
than the standard error. The chances are about 95 
out of 100 that the difference would be less than twice 
the standard error and about 99 out of 100 that it 
would be less than two and one half times as large. For 
example, the standard error of average income for fani-
ilies in the Atlantic Provinces is given in Table 2 as $206 
and the estimated average income is $11,647. The es-
timated average income plus/minus twice the standard 
error will contain 95% of the time the average obtained 
if the total population were enumerated, i.e., the 95% 
confidence interval for average family income in the 
Atlantic Provinces is the range from SI 1,235 to $12,059.

Relationship of Income Estimates to the 
National Accounts 

The income concept used in this report is similar 
to the money income received by private households 
as measured in the personal income series in "National 
Accounts, Income and Expenditure". Personal income 
is the total current income of individuals and private 
non-commercial institutions, such as charitable orgalIi-
zations and universities.4  Personal income includes 
imputed income as well as monetary income. Among 
the imputed items are labour income received in kind, 
imputed rents of owner-occupied houses, and imputed 
banking services to individuals. Furthermore, some of 
the income components of the personal income series 
are not received directly by families and individuals 
during the year. Among such items are employer con-
tributions to social security and pension funds, the in-
vestment income of life insurance companies and the 
investment income of industrial pension funds. The 
inclusion of such items in the National Accounts intro-
duces differences in concepts between the Accounts 
uid this survey. On the other hand, certain income

La défmnition du revenu employee ici correspond a 
celle du revenu en espèces des ménages privés utilisée dans 
Ia sdrie sur Ic revenu des particuliers de la publication 
"Comptes nationaux, revenus et dépenses". Le revenu des 
particuliers est Ic revenu courant global des particuliers et 
des établissements privés non commerciaux comne les or-
ganismes de charité et les universit6s4 .

Besides differences in concepts, the two series 
also differ as to coverage. The survey estimates exclude 
income of families and persons whose income originates 
mainly in military pay and allowances and also incomes 
of inmates of institutions, persons residing on Indian 
reserves, Canadian residents temporarily abroad and fam-
ilies resident in the Yukon and Northwest Territories. 

In aggregate survey estimates of the comparable 
income components (sum of wages and salaries, net in-
come from self-employment, investment income and 
transfer payments) are within 5% of the corresponding 
National Accounts aggregate after adjustments. As in 
the past, the survey estimates for some income com-
ponents are better than for others. The reconciliation is 
very close for wages and salaries. On the other hand, 
some transfer payments (unemployment insurance 
benefits and miscellaneous government transfers) are 
underestimated: total transfers in aggregate account for 
four fifths of transfer payments in the adjusted per-
sonal income series. Investment income and net income 
from self-employment are also underestimated with the 
former accounting for about two-thirds and the latter 
for about four fifths of the corresponding components 
in the adjusted personal income series. In total, the dif -
ferences may not appear to affect the end product to 
any substantial degree but the analytic usefulness of 
some of the income components is lessened because of 
these discrepancies.
