IN spite of a la rmis t stories, tlie absence of ffold exports invi ted a 
buyitjg movemen t at the end of the week, whtch does not 

appear to have wholly spent itself. The buyiog in the Gould 
stocks is saîd to have causes outside of sympathy with the genera l 
movement , a n d in fact it even Inoks as if t hey will set the pace a n d 
the others will follow their lead. I t wouid, however , be unwise to 
look for any large speculative moveraent , íor the reason t ha t the 
banks have ah-eady given indicationa of an in teut ion to check it, 
slîoiild one proniise toa r i se . The u n d e r c u r r e n t is very s t rong, as 
can be seen f rom tlie quickness wi th wliich prices ral ly from 
depression. This will protect va lues ao long as the calanii t ies wi th 
which wel l -koown houses t h r ea t en t h e marke t as a resul t of cur-
rency condit ions do not occur ; bu t the best t ha t can he hoped for l'or 
some t ime is a see-saw motion domina ted r a the r by s t reng th than 
weakness . unless the punlic should take fr ight a t the prophecies of 
evil t ha t a r e now be ing made . 

PROFESSOR A N D R E W S ' apeech oa Thursday before the In te r -
nat ional Moneta iy Conference wae admirab le , but it 

expounded r a the r w h a t the position of tbis c o u n t r y on t h e 
silver quest ion shouiii he, t han exaccly w h a t it is. Cer ta in iy , it 
had a very ditferent r iug froni t ha t of the u t lerancea mos t fre-
quent ly heard upon our silver policy; and , too, it looked in a 
dift'erent directioti . It lacked par t icu la r ly the d r a m a t i c bravo 
spirit , whicb frora t inie to t i m e u rges thia coun t ry to t a k e an 
isolated position r ega rd ing ailver. Said Professor Andrews : " W e 
wiil parc company wi th Asia and South Amer ica r a lhe r t h a n wi th 
you (Enrope). W e wiU not forever cont inne aione the task of sns-
ta ing tbe price of si lver ." In I rn th th is connt ry has no th ing to 
gain, ei ther in this m a t t e r of silver, ur in commerce , or 
In immigra t ion by isoiation from the rest of the wor ld . 
I t is foliy to p reach the doc t r ine ; and w§ regre t to say 
i t is apparen t ly ga in ing in some qua r t e r s a pernicions 
popular î ty . Tlie Uni ted States is not an Asiat ic coun t ry , 
and caiiuot aft'ord to tolerate an Asiat ic policy. The civilized world 
at present has pronounced posit ively agains t Bimeta l l í sm. Great 
Bri ta iu is monometa l l ic beyoud convers ion. G e r m a u y s tands í i rmly 
wi th her , Aust r ia only recently a t a g rea t cost placed he r mone-
t a r y system upfin a gold basis, F rance has no suppor t to give ns , 
and uow tliere is taik of even Ind ia r eve r t ing to goUl. Correct as 
the position of the U n ted S ta tes may be on the silver quest ion, 
w h a t cati we do in the face of adversecoud i t ions such as these'i' Is 
n o t P r o f e s s o r A n d r e w s ' position the wise one—to stay wi th Europe 
for the t ime being, leaving the probieui to be workcd out by inter-
nat ional expe r i ence î W e can cer ta in ly s land w h a t Europe can . 
As Professor Andrews said: " The evils of a fluctuating exchange 
which beaet E n g l a n d in her commerce w i t h I d ia we also exper-
ience in our t r ad ing witli our neares t neighbors , hu t we a re deter-
mi ed not to acccmplisb a desirable end a t tlie lerrible cost of 
opening a s imilar chasm be tweeu oureelves and the nat ions 
of Europe ." This is tlie wise coucse ; par t icular ly so 
as even this c o u n t r y wi th in itEelf is radical ly divided 
in opinion about silver. Nei ther should we overiook t h e recent 
great increase in t h e product ion of the South African gold mines . 
T H E R E C O R D AND GUFDE pubiished stat ist ics on this point the week 
before )ast, which showed t h a t the R a n d t ia now p roduc ing at the 
ra te of $95,000,000 wor th of goid annua l ly , whi le conservat ive 
expercs place the probable product ion tîve years lience at twice t ha t 
amoun t . Duving the last ten years , the gold product ion of the 
Uni ted States has not averaged over thirty-five mill ions. Indeed, 
om- own silver tuines oan scarcely show so grea t an e n l a r g e m e n t of 
o u t p u t in 80 short a t ime as the Sou th Ai r ican gold mines doj a n d 

TH E recommendat ion which the Preaident makes in liis message, 
for the control of qua ran i ine hy tlie nat ional author i t ies , is 

one wbich should receive hear ty popular support . Onr e-vperi-
ence last s u m m e r surely made it qui te clear t h a t au ef ect ive 
qi iarant ine could no t be maintain'^d in the case of a severeepidemic 
by the n u m b e r of unre la ted S a te a n d local Boards of Heal th , eacli 
w o r k i n g according to aomewha t dif e ren t niethod,-j, a n d al! w í th 
unequa l eí iciency a n d unequal re :oiu'ces. Seaboaril qua ran t îne is 
not a local affair. The heal th of Ihe en t t re coun t ry is con-
cerned in the efBcîent admin is t ra t ion of adequate protect ive 
regula t ions a t even the smallest port of en t ry . Sutlicient medical 
skill, and ample resources, proper ly directed, shonkl be ava lable 
whe reve r needed, independent of any merely local r cqu i remenls . 
But m o r e than all th is , to secure the u tmost efHciency, tho qua ran-
t ine systeni of the coun t ry should be a unifîed system, all its par t s 
co-ordinated and in direct relat ion wi th a centra l an thor i ty . W e 
pointed out last week w h a t was the proper field for local ac t iv i ty 
in qua ran t ine ma t t e r s . Local Boards of Heal th should exis t even 
in smal l towns , and these could complete and secure the work done 
by t h e nat ional gove rnmen t , by keeping s t r ic t survei l lauce on 
imni ig ran t s t h a t have been al lowed to pa.'is the .seaboard line, unt i l 
all danger of disease is paesed. This is real ly thc most impor tau t 
work of qua rau t ine . As things were last summer , if cbolera bad 
broken ouc in a n y one of hundreds of our cities, smail towns a n d 
villages of some sî íe, the disease would have had the fulJest scope. 
No medical or hospital organiz^t íon of any kind ex i s t ed ; no 
ambulance , no equ ipment for fumigat ion. The safety of the 
coun t ry depended upon the worb of a nuniber of inefficient, local 
medica l oíBcera at loggerheads wi th the nat ional author i t ies . 

A Oitj's BusiuesH. 

A SPECI .vL comm ttee of the Glasgow corporat ion lias, it Í8 
announced , been appointed to consider how far the corpora-

tion can wi lh advan lage to the city înst i tute a depar t inen t for 
receiving deposits on short notice bear ing a modera te ra teof interest . 
Thi8 is, wc believe, the first t ime il haa been seriously proposed t ha t 
mun cipalities should add bank ing to IheJr other services to the 
public, and the proposal baa aroused cousiderable discussion in 
Eng land . S t range aa it m u s t seem to people íii this ci ty, the pro-
poaal has not been denounced as '" uudemocra t ic , ' ' " tHicialistic," or 
as outtíide the proper sphere of munic ipa l act ion. Euglish people 
believe aeriously t h a t a munic ipa l eorporat ion is like any other 
corporat ion—organized not for the piirpose of ac t ing ou ••'demo-
cra t i c , " and avoid ing '" socialisiic " priiiciples, bu t for the purpose 
of being of financiai assistance to the sharel iolders . Consequent ly 
the proposal is being discussed by its advocates in order to show 
tha t it is based on aHrue economy, and by its opponents in order to 
show tba t it is based on a false economy. Ifc seems to us wor th 
whi le to summar ize the/ l iscushion in one of t h e leading Engl i sh 
newspapers in order to >bow n w h a t spiri t a nia t ter of this k ind 
o u g h t to be deal t w i th . 

P re sumab ly it is with i heama l l savings of the laxpayera tha t it ia 
proposed to d e a l : a n d it is obvious t ha t unless the municipat i ty is 
prepared to pay a higher ra te of in te ies t t hau is obta inable from 
fche savings banka, they can confer no grea ter advan tage on these 
peopie than ihose they a l ready enjoy. In one respect it m a y be 
aaid t h a t the munic ipa l i ty can afford to pay more than the savings 
banks . W h e n it has to borrow l'or public works it has to pay 3 i^ 
per cenfc for its loans, and if ifc couid supply i ts needs by borrowiug 
from the t axpayers it could pay i ha t rate—subject , of course, to a 
deduct ion for t h e work ing expenaes of its b a n k i n g depar tment— 
w i t h o u t incur r ing any loss. The governmen t , on tbe other hand , 
does not pay the savings banks luore than 2''^ per cent. becanse it can 
go into tbe ii iarket and borrow at t l iat ra te . So far, therefore, it 
wou ld appeai as if t h e municipal i ty could outbid the aavinga 
banks . Other th iugs , however , mus t he taken into account . The 
munic ipa l i ty could under n o condi t ions sink tbe wbole of the 
deposita lodged wi th it in public works , for which i t h a s n o w t o 
borrow money . A cer ta in percentage would have to be kept io 
b a n d to mee t possible d e m a n d s for r epaymen t . In the case of tbe 
sav ings b a n k s t b i s reserve of unused mouey is exceedingly smal l , 
the in-inciple acted upon being as Cousols can be sold a t any 
momenfc they are pract ical ly equal lo casli. The munic ipa l i ty 
could uot ac t upon auch a priuciple. In tbe event of a run its 
securitiea would be a lmost u n mark e t ab l e . I i it ia to do deposit 
bank ing business. therefnre, it mus t do as all other pr ivale deposit 
banks do—keep a cer ta in portioii of ita drposita in cash 
and iîi g o v e r n m e n t securit ies. Anil if llie rcnia nder we ie 
e m p l o j e d for city purposes, the a inoun t eanied upon the 
whole funds would no t enable it to pay any appreciably Iiigher 
r a t e s l h a n t h e g o v e r n m e r t savings banks now do. The journa l 
coucludes consequently t ha t n municipaliLy acLing aa a bankpr 
would not be able to do for smal l depositora mo ie than the govern-
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m e n t is a l ready doing. I t believes, however , t ha t the city m i g h t 
help small investors by m a k i n g a i m i l a r a r r a n g e m e n t s f o r t h e i n v e s t -
m e n t of amall sums iu thei r bonds as the post-office does for the 
inves tment of small sums in Cousols. The fact t ha t a large number 
of t axpayers would be personally interested in the finances of the 
ci ty would cer ta inly be of g rea t advan tage ; and while the small 
investors would get a higher r a t e of iuterest on their money than 
Í8 afforded by the Consols, thei r asaistance would help to create .1 
bet ter demand for the bonda, and ao would improve Ihe credi t of 
the local au tbor i ty . A m u t u a l beneíit would thus be conferred, 
and if the City of Glasgow can br ing abou t sucU au a r r a n g e m e u t 
some good m i g h t result . 

W e have nofc summar ized this discussion because we believe it to 
be conclusive, or because we th ink t ha t New York ought to go into 
t h e banking bisine.ss. W e do no t wish to m a k e a n y r e m a r k on 
municipaí banking, except i ha t the second suggestion offered 
above mighfc possibly be wor tb the consideration of the govern-
mente of some of our eastern cities. The argumenfc is. given as a n 
il lustration of the way iu which these questiona ough t to be dis-
cussed. Some years ago it waa frequentiy poinied out iu this c i ty 
t ha t municipal goverumenfc was bus ines sand not politica ; but in 
the current discussions of the metboda of municipal administrafcion 
it far more often assumed tha t m u n i c i p a l g o v e r n m e u t ia politics 
and not business. The wri ters apply, unhesitaLingly, theories about 
t h e l imitat ions of S ta te functions to the aolution ( f municipal 
problems. W i t b many of t h e m it is a dogma tha t the Sta te can 
ac t only at ihe espeiise of the individual . Consequently they 
aasume tha t the municipal i ty can ac t only a t the expense of ihe 
individual , and they declai-e t ha t the extenaion of munic ipat func-
tions is an insidious a t tack upon persoual freedom and ao on. Now 
w e a re not diacussing a t present the theoretical deflnition 
of the relat ion betweeu ihe individual and the Sia te . 
W e wiah only to insiat t ha t the relat ion between the 
municipal i ty and tbe individual is someth ing very different from 
t h e relat ion between the State a n d tlie iudividual . I t is one of the 
defects in the polit ical wr i t ings of Herbe r t Spencer , for insfance, 
t h a t he makea no distinction between the Sta te a n d the mun ic -
pal i ty in thei r r e l a t i o u t o the individual , jusfc as he makes no dis-
t inct ion between the gove rnmen t aud the Sta te . Yet , obviously, 
we would permi t our municipal governments to ã o m u c h tha t we 
would no t altow our Sta te or na t iona l goveruiuents to do. Peopie 
asaembled together in a city have m a n y common interests 
which they do nofc share wi th people outside the ci ty. 
I n genera l , ic is the fuuct ion of the munioipal g )v -
e r u m e n t to represent those common iuteresta ; a n d j u s t 
because of tbe compactness of the interests involved 
our local authori t ies muat do more for us t han our Sta te or nat ionai 
authori t ies . One is not commi t ted to the nationaliziition of inter-
s ta te or in t e rmura l ra i lways , because one favors the muuicipal iza-
tion of c i ty ra i lways. Whi le some of the considerat ions involved 
i n the two cases a re the same, others are ut ter ly differeni; a n d it ia 
j u s t chat dif erence which gives poinE to t h e a r g u m e n t s in favor of 
î h e extension of cily functions. I t is jus t fchat difference which 
makes t h e extension a biisiness m a t t e r in which we a re all 
interested. A mnnic ipa t i ty canno t escape rssponsibil i ty when 
theae common interests a re used by pr ivate corporat ions 
for the benefit of their shareholders . Let ns r emem-
ber t ha t when a gas company exploits the people of 
a city for tbe purpose of pay iugd iv idends o n a n enormously watered 
stock, the city corporat ion ia reaponsible for t h e swindl iug , because 
it is accomplished wi th the aasistance of privitegea g ran ted by the 
municîpal i ty . In the aame way, if a pr ivate company should pur-
chase ihe franchise for the Broadway u n d e r g r o u n d road, and con-
sequently be able twenty-five years from n o v t o reap enormous 
proflis, the municipal i ty woutd be a parfcy fco the defrauding of its 
own citizens. The iuterfereuce of ilie mimicipat i ty in fcheae raatters 
is not an actiou t rumped up to meet a par t icular emergency. I t is 
the ou tg rowth of tbe most impor tan t condit ions in our moderu 
cities—conditions wh icb it is folty a n d reckless waste to ignore, 

r IAHAT a syndicate of capitaliats is t ry ing to biiy the Brooklvu 
-*- s t r ee t ra i tways i sno t su rp r i s ing , forcapi ta l i s t sare I ieginningto 

reahze w h a t au enormous source of profit the s t reet ra i lways are . 
But iu case such a syndica te does obtain coraplece coutrot in 
Brooklyn, we shatt be iuterested to no l icehow ifcwllt g e t a i o n g with 
tbe Board of Aldermen of tba t cily. This Board represents the 
people of Brooktyu iu all thcse ma t t e r s , and has the r ight , since the 
Oantor Ac t waa repealed, in respect of Brooktyn to dispose of the 
fraucbises for s t reet railwayE. Immedia te ly after obcaining this 
r ight , the Common Council iudicated the use whjch it waa going 
to pu t it to by g ran t ing a f raucb se, free, to a company 
organized by tbeir friends, a l though another company had 
offered $35,00u for the same francbi te . W h e n they were 
cnt ic ised for this not aitogetlier creditable act ion, tbe Presi-

•dent of the Eoard , bimself a s tockbolder in the favored 
corporation, defended his associates on tlie g rouud fchat tbe 
soft opporfcunities in the way of Brooklyn ra i lways ough t nofc to be 

g r a n t e d t o f o r e i g n corporat ions. I t will be seen t h a t thÍB r e m a r k 
indicated a c e r t a i n pre judice on the pa r t of the disinterested ci ty 
oíHcial towards j u s t the k ind of syndica te t ha t is now t i y i n g to in-
vest ra ther liberally in these propert ies , a n d the subsequent dealinga 
between t h e Common Council aud the ayndicate will 
be very ins t ruct ive . One t h ing we a re ve ry aure of, 
the Common Council will suppty the ayndicate wiLh al l 
the r a i lways i t wan ta to buy ; and the capitalista m a y find tha t it is 
aa difflcult to get control of all the ra i tways in Brooklyn as Com-
modore Vanderb i l t found it difficutt to obtain control of Er ie w h e n 
Mesars. Gould & Fisk were p r in t ing as much stock as he cared to 
buy . In t r u t h Brooklyn is an excel lent place to obaerve the suc 
cess which a t teuds all efforts to keep na lu ra l monopolies out of 
" p o l i t i c s . " No Brooklyni te ever hints a t ai y th ing like munic ipa l 
coDtrol; and the people look wi th equanimi ty on act ions by their 
officials w h ch in a leas ha rdeued ci ty would provoke violent 
opposition. 

TH A T pa r t ' o f the repor t of ihe Secretary of the nter ior t h a t 
deats w i th Pensions canno t be read, we a re sure , by any intel-

l igent citizeu wi thout feelings of g rea t uneasiness. Such a t re -
mendous money t ransact ion in patr iot ism, involvîng this y e a r a b o u t 
$156,000,000, even if justified by every r ighteous consideration, 
would be f raught w i t h danger and wouid require jea lous wa tch-
ing. Financia l re la t ionship, save one of sir ict cont rac t , be tween 
a l a r g e body of citizcna a n d t h e governmeu t , hae debauched more 
than one Sta te wi th disastrous consequences. H a d our pension list 
been increased to i ts preseut cotosaa! proport ions wi th evidences of 
caut ion to prolect the larger interests of l axpayers and c o m m i t 
them to uo larger cha rge than could just ly be pu t upon them, t h e 
Secretary 's figures would not be regarded with qui te ao m u c h sus-
picion aa they are ; b u t everybody k u o w s tha t of late the people 's 
raoney has been voted a w a y w i t h o u t a n y considerat ion or pause , in 
a ready m a n n e r w h i c h has looked suspiciousty like the biggest 
a t t e rap t in hiatory to purcbase votea. The Cleveland admin is t ra t ion 
shoald investigafce the enfcire Pension system. 

Iii?estmeiits.—Good aiid Bad. 
There was a little too mucb zeal in the buying of Gould atocks. on the 

news of the demise of the man for wbom they are called. Tbe advance 
tbiscaused wasfortunately not mucb, or tbe consequent reaction would 
havebeen serioua. No more cutting epitapb could have been composed -i 
tban tbis general.belief that Mr. Goutd's dealb meant better prices for bis 
ownBecurÍties;thatof Rochester's, on Kiug Charles 11 , was barmlesscom-
pared to tbe heartless sigh of relief Wall Street gave, when assured that 
the band that at one time had beeu so potent was still and powerleas for 
ei tberbarm or ood. Mucb of tbetallî tbat ave expressiou totbisfeelirg 
wasindecent. Not ODÍy vras i tsaid tbat the Gouid Btocks would benefit 
by fbis event, but tbere were attempts in other quarters to bull issuea, aa 
spECulatÍve as any Mr. Gould ever controlled, aud by pairties who bave 
lacked "o uuserupulousness which may be attacbed to the memory of tbe 
ma just gone, tbough tbey Jacked something of bis ability aod mucb of 
bis opportunity. They have imitated wben tbe circumstancea vvere differ-
ent, but wantÍDg tbe geniusto see that tbe action required the circum-
Btances for success, fortunately for tbe public iuterest, failed. 'Very mucb 
of the talk heard on tbe etreet, for the last week, suggests the idea of some 
minor and uuconverted brigands congratulatinfr the commu ity on the 
m'^ral Iwneflts to result from tbe death of their chief aud mirror. 

But all tbe same it must be admitted tbat tbe Gould stocbs will grad-
ually take on a new cbaracter. l a consider ng them no one will in 
future need say, aa bas been said tbousands of times, wben tbe ÍDvest-
ment advantages of Western Union have been mentioned: one never 
knows what Goud will do. These properties can now be considered with-
out tbe tbought of one mau and bia antecEdents dominatiug them, Some 
of them went tbrough tbe wild stage years ago, aDd woutd be now in 
the investment closs but for tbat fear. No o.ae of theiu could be controlled 
uow by any one withoufc regard to a large iavestment, the direct property 
of the mauaeement, so tbey are more likely to be worked for wbat tbey 
tbemselves will actually brÍDg to tbe stock. Take Manbattan for 
example. The decision of tbe Pederai court relieved ît from tbe fears of 
continuous aud embarrassi g clainis for damages, and immediatetv put it 
into tbe iuvestment class. Tbe people who now control have to proteot 
an immeaae money ioterest realizable at any moment in tbe market if 
they wisb to sell. New conlrollers could only come in by payment of 
actual caah, and wbícb iuvestnnent they wouid of courae deslre to pro-
toct, and in doing so must protect all the tock. Looking at tbe value 
of the Mauhattan fraochiae, perhapa tbe greatest and best protected cor-
porate privilege in the world, it ia very easy tobecome entbusiasticover^ 
tbe future of the stock, and not uureasonable to believe tbat the dreama 
of fcbe late Cyrus Fieid about i6 will be realized whenever Americao 
.aecurities are relieved of the disadvantages tbey now labor under as a con-
sequence of currency difficulties. 

Westera Union is a stoe tbat ougbt to be în tbe investmeDt claas, and 00 
doubt wilt be one day. Just a t the moment there are ooe or two thSnga 
that preveut it. Oae is tbe fear tbat the flfty thouaand 
shares beld by tbe Baltimore & Ob o Railroad Company may 
come upon tbe market a t any moment; aDOther ia the fact 
that the compa y has a aimilar amouot iu its treasury autborized, and 
whieh may be issued at any time; and a third is tbal, tbe compaoy haa 
justissued to its stocfeboldorseighty-sis thousand shares, wbich ar j'now 
fiuding their plaee in tbe market. On the other hand, tbe co*,npany has 
eontrol of tbe telegrapbic facilities of sixty-five millions ot people, tbe most 
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active and eommercia! ÍD the world. I t has very little oppoaition, and can 
easily meet any Ibat may aríse. Tbe greatest danger of this would be in 
new territory, but no other corporation eould afford tbe espense of hold-
ing new territory whicb eould not nay for years io the face of the opposi-
tíon of Westeru Union wifcb its orgaoization perfected aa it is. Tbe time 
may come wheo the . government will take cootrol of the teiegrapbic 
facilítiea of tbe country; that is, bowever, looking a long way abead, aod 
if it aboutd come, the then owners would bave to be compensated. The 
science that gíves us eteetric eommunieatioQ ia making rapid atrides, so 
tbatProf. Crooke's "bewildering poasibility" of teiegraphy w cbout wires, 
posts, eables. or many otber of tbe costly oecessary appliancea may come, 
but tbere wiU always be appliaoces of some sort and orgaoization will be 
neeessary, and tbe Western Union Company is in a batier position to keep 
up witb the requireniaots of tbe day than any competttor tbat bas stil! to 
tako up the runníng could be. 

Of Miasouri Pacific and the otber Suuthwestern raib'oods tbat are 
aasociated wttb tbe late Mr, Gould's name and geoius, it is uot so easy to 
speak , They beÍQgsubiject to theconsequeneesof eompetitíoo from whicb 
Manhattan aud Western Union aro free, and perhaps sufEering the coose-
quenegs of Mr. Gould's autipathies iu tbe railroad world, have not beeu so 
successful. Wbile ManbattaD and WesteiT. UDÍOU have been advaneÍDg, 
tbe Gould Soutbwesteru railroads bave declined aod settled dowu ioto tbe 
mire. Missouri PaciHc has sbown better earninga tbis year, but uot suíEL-
cient to warrant the bope tfaat it cau overcyme tbedeficienciescif last year. 
All ovei'the Southwesb operatiiig^espenses arebeeomiug beavier oniog to 
tbe origioal construction being uuequal to tbe demands of tbe businers 
doiog oow, and tbis involves larger prnportiODate expeDditures for rcpairs 
aod renewals aud may eventually reqnira oew cipitalization for essBDtial 
additions. Moreover, ít is weil known that the Miaaouri Pacific is indebted 
to its officers, and espscially to tbe estate of Mr. Gould, for large advances, 
aod these willrequiredi pDsal before thBstockcanbecomemoreattractiveto 
buyers. But so far as Mr. Gould's p°rsonal ambition, autipathies and 
prejudices were a deterrent to maintenaneB of paying rates for busÍDess in 
tbe Soutbwest, it may fairly be hoped that tbe situation is now to that 
extent improved. 

Let the City Build and Own the Road. 
THAT I S T H E PBE'VAILI JG SENTIMEHT NOW AMONG THE P B O P L E MOST 

n E E F L Y I t JTBEESTED IN THK SUCCESS O F THE UMnERGROUND, E L E C -

TBIC, K A P I D TEANSIT E A I L R O A D SCHEME. 

As the time draws oear for the saie of tbe underground rapid fíransít 

railioad fraaeliise it appears iocreasingly doubtful tbat a sale will be 

effeeted at this flrst offerÍDg. One of tbe Comm ssioners said to the reporter 

tbat he b tieved there would be at least two bids reeeived afc tbe sale ou 

December 29th, but be would or could vouchsafe oo ioformation as to tbe 

direction or companits from which tbey would come. I t was also remarked 

by aeveral parsons during the week that tbe death of Jay Gould bad some-

wbat improved tbe chaDces for a sale. Tbe fear of bis displeasure tbat 

deterred many from eonsidBring tbe matter bad been meastirably re-

moved hy his deafch; but there stiil remaioed the probable hostility of tha 

eievated railroad company, aod the dreadof tbis wouldrestrain mauy wbo 

migbt otberwise take a faaod in tbe enterprise. In tbis rcspecb Jay Gould 

seems to have left an nflaential gbost bÍDi surviving. 

On the other hand, as tbe citizeus of New York who are most deeply 
ioterested ioquire more thoroughiy into tbe matter, the sentiment in 
favor of city ownersbíp and construction by tbe present or a similar Com-
missiOD, becomeamore widespreadaod popular, TbBre is no doubt about 
theexistenceof a prejudiee against tbe further extension of city owuer-
sbip over tbe larger oatural moncpilies. But when all is said tbat ean be, 
the fact remains tbat it is oniy a prejudice, aod when the fac s and eon-
ditions areouce giveo proper eonsideratiou tbe prejud CB gives way to 
common senae. One of the bug-a-boos tbat baunt tbe imaginaiions of 
those wbo are not ofcherwise oppo ed to the sebeme of city coDStruetion 
aud ownershíp, is tbefear oíextendiug tbBpower of Tammany Hall.' An 
encouragÍDg tbought for aucb people was given timely voiee by William J. 
Gaynor, of Brooklyo, a t the Consolidatioo meeting in the Brooklyo Real 
Estate Excbaoge, ou Wednesday evening. Mr. Gaynor had juat charged 
Brookiyn witb a lower aeotiment^cjoceruÍDg local government tban any 
othereity in this country,or civiiiaed Europe. and eontinued: 

" I do not say this ín any seose of diseredit to the people of Brooklyn or 
to tbeir inteltigence. On tbe contrary, tbe reasoo does not lie there. As I 
have already reminded you, the best part of our people in enterprise, braius 
and skill go to Wew York every day. Tbey have tbeir eapital iovested 
tbere; tbey earry on busiuess and work there; in a word, tbey earn their 
bread aod the breadof tbeir families there, and eoDsequently aud inevit-
ahly their heads and their hearfcs are fcbere, aod Brooklyu aud her affairs 
are only secondary witb tbem, if tbey thinl of them at all. 

" Hence comes the low ebb of public spírit aod aentiment in Brooklyn 
eoDcernÍDg local govBmmeDt, wbich is the greateat mitfortuoe a city can 
suffer from. 

" Oo tbe other band, local public seutiment runs bigb in NBW York City. 
Wedo great mjust ce to.that city if we do not take noto of the advatee in 
good government tbere brought about by public sentiment. In tweutv 
yeara we bave seaD public senliment in New York City impeach two 
judgesof ber higbest courba, drive otbers from tbebench, indict many public 
officials, from Mayor down to Alderman; at various times coDVÍet and 
send to prison severa! officlala of tbe higbest and lowest degrees, and drive 
înto e ile and to deatb all over tbe worid corrupt politieians and officiala, 
and In tho sarae time drive out of power or cause a ehange in political 
Jeadership of the domioant party, 1 beiieve, four times. 

*' As a stril og illustration, wben the Legislature last winter passed in a 

burry a biil íor a speedway througbtbe Central Park and tbe Governor 
signed it io qual baste, almost before it reached bis desk, publie sentiment 
in New York City, manifested in ouly cne public meetinp, compelled its 
repeal within, I beiieve. ten days. Political leaders over there do not s t 
down io tbe faeeof public m'otest ai]d say, 'Ob, uever mind; ít will blow 
over.' They bave bseo taughttoo many lessons of its force. Tbey get up 
aod eonform to it quickiy. I am not sure tbat public seDtimenfc is cot more 
powerful in líew York City fchau iu any city in the world." 

Estended ioquiry aniODg tbose wbo ars most deeply iuterested in tfae 
rapid tranait questiou—tbe owners of laud and operative builders tbrougfa-
out tbe eily, reveals a growiug seutiment iu favor of municipal ownersbip, 
and it is uot too mucb to say tb it there will be but little disappoiutment 
amoDg these peoplo if the attempt to sell. or give away, this valuable fran-
cbise on December 21ttb shall not succeed. 

AmongmaDysimilaresprossions, our limited space forbidding the use 
of aii of tbem this week, we report fcbe followiog : 

Mr. P. R HoughtOD, oue of Ihe be=t known OWDBI-S of propevty on the 
Boulevard and ín variotis portions of tbe Wesfc Side, and øn activo worker 
ÍD every ejuiae lookiug to the botteiment of tbe city, dedared himself 
strongly iu favor o£ the cODstrnctÍou of the clcctric uudergrouud road, 
and qui 'eassírongly in opposition to nuy invasion of the Boulevard or 
Broadway by an eJevated .ailroad. Mr. Houghton is quite as directly in-
terested iu tbe sobject of rapid traDsit asany oue. aud from years of ex-
perience wiib tbe work of tbe elevated railro ds and surface ear .systems, 
i squ i teas wcllquulifled to j udgeas to the merits cf the various systems 
proposed. He said : " Thero eau he no question as to the desirabilifcy of 
this underground road. fc is better calculated to suit the requirements of 
tbe western parfc of tbe city tbrougbout ifcs eutire length tbao any-
thiog else that has beeu proposed. 1 have followed tbe 
coursBof T H E RECORD AND G D I D E Í U relation to this uudertaking and 
agree witb ib perfectly. The plan for tbe eoDstructÍOD of tbe road by the 
R' pid Transít CoiomisssoD as a city enterprise meets my entire approval. 
Of course, tbe Commission bas bad Do otber eourse cpeu to it tban ihat 
which is iaid down tn the law, and wbieb it is pursuing DOW, ÍD offerÍDg 
the fraDehise for sale at public auetion. And if the fraocbise is sold on 
the 29lh of December that wilt dispose of the matter and tbe road will be 
bu lt aud owned by a private corporatiou. But if, as seems hkely, the 
fraocbise is not sold, there woutd naturally be an adjournment of the sale 
for two montbs or ao, aad tbe CommissioDers would probably readvertiae 
tbe saÍB with perhap* some m diacation of tbe terais of sale. Tben would 
be tho opportunity of the citizecs t'> come forward and demand ot the 
Legislature tbat modi catiou of the law wbicb will be necessary to 
empower bbe Commission to go abead witb tOB coostruction 
as a muDÍciijal enterprise. I t migbt not pay very largely at first, 
but tbere la no doubt but tbat within a very short time it would become 
tbe city's most valuable asset. I t is time tbat all this ooEseuse about city 
ownersbip of tbese natural mouopolies sbould cease. If tbe city can buy 
andown and maoaga our park aysteiu'^ and our water supply systems 
and our barbor f ront and dook systems, wby shouid it not own tbe main 
transit system at least, even if its operation was leased for contiouÍEg 
pBriods o£ ten years or so as tha ferry privileges are now leased. The 
revenuBs of the city from theae various francbiaes are rapidly ÍDcreasiug 
and go a long way towards payÍDg the cost of the munieipal govemmenfc. 
Tbis is ODB of tbe most attractive features of the metrcpolis. A low rate 
of tasatioD and a constantly inereasiug municipal wealtb are tbe stroogesfc 
ÍDducBmBnta to commerce, manufaelures, trede aud fioanee to make the 
eity their headquarters. I will gladly co-opsratB in auy movement of 
citizens lookÍDg to tbe constructlon and owDershipof this roadbytbec i ty ," 

Mr. Cbarles Buek, the arcbitect and builder, whose interest iu Ihe aub-
jecfc of rapid transit for tbe city is esemplified in many groups aod rows 
o£ fioe residenees in various portious of the West Side, saîd he considered 
tbe underground electric railroad scbeme very flne, only he was afraid it 
would not be buiit. He was afraid it was so expensive and of so uucertHÍn 
outcome tbafc t would not be tempting tu private eapital. 

" lo tbB event of faiture in the saie oo Deeember 29tb, would you deem it 
feasible and proper for the preseot Rapid Traoait Commission to construct 
the road as a city eoterprise—tbe eity to forevor own the road in fee aod 
leaae its operation to private corporatioDs ?" Mr. Buek was aaked. 

" I certainly tbiok," was bis reply, " tbat it would be very largely in tbe 
ÍDterest of tht eity aod of the owDers of property tbroughout the eootrib-
utÍDg distriet to bave it dOEe. I sbould be vern m-iíc/i in f avor of it. I t 
can be demoustrated, I believe, tbat tbe city can build tbe road afc an 
outlay for interesfc of not more than 2J^ par cent upon the money cost of 
the work. There would be no capitalizatÍOD neoessary, beyond the aetua! 
eost of the work, and a mueb smaller income would be neceasary to carry 
tbe oDterprise over the first two or tbree years o£ doubtful profit, thao 
would be required in easeof privatecorporate ownership, Withio a few 
yeara the road would be a source of immeose proflt to the city. See what 
a source of revenue the elevated railroads are to tlieir projectors, notwith-
standing the way they bave beeu manipulated. 

"As for an elevated railroad extension up tbe Boulevard, thafc is oiit of 
the question. I t was designed and ÍDtended, wben the Boulevard was laíd 
out, that it ahoutd becomB tbe finest street in the city. It is uo less gî-eat in 
future possibilities tiow than ever it wag. The few atructures tbat uow 
existupon ít and tbat would disturb the harmony of a strictly first-class 
!ÍD8 of improvemeDts are oot, all told, worthamilhonof dollars, and would 
disappear before the march of permaneot improvements of tbe bîgber 
order that would fotlow the co structioD of tho nDderground road. With 
the uudergrouDd road, the Boulevard would fulfltl its origÍDal destiny and 
become one of the haDdsomest tborougbfares n the world—as i t is even 
now in natural endowment. But au elevafced railroad would ruin this 
prospect and prove a permaDent ÍDJury to tbe ^borougbfare and to al! 
adjoÍDÍDg property. Au elevated railroad.I eousider a detrimeDt and ao 
injury to aoy street. AII otber th ngs bemg equal, it degrades a street to 
bave an elevated railroad built in it. For instauce, if tbis elevated railroad 
(the Columbus avenue Hne), had been coustructed in Amsterdam 
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avenue, Columbus avenue properfcy would have been mucb more valuable. 
The influeoce of Ceotral Park upoo it wouid then bave eounted for some-
thiog. The c ass of improvements would have .beeu differenfc aod more in 
coEsODaoee witb the advantages of its locatioo. The elevated railroad faas 
heeo a positive detriment to the street. An underground road would 
have had no ill influencB upon it Instead of the monotonous array of 
flat housBs thafc now looks down upoo fche elevated road fchere would have 
beea churcbes and theatres, aud bandaome boteis and apartmenfc houaes, 
and club-bouses, makiog a pleasing architcctura! variety in the improve-
meot, and addmg vastly to tbe present values of tbe property. No, the 
elevated railroad must not be allowed toiutrude upou aoymoreof our 
streets. much less the Boulevard. Let the city build and own tbe uuder-
ground road, and theo rent it out to somebody to operate." 

Mr. B. F. Bomaine, Jr . , a wellknown lawyer and extensive owner of 
land on tbeBouîevard and inotber portiODsof the Wesb8ide,aaid: " There 
isnoofcher th ingornumber o£ thÍDgs so much needed in this city to-day as 
ac adequata rapid traosít system. And there is no doubt bufc fcbat the 
altemative fco the construetion of this underground road is the exteosion 
and espausiOD of the elevated railroad syatem n new streets and eapeciaUy 
tbrougb tbe Boulevard. Indead tbere ia, if I am not mistaken, an appliea-
tioD by tb's elevated railroad company on file with theRapid Transit Com-
missioo Dow for ao extenaion of tbat system from Broadway at 33d atreet 
up through Broadway and the Botdevard to Kingabndge. Now I do not 
tbink the peopie of this city wiU view with any toleration the encroaeh-
ments of the elevated railroads upou any more of our streets. They work 
a positive ÍE jury to the abuttmg property, ao injury which coutinues for 
all time and is never paid for. The property la ruined for many uses by 
tbe elevated roads and ia by so much rendered less desirable and less mar-
faetable. Of eourse rapid transit facilities ars necessary; the growth 
of the city is being seríously retarded for laek of iucreased 
and improved transit ÍÍDBS and iu its day thB elevated rail-
roads served the immediate demand, but they are outgrown 
aod in a few more years will be dîscarded us mere transieDt 
expedients. To make any elevated railroad sufficienfc for fcfae demands of 
even the immediafce presenfc, it would bave to be a four-track road, A fcwo-
track road would only iocrease fcbe aggravafcion of the present coDditioos. A D 
elevated road through the Boulevard, even a two-track strueture, would be 
an irretrievable injury to thafc avenue. Tbo people would never consent 
to it. Several years ago I thiok I sigDed a consent to tbe con=truction of 
an elevated railroad throngb tbe Boulevard, but a t that time tbe limita-
tîons of the elevated roads were not so apparent as tbey have since become, 
aud the practicability of tbe underground road had not been made so ciear 
as it appears by the work of the Rspid Traosit Commission. With the 
undergrouud road tbe Boulevard would be available for the flnest 
claes of improvements aud would probably become the most 
nofced and beaufcifu! street in tbe world. Churches and tbeatres 
would not ueed to shun it, as tbey would if a ooisy elevated railroad ran 
pagt their doora, and tbe original ideals formed for the Boulevard woutd 
be in some degree possible of realization. Tbe idea of city ownership of the 
road does some violenco to our traditions; but this is ao exceptional tbing 
—aod is surely a great publieJDeeessity— tbink it would uofc be goiog too 
far for fche city to build and owD tbe road Tes ; í would favor the city 
ownership anyway, and if the franehise is not sold at the comitig aale the 
!aw should be ameuded so as to empower and direct fche ComDoission to pro-
ceed with the construction of fche road." 

FreDch, D xon & Da Saldern, arcbitects, whose offlees are at Broadway 
and 56tb street, deelared in favor of city ownership. Mr. FrBEcb aaid: 
" Tbe undergrouEd road is theoEe to build, Any road wouid pay, but 
that isD't everythiog. The Boulevard is deaigoed to be a mode! tborough-
fare, and thÍsuGdergrouQd road will give to j i t a!I that is necessary to 
bring ít into ful! l fe and actívity, aod that ia accessibility. The elevated 
mighfcdo that too, bu t i t woull ruin the streat and limit its architecfcural 
development. Carriages, fiae fcravel, all that makes a Boulevord, as we 
uoderstaod ifc, wouid avoid tbo Boulevard if there were an Blavated railroad 
througb it, aad uuless it were a very heavy íour-fcrack structure t would 
notreoder the sarviee that tbe uudBrground road would render. Tbe 
uadergrouad r o i i migbfc uot pay very large profits a t fîrst, especially if it 
was uuder a large burdan of flsed charges, but tbere's no doubt whatever 
that witbin a few years ifc would pay immeusely, aud if fcbe cifcy is the 
owner alltbapeople will get tbebBoefit. I£ otvoed b y a private corpora-
tion the pToSta will i iure to tb î stockholders, and they wÍU ruo the road 
as the elevatei road is now bsÍQg ruQ, for all there îs in it. The cityshould 
build and own the road." 

Hoffman Broa., whoareamoug tbelargeat owners on the Boulevard, 
eaid tbe conrtmctioQ of a rapid transit raiiroad througb the West Side 
could EOt be put off aoy longer witbout serious detriment to the eity and to 
property-owDBrs, If it were a questioo now of tbe elevated railroad or no 
rapid transit they would say, by all means buiid the elevated railroad; build 
it througb the Boulevard and 5th avenue and Broadway and every otber 
street. The growfcb of tba citj required tbat the distaut seetions of the 
city he made aeeessible, and if there were uo hetter meaDs of traosit tbao 
by tbe elevated roada, they wouid say build tbe elevated roads. But tbe 
Rapid Traos t CommissioD had laid out a scbeme of electric underground 
railroad wbich would provide real rapid trauait and would not disãgure 
tbe atreeta, as the alevatei roads uudoubtedly would. " Now !et tbis uuder-
grouod road be built," aaid Mr. Hoffiman, " and ae quiekly aa poaSible. If 
the franchise sbould bs sold ou December 29tb, well and good. If it ia not 
soldthentheci tyshouldtakehold of themat ter aod build the road aod 
own it. Tbe engineera have soid the road could be built to Fort George in 
twoyears, îf necessary; well, I say it is oeeessary. Bo says everybody. 
Noff !et them build it." 

This is the sentimeofc wbich may be aaid to prevail throughout tbe Wesfc 
Side and nortbero seotioD of the eity on tbîs quest OD. The people bave 
never bad so platnly preseated to tbeir consideratioD the question of muni-
cipal asagaiastprivate cjrporate proprietorship of auy great enterprise 
as it is in couueotioa with this rap i i trausit railroad enterprise. 

AtteDtioo hae been direct«d to the example of the elevated railroads. 
Includfng the Easfc and West Side lioes there are 33.4 mtlea of these roads on 
Manhattan Island. Tbeir origínal coat was about 138,000,000, They are 
funded for over 163,600,000 oow, with a margiu ÍOT iocrease'of $34,000,000 
more, io the shape of authorized but unissued bouda and stocks. Last year 
these roads transported 196,714,199 paasengers. They earned and reeeived 
$9,846,709.95, and expended for all operatiug expenses and maioteoaDce 
$4,975,141.07, leavÍEg Eet earnings from operatiOE of $4.871,568.88. In 
add tion to this they reeeived for newa and advertisÍDg privileges 898,000, 
aEd for telegraph privileges $15,000, makÍDg a Eot iocomefrom all soureea of 
$4,984,563.88, or over 50 per eent of the grosa iucome from operation. Tfae 
receipt per passeoger was 5 cents, the cost per passonger S 53-100 cents and 
tbe profit per passenger 3 47-100 eents. The receipts per passeoger train per 
mile were $1.22, tbe cost 63 cents and tbe profit 60 cents. The ratio of 
profit ou its business is sfceadily inereaaÍDg. Upou a fair estîmate of its 
eost the road is earEÍng over 25 per eent net per annum. The city gets out of 
the roads ia the woy of fcaxatioo $480,488,50. If the eity had built OEd 
owned the road, it wouid be in receipt of an income from itof over $4,000,-
000 per anoum. 

Sbould the projected uuderground road cost, a t a liberal estimate, 
$50.000,000, that would cost the eity $1.250,000 a year io intereat. To-eam 
tbat mueh, at theaameeost of operation as tbe elevatedroads. would require 
the traosportation of .')2,000.000 passengers a t 5 eents each. The elevated 
roada carried 45,945,401 passengers in 1879, the firstyear of their operatioE as 
acompleted system, and 60,831,757 ÍE 1 8 8 \ The carryiug capacity of tbe 
four-track underground road would be oearly equal to all tbe existÍDg 
elevated roads, while its operatÍDg eîpeDsea would be much less in pro-
portion. aa, for instance, io the way of tieket se'lers, stationmeE and fire-
men, of which there would be only about a fourtb of tbc number omployed 
on the elcvated roads. I t will be well for tbe people to be prepared for 
the possible failure of the franchise to sell on the 29th instaut, now less 
than three weeks' distant.

Tbe eufcerprise of some of fcbe foremost merehaot builders in fcbis eity has 
msde of West S7th street, betweeo Columbus avenuB and Centra! Park 
Weat, one of the ehoicest restdence localities in tbis city. About two years 
ago tbe block was vacaot. Indeed, there hod not beeD a great deal dooe iu 
the way of improvements to establisb tbe character and yalue of tba dis ' 
ijrict east of the Coiumbus oveDue line of semi-public improvBmeDts 
bBtween 83d and 90th atreets. Accordingly the buildera bad a pretty free 
awíng. Tbey did not loog leave the distriet undisturbed. 

Tbe loy of tbe land was favorable to a bigb class of improvemeots, and 
the great loajority of those whomadei t a field of architectural e deavor 
labored to impart to it a ebaracter free from blemish, This was not 
olways easy to do, aud in aome of tbe streets tbe eupidifcy and greed of a 
few bave plantEd flat houses between rows of fine resideEces, to tbe injury 

peoplehave ever fcraveled, and by fcbe eoEatruction next spring of a eable 
rood io Columbus avenue to eonnecfc with ibe Broadway road. 

Lasb of these rows o£ fine bouses to be eompleted aud put upon tbe mor-
kefc is fcbe imposing row of four-story brownstODes whicb we illustrate in 
this conoeetion. Tbere are six o£ them, digoified, spacious, maisivB dwel!-
ings, all with box stoops tbot add so mueh to the homB feelinf aboufc a city 
bouse, ond a l of fche very best mafceríals and workmausbip. Mr. James 
LivÍBgaton, tbe builder and owuBr, is one of the best-koown moster build-
ers iu tha city. Por many years he bas praefcised hia art in West Side 
residenee couatruction, as raasonry aud bulk-coatraetor for merchant 
builders. Tbe lorge variety of his work is mauife'rted in the maoy little 
conveniencBS os wel! as tbe floor plana of bis firat essay at constructioo for 
the market. A critical inspectioo of the buildings sbows that eooscieo-
tiouswork bas been given to every dBtail. The sBÍectioo of materials 
sbows a maeter's aupervision. Mr. Livingston has personollT supBrv sed 
every delivery of moterials ond every day'e work done on his houses. tíe 
bas takeu his time about it aud the flnished buiidings show no sloveoly or 
hasty work.

of ail other property and of the street. The owners iu the block under 
considerafcioD hove unlted in reatricfcing eovenanta, limiting the use of 
this atreet entirely to first-class residences. 

How well fchis bos paid is evident io fche manoer in wh cb the street boa 
improved. Bofcb sides are builfc up solidly, wifch fche exceptioE of four Jots 
which are rigidly reatricted, with the best class of modern dwe lings, fcbe 
designs of differenfc architeets and tbe USB of different; materíals showÍEg 
in tbe fronts of the various rows in variety sufflcient to relieve fche btock of 
monotony. The formation upon wbieb thesB buildings bave been eoo-
atructed insiu-es their perfect healthfulDess. Every buiidÍEg is fouoded 
upon the aolid rock, The atreet ood otber public improvoments iu the 
vicÍDity leave iittle or notbÍDg to be desired. Tbe pavemeot in tbe section 
of 87th Btreet olluded to is perbaps the best to be found in tfae city, having 
the smoothness, cleanoess ood quiet of an aspboltmn povemeot, with as 
sure o footing ond oa enduring quality as the best gronite pavement. Tbe 
building operatioEs of tbe lost two years have required such frequeut 
cutt ag iuto it that it is to be relaid permooently in the spring. Tbe ele-
vated rood, with etotions at 81st aod 98d streeta, affords present tranait 
faciIitieB, but these ore to be vaatly improved io fche uear futiu'e by the 
conatruction of the uudergrouDd electric road through the Boulevard aod 
Broadwoy, witb an express statiou at 86th stroet, from which Wall street 
vrill be wilhin ten minutes' ride \o the mosfc comfortoble maiuier in which 

Five of the houseB are 21x58 in size, and fche aixfch 30x58, with two-story 
oud bosemeEt exteostons of 13x13 feefc. The fronts are of browEstone, 
artiatically carved, with the aecond aod third atories iu full-width oriel 
bays. A variety of hardwoodsbove been used in tbe interior trim. Tfae 
vestibulea and halls ore ot complete cabioet paoeled waioseotiog and trim, 
eveo to tbe ceiIÍDga. The storm or nigbt doors swiog into reeesses tbot 
form an attractive part of the veatibule trim. Osidized copper bardware 
leaves no potishin 5 to be dOEB. Tbe halls, diuiog-rooms. boudoir aolooos 
and bath-rooms are alt floored witb oak porquette. The hoila are spacious 
and the ataircaaes, partly screeoed bebind fretwork drop arches, ha-ps 
doublebalcony laodiogs. A!l the door and window openiogs are large, 
and the trim ond base boords are in proportioBate size. Heavy slidÍDe 
doors close thB arcbBs befcweeE tbe holl aod parlor, the parlor and dinÍDg-
room and tbe dÍDÍEg-room aud butler's pautry oo the flrat fioor, aod 
b'tween the l ibrarj aod dressÍDg-room, the dressiog-room aod bed eham-
ber. aod tbe ebamber and bath-room on the secood floor. All tbe rooms 
are spacioua and light. The dÍDÍng-rooms are oll in quartered oak, with 
mantels of very neat design. The butler's pantries are larger íban ore 
usuatly found m city faouses, and have every eoEvenieoce. 

On the secood floor is tbe library or f amily room and o spaoious sleeping 
apartment, witbboudoir dresBÍog saloon between aod bath in the exten-
sion. The bedrooms, dresaiog solooBs and bafch are all finished in birdseye 
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maple wifcb maple mantels. The dress ng saloous are luxiuious in their 
oppoiDtments. baving extra large fuÍl-lBEgtb pier plate mirrors, wide 
ItalioE marble lavatories and apacious cabinets and wardrobes. The bath 
has marble watuscotiug and floor under tbe tub and elosefc, porcelain-lioed 
tub, Eickel sauifcary piumbÍDg and French poreelaio and marble lavatory. 
A roomy wai-drobe filts ooe coroer and tbe dumbwaicer another ond 
between tham is a divao wilb French plate panei above. 

Tbe th i-d'floor is arroEged for two large bedrooms with íutermediatB 
dressÍDg-rooms, aod ball botb-room, in style similar to those of the aeeond 
floor. Syeomore and hazel have beBu employeá for the trim of theae 

floors. 
On the foorth floor ÍD three of the houses there ore fo'.u- bcdrooms, and in 

three the two front rooma have been thrown into one large bedroom, with 
morble lavatory in on adjoioiog closet. Tbere are olso a Jarge etore-room, 
batb-room and ball ctosetsou tbis fioor.wbicb is trimmed througbout in wbito 
asb. I E tbe basemeBt, tbekitcbeD ia a model o£ conveEÍeoee and conifort. I t 
isof the full widtb of the house, bas a large Beebe raoge, 8 -gaIlon coppBr 
boiler witb brass couBections, poreeioin sÍBk OD a bronze atandard, nickel 
plated, esposed hot aad cold water pipes, with stops to eootrol the service 
to every tap ÍD tbe houae. The bock of tbe range is fire-liricbed to the ceil-
iog, aud baek of the siak tbe woll is tiied froin floor to coihDg. lu tbe 
lauodry are porcelain tubs with exposed plumbing, aud a sprvauts' closet. 
Tbe billiard room, in the front, is fiaished iu oak, with ook moDtel. There 
arealso store-rooms, a refrigerator, ampie elosot ood paotiy room aud 
dumb-woiter on tbis floor. The cellor is light and dry, eemOBted and fur-
nished with a briek-in f urnace, witb galvanized iron cold-aú- duet, and a 
Bpecial siuk and water tap. 

In three of the bouses the hallsaud veatibnles are trimmed in oakAnd in 
threB io luahogany. In three tbe parlors are ÍB red mabogany, in two 
tbey are in wb te mabogany and io one tbe fiDÍsh is white, Tbe libraries 
inholf the bousesare iu syeamore oud ia half they are ÍD baze! lu oll 
these rooms tbe mantela. of speciil desigD. ars of the aame wooda. Blue-
atooe copings aod window aod door sills tealify to the tborongbness of the 
eoBstructiOD of these buildiogs, whicb Mr. Liviogaton is now showiog to 
purehosers. Oneof tbe houses bos been sold for $38,000, to an intepdÍDg 
resideat.

BEPORT OF THE SUPBRVISING ARCSITECT—HIS OPINION ABOUT ARCHI-

TECTDRAL COMPBTITIONS ON GOVERN'MENT WORK. 

WASHINQTON, Dec. 8.—The Supervising Architecfc's report of operatioBS 
for the year eEded 8ept. 30, 1893, soys tbat duriog tbat period 120 public 
buildÍBgs were in courae of erectioo and twenty-flve publie buildíogs were 
completed. He soys that on Bept. 30 there were nioety-five oew public 
buildings iu various stoges of erection or eítens on and repair, and tbere 
were 297 completed public buildings subjeet to repair. Operatioos were 
being conducted on DBW public buildings, for which the limits o£ cost 
aggregate g52,319,16 , and in couDect oD with the repair aod preservatioo 
of public buildinga which cost fco Jtiue 30, 1893. $93,254,440. 

He reuews tbe recommeBdation made ÍD his last aunual reporfc that a 
low be eDoefced providiog for fche orgonization and appoinfcment of o 
corps of superiDteDdeDts ÍD order to give to tbe public service superiotend-
eots specially selected because of tbeir fitoess, in pioce of temporory !ocal 
appointees. 

He (salls atteotioo to tbe Becessity for ameudatory leg siatiOD for tbe COB-
sfcructiOD of a Custom House buildiag at New "York and the sale of the old 
Custom House buiJding. He txplains the action taken by his office in eon-
uection wifcb tbe Appraiser's Warehouse buildÍEg at New York and sug-
gests thot CoBgress at its preaeot session consider tbe motter of increasiog 
tíie limit of cost of the building to $1,700,000. He says if sucb ameodatory 
legislatiOD is passed before tbe compIetioD of the work of erecting the two-
story oBd bosement buildÍDg, provisiOD could be made for tbe completion 
of fcbe buildiog as origÍDolly projeefced, Damely, ten stories in bBÍgbt.

FINANCIAL SHOWING AND ANNUAL REPORT OF THE DIRECTOBS. 

TheoBDuol report of the Directors of the Real Estote ExcboEge OBd 
Auction Room was givBB out by Manager Hardwick for pBblicaticn yes-
terday. The auDual meetÍDg of the ExchODge for the electiou of a Board 
of Directors oceurs on Monday. Upon the subjeet of flnaoce the report 
ahowsreceipts for tbe year of $5^,620.36, whicb, withabalaDce of $17,-
839.46, mode a gross sum of $76,459.83. Divideods to the amount of 
$35,000 and eipeoi-es of tbe Excbarge reduced tbis to a bolaDce on Novem-
ber 15th of í 17,033.91, out of whicb a dividend amoimting to $7,5C0 isbeing 
paid, leaving a balonce to the new j e a r of 19,533.91. On the suVqeet of 
the auetioneers' secession and the removal of the place for legol sales tfae 
report has this to sa}>; 

" Thestockholdera are aware that dtiriug the last j e a r certain of the 
auctioneers have lef t the Exchauge aud organized a salesroom of theirown 
at No. 111 Broadway, I t ia tfaerefore uecessary to review tbe couses whicb 
have !ed to the present sÍtuatioD. The stoekholdera are aware tbat the 
maiuquestiou between the Board ood^the secediog auctioueeis, has been 
tbe right of fcbe aucfcioneers fco posfc salea OD fche bulletio of the Exchangeas 
genuÍDe whicb in fact were Hot made. I t was the dissatisfaction with the 
state of tbings whieh esisted at No. 111 Broadway thafc led to an orgaoized 
mosemeDfc to f orm fcbis Excbonge; nofc by auy clique or combiuatioo desir-
ious of makiog a profit, bufc by fcbe wbole rea! estofcB interests, embracing 
brokers, auctiODeers, dealers, owners, agents, builders, tnd in fact evei-y 
ioterest directly or indirectly eentered in the welforB of real cstotB. 

" Notwithstanding the removalof the busiuess from No. 111 Broadway 
to the floor of the Exehange in LibBvfcy sfcreet, the praetice of quot ng 
sales, whether actual or flctifcious, sfcill continued. The constant oecur-
reoce of flctifcious quofcotions was seriously detrimenta! to fche íntereats of 
maoy of the members. Ifc injured the brokers io that it prevented soles 
at privote contraot by iuducing the public to belíeve thot the current 
priees of reol estate at auetion were hjgher thao fcbey actuaily were. I t 

'ÍDJuredfcbe lenders on property by induciug tbem to make IOOES beyond 
the poÍDt of prudeoce, so that wben property eame to be put up at auction 
it had to be bougbt iu by the plaintiff in the suit. I t ÍEJured the auction-
eers tbemselves, because it indueed tbe sellers to place so higb a reserve 
upon their property that a large pereeutage of the sales at auction were 
ineffectual. 

" S o far from desiriog to ÍDjure^the auctioDeers, your Directors were cf 
opio ou that i£ tbe percentage of offeriogB could.be reduced aod the per-
ceotage of aetual sales could be ncreased, a larger profit would accrue to 
the auctioneer, ond mucb detriment would be soved to otfaer rea! estote 
interests. Under tbese circumstances, on fcbe flrsfc day of Januory, 1891, a 
rule was made imposing a fee of ooB-tenth of 1 per eenfc on all actua! 
auction aalea, but imposing only a nomina! fee where the^property was put 
up, bid io, and fche foct so reported. 

" YourDirectors bave coused aBoceurate r e tum to be prepored, ahowing 
the ÍDãueoce of thia rule upon the soles hoth of seeeding and eontini Dg 
auctiooeers. l u the yeor 1890, previoua to the posaing o£ ther.ule, aod wheo 
there were ao meana of ascertaining whether sales were octual or ioef-
fectual, the lorgest of the aecediog flrms offered on the floor of the 
Exchange, real estate at public auctiou to the extent of $10,100,00(*. The 
ruie come iofco operatíon on the flrat day of January, 1891, aud duriog the 
year tbe offeriogs of this firm fell from $10,100,000 io 1890 to $6,021,998 io 

1891. Of this amouot the returns show that 13,391,115 in roimd figures had 
beeu bid in ood $3,630,883 had been sold. 

" The ciaim made by these auctioneers iu aupport of their aecession was 
fchat the new rulea were restrictiog tbeir busiaess. Your Directors flnd 
thot since tbis firm has seceded to the oew room, the amoimt of reol estate 
that they have sold at public auctíou duriug the six montbs ameunts to 
under $50,000. 

" Witb these flgures we contraBt the experieoce of the lorgesl of tbe firms 
who have beeu conspicuous in the support which they have given to the 
Exchange. TheofferiBgsof this firm in lS90amountedto $7,236,313; in 
1891 they offered $6,069,416, of which $4,474,466 was sold aod $1,594,950 
waa withdrawn. 

" In the month of October, 1891, theBecedÍDg firm above referred fco offered 
$470,225 and sold $324,3^5. The firm who remains with ua offered $563,835 
aud sold $339,625. I D October, 1892, the membera of said aecedmg firm 
offered $107,850 and sold $46,400. The eontÍBuÍBg flrm offered $381,500 aud 
aold $323,100. 

" I t i s afacfc fchafcauetioneers whosfcillremainloyal to theExcbange bave 
' sold more than ooe-balf of all the property offered at publie auction during 
theyear 1891, and your Dtrectors have every reaaon to believe tbat with 
the assiatance ond aupport of the stockholders, maoy of whom control very 
lorge eatates, ond of that portion of the public which commeod and auataiu 
the octioD of the Board, that this percentage will be largely increased. 

" By an order of the Cotirt, dated May 20,1892, the officiai sales hove 
been removed from this Exehange to No. 111 Broadway. 

" Your Dtrectorj regret that the Supreme Cotirt sbould have made au 
order, the direct resuit of which is a severe blow at the welfare of tbis 
market and the legitimocy of its methods, aod they fee! coûvioced that.oi! 
tbose who ore íotereated in the welfare of real estate ioterests wil! coneur 
with them ÍD believÍDg that, whether a the int«rBst of those whose prop-
erty is to be dealt with uoder foreclosure, or iu the ioterest of those who 
des re to aee real eatate cont nue a favorite form of inveBtmeot, or in the 
interest of those who are empIoyBd ^io mokiag loaos on rBoI estate, the 
octioB token is moBt heartily to be deplored. 

" Comparing the montb of October, 1891. when the foreolosure eales were 
held on our floor, with tbe month of Oetober, 1893, wben the sales wera 
transferred to the new room, it appears that in the month of October, 1891, 
propercy amoimtingto $1,.331,8I0 wassold under toreclosure tabcmafide 
purchaaers, exelusive o£ the plaintiffi, wbereos, in the mooth of OctoI>er, 
1892, after the salea bad beeo traoaferred, Ihe amouat ao sold fell to 
$437,677. AU the rest was bid io by the plaiutifi . In other words, the pro-
portion of actual sales uudâr foreclosure fell Siom neftrly 70 per cent in 1891, 

when they were made on tbe floor of the Ezcheoge, to abcut 50 per cent in 
1893, when they were troosferred to 111 Broodway.

Haid on the Erokers. 
A Weat Side reo! estate owner, buitder and speculator, who is a miUion-

aire many times over, was seen this week in the officea of several buildera 
offering for sa!e a plot of lofcs which he owns. Brokers eoutinually com-
plain that each year tbe ricb owBers of reaity evince a greater dtsire to 
earry through tbeir own transoctions withouttheinterveotion of abroker, 
thereby saving themselves the commissioD of that iotermediary, but it is 
safe to soy tbat this last is the most extreme ease of ita kiud. 

I t is Bofc too much to say that the commission poid o broker is money 
well spBBt. OwBors eaimot talk for themselves as an agent can. Ofteo, 
hy their onxiety either to buy or sell, they overstep tbe mork, and a sale is 
lost or o proflt missed. Ou the other hand, a reliable broker—and there 
ore hundreds iu New York to-day—proceeds with earo, always aetiBg iu 
tbebest interests of his clients, and never through rashness esposÍBg him-
self to the temptation Oi tbe momeut to bid too high, cr, in ease of a aeller, 
to ask too much, 

Tbe reol estate broker cf to-day has become too much of a factoriobusi-
oess to be profitably dispeosed wlth, and tfae experieuced aud successfu! 
operator rarely makes a sale or purchase without his help. In hia line he 
is as necessary as the arehitect to the builder, or the lawyer to the 
iitigator. 

OhoppÍQff off Taxea, 
Brooklyn's Eource of income by way of taxes will be considerably 

leaseaed this year, owiog to o law passed by tbe losfc Legisloture exempfcíog 
pastoral residences from $2,000 of tasatioB. Tbe law was possed through the 
efforts of a couotry delegate aod bas eseaped geBeral atteDfcioo. This is 
the woy it reads: 

"A dwelliog house owned by any religious eorporation, aod the land 
opon which the same stands while and diu-ÍDg oDÍy the t i ' "e actually uaed 
by the offlciatÍDg ciergymaB of auch religioua corporotiOB, sboll be exempG 
to au amount not esceedÍDg $3,000, but not more tbau ooe dwelling actually 
used by any ooe religious corporatiou shall be so esempt." 

By virtue of tbis law all the Catfaolic and some Proteataufc rectors faave 
forwarded opplieatioDS for exemptioa of taxes to the amount stated. One 
of the Boord of Assesaors aaid to a represeatat ve of T H E RECORD AND 
GuiDE tbofc the "burdeus of fche people geuerally were heovy eaougli 
witboufc loading OB them the share of taxea paíd bv the ricb owuers of 
pastoral residences." 

Small Houses in Semãnd. 
" There is a Btroog oud steady demond for small houses ou the West 

SideaDdelaewhere,"said Morria Steiahardt, the building loao operator. 
" Of the 20-foot froofc bouses there ore oBy Bumber oud tbe houses larger 
than thís are held by tbe buildera a long time before they ore soid. What 
people woBfc ia a dwelliag 17, IS or evea 19 feefc w de tha t eau he built for 
$1.500 or $2,000 lesa than the larger house. This differenee is not much, 
but it counts for a great deal when builders co.iie to the actua! selIÍDg of 
the houses."

I'rices 
iu tba t district have culed 50 ceols to $1.50 a Ihoiisand 
b i g b e c t h a n l a s t y e n r . In all tbe distriets iributary 
lo tUe ('bicago market Ibe deîuand hasabiorbecl the 
supply about as fast as it coulci becu t and loaded into 
vessela aud cars. Of course a percenlage of tbe 
eason"a oulpuc remi ins a t the mills. but rauch of it 

has beeu eonfcracted for and the residiie is held for 
early spciug shipmeut, the m&Dufacturers beiugsan-
guine tha t tbey niil iheo get an advance <if prices 
raore than sufllcienC to det tay theexpense of holdiog.
