One of Revere High’s 
greatest basketball players 
is now a head coach.

Gena Restiano, a 1,000- 
point scorer, three-time 
Northeastern Conference 
All-Star and league MVP 
during her four varsity sea-
sons in Revere, has been 
named the girls basketball 
head coach at Chelsea High 
School. She will also take 
over the CHS softball pro-

gram next spring.
Restiano, daughter of 

Lawrence and Debra Res-
tiano, was promoted from 
her junior varsity basket-
ball coach position to head 
coach. At 24, she becomes 
one of the youngest head 
coaches in the area.

“I’m 24 so it feels a lit-
tle surprising that they gave 
me the job, but I’m happy 
they did because I worked 
hard to get it,” said Restia-
no, who has been involved 
in a player-training pro-
gram at the CHS gymnasi-
um this summer. “I know a 
lot of the players because 
I was a teacher at Chelsea 
High, too.”

Restiano said she has a 
few players returning from 
last year’s Red Devils con-
tingent that just missed 
qualifying for the State 
Tournament. One of the 
returnees is a 6-foot-3-inch 
center.

“I’m going to bring in 
[former RHS and Suffolk 
teammate] Caitlyn Car-
amello to work with our 
centers and forwards,” said

Restiano.
At Revere High, Restia-

no was a consistent, dou-
ble-figure scorer, playing 
two seasons each for head 
coaches Diana Finn and 
Katelyn Leonard. During 
her sophomore season, Res-
tiano was the electrifying 
point guard for a 20-0 Re-
vere High team that defeat-
ed Lynn English in the State 
Tournament before being 
ousted by Lincoln-Sudbury.

Despite her career being 
hampered by knee injuries, 
Restiano would eventual-
ly eclipse the 1,000-point 
milestone in her final game 
against Westford Academy 
in the State Tournament. 
The 1,000th point was a free 
throw, she recalled.

She played one season 
of basketball at Babson 
College before transferring 
to Suffolk University. She 
sustained two more ACL 
injuries at Suffolk, but true 
to her determination and 
competitive nature, she 
worked hard in rehabilita-
tion, returned to the court, 
and completed her colle-
giate basketball career.

“I had a better high 
school career than I did a 
college career, but I was 
able to finish, which was 
nice,” said Restiano. “It 
was great to be reunited 
with Caitlin at Suffolk and 
play basketball for Coach 
[Ed] Leyden.” 

Following her gradua-
tion from Suffolk in 2017 

with a degree in Marketing 
and a concentration in data 
analytics, Restiano worked 
for the Bank of New York 
Mellon and Nike before 
deciding to enter the field 
of education and become a 
teacher.

The jump to basketball 
coaching was a natural for 
Restiano, who was always 
fundamentally sound and a 
highly respected teammate 
and mentor to other players. 
She is one of the few high 
school basketball players to 
have mastered the behind-
the-back dribble at full 
speed. She also thrived in 
three-point land, setting the 
RHS record at the time with 
seven in one game from be-
yond the arc.

And now she’ll have the 
opportunity to pass on the 
knowledge and the tech-
niques she has acquired to the 
next generation of players.

“I’m very excited to have 
this opportunity in Chel-
sea,” said Restiano. “I’m 
hoping to be in Chelsea for 
a long time and build a pro-
gram.”

 Interestingly Chelsea 
will be resuming its rivalry 
with Revere when Chelsea 
becomes a member of the 
Greater Boston League in 
2021.

“We’re going to scrim-
mage Revere this year and 
next year we’ll schedule a 
game and eventually we’ll 
see them in the GBL,” said 
Restiano.
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through her years at Revere 
High, and she was extreme-
ly excited to hear about the 
trip.

“I couldn’t believe it! 
At first when Ms. Lapolla 
mentioned it, I didn’t think 
it would actually happen,” 
she commented on her first 
reaction to her teacher shar-
ing the information about 
the trip to her class. 

As DiCicco is part of the 
Honors Society, she was 
qualified to go,  saying “. . 
. besides, it’s not everyday 
you get a chance like this, 

I thought why not take it?”
Kathy Umanzor, a senior 

going on the trip, has taken 
the language for all three 
years that she has been at 
the High School, and is tak-
ing AP Italian this year. 

“My interest in Ital-
ian was sparked because 
I wanted to try to pursue a 
third language,” Umanzor 
explained as she is fluent in 
both Spanish and English. 
“Taking Italian seemed like 
the best fit. Spanish and 
Italian are extremely sim-
ilar, which makes it easier 

for me to understand and 
grasp things quickly.”

Umanzor was “immedi-
ately interested in going,” 
when finding out about the 
trip because she “. . thought 
it would be a good opportu-
nity to not only travel, but 
also to learn . . .” 

She is excited to be ex-
posed to a different culture 
and “. . . put what I learn 
in the classroom into a real 
world situation.”

Emmanuel Alvarado, 
another junior who com-
pleted the first two years of 

the language, is also going 
on the trip this February. 
Similar to Umanzor, he is 
bilingual and decided to 
take Italian to learn a third 
language.

Alvarado saw this as his 
best chance to travel in-
ternationally,  and expects 
Italy to be full of exciting 
experiences.

The students going to 
Italy have done fundraisers 
in and out of school. Some 
have also constructed their 
own fundraisers including 
Go-Fund-Me pages and 
selling snacks at school to 
other students. 

As a group, those attend-
ing have done school-wide 
fundraisers such as selling 
mango biche during lunch-
es and slush after school. 
The students have held two 
car washes as well. They 
plan to have a pasta dinner 
night for families as well as 
a bingo night. A donation 
page for all students may 
also be set up in the future.

DiCicco noted how all 
donations, no matter how 
small, are greatly appreciat-
ed given that “. . . the trip 
per person is thousands of 
dollars, and any form of 
contribution will help low-
er the expenses and help 
pay for a trip that’ll really 
leave a positive mark on 

our lives.”
“I’m incredibly excit-

ed to be able to visit such 
a beautiful country, I love 
to travel and am excited to 
have another stamp in my 
passport from somewhere 
so special,” DiCicco said 
expressing  her excitement 
towards this opportunity. 
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can hero, he really is. He 
doesn’t want the praise. He 
doesn’t want the credit and 
it took me one year to get 
him up to get this certificate. 
McKenna described the 
Sept. 1, 2018 incident in 
which Singer’s rapid re-

sponse, after being alerted 
of the emergency by his 
children and nice, helped 
save the child’s life.

“Mia stepped on a little 
boy that was submerged 
on the bottom of the lake,” 
related McKenna. “So right 

away the kids ran to alert 
Joe. Joe ran in to the water 
and he saw the boy and he 
pulled him out of the wa-
ter. He did CPR right away 
and he was calling for help. 
Crazy enough there was a a 
cardiologist on that beach 

that day. Joe called the 
EMTs and assisted with the 
defibrillator and they got a 
pulse. At the hospital with 
God’s help and everybody 
praying, the kid made a re-
markable recovery and he’s 
running around now and 
he’s 100 percent fine.”

McKenna said she be-
lieves in fate “and these 
four people [Joe Singer, 
Mia Singer, Domenic Sing-
er, and Jayna Singer] were 
at a place in time where 
they were supposed to be.”

McKenna concluded her 
remarks by noting that Jo-
seph Singer was her student 
when she was a teacher at 
Revere High School.

“He has proven to be one 
of the finest people I know,” 
said McKenna.

Council President Ar-
thur Guinasso, who led the 
presentation ceremony, gra-
ciously called for a brief re-
cess so that Singer’s family 
could participate in photos 
with the Council. Mayor 
Brian Arrigo also person-
ally congratulated Singer 
and the children for their 
life-saving efforts.

Understanding traffic, and addressing it

Last week we ran through 
some of the City’s accom-
plishments of the past sum-
mer—and there were quite 
a few.  But it’s also true 
that once the school bus-
es start to roll and summer 
vacations come to an end, 
a lot more drivers occupy 
the roads.  That, of course, 
means we’re likely to find 
ourselves sitting with all 
those other drivers in traffic 
during our weekday com-
mutes.

If you live and drive in 
Massachusetts, you are 
well-acquainted with traf-
fic.  Especially if you live 
in Metropolitan Boston.  A 
few weeks ago the Baker 
Administration released the 
results of a comprehensive 
traffic study that concluded 
that the state’s traffic issues 
have reached a “tipping 
point.”  Many of us in Re-
vere may have shrugged, 
“no kidding.”  

We’ve been hard at work 
to study our local conges-
tion points, devise remedial 
plans, and promote those 
plans to the state level agen-
cies that oversee so many 
miles of roadway that con-
nect Revere to our neigh-
boring communities.

It’s important to under-
stand where all the traf-
fic comes from.   When it 
comes to traffic, it’s the one 
time that geography isn’t 
Revere’s friend.  Revere ab-
sorbs a greater brunt of re-
gional traffic all year round 
thanks to where we are.  

While we hail Revere 
Beach as our City’s prized 
gem, its regional popularity 
draws thousands of visitors 
into our City every nice day 
during summer—a season 
when traffic subsides in 
most communities.  

Another consideration is 
our proximity to Logan Air-
port and downtown Boston, 
magnified by our unique 
place in the regional trans-

portation structure.   Route 
1, Route 60, and Route 1A 
carry thousands of Bos-
ton-bound drivers from our 
northern neighbors into Re-
vere every day.  As modern 
technology such as Waze, 
Google Maps, and GPS be-
come commonplace, driv-
ers are routinely guided off 
of those clogged arteries 
and rerouted onto our local 
streets.

It’s not just motorists 
who drive through Revere, 
it’s also those who drive 
here to use the public trans-
poration based in our city 
to get to their destination.   
An MBTA study released 
late last year counted some 
63,000 riders per day using 
the Blue Line, up 14 per 
cent from just five years 
ago.  Ridership at the Won-
derland station grew more 
than at other stations.  This 
suggests that more North 
Shore T riders are driving 
into Revere and parking at 
the T garage and surface 
parking lots.  

This influx of traffic 
chokes American Legion 
Highway, North Shore 
Road, and Revere Beach 
Boulevard every weekday 
morning.  Our own traffic 
study determined that more 
than 90 per cent of morning 
traffic on North Shore Road 
and Revere Beach Boule-
vard crossed the border into 
our city from the north—
and onto our roads.   

Keep in mind, most of 
the major roads that bring 
vehicles into our city are 
under the control of the 
Massachusetts Department 
of Transportation (DOT) 
and Department of Con-
servation and Recreation 
(DCR).  We are working 
closely with both depart-
ments as we advocate plans 
originating in Revere’s 
Community Development 
department.  As these plans 
proceed through adminis-
trative review on the state 
level, we will continue to 
advocate on behalf of Re-

vere to make sure we get 
priority.    

Help is on the way:
•	 The City is final-

izing a plan to upgrade all 
signalized intersections 
along Broadway with ful-
ly-synchronized Adaptive 
Signal Control Technology 
that will efficiently regulate 
traffic flow and adapt for 
emergency requirements.  
These improvements will 
represent a quantum leap 
from the outdated system 
now in place.

• After decades of con-
sideration, DOT has aban-
doned plans to widen Route 
1 between Copeland Circle 
and Route 60 in Saugus.  
There is good news, how-
ever:  a recent grant from 
the Massachusetts Gam-
ing Commission will fund 
roadway improvements 
and repairs that will repave, 
restripe, and redesign seg-
ments of the roadway that 
will effectively increase 
traffic capacity without the 
prolonged course of new 
road construction—and at 
far less cost.

• As a result of the traf-
fic study that we commis-
sioned, we have made sig-
nificant recommendations 
to DCR for the redesign of 
the intersection of Ocean 
Avenue, Revere Beach 
Boulevard, and Revere 
Street.   The redesigned pat-
tern, if approved and imple-
mented, will decrease the 
bottleneck at Ocean Avenue 
and Revere Street, improve 
pedestrian safety, and facil-
itate steady traffic flow in 
the area.

• Also as a result of our 
traffic study, we have made 
additional recommenda-
tions to DCR for alterations 
that will improve traffic 
flow and pedestrian safety 
at Eliot Circle.

• The City is working 
closely with our state dele-
gation to strongly advocate 
the construction of a com-
muter rail stop at Wonder-
land.   We are optimistic 

that future development 
at Wonderland and at the 
nearby Necco site on Amer-
ican Legion Highway will 
advance the argument for 
this proposal.

• Looking further down 
the road, the traffic mitiga-
tion measures planned by 
HYM Investments in con-
junction with their devel-
opment of Suffolk Downs 
devotes $40 million to 
traffic facilitation measures 
that include modernized 
signalization along Revere 
Beach Parkway and traf-
fic flow alterations at the 
Route 16-Winthrop Avenue 
intersection; a new travel 
lane on McLellan Highway 
(Route 1A) between Rail-
road Avenue and Border 
Street, along with a new 
traffic flow pattern at the 
McLellan Highway—Bor-
der Street intersection; and 
the construction of a new 
exit off Route 1 Southbound 
onto Route 16 eastbound. 

• The Baker Administra-
tion has signaled its support 
for major new tools to com-
bat roadway congestion, in-
cluding an $18 billion plan 
to repair and expand the 
public transit system.   

Make no mistake:  traffic 
is not a local problem.  It is 
a regional problem that we 
are taking seriously along 
with our state partners. 

Revere is in better posi-
tion than most in dealing 
with traffic.  We are far 
ahead of other communi-
ties, as we already have 
plans in action to address 
traffic concerns.

Our plans are based on 
an educated understanding 
of what causes traffic, care-
ful consideration of traffic 
management, and advocacy 
for adequate alternatives.  
At City Hall, we are work-
ing toward relief.

HOPES ARE 
HIGH FOR RHS 
FOOTBALL TEAM

The Revere High foot-
ball team has been prepar-
ing arduously for the 2019 
campaign over the past two 
weeks in anticipation of 
their season-opener.

“We’ve been having a 
great pre-season,” said vet-
eran RHS head coach Lou 
Cicatelli. “The team has 
been working hard and has 
a great attitude.”

The Patriots showed 
flashes of potential bril-
liance to come in their an-
nual pre-season scrimmage 
with Hamilton-Wenham 
Saturday morning on the 
turf at Harry Della Russo 
Stadium.

The RHS first team 
stayed on the field for 20 
downs, controlling the play 
on both sides of the ball. 
Senior Joe Llannos, who 
transferred from Attleboro 
High last year, but who suf-
fered a broken leg mid-way 
through the season, rushed 
for close to 100 yards on 
just five carries and scored 
a touchdown.

“Joe is back and he’s 
going to be a real force for 
us,” said Cicatelli.

Junior quarterback Cal-
vin Boudrow, who also 
missed a big chunk of 2018 
with a shoulder injury, was 
impressive throwing the 
ball. One of Calvin’s favor-
ite  targets was junior wide 
receiver Dillan Day.

“Dillan has great hands 
and is a tremendous ath-
lete,” Cicatelli said of Day, 
who also is known for his 
exploits on the basketball 
court for the Patriots. “He’s 
a tough kid who really goes 
for the ball.”

Junior Mark Galvez also 
turned in an impressive 
performance as a running 
back/slot back, and grabbed 
a 40-yard pass against the 
Generals.

On the defensive side 
of the ball, linebacker Bil-
ly Ginepra was a powerful 
presence for Revere, roam-
ing all over the field in pur-
suit of General ballcarriers.

Revere also will feature a 
big weapon this season with 
the foot of junior Rayan Ri-
azi, who has been named a 
pre-season All-Scholastic 
as a place-kicker.

“Rayan proved the dif-
ference for us last year in 
some close games,” not-
ed Cicatelli. “He has been 
kicking field goals consis-
tently from 40-50 yards out 
during the pre-season.”

The 2019 Patriots will be 
led by a quintet of senior 
captains: two-way lineman 

Jaryd Benson; senior de-
fensive end/tight end Mazer 
Ali, who is returning from 
a broken leg suffered mid-
2018; running back/safety 
Zach Furlong, who played 
a key role in Revere’s fine 
2018 season; defensive 
back/X-back Jonathan 
Murphy, who took over the 
quarterbacking chores last 
season when Boudrow was 
injured; and speedy running 
back/linebacker Lucas Bar-
bosa, who is returning from 
a hamstring injury.

Cicatelli’s squad enjoyed 
unprecedented success last 
year, continuing an upward 
trend for the RHS program 
that has been building for 
the previous four seasons.

After an 0-2 start, the Pa-
triots finished at 7-4, includ-
ing the program’s first-ever 
triumph in the post-season, 
a victory over North Read-
ing in the sectional quarter-
finals. 

Patriot fans also no doubt 
will recall their team’s 18-6 
triumph over archrival 
Winthrop on Thanksgiving 
Day at a frigid HDR, a tri-
umph that marked the third 
straight win, and four of the 
past five, on Turkey Day 
for Cicatelli’s crew, a feat 
accomplished only twice 
before by Revere in the 
schools’ long series . 

Revere never has defeat-
ed Winthrop four years in 
a row -- but that goal still 
is three months away and 
there is a lot of football to 
play between now and then.

Unlike all of the other 
RHS athletic teams, which 
have reunited with their for-
mer long-time rivals, Ever-
ett, Somerville, Malden, 
and Medford, to create a 
newly-reorganized Greater 
Boston League, the football 
program will remain in the 
Northeastern Conference 
for the next two seasons be-
fore rejoining with the GBL 
for the 2021 schedule.

Revere will play in the 
middle-tier division of the 
NEC comprised of Salem, 
Lynn Classical, Gloucester, 
Peabody, and Marblehead.

The Patriots have a rig-
orous week of work and 
scrimmages ahead. They 
were set to travel to Dan-
vers yesterday afternoon 
(Tuesday) and will host 
Northeast Regional Friday 
morning at HDR. They will 
travel to Malden Saturday 
for a 1/2 game.

The Patriots then will 
have two weeks off to pre-
pare for their season-opener 
under the lights on Friday 
evening, Sept. 13, when 
they will host defending

For Patriot fans and 
many of the parents of the

The GBL then folded into 
the NEC three years ago, 
but those schools -- Ever-
ett, Medford, Malden, and 
Somerville -- basically were 
ejected from the NEC and 
Revere decided to go back 
to its roots with the GBL, 
a league in which Revere 
had competed for about 50 
years prior to 2005.

The boys soccer team 
kicks off the 2019 fall sea-
son hosting Beverly on 
Tuesday, September 3. The 
boys will entertain Boston 
Latin on Friday, September 
6, under the lights at Harry 
Della Russo Stadium.

The Lady Patriot soccer 
team will travel to Everett 
on September 11 for its sea-
son-opener, 

The RHS field hockey 
team will host non-league 
foe Haverhill (which once 
was a member of the GBL 

in the 1970s) on Wednes-
day, September 4, and will 
trek to Lowell on the next 
day, September 5.

ment plan. At last week’s 
School Committee meeting 
Kelly said she is hopeful 

these additional goals can 
be implemented and bench-
marks hot by the end of the 

2019/2020 school year. 
 “We developed dis-

trict-wide improvement 
plan in 2015 and now this 
school year we will enter 
the fifth year of that plan,” 
said Kelly. “When we first 
started (in 2015) we had 
focus groups with students, 
parents and teachers to try 
and identify what the dis-
trict goals should be over 
the next five years. We came 
up with the three strategic 
objectives of building com-
munity, teaching all stu-
dents and assessing student 
learning  We then broke 
down those three categories 
into strategic initiatives that 
we have been working on 
the last four years.”

Kelly said the first big 
objective for this year is 
building community. 

“We want to work with 
the larger Revere commu-
nity on projects and city 
initiatives that impact stu-
dents and their families,” 
said Kelly. 

One such initiative is the 
ongoing planning for a new 
Revere High School (RHS). 

“This year we want to 
engage parents, communi-

ty members and students 
in the planning for the new 
Revere High School,” said 
Kelly. “A goal for this year 
is to have at least one par-
ent and five community 
members named to the Re-
vere High School Building 
Committee. We also want 
a 50 member Revere High 
School Visioning Team that 
represents all of Revere 
School’s diversity.”

Last school year Revere 
Public Schools cleared a 
major hurdle during a Mas-
sachusetts School Building 
Authority (MSBA) board 
meeting. At that meeting 
the MSBA board voted to 
invite Revere and ten oth-
er school districts that filed 
Statements of Interest (SOI) 
to take part in the eligibility 
process that could ultimate-
ly lead to for grant money 
to build new high school 
here.

Then in the spring, Re-
vere High School Principal 
Dr. John Perella and the 
RHS Design Team, which 
consists of Perella, stu-
dents, parents and architects 
from the Massachusetts 
School Building Authori-

ty (MSBA) held a design 
event to start envisioning 
what a new Revere High 
School might look like. 

For the past three years 
Revere has been trying to 
get a plan off the ground 
to consolidate some old 
school buildings and build 
a new high school that will 
serve the city’s students and 
families for generations to 

come. 
Aside from focusing on 

the potential for a new high 
school Kelly said Revere 
Schools want to increase 
equity and access by cre-
ating more opportunities 
for parents to engage with 
the school department and 
school officials. 

“We also want to increase 
the number of relationships 
between the schools and 
local businesses, increase 
PTO (Parent Teacher Or-
ganization) participation 
by 25 percent, increase par-
ticipation at school based 
activities and events by 10 
percent as well as increase 
the number of Revere High 
and Seacoast students 
placed in internships by 20 
percent.”

Also by the end of this 
years Kelly hopes that Re-
vere School students will be 
able to report to the School 
Committee on how they had 
a voice in selecting school 
projects and avenues of 
learning based on their in-
terests and passions as well 
as grading that is more fair 
and based on knowledge of 
subjects and not on work 
habits of how that knowl-
edge was acquired.
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NEWS FROM AROUND THE REGION

NEW 
SUPERINTENDENT 
IS READY

CHELSEA -The corner 
office in City Hall – and the 
head of the Chelsea Public 
Schools – will have a new 
look and some new ideas 
now that incoming Supt. 
Almi Abeyta has taken her 
place as the leader of the 
schools, ready to welcome 
faculty and students on 
Aug. 27 for their – and her 
– first day of school.

After a public process 
last spring, Abeyta was 
chosen by the School Com-
mittee after a close vote, but 
in deciding fashion, and she 
reported to work on Aug. 
12. This week, with for-
mer Supt. Mary Bourque 
still on the job to help with 
the transition, Abeyta has 
been meeting with staff and 
learning all about Chelsea 
after having left her posi-
tion this summer at Somer-
ville High School.

“I’ve just been listen-
ing a lot so far – getting 
to know people,” she said. 
“It’s one thing to read about 
a district – a plan – but it’s 
a whole other thing to see it 
in action. What I was read-
ing about online and hear-
ing about in the interview 
process – now I’m seeing it 
play out and it’s refreshing 
to see there is alignment be-
tween the two. In education, 
there is theory in action and 
theory in use. I’m seeing 
both working together in 
Chelsea Public Schools.”

That was a refreshing 
take from the new leader 
of the schools as she ac-
companied Bourque around 
the district – meeting with 
teachers on Monday for 
professional development 
sessions at the Early Learn-
ing Center.

Abeyta comes to the dis-
trict with a great deal of 
experience in and around 
Chelsea, living in Revere 
and having taught in leader-
ship positions at East Bos-
ton and Somerville.

“This process was for me 
a long time coming,” she 
said in a recent interview. “I 
just couldn’t pass up Chel-
sea. I drove through Chel-
sea every day to Somerville 
from Revere. I really want-
ed to serve a community 
like Chelsea. When I saw 
it was open, I said I have 
to do this. I felt it was a 
perfect step for me profes-
sionally and personally…
Having been in East Bos-
ton, Chelsea felt like home 
to me. It is me. It feels right 
and where I am supposed to 
be.”

Abeyta grew up mostly 
in New Mexico in a military 
family, having spent time 
in various places around 
the world before settling 
there. After attending pub-
lic schools all her life, she 
eventually made her way to 
the East Coast and went to 
graduate school at Harvard 
University. During that pro-
cess, she had interned at the 
Donald McKay Elementary 
in Eastie. Intending to move 
on after that, she was heav-
ily recruited by the Boston 
Public Schools (BPS) to 
take the principal job at the 
McKay – and she served 
there for four years before 
taking a role in the central 
administration of the BPS.

“I took the job because 
I fell in love with the peo-
ple of East Boston, and I 
just really liked that neigh-
borhood,” she said. “I was 
happy in Boston and every-
thing I wanted to do profes-
sionally I was doing. Then 
I got a call out of the blue.”

That call came from 
Sante Fe, N.M., where her 
hometown was recruiting 
her to come back and be a 
key deputy superintendent 
during a transition time in 
the system.

That was a job she 
couldn’t pass up, she said, 
having wanted to be home 
for such a long time. How-
ever, Boston was calling 
her, and she soon accepted 
a job as deputy superin-
tendent at the Somerville 

Public Schools – which is 
where she has been.

Abeyta has been a rising 
star in the education world 
in Boston and New Mexico 
for several years, but said 
she has not taken the step 
for superintendent before 
due to her family obliga-
tions. This year, her daugh-
ter graduated from school in 
New Mexico and is headed 
to Boston to go to college. 
Abeyta said she had never 
wanted to take on the de-
manding role of superinten-
dent until her daughter was 
in college.

“To be superintendent, 
I feel like you have to be 
completely committed,” 
she said. “I always said I’d 
be ready for that step in my 
career when my daughter 
went to college and I was 
more of an empty-nester.”

Coming into the district 
– and able to keep a pretty 
good conversation in Span-
ish – Abeyta said she feels 
like she can take the system 
to the next level.

“I see a district where 
there are already systems 
and structures in place,” she 
said. “People are working 
hard on instruction. There 
is so much energy. That’s 
exciting and attracted me 
when I applied. It was a 
great place where I didn’t 
have to go in and rebuild. 
That’s a gift…There are a 
lot of good things happen-
ing already. My role is to 
build on those great things 
and take them to the next 
level. That next step will 
depend on what I hear and 
see in the data. I will take 
that next step with the com-
munity.”

School starts in Chel-
sea on Weds., Aug. 27, for 
students across the school 
system.

BALLOT FOR 
NOVEMBER 
ELECTION SET

CHELSEA - The City 
Election ballot for Novem-
ber has been set for City 
Council and School Com-
mittee, and it features sev-
eral intriguing races – and 
one blockbuster Prelimi-
nary Election on Sept. 24 in 
District 2.

The City Clerk’s Office 
has concluded the certifica-
tion process this month, and 
one of the most interesting 
outcomes is a Preliminary 
Election for District 2.

Three good candidates 
have filed signatures for the 
Powderhorn Hill district, 
and the campaigns will be-
gin to take shape immedi-
ately.

Incumbent Councilor 
Luis Tejada has filed his 
signatures, and he will once 
again face challenger Oliv-
ia Ann Walsh – an attorney 
who lives at the Soldiers’ 
Home and ran against Teja-
da two years ago.

The interesting new 
candidate is Melinda Vega 
Maldonado, who is the 
daughter of Chelsea Col-
laborative Director Glad-
ys Vega and the wife of a 
Chelsea Police officer.

Those three in the race 
are all very well-known in 
the City and will hustle for 
votes around the district. 
The outcome will leave 
only the top two vote get-
ters to square off in Novem-
ber.

The at-large Council race 
will also be interesting, but 
will not come up for a vote 
until November.

Council President Dama-
li Vidot and incumbent 
councilors Roy Avellaneda 
and Leo Robinson will be 
on the ballot.

Challenging them will be 
License Commission Chair 
Mark Rossi – who ran for 
a district seat last time out 
– and Chris Winam, a new-
comer on the scene with 
deep Chelsea roots.

District 1 Council fea-
tures a vacant seat with the 
bowing out of Councilor 
Bob Bishop. Running for 
the empty seat are Plan-
ning Board member Todd 
Taylor, and Economic De-

velopment Board member 
Rick Pantano. Both are 
very well-known in the city 
and are very active in City 
affairs. It will be a close 
race to the end.

In District 4, it seemed 
like Councilor Joe Perla-
tonda wasn’t going to have 
an opponent, but late in 
the process Naomi Zabot 
successfully turned in her 
Nomination Papers – and 
so Mill Hill will have a race 
on its hands too.

Councilor Judith Garcia 
in District 5 has had sever-
al contests over her tenure, 
and this time won’t be dif-
ferent, as she will face Ja-
son Benetti from the water-
front area.

Councilors Enio Lopez 
(District 3), Giovanni Re-
cupero (District 6), Yamir 
Rodriguez (District 7) and 
Calvin Brown (District 8) 
will have no opponent on 
the ballot.

•SCHOOL COMMITTEE
There is no Preliminary 

Election in the School Com-
mittee, but there will be one 
to watch when it comes to 
the at-large race, where 
there is no incumbent due 
to School Committeeman 
Frank DePatto choosing not 
to run again.

That leaves Shawn O’Re-
gan, a former School Com-
mitteeman, who is making 
another run and said he is 
ready to challenge the sys-
tem after having watched it 
work previously.

The other candidate for 
the at-large seat is Roberto 
Jimenez Rivera, who grew 
up in Puerto Rico and came 
to the mainland to attend the 
University of Michigan. He 
and his wife, Sarah, recent-
ly moved to Chelsea, and 
he works as an admission’s 
officer at a local university.

A race in District 1 will 
also be interesting as long-
time School Committee-
woman Rosemarie Carlisle 
will face James O’Regan. 
Both have deep roots in 
Chelsea and the votes will 
be close.

The only other race is in 
District 7 where incumbent 
Kelly Garcia will face for-
mer School Committeeman 
Charles Klauder.

Incumbents Jeannette 
Velez (District 2), Marisol 
Santiago (District 3), Lu-
cia Henriquez (District 4), 
Henry Wilson (District 5), 
Ana Hernandez (District 6), 
and Yessenia Alfaro-Alva-
rez (District 8) will have no 
opponents on the ballot.

advocacy for the program. 

Madaro filed legislation 
in the state budget that was 
signed by Gov. Charlie 
Baker earlier this month to 
expand the PPSC summer 
program so the sailing cen-
ter can serve an additional 
100 youths in 2020. 

“It’s hard to believe that 
years ago, Rep. Adrian 
Madaro was a youth sailor 
in the program.” said PPSC 
Board Vice Chair Mary 
Cole. “We are here today 
to thank him for helping 
the sailing center every step 
of the way. When we had 
some financial issues a few 
years back he guided us, he 
put us in touch with people 
who could help and keep 
the program alive. Now we 
are alive and thriving and 
much of that is thanks to 
Rep. Madaro.”

PPSC board member 
Steve Kirk followed Cole 
and thanked Madaro for his 
years of support.

“We had a great Eastie 
Pride Day with over 300 
people out on our boats,” 
said Kirk. “This is in part 
due Madaro’s support for 
the program. This Sailing 
Center is something that 
helps make the community 
vibrant and I want to thank 
Rep. Madaro for his sup-
port.”

PPSC Executive Direc-
tor Alex DeFronzo credited 
Madaro for helping to keep 
the Sailing Center afloat 
during a recent dire fiscal 
crisis. 

“Like Mary (Cole) said 
three years ago, the summer 
program finished up like it 
will at the end of this week,” 
said DeFronzo. “The sail-
ing center then closed for 
six months. There was no 
staff, no instructors and it 
was a really hard time for 
the sailing center. I grew 
up in the sailing center and 
learned how to sail here as a 
little kid. I heard about the 
trouble the center was hav-
ing and I wanted to help and 
keep this important pro-
gram that meant so much to 
me and many others alive. 
We needed a lot of help to 
be able to make that happen. 
There was really one per-
son that was there through 
the whole thing to help us, 
and that was Rep. Adrian 
Madaro. When we needed 
his help to get Massport to 
help the program again he 
had our backs. When we 
needed him to make sure 
Massport would continue 
their support he had our 
backs. And now through the 
state budget he has made 
sure that next year 100 ex-
tra kids will get to come to 
the program and not have to 
pay anything to do Harbor 
Explorers and Science of 
Sailing. This is why we are 
presenting him today with 
the PPSC’s Harbor Hero 
award.”

After accepting the 
award Madaro addressed 
the crowd of PPSC staff and 
youth sailors. 

“This is a particularly 
special honor because just 
a few short years ago I was 
at PPSC enjoying my sum-
mer as an East Boston resi-
dent attending this summer 
program,” said Madaro. “It 
is so special and such an 
honor for me that I’m in a 
position to work with the 
PPSC board and staff to 
make sure this organization 
stays afloat, continues to be 
strong and continues to give 
youth in East Boston the 
same opportunities I had. 
We have to make sure we 
keep this thing going and 
I’ll do my work at the State 
House but I need all of you 
to spread the word about 
this awesome program.”

WOMAN FOUND TO 
BE INCOMPETENT

EAST BOSTON  - The 
East Boston woman who 
was arrested for stabbing 
a Boston EMT and possi-
bly trashing Sacred Heart 
Church last month was 
found to be incompetent to 
stand trial. 

Suffolk County District 
Attorney Rachel Rollins’ 
office made the announce-
ment last Friday that Julie 
Tejeda, 31, East Boston will 
instead be held without bail 
and admitted into a mental 
health treatment facility.

According to the D.A.’s 
office, Tejeda’s lawyer and 
the commonwealth both 
agreed with doctors that 
drafted the accused’s com-
petency report. 

Tejeda will be treated 
at the Worcester Recovery 
Center and Hospital.

Tejeda, 31, of Eastie ap-
peared in Boston Municipal 
Court on single counts of 
assault with intent to mur-
der and assault on a public 
employee and two counts 
of assault and battery with a 
dangerous chemical. 

Assistant District Attor-
ney Jessica Erickson told 
the court that the victim, 
an on-duty EMT, was ren-
dering assistance to the de-
fendant when the defendant 
allegedly stabbed the victim 
multiple times.  Prosecutors 
said that the defendant then 
used pepper spray on the 
stabbing victim and a sec-
ond EMT who was driving 
the emergency vehicle that 
came to her aid.  

The stabbing victim was 
rushed to Massachusetts 
General Hospital, where 
she underwent emergency 
surgery. The second victim 
was also treated and ulti-
mately released.

Boston Police located the 
defendant inside the ambu-
lance in the area of 24 New 
Chardon St.

The Monday before the 
stabbing, the Boston Police 
Civil Rights Unit launched 
a probe after a woman 
smashed a window and de-
faced the doors  at Sacred 
Heart Church.

After Tejeda’s arrest, 
Boston Police sources said 
she was considered a sus-

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pect in the Sacred Heart 
vandalism.

 The Massachusetts Gam-
ing Commission (MGC) 
announced the appointment 
of Washington D.C.-based 
law firm Miller & Cheva-
lier Chartered  to serve as 
the Independent Monitor 
for Wynn MA, LLC,  et al. 
During a public meeting at 
MGC’s Boston office, the 
five gaming commissioners 
voted unanimously to ratify 
the selection of the firm and 
authorize the execution of 
the contract.

In April 2019, the Com-
mission issued a  Decision 
and Order regarding Wynn’s 
suitability. As one of sever-
al conditions, the decision 
required the implemen-
tation of an independent 
monitor at the Company’s 
expense and with the Com-
pany’s full cooperation. In 
May 2019, the MGC issued 
a competitive Request for 
Response seeking to retain 
an independent monitor of 
Wynn MA, LLC, the holder 
of the Region A Category 1 
gaming license, to mitigate 
the risk of recurrence of 
violations identified in the 
MGC’s written decision.

After a comprehen-
sive procurement process, 
MGC’s internal procure-
ment review team selected 
Miller & Chevalier to re-
view and evaluate policies 
and organizational changes 
made by the Company. The 
review will focus primar-
ily on the Massachusetts 
licensee and accomplish the 
following objectives:

•Ensure compliance with 
the priorities outlined in 
MGC’s written decision.

•Review the Company’s 
design, implementation, 
enforcement, and effective-
ness of human resources 
policies and procedures, 
with particular attention to 
communications and train-
ings on those policies and 
procedures.

•Review the use of re-
tractions, mandatory arbi-
trary provisions, gag orders, 
confidentiality clauses, and 
non-disparagement provi-
sions.

•Evaluate and test the 
Company’s internal report-
ing and communication 
channels and ensure that the 
response and investigation 
of such reports are indepen-
dent and impartial.

•Assess the selection and 
use of the Company’s out-
side counsel and ensure the 
maintenance of and adher-
ence to de-conflicting poli-
cies and procedures.

Alejandra Montenegro 
Almonte, Miller & Cheva-
lier team lead, said, “Our 
firm will approach these 
objectives through the lens 
of our decades of experi-
ence building compliance 
programs across industries 
and through our extensive 
monitorship expertise. The 
process will be grounded 
on three inter-related prin-
ciples — independence, ef-
ficiency, and transparency.”

MGC Chair Cathy Judd- 
Stein  stated, “The overall 
wellbeing, safety, and wel-
fare of employees are a 
key metric of the gaming 
industry’s success here in 
the Commonwealth. A sec-
ond but equally important 
metric is the importance of 
compliance and communi-

cation with the regulator. 
We believe that the team 
at Miller & Chevalier will 
ensure that the Company’s 
multitude of policy and or-
ganizational changes meet 
best practices.”

In May 2019, the MGC 
issued a notice of intent 
to post a Request for Re-
sponse for the services of 
an independent monitor. 
The internal procurement 
review team met to discuss 
the parameters of the RFR 
and collaboratively drafted 
the request for responses 
to reflect the decision of 
the Commission. The team 
conducted a robust compet-
itive bidding process that 
resulted in many high-qual-
ity responses. The team re-
viewed the responses and 
scored submissions based 
on relevant experience, di-
versity, cost, and quality 
and thoroughness.

Miller & Chevalier has 
estimated its fees for the 
first six months of mon-
itorship will range from 
$575,000 to $775,000, 
based on an estimate of ap-
proximately 850 to 1,150 
hours. This is only an esti-
mate and will be subject to 
adjustment based on initial 
findings during monitoring 
activities. All monitoring 
fees will be paid for by the 
licensee.

Miller & Chevalier’s 
contract will be for a term 
of five years; however, it 
would be subject to early 
termination at the request of 
the gaming licensee, and at 
the Commission’s sole dis-
cretion after the initial three 
years.

MGC announces appointment of 
independent monitor for Wynn Resorts

The state released the 
first full month of gaming 
revenue figures for Encore 
Boston Harbor on Aug. 
15, and it revealed that the 
resort casino is showing 
strong on table games, is a 
little weak on slots and had 
almost $300 million wa-
gered in the month.

The first revenue reports 
for Encore last month con-
tained only one week’s 
worth of revenues, so the 
July report was much antic-
ipated and showed overall 
strength in total wagers and 
in table games.

The casino had $289.4 
million wagered in slots and 
table games, and logged to-
tal gross gaming revenues 
of $48.5 million. That re-
sulted in $12.1 million go-
ing to the state for taxes.

In particular, the table 
games showed strength, re-
porting gross gaming reve-
nues of $27.4 million. 

The slot gross gaming 
revenues were at $21.15 
million, with a 90.5 percent 
payout. There was a total 
coin in amount on the slots 
at $262.4 million.

At the same time, MGM 
Springfield showed a total 
wager amount of $184.5 mil-
lion, with gross gaming reve-
nues of $20.39 million – less 

than half of what Encore pro-
duced in the same period. No-
ticeably, MGM’s table games 
were far lower than Encore, 
coming in at $4.88 million, 
which was nearly seven times 
lower than at Encore.

Paul DeBole, a profes-
sor at Lasell College and 
a gaming expert, said he 
viewed the results with 
interest. He said the table 
games were very strong, 
but the slot revenues were 
weaker than expected.

“The table games num-
ber is much larger than 
was anticipated,” he said. 
“A good number for table 
games is around 25 to 33 
percent. They were at 56.45 
percent. That gives the indi-
cation there is a lot of table 
game traffic.”

However, he said the 
opposite is true for the slot 
machines.

“Logging $21 million for 
the slot machines was pret-
ty unimpressive for the first 
month,” he said.

He said they averaged 
about $216 per machine per 
day, with the gold-standard 
of success in the industry 
being about $300 per ma-
chine per day. 

“If a gaming machine is 
doing $300 per machine per 
day, they are happy,” he said. 

The same weakness 
showed in Springfield too, 

with them coming in at 
$196 per machine per day. 
Contrary to that, he said 
Plainridge Park did well on 
its slots (it is only allowed 
slot machines). That facility 
did about $323 per machine 
per day, subtracting out the 
50 multi-game station from 
the total of 1,250 machines.

“Plainridge Park is do-
ing well and I think they’ve 
turned the corner in getting 
people through the door,” 
he said.

He said he will be watch-
ing to see how the Encore 
casino performs in cold 
weather, as things such as 
that are known to drop off 
in the winter months. He 
said other facilities showed 
a small loss in December, 
January and February, and 
then a pickup in activity 
around March.

“We’ll have to watch 
it over time to see how it 
fluctuates and what the sea-
sonal variations are,” he 
said. “They don’t have a 
cold weather casino where 
they are subject to winter 
weather storms. We’ll see 
how that plays out and how 
they’ll handle that.”

Another key thing to 
watch, he said, is the ac-
tivity of the Connecticut 
casinos. He said they are 
down now 13 of the last 13 
months
