iSer, o no ser, es la cuestion! As this famous line shows, “to be” might be the most important verb out there, which is why it’s the first verb we’ll cover.

The phrase “to be” is in theinfinitive, the basic or uninflected form of a verb. In English the infinitive is a phrase that includes “to”: “to speak,” “to write,” “to live,” “to be.” A Spanish infinitive is only
one word, and it ends in -ar, or -er, or -ir.

When you use verbs in both languages, you will use the form that matches the subject. This is calledconjugating a verb. In English, many of our verb conjugations do not change when different
subjects are used. For example, “to write”: “I write, you write, they write, we write.” However: “she writes.” In Spanish, the conjugation is more elaborate, with six different verb endings to choose

from depending on who is doing the action.

The Spanish ser, like the English “to be,” is irregular. This means that the conjugation doesn’t follow the typical pattern. “I am, you are, he is; soy, eres, es” With irregular verbs, you just have to

memorize all the forms. We’ll work on that in this section.

In order to understand verb conjugation in Spanish, you'll also have to learn the subject pronouns. Thesubject of a sentence is the person, place, or thing performing the action of the sentence.
Subject pronouns are words that can be used as the subject of a sentence rather than repeating the noun (Click here for an explanation of pronouns in English).

Introduction to ;Qué hay en la clase?

In this section we’ll learn some new vocabulary. Assuming you’re working with this course in the context of a Spanish class, many of
these vocabulary words will be right in front of you: they’re the common objects in a classroom or office. We'll also be learning the
numbers from O through 30.

First, a quick word about learning vocabulary in a foreign language. There are lots of tips and tricks out there, and the most important
thing is to find the strategy that works for you. A few things to consider:

* Since Spanish nouns, as we’ll see, have masculine or feminine gender, it's important to remember the word and its article, rather
than just the word itself: La mochila (the backpack) rather than just mochila. If you like to use paper flashcards, it can be helpful to
use different colored paper for masculine and feminine nouns. That way even if you can’t remember the article, you might

associate the word with the corresponding color.
® There are lots of apps and websites out there to help you learn vocabulary. Quizlet, StudyBlue, Flashcards+, Brainscape, and Anki /a5 carpetas
are some of the most popular flashcard services.

It's more effective to learn words in context than in isolation. Rather than trying to cram lists of random words into your memory, try to remember the words in the context of sentences or
phrases. Is there a song featuring the word you’re trying to remember? (For instance, it turns out that there are a lot of songs about “la mochila” on YouTube. Many of which you’ll never get
out of your head. You've been warned.)

* However you decide to memorize new words, the main thing is to set aside time regularly to work on memorization. Frequent, short sessions are better than one long session before the test.

Here are some more techniques for learning new vocabulary:

1.3.4 Género de sustantivos

OBJETIVOS

Identify the gender of nouns

Género de los sustantivos (Gender of Nouns)

All nouns in Spanish have a gender: masculine or feminine. Except in the case of people or animals, linguistic
gender is a convention of language, not a property of the noun. For this reason, you won'’t be able to guess the
gender of a noun based on the object itself; you need to learn the gender along with the noun. However, there are
some rules that can help determine the gender of an unknown word:

1. The gender of nouns:

* The definite article meaning “the” is /a for feminine singular nouns.

o Most words ending in —a are feminine

o All words ending in -sién, -cién, -tad, -dad, and —umbre are feminine

* The definite article meaning “the” is e/ for masculine singular nouns. Notice that e/without the accent mark is the article... what does é/ mean? That’s right it means “he”. Don’t confuse e/

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* Many nouns end in —e. While statistically more are masculine than feminine, there is no firm rule for these and you need to memorize their gender when learning their meaning:

* Many nouns that end in consonants other than -d or -z are masculine, but again this is not a firm rule and you must memorize their gender:

@ el honor (honor)

® el hospital (hospital)

@ el hotel (hotel)

e There are other nouns that do not clearly reveal their gender, so it is important that you memorize them.

However, as society has become more sensitive to sexism, as
well as questions of gender and sexual identity, people have begun experimenting with ways to adjust the traditional binary-gendered structure of the Spanish language. Click the link below
to explore some of the experiments in gender-neutral language that Spanish speakers have been developing.

Remember! The gender of nouns that do not refer to people is an inherent characteristic that cannot be changed. If you change the gender ending of an inanimate object, you can be changing the
meaning of the noun to another legitimate word in Spanish:

In this section we’ll be looking at definite and indefinite articles in Spanish. First, let's consider whatarticles are. There are three articles in the English language: the, a, and an. These are divided
into two types of articles: definite (the) and indefinite (a, an). The definite article indicates a level of specificity that the indefinite does not. “An apple” could refer to any apple; however “the apple” is
referring back to a specific apple. Thus, when using the definite article, the speaker assumes the listener knows the identity of the noun’s referent (because it is obvious, because it is common

knowledge, or because it was mentioned in the same sentence or an earlier sentence). Use of an indefinite article implies that the speaker assumes the listener does not have to be told the

identity of the referent. (Click here for more on definite and indefinite articles in English).

All questions in Spanish, as you may have noticed, start with an inverted question mark “;” and end with an upright question mark “?”. The simplest questions are those that can be answered with a
simple yes or no and are sometimes followed by the statement that is being agreed or disagreed with to further clarify what is being answered. There are three formats for these types of questions.

A simple question is typically formatted in the verb / subject / clause format, or a simple inversion of the subject and verb in a standard sentence. Note that unlike English, Spanish does not use the
auxiliary verb ‘do/does’ in questions.

By altering the format to subject / verb / clause a question is still possible. To differentiate this sequence from a simple statement extra inflection must be placed at the end of the sentence. Unlike
the previous format, this word order usually results in a question that implies a certain level of disbelief in the statement being expressed.

By using the same subject / verb / clause format of a standard statement with a tag question other moods are possible. Tag questions are more common in spoken language than in written form,
likely because they can carry a variety of meanings depending on the context and intonation. Generally, the statement tends to reflect the questioner’s belief in the actual truth, and really is
seeking a confirmation from the person being questioned. In this way, they tend to cue the other person with the desired response. 73
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@ Maria habla espafiol, jno? Maria speaks Spanish, doesn’t she?
@ Ustedes conservan el agua, jverdad? You conserve water, right?

@ Tu usas una computadora, ;no? You use a computer, don’t you?

Another format of tag question is used to solicit agreement to do something:

@ Me van a pagar mas, ;de acuerdo? You will pay me more, OK?
@ Voy a mi casa, ;de acuerdo? I’'m going home, OK?

As Janet Swaffar and Katherine Arens point out:

Reading experts assert that only about half of what people understand when they read in any language has to do with knowing that language’s vocabulary and its grammar. The other half

involves factors such as:

« background knowledge about the topic or the medium (e.g. what kind of a hero Batman is, and what an action movie looks like)

« knowledge of a genre (e.g. what information is in a movie review and what importance is attached to who writes the review and where it's published)

« strategies for guessing and working with uncertainty (“I don’t know this term, but it has been mentioned twice so it's probably important and I'll continue reading to see if | can
figure it out.”)

« strategies for identifying cognates and other textual clues (illustrations, subtitles, etc.).

Whether in your native language or in a language you're just learning, reading is as much about context as about content. So the first time you read through theCultura text (or any text in Spanish),
try to note the words and phrases you already understand. Once you’ve read it through once this way, consider which words or phrases you would need to look up in order to understand the text
more thoroughly. Look up these words and see how this knowledge changes your understanding of the text. Finally, think about whether there are any formulations or structures you still don’t
understand. Ask your teacher (or a native speaker) to explain what’s going on in these passages.

In Spanish, verb conjugations are particularly important because they often indicate the subject of the verb’s action. If we didn’t know the conjugations, we wouldn’t know who is studying
philosophy from the phrase estudio /a filosofia (I study philosophy). In this section, we’ll be learning the conjugations for regular verbs that end in -ar.

When memorizing verb conjugations, it can be helpful to learn short sentences or phrases using the different conjugations, rather than trying to stamp the conjugation table into your memory. Bits
of songs, poetry, signs, slogans, or phrases that have personal meaning to you can help lock in the various endings. It can be a frustrating process at first, but before long, conjugation will be so
automatic you won’t even notice you're doing it!

Gramatica: Verbos regulares con —AR

In Spanish, the conjugation of a regular verb depends on the ending of its infinitive. (The infinitive is the basic form of the verb that you find in the dictionary; for example, English infinitives are
always written with to, like the verbs to runor to speak. Click here to read more about infinitives in English)

Unlike English, Spanish verbs conjugate depending on the person; that is, they change depending on who is being talked about. This occurs in the English verb to be (e.g. | am, you are, he is, etc.)
but in Spanish this occurs for all persons in all verbs (click here to learn more about verb conjugation in EnglisH.

All Spanish infinitives end in the letter r, and the three regular conjugation patterns are classified into -ar, -er, and -ir verbs. We’ll learn about -er and -ir verbs in the next chapter. For now, let’s look
at the -arverbs.

Regular verbs ending in —AR are conjugated in the present tense by removing the -AR infinitive ending and adding one of the following personal endings:

Regular -ar Verbs
Singular Plural
First (yo) -o (nosotros) -amos
Second (td) -as (vosotros) -ais *
Third (él/ ella / usted) -a (ellos / ellas / ustedes) -an

* Note: This second-person plural form (vosotros) is only used in the variety of Spanish used in Spain. In other Spanish dialects the third person plural form (ustedes) is used
in both formal and informal plural direct-address situations.

£Qué? literally means “what?”, and its usage in Spanish is very similar to English. Spanish has two words to ask “which?”, depending on whether the answer is anticipated to be singular;cua/?, or
plural (scuales?. As when asking “which?” in English, scua/? asks for an answer from among a more or less limited number of options.

Notes:

1. Interrogatives have written accent marks which help distinguish them from the same words used as relative pronouns or conjunctions.:
° @ JQué dices? (What are you saying?)
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° @ No puedo escuchar lo que dices. (I can’'t hear what you're saying.)

2. Cuadl has singular and plural forms:

Further clarification: qué in contrast with cud/ may be confusing sometimes for English speakers. For example:

Instead you need to use the question word scual?,

meaning: “which of many proper names out there is yours?”. This graffiti says: “Si hay mas autos que arboles qué respiramos?” (Si hay mas... = If

there are more...)
The example above—";qué clases tomas?”—may be used with both question words: “qué” requires an answer

with the name/definition of these courses, whereas “;cudles clases tomas?” requires naming which of many courses out there are the ones you are taking.

The word hora is feminine in Spanish, and that is why we use the article /a//as when referring to time. Now note that there are certain times that
commonly use fractions of an hour instead of minutes, and certain hours have special names:

5:00 —> @ Son las cinco en punto. (It’s five o’clock sharp / on the dot.)
3:15 —> @ Son las tres y cuarto. (It's a quarter past three. — i.e. three fifteen)

4:30 —> @ Son las cuatro y media. (It's half past four. — i.e. four thirty)

1:40 —> @ Son las dos menos veinte.*(It’s twenty to/of two. — i.e. one forty)

6:50 —> @ Son diez para las siete* (It's ten to seven— more common in Latin America)

1:00 —> @ Es la una.** (It's one o’clock.)

12:00 am —> @ Es medianoche / Es la medianoche. (It's midnight.)

12:00 pm —> @ Es mediodia / Es el mediodia. (It's noon / midday.)

* Note that once the time passes the 30-minute mark, we generally go up to the next hour and subtract the number of minutes before that hour.

** Son means “they are”, so son /as... only works for numbers greater than one. To say “it's one o’clock”, you have to say @ Es la una (or @ Es la una en punto).

The question @ (Qué hora es?is used when we want to find out what time it is right now. However, if we want to know at what time something is, the question is /A qué hora es...? (At what

time is.../ When is ..?)

Introduction to ;Qué tiempo hace hoy?
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In this section you'll learn to talk about the weather in Spanish. You may notice that descriptions of the weather in Spanish are often
formed quite differently from those in English or other languages you may know. For one thing, in Spanish the weather “does” more than in English: rather than the verb “to be” (It is hot. The
weather is good), many weather phrases in Spanish use the verb hacer: “to do” or “to make” (Hace calor. Hace buen tiempo). Note also that when the weather “is” in Spanish, the verb estar is
used, rather than the verb ser: Esta nublado. Esta soleado (We’ll learn why in future chapters). It's important to learn the weather expressions as complete phrases— not just niebla (fog), but Hay
niebla, (it's foggy; there is fog).

You may be tired of memorizing, but as they say, “al mal tiempo, buena cara.” (To bad weather turn a good face).

Note: adjectives only modify nouns or pronouns. To modify verbs, we use adverbs. Compare:

* You speak well (adverb modifying the verb speak)
* That was a good speech (adjective modifying the noun speech)

We'll get to Spanish adverbs in later chapters. For more about adjectives and adverbs in English, you can visithe style guide here.

As we’ll see, adjectives in Spanish behave slightly differently from those in English. First, they’re often placed after the noun they modify: the white house, /a casa blanca. Also, the endings of
adjectives have to match the gender and number of the noun: casa blanca, el libro blanco, los libros blancos, casas blancas. We’'ll get to all that in the pages ahead!

Concordancia de adjetivos

You learned in previous lessons that nouns and articles in Spanish must agree in both gender (masculine or feminine) and number (singular or plural):
el hombre (the man)

los hombres (the men)

la nifia (the girl)

unas nifias (some girls)

URURURG)

This same agreement must occur in Spanish when adjectives are used to describe nouns. If the noun you are using is masculine-singular, the adjective must be masculine-singular as well. It's
important to note that while the gender of nouns is an inherent property, adjectives do not have this inherent characteristic. The gender of an adjective will change according to the noun.

If the noun is masculine and singular, the adjective that describes the noun will also be masculine and singular:
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. @ el chico generoso (the generous boy)

If the noun is feminine and singular, the adjective that describes the noun will also be feminine and singular:
. @ la chica generosa (the generous girl)

If the noun is masculine and plural, the adjective that describes the noun will also be masculine and singular:
. @ los chicos generosos (the generous boys)

If the noun is feminine and plural, the adjective that describes the noun will also be feminine and plural:
. @ las chicas generosas (the generous girls)

If an adjective ends in -o for the masculine form, it generally will also have a feminine form (generoso / generosa as shown in the examples). If a masculine singular adjective ends in a consonant or
a vowel other than -o (most commonly -e), such as importante, it does not change for gender but it will change for number:

. @ el documento importante (the important document)
. @ la clase importante (the important class)
. @ los documentos importantes (the important documents)

. @ las clases importantes (the important classes)

The plurals of adjectives are formed in the same way that you learned in previous lessons for nouns. Add an -s if the word ends in a vowel; add an
-es if the word ends in a consonant:

. @ el marcador verde (the green marker)
. @ los marcadores verdes (the green markers)

. @ la bandera blanca (the white flag)
* las banderas blancas (the white flags)

. @ la luz débil (the weak light)

. @ las luces débiles (the weak lights)
Adjectives are usually placed after the noun they are describing or after the verb ser.

. @ Mi mama cocina comida rica. (My mom cooks delicious food.)

. @ Los médicos son inteligentes. (The doctors are intelligent.)

Indefinite adjectives, such as @ mucho (a lot, many), @ alguno (some), @ ningun (any), @ cada (every) and numbers, both cardinal and ordinal, precede the noun.

Note: There are a few exceptions to this placement that you will learn in future lessons. Also, some adjectives mean something slightly different when used before a noun instead of after. Here are
just a few examples:

. @ Alto (top or high / tall): @ Pagamos un alto precio (We pay a high price). @ Es un hombre alto (He is a tall man).
« Unico (only / unique): @ Compramos la Ginica marca (We buy the only brand). @ Tengo una mochila tnica (I have a unique backpack).

* Gran (great) or grande (big, large): @ Ella es una gran lider (She’s a great leader). @ Ella lidera un pais grande (She leads a large country).

Another note: The word grande doesn’t just change meaning when used before a noun, it’s shortened to gran. Other words get shortened only before a masculine singular noun, including:bueno
(buen), malo (mal), alguno (algtn) and ninguno (ningun).

One more note: When you look up an unfamiliar adjective in the dictionary, only the masculine singular form will be shown. You must change for gender and/or number to describe the noun you
are using if it is not a masculine-singular noun.

These forms are similar to
English, for example: Mi hermana es pelirroja (My sister is a redhead). Both mi/my here indicate that the sister belongs to me. However, in Spanish there are also plural forms if | have more than one
of the thing, for example: Mis hermanos son inteligentes (My brothers are intelligent). And there are masculine and feminine forms for nuestro/nuestra (our) and vuestro/vuestra (your — vosotros).
Remember in Unidad 1 when we learned about masculine and feminine nouns and their articles and adjectives? Learning Spanish as a second language, it is important to practice this feature and

There are two ways to indicate possession in Spanish. One way is to use the verb serin the following pattern: object(s) + ser de +person who has the object(s)

. @ El libro es de Maria. (The book is Maria’s.)
. @ El libro de Maria explica la gramética. (Maria’s book explains grammar.)
. @ Las mochilas son de los muchachos. (The bookbags are the boys’.)

. @ La casa es del Sr. Rodriguez.(The house is Mr. Rodriguez’s.)

Note that the apostrophe+s construction used in English does not exist in Spanish.

Los adjetivos posesivos

A more common way to express possession, especially when it is clear to whom something belongs, is to use possessive adjectives:

singular possessor plural possessor

@ mi (my) @ nuestro (our)
@ tu (your) @ vuestro (your)
@ su (his, her, your) @ su (their, your)

Remember that in Spanish, {7 and usted both mean “you”. Therefore, the possessive adjective for “your” needs to follow the correct register: 7i — tu/tus, Usted —su/sus.

Note that since the 3rd person possessive adjectives could cause some confusion, the use of ser+deis common in these instances for clarification. Context clues can also be used to clarify to
whom an object belongs.

In Unidad 1 you briefly learned the verb estar in questions like “;Cémo estas?” to ask “How are you?”. In this unit we will use the verb to describe the location of things in a household and further
conjugate the verb. Something very important that seems to always get left out are the “tildes” or diacritical marks in Spanish. You may have noticed that unlike English, Spanish has a variety of
accent marks for their vowels (4, &, i, 6, U, ) and one for the fi. Accent marks are important for pronunciation as well as distinguishing the meaning of one word from another. You will notice when
we conjugate estarthere is always an accent mark on the “a” except for the nosotros form, and this reflects the different pronunciation of the conjugated verb, as opposed to the word “this.” For
example: Marta esta aqui. (Marta is here.) Esta es Marta. (This is Marta). As you can see these words look the same but a single “tilde” changes the entire meaning from the verb “is” to “this.” Here

are some other words that change meaning when you do not include an accent mark:

A+ el =al (to the)
De + el =del (from the)

Be careful, the prepositions @ and de only contract with the masculine singular definite article; if you need the feminine or plural form of “the”, it will remain a separate word.

The interrogative (question word) cuando means “when.”
e ;Cuando es tu cumpleafios? (when is your birthday?)

Unlike some interrogatives, cudndo does not change for gender and number. However, you do need to pay attention to the difference between the question word cudndo—with an accent mark—
and the conjunction cuando (no accent mark).

When you use the verb gustar, the form you choose will depend on whether what you like is a singular noun, a plural noun, or a verb.

The verb form gusta is always in the singular when the noun that is liked or disliked is singular, because *it* is pleasing to the person:

. @ (A mi)* me gusta la casa. (I like the house. Literally: The house pleases me.)
. @ (A ti) te gusta la salsa picante. (You—informal singular— like hot sauce.)

. @ (A usted) le gusta la comida. (You—formal singular— like the food.)

. @ (A él) le gusta el libro. (He likes the book.)

. @ (A ellas) les gusta el coche. (They like the car.)

. @ (A nosotros) nos gusta el café. (We like coffee.)
What if plural things are pleasing to you? The verb form gustan is always in the plural when the noun is plural or there are two nouns, because *they* please the person:

. @ (A mi) me gustan las casas. (I like the houses. Literally: The houses please me.)
. @ (A ti) te gustan las manzanas. (You-informal singular— like the apples.)

. @ (A usted) le gustan las comidas. (You—formal singular— like the foods.)

. @ (A él) le gustan los libros. (He likes the books.)

. @ (A ellas) les gustan los coches. (They like the cars.)

. @ (A nosotros) nos gustan los animales. (We like animals.)
As we saw in Unit 4, the verb form gusta is always in the singular when it is followed by a verb, even if there are many verbs listed, because *it* pleases the person *to do* the actions:

. @ (A mi) me gusta cantar mucho. (I like to sing a lot. Literally: It pleases you a lot to sing.)
* (A ti) te gusta recibir y escribir cartas. (You—informal singular— like to receive and write letters.)

. @ (A usted) le gusta escuchar la musica. (You—formal singular— like to listen to music.)
. @ (A él) le gusta comer y bailar. (He likes to eat and dance.)
. @ (A ellas) les gusta aprender el espafiol. (They like to learn Spanish.)

. @ (A nosotros) nos gusta correr. (We like to run.)

*Note: In all of the above examples, the sentences are written with a prepositional phrase @ mi, a ti, etc.) at the beginning of the sentence. This is optional and most Spanish-speakers will omit this
phrase, but they may use it for emphasis in much the way we might emphasize in English by stressing a word or putting it in bold in writing: “You don’t like beets? Well, | do!” Another use is for
clarification in the third person. Since Le gusta comer y bailar could have several translations (“He likes to eat and dance” or “She likes to eat and dance” or “You <formal> like to eat and dance”
or “<Any named person> likes to eat and dance”), the clarifying phrase is used more often with /eor /es.

Some other words that work the same way asgustar:
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. @ Doler (to hurt, literally: to be painful) — @ Me duelen los pies. (My feet hurt / are hurting me.)
. @ Encantar (to love, literally: to be enchanting) — @ A los mexicanos les encantan los dramas coreanos. (Mexicans love Korean dramas.)
. @ Molestar (to mind, literally: to be irritating, bothersome) — @ JLe molesta la musica? No, estoy bien. (Do you mind the music? No, I'm fine.)

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We've seen a number of verbs so far that change the final vowel of their stem in some of their conjugated forms, for example: jAy! Me duelen los pies(doler), and Los nifios tienen diez afios (tener).
These are not random irregularities— there are three categories of stem-changing verbs, which all follow a similar pattern of changing the last vowel of their stem in the conjugated forms where
that vowel is stressed.

Note that the nosotros and vosotros forms do not change their ‘e’ to ‘ie’, because the stress in those forms falls on the next syllable.

And remember that the stem-changing vowel does not affect the personal ending for the verb, which depends on who the subject is and whether the verb is in the -AR, -ER, or -IR conjugation
group. Here’s an example of an -ER verb that has the e>ie stem change:

Introduction to ;Como estas?

As we saw in Unit 4, Spanish has two verbs that translate to the English “to be”:serand estar. In this section, we’ll look at one of the most common uses of estar. to describe conditions and

emotions.

- - Why are there two verbs? Romance languages (Spanish, Catalan, Gallego,
Portuguese, French, Italian, and Romanian) derive from Latin, and Latin had three main verbs that could function like “to be”: sedére “to sit”, esse “to be”, and stare “to stand” or “to stay”. The first
two, sedére and esse, combined eventually into *essere, which came to mean “to be (permanently or essentially)”, in contrast to stare, which meant “to be (temporarily or incidentally).” Do you see
where we’re going here? *Essere = ser; stare = estar.

Note: although English has only one form of “to be,” we still get to join in the fun with words that take on qualities from their etymological roots. Esse gives us essence, essential, presence, and
absence (among others), while stare gives us instance, instant, state, status, station, state, and substitute. See the pattern?

So does that help you understand the difference between serand estar?

No? OK, how about this: “For how you feel or where you are, always use the verb estar.”

Adjetivos usados con ser: Personality, general lifestyle, or qualities

You might remember that we used serto talk about the qualities or characteristics of a person or thing:

alto/a (tall) — bajo/a (short)

amable/a (nice, amiable) — antipatico/a (unfriendly)
honesto/deshonesto (honest/dishonest)
inteligente (intelligent)

When trying to decide between ser and estar, ask yourself: is this acharacteristic of the person/thing (use ser), or is it a condition or state (use estan? For this reason, emotions usually go
with estar, while personality traits go with ser.

This sidewalk closure is a temporary state, not a permanent
characteristic (hopefully). So the sign reads “La acera esta
cerrada.”

Adjetivos usados con ser y estar

With some adjectives, the meaning changes depending on whether you are trying to describe a characteristic or a condition. For instance:£/ es aburrido (he is boring [quality or characteristic]) vs.
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El estd aburrido (he is bored [state or condition]).

El es aburrido. (He is boring.) / El esté aburrido. (He is bored)

Examples of change in meaning for specific adjectives.

e Vivo
El abuelo esté vivo. (still alive)
El abuelo es vivo. (clever, alert)]
Listo
El nifio es listo. (he’s clever: personality)
El nifio esta listo. (he is ready to do some activity)
Verde
La fruta estd verde. (The fruit is green, immature, not ripe)
La fruta es verde. (Permanent color of the fruit)
Joven
La abuela estd joven para su edad. (comparative, she is old in age, but looks young)
Tienes diez afios, eres muy joven para mirar esa pelicula. (age as defining characteristic)
e Rico
La mujer es rica. (wealthy)
La comida esta rica. (delicious)
iOjo! Using estd rico/a to refer to people has a sexual connotation, and can be offensive. “He/she is hot looking.”

A few notes to consider:

* Muerto
El abuelo estd muerto. (dead. Even though when a person is dead it is a permanent condition, “estar” is used because becoming “dead” only takes a second to change from “estar vivo”.)
e Embarazada
Mi compafiera estd embarazada. (pregnant. It is only used with women. In English sometimes it is common to hear that the couple or the man is “pregnant” also, implying that both are
parenting; however, in Spanish a man is never “embarazado”.)

However, there is another verb tense for the continuous present, the
present progressive tense, which is used to create a greater sense of continuity or ongoing action.

In English, the present progressive tense (or present continuous tense— it's the same thing) is formed by combining the verb “to be” with the present participle: for instance, “I am working.”* So:

e Present tense: | work
* Present progressive/continuous tense: | am working

In Spanish, the present progressive tense functions similarly:

* Present tense: Trabajo
* Present tense: Estoy trabajando

Note that Spanish always uses estoy with the present progressive. We'll discuss that more in the section that follows.

Gramatica: “Estar” con el presente progresivo

The present progressive (or continuous) is a compound construction of two verbal forms that cannot be separated by any other word. The progressive may be used in different tenses by changing
the conjugation of the verb estar (past, present or future) and leaving the gerund in its intact form. For now let’s focus on the present:

Subject Pronoun + estar (conjugated) + gerund

What'’s a gerund? In English, gerunds all end in -ing: reading, dancing, singing, etc. (For more on gerunds in English, see theentry on gerunds in the Guide to Writing)

In Spanish, the ending of the gerund depends on the kind of verb:

« for -ar verbs: drop the “r” and add -ndo —> -ando
e for -er and -ir verbs: drop the “-er” or “-ir” and add -iendo
* Stem-changing -ir verbs (not -ar or -er verbs!) change their stem vowels as follows: o>u, e>i and e>i.

* The gerund of the verb iris irregular: yendo.

Note: To form a negative sentence in the present progressive, place the noin front of the form of estar. No estoy escribiendo.

Remember that the present progressive is used to express an action in progress. Note the differences in meaning:

* Estudio espafiol. (an ongoing situation over a period of time: you are taking Spanish as part of your studies this semester)
* Estoy estudiando espariol. (an action in progress right now: you have your book out or a site open and you are actively studying a lesson or preparing right now.

Note also: Although in English, the present progressive tense can refer to events in the future (“We are going to the movies tonight”), in Spanish the present progressive always refers to ongoing
action. For future actions, Spanish uses the present tense or the future tenses.
