Thus you will continuously form  yourselves richly renewed in Christ, becoming
living examples for your fellow man, as you live out the essence of your pure Orthodox Faith
in Christ.

With the visit of
His All Holiness, Ecumenical Patriarch
Bartholomew, the Church in America saw the
unifying principles of world-wide Orthodoxy in
practice. Under the able leadership of His Emi-
nence, Archbishop Spyridon, the Church in
America has had a unique opportunity for re-
flection, prayer, change and renewal.

His Eminence has made it one of his high-
est and most consistent priorities to visit with
individual parishes on a personal basis. In
fact, Archbishop Spyridon has nurtured a per-
sonal relationship with many of the faithful in
the hundreds of parishes he has visited in his
brief two years as shepherd of the flock in
America.  This has transformed the office of
Archbishop into a dynamic ministry, one where

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tion that the Church is poised on the threshold
of a new and wonderful period. After seventy-
five years, the Greek Orthodox Archdiocese of
America is ready to step into a new era. His
Eminence’s support for Internet ministries, as
well as contemporary computer technology, in
the service of ministering to the flock and pro-
claiming the news of Jesus Christ’s living pres-
ence has earned him recognition  from both
laity and clergy.

a) The Peninsula of Athos, from the Great Guard
and beyond, is called the “Holy Mountain,” which is
a self-regulating region in the Greek State, whose
sovereignty nevertheless remains intact.  From a
spiritual perspective, the Holy Mountains falls under
the direct jurisdiction of the Ecumenical Patriarch-
ate.  Its area comprises 389 square kilometers.
Monasticism has been present on the Holy Mountain
from the 5th Century in the form of eremetical ascet-
ics, or small groupings in remote places of the Moun-
tain, as well as a parallel secular presence which
persisted until the 8th Century.

In the first decades of the 9th Century Hagiorite
Monasticism entered a “new phase,” which is well
attested to in the historical sources.  The Mountain
took on its own peculiar monastic character, acquir-
ing boundaries and an organized administration with
its seat at Karyes, where the Lavra, called the
“Great Middle,” was active around the year 940 A.D.
Here the “First” (“Protos”) of the Holy Mountain was
situated, and his foundation was called the
“Protaton.”

In the 9th Century, two important personalities
inhabited the Holy Mountain: St. Peter the Athonite,
who had come to Athos at the end of the 8th Cen-
tury, and St. Efthymios the New, who founded a
Lavra on the Holy Mountain around 860 A.D.

In 963 A.D. monastic life took on a new shape
with the founding, by St. Athanasios, of the first
Great Coenobium, the Sacred Monastery of the Great
Lavra.  The financial and moral support for this un-
dertaking came from that preeminent Emperor of

Byzantium, Nikephoros Phocas, the friend and spiri-
tual son of St. Athanasios.  The official organization
of monastic life on the Holy Mountain began with the
issuance of the Typikon of the Byzantine Emperor
John Tsimiskis, known by the name, “Tragos.”

After the establishment of the Great Lavra, the
remainder of the great monasteries were founded
over the years, with the assistance and blessing of
the ever-memorable Byzantine Emperors and Ecu-
menical Patriarchs, by saintly men and remain until
today, as the Imperial Chrysobulls and Patriarchal
Compacts witness.

Throughout the centuries, the Byzantine State
and the Ecumenical Patriarchate, in accordance with
their efforts to transmit Christianity to the peoples
bordering the Empire, permitted  monks of different
nationalities to dwell on the Holy Mountain (espe-
cially there were Iberians, Slavs and Rumanians) so
that they might transmit in turn a deeper understand-
ing of the substance of Orthodoxy, and transplant
the Athonite way of life to their people.  This ex-
plains the fact that until this very day, there are non-
Greek-speaking monasteries which continue to be
nourished by the centuries-old Athonite monastic
tradition.

T he Office of the Chancellor is concerned with the lives
of the clergy and their ongoing assignments and reas-

signments, as well as the benefits provided to them by the
Church. In the assignment of clergy between two dioceses,
the Chancellor’s Office provides the necessary coordina-
tion. All assignments in the Archdiocesan District are
handled through this office. Also, all new clergy entering the
Archdiocese through ordination and from other jurisdictions
are directly assigned through the Chancellor’s Office.

Since the Archbishop oversees the activities of the bish-
ops “to assist and cooperate with them in the implementa-
tion of their common programs,” according to the Charter
of the Holy Archdiocese, the Chancellor’s Office acts as his
spokesman, especially at times when a Bishop may be
absent from his See or if a diocese is temporarily without a
Bishop. At such times matters that need immediate atten-
tion are addressed by the Archbishop through the
Chancellor’s Office.

In addition, individual Parish considerations are the
responsibility of the Chancellor’s Office.  New parishes
receive their status through this office.  Legal and canonical
matters, as well as their formal response, emanate from
this office.

The personnel matters are also the responsibility of
the Chancellor.

The Chancellor executes the directives of the Arch-
bishop and serves him as his Executive Administrator.

The demands upon the Archbishop for personal appear-
ances and audiences require a complex administrative or-
ganization to assure even the most minute of details are
accounted for in each and every venue in which His Emi-
nence is to make a public appearance.

The Office of the Archbishop also coordinates sched-
ules with the Chancellor’s Office so that the internal admin-
istration of the Archdiocese is carried out in an efficient and
smooth manner. His Eminence meets regularly with Ex-
ecutive Directors, Directors and support staff in order to
keep abreast of developments in the work of every aspect
of the Archdiocese’s ministries and endeavors.

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T he Ecumenical Office has as its main func-
tion the task of providing information, stimulating in-

terest, and coordinating ecumenical activities, both on the
diocesan as well as the parish level.  It adheres to the
principle that Orthodoxy and Orthodox ecumenism must
always speak the truth, never compromising the integrity
and purity of Orthodox teachings, but always respecting
the sincerity of the religious convictions and spiritual sen-
sitivities of others.

The activities of the Ecumenical Office are under the
supervision of His Eminence Archbishop Spyridon.

National Philoptochos also
has a Children’s Cardiac Program, a Cancer
Fund and a Children’s Medical Fund (to assist
children with life-threatening illnesses, such
as AIDS, cancer, kidney and liver disease, and
juvenile diabetes).

Its Social Work Services program assists
Greek and Greek-American people of all ages
throughout the Archdiocese with issues of
health and mental health, government entitle-
ments, homelessness, eviction prevention,
older adult and family services, substance
abuse, and domestic violence.

There are an estimated 500 Philoptochos
chapters in the United States.

T he St. Photios Greek Orthodox National
Shrine is the property of the Greek Ortho-

dox Archdiocese of America. It is primarily a
religious center and is located in the former
Avero House, a two-story structure built in
1749, at 41 St. George Street, in America’s
oldest City of St. Augustine. It was here, in the
Avero House that, with the demise of the New
Smyrna Colony in 1777, the remaining colo-
nists gathered and made this house (now the
St. Photios National Shrine) their place for
prayer and fellowship. Herein lies the impor-
tance and significance of the St. Photios Shrine
and why it is the source of our roots in America.

Initially, there were some 400 Greeks, 900
Minorcans and a few dozen Corsicans and Ital-
ians when they arrived on June 26, 1768, in St.
Augustine for food supplies and other provi-
sions on their odyssean journey to the ill-fated
New Smyrna Colony. The Greeks were from
Smyrna (Asia Minor), Mani (Peloponessos),
Santorini and Crete. Since the Ottomans did
not allow a Greek Orthodox priest to accom-
pany them, their religious and spiritual needs
were administered by the Roman Catholic
priest, Fr. Pedro Camps, from Minorca.

The Greek Orthodox Archdiocese pur-
chased the Avero House in 1966, and Arch-
bishop lakovos dedicated the restored St.
Photios National Shrine on February 27,1982,
and consecrated the St. Photios Chapel on
February 18, 1985. The purpose of this Na-
tional Shrine is, on the one hand, to honor the

memory of the first colony of Greeks in the
New World and the succeeding generations
of Greek immigrants (protopori) and, on the
other hand, to preserve, enhance and promote
in the U.S.A. the ethnic and cultural traditions
of Greek heritage and the teachings of the
Greek Orthodox Church.

The St. Photios National Shrine is a self-
supporting Archdiocesan Institution, thanks to
the generosity of its Benefactors, Friends,
Philoptochos and Ahepa Chapters. Once a
month a Divine Service is conducted at the St.
Photios Shrine Chapel. The Shrine Museum
features a number of exhibits on the Greek
Orthodox Church, the New Smyra Colony, and
an audio-visual room where the video “Our
Plymouth Rock” is shown continuously. The
Shrine, as a service to the Orthodox Churches
and the general public, operates a Bookstore/
Gift Shop, as well as the National Shrine
Church Supplies, with all profits earmarked
for the maintenance of the St. Photios Shrine.

The Annual St. Photios Shrine Pilgrimage
is held on the first weekend in February and
features Divine Services, annual meetings of
the Shrine’s Board of Trustees and Standing
Committees, and the Shrine’s Feastday Lun-
cheon. Likewise, there is an annual Spiritual
Renewal Retreat, and the Greek Landing Day
Festival is held on the nearest Saturday and
Sunday to June 26th.

The Shrine is open daily from 9:00 am
until 5:00 pm, except for Christmas and Easter.

Special meetings may be called by
the Archbishop or by the Council President with the consent of the other officers and with the
knowledge of the Archbishop.

The Council extends its function through the appointment of standing committees, with the
blessing of the Archbishop, who will, along with the member Bishops of the Holy Synod, receive all
minutes and reports. These standing committees will be concerned with clergy concerns, such as
theological studies and moral issues, clergy retreats on spiritual life and renewal, family and
celibate life, canonical and administrative matters, liturgical issues, education (Religious and Greek),
ministry and mission, and clergy benefits.

The Greek Orthodox Church in America is
growing and evolving within the context of

the diverse cultural and social realities of con-
temporary American society. Poised on the
threshold of the new millennium, the Church
under the guidance of His Eminence Arch-
bishop Spyridon recognizes the complex chal-
lenges facing Orthodoxy in America. Taking up
the challenge of a crisis and perceiving it as
an opportunity, His  Eminence together with
numerous religious and lay people has given
the Church a charge saying: “It is not so much
a problem as it is a promise of things that can
be. It is an opportunity.”

The Interchurch/Interfaith Marriage Com-
mittee has engaged the issue with love to-
ward all and with vigor in proclaiming the
witness of Orthodoxy to persons in mixed mar-
riages. The suffering and loss to the Body of
Christ because of ignorance and apathy to-
ward those in this area has been replaced
with a new and dedicated sense of mission
and outreach.

Since the 1970s, both the clergy and laity
have expressed deep concern for the interfaith
families in our Church. At the 32nd and 33rd
Clergy-Laity congresses, meetings were con-
vened and reports written acknowledging the
difficulties many families face concerning this
reality. In 1994, Holy Cross held a conference
on this topic and from that a book was pub-
lished: Intermarriage: Orthodox Perspectives.

In 1997, the Archdiocese approached Rev.
Presbyter Charles Joanides, who had just
competed his Ph.D. in Human Development
and Family Studies at Iowa State University.
Fr. Charles has also been active in private prac-
tice as a marriage and family therapist. His
draft proposal was accepted at the Arch-
diocesan Council meetings in September of
1997. The Interchurch/Interfaith Marriage
Committee is moving from the research stage
into the development of programs and their
implementation.

The diverse needs and blessings of inter-
faith marriages are to be addressed as follows:

Lovingly embrace all such persons into the
life of the Church community.

Positively adjust the attitudes of our Church,
its institutions and members toward lovingly
embracing and welcoming individuals of all
backgrounds.

Educate the faithful laity concerning the
ecclesiological and dogmatic concerns of
these marriages.

Educate the clergy regarding specifically
related pastoral concerns.

The Interchurch/Interfaith Marriage Com-
mittee is guided by the His Eminence and the
Chancellor and profess the message and
spirit of His Eminence’s words on the subject:
“Let us take advantage of it; for a Church that
is open to all people is a Church that grows.”

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This office provides the Archdiocese with tools for or

The department of Manage-
ment Information Systems is  responsible for maintain-
ing, upgrading, and evaluating the integrity and efficiency
of  data  resources as the organization grows accordingly.
There is a constant manipulation of data from eighteen
major administrative applications that store, modify, and
extract information on a continual basis. Within the Greek
Orthodox Archdiocese, MIS is responsible for maintain-
ing, customizing, and developing computer applications
and data structures. The Archdiocese operates under an
open architecture system which  allows the development
of customized programs and applications. These include:

Network Management & Administration

Computer Telephony

Hardware Upgrades and Maintenance

The Office of Management Information Systems also
builds and maintains the complex hardware that is re-
quired for the free flow of information, from desktop com-
puters to network workstations and network servers.

Recently, the entire information structure that supports
the complex administration of the Archdiocese has been
enhanced. For the first time, all records, files and infor-
mation are now stored in such a way as to assure secu-
rity and at the same time to provide ready access to infor-
mation for the efficient administration of the Church.

The Church being the body of Christ in the
world is responsible for the material well-being of the

souls entrusted to her care. As an institution in the world
but not of the world, she must carefully balance the spiri-
tual needs of her flock against the material necessities
required to advance the Gospel of Jesus Christ in the
world. To this end, the Department of Finance is charged
with maintaining the material well-being of the Archdio-
cese of America that it may flourish as an icon of God’s
plenty and mercy.

The Department of Finance is responsible for the over-
sight of all receipts and disbursements of the Archdiocese.
Its constant task is to oversee all the institutions of the
Archdiocese and the Dioceses that comprise the Greek
Orthodox Church in America. The Department effects the
will of the Archbishop and the Archdiocesan Council in
fiduciary matters. It advises persons and institutions in
the Archdiocese on matters relating to fiscal health and
responsibility.

The Department coordinates an extensive and de-
tailed audit program that includes the Archdiocese and
all its institution and affiliates. This oversight extends to
the Dioceses and occasionally to parishes as well. This
audit program has been a fixture in the life of the Church
in America for over twenty years. Currently, the yearly audit
is conducted by BDO Seidman, one of the world’s largest
auditing firms, at a cost of over $200,000 annually. The
Department is managed by the Finance Committee and
the Chancellor’s  Office.

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T his Department keeps the vital records of
the Greek Orthodox Faithful of the Archdiocese, includ-

ing marriages, divorces, baptisms, and funerals. Such
record-keeping began in 1923 for marriages and for di-
vorces.  Since September 1, 1979, a local registry depart-
ment was established in every diocese.  The Archdiocese
Registry Department compiles annual vital statistics in co-
operation with diocesan registrars, and maintains the ca-
nonical files.

The Affidavits of Marriage of the dioceses are numbered
by the respective registrars.  The Affidavits of Marriage and
Marriage Certificates, as well as Baptismal Certificates, are
signed by the Bishops and receive the seal of the individual
diocese.  Only in the Archdiocesan District are the Affidavits
of Marriage, Certificates of Marriage, and Baptismal Certifi-
cates signed by His Eminence Archbishop Spyridon and
sealed with the Greek Orthodox Archdiocese Seal.

The priests of parishes who are under the jurisdiction
of the various dioceses receive the Episcopal License for
Marriage from the Bishop of each diocese.  After the cer-
emony of Holy Matrimony, the Episcopal License is returned
to the registrar of each diocese, who then issues the Mar-
riage Certificate.  The Registrar keeps a record for each
marriage in order to facilitate the finding of the necessary
information when required. This, practically speaking, is
very important for Social Security purposes and for all offi-
cial documentation which may be needed.  With reference
to the Certification of Marriage Eligibility (Bans), a record
has been kept in every diocese since September 1,1979, in
order to ensure that the Certificate is used only once.

Also since September 1, 1979, there has existed in
every diocese a Spiritual Court of the First Order. These
Spiritual Courts adjudicate divorce cases. Divorce papers
are under the jurisdiction of each diocese.

S ince the establishment of the first Greek
Orthodox Church in 1864, the evolution

of the Greek-American community has been a
primary concern of the leadership of the
Church. To meet this concern this department
works to maintain the historical documents of
the Greek Orthodox Church and of Hellenism
in the Americas.

Established more than ten years ago, the
Department of Archives has undertaken the
task of systematically evaluating, organizing
and classifying voluminous files, dating back
as far as 1918. These documents record the
history, progress, and growth of the Church and
its institutions, of the Greek-American commu-
nity, and of numerous fraternal, social, cultural,
and educational organizations. Of primary con-
cern to this department is the need to preserve
and restore historical documents. Many of these
records are irreplaceable and in danger of dis-
integrating because of age. Extreme care is
taken to restore and preserve them.

Included in the Archives files are hundreds
of documents representing numerous catego-
ries of Church development. Among the cat-
egories indexed are:

1. The establishment and incorporation
of the Archdiocese;

2. The historical development of key in-
stitutions and governing bodies within
the Church;

3. The structure and reorganization of
the Archdiocese;

4. The listings of all clergymen within
the hierarchy of the Church;

5. The progress of the ecumenical
movement; and

6. The records of the Ecumenical and
Orthodox Patriarchates.

In addition, the Archives has gathered an
extensive photograph file and book collection
on Greeks in America.

Undoubtedly, the most extensive and
authentic repository of the history of the Greek
Orthodox Church and of Greeks in America,
the Office of Archives is now in a position to
offer its services to scholars, researchers and
authors. It is ready to provide them with the
resources necessary for their research.
Information and photographs are available
upon request.

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SAINT  BASIL  ACADEMY

The estate of the late Jacob Ruppert , the Academy was purchased
in 1944 by the Greek Orthodox Archdiocese supported by the

Greek Ladies Philoptochos Society. It was named Saint Basil Academy
and was dedicated to Christian philanthropy and education.

The Academy is located in the picturesque woodland on the east
bank of the majestic Hudson River, at Garrison, New York, opposite the
United States Military Academy at West Point. Its two hundred fifty
acres are ideally situated in a country setting and within an hour’s drive
from New York City.

The child’s spiritual,
physical, educational, emotional and social needs are addressed in
chapel, classroom, and recreational settings.

The Academy offers the children a sound education based on the
principles of American learning, the teachings of the Greek Orthodox
Church and the language and tradition of the Hellenes. In addition, the
Academy programs provide religion, Greek language, health,
technology, art, and music. To prepare the children for the third
millennium age of the computers, the Academy houses a computer
laboratory. Furthermore, the academy houses the Nicholas J. Soumas
Library, a multi sensory learning center with extensive use of films
and video to aid in the total learning process.

When not in school, the children are the responsibility of the student
Life Coordinators and recreational staff. They supervise and provide
activities to promote individual growth and development. Within the
dormitories, discipline is maintained, personal hygiene is taught and
specific chores and tasks are assigned to keep the areas clean and
neat. The recreation program provides a variety of activities such as
volleyball, basketball, soccer, softball, arts and crafts, cooking, nature
study, dancing, and much more. With such a variety of activities, each
child has the opportunity to develop his or her own creative outlets.

All the children live in cottage-like dormitories. Meals and clothing
are usually donated by various organizations, societies and individuals.
All children are regularly checked and cared for by volunteers of the
Hellenic Medical and Dental Societies of New York at the on-campus
clinic.

One of the Academy’s goals is to bring the real world into the lives
of its needy children. During the holidays, the children of St. Basil are
placed with families who open their hearts and homes to them.

Throughout the course of the year, hundreds of people and many
groups visit the Academy. Retreats and conferences are held on a
regular basis. The Academy facilities are used by parish priests,
Philoptochos Ladies, YAL, GOYA’ns, the Scouts, AHEPA chapters,
church groups and schools of higher learning. The Academy presently
can accommodate up to seventy persons.

In addition to housing and meals, which are prepared
under the supervision of a certified nutritionist, the Home
provides other services such as laundry and assistance
regarding personal hygiene.  Physicians visit the home
twice a week for those who need medical care, and per-
sonnel certified in first aid oversee, when needed, the daily
distribution of medicines.  Every effort is made to maintain
the physical and intellectual integrity of the residents while
encouraging them to preserve their independence and
dignity.

Overall, the programs and services of St. Michael’s
Home are specifically designed for those individuals who
seek assisted living in a Greek Orthodox environment.
Applicants on SSI are accepted, and the Home, as a non-
profit institution, depends on the generosity of its many
friends to be able to fulfill its special mission.

The Orthodox Observer traces its origins to
1934 when it was established as a theo-

logical magazine by Archbishop Athenagoras.
It was transformed into a major communica-
tion medium in the late ‘60s, when Archbishop
Iakovos determined that a more direct method
of communication was needed to carry rapidly
and widely the Church’s message and news
to all parishioners.

Since the first issue in its new, tabloid size
newspaper form, in October 1971, the Ortho-
dox Observer was published bimonthly until
1990 when, following considerable increases
in its publication costs, i.e. production, print-
ing and postage, its frequency was changed
to eleven issues per year.

His Eminence, Archbishop Spyridon of
America, recognizing the importance of the
Orthodox Observer in communicating the ac-
tivities of the Church to all faithful, increased
as of 1997 its frequency to 18 issues a year,
with plans to further increase it to twice a month,
as soon as it becomes feasible.

True to its goals, the newspaper has be-
come part of the life of the Greek Orthodox
faithful in the Americas. It bridges the often
enormous distances between the Archdiocese
and its numerous communities and helps cre-
ate a feeling of identity among parishioners,
keeping them informed on a multitude of sub-
jects. Through its bilingual content, it serves
all parishioners regardless of background.

The Orthodox Observer acts as a direct link
between the leadership of the Church and
each individual reader. It plays a dominant role
in communicating the activities of our Church
and in enlightening and informing the Greek
Orthodox community. It serves its needs in a
number of ways:

¨ It provides general news of local, national
and international interest about the Church.

¨ It presents timely articles on the Orthodox
faith, our heritage and the Church’s policies.

¨ It publishes features and columns by out-
standing writers and among its regular con-
tributors are theologians of the Church who
provide spiritual and theological guidance.

The Observer publishes news of the Arch-
diocese and its departments and institutions
including the National Ministries, Philoptochos
activities, community and Diocese news,
supplements for our young generation, state-
ments and opinions of the Church’s leader-
ship, an Orthodox perspective on major issues
of the day, and provides a forum for debate
issues and teachings to the faithful.

It provides extensive coverage of the Ecu-
menical Patriarchate and the activities of His
All Holiness Ecumenical Patriarch Bartholo-
mew, who has been taking the message of
Orthodoxy throughout the world.

Through the years, it has undergone many
changes and improvements. One result has
been a dramatic rise in its readership: In the
‘70s, circulation was about 45,000 while cur-
rent circulation approaches 140,000.

A national survey conducted for the 1992
New Orleans Clergy-Laity Congress shows
that reliance on the Observer as a primary
source of information for the Greek Orthodox
Community has increased significantly: Ac-
cording to a 1979 Gallup survey, 50 percent of
respondents indicated that the Orthodox Ob-
server was their principal information source
about Greek Orthodox affairs. The 1991-92
national survey showed that figure consider-
ably increased: It had jumped to 83 percent.

Following a change in management, in July
1995, a new effort to improve the cost-effec-
tiveness as well as the contents and the over-
all appearance of the Observer has been evi-
dent. Priority was given to lowering its publica-
tion costs. As a first step, and with a very mod-
est expenditure, state-of-the-art computer
equipment was obtained, and by expertly uti-
lizing sophisticated desk-top publishing soft-
ware, the Orthodox Observer, as of January
1996, is produced entirely in-house.

By the adoption of new technologies and
the renegotiation of the printing agreements,
together with revamping the mailing prepara-
tion and other innovations and savings, the
Orthodox Observer’s production cost to the
Church was substantially reduced.

In-house production of the newspaper re-
quires higher levels of time and expertise, but
comes with other benefits in addition to the
savings. It makes possible extending the dead-
lines for more timely articles and news items,
improving the quality of its photographs, and

utilizing more graphics and visual highlights.
The response from our readers is uniform in
its praise for the overall improvement of the
Church’s major communication medium.

Responding to the demands of the new
generation of computer-literate Greek Ortho-
dox faithful, the Orthodox Observer’s “page”
on the Internet is already in place (http://
www.goarch.org/goa/observer) and is kept con-
tinuously updated. Through direct and interac-
tive links with the Archdiocese’s web site
(http://www.goarch.org) it offers a selection and
a library of its articles, commentaries and news
items, as well as links to other selected mirror
sites, to a plethora of electronic “surfers.”

His Eminence Archbishop Spyridon does
not perceive the Observer’s role strictly as a
vehicle of information, but also as a conduit to
bring additional members to our communi-
ties by promoting the ministries of the Church
and its special interest for the younger gen-
eration as we enter the new millennium.

He also envisions using the publication as
a vehicle to reach those Orthodox who are un-
churched, bringing them closer to the Church,
as well as many others who seek to learn more
about Orthodox Christianity. His desire to con-
siderably expand the readership base of the
Orthodox Observer is being implemented ac-
cording to his guidelines.

The Orthodox Observer has been carrying
the message of the Church for the better part
of this century. It is now the largest circulation
Orthodox publication in the entire world. Un-
der the inspired guidance of Archbishop
Spyridon, we are determined to do our best to
continue fulfilling this ministry in the coming
years, for the good of our Church.
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Greek Orthodox Telecommunications Inc.
(GOTelecom) is a nonprofit educational

corporation, which serves as the electronic
media arm of the Greek Orthodox Archdiocese
of America.  GOTelecom produces Greek Or-
thodox and Hellenic television programs that
address diverse religious, cultural and edu-
cational issues in Greek Orthodox and Greek
American life.

GOTelecom has compiled a “Video Library”
of over 150 programs, distributed directly to
Greek Orthodox parishes, schools, and house-
holds across the country.  Programming is
made possible through individual foundation
grants, program syndication and videocassette
sales, as well as subsidy from the Archdiocese.

Programs produced by GOTelecom, are
carried by the Odyssey Channel (formerly
VISN), a national cable network available in
over 30 million households across the U.S.
The programs also air on other local broad-
cast outlets and public access channels of

various local cable systems, covering an addi-
tional 7 million households. The programs are
produced in English and Greek, and have also
been made available to many Greek program-
mers around the world. GOTelecom records
and distributes annual Pascha and Christmas
messages to all Greek American radio and tele-
vision programs across the country.

This past year GOTelecom’s efforts were
focused on the promotion, coverage and docu-
mentation of the Patriarchal visit to the United
States.  During the visit, GOTelecom executed
successfully the production of an unprec-
edented month-long coverage, that involved
the actual timing of all the events and the sub-
sequent transmission by satellite of nightly
half-hour news packages.  Broadcasters in
the U.S. (Odyssey, PBS, Bloomberg-TV and
Interface) as well as Europe (United States
Information Agency, Reuters-TV, Ant-1, and
Greek Television) all enjoyed free access to
GOTelecom’s television footage.

The historic visit of His All Holiness Ecu-
menical Patriarch Bartholomew presented an
opportunity of building a new sense of com-
munity and a new style of cooperative effort
throughout the United States for those who
serve our churches in press relations and
public affairs.  The powerful combination of
an advisory Public Relations Committee of
Greek American communications profession-
als, parish media site representatives, a pro-
fessional public relations firm and Archdio-
cese staff resulted in a publicity outpouring
which included some 2500 documented news
articles and over 300 radio and television
spots.  The resulting informational data base
has given the Archdiocese an invaluable re-
source that will strengthen our communica-
tions abilities for years to come.

It is the responsibility of the Public Rela-
tions, News and Information Office to provide
information about the Church’s message of
hope and love to our Greek Orthodox faithful
and  to the public at large. It has become in-
creasingly evident that the art of  communica-
tions, the seed of interaction, is the one es-
sential component of an informed and edified
community of believers. If, in fact, we as Greek
Orthodox understand and believe who we are,
the task of imparting that message to society
at large is justified and simplified.

This is done by cultivating professional re-
lationships with print and electronic media; by
producing material for print, radio and televi-
sion in such a way as to achieve clarity in the
public mind; and by providing information ser-
vice to the non-Orthodox and Orthodox, includ-
ing Archdiocese publications, departments
and parishes.

For well over a decade there have been dis-
cussions, meetings and decisions that

have taken place on a long-overdue topic, the
unity of our Archdiocese Religious Education.
In 1993 each Diocesan Bishop appointed an
outstanding teacher as his representative to
an Archdiocese committee charged with tak-
ing steps toward developing such unity.  In
February, 1994, these diocesan representa-
tives convened for a meeting coordinated by
the Archdiocese Department of Religious Edu-
cation.  After much discussion at this and at
subsequent meetings it was decided to take
positive steps toward unifying teachers by: 1)
adopting the name: “DOXA - Giving Glory to
God, Greek Orthodox Religious Educators
Association; 2) agreeing that the primary func-
tion of this body would be to serve the cause of
religious education in the Parish, Diocese,
and Archdiocese; and 3) committing to a con-
stitution that would define and implement such
a structure.

In July, 1994, His Eminence Archbishop
Iakovos welcomed DOXA into the Archdiocese
Family of Organizations at the Chicago Clergy-
Laity Congress.  All levels of DOXA - parish,
diocese, and archdiocese - are interrelated,
with the intention of assisting teachers and
clergy in their search for the most effective
means of fulfilling the sacred ministry of reli-
gious education.

For the sacramental union of a man and a

woman to be proper in the eyes of the Church,
the marriage must be conducted in the Ortho-
dox Church.  For such an ecclesiastical mar-
riage to be valid, the following must be ad-
hered to:

1.  No impediment to marriage may exist;
2.  A civil marriage license must be obtained

from civil authorities;
3.  An ecclesiastical marriage license must

be obtained from the appropriate diocese;
4.  The Sacrament of marriage must be

celebrated by an Orthodox priest according to
the liturgical tradition of the Orthodox Church
and in a canonical Orthodox Church.

5.  The priest must belong to the Greek
Orthodox Archdiocese.  However, marriage
performed in another Orthodox jurisdiction in
communion with the Greek Orthodox Archdio-
cese is also recognized as valid by the Greek
Orthodox Archdiocese;

6.  The priest must receive authorization for
the marriage from his diocesan Bishop;

7.  Before requesting permission from the
Bishop for the marriage the priest must verify:
a) that theparties in question are not already
married either in this country or elsewhere;
b) that the party or parties who are members
of another parish obtain a certificate of mem-
bership from the parish to which they belong;
c) that if either or both parties are widowed, he
or she present the death certificate of the
deceased spouse; d) that if either or both of
the parties have been divorced and/or have
remarried, that they present the appropriate
certificates.

8.  No more than a total of three marriages
will be allowed by the Church, and this only by
extreme mercy.

9.  When one or both of the parties are di-
vorced, they must obtain an ecclesiastical di-
vorce as well in order to marry again in the
Church.

10.  In the case of an interfaith marriage,
the non-Orthodox partner must have been
baptized in the name of the Holy Trinity and in
water.  A marriage cannot take place in the
Orthodox Church between an Orthodox Chris-
tian and a non-Christian.

11. In the case of mixed marriages between
an Orthodox Christian and a non-Orthodox
Christian, the marriage must be celebrated by
an Orthodox priest in the Orthodox Church ac-
cording to the Orthodox tradition.

12. The Sponsor (koumbaros or koumbara)
must be an Orthodox Christian in good stand-
ing with the Church. A person who does not
belong to a parish, or who belongs to a parish
which is not in communion with the Greek Or-
thodox Archdiocese, or who, if married, is not
married in the Orthodox Church, cannot be a
Sponsor.  Non-Orthodox persons may be
members of the rest of the wedding party, but
may not exchange the rings or crowns.

A wedding may be conducted on
these days only if absolutely necessary and
then only by special permission of the dioc-
esan Bishop.

It is a fact that the more things a couple

hold in common, the more likely it will be that
they live their married lives in peace and har-
mony.  Shared faith and traditions spare new-
lyweds and their children many serious prob-
lems and strengthen the bonds between them.
However, the Orthodox Church blesses inter-
faith marriages under the following conditions:

1. The non-Orthodox partner must be a
Christian who has been baptized, in water, in
the name of the Holy Trinity.

2. The couple must commit to baptize their
children in the Orthodox Church and nurture
them in accordance with the Orthodox Faith.

The Orthodox partner should bear in mind
that a married Orthodox Christian whose wed-
ding has not been blessed by the Orthodox
Church is no longer in good standing with the
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Church and consequently does not have the
right to receive the sacraments of the Church,
including Holy Communion, or to become a
sponsor at an Orthodox wedding, baptism or
chrismation.  An Orthodox Christian who has
been married outside the Church and who
wishes to be reconciled to the Church is
encouraged to request from his or her local
Orthodox priest that his or her marriage be
blessed in the Orthodox Church.

A non-Orthodox Christian who marries an
Orthodox Christian does not automatically be-
come a member of the Church, and is there-
fore not permitted to receive Holy Communion
or other sacraments of the Church or a Church
funeral. These are privileges of the baptized
and chrismated members of the Church.

An ecclesiastical divorce may be granted after
a civil decree has been given. However, the
parish priest must exert every effort to recon-
cile the couple and avert a divorce. Should the
priest fail to bring about reconciliation, he will
transmit the petition of the party seeking the
ecclesiastical divorce to the Spiritual (Ecclesi-
astical) Court of the diocese. The decree of
the civil divorce must accompany this petition.
The petition must include the names and sur-
names of the husband and wife, their ad-
dresses, the familial surname of the bride and
where, when, and by which priest the ecclesi-
astical wedding was conducted. The petitioner
must be in good standing with his or her par-
ish and with the Archdiocese.  Orthodox Chris-
tian members of the Greek Orthodox Church
who do not have an ecclesiastical divorce
when they are separated and have obtained
only the civil divorce may not marry in the

Church until receipt of the ecclesiastical di-
vorce. Members of the Church who have only
received a civil divorce and not an ecclesiasti-
cal divorce are not permitted to receive Holy
Communion or to be sponsors in weddings
or godparents in baptismal ceremonies or
serve on the Parish Council, Diocesan Coun-
cil, or Archdiocesan Council.

A person who wishes to sponsor a candi-

date for Baptism and/or Chrismation in the
Church must be an Orthodox Christian who is
a member of an Orthodox parish and who is in
good standing with the Orthodox Church. A
person who has been excommunicated or
anathematized by the Church or who, if mar-
ried, has married outside the Orthodox Church
may not become a godparent.

Baptisms may not be conducted on the fol-
lowing days unless it is absolutely necessary
and permission is obtained from the diocesan
Bishop:  December 25-January 6; Holy Week;
Major Feast Days.

Funeral services are allowed any day of the

year, except on Sundays and Holy Friday, un-
less it is absolutely necessary and permis-
sion is obtained from the diocesan Bishop.

Memorial services may not be held on the

following days:  from the Saturday of Lazarus
through the Sunday of St. Thomas; all the Feast
days of our Lord; and on Feast Days of the
Theotokos.  It is highly recommended that Or-
thodox Christians offer memorials for their
loved ones on the several Saturdays of the
Souls which are set aside throughout the year.

It is known that Jews and Moslems prac-

tice circumcision for religious reasons. Some
doctors deem circumcision necessary for rea-
sons of health and cleanliness. The Orthodox
Church does not prohibit circumcision as long
as it is not practiced for religious reasons and
is performed by a physician.
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SUICIDESUICIDESUICIDESUICIDESUICIDE
Since no one is permitted to take the life of

another, no one is permitted to take his or her
own life, that is, to commit suicide. Suicide is
murder and consequently a grave sin.

Committing suicide signifies loss of pa-
tience, hope, and faith in God.  A person of faith
does not lose hope, no matter the difficulties
he or she faces. The Orthodox Church denies
a Church funeral to a person who has com-
mitted suicide, unless a doctor certifies that
such a person has lost his or her sanity.

AUTOPSYAUTOPSYAUTOPSYAUTOPSYAUTOPSY
When the causes of illness have not been

diagnosed before a person’s death, doctors
with the permission of the next of kin may per-
form an autopsy. Often an autopsy leads to
enlightening observations. Because of this the
Orthodox Church does not prohibit autopsies,
although a body may not be given strictly for
medical research or experimentation.  Be-
cause the human body is the Temple of the
Holy Spirit, the Orthodox Church insists that
those who perform the autopsies accord the
utmost respect to the body.

CREMATIONCREMATIONCREMATIONCREMATIONCREMATION
Various Christian groups, instead of burial,

prefer the cremation of the dead, which was
customary among many ancient peoples. The
Orthodox Church, however, mindful of the fact
that the human body is the Temple of the Holy
Spirit, and inspired by the affection toward her
departed children, refuses to deliberately de-
stroy the body, and has adopted the burial of
the dead, in imitation of our Lord Jesus Christ
Himself as it appears in the Catacombs, and
in the graves of the Martyrs and Saints.  Cre-
mation, therefore, is contrary to the faith and
tradition of our Church and is forbidden to Or-
thodox Christians. A Church funeral is denied
to a person who has been or will be cremated.

“No greater love has a person than he lay

down his life for a friend.”  The Orthodox Church
encourages Orthodox Christians to donate
their organs.  The organ(s) donated gives life
to a fellow human being and provides more
time for repentance.  Even in death, we can
ease the pain of some and grant life to others.
Again, it is important to note that organs be
donated for therapeutic purposes to those re-
quiring healing and not for otherwise experi-
mental reasons.

Just as there are times for feasting in the

Church, there are also times for fasting.  Jesus
Christ Himself often fasted and insisted that
the people fast as well.  Fasting is not a set of
dietary laws or legalistic requirements.  Even
those who for reasons of health cannot fast
from certain foods can still participate fully in
the fast, since they fast from earthly desires,
give alms to the poor, direct their lives to a
more serious sense of prayer, and seek to
redirect their will to coalesce to the will of God.
Rather, when accompanied by prayer, fasting
is a spiritual aid which disciplines the body
and soul and enables them to strive together
to bring the whole person closer to God, es-
pecially during the preparation periods for the
great feast days of the Church.

Nicholas, Titular Bishop of Amissos was  born
on February 23, 1936.  He was elected Bishop
by the Holy and Sacred Synod of the Ecumeni-
cal Patriarchate on March 13, 1983, in St.

The consecrator
was His Eminence Archbishop Iakovos, with
Metropolitan Andrew Kuschak, Bishop John
R. Martin of Nyssa, and Bishop Philotheos of
Meloa, co-consecrators.  Bishop Nicholas was
enthroned in Christ the Saviour Cathedral,
Johnstown, PA on Bright Friday,    April 19, 1985.
