EXCELSIOR, Mo. (Tiger Stadium) -- The Bemidji State
University football team won its first postseason game
in program history Saturday afternoon, 36-23, against
Washburn University. Junior quarterback Jordan Hein and
senior defensive back Kameel Al-Khouri earned offensive
and defensive Most Valuable Player honors while the
Beavers (9-3) tied a program record in wins for a single
season.

After trailing Washburn 10-0 four minutes into the first
quarter, the “Gang Green” defense buckled down to hold
the Ichabods to just 13 points during the remain-der of the
game. Hein found junior wide receiver Blake Holder for a
55-yard touchdown pass down the left side-line for BSU’s
opening score, coming early in the second quarter. Hein
accounted for all five of BSU'’s touchdowns, four coming
through the air and all to different receivers.

Both teams turned the ball over four times, including
two interceptions by each team in the first half. Al-Khouri
grabbed his first pick on Washburn’s first drive of the day.
He also ended an Ichabods drive late in the game with
his final interception to essentially seal the win for Bemidji
State.

Junior wide receiver Christian Lunde, senior wide
receiver Juwaan Richard and senior fullback Blake Pet-
rich were on the receiving end of Hein’s three second half
touchdown passes. Senior running back Gena Adams
rushed for 149 yards in the second half, including a 78
yard run to set up a field goal for the game’s final score
with 5:19 to go in the game. Adams rushed 11 times for an
average of 14.5 yards per carry.

The Beavers finished with 261 yards rushing and
passing for 522 total yards against the Ichabods and al-
lowed 353 yards on defense. Washburn hurt themselves
throughout the game with personal foul penalties, totaling
14 penalties for 145 yards.

Bemidiji State last won nine games in a single season
in 2006, which was also the first and last time the Bea-
vers qualified for a postseason game, the Mineral Water
Bowl against Pittsburg State University. The only other
instance of Bemidji State totaling nine wins in one season
came in 2000.

SIOUX FALLS, S.D. (Kirkeby-Over Stadium) -- The Be-
midji State University football team continues its path in
the NCAA Division Il Football Championship after a 28-24
win at No. 25 Augustana University Saturday afternoon in
Sioux Falls, S.D. The Beavers recorded the first 10-win
season in program history by holding the Vikings off the
scoreboard in four fourth-quarter drives.

After holding a 21-10 lead at halftime, the Beavers
faced a 24-21 deficit heading into the final 15 minutes. Be-
midji State forced Augustana to a turnover on downs, stop-
ping the Vikings on a 4th-and-1 just as the fourth quarter
began. BSU's offense came back on the next drive to go
68 yards in five plays, setting up the go-ahead score with
a 22-yard pass from freshman quarterback Sam McGath
to junior wide receiver Dhel Duncan-Busby at the two-yard
line. McGath punched in the go-ahead score with a two-
yard rush and led the team with 77 rushing yards.

The “Gang Green” defense forced back-to-back punts
by Augustana and sealed the game with another turnover
on downs with 2:06 to play. During AU’s final drive, BSU
allowed a four-yard catch on first down but pushed it back
four yards on a tackle for loss by sophomore linebacker
Spencer Wehr to set up 4th-and-10. Junior safety Jake
West forced the game-winning pass deflection with 2:06
to play as BSU kneeled three times to send the team to
the second round of the NCAA DII Football Champion-
ship.

Sophomore quarterback Brandon Alt tossed 326 pass-
ing yards with three touchdowns and one interception, in-
cluding team highs of eight catches and 142 yards for se-
nior wide receiver Brendan Beaulieu. Bemidji State began

the game with possession and drove 75 yards in four plays,
beginning with a 46-yard pass from Alt to Beaulieu and end-
ing with a 23-yard touchdown pass between the two.

Augustana was held to a field goal on its opening
drive of the game followed by another scoring drive by Be-
midji State. The Beavers again went over 70 yards in just
three plays as senior wide receiver Malik Williams caught
a pass from Alt near the 50-yard line and ran untouched
to the end zone to put BSU ahead, 14-3.

Following a punt and fumble, Bemidji State put to-
gether back-to-back 60-yard drives to reach the Augus-
tana red zone. The first trip within the 20-yard line ended
with an interception before the Beavers capitalized on a
19-yard touchdown catch by Williams, his second of the
game, to go ahead 21-10 before halftime.

Senior linebacker Gabe Ames, senior defensive
back Hameed Oyedele and West each led the defense
with seven tackles, including seven solo tackles for West.
The linebacking corps got in the backfield for sacks twice,
including solo sacks by Wehr and freshman Ty Guden.
Freshman Colton Herman recorded his second career
interception to cut an AU drive short late in the first half.

Bemidji State threw for 348 yards, including Alt's
eighth 300-yard game of the season, and ran for 65 yards
compared to 232 passing yards and 201 rushing yards for
Augustana. Both teams were near 50 percent on third-
down conversions while the Vikings went 0-for-2 on fourth
downs.

The Beavers notched their first-ever win in the NCAA
postseason as the current senior class is the winningest
in program history with 33 wins since 2017.

BEMIDJI, Minn. — For the first time in the program’s 96-
year history, the Bemidji State Football team won a home
pIaTyoff game Saturday afternoon after the Beavers (10-2)
defeated Winona State University 31-7 at Chet Anderson
Stadium and advanced to the Second Round of the NCAA
Football DIl Tournament.

Infrigid temperatures reminiscent to the 2019 Hockey Day
In Minnesota on the shore of Lake Bemidji, the Beavers
used a 24-point third quarter to claim its 10th consecutive
victory surpassing a 82-year program record.

Stunned by the cold and gusting winds, both teams had
trouble adjusting to the elements during the first half and
neither team was able to score. Winona State had the
closest drive to the end zone in the half after driving to
the BSU 10-yard line halfway through the first quarter but
missed the 27-yard field goal attempt.

After the 15-minute halftime and time to make adjust-
ments, the Bemidji State offense found its rhythm in
the third quarter when one of the nation’s top quarter-
back-wide receiver duo Brandon Alt and Brendan Beau-
lieu exploded for three touchdowns in the quarter.

Alt would first connect with Beaulieu just 2:23 into the
third quarter off a 38-yard pass and became the pro-
gram’s career passing touchdown record holder with his

Oth career passing touchdown to surpass Jordan Hein.
After a 22-yard fiel dgoal from Connor Cusick on the next
Beaver drive, Alt and Beaulieu connected once again this
time from 29-yards out. The duo didn’t stop there and with
ju?rt].Z(;Sth remaining in the quarter, Alt found Beaulieu for
a third time.

Winona State had no answer for the Alt-Beaulieu connec-
tion that has been developing for the past four seasons
and #'ust 33 seconds into the four quarter, Alt hit Beau-
lieu for a 24-yard touchdown to tie the program record

for most receiving touchdowns in a game (Chad Postal,

Bemidji State’s “Gang-Green” defense showed why it's a

top-ranked defense in Division Il and held the NSIC South

Division Co-Champions scoreless through 55:23 minutes

of play. However, with 4:37 to play, the Warriors denied

the Beavers’ attempt at their first shutout since 2018 when

Warterback Trevor Paulsen scampered 46 yards for the
arriors’ first score of the game.

Bemidji State would ultimately claim the ultimate prize
and held the Warriors off the scoreboard for the remaining
time for the 31-7 victory.

The Gang-Green defense continue relentless pressure on

the Warriors and forced two fumbles in the game while

also earning five sacks led by senior Zollie Kaplan who

recorded 2.5 sacks and is now a 0.5 sack away from ty-

ir?gtJay Hanson for most quarterback sacks in program
istory.

Alt finished the game 16-for-24 throwing the football with
260 yards and also became the program’s career passing
Klarda e leader at 8,471-yards also surpassing Jordan

ein. He finished the game with four touchdown passes
while the Warriors forced three interceptions.

Bemidiji State totaled 130 yards rushing in the game and
was led by senior Jalen Frye who totaled 56 yards on 17
attempts.

Beaulieu finished the game with five catches for 138
yards and four touchdowns to also tie his own record for
most receptions in a season é?ﬁg while Joey Baron also
caught five passes and totaled 38 yards.

HOMECOMING

THERE IS A TRADITION AT BEMIDJI STATE THAT THE MAJORITY OF COL-
LEGE CAMPUSES IN THE NATION PHYSICALLY CAN'T ADOPT. BEING ONE
OF JUST A HANDFUL OF COLLEGE FOOTBALL FIELDS WITH A LAKE AS ITS
NEIGHBOR, THE BEAVERS HAVE A HOMECOMING VICTORY TRADITION LIKE
NO OTHER. AFTER A HOMECOMING WIN, GEAR AND ALL, THE BEAVER
STUDENT-ATHLETES AND COACHES CELEBRATE BY TAKING A DIP INTO
LAKE BEMIDJI, SPLASH AROUND AND SING THE SCHOOL SONG.

THE FIRST HOMECOMING AT BEMIDJI TEACHERS COLLEGE WAS HELD OCT.
6,1927. UNTIL 1931 HOMECOMING WAS A BIENNIAL AFFAIR. IN THAT YEAR
THE DEMANDS OF THE ALUMNI, EAGER FOR THIS SEASON OF REUNION,
CHANGED IT TO AN ANNUAL CELEBRATION WITH ALL THE TRADITIONAL
DINNERS, TEAS, PARADES, DANCES, BONFIRES AND FOOTBALL GAMES.

DURING THE 1993 SEASON, THE BEAVERS WERE OFF TO AN O-4 START.

IN AN ATTEMPT TO MOTIVATE THE TEAM AND CAMPUS FOR HOMECOM-
ING, GRADUATE ASSISTANT COACH FRANK HAEGE WROTE A POST GAME
RECAP OF THE UPCOMING GAME BETWEEN BEMIDJI STATE AND SOUTH-
WEST STATE. THE ARTICLE INCLUDED ACCOUNTS OF HOW THE DEFENSE
DAMNED THE MUSTANGS AND THE OFFENSE EXECUTED WITH PRECISION.
FRANK ALSO ADDED THAT AFTER THE VICTORY THE BEAVERS, IN A FIT OF
JUBILATION, JUMPED INTO LAKE BEMIDJI WITH JOY! HE, WITH HELPERS,
POSTED THE ARTICLE AROUND CAMPUS ON THE WEEK LEADING UP TO
HOMECOMING.

AS IT HAPPENED, THE BEAVERS WENT ON TO LOSE THAT HOMECOMING
GAME 35-8 AND NEVER DID WIN A GAME THAT SEASON AND FINISHED
0-10. THE FOLLOWING SEASON, THERE WERE FURTHER THREATS OF JUMP-
ING INTO THE LAKE IF THE BEAVERS WON HOMECOMING. BSU LOST TO
MOORHEAD 33-6 IN 1994.

FINALLY, IN PERHAPS BEMIDJI'S BEST EFFORT DURING THE KRIS DIAZ (HEAD
COACH) ERA. THE BEAVERS BEAT THE DEFENDING CONFERENCE CHAM-
PION WINONA STATE WARRIORS 24-14 ON HOMECOMING DAY, OCTOBER
14,1995. OFF WENT THE HELMETS AND INTO LAKE BEMIDJI WENT THE
PLAYERS AND COACHES (EVERYTHING WENT IN, SHOES, EQUIPMENT,
JERSEYS, ETC.). A TRADITION WAS BORN. BEFORE THAT JUMP IN THE LAKE
HOMECOMING VICTORY, BEMIDJI WAS JUST 1-26 IN THEIR PAST 27 GAMES.
AFTER THAT VICTORY OVER WINONA THEY WENT ON TO BEAT UM-MORRIS
AND NORTHERN STATE FOR THEIR FIRST THREE GAME WINNING STREAK IN
OVER A DECADE!

SINCE THAT JUMP IN THE LAKE HOMECOMING VICTORY IN 1995 BSU IS
20-6 ON HOMECOMING. IN THE 11 YEARS PRIOR TO 1995 BEMIDJI STATE
WAS 2-9 ON HOMECOMING.
