. APPROVAL OF JUNE 20, 2018 MINUTES

Vice Chair Cundiff made a motion to accept the June 20, 2018 minutes, as presented. Ms.
Albitz seconded the motion, and the Board members unanimously agreed.

II. NEW BUSINESS

A. Discussion and Action on Proposed Amendments to HAR Title 4 Chapter 86, Petroleum
Products Accounting and Inspection, promulgated by Department of Agriculture (DoAQg)

Ms. Jeri Kahana, Administrator at DoAg’s Quality Assurance Division, explained these rules
represent a repeal of the prior HARs and adoption of a new chapter. With the merging of
DoAg’s Measurements Standard Division, the repeal of the chapter allows for updates. The
new chapter consists of mostly housekeeping updates; it does not affect small businesses
aside from some of the definition changes.

Chapter 86 was originally adopted to include the sale of gasohol, a gasoline blend containing
10 percent alcohol. In 2015, however, the requirement for the blending of ethanol was
repealed by the legislature; thus, the clarification in the rules was requested by Hawaiian
Energy Services LLC for the flexibility to blend motor fuels between 0 and 10 percent.

Vice Chair Cundiff made a motion to move the proposed rules to public hearing. Mr.
Nakamoto seconded the motion, and the Board members unanimously agreed.
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V. OLD BUSINESS

A. Discussion and Action on the Small Business Statement After Public Hearing of the
Proposed Repeal of Hawaii Administrative Rule (HAR) Title 11 Chapter 281, and
Adoption of Chapter 280.1 Underground Storage Tanks, promulgated by Department of
Health (DOH)

Ms. Noa Klein, Hazardous Waste Program Manager from DOH’s Solid & Hazardous Waste
Branch, stated the rules had already been signed by the Governor and became effective on
July 15. DOH received many comments on the proposed rules, however, none of the
comments involved small businesses impact. Small business owners did approach DOH
during “informal” public meetings for clarifications, information, and questions.

The portion of the rules that affect small businesses pertains to the requirement that all
regular gas station tanks must have second containment within ten years of the effective
date of the rules.

Mr. Nakamoto made a motion to support the adoption of the rules. Mr. Ritchie seconded the
motion, and the Board members unanimously agreed.

B. Discussion and Action on the Small Business Statement After Public Hearing and the
Proposed Amendments to HAR Title 19 Chapter 20.1, Commercial Services at Public
Airports, promulgated by Department of Transportation (DOT)

Ms. Dreanalee Kalihi, Revenue Enhancement Manager at DOT’s Harbor Division, stated
that there has been a series of four public hearings. Minor changes were made to the
originally proposed language for clarification purposes; i.e., responsibilities of the permittees
(Uber, Lyft, or other TNCs) and the provider of services (drivers). In total, 181 testimonies,
both oral and written, were received with 99.9 percent in support of the rules; most of the
positive testimonies came from Uber and Lyft drivers.

The rules specify the two options of vehicle identification to serve as counting functions. The
insurance requirements only apply on airport grounds and to Honolulu county. It was noted
that there is a major concern of airport TNC businesses throughout other counties to address
permit licensing, with safety as a main priority. The rules assist in accounting purposes, for
the consistency and accuracy in the revenue made at the airport and number of rides, and
the amount paid to the airport for business and permits.

As the current pilot program will run until August 31t, DOT will assess whether to continue
with the program upon the adoption of the rules; however, the intent is to let the pilot
program run and have some time for Uber and Lyft to prepare and adjust to the new rules.

Chair Borge applauded DOT for staying on track to address and remedy questions while
engaging stakeholders during the process. Mr. Ritchie also commended DOT for sticking
with the process and answering concerns.

Vice Chair Cundiff made a motion to move the rules onto the Governor for adoption. Mr.
Ritchie seconded the motion, and the Board members unanimously agreed.

If the proposed rule affects small business and are not exempt as noted above,
please provide a reasonable determination of the following:

1. Description of the small businesses that will be required to comply with the
proposed rules and how they may be adversely affected.
"Applicants" will include event organizers, such as business associations and non-profits who host events and sell goods,

food, beverages, wares, merchandise and/or services to the general public as part of an event. Examples of these events

include the Friday Hanapépé Art Night and First Saturday in Kapaa. Applicants may also include vendors and food trucks
that are not associated with an event.

2. In dollar amounts, the increase in the level of direct costs such as fees or fines,
and indirect costs such as reporting, recordkeeping, equipment, construction,
labor, professional services, revenue loss, or other costs associated with
compliance.

Direct Costs: The application fee will cost $100 and is charged to cover the resources and cost of review by various county agencies, including the Director of Finance, County Engineer, Fire
Department, and Police Department. Permit fee will vary according to the cost of administration of the activity by the County or other conditions, including required road closures. There may be a
deposit not to exceed $1,000, determined on a case-by-case basis with each permit.

Indirect Costs: Indirect costs may include costs to develop a site plan and map; engage in public outreach prior to submitting or as part of the application review process; carrying required insurance. In
addition, applicants/permitees will be required to meet permit conditions that may include paying for road closures; maintaining ADA compliance; maintaining traffic control to reduce safety hazards;
maintaining lighting, wastewater, and solid waste facilities; engaging in trash clean up and pickup; and maintaning security staff.

Violations will result in a traffic infraction-level offense with a maximum fine of $500 per offense.

If the proposed rule imposes a new or increased fee or fine:

a. Amount of the current fee or fine and the last time it was increased.

These are new rules; thus, there was no fine previously imposed. However, this scheme provides a legal means for vending on
County rights-of-way to take place.

b. Amount of the proposed fee or fine and the percentage increase.

Fees: $100 application fee; permit fee that will be proportionate to the County's administrative costs associated with the activity;
deposit of up to $1,000; and a fine of $500 per offense for any violations.

c. Reason for the new or increased fee or fine.

Increased popularity for food truck and art/food vendor nights across the island along or within the County's rights-of-way necessitated County regulations to
minimize impacts, including the need to require trash pick up and sanitation facilities, and detail safety measures to avoid pedestrian and vehicular dangers.
The fees are designed to cover the County's costs associated with application review, and enforcing and implementing permit conditions.

d. Criteria or methodology used to determine the amount of the fee or fine
(i.e., Consumer Price Index, Inflation rate, etc.).

Fine is proposed relative to the other fines imposed and under the maximum amount of $500 per offense as established by County
Council.

3. The probable monetary costs and benefits to the agency or other agencies
directly affected, including the estimated total amount the agency expects to
collect from any additionally imposed fees and the manner in which the moneys
will be used.

An estimated amount is unknown, but is expected to be minor. Self-enforcement by event
organizers is preferred and is the first line of enforcement. If funds are collected, they will help
offset the costs of enforcement. Deposits, if collected, will be used should the event organizer
not perform conditions of the permit, such as trash pickup

4. The methods the agency considered or used to reduce the impact on small
business such as consolidation, simplification, differing compliance or reporting
requirements, less stringent deadlines, modification of the fines schedule,
performance rather than design standards, exemption, or other mitigating
techniques.

Individual vendors are encouraged to work with organizations/groups to share costs
associated with event promotion and safety and sanitation measures.

5. The availability and practicability of less restrictive alternatives that could be
implemented in lieu of the proposed rules.

The ordinance and rules provide the legal means for vending within the County rights-of-way.
Instead of shutting down the activities, the County sought to support the events by merely
creating a permit scheme for the vending within County rights-of-way.

6. Consideration of creative, innovative, or flexible methods of compliance for small
businesses. The businesses that will be directly affected by, bear the costs of, or
directly benefit from the proposed rules.

Again, the ordinance and rules provide a legal means for applicants to legally operate events, which are already occurring. The rules were
designed to encourage consensus among the event holders and the affected business community surrounding the event by allowing the
County to require community outreach as part of the application process. The conditions that may be imposed on any given permit are flexible

and based on the needs of each event, on a case-by-case basis. Also, the permit will be structured to encourage permit holders to
self-enforce amongst event participants.

7. How the agency involved small business in the development of the proposed
rules.

Over a span of 3 years, the County has attended various business association meetings in both the Kapaa, Lihue, and Hanapepe areas during the development of the
ordinance and rules, including meetings with the Kapaa Business Association, Hanapepe Economic Alliance, Kauai Chamber of Commerce, Lihue Business Association,
and Hanapepe Neighborhood Community. In addition, the ordinance that preceded the rulemaking process heavily involved the public through the legislative process.
Finally, the rulemaking process affords the public a minimum of 2 public hearings prior to the adoption of the rules to ensure maximum participation by small businesses.

a. If there were any recommendations made by small business, were the
recommendations incorporated into the proposed rule? If yes, explain. If
no, why not.

The County is still in the process of considering the incorporation of concerns by small businesses. For instance,
whether to allow brick and mortar businesses to exercise a first right of refusal prior to vendors setting up in front of their

businesses.
8. Whether the proposed rules include provisions that are more stringent than those
mandated by any comparable or related federal, state, or county standards, with

an explanation of the reason for imposing the more stringent standard.
Portions of the ordinance are copied directly from Hawaii Revised Statutes Section 264-101, which banned selling from vehicles or structures
"any article, service, or thing, thereby creating a hazardous condition or a public nuisance" wholly or partly on any state highway, unless a permit
is issued by the Director of Transportation. At this time, our understanding is that the State has not established permitting rules for vending within

state highways. Therefore, the County's rules are not more stringent; if anything, the County's rules are similar to the state's standards, or even
less stringent since through the rules, the County is providing a mechanism for vending to be permitted on County rights-of-way at this time.

RULES AND REGULATIONS FOR REVOCABLE PERMITS TO
VEND WITHIN THE COUNTY RIGHT-OF-WAYS

I. GENERAL PROVISIONS

A. Purpose. Pursuant to authority conferred by Kaua‘t County Code §20-5.7, the
purpose of these rules and regulations are to implement the revocable permit
process for vending within the County’s rights of ways.

B. Scope. These rules shall apply to all rights of way under the jurisdiction of
the County of Kaua‘l as specified under Kaua‘t County Code § 18-5.3.

C.  Definitions.

1. “Applicant” includes any individual eighteen years of age or older,
organization, partnership, firm, association, trust, estate, private
corporation, or other legal entity who has made a formal request or
application for a permit to engage in commercial activity within County
right-of-ways.

2. “Vending” involves the advertising and/or sale of goods, food, beverages,
wares, merchandise, or services to the general public.

3. “Right of way” includes the entire width from property line to property
line, including the berm, swale or shoulder of a roadway owned and/or
under the jurisdiction of the County of Kaua‘i except those roadway areas
under the jurisdiction of the Department of Parks and Recreation
pursuant to Chapter 23, Article 3 of the Kaua‘lt County Code.

IL. APPLICATION FOR PERMIT AND REVIEW PROCESS

A, General Provisions.

1.

All vending engaged within any County right-of-way must have a
revocable permit pursuant to Kaua‘li County Code Chapter 20, Article 5,
unless the commercial activities are authorized or controlled by
concession, contract or are part of a County-sponsored program, other
than that described herein, or are exempt under Kaua‘li County Code §23-
3.4, as amended.

Permit applications shall be obtained from the Office of Economic
Development (OED) at 4444 Rice Street, Suite 200, Lihu‘e HI 96766.

A complete application and all application requirements stated under
subsection II.C. of these Rules shall be submitted to OED a minimum of
ninety (90) calendar days prior to any proposed event. Applications
submitted after the ninety (90) calendar day minimum requirement may
not be accepted. Applicants are encouraged to submit permit
applications prior to ninety (90) days prior to any proposed event to
accommodate agency review, potential bidding procedures, and public
outreach.

The application may be reviewed by the County Engineer and other
Departments when applicable to assure the safety of the public.

The Director of Finance will make every effort to issue a determination
on any complete application a minimum of thirty (30) calendar days prior
to any proposed event.

B. Bidding. When bidding is required pursuant to Kaua‘t County Code Section
20-5.2, the following shall apply:

1.

3. The Director of Finance may require the applicant to provide public
outreach prior to permit approval.

11.  Surveys or other means to gauge community support

4. When permits are requested in commercial districts, applicants shall
notify adjacent businesses of the permit application and the adjacent
businesses shall be provided an opportunity to comment on the
application.

D. Criteria for Application Review. The Director of Finance, County Engineer,
Fire Department, and/or the Police Department will consider the following
criteria:

1. Public outreach to gauge community support

2. Adequate travel ways for cars and pedestrians

3. For road closures, adequate safety measures, which may include but not
be limited to barriers, signage, detours
Maintenance of ADA clearances

5. Reduction/elimination of safety hazards, such as tripping, sight distance,
or other obstructions.

6. Adequacy of facilities, including lighting, wastewater and solid waste

7. Whether the person or organization applying for the application has any

outstanding bills related to previous permits issued for vending under
Kaua‘l County Code Chapter 20, Article 5

PERMIT CONDITIONS AND RESTRICTIONS

Any costs
incurred by the County resulting from the activity shall be reimbursed to
the County. A draft estimate of the anticipated costs shall be provided to
the permittee prior to the event.

All payments of fees and charges shall be in cash, personal check,
cashier's check, certified check, postal money order, or bank money order.

The Director of Finance or authorized representative may impose permit
conditions as needed to protect the health, safety, and welfare of the
public. Such conditions may include, but are not limited to, the following:
1.  Hiring of security staff
1.  County enforcement staff support
1i.  Provision of portable toilets
iv.  Provision of portable lighting
v.  Traffic control, including barricades and/or signage
vi. Trash cleanup and pickup

6. Deposit. The Director of Finance or authorized representative reserves
the right to require a deposit in an amount not to exceed one thousand
dollars ($1,000.00). Upon the failure to pay any reimbursement or charge
as specified under the rules, the County will use the deposit to
compensate the County for any charges it is due. The County will return
any deposit amount that remains after all reimbursement or charges due
to it are deducted, if any. Should the amount of reimbursement or charge
due to the County exceed the amount of the deposit, the County reserves
the right to institute legal action for collection. In the event such legal
action for collection is instituted, the County shall be reimbursed for all
costs of any collection action including reasonable attorneys’ fees. In
addition to the above, upon the failure to pay any reimbursement or
charge as specified under this Agreement, the Party will be banned from
applying for a revocable permit until all reimbursement or charges due to
the County are fully paid.

7. Indemnification. The permittee will defend, indemnify and hold
harmless County from and against any claims and demands for losses or
damages (including claims for property damage, personal injury or
wrongful death) arising from or growing out of any act, whether willful or
negligence, of the permittee or any person claiming by, through or under
permittee in connection with the commercial activities, and permittee
will reimburse the County for any reasonable damages, losses, costs
or expenses, including reasonable attorneys' fees, incurred in connection
therewith. The permittee shall be fully responsible to compensate
County or County’s licensees for any damages.

8. Loss or Damage. The Permittee assumes all risks of loss or damage to
the County’s property from any cause, and agrees to return the premises
to the County in the same or similar condition that existed prior to the
event. Should loss or damage to the County’s property be determined by
the County within forty eight (48) hours of the event, the Permittee shall
repair, reimburse or replace the equipment to the satisfaction of the
County. If reimbursement is required by the County, the Permittee shall
make such reimbursement within five (5) calendar days from the
County’s billing. All determinations made by the County are final.

9. Assumption of Risk. The County shall not be liable or responsible to the
Permittee for any accidents, injuries, or damages occasioned by any
means whatsoever, nor from any damage arising from any acts or neglect
of any other party caused by the transportation, set-up, and use of
dismantling of the County’s property. The Permittee’s use of the
County’s property shall be at the risk of Permittee only, and Permittee
shall hold County harmless from any and all claims arising out of loss or
damage to the same, including subrogation claims by Permittee’s
Insurance carriers.

10. Release. In consideration of accepting and using the County’s property
for its event, the Permittee, its beneficiaries, heirs, executors,
administrators, representatives, successors, and assigns, and any person
or entity acting for, under, or through them, hereby releases and forever
discharges the County, its officials, employees, representatives and
agents, from and on account of any and all claims, actions, causes of
action, claims for relief, damages, injuries, losses, punitive or treble
damages, liens, debts, costs, interest, attorneys’ fees, experts’ or
consultants’ fees, expenses, and other relief, whether in law or in equity,
whether known or unknown, suspected or unsuspected, fixed or
contingent, past, present, and future, whether sounding in tort, contract,
statute or otherwise, resulting from, arising out of, or connected with the
Party’s transportation, set-up, use of and dismantling of the equipment
for its event.

11. No Subleasing. A rental fee may not be charged by the permittee for use
of public rights-of-way or facilities covered by the permit.

12. Kaua‘i Products. Vending of Kaua‘t Grown and Kaua‘i Made products is
strongly encouraged.
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B. Denial of Permit. Application for permits may be denied for reasons, which

may include, but are not limited to:

1. A state of emergency is declared by the Director of Finance or other
proper authorities

2. Natural or civil disturbances, including but not limited to tsunamis,
floods, earthquakes, storms, riots, demonstrations, and employee strikes
occur or threaten to occur.

3. The County Engineer determines that the proposed permit action is
unsafe or causes a nuisance

4. The proposed permit action is opposed by the affected community

5. Permits for the vending of cars or parking of cars for sale or rent in the
public right of way shall be denied

6. There is already an existing and active permit that covers any portion of
all of the proposed area and/or date and time of the proposed commercial
activity event

7. There are any deficiencies in the permit application
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IV.  REVOCATION, MODIFICATION, OR TERMINATION OF PERMIT

A. Revocation or Modification.

1. Notice. The Director of Finance shall provide prompt written notice to
the permittee of any action to revoke or modify a permit for the following

reasons:
1. A permittee violates permit conditions or other provisions of these
rules
1. The circumstances under which the permit was considered have

substantially changed as determined by the Director of Finance or
authorized representative

2. Notice Requirements. Written notice of revocation and/or modification,
when applicable, shall state the following:
1. The date of the Notice of Violation

11. Permit number, event, location of the event, and the name and
address of the person noticed
111. The nature of the violation
1v. Any terms for the revocation or modification, including a
description of the items to be done to correct any violation
V. The deadline for compliance with the Notice of Violation
V1. The penalties that will be imposed if compliance of the Notice of

Violation is not met, which may include permit revocation, fine,
and liability for any injuries to person or property and to the
County resulting from the owner’s failure to clear the hazard

Vil. The Notice of Violation may be appealed upon notice within thirty
(30) days of service to Director of Finance, and if not appealed, the
Notice of Violation shall become final thirty (30) days after the
date of service

3. Automatic Revocation or Modification. Permits may be revoked or
modified at any time without prior notice when any of the following
occurs:

1. A state of emergency is declared by the Director or other proper
authorities
1. Natural or civil disturbances, including but not limited to,
tsunamis, floods, earthquakes, storms, riots, demonstrations and
employee strikes occur or threaten to occur
1ni. Fees, as required, are not paid
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B. Permit Termination Due to Non-Use.

1. Failure to use a permit at the designated time and place shall not result
in a refund or credit of fees previously paid, unless otherwise determined
by the Director of Finance
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V. APPEALS OF PERMIT DECISIONS

A. General Provisions.
1. Appeals. The petition for appeal shall be submitted to the Director of
Finance and shall be filed within thirty (30) days of service of the
Director’s decision to approve, deny, revoke, or modify a permit. The
petition shall contain the following:

1. The name, address and telephone number of the appellant.

11. The identification of the appellant's proposed event and location.
111. All pertinent facts.
1v. The action of the Director of Finance.

V. The reasons for the appeal, including a statement as to why the

appellant believes that the Director’s action was in violation of the

applicable law, or is clearly erroneous in view of the reliable,

probative, and substantial evidence on the whole record, or is
arbitrary, or capricious, or characterized by an abuse of discretion
or clearly unwarranted exercise of discretion.

V1. Petitions not in conformance with these requirements shall be
rejected by the Director of Finance.

2. Standing. Only aggrieved parties have standing to appeal an action
under these rules.

3. Hearing Officer. Upon receipt of the petition for appeal, the Director of
Finance shall within a reasonable time thereafter appoint a Hearings
Officer who shall not be an employee of the Department of Finance. The
Hearings Officer shall afford the petitioner and all other parties an
opportunity to be heard. Such hearing shall be conducted in conformity
with the applicable provisions established herein for contested case
hearings before the Hearings Officer.

1. Hearings Officer Action.

a. A Hearings Officer appointed by the Director of Finance
pursuant to these rules and other applicable law shall render
his or her decision within sixty (60) days of the close of the
evidentiary portion of the hearing.

b. A longer period to render any decision by the Hearings Officer
may be permitted by agreement of all parties.

4. Definitions.

1. "Contested Case" means a proceeding in which the legal rights,
duties or privileges of specific parties are required by law to be
determined after an opportunity for agency hearing.

11. “Department” means the Department of Finance or its authorized
representative.
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111. "Director" means the Director of Finance or his or her authorized
representative.

1v. "Hearing" refers only to such hearing held by the Hearings Officer
immediately prior to a judicial review of a Contested Case as
provided in Section 91-14 HRS.

V. "Hearings Officer" means any person or persons designated and
authorized by the Director of Finance to conduct a hearing for the
purpose of taking testimony and to report his or her findings of
facts and conclusions of laws and decision and order.

V1. "HRS" means Hawai'i Revised Statutes.
VIi. "Party" means a Petitioner or Petitioners and the Department or
Director.
VIil. "Person" includes individuals, partnerships, corporations,

associations, or public or private organizations of any character
other than agencies.

IX. "Petitioner" means a person who seeks to appeal a decision of the
Director of Finance issued pursuant to his or her authority under
the Kaua'li County

X. Code Chapter 20, Article 5.

X1. "Proceeding" means a matter that is submitted to a Hearings
Officer designated and authorized by the Director of Finance to
conduct a hearing for the purpose of taking testimony and
reporting his or her findings of facts and conclusions of laws and
decision and order.
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B. General Requirements in Proceedings Before the Hearing Officer.

1. Who May Appear Before the Hearing Officer. Any party to a proceeding
before the Hearings Officer may appear in his or her own behalf or as an
authorized representative of a partnership, corporation, trust or
association and an officer or employee of a department or agency of the
State or a political subdivision may represent that department or agency
in any proceeding before the Hearings Officer. If a party is to be
represented by an attorney, that attorney who appears before the
Hearings Officer shall be in good standing before the Hawai'i Supreme
Court. The Hearings Officer may at any time require any person
appearing before him/her, in a representative capacity, to show proof of
his or her authority and qualification to act in such capacity.

2. Code of Ethics. Any person who signs a pleading or brief, enters an
appearance at a hearing, or transacts business with the department, by
such act represents that he or she is legally authorized to do so and shall
comply with the laws of this State and the County of Kaua'i, and the
rules and regulations of the department; and further, he or she shall
maintain the respect due to the Hearings Officer and shall never deceive

or knowingly present any false statements of fact or law to the Hearings
Officer.
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C.

Requirements of Filing of Documents.

1.

Time and Place. All pleadings, briefs, submittals, petitions, reports,
maps, exceptions, memoranda and other legal papers required to be filed
with the Hearings Officer in any proceeding shall be filed with the
Hearings Officer at his or her place of business, and shall be served on all
parties to the proceeding. Unless otherwise ordered, the date on which
the papers are accepted shall be regarded as the date of filing.

Format. All submittals shall be clearly and permanently legible and in
such form as may be prescribed by the Hearings Officer. The original
shall be signed in ink by each party or his or her counsel and show the
address of such person.

Copies. Unless otherwise required by these rules or the Hearings Officer,
there shall be filed with the Hearings Officer, an original and two copies
of each submittal thereof. Additional copies shall be promptly provided if
the Hearings Officer so requests.

Extensions of Time. Whenever a party is required to file a pleading
within the period prescribed or allowed by these rules, by notice given
there under or by an order or regulation, the Hearings Officer may ( 1)
for good cause before the expiration of the prescribed period, with or
without notice to the parties, extend such period, (2) pursuant to a
stipulation between all of the parties, extend such period, and/or (3)
permit the act to be done after the expiration of the specified period
where the failure to act is clearly shown to be the result of excusable
neglect. All requests for continuances, except for stipulations, should be
by written motion, unless it is made during the course of a hearing.

Amended Pleadings. All pleadings may be amended at any time prior to
the hearing. Amendments offered prior to the hearing shall be served on
all parties and filed with the Hearings Officer. All parties shall have the
opportunity to answer and be heard on amendments filed after the
hearing commences, and the Hearings Officer shall decide whether such
amendments shall be allowed.

Service of Process.

1.

By Whom Served. The Hearings Officer shall serve copies of all orders,
notices and other papers issued by him or her, together with any other
papers that are required by law. All other papers shall be served by the
parties filing them.

Upon Whom Served. All papers served by either the Hearings Officer or
any party shall be filed and served upon all parties through their counsel
if they have retained counsel and shall contain a certificate of service
attesting to such service. Any counsel entering an appearance subsequent
to the initiation of such proceeding shall notify all other counsel of record
and all parties not represented by counsel of such fact.

Service Upon Parties. The final decision and order, and any other paper
required to be served by the Hearings Officer upon a party, shall be
served upon such party or his/her counsel of record.

Method of Service. Service of papers shall be made personally or, unless
otherwise provided by law, by mail to the last known address of the party
or his/her counsel of record.

When Service is Complete. Service upon parties other than the Hearings
Officer shall be regarded as complete upon mailing or upon personal
service unless otherwise specifically directed by the Hearings Officer.

How Made. Whenever under these rules service is required or permitted

to be made upon a party represented by an attorney the service shall be

made upon the attorney unless service upon the party is ordered by the

Hearings Officer.

1. Service upon the attorney or upon a party shall be made (a) by
delivering a copy to the attorney or party; or (b) by mailing it to the
attorney or party at the attorney's or party's last known address;
or (c) if no address is known, by leaving it with the clerk of the
Director; or (d) if service is to be upon the attorney, by email
transmission to the attorney's business email address.

11. Delivery of a copy within this rule means: handing it to the
attorney or to the party; or leaving it at the attorney's or party's
office with a clerk or other person in charge thereof; or, if there is
no one in charge, leaving it in a conspicuous place therein; or, if
the office is closed or the person to be served has no office, leaving
it at the person's dwelling house or usual place of abode with some
person of suitable age and discretion then residing therein.

111. Service by mail is complete upon mailing. Service by email
transmission is complete upon receipt of the entire document by
the intended recipient and between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 5:00
p.m. on a week day. Service by email transmission that occurs
after 5:00 p.m. shall be deemed to have occurred on the next week
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day. Email transmission means transmission and receipt of the
entire document without error with a cover sheet which states the
attorney(s) to whom it is directed, the case name and case number,
and the title and number of pages of the document.

1v. Service by email transmission shall be confirmed by a certificate of
service which declares that service was accomplished by email
transmission to a specific phone number, on a specific date, at a
specific time.

E. Times.

1. Computation. In computing any period of time prescribed or allowed by
these rules, by order of the Hearings Officer, or by any applicable statute,
the day of the act, event, or default after which the designated period of
time begins to run shall not be included. The last day of the period so
computed shall be included unless it is a Saturday, a Sunday or a
holiday, in which event the period runs until the end of the next day
which is not a Saturday, a Sunday or a holiday. When the period of time
prescribed or allowed is less than 7 days, intermediate Saturdays,
Sundays and holidays shall be excluded in the computation. As used in
this rule, "holiday" includes any day designated as such pursuant to
section 8-1 of the Hawai'i Revised Statutes.

2. Enlargement. When by these rules or by a notice given thereunder or by
order of the Hearings Officer an act is required or allowed to be done at
or within a specified time, the Hearings Officer for cause shown may at
any time in his or her discretion (1) with or without motion or notice
order the period enlarged if request therefor is made before the
expiration of the period originally prescribed or as extended by a previous
order or (2) upon motion made after the expiration of the specified period
permit the act to be done where the failure to act was the result of
excusable neglect.
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VL.  HEARING PROCEDURES

A, Hearing Officer.

1. The Hearings Officer shall control the course of the hearing, administer
oaths, receive evidence, hold appropriate conferences before or during
hearings, rule on all objections or motions, receive offers of proof, fix the
time for the filing of submittal, dispose of any other matter that normally
and properly arises in the course of a hearing, and take all other actions
authorized by law that are deemed necessary to the orderly and just
conduct of the hearing.

B. Parties. The Department of Finance and the petitioner shall in every case be
parties to such proceedings.

C. Continuance. The Hearings Officer may, for good cause, postpone or continue
any hearing from day to day, or to a later date, or to a different place without
notice other than the announcement thereof at the hearing.

D. Ex Parte Communication. No person whether or not a party to a hearing
before the Hearings Officer shall communicate ex parte regarding any subject
matter of the proceeding with the Hearings Officer.

E. Notice of Hearing.

1. The notice of hearing shall be served upon all parties at least fifteen (15)
days prior to the hearing date, unless otherwise provided by law.

2. The notice shall contain the appropriate information as required in HRS,
91-9.

F. Waiver of Procedure. Any procedure pursuant to these rules may be modified
or waived by stipulation of the parties and informal disposition may be made
of any hearing by stipulation, settlement, agreement, consent order, or
default.

G. Prehearing Conference. The Hearings Officer may hold a prehearing
conference with the parties for the purpose of formulating or simplifying the
issues, arranging for the exchange of proposed exhibits or proposed witness
testimony, setting of schedules, exchanging names of witnesses, limitation of
number of witnesses, and such other matters as may expedite orderly conduct
and disposition of the proceeding.
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H. Requests for Transcripts. Unless otherwise provided by law or specifically
ordered by the Hearings Officer, it shall not be necessary to transcribe the
record unless required for purposes of rehearing or court review. Should a
party to a hearing under these rules desire that transcripts be provided when
not otherwise required, the party may, prior to commencement of hearing,
either; (1) deposit an amount sufficient to cover transcribing and printing
costs as prepared by a certified court reporting service; (2) provide a certified
court reporting service at the hearing; (3) enter into an agreement with the
County that will address the preparation and printing costs of transcripts.

I. Just, Expeditious, and Inexpensive Determination.
1. To avoid unnecessary cumulative evidence, the Presiding Officer may
limit the number of witnesses or the time for testimony upon a particular
issue.

2. The Presiding Officer shall not order or approve civil style discovery
against non-parties; and unless stipulated to by all parties, the hearings
officer shall not order or approve civil style discovery between parties.
Civil style discovery refers to procedures initiated by parties under
judicial rules of civil procedure, specifically including but not limited to,
depositions on oral or written questions, written interrogatories, requests
for production of documents or things, requests to enter land or other
property, physical and mental examinations, and requests for
admissions.

J. Stipulation as to Findings of Facts, Conclusions of Law. Nothing in these
rules shall prohibit parties from entering into appropriate stipulations as to
findings of fact, conclusions of law, and conditions, if any, concerning the
subject petition for appeal.

1. A petitioner who desires to enter into a stipulation shall prepare a
stipulation as to any and all findings of fact, conclusions of law, and
conditions, if any, concerning the subject petition.

2. All parties shall sign the proposed stipulation as to any or all proposed
findings of fact, conclusions of law, and conditions and a proposed
decision and order, if at all, and shall submit such stipulation to the
Hearings Officer seven (7) days prior to the hearing date, unless
otherwise permitted by the Hearings Officer.

3. The Hearings Officer may require the parties to submit additional
evidence concerning the stipulation and proposed decision and order.

4. The Hearings Officer may approve the proposed decision and order by
amending or adopting the proposed decision and order.
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K. Order of Hearing Procedure. At the commencement of the hearing, the
Hearings Officer may read the notice of hearing and then briefly outline the
procedures to be followed, which shall be in the following manner:

1. Presentation of Evidence. The petitioner’s presentation shall be first,
followed by the Department.

2. Cross-Examination. Each Party shall have the right to conduct such
cross-examination of other Parties and their witnesses as may be
required for a full and true disclosure of the facts. The order of cross-
examination and re-cross shall be determined by the Hearing Officer.

3. Rebuttal Evidence. Each Party shall be afforded the opportunity for
rebuttal in the same order as above.

4. Close Contested Case Hearing. Upon completion of all testimony and
evidence submitted by each party and their witnesses, the Hearing
Officer shall close the Contested Case portion of the Hearing.

5.  Request to Submit Proposed Findings of Fact, Conclusions of Law,
Decision and Order. A party may, after the close of the evidentiary

portion of the hearing request the opportunity to submit proposed
Findings of Fact, Conclusion of Law, Decision and Order. If such a
request 1s made, the Hearings Officer shall also allow all other parties to
submit proposed Findings of Fact, Conclusion of Law, Decision and
Order. Should a party not submit a request at such time, the party's
right to submit such document shall be deemed waived and the Hearings
Officer may commence with appropriate decision-making action. If a
request 1s made, the Hearings Officer may continue the docket and set a
timetable for the conduct of the post-hearing proceedings pursuant to
these rules.

L. Co-Counsel. No more than two (2) counsel may appear for any party at any
proceeding before the Hearings Officer. Where a party is represented by more
than one counsel, only one of the counsel shall be permitted to cross-examine
a witness or to state any objections or make closing arguments.
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M. Requests for Subpoenas.

1. Subpoenas of Witnesses. Requests for the issuance of subpoenas
requiring the attendance of a witness for the purpose of taking oral
testimony before the Hearings Officer shall be in writing, and shall state
the reasons why the testimony of the witness is believed to be material
and relevant to the issues involved. Only parties or the Hearings Officer
may request the issuance of a subpoena.

2. Every subpoena shall state the title of the proceeding for which it is to be
issued, and shall command each person to whom it is directed to attend
and give testimony at a time and place therein specified.

3. Subpoenas Duces Tecum. Requests for the issuance of subpoenas for the
production of documents or records shall be in writing; shall specify the
particular document or record, or part thereof, desired to be produced;
and shall state the reasons why the production thereof is believed to be
material and relevant to the issues involved.

4. Who May Issue Subpoenas. Subpoenas may only be issued by the
Hearings Officer. No subpoena shall be issued unless the party
requesting the subpoena has complied with the provisions herein and
gives the names and address of the desired witness. Signed and sealed
blank subpoenas shall not be issued to anyone. The name and address of
the witness shall be inserted in the original subpoena, a copy of which
shall be filed in the proceeding. Subpoenas shall show at whose instance
the subpoena 1s issued. The parties at whose instance a subpoena 1s
issued shall arrange for service thereof, and shall file a return and an
acknowledgment of service thereon.

5. Fees and Mileage. Witnesses summoned shall be paid the same fees and
mileage as are paid witnesses in Circuit Courts of the State of Hawai'i
and such fees and mileage shall be paid by the party at whose instance
the witness appears.

6. Oath. Witnesses shall be sworn under oath or affirmation prior to
testifying.

N. Consolidation. The Hearings Officer, upon his/her own initiative or upon
motion may consolidate for hearing or for other purposes, or may
contemporaneously consider, two or more proceedings which involve
substantially the same parties or issues which are the same or closely related
if he/she finds that such consolidation or contemporaneous consideration will
be conducive to the proper dispatch of its business and to the ends of justice
and will not unduly delay the proceedings.
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0. Substitution of Parties. Upon motion and for good cause shown, the Hearings

Officer may order substitution of parties, except that in the case of death of a
party, substitution may be ordered without the filing of a motion.

Motions.
1.

All motions, other than those made during a hearing, shall be made in
writing to the Hearing Officer, shall state the relief sought, and shall be
accompanied by an affidavit, declaration, and/or memorandum setting
forth the grounds upon which they are based.

All motions are non-hearing and shall be decided upon written
submission, unless the Hearing Officer elects to set a time for hearing.
Unless otherwise specified by the Hearing Officer, a memorandum in
opposition or a counter affidavit or declaration may be filed and served on
all parties no later than fifteen (15) days after service of the motion.

No reply or supplemental memoranda shall be filed unless specifically
allowed by the Hearing Officer.

The original documents and proof of service shall be filed with Hearing
Officer. When service is made by mail, two calendar days shall be added
to the periods required in 6.15C.

Unless otherwise specified by the Hearing Officer, all pretrial motions
shall be filed no later than twenty (20) days prior to the assigned
contested case hearing date.
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Q. Evidence.

1.

Form and Admissibility. The Hearings Officer shall not be bound by the
Hawai'i Rules of Evidence relating to the admission or rejection of
evidence, but may exercise his/her own discretion in such matter with a
view towards insuring that justice is served.

Burden of Proof. Except as otherwise provided by law, the party
Initiating the petition to appeal shall have the burden of proof, including
the burden of producing evidence as well as the burden of persuasion.
The degree or quantum of proof shall be a preponderance of the evidence.
Exclusion of Irrelevant Material. As a matter of policy, the Hearings
Officer shall provide for the exclusion of irrelevant, immaterial, or unduly
repetitious evidence.

Ruling. The Hearings Officer shall rule on the admissibility of all
evidence.

Objections and Exceptions. When objections are made to the admission or
exclusion of evidence, the ground relied upon shall be stated briefly.
Formal exceptions to rulings are unnecessary and need not be taken.
Offer of Proof. An offer of proof for the record shall consist of a statement
of the substance of the evidence to which the objection has been
sustained.

Prepared Testimony. With the approval of the Hearings Officer, a
witness may read into the record his/her testimony on direct
examination. Before any prepared testimony is read, unless excused by
the Hearings Officer, the witness shall deliver copies thereof to the
Hearings Officer, and all counsel or parties. If the Hearings Officer
deems that substantial savings in time will result, a copy of the prepared
testimony may be received in evidence without hearing, provided that
copies thereof shall have been served upon all parties and the Hearings
Officer to permit proper cross examination of the witness on matters
contained in said prepared testimony.
Documentary Evidence. If relevant and material matter offered in
evidence is embraced in a document containing other matters, the party
offering it shall designate specifically the matter so offered. If other
matter in the document would unnecessarily encumber the record, the
document will not be received in evidence, but at the discretion of the
Hearings Officer, the relevant and material matter may be read into the
record or copies thereof received as an exhibit. Other parties shall be
afforded opportunity to examine the document, and to offer in evidence
other portions thereof believed material and relevant.
Exhibits.

1. Form-Size. Exhibits shall be clearly and permanently legible and

in such form as may be prescribed by the Hearings Officer.
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Exhibits shall be bound or folded to the respective approximate
size, where practical. Wherever practicable, sheets of each exhibit
shall be numbered and data and other figures shall be set forth in
tabular form.

11. Copies. When exhibits are offered in evidence, and when
practicable the original and two (2) copies shall be furnished to the
Hearings Officer with a copy to each party to the proceeding,
unless such copies have been previously furnished or the Hearings
Officer directs otherwise.

10. Official Notice of Facts. Official notice may be taken of such matters as
may be judicially noticed by the courts of the State of Hawai'i. Official
notice may also be taken of generally recognized technical or scientific
facts within the Department's specialized knowledge when parties are
given notice either before or during the hearing of the material so noticed
and afforded the opportunity to contest the facts so noticed.

11. Additional Evidence. No supplemental evidence shall be accepted into the
record after the evidentiary portion of the hearing is closed unless agreed
to by the parties and approved by the Hearings Officer.

R. Post Hearing Procedures.

1. Upon completion of taking of evidence, the Hearings Officer shall issue
findings of fact, conclusions of law, and decision and order that states an
analysis and reasons therefore, and shall submit the report of the
proceeding and the record to the Department.

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ORDINANCE NO. _ 1030 BILL NO. 2697, Draft 1

A BILL FOR AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND CHAPTERS 18, 20, AND 23,
KAUA‘I COUNTY CODE 1987, AS AMENDED, RELATING TO
REVOCABLE PERMITS IN COUNTY DESIGNATED RIGHTS-OF-WAY

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE COUNTY OF KAUA‘, STATE
OF HAWAIT:

SECTION 1. Findings and Purpose: The purpose of this bill is to
clarify the process and responsibilities for the permitting of vending on
County-owned property. The Council finds that under certain circumstances,
vending on public property can have a benefit to economic development of our
County and can provide for the revitalization of historic towns.

The Council further finds that the process for regulating vending should be
clarified to distinguish vending between properties under the jurisdiction of the
Department of Parks and Recreation and properties under the jurisdiction of the
Department of Public Works, such as County rights-of-way. The Council further
finds that given Act 115 of the 2013 Legislature now provides a permitting process
for the State Department of Transportation to allow vending on State highways, the
County now has the ability to issue similar revocable permits for limited vending
within County rights-of-way, subject to terms of use and mitigation conditions to
limit the impact to other users of County properties.

SECTION 2. Chapter 18, Kaua‘i County Code 1987, as amended, is
hereby amended by adding a new Article 5 as follows:

“ARTICLE 5. VENDING FROM COUNTY RIGHTS-OF-WAY PROHIBITED

Section 18-5.1 Restrictions.

(a)  No person shall park or place a vehicle or structure wholly or
partly on any County right-of-way for the purpose of selling therefrom or
therein any article, service, or thing without a permit, thereby creating a
hazardous condition or a public nuisance or in reckless disregard of the risk
of creating a hazardous condition or public nuisance.

(b) The Department of Public Works may remove or require the

immediate removal of the vehicle or structure from the right-of-way.




Section 18-5.2 Revocable Permit.

(a) The County Engineer, in the case of County rights-of-way, may,
upon _application in writing, approve a revocable permit pursuant to
Chapter 20, Article 5, Kaua‘i County Code 1987, as amended, subject to any
terms and mitigation conditions imposed by the County Engineer or his
designee, authorizing the applicant to vend in the right-of-way.

(b) If the revocable permit application includes temporary road -
closures, approval of the revocable permit by the Chief of Police is
also required.

Section 18-5.3 Definition of “right-of-way.”

For the purposes of this section, “right-of-way” means the entire width
from property line to property line, including the berm, swale, or shoulder of
a roadway owned and/or under the jurisdiction of the County of Kaua'‘i except
those roadway areas under the jurisdiction of the Department of Parks and
Recreation pursuant to Chapter 23, Article 3, Kaua‘i County Code 1987,
as amended.

Section 18-5.4 Enforcement and Penalty.

a In addition to or in lieu of any administrative actions and
penalties issued pursuant to Chapter 20, Article 5, Kaua‘i County Code 1987,
as amended, any act prohibited under this Article shall be a traffic
infraction-level offense that is subject to the penalties and procedures
provided for in Chapter 16, Article 21, Kaua‘i County Code 1987, as amended,
and Hawai‘i Revised Statutes Chapter 291D.

(b) Any person convicted of violating this Article shall be fined five
hundred dollars ($500) per offense.

(c) Each day a violation continues may be counted as a separate
offense.”

SECTION 3. Chapter 18, Article 1, Section 18-1.2, Kaua‘i County
Code 1987, as amended, is hereby amended as follows:

“Sec. 18-1.2 Restricted Uses.
The County Council may, if it deems necessary for the purpose of

preserving the public health, safety and welfare, restrict the following uses of
any road, street and highway under its jurisdiction by prohibiting:



(a) Use of a loud speaker or sound amplifier for projection of sound
from any vehicle.

(b)  Use by a commercial vehicle or by specific types of vehicles or by
vehicle weight, load or size.

(©) Use for commercial, business, or other income motivated
purpose for private gain or charitable [purposés.] purposes, unless a
revocable permit is issued by the Finance Director and approved by the
County Engineer pursuant to Chapter 20, Article 5 of this code.

(d)  Use for processions or assemblages.”

SECTION 4. Chapter 18, Article 1, Section 18-1.4, Kaua‘i County
Code 1987, as amended, is hereby amended as follows:

“Sec. 18-1.4 Penalties.
Any person convicted of violating any restrictive use set by resolution

of the Council pursuant to this Article shall be subject to the penalties
provided for in [Section 16-21.8] Section 16-21.6 of the Kaua‘i Traffic Code.”

SECTION 5. Chapter 20, Article 5, Section 20-5.2, Kaua‘i County
Code 1987, as amended, is hereby amended as follows:

“Sec. 20-5.2 Exceptions to Bidding Requirement.

The Finance Director may grant revocable permits approved by the
County Attorney as to form and legality, without calling for public
bids, when: , :

(@)  The intended use does not conflict with use for immediate public
purposes; and

'(b) There is no reasonable alternative other than the use of public
property; and

(c) The proposed use does not create a nuisance or unreasonably
affect public health or welfare; and

(d)  There is no conflicting request for use of the particular public
[property; and] property.

[e) The revocable permit shall be limited to a month-to-month basis
or less.]”



SECTION 6. Chapter 20, Article 5, Section 20-5.3, Kaua‘i County
Code 1987, as amended, is hereby amended as follows:

“Sec. 20-5.3 [Rental.] Rental and Application.

(@)  For use by nonprofit organizations or governmental agencies for
public purposes, the rental shall be one dollar ($1.00) per month. “Nonprofit
organization” is defined to mean an association, corporation, or other entity
organized and operated exclusively for religious, charitable, scientific,
literary, cultural, educational, recreational, or other nonprofit purposes, no
part of the assets, income, or earnings of which inures to the benefit of any
individual or member thereof.

(b)  For use by others, the rental shall be the fair market rental
value as [jointly] established by the Finance Department [and the
Department of Public Works], or at the option of the user, the rental shall be
the fair market rental value as established by a disinterested appraiser paid
for by the user and approved by the Finance Department.

(c) Improvements to be made by the user that will benefit the
County after the permit expires may be considered in establishing the rent.
However, improvements constructed shall be at the risk of the user and no
damages or claims shall be payable to the user upon termination of
the permit.

(d) When bidding is not required pursuant to Section 20-5.2, Kaua‘i
County Code 1987, as amended, a rental fee shall not be assessed for
properties designated as a County public richt-of-way.

(e) The user shall execute an agreement with the County specifying
the terms of the use of the property and any mitigation that may be required
by any of the County’s agencies. For properties under the jurisdiction of the
Department of Public Works, the County Engineer shall also review and
approve the revocable permit.

6] Unless the event is sponsored by the County of Kaua‘i, each
application for a revocable permit pursuant to this part shall be assessed a
non-refundable application fee of one hundred dollars ($100.00).

(2) Revocable permits issued under this section shall be revocable
on notice of thirty (30) days or less and shall not exceed a period of one year.”

SECTION 7. Chapter 20, Article 5, Kaua‘i County Code 1987, as
amended, is hereby amended by adding new sections 20-5.5, 20-5.6, and 20-5.7
as follows:



“Sec. 20-5.5 Penalties and Enforcement.

(a)  Any activities performed without a permit, beyond the scope of a
permit, or not in compliance with a permit shall be a traffic infraction-level
offense subject to the penalties and procedures provided for in Chapter 18,
Article 5, and Chapter 16, Article 21, Kaua‘i County Code 1987, as amended.
and Chapter 291D, Hawai‘i Revised Statutes.

(b) In addition to or in lieu of any penalties pursuant to Chapter 18,
Article 5, and Chapter 16, Article 21, Kaua‘i County Code 1987, as amended.
and Chapter 291D, Hawai‘i Revised Statutes, the Director of Finance may
suspend or revoke a permit that was issued under the provisions of this
Article whenever:

@) the permit was issued based on incorrect information
supplied;

(2) any activities are not being performed in accordance with
the terms and provisions of the permit:

3 it is determined that the permittee had not complied with
this Article or any provision of any other applicable law, ordinance,
rule, or regulation of the State of Hawai‘i or the County of Kaua‘i:

(4) whenever the activities are deemed unsafe as determined
by the Director of Finance: or

(5) the circumstances under which the permit was considered

have substantially changed as determined by the Director of Finance

or authorized representative.

(c) Where a permit is suspended or revoked for any reason, there
shall be no refund of any permit fee.

Sec. 20-5.6 Administrative Appeals.

Within thirty (30) days of service, decisions to approve, deny, suspend,

revoke, or modify a permit may be appealed in accordance with rules of
practice and procedure established pursuant to Chapter 91, Hawai‘i Revised
Statutes.

Sec. 20-5.7 Rulemaking Authority.

Pursuant to Chapter 91. Hawaii Revised Statutes, the Director of
Finance may promulgate rules to carry out the purposes of this Article.”




SECTION 8. Chapter 23, Article 3, Section 23-3.2, Kaua‘i County
Code 1987, as amended, is hereby amended as follows:

“Sec. 23-3.2 Definitions.

When used in this Article the following words or phrases shall have the
meaning given in this Section unless it shall be apparent from the context
that a different meaning is intended:

“Concession” means the grant to a private individual, partnership or
corporation of the privilege for a fee to conduct operations essentially retail in
nature, involving the sale and/or rental of goods, services, wares, novelties or
any merchandise to consumers in or on land or structures owned or controlled
by the [County of Kaua‘i.] Department of Parks and Recreation.

“Concession stands” mean structures owned or controlled by the
County of Kaua‘i which uses are granted to private individuals, partnerships,
or corporations for a fee to conduct operations essentially retail in nature
involving the sale and/or rental of goods, services, wares, novelties, or any
merchandise to consumers.

“Concessionaire” means a private individual, partnership, or
corporation that has been granted the privilege for a fee to conduct operations
essentially retail in nature involving the sale and/or rental of goods, services,
wares, novelties, or any merchandise to consumers in or on land or structures
owned or controlled by the [County of Kaua‘i.] Department of Parks and
Recreation.

“Peddler” means a person or persons in the business of traveling about
carrying goods, wares, food, or merchandise for sale and/or rental to
consumers, or any person traveling about selling, renting, or offering for sale,
or rent, soliciting orders for or inviting attention to or promoting in any
manner whatsoever, directly or indirectly, goods, wares, merchandise,
foodstuffs, refreshments, or other kinds of property or services, or to
distribute commercial handbills, or carry on or conduct any commercial
promotional scheme, advertising programs, or similar activity, or any person
or persons in business of delivering food, foodstuffs, or refreshments to
consumers at a place other than the peddler’s fixed place of business, or any
person or persons in the business of traveling about to deliver food,
foodstuffs, or refreshments to consumers, or any person or persons engaged in
the business or service of providing sport or recreational activities or rental of
equipment therefor for commercial gain on either a fee basis or a donation in
lieu of a fee and activities associated therewith, including but not limited to
loading and unloading of passengers, transporting passengers, parking, or
traversing over and through County parks.



“Peddling” means the carrying on of business by a peddler.”

SECTION 9. Chapter 23, Article 3, Section 23-3.5, Kaua‘i County
Code 1987, as amended, is hereby amended as follows:

“Sec. 23-3.5 Peddling Prohibition; Prima Facie Evidence.

(@) It shall be unlawful to violate any of the rules and regulations
adopted pursuant to Sec. 23-3.3.

(b) It shall be unlawful to engage in peddling without a valid
peddler’s license in the peddler’s possession, or to operate at a location not
authorized thereby, or to transfer a peddler’s license to another, or to alter or
possess an altered peddler’s license.

(©) Peddling shall be unlawful without a permit issued by the
Director of Parks and Recreation within County parks, playgrounds, beaches,
roads, parking lots, and other facilities[, or on or alongside roads, parking lots
or other] and areas subject to, or adjacent to, facilities under the jurisdiction
of the [County and abutting thereto.] Department of Parks and Recreation,

including unpaved roadway areas adjacent to parks.

(d) Peddling shall be unlawful without a permit issued by the
Director of Parks and Recreation in any area subject to [County] Department
of Parks and Recreation jurisdiction between the ocean and the abutting
property line, including, but not limited to, parking lots and County parks on
the island of Kaua'‘i.

(e) Prima Facie Evidence; Peddling. The presence of a peddler
without a permit issued by the Director of Parks and Recreation in any areas
described in either Subsection (c) or (d) of this Section, with the peddler’s or
his/her employer’s goods, wares, novelties, merchandise, foodstuffs,
refreshments, or other property or services shall constitute prima facie
evidence of peddling, in violation of said Subsection.”

SECTION 10. If any provision of this ordinance or application
thereof to any person, persons, or circumstances is held invalid, the invalidity does
not affect the other provisions or applications of this ordinance which can be given
effect without the invalid provision or application, and to this end, the provisions of
this ordinance are severable.

SECTION 11. Ordinance material to be repealed is bracketed. New
ordinance material is underscored. When revising, compiling or printing this
ordinance for inclusion in the Kaua‘i County Code, 1987, as amended, the brackets,
bracketed material, and underscoring shall not be included.

The proposed rule amendment to ban the import of “dangerous
wild animals” for live performance in a circus or carnival,
which was opposed by small business, was not approved by the
Board of Agriculture following public hearings on the
proposed amendments. So, in this regard, small business
will not be affected.

Small business is expected to benefit from the rule
amendment allowing import of Nile tilapia, Oreochromus
niloticus, for commercial aquaculture. Nile tilapia is
currently one of the most sought after finfish for
freshwater aquaculture.

The proposed rule amendment to allow import of Nile
tilapia for commercial aquaculture was supported by small
business entities that expressed interest in importing
live Nile Tilapia (Oreochromus niloticus) for aquaculture
and sale. These small businesses provided substantial
input and participated in discussions and presented
testimony at the advisory committee meetings and the
November 24, 2015 and January 26, 2016, Board of
Agriculture meetings on this subject.

Pursuant to section 91-3, Hawailii Administrative Rules,
members of the public and members of the aquaculture
community, including small businesses, gave oral and
written testimony on the proposed rule amendments at
public hearings held in each county in the State during
the week of May 1-5, 2017.

Small businesses made no recommendations other than the
proposed rule amendment to allow the importation of Nile
tilapia for commercial aquaculture.

A summary of the public’s and small businesses’ comments.

Testimony in support of changing the list placement of
Nile tilapia from the List of Restricted Animals (Part A)
to the List of Restricted Animals (Part B) to allow Nile
tilapia import for commercial aquaculture focused on the
following: a reduced reliance on imported food, potential
benefits to the aquaculture industry and State economy,
and the Nile tilapia’s claimed lesser invasiveness as
compared to other tilapia species already established in
Hawaii. Testimony against allowing Nile tilapia import
for commercial aquaculture focused on concern about its
potential invasiveness and potential impact on native
aquatic flora and fauna if it were to escape or be
released into the environment.

A summary of the agency’s response to those comments.

HDOA did not receive any comments about the proposed
amendments that required an agency response.

The number of persons who:
(i) Attended the public hearings:

Excluding HDOA staff, there were nineteen (19) attendees
for all five hearings combined.

(i) Testified at the hearings:

Nineteen (19) oral testimonies were received at the
hearings, including from private individuals, persons
testifying on behalf of state agencies such as the
University of Hawaii, or Department of Land and Natural
Resources, or persons testifying on behalf of
environmental organizations, or public/private
partnerships, and on behalf of small business. Eleven
(11) attendees testified in favor of the proposed rule
amendment to change the list placement of Nile tilapia

to allow its import for commercial aquaculture. Four
(4) attendees testified against this proposed rule
amendment.

Four (4) attendees testified in favor of the proposed



rule amendment to change the list placement of house
cricket (Acheta domesticus) to allow its import for use
as feed for certain insectivorous animals at Honolulu
Zo0o0. No one testified against this proposed rule
amendment.

(iii) Submitted written comments:

A total of forty-one (41) written testimonies were
received from private individuals, environmental
organizations, and representatives of state agencies
during the public comment period. Thirty-four
individuals supported the proposed rule amendment to
change the list placement of Nile tilapia to allow its
import for commercial aquaculture, while seven (7)
individuals submitted written testimony against this
proposed rule amendment.

No written testimony was received for the proposed rule
amendment to change the list placement of house
crickets.

No change to the proposed rule amendments regarding Nile
tilapia or house cricket was requested by testifiers or
persons submitting written testimony at the public
hearings.

Summary of Amendments to Chapter 4-71, Hawaii Administrative Rules, Entitled,
“Non-Domestic Animal Import Rules,” Relating to Import Requirements For Non-
Domestic Animals

The proposed amendments to chapter 4-71, Hawaii Administrative Rules, as
preliminarily approved by the Board of Agriculture (Board) on 11/24/15 and 1/26/16
are summarized below:

1. Section 4-71-1, Objectives: Adds “associated risks to animal and public health
and safety” as an additional basis for restricting or prohibiting import of specific
non-domestic animals.

2. Section 4-71-2, Definitions: Replaces the word “chairman” in the definition of
“advisory subcommittee” with the word “chairperson” to conform to the correct
term used elsewhere in chapter 4-71, HAR. Also replaces the word “municipal”
in section 4-71-3.1, entitled “User permit fees”, with the broader term,
“‘government”, to be consistent with amendments to section 4-71-6.5, HAR,
entitled “Permitted introductions”, regarding “government” zoos and
“‘government use”.

3. Section 4-71-3, Permits: Clarifies that violation of permit conditions may result
in citation or in cancellation of a permit, or both.

4, Section 4-71-4.1, Maximum time period for permit approvals: Clarifies that
short term special permits, as well as short-term permits for certain animals,
not just for performing animals, must be processed within 120 days.

5. Section 4-71-5, Notice of quarantine: Adds “risk to animal or public health and
safety” as another consequence of uncontrolled introduction of non-domestic
animals, in addition to danger to agricultural and related industries.

6. Section 4-71-6.5 Permitted introductions:

a. Allows government agencies to import animals on the List of Conditionally
Approved Animals, which includes animals allowed for import for individual
possession, businesses, and institutions.

b. Expands the purposes for which animals on the List of Restricted Animals
(Part B) may be imported, from currently allowed purposes (i.e., private and
commercial use, including zoological parks, or aguaculture production) to
include government use.



c. Replaces the term “municipal” zoos with the broader term “government” zoos;

d. Clarifies that, in addition to universities and government agencies, other
institutions may import restricted list animals for research, and that
universities and government agencies may import restricted list animals for
medical and scientific purposes as well as for research, as determined by
the Board of Agriculture.

e. Clarifies that permits may be approved by the chairperson, as well as by the
branch chief or Board of Agriculture, as specified by rules.

Clarifies that site approval is required prior to the issuance of any
permit issued for import of animals on the restricted lists and unlisted
animals.

g. Clarifies that the transfer or sale of unlisted animals under permit is
allowed, provided the proposed transferee can satisfy conditions for
transfer and obtain a permit for possession.

h. Deletes Nile tilapia, Oreochromis niloticus, from the List of Restricted
Animals (Part A) and adds this fish to the List of Restricted Animals (Part
B) to allow its import for aquaculture production.

Deletes house crickets, Acheta domesticus, from the List of Restricted
Animals (Part A) and adds this insect to the List of Restricted Animals (Part
B) to allow its import as feed for certain insectivorous zoo animals.

Section 4-71-7, Bond for certain animals: Deletes the word, "performing," to
expand the bond requirement to any animal used in a circus, carnival, or
commercial filming, as appropriate.

(b) The ad hoc panel shall review all pertinent
information including, but not limited to, expert
consultations, health and pedigree certificates,
owner's statements, branch findings, or viewings of
the animal, to determine lineage of a suspect
prohibited hybrid animal.

(c) After its review and determination the ad
hoc panel shall report its findings to the branch, and
appropriate action shall be taken by the branch on the
disposition of the suspect hybrid prohibited animal.

(d) In any contested case arising out of the
identification of a suspected hybrid animal, the
method of identification selected by the ad hoc panel
shall not be overturned absent evidence of actual bias
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on the part of one or more of the ad hoc panel members
or unless the method of identification lacks a
scientific basis.

(2) By permit approved by the board,
chairperson, or chief, as appropriate,
pursuant to sections 4-71-3 and 4-71-4; and

(3) After securing appropriate bond for certain
animals pursuant to sections 4-71-7, 4-71-8,
and 4-71-9.

(b) Pursuant to the requirements of subsection

(a) herein, the introduction of animals on the lists
of conditionally approved or restricted animals is
allowed as follows:

(1) Animals on the list of conditionally
approved animals, for individual possession,
businesses, government agencies, or
institutions;

(2) Animals on Part A of the list of restricted
animals, for research, medical or scientific

purposes as determined by the board, by
universities, [or] government agencies, or
other institutions approved by the board,
for exhibition in [municipal] government
zoos or government-affiliated aquariums,
[for other institutions for medical or
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scientific purposes as determined by the
board], or for other purposes as specified
in this chapter; and

(3) Animals on Part B of the list of restricted

animals, for the purposes described in
subsection (b) (2) herein or for government
use, or private and commercial use,
including research, zoological parks, or
aquaculture production, except that animals
in the order Primates shall not be allowed
for import or possession for private or
commercial use other than for purposes
described in subsection (b) (2) or for
primate sanctuaries, as determined by the
board.

(c) The introduction of unlisted animals for the
purpose of remediating medical emergencies or
agricultural or ecological disasters, or conducting
scientific research that is not detrimental to
agriculture, the environment, or humans is allowed for
import and possession by a special permit on a case-
by-case basis, i1f the importer can meet permit
requirements or other guidelines as determined by the
board pursuant to section 150A-6.2, HRS.

(d) The introduction of unlisted animals for the
purpose of filming, performance, or exhibition is
allowed by short-term special permit on a case-by-case
basis not to exceed 90 days for importation and
possession i1f the importer can meet permit and bonding
requirements as determined by the board pursuant to
section 150A-6.2, HRS.

(e) The permittee shall obtain [prior] site
approval prior to the issuance of a permit for animals
on the list of restricted animals and for unlisted
animals [under special permit] as determined by the
board.

(f) Restricted list animals and unlisted animals
[under special permit as determined by the board]
require a permit for both import and possession.

Where a permit for a restricted list animal or an
unlisted animal allows transfer or sale, the proposed
transferee shall first obtain a permit for possession
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of the imported animal by application to the chief,
site inspection approval, and [satisfaction of] shall
satisfy any bond or other requirements applicable.

(g) The board may establish permit conditions
including but not limited to, time, place, location,
use, special precautions, health requirements, and
safeguarding the animal from escape, unauthorized
release, or theft, as well as any applicable
requirements of municipal, state, or federal laws. The
permittee shall comply with the requirements of this
chapter, chapter 150A, HRS, and specific permit
conditions established by the board.

The owner, dealer, or organization shall
report to the chief the birth of and secure
an appropriate bond and permit for any
offspring within thirty calendar days of the
birth;

The owner, dealer, or organization shall
report to the chief any change of mailing
address and related contact information
within seven business days of the change;
and

The owner, dealer, or organization
possessing a valid United States Department
of Agriculture license under the Animal
Welfare Act shall report to the chief any
suspension, revocation, or expiration of the
required federal license within seven
business days of the license status change.

	B. Scope. These rules shall apply to all rights of way under the jurisdiction of the County of Kaua‘i as specified under Kaua‘i County Code § 18-5.3.
	C. Definitions.
	1. “Applicant” includes any individual eighteen years of age or older, organization, partnership, firm, association, trust, estate, private corporation, or other legal entity who has made a formal request or application for a permit to engage in comme...
	2. “Vending” involves the advertising and/or sale of goods, food, beverages, wares, merchandise, or services to the general public.
	3. “Right of way” includes the entire width from property line to property line, including the berm, swale or shoulder of a roadway owned and/or under the jurisdiction of the County of Kaua‘i except those roadway areas under the jurisdiction of the De...


	II. APPLICATION FOR PERMIT AND REVIEW PROCESS
	A. General Provisions.
	1. All vending engaged within any County right-of-way must have a revocable permit pursuant to Kaua‘i County Code Chapter 20, Article 5, unless the commercial activities are authorized or controlled by concession, contract or are part of a County-spon...
	2. Permit applications shall be obtained from the Office of Economic Development (OED) at 4444 Rice Street, Suite 200, Līhu‘e HI 96766.
	3. A complete application and all application requirements stated under subsection II.C. of these Rules shall be submitted to OED a minimum of ninety (90) calendar days prior to any proposed event. Applications submitted after the ninety (90) calendar...
	4. The application may be reviewed by the County Engineer and other Departments when applicable to assure the safety of the public.
	5. The Director of Finance will make every effort to issue a determination on any complete application a minimum of thirty (30) calendar days prior to any proposed event.

	B. Bidding. When bidding is required pursuant to Kaua‘i County Code Section 20-5.2, the following shall apply:
	1. The bidding shall be subject to procedures specified under HRS Chapter 102.
	2. Bid Notice shall include all submittal requirements and evaluation criteria, which may include, but shall not be limited to:

	C. Application Requirements.  The application shall contain or be accompanied by:
	1. A non-refundable filing and processing fee in the amount of $100
	2. Any other information required by the Director of Finance or his designee, which may include, but not be limited to:
	3. The Director of Finance may require the applicant to provide public outreach prior to permit approval. If required, the public outreach may include any of the following:
	4. When permits are requested in commercial districts, applicants shall notify adjacent businesses of the permit application and the adjacent businesses shall be provided an opportunity to comment on the application.

	D. Criteria for Application Review.  The Director of Finance, County Engineer, Fire Department, and/or the Police Department will consider the following criteria:
	1. Public outreach to gauge community support
	2. Adequate travel ways for cars and pedestrians
	3. For road closures, adequate safety measures, which may include but not be limited to barriers, signage, detours
	4. Maintenance of ADA clearances
	5. Reduction/elimination of safety hazards, such as tripping, sight distance, or other obstructions.
	6. Adequacy of facilities, including lighting, wastewater and solid waste
	7. Whether the person or organization applying for the application has any outstanding bills related to previous permits issued for vending under Kaua‘i County Code Chapter 20, Article 5


	III. PERMIT CONDITIONS AND RESTRICTIONS
	A. Permit Conditions.  Any revocable permit for commercial activities in the County right-of-ways will be subject to conditions, which may include, but are not limited to the following:
	1. Permits are non-transferable
	2. Persons or organizations to whom permits are issued are bound by the permit conditions stipulated on or attached to the permit and any applicable Federal, State and County laws, ordinances and rules and regulations.
	3. Permit fees that shall reflect the reasonable cost of administration of the activity by the County, or to meet other conditions as the Director of Finance or authorized representative may deem necessary. All costs associated with the conditions sha...
	4. All payments of fees and charges shall be in cash, personal check, cashier's check, certified check, postal money order, or bank money order.
	5. The Director of Finance or authorized representative may impose permit conditions as needed to protect the health, safety, and welfare of the public. Such conditions may include, but are not limited to, the following:
	6. Deposit.  The Director of Finance or authorized representative reserves the right to require a deposit in an amount not to exceed one thousand dollars ($1,000.00).  Upon the failure to pay any reimbursement or charge as specified under the rules, t...
	7. Indemnification.  The permittee will defend, indemnify and hold harmless County from and against any claims and demands for losses or damages (including claims for property damage, personal injury or wrongful death) arising from or growing out of a...
	8. Loss or Damage.  The Permittee assumes all risks of loss or damage to the County’s property from any cause, and agrees to return the premises to the County in the same or similar condition that existed prior to the event. Should loss or damage to t...
	9. Assumption of Risk.  The County shall not be liable or responsible to the Permittee for any accidents, injuries, or damages occasioned by any means whatsoever, nor from any damage arising from any acts or neglect of any other party caused by the tr...
	10. Release.  In consideration of accepting and using the County’s property for its event, the Permittee, its beneficiaries, heirs, executors, administrators, representatives, successors, and assigns, and any person or entity acting for, under, or thr...
	11. No Subleasing.  A rental fee may not be charged by the permittee for use of public rights-of-way or facilities covered by the permit.
	12. Kaua‘i Products.  Vending of Kaua‘i Grown and Kaua‘i Made products is strongly encouraged.

	B. Denial of Permit.  Application for permits may be denied for reasons, which may include, but are not limited to:
	1. A state of emergency is declared by the Director of Finance or other proper authorities
	2. Natural or civil disturbances, including but not limited to tsunamis, floods, earthquakes, storms, riots, demonstrations, and employee strikes occur or threaten to occur.
	3. The County Engineer determines that the proposed permit action is unsafe or causes a nuisance
	4. The proposed permit action is opposed by the affected community
	5. Permits for the vending of cars or parking of cars for sale or rent in the public right of way shall be denied
	6. There is already an existing and active permit that covers any portion of all of the proposed area and/or date and time of the proposed commercial activity event
	7. There are any deficiencies in the permit application

	Text14: "Applicants" will include event organizers, such as business associations and non-profits who host events and sell goods, food, beverages, wares, merchandise and/or services to the general public as part of an event.  Examples of these events include the Friday Hanapēpē Art Night and First Saturday in Kapaa. Applicants may also include vendors and food trucks that are not associated with an event.  
	Text15: Direct Costs:  The application fee will cost $100 and is charged to cover the resources and cost of review by various county agencies, including the Director of Finance, County Engineer, Fire Department, and Police Department.  Permit fee will vary according to the cost of administration of the activity by the County or other conditions, including required road closures. There may be a deposit not to exceed $1,000, determined on a case-by-case basis with each permit.  
Indirect Costs:  Indirect costs may include costs to develop a site plan and map; engage in public outreach prior to submitting or as part of the application review process; carrying required insurance. In addition, applicants/permitees will be required to meet permit conditions that may include paying for road closures; maintaining ADA compliance; maintaining traffic control to reduce safety hazards; maintaining lighting, wastewater, and solid waste facilities; engaging in trash clean up and pickup; and maintaning security staff.
Violations will result in a traffic infraction-level offense with a maximum fine of $500 per offense.  
	Text16: These are new rules; thus, there was no fine previously imposed. However, this scheme provides a legal means for vending on County rights-of-way to take place.  
	Text17: Fees:  $100 application fee; permit fee that will be proportionate to the County's administrative costs associated with the activity; deposit of up to $1,000; and a fine of $500 per offense for any violations.  
	Text18: Increased popularity for food truck and art/food vendor nights across the island along or within the County's rights-of-way necessitated  County regulations to minimize impacts, including the need to require trash pick up and sanitation facilities, and detail safety measures to avoid pedestrian and vehicular dangers. The fees are designed to cover the County's costs associated with application review, and enforcing and implementing permit conditions.  
	Text19: Fine is proposed relative to the other fines imposed and under the maximum amount of $500 per offense as established by County Council.
	Text20: An estimated amount is unknown, but is expected to be minor. Self-enforcement by event organizers is preferred and is the first line of enforcement. If funds are collected, they will help offset the costs of enforcement. Deposits, if collected, will be used should the event organizer not perform conditions of the permit, such as trash pickup
	Text21: Individual vendors are encouraged to work with organizations/groups to share costs associated with event promotion and safety and sanitation measures.  
	Text22: The ordinance and rules provide the legal means for vending within the County rights-of-way.  Instead of shutting down the activities, the County sought to support the events by merely creating a permit scheme for the vending within County rights-of-way.  
	Text23: Again, the ordinance and rules provide a legal means for applicants to legally operate events, which are already occurring.  The rules were designed to encourage consensus among the event holders and the affected business community surrounding the event by allowing the County to require community outreach as part of the application process.  The conditions that may be imposed on any given permit are flexible and based on the needs of each event, on a case-by-case basis.  Also, the permit will be structured to encourage permit holders to self-enforce amongst event participants.

	Text24: Over a span of 3 years, the County has attended various business association meetings in both the Kapaa, Lihue, and Hanapepe areas during the development of the ordinance and rules, including meetings with the Kapaa Business Association, Hanapepe Economic Alliance, Kauai Chamber of Commerce, Lihue Business Association, and Hanapepe Neighborhood Community. In addition, the ordinance that preceded the rulemaking process heavily involved the public through the legislative process.  Finally, the rulemaking process affords the public a minimum of 2 public hearings prior to the adoption of the rules to ensure maximum participation by small businesses.  

	Text25: The County is still in the process of considering the incorporation of concerns by small businesses.  For instance, whether to allow brick and mortar businesses to exercise a first right of refusal prior to vendors setting up in front of their businesses.
	Text26: Portions of the ordinance are copied directly  from Hawaii Revised Statutes Section 264-101, which banned selling from vehicles or structures  "any article, service, or thing, thereby creating a hazardous condition or a public nuisance" wholly or partly on any state highway, unless a permit is issued by the Director of Transportation.  At this time, our understanding is that the State has not established permitting rules for vending within state highways. Therefore, the County's rules are not more stringent; if anything, the County's rules are similar to the state's standards, or even less stringent since through the rules, the County is providing a mechanism for vending to be permitted on County rights-of-way at this time.
