Pierre: Dandrieu was a priest and, 
from at least 1691, organist at Saint­
Darth~lcmy in Paris, where he was suc­
ceeded by his nephew, jean·Fr:lIlf;ois 
Dandrieu. 

Vcry littlc clse is known aoout his 
lire, except ror an anccdote rclalctl by 
Andre Pirro.u It $CCIIIS lhat Louis Mar­
chand, the \ 'irtuoso orbranist, wanted 
the position as organist of Saint· liar­
thclemy currcntly held by Pierre Dan· 
ddcn. In collaboration wiu. thc organ 
builder Henry Lcscloppc, he sent a let­
ter to a vestryman of the church, claim­
ing that the priest, Pierre Dandrieu, was 
having an aUair with "une £ille de 
mau\'aise vic," Claudine Tcxier.u Dan· 
drieu took the case to court and ob­
tainnl the confeSSIOns of Marchand and 
Lcscloppc. which were signed 22 March, 
1691 . 

Dandricu dlC..'ti in 1733, as indicated 
by the Mercure in December, which 
told of a mass cclebr.ued at the Oratory 
for musicians who had died during 
that year. His will was registered with 
the notary Boil'in on 22 October. 1733. 
in which he nattlcs his nll'Ccs , jeanne­
I;ran~ohc anti Maric·louise DalUJriell, 
sole legatees, 

Pierre Dandrieu is usually credited 
with the composition or some ,.lIrs ser­
iellx which were included in the Dallard 
collection published 1697-1699. but Paul 
Brunold belie\'es them rather to he the 
work of his nephew, jcan. fo"ra,,,;ois.d 

The work for winch he is known is his 
collection of \'arialions on nuels: Noiils, 
o Filii, chanson de Saint Jacques, S'a­
bot Mater el Carillons. llrunold notcs 
that it is without date or privilege, and 
asserts that the lIame "noivin" in the 
title indicates publication after 1720." 
He also mentions Utat the phl'3sc "Ie 
tout rcvO et augmcnte" in the inscrip­
tion would secm to indicate that this is 
a second edition. The date commonly 
gil'en for this work, 1714, is based on 
a. "privilegc," transcribed 7 September, 
lil-l, to " "Sicur Dandrieu." Since the 
titles of other ecclesiastics are properly 
nola ted in the records, Bonfilst' sees no 
reason for the rerorder to have substi­
tuted "Ie Sieur" for "L'Abb~" in this 
particular casc.

Accortl ing 10 8runoh..l and SOIIIC other 
scholars, Jcan-Fran(ois w:tS ~ student 
of jean. naptiste Morean , hilt Durourcq 
speculates as to whelher hc cuuld have 
studied with Mayeux or possibly e,'en 
with Clcrambault. He W:lS a child prod· 
igy and it is said that he played the 
harpSichord at the age of rivc before 
Mme.

On 28 January, 170-1 he was named 
successor to Henry Mayeux, organist or 
Saint · Merry who had replaced his COliS' 

in , Nicolas LeRcgne in li02 but becausc 
of illness. could no longer function in 
the position. On 19 jill)' , 1705 Dandrieu 
w:as named the titular urganist , but be­
causc of thc estecm in which Mayeux 
was held. 100 livrcs of Dandrieu's 400. 
livre salary was paid 10 Mayeux as a 
retircment pension, 

On 17 Uecember, 1721 he nas named 
10 sllcct'cd jC3n Daptiste Uutcrne 3S or­
branist or the Chapel Ro)al (at an an­
lI ual salary of 600 lil' res) , where he 
!iCf\'ed with Gabriel Garnier, Fran(ois 
U'Agincollrt, Louis Marchand, and 
Fran~ois Couperin. In 1733 he was 
namcd titular organist of Saint-Uar­
thelemy. following the death of his 
uncle, Pierre Dandrieu. Although some 
scholars arc admittedly uncertain ahout 
this fact, F~lix Raugel" decl3t'eS th3t 
Jean-Fran~is hOld been Pierrc's re\'er­
sioner there for 12 years. 

Dantlriell was a member of numerous 
organ contest juries. the moS[ famous 
occasion in which he participated be­
ing the contest for the church Made­
leine·en-la-Cite in 1700. On this occa­
sion the judges, Nicolas Cigault. Rachel 
de Montalan, and Dandrieu declared 
Jran .Phi11ipe Ramcau the winner. but 
he could not accept the position because 
he was unwilling 10 give up his other 
pl3ces (which was rcquired by the ves­
try of this particular church) and the 
post was awarded to Louis·Antoine Dar. 
nel. It is also known that Dandrieu su­
pervised the rebuilding of some organs. 
and frequently "judged" them once the-

RaugelM asscrlS that his contcmporar­
it'S ga\'e him the nicknamc "l'org:mislc 
OIlIcmand," cither because of his impro· 
\'i5Oltiolls III fugal style. or bectuse he 
had been warmly recch'ed by the Prince 
of Bavari:l. 

It is interesting to note that 11lc title 
pages of Oandrieu's works display ex­
tremely deLailed. omate engraving, done 
by some of the best artists of the time. 
(Brunoldlt gives the names of the artists 
and the LiVJ"t!s which bear their work,) 

From the archives of Saint-Merry we 
leun that Dandrieu was in poor health, 
and Ulat in 1725 out of com;ideration 
for hi, 22 years of service and bis poor 
health , he was given " a house with a 
chimney, .• where hc could rcst and 
wann himself in the winter and refresh 
himself in the summer."" 

Dandrieu died at the age of 56, and 
was buried at Saint·Barthi!lemy. His 
,ister, Jc:J.nne , Jo·ran~oise Dan d r leu 
(neither of them ever married) suc­
ceeded him at that church. 

Dandrieu's work il primarily for key­
board. although he did write LiVTt: de 
Sonales d violon leul (ca. 1720) , which 
he dedicated 10 Michel Richard de La· 
lande, and a few songs. His keyooard 
writing consists or three Livres de Pieces 
dt! Cloveciu (from 1724, 1728, and 17! 4, 
respccth'cly) and the posthumous pub . 
lication, Pumier Livre de P;eCel d·Or· 
gue (17S9). He also wrote a trealise , 
Principes de l'accompagnelllt!nt du Cia · 
veein, which was published first in 1718 
and reissut..'tl in 1727 and 1777. 

This list was considered to be com · 
plete until Jean BOIlCils discovered, in 
the Bibliothcque Royale de Bruxelles, 
a book of noel variations by Jean·Fran. 
~ois D;mdrieu. 

It is not known when this book was 
published. but using the biographical 
mformaUon included in the inscription. 
Bonms amcludes that it dates from be­
tween 1727 illld 1753. (The title page 
mentions that he W:lS organist of the 
king. a position which he held from 17 
December. 1727. and does not mention 
Saint·BarthcHemy, of whidl he became 
titular organist in 1755.) 

This book contains 198 variations on 
47 noets (counting the theme slatement 
as "variation # .") and "diverse pieces," 
After careful comparison with the vol· 
ume NotUs, 0 Filii, chanson de Saint 
Jacqut!s, Slabat Maler el Carillons by 
Pierre: Oandrieu. BonWs has concluded 
that jean.Fran~is "borrowed" 91 varia­
tions froID Pierre. Jean·Fram;ois copied 
entire variatiom, occasionally keeping 
the upper parts and changing the ac· 
companiment, and sometimes transpos­
ing an entire set of variations from one 
key to another. In the words of Jean 
Bonms: 

It is indred aiD-ordinary to oo.crve how 
much tile forms anti Ihcmes of the nephew', 
.... ork resemblc Ih~ of the unde, and a 
more detailed aaminatton reveals that Jean­
Fnneoia has pla!iaritcd the latler without 
c::ompuDction, He copied lOme varialions to­
tually intact, whilc in othefl the mclody it 
praerved and only the accompaniment U: 
modilitd, lie even went to the trouble of 
tnnJpOfinl "marchons. marchons picment" 
from D 10 A minor • • .N 

Bonfib also poses some queiitions con· 
cerning the "borrowings" of jean.Fran­
~is. "Why did he borrow so heavily 
from his unde?" (Perhaps to "update" 
the style of writing used by Pierre, or 
to make them easier so that they could 
be performed by someone other than a 
virtuoso?) "Why did he publish this 
edition under his name only?" (As a 
corollary question, one might ask. if 
Pierre had given hit pennisaion, lince 
it appean that this book. WaJ publilhed 
during his lifetime. One notio:.s that 
Jea.n.Fr.m~ois was not included in the 
will left by Pierre. and although An· 
dre Pirro· has speculated that Piene 
considered the position as organist at 
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S"illt ,lb.rthclc:my k bf:lcy enough, Bon­
fils suggt.'SlS lhat Ihis omission may havc 
been the:: result o[ a disagreement pro­
\'oked by this publication,)

Louis·Claude Daquin was born 4 Jul),. 
1694 in Paris ;lind died there IS july, 
1772 .... His mother was dislantly related 
10 Fran~ois Rabelais. and he was of 
Jewish ancestry on his father's side.­
His father wa.s an artist who had dis.si­
pated his fortunes satisfying his passion 
for tra,'e! ; his last vo),age ended in ship­
wreck off Ihe coast of Tunis, and he 
lost everything.- Antoine d'Aquin, the 
great· uncle of Louis·Claude, was the 
physician to Loui! XIV. 

Daquin 's godmother was the well­
known harp$ichordist to the king and 
composer, Eli13bcth Jacquet de la 
Guerre , and it is thought that she gave 
him his first music lessons, (Vigue-' 
following Laborde. suggests that his 
fint Ics.sons might have come from a 
chaplain of the Sa~ ntc.Chapelle, 10 
whom Daquin was entrusted by PielTe 
Jacquet, Elitabcth's brolher,) He W3S 

an extraordinarily talented child, and 
at the age of six he pcrlormed before 
King Louis XlV. Laborde- reporlS that 
at that time the Dauphin predicterl 
that Daquin would one day become one 
of the country's most celebrated organ­
ists. 

At Ihe age of eight Daquin began 
composition lessons with the illustrious 
master of counterpoint and a friend of 
his father, Nicolas Bernier. Laborde tells 
of Dilquin 's writing a lJealus Vir for 
chorus and orchestra; when it was per· 
formed, Bernier is supposed to have 
lifted him up on the table so that he 
could beat (line and better be secn by 
the audience. After the performance, 
Bernier is said to ha.\'c cried out happi· 
ly. "I have nothing more to teach 
him ,· ... 

At the age of 12 Daquin followed the 
hmband of his god· mother, Marin de 
la Guerre, as organist at the Sainte­
Chapelle, At approximately the same 
time Daquin also became organist at 
the CloisLel' Petit Saint-Antoine, a posi· 
tion which he held until his death, 

Nothing further is known of Daquin 
until April 28, 1727, when he competed 
with Jean·PhilUpe RaIneau for the po' 
sition of organist at the church of Saint­
Paul. A fascinating account of utis con· 
test is found in a letter written by Ni· 
colas Couper in, one of the other contes­
tants, to his sister. The pmition at Saint· 
Paul was in great demar.d (it paid 400 
lines per year and the organist was 
supplied a house by the ,'estry) and 
therefore the contest drew a great deal 
of public anention. The four contest· 
ants therefore were Rameau, Couperin. 
Daquin, and £dme Vaudry, and Cou· 
perin reporu thilt neither Vaudry nor 
himself played very well thai day. While 
Ramcau did play quite well. Daquin 
dauled the audience. 

Couperin writt.."S: "He was a master; 
oblivious, 1n)'scU. to my recent disap­
pointment [at not having played well) 
J let myself go , with the whole audi­
ence, to the delight of thc mmt bril­
liant execution thal could be imago 
ined .. : .... However, the judges were 
unable to decide between Rameau and 
Daquin. One judge, particularly, fav­
ored Rameau. and Daquin was led to 
accuse him. rightfully, of having pro· 
vided Rame3U with the fugue subjea 
in advance. This accusation of fraud 
resulted in a rUII·off between Rameau 
and Daquin; Daquin "surpassed him­
seU" in his playing, defeated Rameau, 
and won the position of organist at 
Sainl-Paul.-

Daquin had taken LouiJ Marchand. 
ramoUI organ virtuoso. as bis model 
somc time aher he accepted the posi­
tion at Petit·Saint-Antoine but evident­
ly the lint time Marchand heard him 
play was at hil £irst Te Deum perfonn-

anCe at Saml· PilUt. MardlaluJ was 
charme::d and impressed by Daquin's 
performance. and congratulated him, 
saying. "You have done miracles. but 
there is still a. Marchand in the 
world."· Marchand invited Daquin to 
altend a ser\'ice of his at the CordeHers, 
and Daquin was awed by Marchand, 
From that time on they were close 
friends and mutual admirers, The last 
time Marchand playcd his organ at the 
Cordelten he touched his beloved in­
,trument and declared , "Goodby. my 
dear widow, Only Daquin it worthy o[ 
you.'-r. 

Upon the death of Mardtand in 1732. 
Daquin followed him as organist at the 
monastery of Ihc Cordeliers (Franscis· 
can friars) where he was paid 200 livres 
annually. It is known that Daquin oc­
cupied the post at Saint-Germain· 
l'Auxerrois in 1738 (succeeding Gabriel 
Dubuisson). In 1739. without contest, 
he was awarded an organ po, ition at 
the Chapel Royal . succeeding Jcan­
Fran~ois Dandrieu. 

It W:II there that he was often admired for 
the incxhaultiLle ler1ility or his lenius, The 
lint time he played Ihere wat Easter Sunday. 
At the offl'rlory he played \'ariations on 0 
Filii, llli, joyoUi piece WlU iR iudr able to 
make the laleRts 01 the musiciaR .hine; but 
the lenglh of the offertory nude this piece 
lasl Ionler than he had intcndcd. He slrelch­
ed his \/;INtionl '0 infinity, suJTIuscd him· 
wJf and allonilo hed Ihe whole c:oun:n 

In 1755 he was honort.-'d by being 
named one of the first four organists 
to servc "par quartierO

' :It the Cathedral 
of Notre·Dame. (Thc others named 
were Rene Drouard de- Bousset, Char· 
les·Alexandre Jolage, and Armand· 
Louis Couperin,) They were paid 200 
liVre! per quarter to play the small 
choir organ at the oUices and solemn 
and annual days,n 

Daquin was probably thc most cele· 
brated organ virtuoso of the centur)'. 
,urpassing even Louis Marchand. DII· 
fourcq11l reports that organists and harp­
sichordists in the middle of the 18th 
century regarued him as "Ie maitre" 
Parisien, He drew cnonnous crowds to 
the churches where he played, especially 
to Saint-Paul. Parisian audiences of this 
era loved to be amused or ulrillcd by 
masterful improvisations on noel tunes 
on the Tc Deum (especially the "tab· 
leau du jugement demier" afleT the 
words Judel> tTt!deris). and by imita­
tions of nightingale songs. It is known 
that he was capable of improvising on 
the popular noel tunes "for entire quar­
ters of an hour without preparation and 
without repe:lting him5elf:"f' 

Mercicr recalls .bo the Te Deum played at 
Sainl·Paul alter Ihe repair of the organ, to 
which they had addtd bombarda; the church 
was lull 01 the curious, and the c:uriages in 
the ~tR:et fOmled a line which alendcd up 
10 Ihe CelestiNo, ' More lublime than cvcr. 
Daquin thundered in lhe JuJu C"tI,ru, 
which carried inlo heub impftSlions 10 

vivid and profound, that everyone Iftw pale 
and aMYeM,'n 

Dilquin functioned as judge of new 
or rebuilt organs, as did many of the 
prominent organilts of the time. Among 
the organs in whose "reception" he is 
known to ha\'e participated is the Cath­
edral of Notre-Uame (in 1755. with Du­
Mage, CaJvibe, ilnd Clerambault). 

AJong with Cheron .lOd Jolage, DiI­
quill was a frequent performer at tlle 
Concert Spirituel. Royer, the director 
of the Concerts at that time, had in· 
tended thal the newly-installed (1748) 
organ be used merely as all accompani­
mental instrument. and Daquin and 
Cheron played tlle organ parts in the 
symphonies performed at the Concerts. 
But as Daquln's reputation grew, 50 did 
the demand for his improvisa.tions. 
("When he holds the organ of the 
Concert Spirituel, • , Daqum embroid­
ers as interludes Noels and the Caril­
lons which were the rage in this 
epoch:'" According to Pirro, the Can ­
urts held another attraction for the 
lovers of organ music. 

There, at kalt, they could lute in PeKe 
the profane commcDlarica which the orpn­
ilt unfolded; the, dLd DOl han to fear the 
lC"f'eritiu of the Archb1&bop of Paris. who had 
prohibiled midnilht IIWId at Saint-Roch and 
Saint-GermaiR-da-Pre-. • • nor (ear that 
they would be prohibiltd (rom applaudin., 
• .. n 

Daquin and Cuillaume·Anluine Cal · 
\'iere were probably lhe two gl"eal~!!It 
vinuoso5 of the era. and were strong 
rivals. However, in spite of the great 
competitiveness that existed dur.ng the:: 
lifetimes of bOlh, after Calviere's death 
in 1755, Daquin made au attempt to 
have the works of his gublished that 
remained in manuscript. 

Daquin continued to draw large 
crowds up until the end of his liCe. 
DavalH lells of his imprcssh'e inaugura­
tion (along with Balbasue) of the new 
organs at the Sainte·Chapelle on 25 
March, 1771. His final triumph took 
place at ~int·Paul at the Feast of the 
Ascension, just a fcl\' days before his 
death, Having expressed a wish to be 
carried 10 his organ to die. he died on 
15 July, 1772. He was buried ill the 
church of Saint· Paul wilh a prodigious 
group of musicians. hoth artisls and 
amateurs , in attendance. The canons of 
Saint·Antoine, where he had pla)'ed the 
organ for fiG yt.."3rs, sang a service for 
him and granlt."ti a stipend to his SOli, 
Pierre· Louis Daquin de Ch~teau Lyon. 
author of se\'eral important histor), 
books. 

Daq!J,in was a llIilll of nobleness and 
integrity. Laborde. in 1780. praised his 
"strict uprightness which made him in­
capable of any intrigue, .. Neither am­
bition. personal advant3ge. nor imme­
diate financial gain e\'er occupied him 
(or a moment. He loved his arion its 
own merits.'''' 

It is sad (0 report lhat Daquin ended 
his da)'s in virtual poverty. and that 
part of the dowry of his daughter-in­
law wenl to help lupport him, Just 25 
days before his deatll the Count of Eu. 
10 whom he had dedicated his N01J' 
vt!au Livre de Nails, brought him 25 
louis (worth 500 Iivrcs) , 

Although the Prince of Conti and 
Mademoiselle de Soubi.se arc usuall), 
cited as his only students. information 
has been found concerning three other 
students taught by Daquin. The most 
famous was Nicolas·Jean.Pierrc·Chauvet, 
a blind organist whose date of birth is 
not known. but who died in February 
or 1804. Voganll SilYS that the Journal 
de Paris [or 10 December, 1780 an· 
nounces that Chauvet would play his 
Nails at Saint-Laurent, but Vogan reo 
ports tllilt he has been ullable to find 
any trace o[ thne compositions. Claude 
Vemade (1712-1786) and Bibauld 
("somewhat blind'") were also students 
taught by Daquin. 

Many scholars feel that Louis Claude 
Dilquin was the "high waler mark" or 
\'irtuosic composition for the organ in 
the 18th century. Brown" states: "Louis 
Daquin is the last significant voice of 
the French Baroque. an agc which had 
moved rar away trom its earlier tradi­
tions of lilurgial polyphonic organ mu· 
sic." Raugel's commenl is even stronger: 
"After Daquin the Jo' rench organ school 
wasted away, exhausted iuelf. and 
marched mechanically towards nothing. 
ness.''' 

The assessments of Oaquin" contem· 
poraries are strong in his praise. Writ· 
ing about 1780, ScbilStien Mercier looked 
back on Daquin ilS a bastion of good 
laste.

Writen in the 20th century have 
found Daquin'. compositions praise· 
worthy as wdl. Guilmant finds 10 the 
Livre de Nolls "all the qualities of 
grace, of charm and brilliance which 
have placed him in tbe fint rank. of 
orgam5U of tbe time of Louia XV:'" 
Felix Rauge1 acclaim. "weir ingenioul 
divenity, their freedom of accent. , , 
their ornamented lupplenc:u."" 

However, Daquin does have delrac­

3. sludent 
of hb. Approximately 20 years later ap· 
pe:ated his NOllve'HI Livre de Noels pour 
l'Orgue" which was ded iC:lted 10 the 
Duke of Eu, (sovereign prince o( Dom­
bes) a strong admirer o[ Daquin. The 
only other work of his which was sur­
vived is a cantata, La /lOSI! jParis, 
1762) . Fetis, Vigue and R:l.Ugelt! men· 
tion other choral and keyboard music 
supposed to ha .. ·c lx.-cn left in manu­
script (onn by Daquin. but no trace 
has bttn found of them. 

There are 12 sels of nocl vaci,uions 
in Daquin's Nouveau /.ivre de Noeb. 
The number o[ \'arialions ranges from 
two to seven per noel, with the number 
o[ variations found most ohen being 2, 
5, and 6 (with three each) . 

Noels lI, 1I1, VII and XI begin with 
the noel ume in the tenor , and III and 
XI also usc the melody in the tenor in 
the course of the variations. This is un· 
usu:al (or Daquin. beacusc in the other 
noels the melody is rarely found out 
of the soprano for Inore lh:m :to few 
me.1Sures. 

The popularity of Daquin's noels is 
based on colorful registration (arcfully 
lIoled in the score), virtuostic finger­
work, and the particular inventiveness 
in his variation figurat ion.

As was the cwtom 
Dr the times, Michel Corrette helt! si· 
multaneously ule post as organist at 
.. number o( churches. In 1726 he took 
the position OIL Sainte-Marie-Madeleine 
in Paris: in 1787 he WOlS org:mist of the 
Grand Priory or Frantt. From 1750 he 
designated himself as a knight of the 
Order of Christ and organist o( the 
College o[ the Jesuits of the Rue Saint· 
Antoine.- Corrette was the organist at 
this d1Urch, known as Saint-Paul-Saint­
Louis :alter the Concordat, when Dom 

I\t..'du~ d c Ccllt.'S rcici tc,' tl tu Its o rgall 
ill the (UUN! of writ ing hh monulliental 
work CA rl II " lacleur d'urgue,S (1766· 
1778). In 1759 COlTene was named or· 
ganist to the Prince o[ Conde, a devoted 
musical amateur, and in 1780, organist 
to the Duke o[ Angoulcme. 

COtTcllC married Catherine Morizct 
on 8 Januaq', 1733, and their 5011 . 
known as Michel Correne "fils," was 
also an organ ist. Corretle was a mom 
of means as \\"dl as reputation , and the 
Mercure tie Fra" C't: of 1775 said of him: 
"illS name i!\ known and his reputation 
io; ~tabli shcd :"" According to ,,'ctis , 
ConClte was ;u:lh'c1}, inten:stct! in 
Fn~n(h lUusic. ancl held many concerts 
in his (m'll homc. Among lhc composers 
whose wo rks were pcrfomled at these 
galherings were tully and Campra. 

Corrcne was a prolific composer of 
'\o\o'01"'-S for many musical instruments, 
includ ing organ, harpsichord , \'iolin . 
rime, ;Uld mU5Clle. !o'or Ihese instru · 
ments he wrote sonatas, concerlos. diver­
tissements, and quartets. He also com· 
posed \'oal works, including masses, 
motets, dl3nsons, arienes, and antat3S. 

Currette hcid a k<."Cn interest in mu­
sic education. and he opened 3 $Chool 
o[ music. In spite o[ his enthusiasm, 
howc\er, his students werc said to show 
lillie progress, .and the), were the ob· 
jects of jott.-s among the musici31lS of 
Paris. It is said ulat they were alled 
" k'S anacho~trs" (literally, "hermits;" 
when separated into "k'5 alles a Cor· 
rette, il means "the blockheads o[ Cor­
rette.") 

ColTene is the author of a numb<."f 
o( "method" books, and the imtrumcnts 
for which he wrote these texts indude 
"iol in , quinte (viola) , violoncello, flute , 
guitar, lUandolin, harp, and hUrdy· 
gurdy. H is L'Arl de Je pnlectioflm!r 
(,alU Ie violon (1782) is also all impor­
tant collection o( violin music. AU of 
his books contribute to a complete pic­
ture o( French music instruction Irom 
lhe middle of the 18th century. Cor­
rette is also known for having contrib· 
uted to the development o( symphonic 
[orm in that the filth SotJatme of opus 
9 clearly presents two themes. 

Among his worb [or kcyooard Cor­
rette wrote Premier Livre dt: P;~ceJ 
pour Ie Clavecin (opus 12, 1754) and 
a AUt/,ode pour "accotllpognemenl for 
harpsichord or organ (1755). He also 
pUblished three books of organ pieces, 
(1757, 1750, and 1756, respeaively) • and 
a Concer'o pour II! clavecin and Oller .. 
loirl!'s p:nl1 argue, both in .764. 

In 1755 he published the Nouvtau 
Livre de Noill avec un Carillon pour 
Ie dOlledn ou "orgue. In the " AvertiJ.se.. 
meill" Correlte gives evidence o( the 
,·ogue for the concerto, a form which 
he himself had helped popularize in 
France by publishing many works under 
thal title. He promlscd that his pieces 
could be "concerted" with violin. violas. 
violoncello, flute and clavecin, and C:lre­
fully explains which instrument should 
play which parts. He goes on to say: 
" The same 'concerting' ca.n also bt! 
done wilh the organ in the manner of 
Mr. Handel:" Correne had enjoyed 
great success with his five Concer'os dt: 
Noil (#1·4 , 1;33; #5, 1752) :and he 
hoped this collection would likewise 
SUCtted. In order to insure the dear 
understanding of his intentions, he ex­
plains that lhe suggested registrations 
found at the beginning or within the 
pieces an: not [or the harpsichord, but 
ror the organ! 

A man of his times, CorreUe concerns 
himself with \,lrluosily. and the colori5-
tie ef[ects of lhe organ. His concepts o( 
registralion are gi\'en in his Premier 
Livrl! d'Orgue (1737) and in hls 1787 
publication, P;eceJ pour rOrgue d 'un 
gt:nre nOuveau.

The organ solo part is a con· 
trast in style, therefore the use of up­
standing c1arity of sound. The weight 
- or Jack of it - differentiates the 
choruses of the works. 

Contrary to the gencr.al idea5, the 
daMic organ ensemble: was the one 
Rheinberger and Mendelssohn were 
used to. Try pl::mning the Mendelssohn 
works ill Ilu5 mannerl How nalural 
then, (or IUtcinberger to write 35 he 
did. 

Mr. Biggl shows his appreciation and 
IUlderstanding of this historical point 
of view.

I recently heard a "Rock" group 
perrorm witb organ. The amplifict1 
sound was both turgid and loud. Alas 
the ofK:J.nist did not realize the points 
just made. Hc used sounds without the 
bcnerit oC the clear drive of mixtures 
and upper pilches. The loudness in· 
creased but there was no real addition 
to quality or contrast. Mr. Schuneman, 
I wish ),ou could ha,'e heard it with me. 

I heard the playing of these: worb 
in concert just before the recording. 

The engineen have probably missed 
getting some of the building sound to 
condition the result - but that is a 
dif(icult criterion. The effect of these 
works in the recording I find satisfying.

SEEKS NEW HYMNS FOR 76 

In commemoration of the bicenten­
nial in 19;6 of the signing of the Dec­
laration of Independence of the Ameri­
can colonies from England, the Hymn 
Society of A merica is seeking a group 
o( newly wrilten hymns suitable for this 
occasion and for pos.sible inclusion in 
hymnals of the future. 

"The hymns may express such themes 
as thanksgiving for God's guidance of 
our nation and for the attainments of 
mind and spirit as well as for material 
wealth," sa)·s Ihe Society's announce· 
ment. "It may be a prayer for continued 
guidancc, for wisdom in the use of all 
ollr resources and willingnCSll to share 
them with others: (or the virtues and 
humility in public (igures and in the 
individual citizen; for recognition that 
the individual'S freedom docs not ex­
tend to infringement on the freedom of 
others. The texts should be relevant to 
twentieth·century life. They should be 
worthy literature, and singable." 

When aCC'Cplable texIS for the new 
hymns ha\'e been chosen, they will be 
pUblishctl by the Society and submitted 
Co composers for new tunC'S which will 
also be published. In recent yean the 
Hymn Society of America h;l.s ;l.pproved 
more than 250 new hymns and many 
of these are currently appearing in new 
denominational hymnals lhroughout the 
English·speaking world. The new hymns 
selected for the bicentennial celebration 
will likewise be made 3vailable to 
churches and hymnal editors without 
charge. 

Specifications for the bicentennial 
tcxts were drawn up by a sponsoring 
commiUec chieny from the Philadelphia 
Chapter of the Society unller the joint 
Chairmanship of Dr. R. Harold Terry 
and Miss Jean Woodward Sleele. Other 
members of the sponsoring committee 
are: Mrs. Alma J. Bailey, Robert A. 
Camburn, Miss Lucille Wolfe, Miss 
Marian L. Maurer, and the Rev. Ell­
wood s. Wolf, all of Philadelphia Chap­
ter; Dr. Charles 8. Foclsch. of New 
lark: the Rev. William B03k. of Pleas­
ant Valley, N.Y. J. Vincent Higginson, 
national president of the Hymn Society 
of America., will name a panel of judges 
to appraise the texIS received. 

Spccifio.tions of the project a.re: 
hymns may be written in well-known 
meters found in standard church hym­
nals, and a familiar tunc milY be lug­
gested. An original tune may be sub­
mitted with tIle text, but choice of 
tunes will not be made during 1974. 
The word "new" will be interpreted as 
designating those Jlymn! which haVe 
lIot been previously published. An au· 
thor may submit more than one hymn. 
The Society cannot promise to return 
manuscripts of hymns. so writers should 
retain copies. Hymn texts published 
will be copyrighted by the Hymn So· 
ciely of America, ant! will be made 
available to publishers, editon. and 
composers upon request and without 
charge. Deadline (or the submission of 
texts is June 50, 1974. They should be 
sent to the Hymn Society o( America.
