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COMMITTEE APPOINTMENTS ANNOUNCED

Series of Amendments to By-Laws Strengthens
Committee Structure. Dr. Hugh Perry to Head
Head New Public Policy Committee.

Dr. John G. Matt, President, has an-
nounced the personnel of seventeen stand-
ing and seven special committees of the
Tulsa County Medical Society for 1953.
The appointments, approved by the Board
of Trustees at its January meetings, are
listed on Pages 8 and 9 of this issue of
The Bulletin.

A series of four amendments to the
By-Laws, approved by the membership at
the regular meeting of January 12, 1953,
will considerably strengthen the Society's
permanent committee structure. Changes
effected by the amendments are as fol-
lows:

(1) The Press Relations, Publicity &
Public Relations, and Legislative commit-
tees have been combined into a new stand-
ing committee to be known as the Public
Policy Committee. Although the Society
has had a special committee under the
latter name for several years, its functions
have overlapped those of other commit-
tee groups. The general effect of the
amendment is to consolidate all activities
dealing with public relations and legisla-
tion under a single administration.

(2) Two supervisory committees, the
Medical Credit Bureau and Red Cross
Blood Center committees, were elevated
from the status of a special committee to
that of a standing committee. (Special
committees are temporary committees ap-
pointed for one year only while standing
committees are permanent with members
serving staggered terms of three years
each).

(3) The Finance Commirttee, formerly
a standing committee, was abolished en-

tirely. Sponsors of thisamendment pointed
out that the Board of Trustees, because of
its familiarity with the Society's finance
problems, must necessarily perform the
tunctions previously assigned by the By-
Laws to the Finance Committee. All fi-
nance martters will now originate in the
Board of Trustees with final action by
the membership.

The organizational structure of the
Public Policy Committee now provides
for a general chairman and five sub-com-
mittee chairmen in the fields of Legisla-
tion; Press, Radio and Television; Health
Education and Schools; Civic Affairs and
Hospital and Allied Professional Relation-
ships; and Speakers’ Bureau. Each sub-
committee chairman will be assisted by
two sub-committee members.

In general, senior members of standing
committees were designated as the Chair-
man of the Committee, although in sev-
eral instances outstanding committes
chairmen serving in 1952 were retained
for another year. In some cases this was
done to insure a greater continuity in
completing current projects. Dr. Robert
E. Funk continues as Chairman of the
Clinic Committee for another year, Dr.
Felix R. Park was reappointed for his
fifth successive year as Chairman of the
Red Cross Blood Center Committee, and
Dr. Jack O. Akins will serve his third
successive term as Chairman of the Mili-
tary Affairs Committee. Others retained
are Dr. Lucien M. Pascucci, Chairman of
the Cancer Committee, and Dr. Fred E.
Woodson, Chairman of the Insurance
Commitree.

Last week, for the first time, 1 attended a session of
the Grievances Committee of the Tulsa County Medical
Society. 1 was deeply impressed by the sympathetic, im-
partial deliberation which these doctors accorded to the
complaints presented to them, Four of the five committee-
men were present at this meeting which lasted almost two
hours. This amounts to a whole working day sacrificed to
the cause of harmony between medicine and the public.

As charge and counter-charge developed it became appar-
ent to me that a fairly uniform pattern fits most of these
cases. First, most complaints seem to come from people who
make excessive demands on their physicians. These folk are
sick, or, just as bad, they think they are sick. The doctor
should realize that these demands are a part of the symptom
complex of his patient and should be accorded the same
careful attention that he would give to, say, swelling of
that patient’s feet and ankles.

The other major factor seems to be that the physician
usually can prove that is position is right and since he is
right the complainant be damned. While, in pure logic,
this stand is justifiable we must remember that the laity is
seldom logical when they or their family are ill. Hence, we
again are the ones who should yield the point.

A friend of mine, a merchandising expert with Chicago’s
great Marshall Field Company, once told me that his store
has learned that some women will "buy” an evening gown
and then on the day after the ball, return the soiled dress to
the store for a refund based on a specious complaint. The
store never objects to the return of the goods even under
such circumstances. He remarked that this is a part of the
policy which has helped M-F become one of the merchan-
dising marvels of the world.

Perhaps if we were to emulate this practice the members
of our Grievances Committee would not need to sacrifice
so much of their time in the interest of the public good will.

A Special Message
By Mr. Jenkin Lloyd Jones
Editor. The Tulsa Tribune

In the year 1953 I hope the Tulsa County Medical Society and our newspaper
can arrive at some method whereby legitimate, ethical and constructive medical news
can reach the citizens of Eastern Oklahoma through our columns.

Failure of medical men to publicize the capabilities of their profession has
played directly into the hands of fakers and charlatans. Whether through reticence
or jealousy among themselves they have created a condition in which only a riny
percentage of the general public understands the wide variety of professional service
that is offered in a city the size of Tulsa.

I'm tired of the widespread impression held by our people that "upside down”
stomachs must go to Boston, "blue babies” to Baltimore, and that a patient with any
other rare ailment is as good as dead if he can't get to Rochester.

Few of our readers realize that operations of immense complexity are being
performed daily with good success right here at home.

It would be silly for me to hope for an end to the strange medical code which
decrees that only a handful of powerful physicians in this country can enjoy personal
publicity for their exploits. I suppose, although our wire reports will continue to
laud this handful by name, that we must leave nameless any Tulsa physician who
performs with equal boldness and skill.

But, at least, I'd like to advise our readers of the general facts.

Can't the Medical Society appoint a committee to advise us when particularly
difficult and unusual operations have been performed in Tulsa with success? Can't
we have a plain, non-technical explanation of what it was all about?

Such stories have been hidden from us. Why shouldn’t we have them?

I would like one other service, too. At a time when the community is suffering
from an “epidemic,” whether it be the recent wave of “flu” or a high summer incidence
of polio, it would be helpful if we could call some responsible committee of the
Medical Society to learn how virulent the disease is, what complications if any are
appearing, and how they may best be avoided.

Doctors are understandably horrified at news stories on medical matters that are
unscientific and inaccurate. But reporters do their best. If they cannot have access
to the most reliable sources they will take what information they can get.

It seems to me that any newspaper publicity cannot fail to have good results
for doctors if it demonstrates to our readers that members of the Medical Society are
not only well equipped to serve ill people, but are intensely interested in keeping
well people well.

Such publicity may be the best answer to pressure for socialized medicine.

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Editor's Note: Beginning in this issue,
The Bulletin will publish periodically a
report of a case brought to the attention
of the Grievances Committee of the Tulsa
County Medical Society. This is being
done in an effort to acquaint the mem-
bership with the various types of com-
plaints which the Committee is hearing
and so that doctors can have a greater
understanding of the things in medical
practice which the patient belicves obiec-
tionable. The actual cases have been care-
fully disguised, the situwations changed,
and all methods of identification of either
doctor or patient removed. In this man-
ner there can be no embarrassment to any
individual. The records of the Grievances
Committee are secret as to names, places,
and dates, and only a report of the general
nature of a complaint is made public.
The Case: The husband of Mrs. A ex-
perienced a heart attack and the family
physician was called to the home. After
emergency care the patient was removed
to the hospital. Mrs. A. did not discharge
the family doctor from the case but gave
him the impression that he was to con-
tinue in charge of the patient. However,
Mrs. A. did retain the services of a heart
specialist and failed to advise either physi-
cian that another doctor was already on
the case. This duplication was not dis-
covered by the physicians concerned until
three days later. Meanwhile. the original
physician on the case called in a total of
five consultants, two of which were sur-
geons, two heare specialists, and the other
a general practitioner. Each of these
doctors saw the patient one or more times.
When the duplication of services was dis-
covered, Mrs. A. was requested to make
a choice or to clarify the relative status
of the physicians on the case. Mrs. A.
retained the heart specialist she had
originally engaged. The family doctor
who first saw the patient was discharged
and requested to send a statement. Mrs.
A. subsequently received statements from

him and the five consultants totaling
$100.00. She filed a complaint with the
Committee alleging the family physician
had called the consultants without her
knowledge and in an unnecessary number.
Mrs. A. requested the reduction of her
bill to a "reasonable figure.” Mrs. A. also
represented that the five specialists called
into consultation by the original doctor
on the case had failed to agree and thar
she had thus failed to receive considera-
tion for the charges made.

The Decision: Dertailed information
concerning this case was obtained by the
Grievances Committee from all doctors
concerned and from the patient. The de-
gree of cooperation from all parties was
excellent. A long discussion by the Com-
mittee gave each member ample oppor-
tunity to express his views. The Griev-
ances Commirttee felt that both the pa-
tient and the original doctor on the case,
the family physician, were subject to
censure for certain aspects of the situarion.

[n respect to the patient, the Commit-
tee felt that Mrs. A., acting for her hus-
band, erred in failing to advise both of
the physicians on the case of the presence
of the other. Although many patients do
not know of the regulation of the Code
of Ethics (Article 1I, Section 3) which
specifies only one physician in actual
charge, it seems indicated by the prin-
ciples of good faith that the patient not
retain one physician without the knowl-
edge or discharge of the other. Having
failed to perform her obligation in this
respect, Mrs. A. is thus liable to com-
pensate both physicians for their pro-
tessional services to the patient.

In respect to the doctor against whom
the complaint was filed, the physician
originally called on the case, the Commit-
tee was critical of his failure to request
permission for consultation from Mrs. A.
References in Section 3 of Article II and
in Sections 1 and 2 of Article 1II of the
Code of Ethics indicate consultants are
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not to be called, except under emergency
circumstances, unless the permission of
the patient or his family is obrained. Sec-
ondly, the Committee felt there was no
occasion for five consultants, particularly
when three of those called appeared to
have no special training to qualify them
as consultants in a cardiac condition. The
Committee was critical of those physicians
for consenting to serve as consultants.
While ethically the attending physician
has the right to call in as many consult-
ants as he sees fit, subject to the approval
of the patient or his legal agent, these
requests for consultations must be made
within accepted limitations and with con-
sideration of the ultimate cost to the
patient.

The point arises in this case as to the
position of the consultants called into the
case. Assuming the request for consulta-
tion was made with the consent of the
patient or his agent, they acted in good
faith, rendered a professional service, and
were thus entitled to a reasonable fee.
The consultation fee submitted by each
was adjudged reasonable by the Commit-
tee. The fact that the consultants failed
to agree does not eliminate the responsi-
bility of the patient to compensate them.

In the final decision, the Grievances
Committee expressed to both parties their
errors in the situation. The physician
against whom the complaint was brought
agreed to meet with Mrs. A. to discuss a
reasonable settlement. Mrs. A. subse-
quently reported to the Commitee that
the bill had been adjusted to her satisfac-
tion. She did, however, make compensa-
tion to the consultants on the case. The
doctor was censured for calling in an
excess number of consultants, some of
whom may have not been qualified to
serve as such,

The Moral: Do not call in consultants
without permission of the patient or a
member of his family who is legally act-
ing for him. Make sure the number of
consultants is agreed upon and thar the
patient understands he will be responsible
for payment of their fees. Make sure con-
sultants are qualified to serve as such;
where a specialized consultation is indi-
cated, consultants should possess reason-
able qualifications on the basis of experi-
ence or education.

A survey of recruitment and distribu-
tion statistics for the Tulsa County Red
Cross Blood Center indicates the Center
enjoyed its most successful year in 1952,
A total of 11,148 donors was processed
by the Center. Of this number there were
10,116 successful donations, 925 rejec-
tions (primarily for medical reasons),
and four unsuccessful bleedings. Included
in the total of successful donations were
5,274 repeat donations. Some persons
gave as many as four pints of blood dur-
ing the year.

Replacement donors accounted  for
5,409 of the total, 3,465 came from or-
ganized donor programs of business firms
and other groups, and 2274 were ob-
tained through general recruitment from
the public.

St. John's Hospital of Tulsa proved to
be the largest user of blood in 1952, ac-
counting for the consumption of 6,031
pints or approximately 60 per cent of
the total distribution. Hillcrest Hospital
ranked second with 2,642 pints. Other
usage figures were Mercy Hospital, 100;
Oklahoma Osteopathic Hospital, 643; Mo-
ton Memorial Hospital, 51; Byrne Me-
morial Hospital, 277; Flower Hospiral,
33; Broken Arrow Hospital, 105; and
other miscellaneous users, 115. Eighty-four
pints were discarded for technical reasons.
The closing inventory at the Center was
103 pints. The total number of donations
for 1952 was 1,322 higher than for 1951,
and the total number of donors 1433
higher.

The Center celebrated its fourth anni-
versary on January 12, 1953.
