Month 
Kin Lam Mok brought in 
his stunning Dendrobium 
cuthbertsonii, that had 
won a CCE (Certificate of 
Cultural Excellence) at 
the Judging Centre the 
day before. No one was 
surprised when it won 
“Plant of the Month” as 
well. Kin grows the plant 
in a clay pot into which he 

stuffed a ball of New Zealand sphagnum and grew the 
plant around it. He has had the plant for 11 years! He 
summers it sort of out of doors, but takes it out at 10AM 
and brings it back in at 4 PM!! He waters with rain water 
and fertilizes lightly weekly in the summer. It gets a cool 
bright spot in the house in the winter. 
Talk about a job well done! Wow! Congratulations, Kin!
