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Executive Summary

The twelfth Trinidad & Tobago Bioblitz was conducted on the 3-4 June 2023, in
South-West Tobago, with a base camp at the Buccoo Government Primary
School. The event was funded by First Citizens Bank of Trinidad and Tobago,
with contributions from the Tobago House of Assembly (THA), UWI Credit
Union and the Trinidad and Tobago Field Naturalists’ Club (TTFNC). The event
was organized by TTFNC and UW!I’s Department of Life Sciences in partnership
with SpeSeas, Buccoo Reef Trust and the THA. Around 150 volunteers helped
observe, collect, and identify a diverse range of organisms over 24 hours:
plants, fungi, birds, mammals, reptiles, amphibians, terrestrial invertebrates,
and marine and freshwater aquatic organisms. A variety of surveying methods
were used, including direct observation, acoustic recording, trapping and
netting. Diving and snorkeling surveys were important elements of this year’s
efforts, and the iNaturalist community assisted with identifications. Members
of the public attended the accompanying outreach activities at the Buccoo
Government Primary School on Sunday 4" which included displays from
several different NGOs. An impressive total of 899 species were recorded
during the event, including several new records for Tobago.

Introduction

A Bioblitz (short for Biodiversity Blitz) is an event in which participants gather together to record as
many different species of organisms as possible during a set period at a chosen site. The period is
normally 24 hours but can range from a few hours to several days. Participants can include expert
scientists and naturalists alongside students and other volunteers. The main objectives are to learn
more about the species present at a particular location, while also engaging the public with their
local biodiversity.

Bioblitz events have been held all over the world since the first one was held in the USA in 1996,
including in Australia, New Zealand, Canada, the U.K., Spain, Portugal, Ireland, Germany, Italy,
Switzerland, and Taiwan. The event described herein was the twelfth to be held in the Republic of
Trinidad and Tobago.

The 9th, 10th and 11th Trinidad & Tobago Bioblitzes were held virtually due to the covid19
pandemic restrictions. Thus, this year was the first in-person event since 2019.

Although a Bioblitz gives a snapshot of the wildlife in an area, it is not designed to yield an
exhaustive inventory (Lundmark, 2003). This is because of the limited time during which the
sampling takes place and also because it is conducted over a single weekend, meaning that seasonal
variation cannot be accounted for; however, the sampling does provide a baseline against which
results of future surveys and Bioblitzes can be compared and measured. It can also reveal important
insights into the distributions and status of certain species of interest. In the past, T&T Bioblitzes
have generated several ‘new species records’ for the country (e.g. Sewlal 2013) as well as useful
information on distributions of certain species (Auguste & Rutherford, 2015; Cock, 2017; Smith et al.,
2021; Jowers et al 2021)

Buccoo and the surrounding area in South-West Tobago was chosen this year because it was 8 years
since the first and only Tobago-based Bioblitz. The 2015 event was in North-East Tobago with a
basecamp in Charlotteville, so we were keen to cover a different part of the island, and especially an
area that includes a Marine Protected Area — the Buccoo Reef Marine Park.

While marine habitats were a focus, including seagrass, intertidal and coral reef habitats, the survey
area also comprised mangroves, forests, streams and urban and suburban areas. Indeed, much of
the terrestrial part of the survey area is heavily developed for residential, commercial and tourism
use. Exceptions to this include the forests surrounding the Grafton bird sanctuary to the North, and
mangrove forest habitats to the South.

It is notable that at least two locations targeted as part of the surveys are currently carded for
significant developments: Kilgwyn Bay and Rocky Point/Back Bay. The more data we have on the
biodiversity of these areas, the better placed we are to advocate for their protection and make
decisions about their future.

The weather during the 24-hour period was mixed, with periods of heavy showers and sun.



As usual, the event was co-organised between the TTFNC and the Department of Life Sciences, The
University of the West Indies, but this year, we forged additional partnerships with SpeSeas, Buccoo
Reef Trust (BRT) and the Tobago House of Assembly (THA), given the focus on Tobago and the
marine environment.

First Citizens Bank graciously sponsored the event this year, and we are also grateful to the Principal
of the Buccoo Government Primary School and the Ministry of Education for allowing us to use the
school as an excellent base camp for the weekend. Permits for conducting terrestrial and marine
surveys were obtained through the Department of Natural Resources and Forestry, and the
Department of Marine Resources and Fisheries, respectively. The latter included permission to enter
and survey the Buccoo Reef Marine Park protected area, on the condition that no specimens were
extracted.

Methods

The survey area covered a 5km radius, designed to encompass the majority of the South-West
peninsula, and including a variety of marine habitats (Figure 1).

Experts and volunteers grouped themselves together and most prepared a plan of action before the
event began; the volunteers were divided up into several groups that varied in the number of
members and the surveying methods to be used. At noon on Saturday, after a brief welcome and
introduction from Amy Deacon, the groups headed into the area to start surveying. Some continued
late into the night and then started again at daybreak on Sunday before finishing up before noon.
Results were announced at 1pm.

Plants

The plant survey was carried out in different ecosystems within South-West Tobago, with specific
collections made at four general locations containing different habitat types. Sites comprising
young/secondary forests were led by Mike and Doreen Oatham in and around the Mt Irvine
environs. Mangrove and other wetland ecosystems were led by Shane Ballah within the vicinity of
No Man's Land and Bon Accord. Sarah Evelyn led the group surveying disturbed areas such as
Caledonia Estate/Grafton Hotel/Crown Point and the periphery of Basecamp, whereas Linton



Arneaud focused on freshwater, marine and coastal plants throughout several locations, including
Buccoo Bay, Petit Trou Lagoon and Kilgwyn Bay.

At these sites, all plants encountered were recorded and where necessary samples were collected
for later identification. All plants collected were divided into woody plants, vines, and herbs.
Opportunistic sightings of vascular plants along access roads and trails were also recorded.
Specimens were collected by hand and field notes were taken which aided with identifications.

Birds
The Bird Group was formed of more than twenty highly motivated participants plus a few intrepid
Bioblitzers from other groups.

Surveying was done via several established methods, including, field surveys with a combination of
driving and walking throughout the accessible areas of the survey radius where applicable, and bird-
banding surveys. Also, mounted audio recorders were used to capture bird calls for identification
later on, especially for nocturnal birds. Two main groups were tasked with covering as much of the
Bioblitz area as possible, noting limitations with vehicle access to some interior forest dirt roads, as
well as some limited habitat availability where focus was mainly on forest and some scrubland
vegetation, with some river and stream habitats.

In addition two mist net stations were established at Bon Accord (sewage ponds) and Grafton Bird
Sanctuary. Here birds were captured, some banded, and all released.

Mammals

No camera traps were used this year; instead the mammal group relied upon incidental sightings
from all other specialist groups. During the day the team explored an abandoned hotel in the
Grafton area where a hand net was used to capture the bats in order to get a closer look and identify
the species. Also, acoustic sampling for bats was conducted at the abandoned hotel.

Two survey stations and teams were established, one behind Buccoo Bay and the other at Grafton
for mist netting bats at night.

Reptiles and Amphibians

TTFNC Herpetology Group was organized by Renoir Auguste and field surveys were led by Renoir and
Saifudeen Muhammad. Forest trails within the 5 km radius were walked day and night to observe
amphibians and reptiles. At night, flashlights were used to aid in finding frogs, lizards, caiman, and
snakes. All frogs heard calling but not seen were identified and documented by Renoir. In addition,
beaches were patrolled to look for nesting female sea turtles with the aid of red lights.

Aquatic - Freshwater

This year, sampling involved using three methods: seining, cast netting and fish traps. The main
methods used were seining and cast netting used at all aquatic sampling sites, whereas fish traps
were used at five sites. As many available streams within the 5 km were sampled as possible.

Aquatic - Marine

The Marine Group conducted SCUBA diving daytime surveys, led by Ryan Mannette, at Mt Irvine
Reef, Kariwak Reef, and Bo Pez Reef, as well as a night SCUBA survey at Kariwak Reef. A glass bottom
boat launched from the Buccoo jetty transported snorkelers, led by Stephanie Warren-Gittens, to
the Buccoo Reef to conduct snorkelling surveys. Participants also conducted snorkelling and
intertidal surveys at Swallows, Mt. Irvine, Pigeon Point, Stone Haven and the Bon Accord Lagoon.
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Lists were compiled from visual observations and field guides. Where photos were available,
observations were uploaded to iNaturalist for species identification and verification.

Marine intertidal mollusc surveys and subsequent identifications were conducted by Ivan Hinkson.

The freshwater group assisted the Marine Surveys by conducting a beach seine at Buccoo Bay.

Terrestrial Invertebrates

Terrestrial Invertebrates occupy a diverse array of habitats and are active at both day and night, with
many species displaying cryptic behaviour that makes them very difficult to locate and document in
the field without the use of special survey equipment and techniques. To be able to collect and
record as many species as possible in the diverse array habitats that were found in Buccoo, the
invertebrate group therefore utilised a variety of survey techniques that were conducted both in the
day and at night. For daytime surveys the group members actively sampled various microhabitats
ranging from lush vegetation along forest trails, to the edges of streams and ponds with use of both
sweep nets and aerial swoop nets. The sweep nets were used to sample various invertebrates that
were within understory vegetation by brushing the vegetation with a heavy canvas net that served
to dislodge any species, both diurnal and nocturnal that are on, or making their retreats in the
vegetation. The aerial sweep nets on the other hand were used to sample ‘in flight’” invertebrates
such as butterflies, dragonflies and damselflies. In addition to the use of these nets, group members
also utilised visual encounter surveys that entailed walking through various habitats of the survey
sites and observing and recording all insects that could be seen with the naked eye. Any specimens
that were difficult to identify in the field were collected by use of insect vials and brought back to
basecamp for further identification by the experts and with the use of identification guides. The
recording of species was supplemented by observations and photos taken by members of other
specialist groups where photos were taken by the use of smartphones and uploaded to iNaturalist. A
comprehensive species list of invertebrate observations was then made by combining all species that
were observed and recorded.

For the night-time surveys, the invertebrate group assembled at basecamp for 7:45 pm where their
numbers quickly doubled from 10 members to approximately 20, as individuals from other daytime
survey teams joined in. Rakesh Bhukal led the group searching for scorpions and other nocturnal
invertebrates that were active at night. Surveys for this group was conducted between the hours of
8 pm and 1 am on Saturday night and commenced with a safety briefing on the handling and
collecting of these specimens in the field as there is a highly venomous species, Tityus trinitatis,
among the scorpion fauna of Tobago. The surveys entailed walking through various habitat types
and actively searching various microhabitats from the ground level straight up to the canopies of
trees with the use of hand held ultra- violet flashlights of wavelength 395 nm. This wavelength of
light was chosen because scorpions fluoresce or “glow” brightly when they are irradiated. Specimens
that were difficult to identify in the field were collected by gently clasping their tail with large
forceps and safely and securely placing them in collecting vials to be taken back to basecamp for
identification with the use of a dissecting microscope.

Throughout the Bioblitz, participants encountered a variety of invertebrates throughout the area.
These specimens included many different insects, arachnids, crustaceans, myriapods, and worms.
Various field guides were used to aid in identification of species, including Michalski (2015) and
Barcant (1970) which gave details on the Odonata and butterflies of Trinidad and Tobago
respectively. As for moths, these were identified with the help of various on-line resources and by
sharing photos with Lepidoptera expert Dr. Matthew J. W. Cock.



Fungi

The Fungi group focused on the three main trails within the Grafton Estate on Saturday afternoon,
followed by Friendship estate, Canoe Bay and Golden Grove Road. Bon Accord Lagoon and Buccoo
Bay were also surveyed on Saturday evening. On Sunday, group leader Jeffrey Wong Sang covered
Buccoo Point, Golden Grove Road, Canaan, Kilgwyn Swamp and the boardwork by Petit Trou Lagoon
in Magdalena.

Specimens were collected and preserved as well as photographs were taken. These were then
collated and identified to morphospecies during the Bioblitz with further identification carried out
after the event. Other participants also contributed photographs of fungi.

The Fungi group were extremely active with outreach too, exhibiting specimens and interacting with
school children on Friday afternoon as well as on Sunday.

iNaturalist

All participants and members of the public were encouraged to use iNaturalist to upload
observations throughout the weekend, so that they could be identified by scientists from around the
world. This was especially well-used for invertebrates, where we lack the specific expertise for
certain groups.

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Results
Plants

The final plant group total was 246 species. These included many exotic species such as the Narrow
Century Plant (Agave angustifolia), Blue Trumpet Vine (Thunbergia grandiflora) Devil's Backbone
(Euphorbia tithymaloides) and Coral Plant (Jatropha multiflora). Unfortunately, the plant group was
unable to identify any endemic or rare plant species recorded for the area such as Securidaca
lophosoma, Aegiphila obovata, Guapira pacurero and Eugenia procera. We were however able to
find Pigeonberry (Rivina humilis), a new (native) record for Tobago which was observed in numerous
locations.

Birds

A total of 78 species of birds were seen, heard or captured and released during the Bioblitz, within
the 5km radius. This represents just under 30% of the 272 different species known from Tobago
(Kenefick et al. 2011). Notable sightings included a female lesser scaup still hanging around at the
ponds in lowlands; this species is a winter migratory and seemed to have overstayed or
overwintered. Next was a blue wing teal in the same ponds in lowlands, same overwintering as it is
also migratory. These two sightings highlight the importance of these ponds in Tobago for wintering,
migratory waterbirds. Next was the gray and cocoi herons at the Buccoo sewage ponds, the former
is a rare but almost annual visitor to T&T’s freshwater marshes, and the latter was a nice find as
whilst it does migrate at times to Trinidad it is quite rare for Tobago. Some nice shorebirds were also
spotted, including white-rumped sandpiper, collared plover, black-bellied plover and semipalmated
plover. At night the common potoo was heard, and possible gray throated leaftosser was recorded
on Grafton trail.

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Mammals

The mammals were dominated by bats, with an impressive 10 bat species recorded out of 70 bat
species known for the country. The acoustic sampling detected two bat species at the abandoned
hotel which were narrowed down to Myotis sp. and Phyllostomus sp.

At both Buccoo Bay and Grafton we identified Seba's short-tailed bat and Jamaican fruit-eating bat.
At the Buccoo site four additional species were identified with one species in particular being an
exciting one to see, the Greater fishing bat. The other species observed included Great fruit-eating
bat, Little yellow-shouldered bat and Greater white-lined bat. At the Grafton site, two species were
found, Little big-eared bat and Gervais's fruit-eating bat.

The other mammal species observed included Red-rumped agouti and Red-tailed squirrel. Of course
the usual domestic species were seen around the area. The total for wild mammals therefore came
to 12, and the total including cats, dogs, sheep, cattle and horses came to 17.

Reptiles and Amphibians

Thirty-three reptile and amphibian species were recorded. These comprised 10 species of snakes, 12
species of lizards, 2 species of sea turtle, a crocodilian and 8 species of frog. The most significant
finding from this year’s Bioblitz was a frog (Adenomera sp.) that has yet to be formally reported for
Tobago. Tobago’s endemic eko, Gonatodes oe/latus, was also recorded within the area (see below).

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Freshwater

Species recorded by the freshwater group included native guppies, zangee, swamp guppies, and
introduced tilapia, alongside several freshwater prawns and gastropods. The group also added
several species to the marine fishes, molluscs and crustaceans, by sampling brackish and nearshore
areas.

Marine

226 species were recorded by the Marine Group from a variety of taxa. They included fishes,
crustaceans, molluscs, marine plants and algae and other invertebrates. Notable sightings included a
shortnose batfish, a hawksbill turtle, a spotted eagle ray, some unidentified seahorses, an Atlantic
white-spotted octopus and a toadfish.

Between the Freshwater & Aquatic groups, 119 fishes, 23 crustaceans, 38 molluscs, 4 alga and 67
aquatic invertebrates were recorded.

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Terrestrial Invertebrates

At least 192 insects were recorded over the event, including stick insects, praying mantises,
butterflies, dragonflies and, excitingly, seven species of moth that had never been recorded in
Tobago before: Macaria carpo, Moca aphrodora, Melitta cyaneifera, Hypena glumalis, Coenipeta
bibitrix, Eulepidotis ezra and Goniapteryx servia. These were photographed by Rainer Deo and Bryan
Ramdeen, and identification confirmed by Matthew Cock. The team also found 45 different
arachnids, including three scorpions, one of which is endemic to Tobago. Alongside 3 millipedes and
2 isopods, the terrestrial invertebrate total stands at 242 species. The final list was a composite of
records kept during the event alongside iNaturalist observations uploaded by various bioblitzers.

Fungi
After a dry few months, the fungi group benefited from some welcome rains in the days leading up
to the event. Thirty-five fungi species were recorded; the final list is still being analyzed.

iNaturalist

38 volunteers uploaded 1611 observations to the Buccoo Bioblitz 2023 iNaturalist project. Just under
half of these reached a Research Grade identification by September 2023 and together they
represented 638 species. See Appendix 1 for more details.
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Public participation

Around 150 volunteers took part in the surveys, including scientists, students, naturalists and
interested members of the public. A further 50+ people of all ages visited the base camp on Sunday
and they had a variety of activities to enjoy, overseen by Raquel Wheeler, Amy Deacon and Nandani
Bridglal with the assistance of Aliya Hosein and Dan Jaggernauth. These included colouring, games
and worksheets for children, with stickers and laminated guides as prizes . Various groups and
invited organizations had displays on offer, including SpeSeas, First Citizens, ERIC, BirdsCaribbean,
TTFNC including Ivan Hinkson’s mollusc display, Mushrooms of T&T, Corbin’s Local Wildlife, BESnet
and Buccoo Reef Trust. ERIC set up in a classroom offering presentations and short films on demand,
Corbin’s Local Wildlife brought live aquatic displays including terrapins, and SpeSeas brought their
popular virtual reality coral reef dive goggles, allowing visitors the chance to take a virtual tour of
Tobago's reefs based on photos from their Maritime Ocean Collection.

Conclusion

The total number of species recorded at the Bioblitz was 899 species. These
comprised 246 plants, 17 mammals, 8 amphibians, 25 reptiles, 78 birds, 192
insects, 45 arachnids, 3 millipedes, 2 isopods, 119 fishes, 38 molluscs, 23
crustaceans, 67 other marine invertebrates, 4 algal species and 35 fungi.

The full list can be found in Appendix 2 of this report.

South-West Tobago proved to be a remarkably fruitful location. While originally chosen for its
marine environment and potential outreach opportunities given the high density of people, most
teams were pleasantly surprised to record high numbers of species and to end up with totals that
compare well with other events conducted in more varied and less disturbed areas.

iNaturalist was used to great effect this year, partly thanks to the virtual bioblitzes between 2020-
2022 which meant that many participants now have their own iNaturalist account. This especially
made a difference to the number of terrestrial invertebrates, and also helped greatly with the
identification of marine invertebrates.

Habitats in South-West Tobago are frequently faced with proposed developments, and there is the
tendency to assume that because much of the region is already developed, there is little of value
remaining in terms of biodiversity. The 2023 T&T Bioblitz surveys have shown that this is far from
true, and while the further development of this region in some form may be inevitable, it is vital that
it is done with consideration and full awareness of what is still there and what could potentially be
lost.
